The Excuse-Maker.

* And they all with one consent began to make
excuse.”—Luke xiv. 18 :

That which is ‘spoken of the persons in the
text is not an accidental circumstance in the his-
tory of our race, but a fact interwoven in the
story of human nature from the commission of
the first criminal act unto the present time. The
Bible reader will not fail to remember that Adam
offered an excuse for his misconduct in the Gar-
den of Eden. And whist is more prominent in
the conviction and execution of criminals, than
the victim charging his wicked assncistes with
the guilt of the deed for which he is to be hanged !
It is the same in society everywhere, in,Church
sometimes as well as in the world. How very
common it is to hear persons plead in extenua-
tion of their faults, that they had not done wrong
if they had not been misled, or if some one had
not provoked them to step aside from the path
of duty !

Of course there is no reason for this. The
feeling accompanying a_ sense of guilt is decid-
edly annoying, always bringing with it a sense
of impending punishment. The excuse-maker,
therefore, hastens to disburden himself of the
consequences attending his conduct by laying
upon some unfortunate scapegoat the whole
blame, while he breathes the air of innocence
and feels that he has done no wrong atall. This
is as truly the reason of such actions now as it
was with Adam, who cleared himself from the
sin of eating the forbidden fruit fby laying upon
the * mother of all living” the whole burden
of the great offence.

The habit of excusing ourselves, on any ac-
count, is a bad one. To nurse, strengthen, and
mature such a habit, we do not hesitate to say,
is ruinovs. Itis, in fact, the most successful
expedient of the devil at deceiving mankind ;

| and because the hahit is a common one it is all

all the more dangerous.

Thke habit, we say, is a common one. Ap-
proach a young a man with an exhortation to a
religious life. If there were no hypocrites there,
he tells you, he would join the Church, as though
the fact of there being hypocrites in the Church
would expiate his offences, and * make his call-
ing and election stire.”

If the Church niembers neglect the * assem-
bling of themselves together,” and you inquire
into the cause of the delinquency, it is seldom
that there is a disposition found to assume the
blame of unfaithfulness. Some one else, or some
untoward circumstance must bear the responsi-
bility—a friend called in to see them just as they
were preparing for Church ; or there was an ap-
pearance of rain ; or there were some members
they could not hold fellowship with ; or perbaps
the preacher’s politics did not suit them.

| We copy from the Large Report of the Wes-
leyan Missionary Sosiety for 18635, the following
| delightfully interesting letter from the Rev.

| tioned at Prevorst, Wurtemburg Distriet : —
| In September, 1861, I was appointed to the
: Mainhardter forest, a district naturally wild and
rough, consisting of hills, and mountains, and
[ forests. The iahabitants. as far as religion is
concerned, are, for the most part, ignorant, blind,
and spiritually dead ; a fact still too evident, for
mauy are not ashamed of sin, be it bad as it may,
but only of prayer. But in 1860, it pleased God
to send hither some brethrea connected with
the Wesleyan Mission, and it was soon evident
that their labour was not in vain, Many were
convinced of their miserable condition, and
sought mercy and pesce through the blood of
Christ. The report that the Mainkardter forest
was on fire reached the ecclesiasticsl and civil
suthorities; and that it was occasionsd by the
Methodists, Without delsy the officials came
together and consulted ; and it was unanimously
resolved to put limits to the flames, snd, if these
were exceeded, to adopt stronger messures.
The people, hearers as well as teachers, were ae-
eused, prosecuted, fined, and once it same so far,
thet two brethren were imprisoned, and finally
proseribed the neighbourhood, under penaity of
arrest, for the sin of singing and praying. All
this s far suoceeded that many were discouraged.
The fire was checked, but not entitely quenched.
A few live coals still continued to glow until
another breese arose to fan them into & flame.
But who should undertake the task ? Quite un-
expectedly the lot fell upon me. What were my
feelings the reader may imagine—mie, the least
among the brethren, with but little courage and
not much wisdom—with little experience and no
learning ; poor feeble youth, I had nothing at
all except a little faith, and s promise which the
Lord had given me. Thus I set forth, staff in
hand, over hills covered with wood ; with cheer-
ful hopes, and the thought that at least I had not
to do with cannibals, and my life was safe. I

| determined, first of all, to go to the chief of our

opponents, and to tell him I was resolved to
carry on the work commenced by the Methodists,
and hoped that he, as an evangelical minister,
would lend me his support. I told him that in-
stead of extinguishing the flame, he ought, for
Christ’s sake, to assist in fanning it ; it was the
work of God, and concerned immortsl sculs, &2.
After a hard struggle he consented, on certain
conditions, which I could sccept without violat-
ing conscience. I then sought up- the eeveral
meetings. Much damspe had been done; butl
found many warm hearts that received me glad-
ly. Very soon the mews reached our enemies
that one resided in the neighbourhood who was
fanning the fire: and attempts were made to
catch hold of me, until they learned that the
principal opponent had been routed. On this,
the hatred of some increased to such a degree
that my life was in danger. If I travelled by
day I was afraid, for their looks were dark and
malignant, and they pierced me with their eyes.
If I travelled by night, I was in danger of fall-
ing over rocks and precipices, for there are in
this circuit few broken roads. Often has a band
of wicked men determined to waylay me; but,
thanks be to God, hitherto without success.
With a heavy heart, and with tears in my eyes,
I toiled through rough roads, thinking of the sad
condition of Christendom. I thought I must
have deceived myzelf. Even cannibals could not
be more hostile. I made also some bitter ex-
periences among those from whom I only looked
for support. On this subject I forbear to enter,
but the lesson is not forgotten. To escape these
difficuities and deliver my life, I was determined
to fly*to France; but in the nick of time, help
came. For this, Ihave to thank Dr. Lyth. But
before this the Lord comforted and encouraged
me in the time of need by means of a dream.. ..
As soon as I had fixed my home in Prevorst, the
bitter waters sprung up in Greathof; acd who
‘but I must drink them? But the Lord made
the bitter sweet to me. The acceptable time was
come, for God remembered us in mercy, and
visited Prevorst and its vicinity with the out-
pouring of his Holy Spirit. Many souls re-
joiced st my arrival, becaus¢ they had been
awakened through the instrumentality of the
brethren who had preceded me. But the whole
neighbourhood resembled a valley of dry leaves.
Soon after my arrival, s general desire after
better things became perceptible. Great and
small crowded into the Meeting, and listened
with delight to the preaching of the Cross, Many
were awakened by it, and in many it proved the
power of God to salvation. Often a hundred
crept together, under the conviction of their sin
and misery, and children and old men cried out,
¢ What must I do to be saved ?” In conformity
to our usage, I felt it my duty to introduce Class
and Prayer-meetings, that such as were heavy
laden might have the cpportunity of unburthen-
ing their hearts. Not a few were glad on this
account, and have experienced that these occa-
sions are attended with the special blessing of
God. Our early meetings, which are held every
Sundsy morning at four o'clock, are particularly
profitable. In these many have confessed their
sins to the Lord with tears, and would not rise
from their knees before He had filled their hearts
with peace and joy, through the conviction that
they were become the children of God by faith
in Jesus Christ. God has often fulfilled the
promise, ** Before they call upon me I will an-
swer, and while they are yet speaking I will hear.”
Of this some examples in this Circuit supply
abundant procf. In Prevorst, alter several had
obtained mercy, and could rejoice in a sin-for-
giving God, Methodism soon became notorious
as a new thicg ; the Prayer and Class-meetings
were condemned as dangerous. The enemy en-
deavored by every meansito do mischief ; but he
has not succeeded, for Jesus our champion has
bruised the serpent’s head. Blessed, yes, blessed
is every one that believeth in Him.. Many’
thoughtful but curious persons came to the meet-
ing to hear the new doctrine, and to convince
themselves of the errors of the Methodists ; but
as the Lord is continually casting forth his net,
such persons have ofien been unexpectedly
caught, and bave not yet regretted it. Thus it
lollpvodthuounnﬁn‘ plm.eqnbhofhold-
ing 150 persons, soon became too small.

The sister above men-
tioned replied that not a door should be opened,
but only the window, that a few seeds of truth
wight find their way out; and the enemy ‘was
compelled to withdraw without aceqmplishing
bis purpose. The people continued to pray and
praise God until midnight. The result was, that
10 persons obtained mercy, and among them the
husband and daughter abcve mentioned. Baut
as it ever happens, when the Spirit of God works,
Satan is equally busy ; so it was in this inetance.
Not long after this awakening I was preaching
one Sunday in Schmidkausen, and as soon as the
magistrate and his subordinates, who were drink-
ing in the neighbouring public house, were aware
of it.they resolved to interrupt the service, and
drag me out. What further they intended to do
with me I do not know. But as soon as I had
commenced, they came to the house, singing and
cursing, so that at first we supposed it to be a
company of ¢ lewd fellows,” until we hal-convine-

their faces upon the ground, under the convic-
tion that they were lost. They wept and cried
so loud for mercy and forgiveneses, that the
neighbors were aroused from their sleep, and the
Herr Anwalt (a petty magistrate) came hastily
and asked, ¢ For God’s sake, what is the matter?
Three of his children, a son and two daughters,
answered him with the cry, ‘Father, we are lost I’
When he heard that, be fell upon his knees and
wept aloud and prayed to God. Iendeavoured,
as well as I could, to lead these souls to Calvary,
and showed them there the Lamb of God, and
what he had done and suffered for poor sinners.
The Lord blessed the effort; and soon, to our
joy, we heard the cry. ‘ Father, we are saved!
Six persons found peace through the blood of
Christ. The joy we felt was indescribable : but
I was not allowed to tarry long; for when we
had prayed, there came another messenger, with
the request that I would go with him to a man
who had been.lying four hours prostrate upon
the ground, seeking for mcrcy. He was sudden-
ly awakened, just as he was retiring to rest.
Although it was already so late, I was obliged
to go, and found all as I had been informed.
Again the Lord commanded his blessing : the
man was soon able to believe that the Saviour
died for him; the burden fell from his heart,
and he still rejoices in God his Saviour. It was
now two o’clock in the morning, and we deter-
mined to retire to rest; but as soon as it was
day, several more came snd told me what the
Lord had done for their souls. Altogether 12
persons obtained peace with God. It was a
time never to be forgotten. Another time, as I
was sitting in my study, thinking over a text, s
woman came and requested me to sccompany
her. When I asked her why, she was unable to
answer for weeping. I pasyed God to let His
blessing go with me, and then followed. Bhe
took me to three houses, in each of which I
found pdor sinners upon their knees, seeking
the Saviour. They had all been wonderfally
seized with convictions, while engaged in their
usual callings, and could work no longer. That
morning, eight souls were converted.to God.
By these extraordinary occurrences I“rw?nt
and the neighborhood was thrown into a staté of
excitement, so that the cry for belp came from
all sides. Six new places were taken up ; and I
engaged to devote my whole strength to .the
work, and bold as many meetings as possible.
The Lord bas mightily sustained me, and sccom-
panied the word with his blessing, as a few ex-
amples will show. The first places that desired
help were Kronan and Schmidhausen. There
the Meetings were numerously attended ; souls
swakened and eonverted, especially two brethren
who have fully decided to be on the Lord's side,
and are now rendering me faithful and willing
service in the work of - the Lord as Local Preach-
ers.  In Schmidhausen we had a remarkable
revival. About nine months after I had com-
menced visiting it, it pleased God, by means of
a sister who bad already found peace, to kindle
a mighty flame. She was working one Wednes-
day evening with some otaer females, until eleven
o'clock, and before they went home they united
in prayer. A young girl, seventeen years of
‘age, was seized with a strange trembling ; every
member of her body was convulsed. Alarmed
by this circamstance, they ceased praying and
carried her home to bed. She was the only
child of unbelieving parents. But scarcely had
they left ber, and returned home, before they
were hastily fetched back again. The girl was
so violently convulsed, and heaved up in bed as
if by some invisible power, that the parents were
filled with terror, and knew not what to do.
They all now prayed earnestly to God for help,
until at length she become quiet. In the same

fetch me out, end none had the courage to un-
dertake it, the henorable task fell upon the ma-
gistrate, who was the instigator of the whele af-
fair. When he came to the door, as if the Lord
bad blinded his eyes, he couid not find the han-
dle, and therefore knocked like a madman, until
the mistress of the house went out and bid him
go bome, as one would a drunken brawler, threa-
tening, at the same time to bring him before the
Obermt’s (County) Court as disturber of the
peace. We were thus left in peace, and the
words were fulfilled— Take counsel together and
and it shall come to nought.’

We have also had blessed results in Etslens-
weden, a small place, where every family attends
our meetings; but for a whole year this work

'made no progress, hecsuse of an old Pietist who

came to the meeting, but was opposed to class
and prayer-meetings. In fact he would not al-
low the people to pray. At length, by thé good
providence of God, be came no more. The peo-
ple began to pray in earnest, and the Lord
wrought wonders. Very shortly 18 persons tast-
ed the peace of God, and the old Pietist appear-
ed in his true character as an open foe, denounc-
ed these rapid conversions as the work of the
devil, and me as his agent. And still be is seek-
ing by means of slander, directed more especially
against myself, t5'hinder the work of God. But
Satan can accomplish nothing against Christ and
his kingdom, so long as his people faithfully
maintain the field. )

“In Finterrsoth, also the Lord visited His
peoplein an extraordinary manner.” Within a
short time 20 to 25 persons were savingly con-
verted to God ; and what deserves particalar re-
mark, many were awakened in other places with-
out any direct agency. These particdlars I omit.
Also in Neulautern, Kurach, apd more recently
in Oberstenfeld, many have entered into the glo-
aious liberty of the children ! God. In the
place last mentioned 100 persons are now thank-
ing God for the light which has streamed in
upon the gloomy forest, and upon yet gloomier
hearts, and' for the blessings which have been
diffused in this neighborhood by the agency of
Methodism, especially through the means of the
class and prayer.meetings. The love'of the peo-
ple for the four o'clock prayer-meeting is re-
markable. They came often a distance of three
or four miles in bad weatber and by dangerous
roads. But I must conclude by reforring to »
matter which ought not to be omitted: the ne-
cessity of a suiiable mesting- place' was never
more urgently felt. Prevorst alone numbered
66 members, and about 120 hearers, while many
crowded to our meetings from the surrounding
villages. Besides, God was adding to the So-
ciety daily those who were saved. The desire was
therefore expressed to secure a larger place, and
the people were willing to exert themselves. As
no suitable premises were to be found, we must
build. The estimatdd cost was £150, and we cal-
culated we could raise one-third of the amount.
Full of this ides, 1 set off to consult with_Dr.
Lyth, who, I was glad to find was ready to help
in the matter. He asked me if I had already se-
cured the promise of subscriptions, and learnt
with no little astonishment that I had got large
hopes, some faith and no money. Nevertheless
when I described the necessity of the case and
the zeal of the people, he promised to put the case
before the Committee ; and to our great joy we
soon heard that the Committee had generously
promised a grant of £84. We now set heartily

General  Miscellany,
The Cholera in 1860

A report hes been prepared by eminent phy:
sleians of New York; tracing the track of (he
Cholers during last year, and deduding prinei-
ples therefrom, as 10 the predisposing causes of
thet disesase ; and the importance to be aitached
to sanitary regulations as & guard against its
progress. From the facts thus collected the fol-
lowing conclusions are drawn :—

That the cholera has followed the channels of
commercial intercourse, keeping close by water-
sides, and establishing itself first in filthy quar-
ters of cities, that were already inviting its ap-
proaches ; that the relation of human sgency
and of the lines of transportation in the march
of the epidemic has been peculisrly apparent,
and that it has followed the laws previously de-.
dyted from its history.

« The season was exceedingly hot and damp.
The epidemic earliest, and as if by special elec-
tion or predisposition, afflicted the persons and
classes who dwell in foul air, and who are most
igent and reckless in their diet, who indulge
in excesses and abuses of the appelites, and who
generally are most subjc.! to the diseases that
arise from bad dict and the neglect of self-care.”
The localising causes of cholera may be clasei-
fied as follows: * 1. Decaying orgaunic matters,
bone, hide, fat, and offal houses, neglected
stables, putrescent mud and filth; 2. Bad drain-

sewers, filthy streets, gutter § stables, ;uhge‘,
and cesspools ; 4. Water and beverages in any
manner contaminated by putrescent organio
matter, particularly by any soakage from privies ;
5. Neglected privies and putrefying excrements ;
6. Overcrowding and neglect of ventilation.”
The immunity of “places of previous impurity
when brought under thorough sanitary reform,
we are told, bas been proved whenever tried.
For example, *““that class of the lodging houses
in the cities of England that had been brought
under sanitary regulations, with a total popula-
tion of 80,000, was nearly exempt from cholera
during the last epidemics, while the lodging and
tenant houses not under such regulations con-
(inued to be hot-beds of both cholers and fever.
In the Report of the General Board of Health
in 1849, it-is stated that in the great tenant
house the Metropolitan Buildings, in which
the regulations were complete, though
with & population exceeding ‘five hundred per-
sons, not & case of ‘cholers occurred, yet in the
same district the epidemic was'very fatal. In
the Report of the same Board in 1851, it is
stated thet “in the metropolis every efficient
sanitary improvement has been followed as di-
rectiy as cause and effect by a corresponding
decrease of sickness and mortality, Zhere is no
exception to this rule—it applies to the courts,
alleys, and houses occupied by the industriGus »
classes ; it applies to public institutions of every
kind; to prisons, to hospitals, to lunatic asy-
lums ; and, above all, to establishments specially
erected to test the value of sanitary principles—
to the model lodging houses of the metropolis.
In our report on epidemic cholers, it is shown
that only one out of 795 persons, inmates of these
model buildings, had been sttacked by the di-
sease, whereas, among the population of Lon-
don generally, one person in 75 was attacked.’’
A remarkable fact is told of the city of Wor-
cester, England. * Having b_%on twice scourged
by cholera, the city undertook %o avert the later
epidemics by means of effectusl cleansing snd
efficient sanitary regulstions. result was,
that while the pestilence swept through the
neighboring cities and villages, the populous city
of Worcester escaped, ‘ and the destroyer of un-
cleanly cities made a passover with the people of
Worcester, for on every lintel and door-post was
written ‘“ cleanliness, cleanliness.”’ Not a house
was entered, and the town was saved in the
midst of the most frightful desolation.’”

The Editcr of
the New York Christian Advocate says : —* For
the last three weeks we could bave nearly filled
the Adrocate with revival communications.” In
some churches hundreds bave been converted
and added to the church.

CENTENARY.

Thus far the centenary exercises have been of
the most interesting character. The preliminary
exercises, on the first Sabbath in the year, were
most bepeficial in their results. Many of the
sermons on the occasion, in which the statistics
of Methodism were presented, have astonished
the other churches. Tbey had ao idea that Me-
thodism bad reached its preseut greatness—out=
numbering by far all other denominations. In-
cluding all the Methodists in the United States
and Canads, ministers and members, they
number {wo millions. The other five leading
denominations, all of them in the country before
the Methodists entered it, and most of them had
become wealthy and strong, now number as fol-
lows : Baptists, 1,039,400 ; Presbyterians, 805,
740 ; Congregationalists, 263,000 ; Lutherans,
260,000 ; Episcopalisns, 151,000 The Con-
gregstionalists commenced with the settement
of the country—came in the Mayflower—ard had
been to work more than a bundred and thirty
years when the first Methodist seimon was
preached in the country, and now they number
only 263,000, while the Methodists count fwo
millions. Surely “the Lord bath done great
things for us.” Dr. Stevens’ new work—the
Second Centenary Book—sketching some ef the
prominent women of Methodism, will be out
shortly, and is looked for with much ioterest.

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Bormuda Correspondence.

DeAR EDITOR:

“ Deep in the bosom of Atlantic waves,
Whose showy foam a rocky island laves,

Far from my friends on western Scotia’s shore,
But further from the land my thoughts deplore:
I sit me down to muse an hour or two,

Ease my full heart, and fill a page for you.”

The Bermudas are a cluster of Islands in the
Atlantic ocgan, in Long. 63°, 28’ West, and
Lat. 82°, 24’ North. With the exception of St.
Helena, there is not perhaps a spot on the globe
so remote from any land: the nearest point be-
ing Cape Hatteras, in North Carolina, distant
580 miles; and Atwoods Keys, one of the Ba-
hamas, distant 645 miles. The whole number
of the Bermudas is said to be 400. But if we
try to eke out an island for every day in the
year, it is probably necessary to include, not
only all the visible, but a good many of the sub-
‘marine rocks. We have not yet read two ac-
[counts, or met two individuals, that could agree
upon the exact number of islands in the group.
The main part of Bermuda consists of five is-
lands, running from north-east to south-west, and
then gradually curving on to the northward,
the whole resembling a shepherd’s crook. . These
five are St. George’s, Hamilton, Somerset, Wat-
ford, Boaz, and Ireland. They are all con-
nected by ferries or bridges, and form a chain
about twenty-four miles’in length, and of a
breadth varymg from 300 yards, to a" mile and
a half.

Imagine that we are approaching Bermuda
for the first time. We enter St. George’s har-
bour by a passage which is extremely pretty.
Indeed it resembles what the mind imagines of
fairy-land.

‘ Bermuda, ocean-girt, remantic isle,
Fragrant of health and bright as beaxty’s smile.”

As we advance, lovely islands, green and well-
wooded, open rapidly out on every side, floating
in the tranquil clear blue water, here and there
picturesquely embrowned by sub-marine coral
rocks. No painter could possibly do justice to
this moving panorama.

of comminution and disintegration. From the
most compact rock to the very sand of the shore,
| the materials are universally fragments of, shells,
corals, &c. The rocks are all laminated; the

.a.'nae showing most conclusively which way
| the winds have been accustomed to blow, and
Ihow severe the gaies have been. Both these
agencies have been employed in the production
of the Bermudas as they are; and both arestill
at work tending to render the islands, in many
respects, what they are nét at present. The
sand hills of Bermuda constitute an object of
pleasurable interest to a ‘stranger; but of in-
terest without the pleasurable to those whose
houge§ are being covered, and whose lands are
being“overrun by the drifis of yearly protruding
sands. The rocks of the islandsare found in all
degrees of induration ; from that which pulver-
izes as soon as it comes in contact with the at-
mosphere, to the fine compact building stone.
Consequently the coast is but one senes of in-
dentations, caused by the actiom of waves and
detatched pieces of stone. Some of these re-
cesses amount to comparatively large caves.

** No where has ocean such a limpid wave—

My vision pierces to its coral cave,
. And then I trace the tesselated hall,
* The altar rostrum, vestibule, and all
The wondrous structures fancy’s eye hath seen,
Oft as I've gazed within its breast-serenc ”

The two caves most celebrated are the Wal-
sihgham and Bassetts. The concretionary cal-
careous deposits, forme( in the first, are beauti-
ful. Those depending from the roof, called
«alactites, present in the torch-light, a magnifi-
cent appearance. The second has never yet
been fully explored, owing to the fagt that there
is not sufficient oxygen, the supporter of com-
bustion, to keep alive the torch-flame.

Though Bermwda is by no means level, yet it
boasts of no very high elevations. The highest
land above the level of the sea is not more than
250 feet. The contour is whatgeologists would
probably call undulating. '~ islands contain
a superficies of 12,424 acres. There are three
kinds of soil in Bermuda: the light-sandy, well
adapted for the growth of onions and potatoes;
the deep red, which grows arrow-root in great
perfection ; and that in low marshy situations,
which may, perhaps, not be inaptly called peat
soil. This is most productive, and unites in its
range of product, nearly all vegetables of tem-
perate and tropical climates. Three-fourths of
all the surface are said to be capable of cultiva-
tion, while probably not pne-fourth is yet
brought under profitable subjection. The great
commercial river, the gently rippling rivulet, the
placid lake, the living spring, so often employed
to give proper hue to the finer strokes of poeti-
cal genius, are unknown to Bermuda, except as
gathered from her literature. With the excep-
tion of a few wells, whose waters are said to be
rather brackioh, all thls elomont need hy man
and beast, falls in purity, and in abundance,
(especially at this season of the year) from the
clouds ; and is collected from the lime-washed
roofs of the houses, and from, large surfaces
similarly prepared, and poured into tanks.
Though the water may not 3lways be so cool as
in more northern climes, yet it is not surpassed
in quality by any in the world. So much then
for the physical features.

But what shall we say on our thire! head?
How shall we awaken appreciation enough of
the beautiful, to describe, ‘as their merits de-
mand, the natural ornaments which grace the
brows, and deck the bases of Bermuda's modest
hills? With one of her native poets we may
say—

‘* What beauteous wild flowers bloom alongthe strand
What radiant colors variegate the land !

The yellow lily lifts its crest of gold ;

The Ly-bun vines their lila¢ bells unfold;

A bright blue flower with golden eye is seen,

In May’s sweet month, on stems of softest green ;
The snowy erystallites their heads uprear,

And purple stocks of every shade appear,”

The Bermuda Cedar (Junipérus Bermudi-
ensis,) is a very valuable gift of nature to the’
Islands. The wood of the cedar is hard and
very durable, takes a very fine polish, and is so
aromatic that it will, a century after being
wrought into fancy articles, impregnate what-
ever comes within its reach, with its delicious
perfume. The Palmetto is the only indigenous
palm tree. They afford great shelter from the
winds, which is of much importance in small
islands. Hats and bonnets are made of the
palmetto—and nowhere better put up than in
Bermuda. There is quite a number of native
grasses, such as pond grass, or Bermuda grass;
the foz tail grass; guinea grass, &c. The-Pride
of India is now a comman ornamental tree ; and
its wood, though soft, may be used in furniture.
Itis'one of the few deciduous trees of ‘the Is-
lands. - The sweet potato (convolvulus batata) is
raised in great abundance. The India-rubber
tree, the, Castor-oil plant, the coffee tree, &c., we
caanok stop to describe. The Calabash, tho’
not very beautiful, as compared with other trees,
and not very valuable, except as its fruit1s con-
verted into drinking vessels, and a kind of centre
table ornament, has in Bermuda been rendered
famous by one of the world’s sweet bards. In
company with a few friends, we lately visited in
the vicinity of the Walsingham caves, “ Tom
Moore';celebrated Calabash tree.” - Itis begin-
ning to decay, but “around the loved ruins,” the
memory of the sweetest of songsters *entwines
itself verdantly still.” Under this tree it is said
that the Registrar of the vice-Admiralty Court
of Bermuda, a mere youth, yet even then known
to fame, composed some of his most beautiful and
touching lays. But like Camelo’s rock, Moore’s
tree has been so mutilated by the curious visitor,
that its days are well nigh numbered. As for
the rest of the specimens of the vegetable king-
dom represented luxuriantly in these Islands,
we cannot do better than describe them by an-
other quotation rom “ A Descriptive Epistle
from Bermtda, to the late Rev. Doctor Coke, by
Rev.dJ. Marsden.”

Methodist Reconstruction.

Tke Rev. Thomas O. Summers, D. D, one of
tbe leading men 1a the M. E. Church 8outh, gives
his views on the reconstruction of the Methodist
Ceurch, in a letter to the Southern Christian
Adypocate. He denies that there is eny -disposi-
tion on the nart of either the peop's or .the
preachers of,the M E. Cburch South to unite
with the M. E. Church, though any propcesition
from the latter for a * feasible u?lfm," mede ina
“ proper macner,” would be favorably eonsider-
ed. He thinks any attempt on the pact of the
Northern Church to occupy Southern ground
would be the very worst policy, as it wou'd be
the violation of the plan of s-paration agreed to
in 1844, and subsequently recognized by the Su-
preme Court of the United States—it would be
intrusion, as the Canonisfs express it, erecting
altar against altar, introducing confusior and
every evil work—theFvery essence of schism. If
a new population flowed into the South, and de-
clined the fellowship of (th+ Southern Church,
very few Southern persous would go with them
into the Northern Church, though a system of
proselytism would probably be set on foot and
draw off the ignorant and restless into echisma-
tical sdcietics, and perhaps pravoke controversies
which would prove fatal t5 the interests of Me-

In regard to slavery he saya the sentiments of |
the people have not changed as to its diviae au-
thority, and, indeed, there has not been time for
any such change. Many have believed that the
liberation of the blacks would ruin both them
and the whites, but the Doctor does not despair,
believing that the * Lord reigneth.” After hav-
ing considered the foregoing topics one:by one,
in a brief manner, he reverts Lo the great ab-
sorbing topic of reunion, as follows :

“ The Southera Church has always been in [a-
vor of union oa equitable and honorsble princi-
ples.. The SBouth never wished to dictate to the
North any terms inconsistent with the Bible and
the Diecipline as it was before 1844 —secession,
slavery, or anything of the sort. On the other
band, the Southern Church is loyal to the Unit-
ed States Government, and intends to remain so.
The twenty-third article of our confession suffic-
iently defines our position in Yegard to the pow-
ers that be. As Christ’s kingdom is not of thie
we do not recoguise the right of Cwaar, or any
one else on his behalf, to meddle with our sis-
tem of faith, worship and morals, as long as 1
does not infringe upon the constitution and law:
of the country in which-we live.

“ But suppose the Northern church shoulid
cease to vilify us as rebels and miscreants ; should
cease to appropriate our property, when not re-
strained by supreme authority ; should refr-inl
from * intrusion’ into our territory ; should send
us the olive branch as we sent it to the Northers
Cenference in 1848—what then? Well, I bard-
iy know what would be even best then, and I
have no authority to speak for the Church at'
lerge, even if 1 were well persuaded in my own
mind. &

“] am freetc say that I have never been iu
favor of invading their territory, by way of re-
prisal ; but if they schismatically refuse to frater-
nize with ys, repudiate the amicableand equit-
able provisions of the plan of separation, propose
terms of communion to which conscientious min-
isters snd laymen in the South cannot subscribe,
I do not know that it may be our duty to extend
our range—not by way of reprisal, but to afford
connectional aid to those who will be lost to Me-
thodism, if we do not respond to their Macedo-
nian calls.”

Testa-
ment is indifferent to the quantity of water used,
and employs the word4o signify the sign and
the seal of the New Covenant. The Freeman
says, ‘‘ he (the Guardian) grants that lexicops
give to baptizo the meaning of immersion as
the idea connected with its use in Greek litera-
ture.” How could the Flreeman say so? the
Guardian pever admitted any such thing, either
tacitly or expressly ; all we' said was that the
New Testament alone showed the Christian
meaning of the term. The Freeman insists
that the Israelites had a *.complete immer-
sion,” *“ in the cloud and in the sea.” Our con-
temporary is mistaken ; they were sprinkled;
it was the Egyptians who bad the  complete
immersion.” He denies, strange to say, that
tbe Jewish purifications were by ¢prinkling : will
be assert that they were by immersion?

Cleanliness.

Compare the dirtiness of the water in which
you have washed, when it is cold, without soap.
You wil! fiad the first has hardly removed any
dirt at all, the second s little more, and the third
s great deal more. But hold your band over s
cup_of hot water for a minute or two, and then
by merely rubbing with the finger, you will bring
off flakes of dirt or dirty skin. After a vapor
bath you may peel your whole self clean in this
way. What I mean is, that by simply washing
or aponging with water, you do not really clean
the skin. Tske a rough towel, dip one cormer
in wery hot water—if s little spirit be added to
it it will be more effectual—and then rub as if
you were rubbing the towel ieto your skin ‘with
your fingers.. The black flakes which will come
‘off will convince you that you wsre not clean
before, however much soap and water you may
have used. These flakes are what require re-
moving. And you can really keep yourself clean-
er with a tumbler-full of hot water and a 'rough
towel, one rubbing, than with a whole apparatus
of bath, and sponge, ‘without rubbing. It is
quite nonsense to ssy that any body need be
dirty. Patients have been kept as clean by these
means on a long voysge, when a basin-full of
water could not be moved out of their berths, as
if all the appurtenances of home had been at
band. Washing, bowever, with a large quanti-
ty of water, has quite other effects tban those
of mere clasnliness. The skin absorbs the wa-
ter, and becomes softer and more perspirabie.
To wash with soap and soft water, is, therefore,
desirable from other poiats of view than that of
cleanliness.—Nofes on Nursing, by Flerence
