W HIIEREAS it is expedient to provide for the inter-~

An Act to provide for Quarantine and the Establishment
of Boards of llealth.

[Passed lst May, 1866.]
_'1TlHEREAS it is expedient to provide for Quaran-

yVy tine and the establishment of Boards of
Health:

I.-The Governor in Council may, from time to
time, make such general aid particular Quarantine
orders and regulations applicable to vessels, goods,
persons and thuings, being within this Colony, or ex-
pected hither from abroad, as they may deem expe-
dient ; and may revoke, vary, or amend the same, or
any of them ; andi may aflix penalties, forfeitures, aid
punishments, for the breach of any such general or
particular orders and regulations, and for the breach
or violation of any provision of this Act, except where
otherwise provided.

II.-The said general orders and regulations shall
be notified by proclamation, or published in the Royal
Gazette, and the production of any such proclamation
or publication shall be evidence of the making, date,
and contents thereof. Particular orders may be pro-
ved either by production of the original, or of a paper
purporting to be a copy thereof, certified to be such
under the hand of the Colonial Secretary, or any
Member of the Executive Council.

III.--Such general and particular orders and regu-
lations shall have the force of law while they remain
unrevoked or unexecuted. Their expiry, revocation,
or amendment, shall not prevent any person, liable for
a breach or violation, durig their operation, from
being tried and punished therefor.
