PDeferved Articles.
FRIGHTFUL STEAMBOAT ACCIDENT.
On Monday Morning, the 27th of Jan.,
at three o’clock, the steamer Johin Adams,
Capt. . A. Jones, with a heavy freight
and a large number of passengers, bound
for Cincinnati, when near the head of Isl-
and Eighty-two, in the Mississippi, struck
a suag-or stump, and sunk in two mi-
nutes. The cabin parted from the hull,
and the latter went down in about sixty
feet of water. She had about ninety or
one hurdred deck passengers, a few of
whom only weére saved. . 'The cabin, in
breaking fromn the bull, separated in the.
middle, which, doubtless, wus the sause of'|
many of the cabin passengers saving their |
lives. The ladies in the cabin were all
saved. After suflfering many hours in
the water, they were enabled to got|
ashore. 'The forward portion of the cabin, |
including the fixtures, floated down to the
head of Island. Eighty-three, wherei
grounded. About three o’clock in the af-
ternoon, the steamboat Feytone came
along, and took the passengers on board
from that part of the wreck. J'rém thence,
the Peyfona proceeded with all possible
haste to the other portion ol the wreck. !

€1TY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS.
REMOVAL OF THE SEAT QF GOVERNMENT.

The Council went into Committec of the whole
on Mr Alderman Ridout’s resolutions i reference
to the remnoval of the Seat of Governmont from
Toronto.

Ald. Ridout eaid, in moving the adoption of the
rosolutions now before thein, he wished to be un-
derstood as not acting in a spirit of hostlity to-
wards tho inhabitants of Lower Canada. 1t was
desirable that intercomnmunuication should exist,
but it was desirable that Western Canada shounld
have justice done to it. [e disclaimed the idea
of being actuated by sclfish motives.  His resolu-
tions wore_ brought forward strictly on public
grounds. He wasa member of tho Crand Jury,
whose address to the Governor General had been
characterised as unprecedented ; but he would
maintain that the coursoe they pursued was per-
fectly correct, So far as the Governor General
was concerned, he must say that he had never
neglected an opportunity of furthering the objects
of mechanical skill, or advuncmg tho great inte-
rests of comméreo and agriculture, when his pre-
sonce or talents could be of service ; and for the
good in this manner conforred .upen this district,
during his residence in‘the city, the inhabitants
are under considerable cbligations tc His Excel-
lency. But the reasons for the removal of the
Seat of Government were not conclosive. It had
been considered desirable that both branches of
tho Legislature should have an opportunity of be-
coming personally acquainted with the inhabitants
=ad the resources of hoth sections of the country,
and that this could enly be obtained by having the
removal in tho middle of the existing course of
Parliamnont, and not at its close. There could be
no doubt that if the Parliament ‘removed during
the approaching summer, disappointment and
angry feeling would be excited, which might lead
to an agitation for the dissolution of the union.

Mr layes seconded tho moticn.

Ald. Kveeshaw agreed with tho resolutions, but
suggested that they might be cousidered separate-
ly, He was at Montreal when Mr Shertéod’s
resolutions were passed, and distinctly recollected
that they were agreed ‘to on the uﬁdorstanding
thut the Seat of Government should remain four
years at the place to which it was removed, Al-
though he was afraid the present resolutions would
heve littls effoct, yet the Legislature ought to be
ade aware that the removal of the Seat of Go-
vernment during “the presont year, will be looked
upon by Western Canada as a gross departure
from the undorstanding previonsly coms to.

The Mayor was of opinion that decided efforts
should bo made by every censtituency in Upper
Canada, as well as that of Toronto, with the view
of producing an impression, not on the Govornor
General or the Government, but on the popular
branch of the Legislature. They wera indebted
te the Governor Goaneral for expressing his opinion
e early, and for so completely throwing the onus
én hjs advicers.  Tho intcrests of this section of
the Province required that the Seat of Govern-
ment shonld remain here’tfie full term of four
years, which appeared to him to be the peried in-
dicatod in Mr Sherwood’s resoluticns.

A. Jones, with a heavy freight
and a large number of passengers, bound
for Cincinirati, when near the head of Isl-
and Eighty-two, in the Mississippi, struck
a suag or stump, and sunk in two mi.
nutes.  The cabin pdrted from the hull,
and the latter went down in about sixty
feet of water. She had about ninety or
one hutdred deck passengers, a few of
whom- only were saved. ‘Ihe cabin, in|
breaking from the bull, separated in the.
middle, which, doulitless, wus the sausc of |
many of the cabin passengers saving their |
lives. The ladies in the cabin were all
saved. After suflering many hours in
the water, they were enabled to get
ashore. The forward portion of the cabin,
including the -fixtures, floated down to the
head of Island Eighty-three, ‘where it |
grounded. About three o'clock in the :1{'—1
ternoon, the steamboat Feylone came |
elong, and took the passengers on board
from that part of the wreck. I'rom thence,
the Peylona proceeded with all possible
haste to the other portion of the wreck.

Owing to the carly hour at which the
John Adams sunk, almost cvery one was
asleep, and, it being so sudien few were
able to get suflicient clothing to cover
themselves, and many of them are indeed |
in a most destitute condition.

CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS.
REMOVAL OF THE SEAT OF GOVERNMENT.

The Council went into Committec of the whole
on Mr Alderman Ridout’s resolutions 1 reference
to the removal of the Seat of Governmont from
Toronto,

Ald. Ridout eaid, in moving the adoption of the
resolutions now before thein, he wished to be un-
derstood as net acting in a spirit of hostility to-
wards the inhabitants of Lower Canada. It was
desirable that intercommunication should exist,
but it wras desirable that Western Canada should
have justice done to 1t. e disclaimed the-idea °
of being actuated by eelfish motives.  His resolu-
tions wore brought forward strictly on public
grounds. He wasa member of tho Grand Jury,
whose address to the Governor General had been
characterised as unprecedented ; but he would
maintain that the courso they pursued was per-
fectly correct, So far a3 the Goveruor Geuneral
wes concerned, he must say that he had never
neglected an opportunity of furthering the objects
of mechanical skill, or advancing the great inte-
rests of commerco and agriculture, when his pre=
sence.or talents could be of service ; and for the
good in this manner conforred upen this district,
during his residence in the city, the inhabitants
are under considerable cbligations to His Excel-
teney. But the reasons for the removal of the
Seat of Government were not conclusive. It had
been considered degirable that both branches of
the Legislature should have an opportunity of be-
coming persénally acquainted with the inhabitants
sad the resources of hoth sections of the country,
and that this could enly be obtained by having the
removal in tho middle of the existing course of
Parliamont, and not at its close. Thero could be
no doubt that if the Parliament removed during
the approaching summer, disappointment and
angry feeling would be excited, which might lead
to an agitation for the dissolution of the union.

Mr llayes seconded tho nioticn.
Ald. Kneeshaw agreed with t!
suggested that they might be considered separate-
ly.  He was at Montreal when Mr Sherwood’s
resolutions wore passed, and distinctly recollected
that they were agreed to on the ux’ulr\rsmuding
that the Seat of Government should remain four
years at the place to which it was removed, Al-
though ho was afraid the present resolutions would
havo littls elfoct, yet the Legislature ought to be
made aware that the romoval of the Seat of Go-
vernment during the present year, will be looked
upon’ by Western Canada a8 a gross departure

from the undorstanding previously come to.

The Mayor was of opinion that decided - efforts
should bo made by every censtituency in Upper
Canada, as well as that of Toronto, with the view
of producing amimpression, not on the Govornor
General or the Government, brt en the popular
branch of the Legislature. They wera indebted
te the Governor Ganeral for expressing his opinion
ec early, and for so completely throwing the onus
cn his advigers. - The intcrests of this section of
the Province required that the Seat of Govern-
ment should remain here the full term of four
yoars, which appeared to hith to be the peried in-
dicated in Mr Sherwood’s resoluticns.

Mr Ashfield ceincided with previous speakers.

Mr Smith thought the Couucil should concen-
trate its efforts to an attempt to produce an im-
pression upon Mr Lafontaine ; for Lafontaine
rules Baldwin, Baldwin rules Ilincks, and the
three togethor rule the Governor General?

Mr Dunu thought they should at once agitate
for a dissolution of the Union, or a Federal Union
of the Provinces.

M. Dempsey concurred in the resolutions.

Ald. Thempson demurred to the compliments
bestowed ou the Goverunor General, for having
d ty answered a question with regard to tho
Seat of Governgeent, 1f they wero indebted to
anybody at all, it was to Mr Lafontaino. The
Governor General's answer was dictated by the
Ministry, and it is kuown that the Ministry aro
dictated to by Mr Lafontaine, wh i
ment of French Cauadian infleence.

New Yorx, Feb. 20.

The Haltic arrived at 12 o’clock to-day,
making the passage in 12 days. She
brings 30 passengers, ahd Liverpool dates
to the 8th inst.

Politics, foreign and domestic, are quiet.
The English Parliament assembled on the
4thinst. The Queen opened itin person.
Lord J Russel introduced his measures on
the Papal question, ‘The Government
propose to make all the acts of the Roman
Bishops, in their official capacity, illegal,
and to declare every property bequeathed
to them for religious purposes forfeited to
the Crown. The Bill also prevents the
ussumption of any title belonging to an
Anglican diocese, or to any place or dis-
trict in the United Kingdom.

Lord John Russel in his speech in Par-
liament, complained in strong terms of
the animosity invariably exhibited by
Rome towards England, and especially
in the late appointment of Bishop Cullen,
the declared enemy of thg Queen’s Col-
leges, as Primate of Ireland.

No mention of the Colonies was made
in the Queen’s Speech, and the omission
created much surprise.

The Liverpool Journal—-a poor authori-
ty—states that it is the intention of both
Government and the Opposition to hurry
over the business of the session so that
Parliament may be prorogued in May,
with the view ‘of allowing more attention
1o be paid to the ‘Great Exhibition.

The same paper states that the excess

< of total income over expenditure for the
vear is £2,579,000.
" "The use of flax instead of cotton in the
manufacture of woollen and cotton-goods
is attracting much attention.

"The President of France has followed
up his advantage, and demanded an addi-
tional sum of 1,800,000 francs. "L'he bill
was ordered to be printed and referred.
"There was strong opposition to the grant.
‘By the latest accounts it appears the whole
weight of the Legislative influence is to
be exerted against the President. A re-
port has reached Paris of the serious.ill-
ness of the Duke of Bordeaux, at Venice.
His state was so critical that he has re-
cgived “extreme unction.”

The Moniteur of Paris publishes a de
cree that a census shall be taken of the
population of France. It further announ-
ces that a British force has blockaded the
port of the Tulon in the State of San
Salvador.

CONSISTENT REFORMERS BROUGHT
TO THE TEST.

We remember being present, many
years since, in a Church Court in Scoﬂn_nd,
during the investigation of a case involing
divers grave charges against a certain
dominie (parocial schoolmaster) of rather
eccentric habits. One of the members of
presbytery was a young preacher, °pos-
gessed of a considerably larger modicum
of self-conceit than of either legal acumen
or oratorical ability, and whose essays at
speech making were ever most especially
dull, prosy, and unedifying, exciting in
the auditory more yawns than cheers, and
indeed marring every aflair in which he
interfered.. "The case had not proceeded
far, when our juvenile Solon rose and com-
menced an oration, from the tenor of
which it was soon apparent that he had
espoused - the cause of "the delinquent
dominie. 'The defendant, who had seen
him take the floor with evident emotion,
and which continued to increase during
the prc:\mble of his address, was no sooner
convinced that he had obtained so able an
advocate, than overleaping, in the excite-
ment of the moment, the gravity of de-
meanor which the reverend Court was
wont to command, he threw out his arms
in the dircction of the speaker, exclaiming
with the most beseeching, look and im-
ploring -accent, « Oh.pray Mr M——if
you please, sir, don’t you speak in my
behalf, or I'm a gone corbie.” This touch-
ing appeal called forth such irresisti-
ble shouts of laughter from the audience,
echoed and re-cchoed from aisle and gal-
Jery, repeating for the first time such pro-
fane sounds, that the modegator was com-
peiled*to adjourn the Court “ until ” as he
said “they should be able to resume their
duties with becoming gravity.” We have
often since then, %vhen witnessing a cause
strangled by a bad advocate, had recalled
to our remembrance Parson M—— ‘and
the ¢ gone corbie,” and never more forci-
bly than by the progres of the abortive at-
tempt of our neighbor to defend the mem-
ber for Waterloo, the gentleman whose
« name is enshrined in the breasts of a
great majority of the constituency of this
County, as one of the-most true, indepen-
dent, and consistent Reformers in Parlia-
ment,” from the attack of the Clear Grits.
Many a public man, whose political inde-
pendence and consistency might better
bide the test than may that of the “enshrin-
ed,” has been sacrificed by an injudicious
advoeacy, and our neighbor will right soon
rue the day he brought his “short sixes 4
1o bear on the North American—perhaps
the most ably conducted journal in‘the
Province—one broad side of which is suf-

o e

ficient to send -a whole flotilla of such
craft to the antipodes.  The attempt to
impute selfish and interested motives to
our Toronto contemporary was alike pue-
rile and injudicious, and was repelled with
becoming unction. That a member should
during a session do the work of a zealous
and unscrupulous Tartisan, and "at ' the
eleventh hour denounce the very acts he
has aided to pérpetrate, and the men he
has helped to place themselves in a posi-
tion obnoxious to public censure, is pass-
ing strange, and only to be accounted for
on the supposition of a determination to
retain office at all hazards—under any aus-
pices—in “gonsistency ”’ with the creed
of the *independent’” divine who could
sing, under every change in the religion
of the State,
« Whoever is King,
1 still will be Vicar of Bréy."’

There is something to our mind espe-
cially discreditable in this eternal waiting
to see how the cat will jump, this Persfan-
like worshipping of the rising sun ; and
such chameleon changes merit to be met
with distrust and distaste by the party to
win whose favor they have been adven-
tured. The Ministry, in obedience to their
Lord Protector, Lafontaine, are about to
remove the- Seat of Government to Que-
bec, despite their implied pledge that it
should continue 4 years where first loca-
ted, and tothe manifest detriment of Upper
Canada. Mr. Fergusson, et hoc genus
omne, are now silent spectators of the sui-
cidal measure, and so aiding in its accom:
Jplishment. ~ When the work shall have
been consummated, and the cry for a dis-
solution of the Union is echoed from forest
to forest and from lake to lake, we shall
doubtless have these enshrined consistent
ones lamenting that Government should
have done .a deed they have now them-
selves the power, but not the will, to pre-
vent. ltis evident there can be no better
criterion by which to ascertain the ¢ con-
sistency ”’ of a Parliamentary Represen-
tative, than by contrasting his avowed po-
litical principles with his votes and their
obvious tendency.

The annexed, from the North Ameri-
can, is the first page of such an essay.
We shall watch its continugtion with much
interest, but with small dubiety as to the
result.

VOTES VS. PROMISES.

A press of business, apart from Edito-
rial duties, made it impossible for us du-
ring the past two weeks to spend much
time in the examination of books and re-
cords to exhibit the true character of cer-
tain Honorable mis-representatives of the
people. In the case of Mr. Fergusson of
Waterloo, the observations we felt it our
duty to make a few numbers since, have
been attributed to malice, to personal feel-
ing &c. &c., and we have been accused
of attacking without cause, a sterling re-
former, not only“doing him injustice, but
jeopardizing the cause of reform. All this
however was not enough. Mr. Fergus-
son’s organ in the precipitancy of a blind
zeal 'endeavored to transfer the seat uf
war from his patron’s camp into-ours.~=
The move was a silly one. It exhibited
bad strategy. The positions taken up
were so absurd and untenable that they
could not be held for a single hour. But
in repelling this rash onset we are obliged
to unmask our heaviest battery, and if the
consequences are moré serious than he
expected, Mr F. must blame his own folly.

When the honesty, consistency, or in-
dependence of a member of Parliament is
under discussion, it will be admitted that
his votes are the best evidence. If he can-
not stand up and look these witnesses in
the face, he had better not come into Court.
We shall produce these witnesses in the
present case in order that the public and
the reformers of Waterloo especially, may
hear their testimony. Though not strictly
regular, we shall at the same time for
convenience sake, take their evidence in
other cases beside that of the member for
Waterloo.

The Journals of the last Session are be-
fore us: In the very first division the re-
presentative of Waterloo is found voting
against what ? not a Tory measure, not a
project for annexation, not a principle dis-
tasteful to reformers—we mean true refor-
mers. DBut against granting lcave to in-
troduce a Bill involving two of the most
vital painciples in the - reformers creed,
and forming two of the planks of our
platform!! .

The Hon Mr Boulton moved, seconded
by Mr Hopkins ¢ that leave be given to

bring in a Bill to prohibit the expenditure
of Public Moneys for purposes not pre-
viously authorized by Law, and to limit
| the granting of PrNsi0N8.”

C eaders will no doubt expect to find
the nfime of every r¢former in the House
among the * yeas’ on such a question.—
But no, the Ministry did not wish to be
forced to give an opinion on such a ques-
tion.” It might be awkward. They did
not intend to vote for such a measure,
and they did not like to vote against it di-
rectly, so they determined with their tyrant
majority of willing followers to crush itin
"the bud. - It is seldom that leave to intro-
duce a Bill is denied. The asking leave
is a mere form. The right to withhold it
is ‘ouly asserted in extraordinary cases.
In the hands-of an unscrupulous ministry
it is a dangerous power, and when used
in such cases as the above makes . Parlia-
ment a mockery, and legislation a farce.
Messrs Baldwin & Co. determined not to
allow this Bill to be introduced. They
did not wish to be * prohibited from spend-
ing public moneys'for purposes not autho-
rized by law ” else how could they sop
their friends, or give an occasional $2000
to an enemy, as’in Mr Robinson’s case ?
‘T'ney did not wish to be “limited in.grant-
ing pensions” else how could they give
$1200 a year to Tucker, or make room
for a brother-in-law by pensioning Jame-
son out of the way at the small sum of
$3,000 a year ? It would never do, to
imposé restrictions in such cases and the

shortest way to avoid it was to smother
all discusgion. The hint was given, and
when the Yeas stood up there were but
21. -We observe among these the name
of but one Fremchman, the Ion L J
Papineau—a brilliant exception. Among
the Nays are 16 of, Mr. Lafontaine’s
French tail, all the Ministets, and the fal-
lowing Upper Canada members :—Bel/,
Burritt, ¥ercusson, Iint, Hall. John-
son, MecFarland, Morrison, Richards,
Smith of Durham, Smith of Wentworth,
and T%hompson, in all 86. So the Bill
was not allowed to be brought inl (See
Journals, page b.)

The next division was also an important
one. Some persons may think that the
ministry and those who supported them
on the occasion did right. We say nay.
Their vote was adirect violation of the sa-
cged right of petition. “The object or
prayer of the petition was beside the ques-
tion. If couched in respectful langdage,
and presented in conformity to the rules
of the House it should have been receiv-
ed. It was a petition from Rowland W ing-
field and others, ¥ praying the passing
of an address to ller Majesty for the
adoption of certain measures to release
Canada from her dependent state and al-
dow her to become ans independent sove-
reignity within herself.”

Mr. Baldwin moved, that it be not re-
ceived ; Yeas 57, among whom was Mr.
Fercusson, and the other gentlemen above
named. The following were the only
members who nobly stood up for the right
of petition— Cameron of Kent, De Witt,
Holmes, McConnell, Papineau, Prince
and Sanborn. So the right of petition
was summarily snuffed out.—(Journals,
page 9) The next vote of Mr. Fergusson
was to cloak the Ministry and enable them
to escape responsibility to Pafliament.=
Hon. Mr. Boulton moved an address to
His Excellency for copies of reports of
the Attorney General relative to reserved
Bills. It is well known to those who
have looked into the machinery of our pre-
gent * Responsible’” system, that it is an
casy matter for the Ministry to kill off a
mcasure after it has passed by advising
the Governor to reserve it for Her Majes-
ty’s assent, and then advising Her not to
assent to it! This may be safer, especial-
ly for a Reform Ministry, than earlier and
more open hostility. A suspicion of some
«dodge of this kind gave rise to the above
motion.  If the Attorney General had
been willing to let Parliament and the coun-
try see what he had-done, he would at once
have voted for the address. ~Buthe shun-
ned this kind of responsibility and refused
the information; Yeas 21. Nays 42.—
Among the latteri=besides ministers and
their #rench tail, we find of Upper Cana-
da niembers.—Bell, Fercusson, Flint,
‘Hall, Morrisson, Notman, Smith, of Dur-
ham and Thompson.—(Journals page 14.)

cheerfully and readily obtained by voluutary con-
tributions.
