BRITAIN AND RUSSIA.

If war actoally breaks out between
Russia and Japan, there is every reas-
on to believe that Britain will not only
icnd Japan any mioral assistance pos-
sible, but may even enter the fleld as
an ally ‘against” the formidable power
of the czar. For years Russia and
Britain have been territorial rivals and
it is a wonder that they have not ere
this come to open hostilities in somae
‘one of: the places where their interests
are so directly opposed.

Russia’s attitude in Persia a year «r
two- ago, where she and Britain were
striving for commercial supremacy, cre-
ated a very unpleasant feeling in Lon-
don. The Persian government, already
indebted to British bankers for exten-
sive national loans, was at that time
itrying to negotiate further adviances
when Russia, getting wind of the pro-
ceedings, stepped in and in some way
brought sufficient influence to bear up-
on the Persian ‘monarch to foree "htm
to break off the negotiations with Brit-
ain and to accept instead a loan from
Russia large enough to cover the then
existing contingency, as well as to take
8p in full the previous British indebt-
edness.  As a gecurity Russia insisted
on taking  the administration of the
Persian customs: into her own hands,
ﬂms efféetually eliminating British in-

and from the situa-

tion.

The decidedly . hostile impression
which this shrewd if somewhat un-
fuiendly - diplomatic stroke created in
the British capital has not been allev-
isted by thg ill-disguised haste and
esgerness Wwith which Russia has been
ccnstructing a railroad, to be connect-
e, with her European and Asiatic sys-
tems, ‘which touches the.very border of
the territory dominated by Great Brit-
ain, Inasmuch as this line has not
been opened for traflic and as travel
i3 strietly forbidden and the whole en-
terprise veiled in secrecy it is no won-
der that Britain looks with suspicion
and anxiety upon such a very apparent
strategical move toward a future in-
‘vasion of India. Though few diplo-
mats admit this course’ as a probabil-
ity all Jook upon it -as a veiled threat
on the part of Russia.

A UNION CASE.

Court’s Ruling in the Matter of New
York Herald Stereotypers.

NEW YORK, Dec. 29.—Justice Lev-
entritt, in the supreme court, denied
the application of Louis Quanchi and
Charles Bailes, respectively foreman
and assistant foreman of the stereo-
typing rooms of the New York Herald,
for a permanent injunction preventing
stereotyping union No. 1 from inter-
fering in any way with the members
of their union employed on the Her-
ald.

‘The plaintiffs, who have been em-
ployees of the Herald for nearly 30
years, also asked the court to issue an
order restoring them to membership
in the defendant union.

A stereotyper named Freel was dis-
charged from the Herald, and he made
charges t6 the union against Quanchi
and Balles, as respongible for this, the
result being that both were dismissed
from the unfon.

The stereotypers’ organization then
notified the Herald, according to the
plaintiffs, that unless Quanchi and
Bailes were discharged the union would
withdraw its men from the Herald.
The Herald refused to discharge their
fereman and assistant, but consented
to suspend them under salary until
after the courts had passed upon the
merits of the case,

The, court holds that the men’s re-
lation with the wunion make .them
amenable to the rules .of that.organiza-
tion and the court cannot interfere,
and s sts that the . plaintiffs can
appeal to the general body with which
their local on is affiliated, which
had been held to be a condition pre-
cedent to the right of maintaining an
action to invoke the ai@ of the court
of equity, ’ .
