WOULD HARNESS THE 0CEAN

PROPOSAL TO BUILD A DAM BE-
TWEEN IRELAND AND SCOTLAND
AND UTILIZE TIDES.

A bold scheme for obtaining me-
chauieal power for industrial pur-
poses has lately attracted atten-
tion in England. It contemplates
the construction of a dam fifteen
miles long from the northeastern
coast of Ireland across “ North
Channel” to the extremity of Oan-
tire, Scotiand, and putting in sev-
eral gates and water-wheels, to be
worked by the tide. Owing to the
greater depth of the Irish Sea, and
to the freer course afforded west
and nporth of Ireland, the tide
comes up from the Sonth Atlantic
by that ronte, flows south-
ward throngh Wassage jnst
mentioned long before it can get
up there on the east side of the
Green Isle.
