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COURT OF REVISION THE BULLIS MILL BURNED
On Friday morning^îâ!!tf fire com- 

plelely destroyed the grist and saw mill 
of Mr. S. Y. Bui lis, situated a half- 
mile east of Athens. The fire was 
discovered about 3 a m., but it had 
then made such headway that saving 
anything from the mill was out of the 
question. When Mr. Bullis and Mr. 
Stewart, who live near by, were 
aroused the roof was about ready to 
fall ; all the sheeting had been burned 
away, and the fire roaring through the 
skeleton of heavy timbers presented a 
grand and terrible sight

A messenger came to Athens and 
gave the alarm, but a large numbèr 
failed to hear the bell. The engine 
was run down and did good service in 
preventing the spread of the fire 
Fortunately, a south wind was blow­
ing which carried the clouds of sparks 
up the creek. Several times fire 
started in adjoining buildings, but was I 
promptly extinguished. The fringe of 
trees along tbe roadway proved an 
effectual protection to Mr. Bullis’ 
residential property.

The loss will be in the neighbor 
hood of $16,000, and the insurance 
$6,000. The mill was fitted with 
double boilers and engines and had 
water-power for part of the season. 
Thé machinery for gristing, sawing, 
cheese-box making, etc., was most com­
plete, and a full staff of 
employed on contract and custom 
work. A large stock of logs lay in tbe 
yard, and in the building there was 
considerable finished stock and goods 
in process of manufacture. Within 
the last two years, the mill building 
had been thoroughly overhauled and 
covered with a new metal roof. Fol­
lowing the purchase of that mill, Mr. 
Bullis had moved considerable of the 
machinery from the Athens mill there, 
and this also is lost.

Body Found in Water in York Street 
Slip «t Toronto.

Toronto, May 29.—Another infant murder 
was brought to light last evening, when the 
body of a newly born female child, which 
had been killed by being struck on the head 
with a hammer, was found in the water at 
the foot of York street.

Shortly after 8 o’clock, John F. Monk, 
132 Glendenning avenue, was making bis 
boat fast in a spot where the water was 
about six feet deep, when he saw something 
glistening at the bottom. He paid no atten­
tion to it, but upoh again noticing It, took 
a pole and grappled for the object. He 
brought to the surface a bundle wrapped in 
a sheet, and pinned together with safety 
pins, which he had seen glistening in the 
water.

Upon opening the bundle he found, wrap­
ped in a pink skirt, the dead body of the in­
fant. Wrapped in the skirt was the iron 
head of a small cutting hammer.

That the child bad been murdered and 
then thrown into the water was clearly 
shown by a large bruise over the right eye.

St. Petersburg, May 29, 1.15 p.m. — 
Nothing further has been heard here of 
the reported naval battle south of the 
Island of Formosa. The daring attempt 
of t.he Japanese May 23 to cut the rail­
road and blow up the bridge over a trib­
utary of the Tungliao. 20 miles south of 
the Russian main line from Kuanclieng- 
tsu .about 30 miles northeast of Gunsliu 
Pass, to Kirin, which are now connected 
by field railroad, has a striking resem­
blance to the blowing up of the bridge 
over the lvainsknir River.

With our knowledge of these facts, 

w’e are able ta state quite definitely, 
the best times to apply remedies. The 
plan is to poison the worms with Paris 
Green or some other arsenic mixture be­
fore they enter the fruit. The trees 
should be sprayed (1) a few days after 
the blossoms fall; and (2) about the 
middle of August, for the second brood 
of larvae. An additional spraying ten 
days or two weeks after the first will, 
in most cases be productive of much 
good. It is advisable, of course, to use 
the arsenic mixture along with Bordeaux 
to control the apple .scab fungus at the 
same time that the codling moth is be­
ing threatened. For the scab two addi­
tional sprayings are necessary—one be­
fore blossoming and one in July.

The Bordeaux-Paris green mixture is 
prepared according to the following for-

The blue stone is dissolved in 15 to 

20 gallons of water in a barrel, and in 
another barrel the lime is slacked 
fully and 10 to 15 gallons of water are 
added to make a milk of lime. Then tig 
contents of the two barrels are poured 
into the spray barrel through a strainer. 
Finally the Paris green is made into 
a paste with water and put into the bar­
rel along with the Bordeaux. It is very 
necessary that the agitator should work 
while pumping is going on so as to keep 
the Paris green well distributed through­
out the mixture. Use a good spray pump 
and spray the trees carefully 
times mentioned above.

The practice of banding trees is com­
mendable, but everything taken into 
account is more expensive than spray­
ing, and is moreover, actually harmful 
unless the bands are examined and the 
larvae destroyed every ten days or two.

GIVE VIM Public house trusts
Much

The debate in the senate on-public 
house trusts, and Earl Grey's public 
and private utterances, are doing just 
what our English friends feared, viz.— 
bringing this scheme for the control of 
the drink traffic before the Canadian 
people. We think the following pre­
sentation of the case ought to put a 
quietue upon any attempt to establish, 
on Canadian soil, such form of license.

Just about the time Earl Grey 
landed in Canada. “The British Na 
tional Temperance Federation” pub­
lished a manifesto addressed to “The 
Temperance Organizations of Csnada.” 
The Federation embraces thirty three 
temperance societies in England, 
Ireland, Scotland and Wales, and 
includes the large bulk of the working 
forces of this great reform. Let the 
manifesto speak for itself :—

“Dear Friends,—We hear with deep 
regret of a disposition on the part of 
some in Ontario to favor the creation 
of a Public Liquor Monopoly, whereby 
philanthropic, religions people may be 
induced to join in the retting up of a 
so called “Reformed Public-house 
Trust System" ; or, in the creation of 
a State, or Municipal or other Public 
Monopoly in or for the sale of Intoxi­
cating drinks — whereby the entire 
community become implicated in the 
Liquor Traffic under the idea of im- 

1 proving its conditions and perhape of 
applying part of its profits to counter 
active agencies.

“lb the interests of the sacred cause 
of Temperance, and of the good name 
of your country and its influence upon 
the Motherland and other countries, 
we, on behalf of the enormous hosts ol 
Temperance, entreat you to give no 
encouragement to any such idea, but to 
protest against and oppose it ; no 
matter from what quarter such evil 
counsels may come. We haye bad a 
similar agitation to face for a series of 
years, and the intensity of our oiposi- 
tion grows with our increased know­
ledge of its evil tendencies. We trust 
that every branch of each Temperance 
organization will adopt and publish an 
expression of its unalterable opposition 
to this system."

Woman’s Chances to Marry.
A woman’s chance to marry at from 

16 to 20 years of age is said to be 14$£ 
per cent. From 20 to 25 the chance is 
increased to 52 per cent. ; from 25 to 30, 
it diminishes to 18 per cent. ; from 30 
to 35, it diminishes to 15}£ per cent.

From 35 to 40 the chances of an un­
married woman sink to 3}£ per cent. ; 
from 40 to 45, a still furthur diminu­
tion is seen, her chahce being but 2}£. 
From 45 to 50, the old maid’s chance of 
getting a husband is but three-eights of 
1 per cent., while from 50 to 55 she is 
supposed to have but one-quarter of 1 
per cent, of a chance.

It should, however, be added that 
the table of averages does not apply to 
widows. Accurate statisticians, >vho 
would not be caught in a mistake for the 
world, affirm that a widow of any age 
has as least 76 spinster drawing power, 
and some place her figure up to 82.

The widow’s chances at any age are 
therefore 76 to 82 times better than that 
of a spinster.—Answers.

The Poverty of the Rich. Some of our 
rich people are really as poor as he 
makes out; everything depends on what 
a man hae to do with his income; what 
arrangements hi» forebears may have 
made for lavish expenditure. It was 
but a short time ago that, being in the 
nompany of two financial experts, we 
Sell to considering what kind of person 
was the poorest in London, and came to 
the unanimous conclusion that a man 
with £5,000 a year was about the poor­
est person in London under the ordinary 
circumstances of modern family life1- 
that is, if he were married and had five 
children. It is at this precise point of 
the financitl scale that things are “ex­

may
-ive in Battersea, .with a parlormaid and 
a pony trap, and go to the upper boxes 
of theatres, and give your dinner guests 
cheap claret on such an income. You 
must have a house in Mayfair which is 
just a little beyond your means, with a 
butler and a footman to match, and 
more luncheon and dinner parties than 
you can afford, in order to give these 
persons something to do. 
guests mean expensive white wine, or 
whiskey, which is even more expensive, 
because, in the words of a famous pho­
tographic company, the guest takes one 
glass and the butler drinks the rest. 
Dinner means champagne and entertain­
ing in general means flowers, silver, 
glass, and table linen, all costing more 
than you can afford to begin with, and 
all wanting constant renewal.”

In Mr. Cooper’s opinion, “the family 
man with £5,000 a year, and his fin­
ancial affinity, the bachelor, with £500 
a year—are certainly the poorest people 
in London ; but there is another class 
who, without being as poor, live through­
out their lives in what is known as ‘em­
barrassed circumstances.’ This is a duke 
or similar personage with £50,000 a 
year. Is there a man in London more 
habitually or hopelessly unable to put 
his hand on a ten-pound note without 
defrauding somebody ? His palaces in 
England, Scotland and Ireland, and fam­
ily house in London, must each have a 
regiment of servants, with a house­
keeper to look after them, and an army 
corps of gardeners, farm hands, and es­
tate office clerks, with bailiffs, head 
gardeners, and estate agents over them, 
and a firm of solicitors in command. The 
man wants a secretary, his wife wants 

. another; they may not want, but they 
both have a yacht, motors and hotel 
bills on the Riviera, and at Claridge’s 
while the family house in London is shut 
up. And once every two or three years 
comes a bill for structural repairs to 
one of the country palaces, the total of 
which would buy a moderately comfort­
able country house in any cheap part 
of England. What is to be done? Clearly 
it is impossible that a great and re­
spectable institution can be thrust out 
of sight, and can live on, alive but 
buried, for another century or two, while 
public attention devotes itself exclu­
sively to tramways and penny steamers 
for the million, and improving the morals 
of Shoreditch.” Mr. Cooper favors the 
idea of taking a leaf out of the book 
of democratic France or America, where 
the lordly people who are not lords are 
treated with all consideration. It is not 
a very hopeful solution, but the hint is 
worth noting.

Methodist Ministers of Philadelphia

Philadelphia, Pa., May 29.—One hun­
dred ministers, marching upon the City 
Hall and praying and exhorting Mayor 
Weaver to stiffen his backbone, forced 
from the Mayor to-day -hs first, appar­
ently straightforward declaration 
against, the leasing of the gas works to 
the Union Gas Improvement Company.

They were Methodist ministers who 
had been holding their regular weekly 
meeting. They marched up into the City 
Hall and made straight for Mayor Wea­
ver’s office, 
score ministers fell upon tlieir knees, 
while their speaking committee address­
ed His Worship. Ministers, who had de­
nounced the Mayor during the great 
prayer meeting a month ago, called him 
“the city’s saviour.”

The Mayor finally raised his hands.
“Oh, ministers,” he said, “within 24 

hours after the passage of the gas bill 
by the Councils, I made up my mind 
what I would do. No living soul knows 
what I propose to do. but I shall carry 
out my purpose to the end.”

“The present lease is infinitely better 
than the other two, and why should 1 
be asked to consent to the city giving 
away a contract, that vVc now have, by 
which we must receive in annual rev­
enues. at least $25,000,000 
24 years, and with the increase in the 
consumption of gas, probably $40.000,000. 
and then at the end of 22 years, get 
back, without any charge against it, the 
great gas plant, with all its franchises 
and with all the money expended upon 
it by the United Gas Improve Company?

“That plant, 1 believe, would be worth 
to the city from $80.000,000 to $100,000,- 
000, so that by the proposed lease, we 
should be practically giving away with­
out any return the present gas plant, 
which will be worth at the expiration of 
22 years.

The ministers seemed quite overjoyed 
at this, but afterward, when they had 
heard that he had taken lunch with 
Leader Durham, some of them were not 
so sure.
