THE CAPITAL OF ASEAN TEE.
(From the London Daily Telegraph.)
Coomassie was reached on February 4th 

by General Sir Garnet Wolseley, after five 
days hard'fighting and a loss of about 
300 killed and wounded. Captains Budle 
and Nicol and Lieut. Eyre were the only 
officers killed.

Coomassie, or Kumassi, though the ca­
pital of the Kingdom is not the largest 
city of Ashantee. Originally Dqabin was 
considered a more sigmficenfc place and 
Salgho was said to be three times as large 
But from its commanding positions it heu 
ing the seat of Ashantee royalty, the 
headquarters of the army, and the scene 
of the ghastly religious ceremonies of the 
population, it has gradually eclipsed all 
rival towns.

Coomassie is built on ihe side of a large 
hill of ironstone, This hill is among the 
last of the series of acclivities which com­
mence with the Adaeti and terminate a 
littie to the north of Coomassie. They 
are all densely wooded and present pre­
cipitous sides to the south, sloping more 
gradually northward. The country be­
tween the successive elevations is at times 
marshy, and hlWays covered by thick 
brushwood

The city stands near a stream called 
the Soubin, which flows nearly all round 
it, and in the rainy season fills it with a 
pestilential fog. it is girt also with the 
dense forest, which stretches all the way 
from the coast for at least 150 miles. 
Three or four days’ marching however, 
northward brings the traveller out of the 
bush, and there the miserable paths are 
exchanged for comparatively good and 
broad roads, leading to the large towns 
in the interior.

The streets of Coomassie are broad and 
clean. They are ornamented with beau­
tiful banyan trees that form a grateful 
shade from the sun. Its greatest pecu­
liarity, however, is that every house has 
one large public room which opens 
directly upon the street, and gives it an 
extremely agreeable appearance. They 
are, moreover, artistic. The walls are of 
wattlework, but there roughness is care­
fully hidden under a plastering of mud, 
and this is washed over with 'white clay. 
The floors which are mostly raised above 
the ground are generally covered* with 
rude carvings, and always kept clean and 
nicely polished.

These public rooms average 20 to 24 
feet in length, 12 to 15 in breadth, 7 to 
9 in height. Their palm leaf eaves ex-- 
tend far over the walls, so as to keep out 
sun and rain. Each of these larger rooms 
has behind It a number of smaller ones, 
where the private life of the people is pas­
sed and these apartments Bowdich credits 
with sanitary arrangements superior to 
those of many European towns.

Cooniassie’s principal buildings are the 
King’s palaces. The chief royal residence 
is the Bantammah, on the north side of 
the town, and this alone covers five acres 
of ground. It is however at one and the 
same time the royal abode, harem man’ 
sole urn and magazine of military muni­
tions.

There are seldom more than six of the 
3,333—the mystical number of the King’s 
wivdS—resident in the palace. The re­
mainder mostly reside in his croon, or 
country residence, at Barramang. It is 
built of quarried stone, is two stories high 
and contains large and lofty rooms. The 
charge of this hugh building ia always 
intrusted^to one of the greatest of the 
Ashantee nobles. Amanquattish—who 
has been in command of the troops led 
against the English, and is believed to 
be one of the slain—last held the office. 
King Koffee has a summer palace called 
the iminihiah, about two miles north­
east of the town.

As to the population, there seem to 
be no accurate data. It has been put 
at 20,000 and 200,000. According to 
most accounts itjcertainly does not ex­
ceed the smaller number at the present 
day. The honible rites, bloody sacrifices 
and wanton destruction of human des­
truction of human life—especially the 
lives of the slaves—are believed to be. re­
ducing the number of residents in spite of 
the constant acquisitions of fresh captives 
Bloody scenes are of almost baily occur-

jesty’s land and sea forces have enabled 
you thus to overcome all difficulties, and 
to seize upon the enemy’s capital, which 
now lies at our mercy. All the people, 
both European and native, unjustly held 
captive by the King of the Ashantee, are 
now at liberty, and you| have proved 'to 
this cruel and barbarous people that 
England is able to punish her enemies 
no matter what their strength in numbers 
or position. Maintain, on your return 
march to the coast, the same admirable 
conduct that you have hitherto evinced, 
and England may be as justly proud of 
having such Soldiers, Sailors and Mariners 
as 1 am of having the honor of command» 
ing you throughout the campaign.

ern ports being uncertain and difficult

Winter is now, considered “gone,” 
Of its severity we have not had cause 
to complain, albeit atmospheric changes 
were at times fitful and trying. The 
lowest observed temperature was 15 deg. 
below zero. Of snow, less fell than was 
looked for, and wood-hauling was con­
sequently at an end much earlier than 
usual, no one, however, suffering any 
great loss thereby.

A great many substantial houses, 
stores, &c., are in course of erection here, 
which greatly enhance the already trim 
appearance of the settlement.

Very few seals have been taken here 
this season with nets, and sone have 
been hauled, owing to the absence of ice ; 
in fact, we have not seen any of what is 
termed “Northern Jam” the winter, al­
though abundance of what might be cal­
led “ local jelly” has occasionally taken 
free possession of our harbor.

On Saturday night the 4th inst., a 
heavy gale set in from the Southward, 
continuing till dawn of next day, when 
it lulled fir a short time, only to rise 
again with increased violence from the 
North, from which point it blew severely 
throughout the day—No harm done.

There is no information here anent 
Sealers, other than is already with you. 
It is much to be deplored that so many 
of the fleet are likely to return poorly 
fished. Harbor Grace, I trust will have 
a fair share of the take, and am glad to 
notice that several good trips have been 
carried there.

We are busy here in the full sense of 
the word.

Next, expres­
sing himselfdisa itislied with the amount 
of money, he demanded her watch and 
chain, which together were worth £24. 
and having obtained them made his es. 
cape a, Prince s-end, where he got out. 
Unfortunately the young lady was poo 
terror-stricken to give any alarm.

The Charlottetown, P. E. I. “ Even­
ing News,” says : On Sunday evening, 
while Mr. John C. Lane, a farmer on 
East River, with his wife and child, 
were on their way down the ice on the 
Hillsboro’ River, they came upon an 
air-hole on their place in the ice. The 
îorse and sleigh broke through, and was 
submerged, together with all three of 
the persons. Mr. Lane extracated him­
self, caught his child, and placed the 
ittle thing upon a cake of ice while he 
would rescue his wife, who was struggl­
ing iu the water. While he was assist­
ing her the child rolled off the ice, and 
was seen no more. His efforts to save 
the mother were also unavailing, and 
she was drowned also. Her body was 
recovered, but that of the child has not 
been found up to this time. Mr. Lane 
bas only been married one year. His 
child was but six weeks old.

THE COURT OF VICE ADMIRALTY
Met recently for the purpose of ad­

judicating upon two cases within its 
jurisdiction. The first was a claim for 
life salvage made by rescuers of the 
“Atlantic ” passengers. / By a Domin­
ion Statute the English custom relating 
to life salvage prevails in this Domim- 
ion ; and the Court ruled that the ap­
plicants entitled to salvage as follows—. 
To Edmund Ryan, who h.is received 

a gold watch worth $120, from
the Dominion Government....... $100

To James Coolen, whose boat was 
used and who was particularly
active.............................................. 150

Alex. Bropby........................................ 30

In all $1500. The Court observed that 
a peculiarity of the case was that sev­
eral who had first applied had with­
drawn their claim, and who were most 
prominent in the work of rescue had not 
made any. With that, however, the 
Court had nothing to do, as the law 
warranted the demand of those to whom 
an award was now made. I. G. Power, 
Esp., appeared for the salvors.

Tho second case was that of tho 
“ Alfred Walen ” against the sch, 
“ Margaret, ’’ which vessel it towed into 
this port on the 22ud ulfc. when met 
with dismasted, Capt. Baxter, of the 
“ Margaret ” had offered $1000 to be 
taken into port ; but the other vess 1, 
with probably some experience of such 
matters, ( having the prevous year 
towed another derelict vessel into nort 
and received heavy salvage ) refused to 
accept the offer and sailed away, want­
ing the Captain of the “ Matgaret ” to 
leave his ship and declare her derelict, 
when she would be richer prize. This 
the captain declined, but bis crew wero 
in fear, and insisted that he should re­
call the “ Alfred Walen ” so that they 
could be taken off. Having thus 
alternative, tho Captain consented. 
Chief Justice Young, in delivering Lis 
decision, spoke of the claims of human­
ity, and could not believe that the “ AU 
tied Walen ” intended to desert tho 
wreck. Supposing that she was not 
worth salvage even, the Dominion laws 
now provided for recompense from tho 
Treasury for saving of life at sea under 
such circumstances. In view of the 
fict, the Court could not look at tho 

Margaret ” as a derelict vessel, and 
would therefore award only $500 to tho 
ship and 0200 each to the captain and 
crew ( 12 in all ) of the “ Alfred Wa­
len ” making $2900; the captain and 
men having signed a paper to share 
equally, Mr. JasMMacDonald, who ap­
peared for the sailors, explaining that iu 
American fishing craft, officers and men 
went shares on the voyage. The award 
was less than half the clàim.

In Commons this evening Sir Staf­

ford Northcote, Chancellor of the Ex­
chequer, submitted annual budget total 
gross revenue of the United Kingdom 
for the year ending March 31, 1874 
77,355,000 pounds exceeding Lowe’s 
estimate by £3,574,000.

A few evenings since a soldier named 
Quirk, belonging to the 87th Regiment, 
at Halifax, who was one of the look-out 
party stationed at Windsor, wandered 
away from the barracks, and did not 
return. In the morning his comrades 
turned out to lfiok for him, and he was 
found by the sergeant in charge of the 
squad, lying in a snow drift, with all of 
his limbs badly frozen. He was taken 
to his quarters, and a surgeon called, 
who, alter examination, expressed his 
opinion that the man had drank some 
drugged 'iquor. Quirk was brought to 
town on Saturday evening and sent to 
the Military Hospital. It is believed 
that both legs and both arms will have 
to be amputated to save his life.

The Charlottetown “Examiner” pub­
lishes a statement of the trade of Prince 
Edward Island for the six months end* 
ed Dec. 31st 1873, The imports were 
$925,822, while the exports were only 
$556,429. This apparent dicrepancy 
is explained by the fact that a large 
proportion of the imports was composed 
of materials repaired for the construc­
tion of the Island railway, and a large 
proportion of the exports were to the 
neighboring provinces.

Prince Edward Island journals are 
advocating the abolition of the Legis­
lative Council in that Province. They 
contend that there is no longer any ne 
cessity for a second chamber, the assem­
bly being held sufficiently in cheek by 
the Minister of Justice on the one side 
and people on the other. The aboli­
tion of the Upper Hou»e, would effect a 
saving of over $3,500 a year.

An American barque reports having 
been forcibly boarded and searched by 
Spanish soldiers off Havana.

It is a peculiarity of Ashantee war­
fare, that no fighting ever takes place 
at night. Another pecularity is that, 
out of the 365 days in the year, no few­
er than 205 or 210 are deemed unlucky. 
On these no councils are held, and ne 
movements, which car. possibly be avoid­
ed ever take place, The most unlucky 
day of all is Saturday, became on that 
day of the week one ot their most cele­
brated kings, with all the troops that 
formed his escort was surprised and 
slain. The usual method of fighting is 
the following : Each division of the 
army secretly and noislessly cuts paths 
straight to the front, through the bush 
which covers the whole country. When 
the enemy is approached, these paths 
are joined by a broad road running par* 
allel and close to the front of the enemy’s 
line. The advanced parties are then 
reinforced, and each man, posting him­
self under cover, opens fire, pushing on 
till the assailants are within a few yards 
of the foe. Every now and then a war.» 
rior dashes to the front, and seizing an 
opponent, the two strive who shall first 
inflict a mortal wound with the knife. 
Whoever is successful, cuts off his ad*» 
versary’s head, and carries it off as a 
trophy. Very crafty and wary are the 
Ashantees. They make abundant use 
of stratagems and ambushcades, and 
their principal, when engaged with a 
powerful force of Europeans, is to avoid 
all direct attacks, but to exhaust tho 
troops with constant marching. When, 
however, Ashantees possesses a large 
numerical superiority, they do not hesi­
tate to engage in a pitched battle in 
which case they generally combine flank 
with direct attacks. The courage of 
the Ashantee is notorious to those at all 
acquainted with their history, and it is 
a great mistake to imagine that they 
are easily daunted by the superior arms 
of European troops. At the battle of 
Assamacow, in which Sir Charles Ma* 
earthy lost his life, they were played 
upon by the artillery ; but though the 
fire from the latter cut regular lanes 
through their ranks, their advance was 
not checked. On another occasion, they 
resolutely attacked Annamtboe, in spite 
o£ an incessant discharge of artillery, 
and poured such a constant and well 
directed fire on the embrasures, that the

It has seldom, if ever, become our duty 
to lay before the readers of the Chronicle, 
a history of a more appalling accident in 
the annals of our seal fishery than that re­
ported to us on Thursday last by the con­
signees of the steamer Panther, Capt 
Abraham Bartlett, which, in anticipation 
of further details, is simply as follows 
On Friday, 3rd inst., the 1‘anther sighted 
the sealing steamer Tigress, Capt. Isaac 
Bartlett, with three distress flags flying, 
bore down on her and ascertained thit 
on the day previous about half past two 
in the afternoon, a terrible boiler ex 
plosion had occurred on board, killing 
and wounding a number of her crew. 
Being somewhat near the land and having 
only her sails to dt pend upon, it was 
deemed expedient to take her m tow, 
which was accordingly done at about 
three p. m., at which time several of the 
unfortunate victims of the explosion 
were dead andi’others dying, eleven being 
at the time grouped together on the 
grating over the engine room, discussing 
the probable results of the voyage, were 
instantly ushered into eternity, either 
scalded or mangled by the flying missils. 
In consequence of the Panther's boats 
being at the time in different directions 
in quest of seals, she was compelled to 
cast off and take them on board after a 
few hours towing ; the Tigress was, how 
ever, again taken hold of at 11 p. m. 
same day. when being considered a good 
vessel under sail and not in a dangerous 
position, she was slipped and the Panther 
resumed her voyage to this port on 
Saturday morning, but not before gain­
ing the melancholy intelligence that the 
chief engineer Mr. Bulk, and the second 
Mr. Booth, had died after lingering 
nearly two days.
Several narrow and remarkable escapes 
were reported to our narrator, amongst, 
that of an oiler, tvho on the first alarm 
ran into the crank tunnels. The list of 
fatal cases is said to comprise 22 men, 
who, not more than a month previously 
had left their homes-in bouyant spirits in 
anticipation of a good springs work and a 
speedy return to their families. Mr. Buik 
was a Scotchman, well known here, hav­
ing formerly been employed in Angel's 
foundry, and we believe served some time 
on board the steamer Merlin in the capa 
city of engineer ; his many sterling quali 
ties will long be remembered by the 
friends who are so suddenly called upon 
to mourn his untimely end. Mr. Booth 
was a comparative stranger in our count» 
try, an American bjr Birth, and an em­
ployee in the establishment at Philadel> 
phia which manufactured the boilers that 
have now been instrumental in his de­
struction. This appaling calamity, com­
ing so soon after the Huntsman tragedy of 
the 'spring of 1872, in which so many 
poof fellows met with a fearful death, 
will cast a gloom over the small commu­
nity of Bay Roberts, the home of many 
of the unfortunate victims. It is a mat­
ter of melancholy consolation, however, 
that, as was not experienced in the case 
of the Huntsman, the majority of the 
corpses can be readily recognized and re­
ceived curistian burial by their friends, 
few having been disfigured beyond slight 
mutilation^ We learn that a telegram

has been received by a gentleman in 
town, apprizing him that the Tigress had 
passed up Conception Bay yesterday.

On the Tuesday following the Panther 
observed signals of distress flying on 
board a steamer a few miles off) and bear­
ing down found her to be the Osprey, 90 
miles E. N. E. of the Funks. The latter 
vessel had four feet of her cut water car­
ried away, and was leaking so badly that 
she could not be kept free. After a care­
ful examination of the condition of the 
vessel it was found ne cessary to abandon 
her. and at nine o'clock the Panther took 
all hands on board. The Osprey is believ­
ed to have gone down about 2 next 
morning. The Panther brought the Cap 
tain and crew of the Osprey into port on 
Thursday.—Chronicle, April 11.

Several steamers and sailing vessels 
have come in from the ice within the 
past week, with what would be consider­
ed fair trips of seals, in previous years 
but in the greater number of cases the 
young seals are of such light weight that 
it is impossible to form an estimate from 
mere numbers of the value of the catch. 
We have heard of some young seals 
weighing only 7 lbs., while the ordinary 
average is reckoned 30 to 35 lbs. From 
present appearances, whether from 
causes at present unknown or, as many 
are of opinion, from the incessant pur­
suit of the old seals by steamers, in the 
early part of the summer, the seal fishery 
is most injuriously affected, it is to be 
hoped not permanently. This, taken in 
connection with the depressed state of 
the foreign fish markets, inevitably causes 
the apprehension of a serious check to 
the general prosperity of the past five 
years, and should, and no doubt will in­
duce caution on the part both of the 
Government and the Legislature, as well 
as of private parties, in regulating their 
expenditure, and, if not in curtailing, at 
all events not extending their operations 
for some time to come.—Express.
