Poultry raising for profit is a science 
that must be acquired. A hen in her wild 
state will lay from twelve to seventeen 
eggs, then hatch and raise" her brood, and 
in the meantime she must hunt a living 
for herself and brood, and with her it was 
“ root hog or die.”

The farmers have a practice that is a 
fatal mistake to them when they are rais 
ing poultry for cither profit or pleasure.
It is to hatch from 100 to 300 chickens in 
the spring, and dispose of all the largest 
and thriftiest before they come to matur­
ity’ keeping from 25 to 50 as a necessary 
evil through the winter. The next spring 
doing the same thing again, aiid in a few 
years their stock becomes entirely worth­
less, especially for winter layers.

. Of course,fowls in their wild state “ bred 
m and in,” but the males were endowed 
with great pugilistic propensities and 
fought to the death, and only those of 
strong power and viatality were left to re­
produce there species.

My own experience has taught me that 
a hen to be profitable must lay at least 2p0 
eggs'"n a year, if she does not reach these 

res or go beyond it, off should come 
er head. Some might ask the question, 
ow will I know in a flock of fifty hens 

which are profitable and which are not.
You should know just the same as you 

should know which are your best horses 
and cattle. Out of a flock of 300 you could 
not select more than fifty pullets of any 
breed that it would be policy to keep for 
breeding purposes, and they must be kept 
until they come to maturity. A great 
many of them will lay only every other 
day, and they must be disposed of because 
they will hatch a strain of chickens that 
will not lay every- day, and a hen that will 
not lay every day will not prove profitable 
under any circumstances, Hens feed in 
the winter too much stimulating.food when 
in good health, tends to make them lay 
there eggs before the shell has had time 
to form, and then the whole flock will 
form the habit of eating there eggs, and 
when they have once formed this habit it 
is very difficult matter to break it up. 
The first thing fowls do in the morning 
when they have there liberty will be to go 
to the water,and hens which cannot drink 
whenever they require it,will not lay regu­
lar, no matter how well they are fed. A 
great deal can be learned in books and 
paliers about poultry, but the average far­
mer must learn from observation and prac­
tice. ____________ _

Certain writers for agricultural peri­
odicals indulge in various things that have 
no merit whatever. The subject that heads 
this paragraph is not one of them. We 
have seen in a dozen publications one or 
more articles on the necessity or expedi­
ency of having shade for the grazing stock 
in pasture fields. In agricultural matters 
generally our experience^ has not been 
limited, and we can say that so far as we 
can now remember,we never saw a pasture 
field without shade, and in which, at cer­
tain hours of the day, the cattle were not 
screening themselves from the sun’s rays 
The tree or trees necessary to afford this 
protection to the poor catttlc is not a mat­
ter of any consideration as a question of 
expense,but is as much consideration as a 
question of humanity. No farmer with a 
heart any bigger than a hickory nut would 
deprive his cattle of proper shade in the 
midst of our scorching summer days.

It is no use when the cold north wind 
is howling through the crevices of the 
stable, or the boiling sun is roasting the 
miserable fly plagued cattle, to say that 
we wished we had planned something 
more comfortable,unless we attend to such 
things now. It is really surprising to note 
how many miserable places there are in 
the country which a few dollars or a few 
hours now and then would make quite 
pleasat. A few Norway or sugar maples, 
spruces, cherry trees or willows, planted 
around buildings, cost very little and yet 
help wonderfully.

In regard to cattle in the summer-time 
left to roam about sunburnt pastures, a 
few shade trees arc a positive luxury. It 
is a real pleasure to see the cows lying 
under the shade, after having just passed 
some in the vicinity roasted and ftyed to 
death in the open field. It is, however, 
not so easy to provide for this as it is to 
shelter ofies buildings. A tree in the mid­
dle of the pasture-field is all very well 
while it is in pasture, but no good farmer 
lias any faith in these days in perinament 
pastures, and when the time comes for 
grain or root crops in that piece of ground 
there is no greater nuisance than to have 
trees about. It interferes with the plough­
ing, and then it robs the ground of food. 
It is astonishing to what an extent a root 
will push in search of food when the tree 
to which it is attached stands in the open 
ground. Still, there are generally odd 
corners where trees may he left to advant­
age, especially a wet place perhaps near a 
spring where a willow would grow, which 
might as well be planted with something 
as not.

Metropolitan writers during the past 
year have gained a good deal of space by 
describing to Western readers how society 
ladies of New York smoke cigarettes. 
Marvelous tales have been told of Turkish 
tobacco, in little perfumed rolls covered 
with rose colored silk and handed about 
on trays of silver. I remember reading a 
description of a set that Tiffany had made 
for Mr^i F. W. Vanderbilt that was inlaid 
with uncut jewels. A number of well known 
women have kindly expressed their opin­
ions for the benefit of the readers N. Y., 
Press.

Mrs. F. W. Vanderbilt says : “I hardly 
known what to say in answer to your ques­
tion. I never saw a woman smoke a 
cigarette in my life except upon the stage.
I have no hesition in saying that ladies in 
society do not use cigarettes.”

Mrs. William Astor smiled in her slow 
pleasant way when I, said to her ; Do you 
known of any society women who smoke 
cigarettes?”

“ I am not acquainted with all the society 
women” she said. I have met a few foreign 
women of title who smoke. I can hardly 
say.that I am acquainted with them.

What do you think of the practice. I 
asked.

Well, that depends, replied Mrs. Astor. 
You see, all these things are the result of 
education. Women from Russia and F tail ce 
have the habit born in them. They re­
gard a cigarette as I would a glass of wine 
We can hardly presume to critcise them.

But what of American women who 
smoke.

I never knew one who did, said Mrs. 
Astor. I am sure the practice is not a com­
mon one.

I then asked her what she thought of 
cigarette smokeing in the abstract, with­
out regard to nationality or education. 
Mrs. Astor replied with decision this time.
I think it very harmful,and by no means a 
desirable accomplishment

that a lady ever smokes, certianly not in 
.public.

He also 
says that even supposing the new Aus­
tralian climant should return to England 
he would have absolutely no claim to 
the title and estates, because the present 
holder, Sir Henry, and his family, is pro­
tected by an act of parliament which was 
passed in order to enable the adminis­
trators of the estate to pay off the many 
debts resulting from the great litigation. 
There is very little doubt that the Aus­
tralian is the Real Sir Roger. A curious 
fact is that the man named as “The 
Claimant ’’ was well acquainted with the 
Australian and had been many years in 
his society, and Mr. Heaton does not 
doubt that it was from him that “ The 
Claimant ” obtained his marvellous know­
ledge of the history of the Tichborne 
family. He had even gone so far as to 
study and be able to reproduce the man’s 
handwriting. It is also probable, Mr. 
Heaton says, that “The Claimant" re­
produced on his own person the birth 
and other marks which appear on the real 
man’s body. Mr. Heaton vouches for the 
respectability of the people who have 
communicated to him the remarkable in­
formation contained in the telegram and 
letter from Australia, and, while he him­
self desires to keep out of the matter 
personally, he has little doubt of the 
truth of the story as told by the present 
Australian claimant, who for many years 
has been treated as the lunatic brother of 
his gaoler. It now transpires that the 
efleet of the long confinment has been in 
reality to deprive him of his sanity. 
Whether he has recovered his mental 
balance or not, it is known at any rate 
that he was left fairly well off by the 
deceased gaoler and even supposing lie 
should com# to England to claim the 
property and lose the case, he would not 
bo in a condition of poverty by any 
means.

Lake City, Minn., July 14. Last night, 
just before dark, a disastrous cyclone bore 
down upon this community, and in a few 
minutes nearly 200 people were killed.

What appeared to be an ordinary elec­
tric storm was noticed coming from the 
west, but in half an hour the whole 
heavens had been converted into a light­
ning lined black cartopy of death.

A little before dark a terrific wind struck 
the village driving everyone in doors. 
Trees were uprooted, buildings wrecked 
and much damage done in the short time 
the storm lasted. In a few moments news 
was abroad that an excursion boat with 
over 200 people on board was capsized in 
the middle of Lake Pepin.

The boat was the steamer Sea Wing, 
which came down the lake from Diamond 
Bluff, a small place about seventeen miles 
north, on an excursion. The boat was 
crowded to its fullest capacity, about 150 
men, women and children from Red Wing 
and Diamond Bluff being on board and 
about fifty people on a baige which was 
attached to the side of the steamer.

While nearing Central Point, about two 
miles above Lake City, the steamer was 
at the mercy of the waves which were 
washing over the boat and all was confus­
ion. The boat momentarily was run into 
a bar, the barge cut loose and the steamer 
again set adrift in the lakes. A number 
of those on the barge jumped off and swam 
ashore.

As the barge floated again into deep 
water those on board were horrified a 
moment later to observe the steamer cap­
size in the middle of the lake, and its car­
go of 150 people precipitated into the 
water. Those on the barge remained 
where they were until they had drifted 
nearer the shore and they were all res­
cued.

The steamer turned bottom upwards 
and only about twenty-five people were 
observed floating on the surface. These 
caught hold of boat and climbed up on the 
upturned bottom those first securing a 
position assisting the others.

As a flash of lighting would light up 
the surface of the lake the sight of an. oc­
casional white dress of a drowning woman 
or child was observable but it was impos­
sible for those who witnessed the horrible 
sight to lend any aid.

Some of the people who yet remained 
to tell the horrors of that night were again 
forced to another battle with the elements, 
with no word of warning.

As they were just beginning to hope 
they would be taken off by citizens of 
Lake City, the boat again turned over, 
this time on its side and again all of the 
twenty-five remaining souls were hurled 
into the water. Of these several were 
drowned before they could be brought to 
the boat by those who succeeded in re­
maining afloat and again securing a hold 
on the boat’s side;

In a few moments a dozen of .more row 
boats were manned and put but from the 
shore. The upturned boat was discovered 
and the twenty or more remaining people 
clinging to it were rescued and brought to 
shore.

Up to 2 o’clock this morning fifty-nine 
bodies had been found and search for the 
dead wasjeept up all night. The damage 
to property in Lake City by the cyclone 
was very great although no fatalities are 
reported. A ntimber of buildings were 
demoralized, and the streets of the city 
are filled with fallen trees and parts of 
buildings that had been carried through 
the air.

St. Riivl, Minn., July 14. — It is just 
learned from a police officer, who came in 
from Lake Gervaise with the bodies of 
two persons killed by the cyclone, that 
twelve or fifteen row boats, containing 
from two to five persons each, were let by 
the boat keeper at Coleman’s hotel shortly 
before the tornado swept the lake. It is 
feared that all have gone to the bottom. 
Their names are unknown as the list kept 
by the boatman was destroyed together 
with the boat house.

From Lake Gervaise the cyclone passed 
almost due east, and, it is reported struck 
a settlement twelve miles southeast of 
Stillwater, demolishing it and killing sev­
eral persons. The telegraph lines are all 
down and no despatches can get through 

The scenes at Lake Gervaise along the 
storm’s path, just after it had passed, were 
heartrending. Help was on hand at once 
and the wounded and dead were dug from 
under buildings and taken to the house 
of neighbors and to the hospital. A ma­
jority of the buildings were light frame 
structures. Dead bodies were found many 
rods from the houses they had been living, 
in.

Half a dozen ambulances and twice that 
number of physicians went from St. Paul 
at 8 o’clock last night to administer to the 
sufferers. Several dead bodies were 
brought to this city and others will re­
main at Coleman’s until claimed by friends- 
Citizens are doing everything possible in 
the way of caring for the dead and alleviat­
ing the sufferings of the wounded.

At the Coleman House every room up 
stairs and down is filled with cots, fipon 
each of which a sufferer is laid, and a corps 
of doctors are there in attendance, setting 
and amputating limbs and dressing 
wounds. Black robed Sisters of Mercy 
are flying about and seem to be every­
where, administering comfort and assisting 
in the work of relieving the distresss.

Minneapolis, Minn., July 14. — The 
Journal’s Red Wing special says it is now 
quite probable that fifty or sixty people 
are missing in addition to the list of 
identified dead. It is thought that all 
these are in the wreck which lies off a 
point near Like City. The undertaking 
establishments" here are crowded with 
friends of the dead and many cases of 
prostration have occurred. Business is 
completely at a standstill.

Rad Mero was drowned together with 
his entire family. They went down 
wrapped in each other’s arms and were 
picked up last night floating together in 
the embrace of dqath.

1 p. m. It now apjiears certain that at 
least 125 lives were lost in the disaster at 
Lake Pepin. About seventy bodies have 
already been recovered and it is thought 
at least fifty more bodies are fast in the 
wreck at the bottom of the lake. The 
number of killed at St. Paul is five and a 
dozen injured.

Stairs and 
Bonney, who was with Mr. Stanley on 
his last expedition into Africa, grouped 
themselves around Mr. Stanley. ^Fivc 
minutes later Miss Tennant, accompanied 
by her brother, Mr. Charles Coombe Ten­
nant, entered the abbey and walked with 
stately grace along the aisle. Her train 
was borne by two of her nephews, dressed 
as pages. Their costumes were of the time 
of Charles I., and consisted of white satin 
Cavalier suits, with large hats ornamented 
with ostrich plumes. The bridesmaids 
were Miss Sylvia Myers, the bride’s niece, 
and Miss Finlay, both of whom are very 
pretty. Their dresses were white satin 
sacks and overskirts of crepe lisse, and 
they wore wreaths of jasmine and carried 
bouquets of white roses.

The bride’s costume was a petticoat and 
long court train of long duchess satin and 
corded silk, and a bodice of white satin 
trimmed with lace. The front of the skirt 
and the corsage were embroidered w ith 
white silk and pearls, and the edge of the 
petticoat and train was trimmed with gar­
lands of orange blossoms. The bodice 
was set off with a high Medici collar em­
broidered with pearls.

Then followed a full choral service, 
after which Dr. Butler made an address of 
congratulation, and the ceremony was o in­
cluded by the rendering of the marri: gc 
hymn:

Mr. Stanley’s voice was almost inaudi- 
able as he repeated the service, but Miss 
Tennant’s was clear and steady, and only 
faltered as she repeated the words “in 
sickness and in health.”

Sfnce they have bethought themselves 
to take photographs of lightning flashes 
we have learned far more about these 
phenomena than eye observation could 
have told us in years, and problems.yet to 
be solved have been suggested, which, in 
our complacency,wc did not suppose exist­
ed. Such arc the curious “ dark flashes ” 
seen to accompany the bright ones on many 
a photograph and which scientists do not 
yet know how to exblain, some think they 
arc reproductions of something really tak­
ing place in the air, and others that they 
are produced in the developing or produc­
ing of the picture. Nothing is too difficult 
for the experimenter to attempt — witness 
the photographs of rifle bullets in motion 
obtained recently by two Austrian officers. 
Scientific journals of high standing con­
sidered this feat so difficult that at least 
one of them, La Natures of Paris, refused 
to believe that it has been done,even after 
the publication of the pictures and dis­
credited the conclusions drawn from them 
by the officers. Yet, on examining the 
original photographs which were not as 
large as one’s little fingernail, and so had 
to be photographed on a large scale when 
when published the editors had to confess 
that they were not only genuine, but the 
results of wonderful knowledge of photo­
graphy and akill in manipulation. The 
condensed wave of air in front of the bullet 
could be plainly seen, and from its shape 
interesting deductions can be made as to 
the proper shape of rifle bullets.

A DOG WORTH HAVING.
People living up-town in the neighbor­

hood of Sixth and Oxford streets, Phila­
delphia, often see droves of sheep driven 
through the streets. One man with his 
droves has for an assistant only a shepherd 
dog, who is expert in his way. The man 
is fond of stopping at saloons, and tells the 
dog by a wave of his hand, to mind the 
sheep while he is absent.

Recently a gentleman living near the 
saloon timed the shepherd ; lie was in the 
house 35 minutes.

Two Women Kill Bruin In a Cattle Yard.

Roderick McDonald, who lives in one of 
the remote parts of a settlement on thcMolus 
River, Kent county, X. 1!., was absent from 
home a few nights ago, having left his wife 
anil sister as the sole defenders of his house­
hold. Just at dusk the two women, who 
were busy about their household duties, 
were suddenly attracted by a bellowing 
among the cattle in the barnyard. Without 
the slightest hesitation the women armed 
themselves with the only weapons on hand— 
an axe and a pitchfork — and sallied forth. 
Only a few steps had been traversed before 
they saw an enormous black bear, that stood 
aggressively awaiting them. At either side 
of him lay an ox, which had fallen under 
his heavy blows, while the rest of the cattle 
were huddled closely in one corner of the 
yard, bellowing piteously in their fright. 
Mrs. McDonald, excited at the sight of the 
dead animals, rushed" at the hear with a 
pitchfork, thrusting it deep into his neck. 
A roar of mingled rage and pain followed 
and with a sweep of his paw lie struck the 
weapon from her hands. The other woman 
struck at the bear with the axe, disabling 
one of his forward tegs. Mrs. McDonald 
ran for her pitchfork, recovered it, and the 
two plucky women then went at bruin ham­
mer aud tongs. Mrs. McDonald wounded 
him with the pitchfork in front, while her 
companion did deadly execution with the 
axe. The battle was short and sharp, and 
the hear was dead in a few moments. He 
was very large. The women had their 
clothes badly torn, hut, beyond a few 
scratches and the fright, suffered no injury.
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THE TRAIN SERVICE.

It does seem to be a very great hardship 
if this community is obliged to submit to 
the present train arrangements. After all 
that has been done by the town, not to 
speak of provincial grants in aid of the 
Fredericton railway, it is simply out­
rageous that our interests should be so 
totally disregarded. The troth is that 
passengers and mails for this city are de­
tained at Fredericton Junction for hours 
so as to enable the company to save the 
expense of running a locomotive and pas­
senger car over the road once a day 
oftencr from the Junction and back. The 
extra expense which would be involved 
in running once more over forty miles of 
railroad cannot be very considerable, and 
if the amount can Ire ascertained we would 
suggest that, failing a remedy in any other 
direction, a subscription be taken up 
among the citizens to raise the money. 
There is a view, however, of this question 
which we think has not suggested itself 
yet to the company, but which the)' would 
do well to remember. The N. B. company 
are under contract with the postal depart­
ment to render a reasonably efficient 
mail service throughout the province, 
and over their lines, for which they re­
ceive a handsome subsidy. They are 
clearly not properly performing their 
contract when they detain the important 
mails for this city five hours at the Junc­
tion. As the provincial capital, military 
centre of the province, and educational 
centre, not to speak of its business import­
ance, this city is entitled to a prompter 
mail service, and we believe the post­
master general would not tolerate the 
present state of things if a strong repre­
sentation were made to him on the subject. 
We very much regret, indeed, that the N. 
B. company’s management should have 
exhibited the spirit they have done 
towards this community. We think they 
ought not to have done it, and cannot af­
ford to do it. The responsibility must 
rest with Mr. Cram, and he was not serious 
in his reply to the memorial of the 
city council that the C. P. R. directors 
would meet on the 25th, when he would 
lay the matter before them. The C. P. R. 
board when it meets will meet for the 
transaction of other business. We will 
need to be told some more* plausible 
story. This community knows that 
the directors of the C. P. R. are not going 
to deliberate in solemn session upon the 
question whether another train a day will 
be run over the Fredericton branch. 
This is a matter of the merest detail, 
which rests with Mr. Cram and with no 
one else. We trust he will speedily 
remedy the grievance.

THE ROAD LAW.

J

The change made in the road law last 
session of t he legislature does not appear 
to have been well considered. We admit 
that there was a great deal of grumb­
ling among the people at the allowance 
of forty cents only for a day’s work upon 
the roads ; but there will always be a 
great deal of grumbling over any road law, 
and the grievance was largely a sentimental 
one. The great object to be aftaiped is to> 
have the roads kept in efficient repai{f 
and to accomplish this more work is need- ,T 
ed. The effect of the amendment passed 
last winter will be to diminish the quantity 
of road work actually done by one half.
The municipalities committee which 
pressed the bill through the house, against 
a good deal of opposition, argued that if a 
jpan was allowed something near a good 
day’s wage, he would do a good day’s 
work, and the law was thereupon changed 
substituting eighty cents per day for 
forty cents, leaving, however, the statute 
statute labor tax at forty cents per day as 
before. Every man who works out his 
road tax this year will only spend half 
the usual time upon the road, and we 
greatly doubt if he will do as much work 
in one day as he formerly did in two. The 
troth is the number of roads and bridges 
and the volume of traffic have increased 
and are increasing so rapidly that it has be­
come impossible for the government to 
grant as much aid toward this service as 
heretofore, and people must make up 
-their minds that they will have to 
maintain the roads themselves. In 
point of fact all that the government 
can properly now do, is to rebuild 
and repair the bridges, and the sooner 
people in our province face the re­
sponsibility the better. It must be patent 
to every one that the roads are wearing 
out, and they will be worse before they 
are better, unless a new departure is made.
The amendment passed last winter will 
have to be repealed, and it would be more 
to the purpose if the legislature, instead of 
quarrelling for weeks oVer the question 
of in’s and out’s, would devote its best at­
tention to this important and indeed 
vital question.

been coming in. The reference is entirely 
to farm produce. The exports must further 
decline, for the very sufficient reason that 
the agricultural industry has no longer 
room for unrestricted expansion : and it 
follows also that the imports of tropical 
and sub-tropical produce, to speak of 
nothing else, must increase, consequently 
instead of there being a large amount to 
credit, there will be a large outlay without 
any corresponding return. To balance 
this an export trade in manufactures 
must be developed, and this can only be 
successfully done by taking off duties from 
articles of food and raw materials of manu­
facture. This is the logical conclusion of 
the position taken by the Press in reply 
to Mr. Blaine. The Press does not appear 
to see it ; but doubtless Mr. Blaine does and 
herein lies the reason of his new and 
very important political departure. He 
has not, it is true, yet taken leave of pro­
tection. He even goes out of his way to 
speak good words of the principle ; but 
that is the way with politicians. When 
they begin to tell of their love for a prin­
ciple, you are pretty safe in concluding 
that they are about to practice something 
quite out of keeping with it.

How many i>eople in Fredericton are 
doing anything which brings money to 
the city from outside the counties of York 
and Sunbury ? It would not take long to 
count them, would it ? Money from abroad 
comes here to maintain the public depart­
ments and meet the expense of the sessions 
of the legislature ; the Normal school adds 
to the money in circulation, so do the mili­
tary school and the sessions of the supreme 
court ; but apart from these sources of in­
come, and our saw mills, the N. B. foundry 
and our carriage factories, the principal 
business of the people here and 
hereabouts 'is like the famous occupa- 
oecupation of the Yankees on the desert 
island, who got rich by swapping jack- 
knives with each other. Of course the 
great industries of Marysville are not in­
cluded in this classification. Their import­
ance to this community can hardly be over­
estimated. Now, what this town wants is 
more industrial establishments,the produce 
of which shall find a market somewhere 
else and thus bring in money to be paid 
out here. What shall they be and who 
will take hold and start them? Courage, 
foresight and capital are needed, but surely 
the community is not deficient in these. 
It may be that the men who have the 
courage have not the cash—a by no means 
improbable state of things ; but, as has been 
pointed out a good many times, if the 
property owners do not wake up to the 
emergency they will one of these days find 
themselves saddled with a heavy burden 
of civic debt, for the way things are going 
in this town a decrease of population is 
rather to be expected than an increase,and 
the non-property holding citizens, that is 
the young men, who ought to stay here 
and build the place up and bear their 
share of the cost of maintaining the city- 
institutions, will leave us.

What do we suggest? How would another 
lawn tennis club or another base ball or­
ganization do ? Perhaps if we had another 
newspaper or two it would help things out. 
A change of the local government would 
meet the wishes of two or three people. 
The repeal of the Scott act would suit some 
more. But seriously the matter is worth 
thinking about. Railways were to build 
up factories ? We have the railways ; but 
where are the factories. Water works were 
to set the wheels of industry a humming; 
iut we have fewer people employed in 

manufacting for a foreign market than we 
had before the water works were introduc­
ed. Improved facilities for travel were to 
bring us summer tourists ; but the summer 
tourist hies him to the North Shore,Prince 
Edward Island, Cape Breton — anywhere 
except to Fredericton. And its no use to 
blame the hotel keepers for closing and 
driving visitors away ; for the visitors were 
few and far between always. Of course 
they are fewer this year than ever ; but 
at the very height of tourist travel only 
comparatively few people ever came to see 
us and these rarely stayed more than 
over a night.

Suggest anything — well no, we are not 
going to suggest anything. • We, will 
grumble this week, and perhaps it will be 
cooler next week and we will feel, like 
making suggestions, or perhaps some one 
who knows more about these things, than 
any mere knight of the quill can be ex­
pected to, will come to the rescue and tell 
the people something they can do to ad­
vantage.

WHAT MIGHT HAVE HAPPENED.

AN IMPORTANT DEPARTURE.

Some weeks ago The Herald, in ad­
vance of all its contemporaries, drew at­
tention to the indications that Mr. Blaine 
was about to break with his party on the 
question of protection. It would be a little 
premature to say that the rupture has 
actually occeurred ; but the secretary of 
state in his recent letter to senator Frve 
has taken a position quite antagonistic to 
that held by the great majority of the 
republican party. It is true that he only 
recommends reciprocity with the sugar 
producing countries, claiming that what 
the United States farmers need is a broader 
market for their agricultural produce. 
This leads the Press, of New York, a 
strong republican and ultra-protectionist 
organ, to say that the decrease in agri­
cultural exports is not due to the narrow­
ness of the foreign market, but to increas­
ed consumption at home. This is per- 
bai>s the true reason ; but the Press in 
putting it forward can only recognize half 
the truth, or it would find that its own 
views imply the further reduction of the 
export trade of the republic, and an in­
crease in the import trade, and nothing 
will break down the barrier of protection 
sooner than this.

It has been the fashion to speak of the 
United States as feeding the world ; it will 
be news to most people to be told that in 
1889 the exerts and imports of agricultural 
produce in that country balanced each 
other, and if the duties and profits of 
middlemen be added the consumers of 
imported agricultural produce paid many 
millions of dollars more for it than the 
producers of exported produce received for 
it. The course of trade has been some­
what after this fashion. The United 
States needed large supplies of tropical 
ami sub-tropical produce. This it bought 
and paid cash for it ; at the same time 
selling in England and other European 
countries, largely for cash, enormous 
quantities of farm produce. On the balance 
of this trade the margin was very large in 
favor of the United States. But a change 
has been coming on by rapid strides. The 
imports have been increasing, that is more 
cash has l)een going out, and the exports 
have been decreasing, tliat is less cash has

There are some very sensible people, not 
unfriendly to the present government and 
indeed well convinced that it is by all 
odds the best government this province 
has enjoyed since confederation, who 
were of opinion that its members would 
have acted wisely had they resigned on the 
question of stumpage reduction. The 
evidence thus afforded of a manful ad­
herence to principle, as some have said, 
would have greatly enhanced the reputa­
tion of the individual members of the 
executive, and their exclusion from office 
must necessarily have been for only a 
limited period. We are not able to agree 
with this view, either as to the line of 
action suggested or the probable result. 
The question of a reduction of twenty-five 
cents per thousand upon a general rate of 
stumpage equivalent to $1.50, was under 
the circumstances, not of large enough 
importance to justify a political crisis. It 
might, and doubtless would have been 
otherwise considered, had there been any 
reason to believe that the appropriations 
for the public services could not have been 
maintained up to the usual and necessary 
standard as a result of the reduction. The 
government are expected to yield comp­
liance to the wishes of the majority of the 
peoples’ representatives in all cases which 
do not involve the sacrifice of principle, 
or whenever concessions do not make it 
doubtful if the government of the country 
can be successfully carried on.

Had the leader -of the government re­
fused at that tune to entertain the pro­
posal Jbr a reduction from the North 
Shore members, the result, as every one 
sees, would have been a much larger reduc­
tion than has been made, and this would 
have been brought about in such a way 
that the new government would have had 
an opportunity to strengthen itself for a 
twelvemonth, before its action in respect 
to the stumpage could have been chal­
lenged. The course of events would have 
been very nearly in this line. Mr. Blair 
would have met the legislature with Jibe 
Northumberland members and th£ St. 
John sectionalists and other oppositionists 
united against him. The opposition party 
would have made desperate efforts to seduce 
two or three of the government supporters 
from their allegiance by liberal induce­
ments, and it is not improbable that they 
would in this way have secured a majority. 
A general want of confidence motion would 
have been proposed, and, we will assume, 
have carried ; but not a syllable would have 
then been breathed on the question of 
stumpage. The government would have 
presented to the country the appearance of 
having been defeated on its general policy 
and administration. A new government 
would have been formed, the house would 
have been prorogued for a short time to

admit of the election of the new heads of 
departments, and would only have met to 
pass the appropriation bills. A promise to 
reduce the stumpage by order in council in 
the summer would have been given in an 
indirect way. The government would 
have claimed time until another session to 
introduce its policy, which would not have 
been unreasonable, and the reduction in 
stumpage would have been made during 
the recess. The next session the new gov­
ernment would have shown that notwith­
standing a reduction in the stumpage, the 
revenue was large enough for the usual 
grants and the stumpage question would 
have ceased to be a live issue.

The new government would scarcely 
have been installed into office before Mr. 
Blair’s supporters would have begun to 
doubt his wisdom in making a vital issue 
of a trifling reduction in the rate of 
stumpage—perhaps for a short period only; 
much as Mr. Mackenzie’s friends, after his 
defeat, pronounced him by far too straight 
laced and unyielding on the tariff ques­
tion. They openly declare to this day 
that he could have retained power by 
making a moderate concession to the 
growing demand for protection, and 
should have done so. Mr. Mackenzie 
went down very courageously, no doubt, 
affirming his loyal adherence to the prin­
ciples of free trade ; but what has become 
of free trade since, and where is his party ? 
We are not opportunists in politics, and 
have very little respect for that stripe of 
public man ; but we think it necessary, to 
a successful career in a democratically 
governed country, that one should yield 
to the occasional gusts of public opinion 
as the tree bends with the gale. If it did 
not it would be destroyed, and the gale 
continues in unabated violence.

We can well conjecture the state of 
feeling which would exist in this county 
with the present St. John opposition in­
fluence in the ascendant. Forced to be 
content with the dribbling share of the 
government moneys, which would re­
main for our public works, after the ap­
petite of the present St. John members 
had been satiated, our people would have 
learned to realize keenly the change in 
their situation. With the centre of politi­
cal gravity transferred to the mouth of 
the river, with the sittings of the supreme 
court partially or wholly removed to St. 
John, with efforts persistently and suc­
cessfully made on every possible occasion 
to strip our city of its importance as the 
capital of the province, with the univer­
sity availed and not improbably dis­
mantled, with the Normal school, Deaf 
and Dumb institution and government 
horse stables, by degrees, located else­
where, there would scarcely have re­
mained one individual in this whole com­
munity who would not have deplored the 
folly of the attorney general in surrender­
ing the seals of office to his opponents, 
rather than yield to the necessity of mak­
ing a moderate concession.

It must not be supposed that the leader­
ship of the government in this province 
with the inadequate salary attached to the 
office and the incessant labor and strain it 
imposes upon the occupant, is a position 
one need be very anxious to retain. 
We can readily believe that the personal 
abuse, misconstruction of motives and 
misrepresentation to which a public man 
so placed is subjected, must sicken him of 
official life and that at times, nothing but a 
sense of obligation to the constituency 
which has given him its confidence and 
whose welfare he has at heart", or it may 
be at other times, a determination not to 
be overthrown by the intrigues of op­
ponents, induces him to remain at his 
post. We believe that a majority of 
people in this county will do the 
attorney general the justice of believing, 
that when the interests of his constituency 
require that he shall take a firm stand 
upon any question, though it involve 
the possible sacrifice of his office, 
he will ndt shirk the responsibility ; 
nor will they doubt that on larger issues 
in which the good .government of the 
province may be involved, he will be 
found taking a bold, courageous and justi­
fiable course. There have been occasions 
upon which he has displayed these 
qualities in the past and when the 
emergency calls for it will no doubt dis­
play them in the future.

For three years this county has been 
deluged with the grossest slanders, per­
sonal abuse and venomous attacks upon 
the attorney general. During this period 
very little, if any, effort has been made in 
the local press to counteract these attacks. 
The press of this county which has been 
friendly to the attorney general, has done 
all that has been deemed necessary in that 
direction; but while circulating largely, it 
has not reached as a general rule the same 
persons as were reached by the paper 
which has been the vehicle through which 
these false and malignant slanders have 
been disseminated. It is the intention of 
The Herald truthfully, and it hopes with 
dignity, to address itself from time to time 
to the discussion of the matters respecting 
which the government and the attorney 
general have, during this period, been 
attacked and to remove any erroneous im­
pressions which may still exist in some 
sections of the county.

POLITICAL NOTES.

The following from the Quebec Chronicle 
is given for what it is worth :

In the course of a few months, Sir Leonard 
Tilley's term of office, as lieutenant-governor 
of New Brunswick will he up. There is talk 
of his returning to public life, though his 
advanced age seems to preclude it. Still, he 
has always taken great care of himself, and 
though he has been ill, his physicians say 
that he is getting stronger every day. Sir 
John Macdonald would like to have him 
back in his cabinet, and Sir Leonard would 
not be averse from taking once more the 
portfolio of finance on his shoulders. The 
office of chief magistrate of New Brunswick 
will be offered, we learn, to senator Boyd, 
now in England. Mr. Boyd is a life-long 
friend of Sir Leonard Tilley, and he has as­
sisted him time and again during the last 
thirty years. Nothing would please him 
better than to succeed his old friend in the 
lieutenant-governor’s chair. Senator Boyd 
was a strong believer in confederation, and 
lie helped to carry the scheme in New 
Brunswick, against heavy odds, by his 
voice, pci) and means. Should this pro­
gramme be carried out, the vacant senator- 
ship, would, in all probability, go to the 
lion. Thos. It. Jones, legislative councillor of 
New Brunswick, for many years chairman 
of the conservative association of St.John. 
All of these appointments would be very 
satisfactory to New Brunswick liberal-con­
servatives.

Is not this statement just a tritlc too 
sweeping, Mr. Gleaner? >Ve venture to 
think there is one exception at all events, 
and that is Mr. Gregory. Mr. G. has 
found, as we ventured to suggest weeks 
ago he would find, that he had caught 
hold of a wasp’s nest when he tackled 
that petition and i>ossibly he would not 
be allowed to let go. It is, we understand, 
being seriously considered by the govern­
ment party whether after all the insuf­
ferable boasting the Gleaner and its 
friends have indulged in, they ought to be 
allowed to drop the ]>etition. If the peti­
tion can be revived at all, it is equally in

the power of the respondents to bring it 
on to trial, and we are assured it needs 
very little encouragement to induce 
them to do so. What an interest­
ing sight it would be to see Mr. Gregory 
hoist with his own petard, hanging sus­
pended on the'gallows he had himself 
erected, buried for seven long years in the 
pit which he himself had digged with his 
own hands.

Mr. Barry,we are told, ran away to Boston 
and concealed himself for fifty-one days- 
Fearful ! Shocking ! ! Cerifeurable ! ! ! 
Mr. Gregory on the other hand ran away 
to Boston and concealed himself for forty- 
eight hours. Ivaudable ! Eminently pro­
per!! Highly commendable !! ! Each of 
these gentlemen returned when it suited 
his convenience and interest. Will 
some one well versed in metaphysical 
casuistry explain the moral distinction in 
•principle between a concealed absence of 
forty-eight hours and one of fifty-one days ?

Why will they 
lie 'so shockingly ? Mr. Bellamy was 
served at his own house with a subpoena 
three or four days before the date when 
the alarmed petitioner ran away from the 
trial.

AVe rather incline 
to the opinion that if Mr. Gregory had 
anything to resign he would have handed 
it in some time ago. The only resignation, 
however, he could indulge in was the 
Christian virtue of that name.

AVe still think it unkind of Mr. Gregory 
and his friends to sneer at Mr. Jordan. 
Mr. Gregory has been blustering around 
Grand Fall and Edmundston about Mr. 
Jordan’s incompetency. Had he obeyed 
the subpœna served upon him and re­
mained at the court, he could not have 
made hig case and party appear one whit 
less ridiculous than Mr. Jordan did. The 
case was at fault, not the counsel. We 
hope Mr. J. has insisted upon payment in

FOREIGN NEWS.
Summary of the Press Telegrams From; 

all Parts of the World.

Forty-four deaths from cholera have oc­
curred among the members of a battalion 
of Ghourkas stationed at Dharmsala, in 
the Punjaub.

The new German territory in East 
Africa is about twice the size of Germany, 
not including any part of the great African 
lakes in the measurement.

The London St. James Gazette sneers at 
the peace congress, which it regards as a 
gathering of fossilized philanthropists 
whose ideas are as impracticable as they 
are obsolete.

John Roth, who outdid Dr. Tanner in 
his celebrated fast, died at the county 
asylum, having passed his sixtieth day of 
total abstinence from food or nourishment 
of any kind except a slight quantity of 
water.

The universal peace congress was opened 
in London by David Dudley Field, of New 
York. In his address Mr. Field dilated 
upon the benefits to be derived from ar­
bitration and from a simultaneons graduat­
ed disarmament by the various powers.

Two lads, Phil. Horsch and Sain Davis, 
who have been working three mining 
claims five hundred feet south of-the fam­
ous Buckeye mine, twenty miles south of 
Landers, Wyo., struck ore which assays 
from $23,000 to $40,000 per ton in free 
gold.

The San Salvador government has is­
sued a proclamation declaring the country 
in a state of siege. Passports will be re­
quired to travel from one town to another. 
AVar is imminent with Guatemala. Nearly 
20,000 troops are stationed along the 
frontier.

It is reported that an engagement has 
taken place between the forces led by 
Elsenoussi, the Tunisian “Holy Man,” and 
the Mahdists, and the followers of the 
Mahdi were defeated. It is reported Elsen­
oussi has captured El Obeid, the capital of 
Kordofan.

Among those who attended Mr. Stanley’s 
wedding reception Saturday was a wealtlily 
widow named Hatchard. While there 
she stole several silver spoons from the 
room in which the wedding gifts were 
displayed. She was sentenced to two 
weeks’ imprisonment.

Two Austrian officers, who went up in 
a military balloon from Vienna were car­
ried to Briazkow, in the Province of Posen, 
thence they were driven by currents to 
Southern Sweden and finally were carried 
by other currents back to Prussia. The 
journey was covered in eleven hours.

The Siecle, after stating that Sir AVm. 
Whiteway, Premier of Newfoundland, has 
informed England that Newfoundland 
will admit the rights of France on the 
French shore provided France will aband­
on the idea .of bounties, declares that 
France will never 
the kind.

The Russian newspapers indicate a con­
viction that nothing short of war can settle 
the Bulgarian question satisfactorily to 
Russia. The temper of the Bulgarians is 
warlike, and it is more than doubtful that 
they would he willing to accept any prince 
whom the powers should agree to place 
over them.

Snow covers the central Alps and con­
tinues falling. In the district of Salzam- 
mergut and the adjacent country every­
thing has a wintry appearance. The rivers 
in the southern Tyrolese Alps have over­
flowed tlieir banks. The Adige from 
Posen downward has flooded the adjacent 
country. Half the city of Trent, Austria, 
which is situated on the left bank of the 
Adige, is submerged.

Considerable feeling is aroused in St. 
Petersburg by the statement ascribed to 
the king of Sweden, that, while in the 
event of a war between German and any 
other power he would remain neutral as 
long as possible, he would fight, if com­
pelled to take part, on the side of Ger­
many. This is regarded as a declaration 
hostility toward Russia,whom the Swedes 
have never forgiven for the annexation of 
Finland.

At Sheffield England the mayor of that 
city presided over a meeting attended by 
12,000 persons called to protest against the 
McKinley tariff bill as seriously affecting 
Sheffield’s manufacturing interests. A 
master cutler proposed and the president 
of the chamber of commerce seconded a 
resolution calling upon the government to 
take protective measures against the Mc­
Kinley tariff bill, which it was stated 
threatened to become the means of destroy­
ing Sheffield’s trade with America. The 
resolution was carried by acclamation.

Mrs. Adam AVuchter, of AVhite Hall, on 
the one hundredth and fifth day of her 
fast was to all appearance failing rapidly. 
Her complexion was growing more sallow, 
her eyes sunken, fixed and glaring. The 
convulsions continued,but as her strength 
foiled they did not seem so severe, yet the 
result is was more exhaustive. The patient 
at times rational, and converses with her 
family, but conciousncss is soon gone. She 
has not taken a particle of nourishment 
during the week, and her attending phy­
sician says that she cannot survive much 
longer, possibly not through the present 
week.

A Madrid special says the cholera is 
spreading to more towns in the province 
ofValencio. There were 35 new cases 
and ten deaths reported on Tuesday one 
death occurring in the city of Valencia. 
■The authorities of Gastello De Rugat con­
cealed the feet that the disease raged there 
for a fortnight. Fifty cases occurred at 
that place, seventeen of which proved 
fatal. The fact that the disease prevailed 
was concealed to avoid the isolation of the 
place. A suspicious case has been receiv­
ed at a hospital in Madrid. The Madrid 
Gazette says in the last two months there 
have been four hundred and forty-five 
cases of cholera in Spain. Two hundred 
and fifty-one have been fetal.

Water was let through the new Croton 
aqueduct, which is to supply New York 
with water, on Tuesday. The new aque­
duct is the greatest work of its kind in the 
world. Although not yet wholly com­
pleted, it has cost, with the expenditures 
on the storage dams now building, nearly 
$24,000,000. The actual cost of the aque­
duct itself is about $19,500,000. It has 
taken five years to build, and ninety- 
seven human lives have been sacrificed in 
construction. The flowing capacity of the 
aqueduct, 318,000,000 gallons per twenty- 
four hours, is equivalent to a stream fifty 
feet wide, about the width of Broadway 
between the curbs, and ten feet deep, 
with a current of one foot a second.

An Arizona cattle raiser was received 
as a patient at the Pasteur institute. He 
was minus a portion of his right ear, and 
his left hand showed the marks of an 
animal’s teeth. AVhile asleep in front of 
his Arizona home, he told Dr. Gibier, a 
skunk had eaten off the portion missing 
from his ear, and that the bites in the 
hand were received while he was battling 
with and killing the skunk. Four men 
in his vicinity, who had been bitten by 
skunks, he said, had died afterwards with 
unmistakable symptoms of rabies. Dr. 
Gibier inoculated the young Arizonian, 
and declared that, as the skunk belonged 
to the same family of animals as the wolf 
and dog, it was quite as much to be feared.

The Base Ball Team.

There appears to be considerable dissatis­
faction with Fredericton’s professional base 
ball team as at present composed, and the 
record of the team would seem to justify the 
feeling. There can be little doubt that the 
team is too weak to play ball with the nines 
it has to meet. There is not a team in the 
league (with the exception of the St. John’s 
as at present constituted) which cannot play 
all around the Fredericton nine. Any one 
who has attended the games played on the 
home grounds could not fail to notice that 
several of Fredericton's high salaried pro­
fessionals are playing in too fast company, 
and have been, since the first game of the 
season; and the question naturally arises : 
why keep these men and i»ay them high sal­
aries? If the team as at present composed 
cannot win a fair share of the games, why 
not weed out the weak players and 
fill their places with men who can play. If 
this is not done why not disband the team ? 
All interest in the game is gone, when the 
chances of being defeated are ten to one 
against winning, and when the interest dies 
out the attendance falls off. Fredericton is 
paying a large enough weekly salary to 
have as good a team as anyone. It is vaguely 
whispered that the management intend 
releasing some of the players, but if they in­
tend to do so, they should do so at once. 
Nothing can be gained by waiting until all 
possible chance of winning the pennant is 
gone. Let us have a new team or no team— 
which shall it be?

Running A Blind Pig.

On Tuesday afternoon officers Vandine 
and Roberts, acting on the information of 
John I. Morrison, went down to the mills 
and took into custody a colored individual 
named James Brown, who has been import­
ing liquor into the locality and dispensing 
it from a small schooner to the millhands, 
much to the annoyance and loss of the mill- 
owners. On Wednesday morning Brown 
was taken before the police magistrate and 
being charged with selling liquor from a 
boat near Morrison’s mill, between the 20th 
and 29th of June last, and also with a like 
offence on the 15th inst., was fined $100 
and costs, or five months’ jail. He went to 
jail pending the arrival of the money from 
the savings bank in St. Johnf and on 
Thursday upon its arrival paid the fine and 
was liberated. The liquor, about two gal­
lons, which " was seized, was destroyed. 
Mr. Jas. A Vanwart appeared for the 
prosecution.

The Cromar Trial.

Speaking of the Cromar trial to a Globe 
reporter, the solicitor general who conducted 
the case for the crown, said the case made 
out against Cromar, the bank agent, was 
that from some time last fall he had at dif­
ferent times taken money from the cash and 
used it without making charges, and that he 
had made false entries with regard to two 
large notes, one of $4,000, which made his 
cash square and thus tended to ward off 
suspicion. When the inspector arrived to 
go over the accounts Mr. Cromar remained 
about for two days, and then, on the morn­
ing of the third, he sent a note saying he 
was going away for the day, but would be 
hack next morning That was tlie last seen 
of him and instead of returning he went out 
to Michigan. The defence set up, Mr. 
Piigsloy said, was that the errors in the 
books were only errors in book-keeping 
and were not intended to deceive. The 
jury, however, took a different view, and 
the young man was found guilty and sen­
tenced to three years in Dorchester.- Mr. 
Pugslcy said the scene in the court room 
when judge Stevens announced his decision 
was a very affecting one. The court room 
was crowded with persons, young and old, 
men and women, Cromar having been a 
general favorite, and there was hardly a dry 
eye in the building. Cromar lived extrava­
gantly on a small salary . He bought ex­
pensive furniture and kept valuable dogs, 
for which he paid large sums of money, one 
of the animals having cost $90. The total 
defalcation was nearly $<i,000.

Electric Display.

On Wednesday evening about six o’clock 
lightning struck the telephone wires above 
the tree, which stands on the corner of 
Brunswick and Regent streets, near S. A. 
Purdie’s residence, and glancing to each side 
killed the foliage in one or two places. Then 
the current seemed to find its way to the 
lower wires and was carried away on them. 
At least this is how it appeared to Daniel 
Cagney, who saw the occurrence. Later in 
the evening a most extraordinary display of 
lightning was visible in the southwest. For 
more than an hour flash followed flash so 
closely that it seemed like a continuous 
blaze of light.

Exerc ise for the Laddies.

A slight fire on the roof of the New Bruns­
wick Foundry called out the department on 
Thursday afternoon. No serious damage 
was done.

Nearly noon on Friday the rear portion of 
Thomas C. Atherton’s residence, on the 
corner of Queen and Westmorland streets 
caught fire on the inside. The department 
was promptly on the scene but the fire was 
extinguished before water was turned on.

THE GLORIOUS TWELFTH.
A Successful Celebration In St. John— 

The Orangemen in Line of March— 
Some Stirring Speeches.

The celebration of the 200tli anniversary 
of the battle of the Boyne, held in St. John 
on the twelfth, was one of the grandest and 
most successful displays ever given by the 
Orangemen of North America. It was 
acknowledged by all who saw it to eclipse 
anything of the kind ever held in New 
Brunswick, and reflected credit upon every 
orangeman throughout the land.

Everything was favorable to a successful 
celebration. The weather was fine and cool 
and the streets of the great city by the sea 
in the best possible condition for marching. 
The police authorities had •made every 
arrangement to keep order and preserve the 
peace, but indeed tlicir services were not 
required. The time has gone by when the 
march of the Orangemen on their gala day 
is looked upon as a menace to the freedom 
of any class or creed, or in the light of a 
hostile display, calculated to stir up feelings 
of prejudice or disquiet. The orangemen 
are allowed their day and their celebration 
the same as the Masons, the Hibernians, the 
Oddfellows, the Knights of Pythias and the 
Foresters, or any other secret society. And 
so the police were not needed, and their 
presence only added to the long line of 
uniformed marchers.

It was 11.45 when the advance was made, 
quickstep time. From the advance accounts 
published in the press, the spectators had 
been led to expect a grand display, but the 
beauty of tlie banners and the brilliancy of 
the regalia and uniforms, especially those of 
the black knights surpassed all expectations. 
The members wore the regalia of their several 
lodges, and some of the scarlet and orange 
sashes looked very pretty. A great many of 
the members who did not wear a high silk- 
hat wore a soft felt one, which in shape and 
style was a fac simile of the head-gear worn 
by the grand army of the republic in the 
United States, the only difference being the 
decoration.

There were about 2,000 men in line, but 
that by no means represented the number of 
Orangemen present, as many of the older 
ones did not feel equal to the task of making 
a long march, while others had not secured 
the necessary regalia, the demand for which 
far exceeded the supply in several districts. 
The line of procession was a very long one, 
finally bringing up in tlie Lansdownc rink, 
where several patriotic and interesting ad­
dresses were delivered.

Grand Master Armstrong
was the first speaker. He said that his own 
share of the speaking would be small. He 
had been very hard at work for weeks and 
months past and now his part was about 
concluded. He must, however, thank the 
brethern most heartily for their attendance- 
He would especially thank a number of 
brethren from Nova Scotia, who left their 
homes and their own parades to join in this 
magnificent celebration ; and a number also 
from the neighboring republic, who had 
joined in it. During his long connection 
of nearly 29 years with the order he had 
never seen a day when lie had so much 
cause to be pleased with the L. O. associa-" 
tion as on this day. (Cheers). He must be an 
Orangeman hard to convince, he must be a 
citizen hard to convince and made of peculiar 
stuff who would not be convinced by this 
demonstration that the Orange association is 
a live body of men. (Cheers). They had 
come together as no other body of men could 
be got together. If any one hold the idea 
that theirs was an association on paper only, 
he must now be convinced of liis error. 
(Cheers). The speaker was pleased to see 
them and proud of their appearance. There 
must have been long and diligent work in 
the lodges preparing for this great day. It 
was fitting that on this day they should talk 
for a little of the noble leader whose memory 
they honored, and talk of what they had 
done and arc doing and expect to do. The 
battle of the Boyne, merely considered as a 
battle, was not perhaps very much, but so 
far as regarded what it gave to the world, no 
battle since the world began ever equalled 
it. There met two great armies, led by two 
kings in person, and actuated by that zeal 
which religious strife alone could awaken. 
There was desperate determination on both 
sides. It was a conflict of freedom as 
against bondage, light against darkness, 
liberty of thought and speech and conscience, 
which the world has enjoyed ever since, 
against oppression and the surpression of 
these liberties. It was no wonder, then .that 
under God the victory was won that con­
firmed to Roman Catholics as well as Pro­
testants liberties they would not otherwise 
have received. This was a glorious day in 
the history of the L. 0. A. in New Bruns- 
swick and in the world. In every part of 
the civilized world where British subjects are 
found and in the United States as well, this 
day was being celebrated. The 12tli of July 
1890, had long been looked forward to by 
Orangemen throughout the world and he 
trusted that everywhere the celebration had 
been as successful as here. Never before 
had so many noble, true hearted men assem­
bled in St. John.

Past Grand Master Wm. Wilson
of Fredericton said it was a pleasure to lie 
there and a double pleasure to reiterate the 
remarks of the grand master about this 
splendid and orderly procession. The old 
idea that their object was to perpetuate the 
antagonism and strife of former ages was 
passing away. No man could regard this 
procession as a menace to his political or re­
ligious freedom. They met to perpetuate 
the memory of the birth of principles that 
underlie the constitution of the country and 
that have imparted to it adaptability to the 
wants of the people. Everybody enjoys 
them and none therefore can look upon the 
celebration as a menace to freedom. It is 
pleasant to see people meet in obedience to 
law and order for a specific purpose. There 
had been great displays on this day, but 
none grander than that in St. John. He 
hoped nothing would mar its pleasure. The 
principles of liberty as they developed have 
been taken up and handed down till now 
they are ours, and for them we are indebted 
to grand men and women of all ages and 
classes. We have to thank Bis Jop Langdon 
and Pembroke, and later the writers of the 
Elizabethan era and hundreds of all classes 
and creeds before the revolution of IGOO. 
And why should not William of Orange be 
recognized and honored ? He did more than 
any man of his time to perpetuate these 
principles. His life was devoted to it. We 
commeniorntc the battle he fought as a land­
mark in the progress of his great w-ork. We 
have these principles developed so that there 
is freedom for all classes and creeds. For this 
we are indebted to William of Orange. These 
principles need, perhaps, a greater degree of 
adaptability. It is the duty of every Orange­
man to strive to give the constitution of the 
country the greatest degree of adaptability. 
So will they bear an important part in hav­
ing achieved another triumph for the right.

In conclusion'he paid a pleasing tribute 
to old Ireland the land of his ancestors. He 
hoped the time would speedily come when 
she would be given that measure of justice so 
long denied her. In this respect he might, 
perhaps, differ from some of those present, 
but the principles of the Orange institution 
allowed liberty of thought and speech to 
all, and if they lose sight of this great fact, 
they would loss sight entirely of the great 
principles which the Orange institution 
was meant to perpetuate. (Cheers and ap­
plause).

Band Concert. — The band of the Royal 
school of infantry played a beautiful pro­
gramme of music on parliament square last 
evening. The night was beautifully fine, and 
the citizens young and old turned out in 
masse to enjoy the music.

A Prominent Horseman Speaks,

TO THE EDITOR OF THE HERALD.

Sir . Thinking it would be of interest to 
the sporting public to know the cause of so 
much talk about the two (2) year-old colt 
stake race to be trotted here this fall, I will 
give you the particulars as near as I can. 
liist, the second payment of the entries 
closed July first, consequently any one not 
having paid his entry or entries arriving, 
bearing P. 0. mark, July first, would, as a 
matter of course, not be eligible to start in 
tlie race. Now, John McCoy knows that 
our track was an association track, and that 
lie would not be allowed to drive his colt 
oil any association track, if he did not pay up 
on July first. Then the secretary of tlie 
track on July seventh sends out notices to 
each one that had paid up and no doubt all 
felt pleased that McCoy was out of it ; as I 
understand McCoy has a few bets made that 
lie will distance tlie field. However, he is, 
at present, out of it, but I am told tfh good 
authority, that an effort will be made to 
open it up again in order to give McCoy 
a chance to distance the party ; but mark 
this, F. P. Thompson called on 8.

day McCoy was ready before the first of 
August.- .Now whatever happened after he 
left Jif-G, Gunn’s tailoring establishment 
on Thursday- night, S. H. McKee will 
not likely tell, but Mr. LaForest read a 
telegram Friday morning from Mr. Clinch 
that McCoy would trot Sir Wilkie, but under 
what conditions? That the Fredericton 
Park Association allow McCoy to drive I 
Now McCoy knows that he has to pay back 
the $226 he won at St. John and $50 for 
changing the name of his horse, and get him­
self reinstated before he can drive a horse 
on any association track.

Mr. Caryell was even willing to go to Wood- 
stock which is not in the association, where 
McCoy could drive, but as yet no match has 
been made. He knows Speculation is a 
trotter.

Paraflne Emulsion.

I wish to make public the following recipe 
for making para fine emulsion to be used on 
fruit trees. It is the same as was published 
by the U. S. department of agriculture for 
the use in the orange groves in Florida, 
and it has been tested by persons in New 
Brunswick and the state ofMaine and found 
most serviceable. Applied for two years in 
succession it will remove bark lice, and one 
correspondent tells me that in his orchard,on 
which he had used it for three years in suc­
cession, there arc no caterpillars, while his 
neighbor’s trees are over-run with them. 
The santc correspondent says that it will 
pay, in tlie reduction of per centagc of 
wormy fruit, to apply it to an orchard every 
year. It might be found good for currant 
and gooseberry bushes. It may be applied 
with advantage when tlie trees are in full 
bloom, being sprayed on quite liberally:

“.To five quarts oî water add one pound of 
common soap, shaved fine, so as to dissolve 
readily. Add the solution to five gallons of 
parafinc oil. Then agitate quickly with an 
iron rake for a few minutes and a perfect 
emulsion will be produced. For use take 
one part of the emulsion and ten parts of 
water. Apply it with any sort of spraying 
pump or syringe.

My correspondent says that to make the 
emulsion requires no skill and that anybody 
can do it in five minutes.”

BEGGARS WHO ARE GENEROUS.

“ Say, mister, give me some money to 
buy some supper with. I haven’t had a 
bit to eat to-day. Can’t you help me 
along ?”

It was a street beggar accosting a sor­
rowful looking young man on one of the 
principal thoroughfares of the city. The 
young man, stopped.

RELIC OF SERPENT WORSHIP.

A Hugh serpent mould has been discover­
ed in the Carthage road, between Quincy, 
III., and Carthage, by the Rev. S. I), Beet. 
A clearly defined rattlesnake lies coiled 
along the grovmd,following the line of the 
bluff. Its entire length is 1,450 feet. Thé 
ridge has been plowed down until now it 
is only two or three feet above the sur­
face, but the outlines are still plainly dis­
cernible. The moulds at the coils of the 
serpent are ten to twelve feet high. The 
specific dimensions are 600 feet from the 
head to the coils, the coils occupy a space 
of 300 feet in length and are'made up of 
four distinct moulds 100 feet apart. From 
the coils to the rattle of the snake is 450 
feet, and they are three rattles occupying 
a space of 100 feet. The serpent lies north 
and south, a straight line drawn through 
it showing a deflection to the east of fifty 
feet near the head and seventy-five feet 
near the tail. Mr. Beet explored one of 
the moulds, and a few feet below the sur­
face found the remains of five persons, 
hut he does not think that these are the 
remains of the serpent worshippers, which 
he thinks are buried deeper. He will 
make further explorations.

Advices from Bermuda say that great 
difficulty has been found in laying the 
cable owing to the deep water and the 
ragged and uneven nature of the coral reef, 
but the shore end will he spliced with the 
main cable when the work will be com­
pleted.

A Boer newspaper announces that a 
great African colonial company is being 
formed, and that Emperor William in­
tends to subscribe liberally to the enter­
prise.

Friday morning two Kentuckians,named 
Russell and Tyrrell, jumped from a rail­
road bridge into the water, a distance of 
185 feet for a purse of $200. Tyrrell may 
die, Russell landed safely.

A middle aged man named O’Brien was 
run over by the Windsor and Annapolis 
train yesterday and killed. He was a 
fermer and resided near Windsor.

BORING FOR HONEY.

A successful boring for honey has been 
made in North Tennessee. For many 
years swarms of bees have noticed by 
boatmen at Fox Bluff, on the Cumberland 
River, near Franklin, Ky. The bluff is 
170 feet high, and the river’s channel runs 
directly under it. The bees have been 
observed about a big fissure near the center 
of the bluff, and the opening could not be 
reached from above or below without 
danger of being stung to death. As the 
bees had never been robbed it was thought 
a large amount of honey was stored in the 
cliff. Recently a well borer named Starks 
visited the bluff and was at once impress­
ed with the idea that he could reacli the 
wonderful honey store-house with a drill. 
After some coaxing he persuaded a num­
ber of farmers to undergo the expense, and 
a three-inch hole was bored from the top 
of the bluff. At a depth of eighty-five 
feet the drill struck the honey. Accord­
ing to a dispatch “barrels and tubs by the 
score were filled and carried to the neigh­
boring farms, and the syndicate has sent 
to Louisville for more receptacles.”

CATCHING RATTLESNAKES FOR 
O I L.

There arc places in South Georgia where 
men extract oil from the rattlesnake and 
use it to cure rheumatism. These persons 
will give a negro $1 to point out a rattle­
snake to them, and then they kill it in a 
peculiar manner. They place a forked 
stick over the snake’s head, then put a 
cord around it and strangle the snake. 
This is done to keep the snake from biting 
itself. The body of the reptile is then 
strung up and the oil extracted from it. 
It sells at $2 per ounce, and this industry 
is a very profitable one. The snakes in 
that section are very large, averaging five 
feet in length, and one rattler gives up a 
great deal of oil. A little negro once saw 
two rattlers lying close together, and 
wanted to get the money for finding them. 
It was a mile to the nearest house. He 
was afraid the snakes would crawl off 
while he was gone, and so took off his 
coat and placed it between the two snakes. 
He went off, came back, and found them 
still eyeing the coat. He had them 
charmed. So the snake is cultivated 
down there as a profitable industry.
