RITUALISM NOT PROTESTANT.

Professor Gold win Smith eontii. 
bnies to the latest issue of the Self- 
Culture Magazine an at tide in which 
he maintains that ritualism is op­
posed to the essential principles of 
Protestantism. The Professor is 
not, of course, the fiist Protestant to 
make this ooutention. Harcourt 
Kensit, and the rest of the anti-ritu­
alists who are now agitating the issue 
over in England stand upon the same 
ground as he, and From the Very out­
set of its being ritualism has been 
charged with being antagonistic to 
Protestantism. Professor Smith,
however, gives us some intere.-ting 
[descriptions of ritualism, the sources 
whence, in his opinion, it springs 
and present condition of those who 
affect its practices. “ Ritualism 
properly so-called, ” writes he, " has 
its souroes not in the desire of a 
basis tor the church independent of 
the state, or in any special theory or 
creed, ecclesiastical or theological, 
so much as in an emotional craving 
for sensuous worship, obn:oh ordin­
ances and p'iiestly ministrations. It 
is traceable in some measure to the 
decay of inttllec'nal belief, which 
leaves a void in the religions nature 
to be filled with aesthetic emotion. 
Social fashion also plays its part, so 
far as the wealthy classes are con­
cerned; ritualism is the thing far­
thest removed from 'he vulgarity of 
dissent. Thp present ascendency of 
the party is largely te be ascribed 
to the progress of rationalism, which 
has deprived the more masculine 
minds of interest in the affairs of the 
church, thereby leaving her to the 
more emotional and msthetio. ” It 
will be seen at a glance that this is 
an opinion of ritualism from a “ low ” 
church point of view. Professor 
Smith ig not altogether fair te the 
Protestants whose peculiar religious 
views he criticizes' He is not just 
to them when he saye that there is 
no ecclesiastical or theological theory 
underlying ritualism. The theo­
logical and eodedasiioal ideas of the 
ritualists may be, and, aa » rjfie, are, 
all wrong. They exist, nevenbe-

have less to do with their peculiar 
religious system than11 an emotional 
craving for sensuous worseip, church

alism finds favor with a large num­
ber, of wealthy Protestants; but it is 
equally true that the ritualists count 
in their ranks very many of t^e best 
Protestant Episcopalian intellects. 
And Professor Smith is hardly con 
sistent when in one place he traces' 
the source of ritualism in “the de- 

|oay of inlelleetual belief” on the 
part of its adherents, and almost in 
the next breath declares that ritual 
ism '? is the thing farthest removed 
from the vulgarity of dissent, ” and 
ascribes i|s prvgeqt çsQençleccy in 
the church in which it flourishes to 
the rationalism—a polite word for 
unbelief—which prevails so strongly 
among the Protestant opponents of 
ritualism.

AGAINST THB RITUALISTS.

Bat Professor Smith stands upon 
sound ground when he declares that 
the legal and historical evidence in 
the case is all against the ritualists 
and their pretensions to Catholio 
customs and practices. “ The state 
church of England, ” writes he, “ is 
unquestionably Protestant. The 
sovereign is its bead, and the crown 
is expressly limited to Protestants 
by t^e act of succession and the coro­
nation -oath. It is forfeited by mar­
riage with a Catholio. No one can 
read the Anglican liturgy and or­
dinal without seeing plainly that 
the intention was to exclude Tran- 
subetantiation and the Muss. When 
the question as to the validity of 
Anglican orders was submitted to 
the Pope, he at once pointed out 
that the ordinal did not even pretend 

confer the miraculous powers. 
History points the same way. The 
man whom the ritualists are now 
canonizing declared on tie soaffild 
that * he had always lived in the 
Protestant ohnroh of England. ’ 
Disabilities were imposed by law on 
Catholics for the purpose of guard­
ing agasnst them the Protestant 
state chuich, and were strenuously 
upheld tq the l#st by the Anglican 
bishops and clergy, " That is a 
plain, unvarnished statement of 
facts, which inoontestibly proves 
that as far as history and law are 
concerned, the ritualists are in the 
wrong and their opponents altogether 
in the right. Professor Smith, con- 
tequently, has good warrant for say­
ing that the out-and-out Piotestants 
in tbp Anglican church haae a very 
palpable grievance in the prteent 
attitne and purposes of the ritualists, 
who would pervert the endown- 
ments Rod authority of that church 
to the destruction of Protestantism 
and the reversal of what was done at 
the time of the Reformation. He 
ascribes to the ritualists a purpose 
which the majority of them disavow, 
however, when he says that they 
also aim at “ re-annexation of Eng­
land to the dominion of the Pope. *'

RITUALISTIC BISHOPS.

The Professor is frank econgb, 
however, to admit that the ritualists 
also have a grievance, and “ may 
with reason protest against the sub­
mission of the religions conscience 
to laws made by a secular assembly 
like Parliament, including men of 
all religions and none. He might 
have characterized as one of the t^ost 
striking absurdities of Anglicanism 
as a religion the fact that Parlia­
ment possesses the authority to regu­
late the leligious conscience of its 
adherents. He sees no way out of 
the present Anglican trouble bat 
disestablishment. An<^ though the 
dififonllies in the way of disestablish­
ment aie very great, he thinks that 
they must be faged and overcome ii 
peace and decency among Anglicans 
are to-be restore!. In view of the 
measure enacted the other week by 
pailiament for the gqppregsion of 
Zitualiem—a measure which declares 
that no minister shall be chosen to 
ofifoe who does not piomise to obey 
the bishops—and to show how little 
the ritualists have to fear from that 
measure, the following statement of 
the bishop’s position, by Professor 
Smith is very interesting and in­
structive. “ Of the bishops, ’’ says 
be, “almost all are unwilling to as-, 
sert thg la^ji against ritualism. 
Most of them are probably ritualists 
themselves. It is only natural that 
they should favor 0 «royement whioh 
exalte their own authority, while 
the pastoral activity of the ritqaliets, 
wMoh is qqdeniahly great, affords a 
ground for protecting them inde­
pendently at the theological ques­
tion .

Lord 
Halifax’s recent jubilation over the 
fact that more “ confessions ” were 
heard this Easter season in ritualist 
churches than ever before in Eng­
land since the Reformation, must 
convince even Mr. Bosworth Smith 
that he is appealing in vain in ask­
ing the ritualists to quit their eon- 
fessionals.

A correspondent writing from 
Vienna to the “Croix, ” says the 
stranger who passes through the 
streets of that city cannot go five 
hundred steps without being struck 
by a circumstance which cannot es­
cape the attention of the least ob­
servant, In passing the doors of 
the churches men raise their hata 
and women make the sign of the 
cross. The people, with the excep­
tion of the workmen in the big fao- 
tories captured by the socialists, 
have faith. Ton will see the tram- 
w*y, ’bus or cab drivers, the porters, 
the laboring men and messenger 
boys raise their caps when passing a 
church, and if you are in a tram yon 
will find two-tbirds of those seated 
therein do the same. The edifying 
custom has become a general rule 
and ie daily increasing. It was not 
so a dozen years ago. Fifteen years 
ago the churches were little fre­
quented, and one only taw a few 
women there. Now It is diflfoult to 
find room in a church at the 11 
o’clock Maas. On great feasts the 
lata comers sre obliged to assist at 
Maes from the street. One Easter 
the writer remembers the doors of 
the parish ohurob -thrown open lu 
order that about a hundred men 
might follow the Mass from outside, 
their umbrellas open and their hats 
in their bands. Processions, ne­
glected fifteen years ego, are im- 
menoe nowadays, and municipal 
councillors and local authorities taka 
part in them. The spirit of faith 
is penetrating and extending.

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The Budget Speech.

The annual statement of the 
Provincial finances, commonly 
known as the budget speech, was 
made in the Legislature by Pre­
mier Farquharson, on Monday 
evening last. Ordinarily on such 
occasions there is a lage attendance 
of visitors; but on Monday even­
ing the audieâce was small. There 
was but a thin line of spectators 
in the gallery, and the available 
space for visitors outside the rail 
on the floor of the Legislative 
Chamber was by no means fully 
occupied. It was within a quarter 
to nine o’clock when the Premier 
commenced to speak. The first 
part of his speech was rambling 
in its scope, and it certainly is not 
easy to understand what bearing 
it could have on the question of 
our Provincial finances. He com 
plimented the Opposition on their 
intelligence and good behavior. 
The Premier took occasion to say 
that, if his Governrùent should 
succeed in obtaining all towards 
which legislation is directed this 
session, the Province would be 
better off than it has been for 
some time past. Our readers will 
remember that a similar story has 
been told on the occasion of each 
successive budget speech since the 
Grits came into power in this Pro 
vince in 1891. Of course he 
claimed a “good dale” of credit 
for the Government in bringing 
here, during the winter, Professors 
Robertson and Macoun, and 
thought the Government "done” 
the farmers of this Province 
good service in this matter. He 
intimated that, during the year, 
there would be one, two, three or 
four elections for the Legislature. 
One of his most astounding state­
ments was that the people would 
vote for the Government because 
“ we are honest” Certainly any 
one possessing sufficient temerity 
to m^ke a public announcement of 
that kind, regarding the present 
Provincial Government, cannot be 
accused of extreme bashfulness. 
The Hillsborough bridge project 
was made use of for all it was 
worth in commendation of the 
Government Coming to the real 
question at issue, the financial out­
look for the current year, the Pre­
mier made the announcement that 
he expected the revenue would 
meet the expenditure and leave a 
slight surplus. That is a pleasant 
anticipation and is much easier 
said than done. Regarding the 
present indebtedness bf the Pro 
vince, the ^Premier, enumerating 
the different institutions/ in which 
this debt was placed, stated that 
the Government had a loan from 
the Credit Foncier of $20,000 at 
4£ per cent Money for the Prince 
of Wales College and other per­
manent public works, not included 
in the $296,597 estimated expen­
diture elsewhere published, would 
be raised by debentures, to be 
paid for by “ our children’s chil­
dren.” The Premier also stated 
that the public lands department 
would soon cease to exist, and a 
department of agriculture would 
be created in its stead. Among 
the principal items of revenue, 
apti-rt from the Dominion subsidy, 
the Premier enumerated the fol­
lowing: From Public Lands
$12,000 ; from “ a certain class 
of traders” $14,500. This is sup­
posed to refer to income from 
liquor license, to be specified in a 
revised bill about to be introduced. 
From land tax $30,500 of revenue 
is expected, and income tax is ex­
pected to yield $6000. The'sum 
of $3,500 is expected in the form 
of a refund from the Dominion 
Government, for a wharf at Mount 
Stewart. Debentures are to be 
issued for $26,000. The balance 
of the revenue necessary to square 
the accounts is expected to accure 
from the ordinary sources. Dur­
ing the course of his remarks the 
Premier said he " appealed to the 
boys in the gallery. " Well there 
were not a great many “ boys •” jn 
the gallery on this occassion, and 
those in attendance gave no mark­
ed indication that they appreciated 
such an appeal, Throughout his 
speech of nearly two hours, the 
Premier seemed desirous of im­
pressing on the House that the 
present Government, under his 
leadership, were not to be held ac­
countable for any of the mal ad­
ministration or broken promises 
of the previous Grit Governments, 
since 1891. Under him, our 
finances were to come into a 
healthy condition, revenue and 
expenditure were to meet, and 
everything was to be lovely. Our 
readers will remember that rose- 
colored statements of this kind 
have been made annually since 
1891; yet they have seen Premier 
after Premier leave the adminis­
tration, without making the slight­
est effort to relieve the people from 
the heavy burden» of public debt. 
One after another has sought per­
sonal and political emolument and 
preferment after doing his share 
to sink the Province deeper and

ed, the Leader of the Opposition 
said he would not detain the 
House very long. Ife considered 
the Premier’s budget speech a fair 
il lustration of Tally rand’s celebrat­
ed saying; “ Language was given 
to man to conceal his thoughts. ” 
The late Hon. Joseph Howe had 
said that there was “ a natural 
tendency in all Provincial Gov­
ernments to favor the growth of a 
pernicious system of extravagant 
expenditure.” We certainly had 
this tendency fully developed 
under the present administration 
of this Province. Previous Grit 
Premiers, after saddling the Pro 
vince with $185,000 of a debenture 
debt, made the ridiculous boast 
that “ we owe nothings” and now 
the present Leader tells us that 
revenue and expenditure will 
meet. Everything was taxed: 
both the living and the dead were 
taxed. He,-(Mr. Gordon) never 
expected to see the heavy burden 
of debt, under which we are groan­
ing, reduced a dollar during his 
life time. The young men are 
leaving the Province, and it was 
not a cheerful outlook for the old 
men to remain at home and bear 
the burden of this debt. Coles 
and those who worked with him, 
and on the same lines never put 
the Province in debt: they paid 
for everything they got as they 
went along. The party at present 
in power, not only went in debt, 
but used the revenue of the Pro­
vince to keep themselves in power. 
The Premier said the Government 
were going to get $3,500 from Ot­
tawa, as a refund for a wharf. The 
Conservatives when in power, 
were denounced for putting into 
the ordinary revenue, money 
obtained in the shape of re­
funds. He noticed there was 
not a dollar in the estimates-for 
exhibitions ; yet this Government 
claim to be the friends of the far­
mers. $500 were put in the esti­
mates for elections. Did this 
mean that the Premier was going 
to accept a Lieutenant Governor­
ship, and the Attorney-General a 
Judgeship ? The Lea-der of the 
Government had said much abolit 
the intelligence and education of 
the people." In the face of this, 
he was surprised to see so many 
people in Queen's County jail. 
Was this in consequence of their 
excellent education ?

deeper in debt. Now Premier 
Farquharson tells hia hearers that 
everything is lovely, in face of the 
statement in his own estimates, 
that $18,900 of the people’s money 
will be required for interest on the 
public debt, during the current 
year. He, too, may have his eye 
on some public office of emolu­
ment, into which he may slip and 
let the ship of state drift farther 
into the breakers. The question 
is,are the people satisfied with this 
manner of conducting the public 
business ?

Sessional Notes-

Very little was done in the Legis­
lative Assembly last week. Not­
withstanding that we are well on in 
the month of May, the représenta 
lives of our agriculturists, many of 
themselves agriculturists, were kept 
looking at one another accross the 
House for hours at a time, day after 
day, simply because the Government 
were not prepared to go on with the 
business of the session. For two or 
three days there were .prolonged 
caucuses of the Government party,and 
it is hinted that some vigorous disa­
greements were the principal results

It was four o’clock p. m. on Mon­
day 1st. inst., before the House mêt, 
and little more than routine was done 
during the silting. Hon. Mr. Gordon 
Leader of tbe Opposition, asked the 
Provincial Treasurer to table a state­
ment showing the amount due by the 
Government on 27th April, 1899, to 
the Banks, and the name or names of 
the Bank or Banks, and the amount 
due each respectively; the amount due 
by Debenture^and Private Loans, and 
the amounts due for £,oans from Com 
panics, Corporations and private in­
dividuals, respectively, not included 
in Debentures or Provincial Loans. 
Hon. Mr. Farquharson presented the 
accounts asked for. Regarding the 
debentures be referred t|;g hon. mem­
ber to tbe public accounts. After tbe 
asking and answering of sever»! other 
questions, an aet regulating the régis 
try of deeds and instruments relating 
to tj»e title of lands and to repeal the 
laws heretofore passed for that pur­
pose, was advanced a stage in coin- 
mittee. SÇyrther consideration wag 
given this measure during the evening 
session, when tbe House at^ourned 
till tbe following day.

The same'apatby and lisiiessnesi 
that characterized the sittings cf Mon­
day, manifested themselves in Tues­
day’s proceedings in the Legislative 
Chamber, The House did not meet 
till n o'clock. After a number of 
questions bad been disposed of and 
other routines business attended to, 
Hon. Mr. McDonald moved the third 
reading of the Hillsborouga bridge 
bill, The House divided on the mo­
tion, which was carried on tfce follow- 
ing division: Ayes—Farquharson, H. 
O, Mgcdcnald, McMillan, McLean, 
Richards, McLaughlin, McNutt, Rog­
ers, Sinclair, Forbes, A. Peters, Wise', 
Reid, p. A. McKinnon, M McKin­
non—15 Nays—Gordon, Shaw, J. 
A. Macdonald, J. E. Macdonald, 
Arsenault, Campbell—6 The bill 
relating to the deeds and instruments 
was reported from committee and or­
dered for a third reading. Tbe act 
relating to short-hand reporting in 
certain fourts of the Province was ad­
vanced a stage in committee. At six 
o’clock, the House adjourned till tbe 
following jay. _ ■

On Thursday, Hon. Mr. McLean 
introduend a bill to authorize Souris 
East h'chocl District, number 141, to 
borrow money for an extended term 
of years. The bill relating to tbe 
registration of deeds was read a third 
time and passed. The act amend­
ing the life insurance act was read a 
third time and passed. On motion 
of Hon. Mr. Farquharson a petition 
was read from Hon. Benj. Davies re­
lating to the carriage of mails, passen­
gers and freight from tbe continent to 
this Island by the way of Cape Tor- 
mentine and Cape Traverse. Mr. 
Davies’ proposition is that the new 
iceboat shall be so constructed as to 
be able to take a train of railway 
carriages on her deck and carry tbe 
same across the straits to a harbor on 
the Island shore opposite to the har­
bor recently constructed at Cape Tor- 
mentine, a distance of about eight 
miles. In order to carry the propos 
al into effect a harbor would bave to 
be constructed at this sjde and wide 
guage established on the Island rail 
way. The petition was ordered to 
he on tbe table. Hon. Jfr. Farqu­
harson piesented his report as dele­
gate to Ottawa regarding the fishery 
rights of tbe Province. - The bill re­
lating to shorthand reporters, was on 
motion qf the Attorney General, read 
a third time and passed on a straight 
party vote. The bill incorporating 
the Prince Edward Island Dairying 
Association w»s further considered in 
committee.

During the evening session Hon.
Mr. Farquharson moved the House 
into committee on a bill amending 
the L-quor Regulation Act. At the 
outset he wished the House to under­
stand that the bill was in no sense a 
Government measure, but a strict!, 
private bill. No dqubt he was driven 
to this course as a result of the op 
position manifested to the bill in 
caucus. It is quite jikely he first 
intended to bring it in as a Govern
ment measure; but he found his 0V@I*y Stltcfi aild 
party followers would not swallow it, "
so be was obliged to come to tbe 
Legislature as a private member and 
present his pef pieaspre. The bill, 
he admitted was a stringent one, and 
contained some clauses he himself 
might not support. Among it’s pro 
yisions are some forbidding the sale 
of tobacco, cigars 07 oysters in a 
liquor shop ; requiring that places 
where liquor is sold shall close at 4 
o’clock oh market days ; that no 
treating'be allowed except at the resi­
dence of the person treating and that 
clubs be prohibited from scl'ing.
Chemists' and druggists are avowed 
to sell for medicinal purposes, a record 
of -such sale to be kept which record 
shall be Open to tbe inspection of tbe 
Çtipepdiary Magistrate and any tax­
payer having written authority from 
him dr any City Councillor for the 
purpose Pravision is made for fines 
and penalties, aqd for paying half the 
penalty recovered under the ^.ct to 
the informer. The Premier made a 
strong plea for the adoption of his 
bill, and treated the Ffoqse to quite a 
homily in evidence of hi| burning de­
sire for the spread of temperance. He 
was followed by Mr. Oampbell who 
fought that if the Leader was sincere 
he would have made tbe bill ■ gov­
ernment measure. He, (Mr. Camp­
bell) not only voted for prohibition 
but worked fpr it. Public sentiment 
was favorable to prohibition. But the 
govprn.mppt had ; not harkened to tbe 
wishes of the people as expressed at 
the polls. The Laurier Government 
gave us the plebiscite; but three mem­
bers of the Cabinet had campaigned 
against probiijjtjgq. The members 
of this Legislature should do every- 
thing possible to suppress drunkenness 
in pharlottetown. He rather thought 
it would intensify the evilf Let us 
pass some reasonable law for tbe city.
If the people require this law thete 
should ue a petition from them The 
country members do not know that 
the citizens want such a law. Some 
of the’clauses in the bijl are extreme.
He thought that if the Leader of the 
Government did his duty he would 
introduce a license law to agument 
the revenue of the country. They 
bad license lu Qntario and the rev- 
enue was materially augmented by it.
There did not seem to him to be 
much différence in Charlottetown un-

der the Scott Act and the existing 
regulation. He had failed to observe 
the alarming prevalence of drunken 
ness referred to by Ihe' leader of the 
Government. Tbe members of the 
Legislature should set a good ex 
ample, and he believed that if the 
Leader were to do his duty he wonld 
bring down a bill providing for the 
ditqualification ot every member elect 
bringing liquer into his district during 
an election. Such a law would have 
his support. Mr Btrch spoke in favor 
of tbe bi;l Mr. Arthur Peters was 
opposed to the measure, which should 
have been introduced by petition. He 
would support a proper license 
law. The principle of license was 
recognized in the present bill. Why 
pass this law when the province has 
the power to prohibit ? There were 
clauses in the bill that were outrage 
ous, and the club clause, in so far as 
it had a bearing upon the Charlotte- 
town Club, was a piece of petty spite 
on the part of the Leader. It was 
admitted ;that the club was well con 
ducted, yet it would be closed up 
while a man across the street could 
sell as much as he liked. He could 
tell the Leader that the measure 
would not pass. With regard to tbe 
use of liquor during election cam 
paigns he thought the Leader of tbe 
Government and the hon member for 
New London were in about the same 
box. Tbe House went into com 
mittee on the bill, when considerable 
discussion took place, a great deal of 
opposition was manifested. Finally 
the Premier considered it best to re 
port progress, and suggested that 
conference on the measure should 
tike place, with a view of framing a 
bill that might be less objectionab’e 
using this one as a skeleton. Tbe 
House then adjourned.

Dominion Parliament.

Mr. Martin, of Prince Edward 
Island, is again to the front with the 
financial and railway claims of hie 
province. The argnmact that he 
made last year is remembered as one 
of the most complete statements 
hitherto furnished of the financial 
relations of Prince Edward Island to 
the Dominion. On Monday, 1st 
inst., on a motion for railway papers 
with particular reference to branch 
railway from Southport to Murray 
Harbor, Mr. Martin went again into 
the whole subject. He points out 
that Prince Edward Island is obliged 
to find an outside market for its farm 
produce, and that as winter tiaue- 
portation is precarious and expensive 
it is necessary to send abroad the 
produce within a limited time. Ev­
ery consideration should be given 
under these circumstances to the de­
sire of the farmers to get their goods 
to the proper seaport as cheaply and 
expeditiously as possible. Mr. Mar­
tin states that the railways on Prince 
Edward Island have cost that pro­
vince on an average of $14,000 per 
mile of its own money, but only 
$3,000 from the Dominion treasury. 
Every other province has drawn 
more for railways from the Dominion 
than from its own treasury. Prince 
Edward Island is the most densely 
populated of any Canadian Province. 
It entered Confederation with a 
larger mileage of road per head of 
its population than any other pro­
vince had at that time. To-day 
every province in the Dominion has 
more railway in proportion to popu­
lation than Prince Edward Island, 
and most of the railway construction 
in other provinces has been provided 
at the expense of the Dominion 
Treasury. Ontario has now one 
mile of road for each 321 people; 
Quebec for each 470; New Bruns­
wick for each 226 ; Nova Scotia for 
each 490 ; Manitoba for each 103 ; 
British Cilumbia for each 114; 
North West Territories for each 55, 
and Prince Edward Island only one 
mile for each 617 people. Yet when 
Prince Edward Island entered Con­
federation it had a mile of rail­
way for each 480 persons. In the 
whole Dominfon, since then, the rail- 
way^mileage has increased 700 per 
cent, and the population only 33 per 
cent. The population of Prince El- 
ward Island has increased 14 per ot., 
and only 6 per cent has been added 
to the railway mileage. The finan­
cial basis of union between Prince 
Edward Island and Canada was care­
fully woked out by the parties to the 
compact. The debt of Cauada was 
known. The authorized expend­
iture for the canals, thein'eroolonial 
and the Canadiajl_P*<Mfi0 Railway 
was estimated. An allowance was 
made to Prince Edward Island on 
the basis of the real and prospective 
indebtedness. But instead of the 
estimated expenditure of $65,000, 
000 on this great enterprise there 
has been an actual expenditure of 
$148,000,000. If it had been known 
that this expenditure would be in­
curred, Prince Edward Island would 
have been allowed one fortieth of the 
excess. This would’have given the 
province over two million dollars 
additional. Mr. Martin now asks 
that this expenditure shall be made 
OjV certain railways in Prince Ed­
ward Island. These railways were 
provided for by resolutions of the 
late Government. The one which 
formed the baele of the motion was 

raised by the Minister of Marine, 
terme of union end-the neoeeei- 

of the people call for the fulfil­
ment of these obligations. Mr. 
jtfartln referred to the undertaking 
pf the local Government to assist the 
enterprise. Mr. McDonald, * of 
Ring’s, discussed this question two 
years ago with great clearness and 
at some length. Monday he don- 
tented himself with a brief statement 
that the case of the province was 
unanswerable, and referred to one 
branch railway that was very much 
required in hie own oaunty, namely 
a short line to Elmira in the direc­
tion of East Point from Souris. 
Sir Louis Davies, who was the only 
Minister to remain in the Chamber 
during Mr. Martin’s appeal, and 
whose attention Mr. Marlin had fre­
quently to call to the documents and 
statis'ics which be was presenting, 
briefly elated hie agreement with the 
view that the Dominion owed some­
thing to Prince Edward Island. He 
mentioned the arrangement in con­
templation as to the Hillsborough 
bridge, and hoffed before the session 
was over that be would be able to 
bring down something beneficial to 
Prince Edwaid Island. The Min 
ieter agreed that the late govern, 
eaent was committed to these enter-

BUDGET SPEECH.
The budget statement of this yea-, 

m^-de in the House of Commons on 
Tuesday of last week, by Hon. Mr. 
Fielding, Finance Minister, was. noi 
awaited with in ense interest, a" no 
one expected any disclosures or tariff 
char ges of importai ce. The house 
was fairly well filled, and the front 
seats in the gallery were occupied 
«hen the finance minie'er took the 
floor amid applause from the minis­
terialist benobes. In opening hie 
speech, Hon. Mr. Fielding said he 
was called opon to review the most 
proepeioua period yot seen in the 
history of Canada, General activity 
of business the woild over had to be 
acknowledged, but the tariff policy 
adopted by this government was a 
contributing cause to this prosperity 
After reviewing the finances of the 
year which closed last Juce, the de­
tails of which were printed long ago 
in the blue books, the finance minis­
ter took up the record of the current 
year, ending June, 1899. The rev. 
enue for ten months of the year now 
expiring is $37,232,000,or $5,077,000 
more than last year. Allowing 
proportionate increase over the last 
two months of last year, the revenue 
for the year will be $46,632,000. 
The expenditure for ten months was 
$2,483,000 more than last year. Al­
lowing for a proportionate increase, 
the current outlay for the year would 
bo $42,026,000, leaving a surplus of 
$4,600,0(0. (Long continued gov­
ernment -cheere.) In addi'iou to 
this current expenditure there has 
been a capital expenditure of $7,163,- 
000, and $1,500,000 more would be 
required before the end of June, 
making the total capital expenditure 
$8,663,000. Notwithstanding the 
surplus there would be a net addition 
o( $1,700,000 to the debt, after allow 
ing for increased sinking fund assets. 
(Continued Opposition laughter.) 
The finance minister said that Cana­
dian three per cents are now selling 
at 102 to 104, and 2} per cents at 91 
and 92. Passing to the fiscal year 
beginning next July, Hod. Mr. Field­
ing stated that the estimated increase 
of expenditure over this year was 
$563,000, and it was expected that 
the revenue would be as-farge as this 
year. The government had floated 
no loans this year, but had on two 
occasions discounted treasury notes 
of half a million pounds sterling. 
Interest was paid at 3£ per cent. 
Speaking of.the Yukon finances, Mr. 
Fielding explained that last year 
that district cost about $700,000, and 
yielded to the revenue about double 
that much. During Un months of 
this year, the Yukon cost $1,146, 
000, and bad yielded $795,000, but 
the finance minister expects that 
there will be no deficit by the time 
the year is out, as the royalties on 
last winter’s operations will then be 
collected. Mr. Fielding then went 
on to defend the increased and grow 
ing expenditure of the present ad­
ministration. He argued that if the 
late government had remained in 
power the expenditure would have 
been much larger than it had been 
in previous years, and perhaps larger 
than the amouct spent by this min­
istry. The finance minister went 
into elaborate calculations to -show 
what Mr. Foster would probably 
have spent this year if he were In 
power. He figured this out to about 
$900,000 more than the amount ao 
tually expended. Having explained 
away the increase of expenditure, 
Mr. Fielding told how hard it was 
to cut down the outlay in view of the 
strong demand for local appropria­
tions. Taking up the trade of Gam 
ada, Mr. Fielding showed an in­
crease of exports and imports during 
the last few years. He stated that 
tho growth of commetoe has been 
sixty-six million dollars in two years, 
which was nine millions more than 
the total i increase for the previous 
eighteen yeats. The mineral pro­
duction had doubled since 1893, and 
increased 33 per cent.' last year. The 
comparison was carried into savings 
banks deposits, note circulation, in­
surance, record of failures, clearing 
house returns, railways and street 
railways. Passing on to the discus- 
eion of the operation of preferential 
trade. Mr. Fielding stated that he 
hoped to find eome increase in the 
West India trade, by virtue of the 
concessions made to the British is­
lands. He remarked, however, that 
the oonoefsiou made by the United 
States to cane sugar ae against beet 
augar was equal to that made by 
Canada. Mr. Fielding's outlook on 
the West India trade was not gener­
ally hopeful, He was glad to be 
able to say that by.recent United 
States régula* ions British and foreign 
ships would be allowed to trade be­
tween Porto Rico and the United 
States. The finance minister affirm­
ed that the national policy had not 
been continued. He read lists of 
articles placed on the free list form­
erly dutiable and those on which 
duty bad been reduced.

British manufacturers were so busy 
and prosperous that they did not take 
the trouble to exploit new markets 
But the situation would have been 
worse if the tariff reduction had not 
taken place and if the preference had 
been withheld. As to the question 
of a return preference by Great Bri 
tain for Canadian goods, Mr. Fielding 
would not set his face against such a 
policy. He could see great advan- 
age in it. It might come about, but 

when it did the change would be in 
consequence of the first step taken 
two years ago by this government. 
If there was no preference on the 
British statute book, such preference 
for Canada now existed in '.he hearts 
of the British people. Mr. Fielding 
proceeded at 9 o’clock to the state­
ment that he had no tariff changes to 
propose, not even in the oil duty. 
As to oil, he however, proposed to 
abolish all restrictions on the manner 
of importation except those necessary 
for safety. Dealers would be allow­
ed to import in tank cars, tank ves 
sels, barrels or tin cans. Inspection 
fees would be abolished, but steps 
would be taken to impose penalties 
for the sale of oil that was not up to 
the standard, and beyond that no 
trouble would be given. “ We do 
not propose to change or reduce the 
tariff,” said Mr. Fielding. “ I admit 
that it, is not perfect, but there are 
reasons why it should not be disturb 
led.” The first-reason was that tariff 
inability was necessary to keep busi­
ness steady. Second, it was only 
nine months ago that the full trade 
preference had come into force, and 
therefore the tariff conditions were 
comparatively new. Third, jit was 
not advisable to make tariff changes 
while negotiations with the United 
States were in progtess- Speaking of 
these negotiations, Mr. Fielding said 
Canadians were not as anxious for 
reciprocity as they were two years 
ago. Freer trade relations would al 
ways be desirable, but Canadians 
were never so well able as now to do 
without them. The negotiations 
would be resumed. If they failed, 
Canada will go on her present course 

,;with firmness and self-reliance. The 
general feeling was. that Canada 
would have a fair treaty or>none at all. 
In conclusion, the finance minister 
uttered » note of warning. This was 
a time of great prosperity, but the 
pendulum might swing the other way. 
Not every year was a finance minister 
able to make such a showing as he 
had made today. We could not al­
ways have good ciops and good 
prices. If people would take a word 
of advice, they would not clap on too 
much sail, so that when the check 
came they would be able to maintain 
Canada’s position as the greatest col­
ony of the greatest empire in the 
world. Mr. Fielding closed at 9 30, 
having spoken three and a half hours. 
Mr. Foster moved the ajournment of 
he debate.

After dinner, Mr. Fielding resum­
ed the defence of his tariff, making a 
calculation to show that tbe average 
rate of duty was 19 to ly per cent. 
The reduction was equal to one-ninth 
of tbe national policy, aod this fact 
the minister said “ would silence for 
ever the charge that the national p-1- 
icy remains in force." It was true 
that our import* from Great Briiain 
had not increased, but Mr. F.elding 
explained that one reason was ibai

Wednesday, 3rd inst, was private 
members' day, and the afternoon was 
mainly occupied with the discussion 
of a resolution moved by Mr. Ruther 
ford, (Liberal) of British Columbia, 
iu favor of tbe establishment of a per­
manent railway commission. The 
resolution was talked out at 6 o’clock 
and the evening sitting was devoted 
to private bills.

A Conservative caucus was held 
in tbe morning. A committee was 
appointed to inquire into the circum­
stances of " the Brockvilli election, 
aod it was decided to press on the 
government at onee for details of thg 
proposed redistribution measure. 
The probability is that the debate on 
tbe budget will be short and that 
no amendment will be moved from 
the opposition side, as there are no 
changes to be made in the tariff 
Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper will pro­
bably return to tbe discussion of the 
Yukon charges, and it need not 
cause much surprise if he should per­
sonally lake the responsibility of mak­
ing direct and formal charges. Wed­
nesday Sir Charles Hibbert Topper 
called the attention of the govern­
ment to the fact that while United 
States vessels arriving at Vancouver 
or Victoria from Skagway were allow- 
et) to go and come without hindrance, 
Canadian praft reaching Skagway 
from Victoria were subject to annoy 
log aod inconvenient delays, visita­
tions and impositions by the United 
States customs authorities. Sir 
Charles Hibbert suggested that recip­
rocity in tl^ii treatment might be use­
ful, but Sir Richard Cartwright sug­
gested an appeal to Washington. 
Hon. kfr fielding informed Mr. Bar­
den of Halifax that the government 
had returned to Peterson and Tate 
the ten thousand pounds guarantee 
deposited by the contracter as secur­
ity for the fulfilmeilt of tbe contract. 
The other ten thousand pounds de­
posited as a forfeit was still retained. 
Mr. Sifton explained that the immig­
ration this year included 4,072 Douk 
hobors, 162 Finlanders, 16 Mennon 
ites and 1,494 Galicians. Sir Louis 
Davies has come to a presumably fi 
nal decision in tbe length of lobsters.

Communion to his parents. At the 
banquet given in the chateau, where 
all the members of the family de 
Ribeaucouit were gathered together, 
Cardinal Goossens made a speech 
which greatly touched all present and 
will be remembered by them all.

A special interest, says the London 
Daily Chronicle, attaches to tbe 
Queen’s visit to the old monastry at 
Lagbet, near Nice, seeing that women, 
as a rule, are rigorously excluded from 
such religious houses. But an excep­
tion is made in favor of crowned heads 
and Princesses of royal blood. Thus 
it was that when the Queen spent some 
little time at Aixles-Bains in the 
spring of 1887, Her Majesty, by 
special sanction, was allowed to visit 
the monastery of the Grande Char­
treuse, the headquarters of the Car 
thusians, within whose precincts no 
woman is otherwise permitted to 
tread.
