They are 
generally very charming people, no 
doubt a little proud of their import­
ant occupation, but that is quite 
natural. For the most part they 
are very well instructed. They 
know thoroughly the different pro­
grams aligned jg tjjetq, tl)g yqrjqp 
methods of teaching, and have a 
fair knowledge of agriculture, which 
they have to teach in cities, Very 
many speak dôrrêotly both French 
and English. All of them have at 
least an elementary knowledge of 
hese two languages, I asked my- 
'elf if there are ten teachers in 
France who were as well equipped. 

Our teachers are more concerned 
with politics than with teaching. 
In Germany there is none of that. 
The teacher, conscious of the dignity 
of his work, is concerned solely with 
hia school, and leaves polilios for 
the few hours of leisure that are at 
disposal. When he is assigned to a 
post, be has to continue to work. 
He has to pass two examinations, 
on which his advancement and his 
proportionate increase of salary de­
pends, Bis examinations call for 
continual study, and while keeping 
him, so to say, breathless, they en. 
courage him to acquire a more pro­
found respect for his profession.

What s’ruok me most in German 
teachers was their patriotism. You 
never nqeet among tbetq, any 
followers of d’Herve, or even 
socialists. For the most part they 
are very patriotic. As regards 
military life, they are obliged to 
only one year's service, (formerly it 
was six months).

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Imperial Reciprocity

II

or

In our last issue, we re 
ferred to the changed attitude 
of the United States author­
ities in the matter of reef 
procity with Canada, and we 
quoted some expressions ol 
American manufacturers, 
which left no doubt as to the 
motives by which our repub­
lican friends are actuated in 
their urgent desire for negoti 
ations along these lines at the 
present time. The interests 
of the United States, regard 
less of Canada’s advantage or 
disadvantage, are paramount 
for reciprocity now so much 
alive across the line. We 
are not much in need of reel 
procal trade arrangements 
with the United States, anc 
there is very little sentiment 
in that direction in Canada 
at the present time. What is 
most to our commercial ad 
vantage now, and what we 
should most earnestly strive 
for, as we pointed out last 
week, is preferential trade 
with the Mother country, 
Imperial reciprocity.

It is quite evident, judging 
by recent advices from Eng 
land, that the sentiment in 
favor of preferential trade 
within the Empire is grow' 
ing in the mother country 
and is likely to become a very 
live issue in the near future. 
The action of the Canadian 
government in negotiating 
treaties with foreign countries 
is having a marked effect and 
both in the press and on the 
platform the warning uttered 
by Sir James Whitney that 
the policy of drift on the part 
of the home government in 
not grappling with the situ­
ation may jeopardize the 
cause of Imperial unionism", is 
being heartily endorsed. The 
possibility of reciprocity be­
tween Canada and the United 
States is also viewed with 
alarm, as tending to loosen 
the ties which bind the Do­
minion to the Mother Country.

The Premier of Ontario, 
on the occasion of his recent 
visit to Great ^Britain, availed 
himself of every opportunity 
to express his views on what 
he regards as a vital question 
In an interview with the 
Standard of Empire Sir 
James reiterates his opinion 
that Imperial unionism was 
seriously prejudiced by the 
conclusion of commercial 
treaties by Canada with foreign 
countries before an under­
standing on trade questions 
had been reached with the 
mother country. Austin 
Chamberlain, a former chan­
cellor of the exchequer, in a 
recent speech at Birmingham, 
took the same ground. What 
he had prophesied, he declar­
ed, hadjhappened. “The Can­
adian government had ne 
gotiated and were still 
gotiating those^ commercial 
treaties with foreign countries 
which they would have made 
with Britain, if she had been 
ready to grasp the outstretch­
ed hand. It would be de­
plorable if the next Imperial 
Conference passed with noth­
ing done.” The Bristol dele 
gates during their visit to 
Canada found the same feel 
ing prevailing. Mr. T. B. 
Johnson, one of their number, 
in an interview emphasizes 
the tariff reform question as 
the first ^thing Canadians 
spoke of. Canadians, he ad 
<ded, were continually asking 
how long it would be before

England made up her mind. 
Sir George Doughty ex-M. P. 
]‘or Grimsby, takes a more 

opeful view, and in a recent 
address before the Toronto 
Canadian Club, predicted that 
in the near future a preference 
would be given Colonial pro 
ducts over every other nation 
in the British markets.

Discussing the urgency of 
mperial preference, the Lon­

don Times thus sums up the 
situation : “What remains 
to be done can only be done 
iy this country, and can be 
done by no other means than 
a change of the trade policy.

he last election has shown 
now very nearly persuaded 
the British electorate now is 
that a change of policy is es­
sential to its own prosperity 
There is a majority for such a 
change in the present parlia­
ment. The next appeal to 
the electorate must necessar­
ily, of courge, turn largely on 
the constitutional question, on 
which necessity, even more 
than policy, is leading mini­
sters to concentrate.

Mr. Foster on Reciprocity.

An instructive and forceful 
article from the pen of Hon. 
George E Foster, on the question 
of reciprocity with the United 
States, appears in the current 
number of the .Canadian Century. 
Mr. Foster makes out a strong 
argument that the present time is 
not opportune for Canada to enter 
into negotiations. Why, he asks, 
are our neighbors offering induce­
ments with a view to getting 
reciprocity ? The answer he finds 
in conditions in the States. Presi­
dent Taft and his friends are seek­
ing something with which to 
commend-themselves to their own 
people. He sees danger in the 
belated repentance of the Re­
publican party.

Although there was little 
novelty in the railways presenta­
tion of their case for the advance 
of their rates, there was much 
that was novel in the shippers' 
contentions. In Chicago it was 
testified by one railway that forty 
million dollars of earnings had 
been put back into the property.
In this city it was testified that 
some thirty-five millions of dollars 
of earnings had been expended 
upon the new Pennsylvania term­
inal. This was in accord with 
the formerly approved rule of 
practice by the best roads—“a 
dollar for dividends and a dollar 
for betterments.” It was this 
principle of blowing the earnings 
back into the property which has 
kept down the capitalization of 
American railways, at the same 
time that their rates have not 
risen xyRh qther prices for services 
and goods.

On this formerly approved 
principle the shippers’ counsel 
joined issue, taking their cue, it 
must be admitted, from certain 
rulings ofjthe jInter-State Com­
merce Commission. These im 
provements made,.from earnings 
were regarded as grievances, and 
in themselves as proof of extortion 
It was asserted as a right that the 
roads should reduce their rates by 
whateverjsutis of earnings they 
have been accustomed to devote 
to improvements. JSven ttye mis 
fortunes of the pailwayajwere im 
puted to them for a fault. For 
example, it was alleged that be 
cause one road had lost large sums 
by equipment frauds and had 
proposed nevertheless, therefore 
it had overcharged by the amount 
it had lost by embezzlement, and 
should be held to reduce its rates 
by the amount of its losses. The 
broad position of those assuming 
to act for^tbe general public is 
that the railways should be 
allowed to charge no more than 
would just prevent their setting 
up a defence of confiscation. And 
in estimating their permissable 
income the railways are held by 
tl^ese §pokesmen to be entitled to 
no more than a reasonable income 
upon the amount of their own 
funds which they have devoted to 
the public use.

It is stated in intelligence from Eng­
land, that King Mannel, of Portugal, 
and the Queen Mother Amelia, have 
accepted the invitation of the Duke of 
Orleans to become bis gnests at Wood- 
Norton, England.

One of the largest contributions to the 
fund for the people of Campbellton 
comes from the Government of British 
Columbia. It is $2,600, and has been 
sent by the Premier of the Pacific Pro­
vince to the Premier of New Brunswick.

Mayor Evans and other Winnipez- 
ers were in Ottawa the other day to 
interview the government in support 
of a request, preferred last session, for 
a federal grant of $2,600,000 for the 
proposed Selkirk Centennial Exposition, 
at Winnipeg, in 1914.

Twenty-five thousand Catholic citi­
zens of Montreal gathered at Champ 
Mars last Sunday evening and passed 
a strongly worded resolution denounc­
ing the recent anti-Christian speech of 
Mayor Nathan, of Rome.

Gay Tombs, general passenger agent 
of the Canadian Northern in the pro' 
vince of Quebec, and handling the Roy 
al line steamers from Montreal, was in 
Halifax Monday and left for 8t.

The English coast was recently strewn 
with wreckage as a result of a storm 
that bad continned for some days. The 
casualty list is already reported large, 
Friday morning the bodies of five sea 
men from the coasting steamer Oran 
ford were picked np off Hartlepool. It 
is believed that the vessel, which carri 
ed a crew of twenty, foundered and that 
the men were attempting to reach shore 
in a small boat when they were lost.
