CilAELOTTW. Rreaa Fîi.ltwo — One 
pint of cream, sweeten and flavor; beat 
enough to dieeolve the eugtr; beat to a 
stiff froth the whites of nine eggs,*Bdd 
to the cream, beat again, put it inside of 
cake and set to cool, this makes a filling 
for two moulds. Use one-half pint 
cream and whites of five eggs for one.

An egg ia generally called fresh when 
it has been laid only one or two days in 
summer, and two to six days in winter. 
The shell being porous, the water in the 
interior evaporates, and leaves a cavity 
of greater or leee extent. The volk of 
the egg "inks, too, ae may be easily a 
by holding it towards a candle or the 
suiv and when shaken, a alight shock is 
felt if (ho egg i* not fresh. To deter­
mine the precise age of eggs, dissolve 
About four ounces of common salt in a 
piartof pure water, and then immerse 
tho egg. If it is one day old, it will de- 
fiCc-nd to the bottom of the vessel; but 
if throe (lays, it will float in the liquid. 
If mure than five days old, it will come 
to the surface, and project above it in 
proportion to its increased age.
