LONDON. Jan. 19.
The Porte’s decision to call the Na­

tional Assembly on Tuesday, to con­
sider' the Balkan situation, probably 
heralds further concessions on the 
part of Turkey, concessions which 
could not be yielded by the Cabinet 
without risking its fall. In any case 
the Balkan delegates in London do 
not believe that the Porte s reply to 
the joint note of the Powers will lie 
such a flat refusal as foreshadowed 
from Constantinople. Yesterday's 
despatches reported that the Tui k- 
ish Government, had reached a decis­
ion not to cede Adrianople or the 
Aegean Islands, but was willing to 
enter into negotiations respecting 
those Islands some distance from the 
Dardanelles. If Turkey’s answer is 
unsatisfactory the Allies, in deference 
to Europe, will ask the Powers whe­
ther they htfvr the means to eomp:J 
Turkey to comply with their wishes. 
If not, the Allies will carry out the 
plan already announced, leading to a 
resumption of ihe war. In such event 
the Allies will regard aU concessions 
made heretofore for the sake of peace, 
either to Turkey or the Powers, as 
void. Thus they will not reeognne 
the undertaking consenting to an 
autonomous Albania, or the promise 
of Servia or Montenegro to retire 
from the Adriatic. Questioned as to 
the possibility in the case of Austria 
employing force, one of the delegates 
said to-day,—We shall see whether 
the Triple Entente, , and especially 
Russia, will permit such action on 
the part of Austria. If we are forced 
to fight another war, the cost of 
which is nearly $1.000.000 daily, we 
will not abandon the territories al­
ready occupied, unless driven out by 
force. Tliht would mean a European 
war. If Austria were permitted 10 

march on Belgrade and to bombard 
her troops on the Adriatic, land we 
were crushed,, we should prefer to be­
come Austrian, rather than to belong 
to the Slav rr.ee, when our mother, 
Russia, lacks the force or the will to 
protect us.

which greeted them and the points 
they scored. Mr. Coaker and Mr. 
Lloyd were then taken to Mr. John 
Mugford’s, who with his good wife 
had provided right well for them dur­
ing their stay. Many of the other vis­
itors to the old town were supplied 
by the provident housewives of the 
settlement with a good tea. Two hours 
later, at six o’clock, the hall was 
packed as full as It could be with a 
crowd of some’ five hundred men most 
of whom had been parading the better 
nart of the time and these men stood 
there till ten o’clock, when they dis­
persed to allow the session of the 
District Council to be held.

There is not the slightest 
doubt in our mind that the hearts and 
heads of the fishermen are in this 
Union movement. Mr. Coaker has 
struck a chord of popular feeling 
which is being responded to by the 
fishermen with their

Whole Heart and Soul.
They feel that they can come intç 
their own and secure a square deal 
by the strength of united effort, dt 
reeled intelligently, and they are de­
termined to exercise their power 
a right, to turn out Morris, and are 
anxious that Sir Robert Bond shall 
mdertake the formation of a Gov­
ernment on a policy which they will 
heartily support. Mr. George Hamp­
ton is the candidate the fishermen of 
the district have selected to represen* 
them. We shall have more to say 
about the meeting itself in our next 
articles. But we cannot close with­
out emphasizing Mr. Coaker. “Let 
any of his supporters present tell Sir 
Edward Morris this will be the last 
Tory Government and his Govern­
ment will be turned out next fall.”

Union flag and the Union Jack, Which 
were being carried just ahead of Coalt- 
er’s carriage. We saw both flags torn 
down and thrown on the ground. The 
staff of the Union Jack was broken. 
Rev. Mr' Whitehbuse came out. of his 
house quite near and called on the 
men to keep the Union Jack flying. 
Rev. Mr. Grimes, who was passing, 
protested against the “downing^ of the 
Union* Jack. The Bay Roberts men 
clear of the small gang of plotters, 
were incensed at the sight. Their 
blood boiled. They rushed to the res­
cue of the Union Jack. They lifted 
the flag of the Empire in triumph to 
the sky and the torn flag on the bro­
ken 'pole was floating high in the nir 
and waved once more triumphantly in 
the breeze, guarded by a stalwart 
body of Bay Roberts men. The F.P.LT. 
flag was then ’ escued and put aloft in 
triumph and guarded by a hotly of Un­
ion men and tym pa timers of Bay Rob­
erts and Port de Grave. Coaker sat 
quietly in his carriage, cool, collected 
and courageous. In his very quiet­
ness daring them to assault the Pre­
sident of the Fishermen's Union. 
Lloyd, who was in a. carriage, immedi­
ately behind Coaker. jumped out aiid 
rushed into the throng and cried out: 
"Put him fhirugh boys." and they re­
sponded with a will.

down the harbor amidst tremendous

applause which never ceased for the 
next half mile. The paradé stopped 
opposite to the Methodist Church. It 
'had been intended to disband in this 
part of the harbor. But as the right 
to the freedom of the road had been 
attacked by the Piccott gang, it was 
determined to march hack and cover 
the ground once more to vindicate 
the right of the public to parade un 
molested by a gang of Tory political 
heelers, and disturbers of ihe peace 
Scores and scores of men from down 
the harbor who had not been in the 
procession, joined it. and the miglitv 
mass of sympathizers re-1 raced their 
steps cheering and shouting victnrv 
as they passed the historic spot, where 
the assault had been made, and where 
the great plot had been frustrated tr 
down the Union movement, not only 
in Bay Roberts but throughout the 
north. At Klondyke tire parade was 
disbanded after short speeches from 
Coaker and Lloyd, and the announce­
ment. of a meeting in the Orange HrII 
at 8 p.m. The rights of free men and 
the honor of the flag had been vindi 
cated. Bay Roberts was_ a seething 
cauldron of excitement and sensation 
Never had -there .been so warm 
a welcome. Never had there 
been such a parade. Never 
had there been such an outrage 
perpetrate! on the Old Flag as by til­
'd runken Tory Hoodlums who attack­
ed the procession. Tories in their 
scores then and there denounced the 
outrage. Then and there said they 
would never support a Morris or Tory 
Government again.

Determined to Break up Meeting.

Coaker at
Western Bay.
GREAT RECEPTION.

/Special Evening Telegram.
WESTERN BAY, 

via Carbonear, To-day.
President Coaker arrived here on 

Saturday evening at 6.30 from Carbon- 
ear. having left Bay Roberts in the 
afternoon by train. The District 
Council Convention was sitting at the 
Orange Hall and the President at 
once entered and briefly addressed the 
Convention which then closed. As 
soon, as it was known that the Presi­
dent had arrived volleys of musketry 
belched forth their welcome which 
was maintained until the public 
meeting opened at 8. The meeting 
opened, the hall being crowded. A. 
G. Hudson, the District Chairman, pre­
sided. The Presklent at once took the 
pltUform admidst cheers and clapping 
of hands that made the building shake. 
For two hours he held the large audi­
ence spellbound; his remarks were 
cheered continually and he took a 
vote by show of hands upon several 
of the Union’s proposals which 
received the unanimous sup­
port of the audience. At ten he had 
hue half finished his address, and Sun­
day was near at hand and he had a 
local council meeting to hold that 
night. The audience wanted him to 
prqçecd further. There was no deny­
ing their request. He asked all who 
wanted more to raise their hands; the 
whole audience responded. To satisfy 
the unanimous wish of the people he 
consented to return to Western Bay in 
two weeks and give them another ad­
dress. After two hours dealing with 
subjects he had not spoken about at 
tile meeting, the hall shook with the 
token of appreciation in the form of 
cheers and clapping tendered the 
speaker for his promise to deliver an­
other address. The enthusiasm of the 
meeting was wonderful, nothing like 
il was ever seen here before. The 
audience arose and sang the National 
Anthem. The President and Union 
were cheéred and non-union men dis­
persed and Council meeting was then 
opened. There are no opponents of 
Coaker here, and scores of non-union 
toilers will respond to the call. We 
have, heard Mr. Coaker several times 
before, this was his third public meet­
ing here, but the last exceeded all 
others. The slogan is “Sink of swim 
with Coaker." The Union platform is. 
“What we Toilers want." The Presi­
dent will he at Stilly Cove to-night.

At seven Coaker commenced the meet­
ing. A score of howlers shouted him 
down to the disgust of the thousand 
present. The National Anthem was 
sung. In announcing the close of the 
meeting, Coaker said he had the names 
of those preventing him using the hall 
and would have NIorine over to pros­
ecute and would hold the meeting be­
fore he left Bay Roberts. The hood­
lums then capitulated and allowed 
him to speak on Unionism. At eight 
o'clock, Lloyd arrived knowing noth­
ing of this. A large crowd was out­
side who jammed the approaches out­
side and the entrance. The packed 
throng good-naturedly allowed him to 
go through, although they were pack­
ed like herring in a barrel. Before be 
went in he was advised not to go as 
the» Piccott gang meant to prevent him 
speaking.’ But he went. Coaker 
was speaking and had been speaking 
an hour and continued speaking amid 
sundry interruptions till nine o’clock. 
He then introduced Lloyd who spoke 
for a quarter of an hour. Then the 
gang kept up continued shouts and 
stamping for five minutes longer and 
he cohtinued speaking through it and 
sat down. At the end cheers were 
called for Lloyd and thousand throats 
responded. While the cheer called for 
Piccott met only with response from 
the ,kndt of interrupters. An attempt 
Was made to prevent Coaker having 
the hall to enroll members. This fail­
ed and

1)5 Members Were Enrolled
and afterwards initiated and officers

appointed. Mr. Bradbury being elect­
ed Chairman. The next dajr another 
parade was held of Bay Roberts har­
bor people alone. Near the railway 
station 1.000 people assembled, and 
Coaker and Lloyd addressed the 
throng. Lloyd spoke for over half an 
hour and closed only as the train was 
entering the station. He spoke amidst 
continuous applause. There was not 
a solitary interruption to either the 
speeches of Lloyd or Coaker. Coaker 
read an anonymous letter he had re­
ceived in St. John’s from Bay Rober‘s 
threatening him with a worse fate 
than had befallen Bond at the last 
election, at Western Bay. He handej.1 
the letter over to the Bay Roberts 
Council for investigation. He called 
on them to turn out the .Morris Gov 
ernmeut and the response was loud- 
and deafening. Lloyd denounced the 
Government in the strongest terms 
At the end of his speech, cheers were 
given for the F.P.U., Coaker, Llayd. the 
Liberal Party and 
Sir Robert Bond, Which Shook the 

heavens. Lloyd was asked to address 
the crowd again on the platform 
and received deafening applause 
Coaker was given a great send-off as 
the train steamed out for Carbonear 
with him. Lloyd remained behind. 
The parade was re-formed and march: 
ed down to Water ‘Street, where half 
went up the harbor and half down the 
harbor. The procession was as ltiug 
as Prescott Street. There was great 
cheering and the fusillade of guns, 
which began in the early 
morning and continued until 
the parade disbanded. The 
Piccotite gang were not in evidence. 
There was not the slightest disorder. 
Bay Roberts was completely captured. 
Hundreds of old-time Tories haye 
turned against the Government. The 
Tory stronghold is captured. There 
never has been such a turn-over in the 
history of Bay Roberts . The plot to 
down the Union, has failed ignomin- 
ously, and the .Morris Party will have 
no show either in Harbor Grace Dis­
trict, nor in Port de Grave. It was 
the greatest blow Toryism has ever 
received in Conception Bay.

This morning fire broke out in the 
residence of Mr. Moses Myers, on Al­
lendale Road. At 6.50 an alarm from 
box 225 was sent in and the East End 
and Central Fire Brigades hastily re­
sponded. the latter company reaching 
the scene first. The firemen discover­
ed the fire to have originated in the 
pantry, annexed to the kitchen and in 
the westerti end of the dwelling? but 
how it got there seems mysterious. 
Immediately the firemen started to 
fight the flames which were issuing 
from the building Fanned by a strong 
W.N.W. breeze the blaze was reaching 
serious proportions and for a while 
indications were that a conflagration 
would ensue and that that section of 
the city would be wiped out. At the 
outset the fire-fighters were hampered 
in their work considerably. For some 
reason or other the full force of water 
could not be had. But this was not 
the only drawback. The wind was 
blowing with such violence that it 
would not allow the firemen to stand 
up a ladder so as they could ascend 
the "roof and get fair play at the fire. 
The firemen, however, despite their 
adversities fought faithfully and well. 
They soon had three streams of water 
playing on the burning building and 
in Jess than an Jiour had the fire under 
control. At mis juncture it was 
learned that the dwelling next door 
occupied by Dr. Stafford had caught. 
A blaze was just starting and the fire­
men giving it their attention quickly 
extinguished it. At 8.30 all danger 
had .passed and at 8.40 the “all out 
signal was sounded.

DAMAGE DONE.
Dr. Stafford's house was only sljght- 

ly injured but his furniture was par­
tially destroyed by smoke and water.

Mr. Myers’ house is damaged to the 
extent of about $3,000 and $2,000 
worth of furniture. Th* total dam­
age done was considerable but is cov­
ered by insurance.

WinterfNorth
Below Zero.

The winter north is one of the 
severest ,on record. Capt. Kean of the 
Prospère says that the weather is the 
coldest in the history of the oldest 
inhabitants of the different places. 
He also reports that the heavy Arctic 
ice nort^i is some of the thickest and 
heaviest he ever saw, and extends well. 
out to sea. Ab Coachman's Cove, En- 
glee and Conche the thermometer re­
gistered .22 below zero; Griquet 24 be­
low and St. Anthony 20 below. When, 
the Prospère, was at these places the 
people engaged removing the freights 
were badly frostbitten, despite ffie fact ‘ 
that they were well wrapped up. At 
St. Anthony the coastal boat was 
jammed in the harbor, and it was only 
after tour hours of butting that she 
freed herself. Capt. Kean was speak­
ing to Dr. Grenfel, who told him that 
for several days previously the mer­
cury continuously stood 20 below zero, 
the coldest in his experience.

Blows 
were exchanged before the quarrel 
was settled. Fifteen officers were 
wounded. Terrible trouble arose 
through the circulation of a manifes­
to signed by women of Turkey, sug­
gesting the forts should sink the 
Turkish warships whose spirited of­
ficers always fled at the approach of 
the Greek fleet. It was because of 
this slur that Hamidiss made an ad­
venturous cruise to Syria.

OPORTO, To-Day.
Forty-three lives were lost from the 

Lamport and Holt liner Veronese near 
Leixces on Thursday during a heavy 
gale. There were 234 persons aboard 
the vessel—142 passengers, crew, 92. 
Of these 191 were saved. Five per­
sons died aboard steamer from expos­
ure, 33 swept off by seas or perished 
while being transferred ashore by life 
lines.

Body of Woman Found Near Roadside.
Malden, Mass., Jan. 2.—The body of 

a woman found yesterday beside the 
road near Holy Cross Cemetery in the 
Linden section of this city was iden­
tified to-day as that of Mildred Dono­
van, of Revere, Mass. Medical Ex­

Princess Mary, who is at present 
paying a visit with the Queen to the 
Dowager Grand Duchess og Meehlcn- 
burg-Sterlitz, at Neu Sterlitz, a pretty 
old-fashioned little town, some sixty 
miles from Berlin, is having her first 
taste of continental life—part of thf 
necessary arduous preparation for a 
throne.

For all the young members of thf 
British Royal Family the upbringing 
is at all time® of the meet exacting 
character, but as the oi ’.y daughter 
of the King, particular c: re has been 
taken that Princess Mary should be 
equipped as befits an Eng'ish princess.

Queen Mary, knowing the respon­
sibilities of queenship, is aware tha* 
the education of her daughter, whr 
will probably one day fill a Europea i 
throne, is too vital for any mistake 
to be made,, and in consequenci 
Princess Mary’s career has been map 
ped out with painstaking care.

Princess Mary began her schooling 
at the age of four together with hei 
brothers in the royal schoolroom. This 
continued up till three years ago 
when the question was discussed 
whether Princess ary should go tc 
boarding-school; but it was finally 
decided that it would be best for her 
to continue her studies at home un­
der special tutors.

Like her brothers ®he has been 
brought up from infancy to speak 
French and German, and, in addition 
sk. has a very good khowiedge of Lat­
in, Greek and Italian. It would 
scarcely be imagined, however, that 
typewriting would enter into a royal 
curriculum. As a matter of fact. 
Princess Mary has had lessons on a 
machine,, and is now an expert typist. 
This last little item of education was 
an idea of her own. She was very 
anxious to assist, the Queen in at­
tending to the huge batches of cor­
respondence which reach the royal 
residences each day, and it is now 
said that not only the Queen, but 
King George also dictates private let­
ters for hi® daughter to type.

As everyone knows, Queen Mary is 
a great lover of home life, and in 
pursuance of this fondness has 
brought her daughter up to a practi­
cal knowledge of all domestic affairs, 
which are necessary for the proper 
personal control of a household. The 
young princess has been taught nee­
dlework, and is quite proficient in the 
art of cooking.
