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DOST THROWING.
Ever intent on throwing dust 

in the eyes of the fishermen, 
and with an titter disregard for 
the amenities of journalism, 
the Advocate, forgetful of past 
exposures, industriously turns 
back to its pet habit again. 
"The Squires Government, it 
hypocritically declares “«ire ask­
ing fOr nearly two million dol­
lar* less from the public in 
taxation than last year.” That 
is correct, and yet a falsehood of 
the basest timbre. This may 
sound somewhat paradoxical, 
but after the Prime Minister's 
own Budget statement has been 
quoted, readers will readily per­
ceive the actual facts, and note 
wherein that great exponent of 
politics and political truth, the 
organ of Hon. W. F. Coaker, is 
utterly in veracious and unreli­
able. “Our chief source of rev­
enue," said the Prime Minister 
in introducing his budget on 
May 26th, "is Customs returns, 
practically the whole of which 
is an ad valorem duty on im­
ported goods. In November 
last the high prices which had 
prevailed dropped almost sud­
denly, with the consequent re­
sult of a great depreciation in 
Customs returns.” There is the 
cause in a nutshell. Last. year 
large importations were made 
upon which duties were paid on 
the highest rates of cost, with 
the result, that to again quote 
the Prime Minister "that as a 
consequence last year's revenue 
was augmented by an estimated 
amount of TWO MILLION 
DOLLARS over and above the 
duties which would be collected 
on normal supplies for that 
year, with the result that the 
quantifiés of imports during the 
present fiscal year (1920-21) 
were proportionately reduced be­
cause of the large stocks on 
hand.” Perhaps this is the sum 
of two million dollars dreamed of 
by the Advocate, that is less 
than the proposed taxation by 
that amount for the coming fis-, 
cal year (1921-22.)• • _ * * • *.

Bnt if it be as the Premier 
states that Customs duties of 
two million dollars . over and 
above the estimate were paid on 
imports last year, it is only 
another proof of the bad finan­
cial policy followed by the Gov­
ernment, and is one gooi reason 
why the revenue for the coming 
year Has necessarily to be two 
million dollars less. But is it? 
The super surtax and the extra 
importation tax brings up the 
leeway, according to the esti­
mate of revenue, by forty-seven 
thousand dollars over and above 
the two mkuoh. In other words 
extra taxation on a falling rev­
enue ir designed to wring from 
the shortened earnings of the 
people, brought about by the 
collapse of our foreign fish mar­
kets with their consequent re­
flexion on local conditions, the 
staggering sum of TWO 
LION AND FORTY- 
THOUSAND DOLLARS. And 
yet the Advocate has the colos­
sal gall to announce to-the fish­
ermen that they are paying two 
million dollars less duties and 
other taxes this year thàri last, !

essarily be large. For Instance the 
Cyril T. has three masts but is almost 
the smallest ship in the fleet. That the 
three mast vessel is so much better 
adapted for the Foreign voyage than 
the two masted schooner is so easily 
understood by the practical man that

on yourI do not need to trespass 
space to explain it here.

So many of our vessels have been 
lost that insurance rates have gone 
up. Perfectly true. The history of our 
local built vessels during the years of 
the war was anything but creditable 
to us. And the fact remains that all 
through the war, and I think even 
now the Government is paying a 
bounty for building vessels, some of 
them which foundered on their first 
voyage. Three never reached their 
first destination : two others reached 
their first destination but were aban­
doned in mid ocean towards their 
next port, and in my opinion the ves­
sels which we have to-day may be 
greatly considered a survival of the 
fittest. Upon this subject one could 
write a book, but I must dispense 
with this part of the subject now by 
saying that our experience with ships 
built in this country during the war 
was similar to the United States Ship­
ping Board. Apart from saying that, 
we ought to have a report from the 
surveyors of our local built vessels 
and if it can be proved that our wood 
is not suitable for building purposes 
then we ought to stop the bounty for 
building, for how so many of our sea­
men were, rescued, in mid ocean with­
out more loss of life is nothing short 
of a miracle.

Some advance the reason why so 
many of our vessels are abandoned is 
for the want of capable men in charge. 
Personally I make no such charge. 
But I make bold to say right here that 
every owner ought to do all in his 
power to get certificated men in 
charge, and I believe there are good 
men in charge without certificates and 
the reason they have not certificates 
may be their misfortune, but not their 
faults, but the days of quacks are 
past. No man should be satisfied to 
take a position to-day which he is not 
qualified to fill. Those who have certi­
ficates ought not to be left on shore 
while those who have no certificates 
are in command. Then with proper 
qualified men in charge and with good

Addresses Constituents.

His Action in Leaving Govern­
ment Party Strongly Endorsed- 
Telegrams of Approval Received 
From all Parts of the Island.

(Daily News.)
Goughian Hall, Harbor Grace was 

filled to capacity on Tuesday night, 
when Mr. Frank Archibald, M.HA, 
addressed the electors, and explained 
his recent stand in the House of As­
sembly, when as a' protest against 
the non-constructive policy of the 
Government, he took an independent
8*Long before the hour of assembly, 
large numbers had gathered at the 
Hall, and when Mr. Archibald arrived 
he was given a whole-hearted and en­
thusiastic reception, showing in no 
unmistakable manner that Hr. Grace 
endorsed the action of its representa­
tive. At 8.15, Mr. Albert Rogers, 
Chairman of the Liberal-Reform Com­
mittee in the general election, called 
the meeting to order, and on motion 
Mr. Harold Martin was unanimously 
appointed Secretary. Mr. Martin also 
held the-same position on Mr. Archi­
bald’s Committee in 1919.

The-Chainnan, in opening the meet­
ing, explained that Mr. Archibald was 
present to fulfil a promise which he 
made to the Electors of the District 
in the general election, when in his 
meetings he told them that in case he 
was elected on the Government side 
of the House, and that Government 
failed in its duty to the people, he, 
besides resenting such action would 
come back to the people, and abide by 
their decision. He thereupon called 

* Mr. Archibald to address the meeting.
The independent representative for 

Harbor Grace was given a splendid 
ovation well worthy of the occasion. 
He made a few short remarks on the 
object of the meeting, which as stat­
ed by the chairman was to place 
himself before the District and to 
get their support or otherwise on his 
recent move. He then proceeded to 
refute a rumor which had spread 
around the town since Sunday, to the 
effect that he had $12,000 District 
grants in the Board of Works Office 
which he would not use. He under­
stood this impression had been 
spread by the Prime Minister on his 
way from church last Sunday, and 
he hoped such was not the case. He 
was not saying Sir R. A. Squires had 
told the lie, but a number of his 
friends were given to understand such 
was the case. He thereupon explain- 
ed to the satisfaction of the meeting 
that he was playing a straight game 
with those who had sent him to re­
present them in the Legislature. The 
District grants from the special loan 
for road improvements amounted to 
$23,000. Of this amount his share 
was $11,504, which, less 1-3 for loan 
to the fishermen for supplies left 
$7,481, which left $4,000 for Harbor 
Grace and its suburbs, which would 
be expended am dfst the poor of the 
District when the fishermen had been 
supplied for the Labrador. As was 
well known, the fishermen were being 
helped by his efforts, and when they 
had sailed, the poor man with the 
family to look after, would be given 
work through the various Road 
Boards. Last week nine men came 
to him asking for relief for their 
families, who were without food and 
In poor circumstances, practically 
starving. He gave them a note to 
Mr. Squires, the Poor Relief Officer, 
who refused them help, and these 
men and their families were left 
without their Sunday dinner. If this 
kind of treatment is to be meted out 
to the people of Harbor. Grace, then 
he wished to inform all concerned 
that he had pluck enough with the

endorsation of his fellow-townsmen 
and the District in general to see 
that this would end in quick time. 
Ever since he severed his connections 
with the Government, telegrams of 
endorsation had reached him from all 
parts of Newfoundland, as well" as 
Harbor Grace, and he was convinced 
he had the backing of the whole Do­
minion. Public opinion had been 
aroused, and aroused in no uncertain 
manner. He felt the responsibility of 
the move he had taken, but a serious 
crisis was upon the country, and he 
was not prepared to lie down and lie 
to the people. The situation was too 
serious, and the country required men 
big enough, strong enough, and with 
brains enough to tackle the question, 
and get Newfoundland moving. At 
present she was at a standstill, and 
no attempt had been made, and no 
action had been taken by those re­
sponsible in order to save her from 
ruination.

He had not attended many sessions 
of the House, he had been in his dis­
trict looking after the interest of his 
constituents, trying to overcome the 
terrible condition that exists, and to 
help the hungry families to get a liv­
ing. He knew people were hungry, 
their faces showed it, and this was 
no time for people to be living on 
poor relief. The country was unable 
to afford it. What the people want­
ed was work, start the wheels of pro­
gress moving. The Government had 
tackled the supply question, but it 
was hardly sufficient for the men-go­
ing to the fishery. He believed it 
had done more harm than good, as 
leading merchants in St. John’s had 
told him. Remove the War Measures 
Act and the Fishery Regulations, and 
they would supply as usual, but con­
fidence had been lost. The help 
given is not a solution of the difficulty. 
We have sent men to fish, but our 
annual revenue is now estimated at 
$8,000,000, and suppose the season’s 
catch amounts to 1,500,000 qtls., and 
say this fish is sold at -$t.00 per qtl., 
which is a very high estimate;, the, 
most we can hope to raise from this 
source is $4,000,000, then where in 
the name of common sense can we 
get the other four millions.

The factories and manufacturing 
concerns, Bell Island and Grand Falls 
have closed down. The earning pow­
er of the people has been destroyed, 
and the only prospects left are our 
fishery, which at the most can only 
pay for the food imported, leaving 
nothing for clothing, boots and the 
other things that go to make up our 
livelihood. He could see plainly 
what was coming, and if the people 
of Hrabor Grace gave him a mandate, 
it would have the effect of awaken­
ing those responsible to their duties 
to their country and save the people 
from perishing in a bulk.

Mr. Archibald read the full speech 
as delivered in the House of Assem­
bly, explaining his stand and his atti­
tude towards his District and the 
country at large. He felt the united 
efforts of all classes in the country 
were needed to get us on our feet, 
but the action of the Government in 
everything they handled proved be­
yond doubt that they lacked the con­
structive brains and ability to grap­
ple with the situation.

The question of Government fish 
purchase was handled by Mr. Archi­
bald in a very able manner. He 
knew nothing about the fish deal, yet 
a certain portion of the country re­
ceived $8.00 per qtl. for their fish last 
season, and the men in the District 
of Harbor Grace were left with thou­
sands of quintals in their stores, 
whilst men sent to look after tffeir in­
terests tried to deceive him, whether 
Intentionally or not, when he made 
enquiries on behalf of his constitu­
ents. His people had the fish, and are 
unable to make a sale. He had not 
taken this step hastily, but in the 
best Interests of Newfoundland, and 
those with whom he had been reared 
and brought up in Harbor Grace, and 
he did not want these people and the 

•"whole District to say that Archibald 
saw what was coming but had not the 
pluck to assert himself.

Whilst sitting with the Govern­
ment, Mr. Archibald saw that no at­
tempt to help the country was being 
made, and he was not prepared to 
remain a party to this policy of do­
ing nothing. His action reminded the

Government that they had a duty to 
perform, with the result the House 
was adjourned for a week so they 
eould think of a policy and find a solu­
tion of the question of the railroad 
which had proved such a disastrous 
undertaking for the country,

Mr. Archibald took the Government 
to task for trying to euspsnd the rules 
and rush the business of the country 
through in a slip-shod method, the 
same as last year. Let them get a 
policy that would benefit Newfound­
land and he would support them every 
time. He was Independent and would 
take an Independent stand every 
time, and felt that Hr. Grace would 
appreciate the fact that he was pre­
pared to come forward and tell them 
the state the country was in.

He explained hie position regarding 
the Fish Regulations. He had acted 
in good faith, and understotfi that the 
Executive Government had full au­
thority to rescind these regulations as 
soon as it was found they were a 
menace to the country. But what did 
the Executive know about fish? They 
may have been in earnest, he hoped 
they were, but they saw our fish 
markets being strangled day after day 
and not a move was made to save 
them. He hoped that in future public 
opinion would be. given more say in 
the doings of the Governments, and 
it would be the safety valve on their 
actions. Any fool knows when we are 
ruined, but the man wanted is the man 
who foresees the calamity, and pre­
pares to meet it.

The crux of the situation is, that 
Newfoundland must be brought back 
to prosperity, he did -not wish to say 
he was the great man who could do 
the job, but he was there to help the 
man who had the courage to tackle 
the proposition. I

Mr. Archibald next turned to the 
matter of taxation, which he claimed 
was the only policy of the Govern­
ment. Our previous taxation on ar­
ticles of clothing amounted to 44 per 
cent, with Surtax, but with the new 
Surtax, tax and freight and duty, and 
last of all the Sales Tax, the cost to 
the consumer of $100.00 worth of 
goods bought in Canada say with sell­
ing costs added is the enormous sum 
of $216.56. The present Government 
have put on such articles this year 
19% p.c., which is nearly 50 per cent 
of the original duty. How are we go­
ing to stand it, with only the codflsh- 
ery being prosecuted and our other in­
dustries not working.

The Sales Tax, the brilliant idea, 
which brought forth a strong protest 
from Mr. Cheeseman, the member for 
Burin, is being used to the detriment 
of our own people. By this measure 
as introduced to the House, Eaton 
and other foreign mail order firms 
were in a position to do business in 
Newfoundland without any molesta­
tion, and when the Government were 
reminded by Mr. Cheeseman of this 
discrimination, they said it was a mis­
take, and would be removed, another 
demonstration of the brains of the 
Doctors, Lawyers and Schoolmasters 
Executive. What mistakes must have 
been made in the Railroad Bill, if a 
small resolution is allowed into the 
House without its being read. The 
manufacturer is also taxed 3 per cent, 
because he is employing men and giv­
ing them a chance to live in their own 
country. Mr. Archibald did not be­
lieve the Executive gave the matter 
any consideration, they merely said 
more taxation will give us the money, 
and they did not figure the harm that 
would result

Mr. Archibald concluded his splen­
did address by a strong appeal to the 
people of the District. He had taken 
bis seat in the centre of the House 
on principle. He had one purpose in 
mind, to help the people of Harbor 
Grace District if possible, and the 
country in general, and if the Govern­
ment has a constructive policy when 
the House opens again, he would sup­
port them, but he would not fool the

Ho was prepared to *•*« meetim 
hand back his seat to the people who 
gave it to him. If he had not been 
traitor to their cause, then give him 
their undivided support, and he would 
shoulder their business, and with 
their help, pressure could be brought 
to bear, that would give old New­
foundland a chance to recove her posi­
tion. If they agreed with his stand 
then give him something solid and 
concrete, and he would go back, and 
fight their cause from hie independ­
ent seat/ If they did not agree with 
him, then his seat was at their dis­
posal. At the conclusion Mr. Archi­
bald was cheered to the echo, the 
whole audience coming to theirbleet 
and endorsing hie action.

It was then proposed by Mr. Wm.
Harris and seconded by Mr. John Pikr 
that the following resolution be pas 
ed.

We, the electors of the District 
of Harbor Grace, in public meet­
ing assembled, have noted the ac­
tion of our representative, Mr.
Frank Archibald, in the stand he 
has recently taken on behalf of 
the electors and people of this 
District, and the country general­
ly.

- We believe he has placed prin­
ciple and the interest of the coun­
try and its future first, and in do­
ing so we feel confident, he has

begun a movement that will tend 
to eave the country from the ter­
rible condition, with which it is 
confronted.

We therefore fully endorse and 
approve the stand Mr. Archibald 
has taken, and, hereby, place our­
selves on record as being fully in 
accord with hie views, and action 
in resigning as, a member ot the 
present Government, and taking 
an independent seat until such 
time a& he considers it in the best 
interests of the District and coun­
try, to associate himself with a 
leader or party, that will be able 
to bring about a better condition 
of things in Newfoundland.
The resolutions were unanimously 

passed and signed by all present.
Dr. L. Pritchard, who with a deput­

ation from Bay Roberts, was present, 
made a few remarks endorsing Mr. 
Archibald’s stand, and as oner who 
was always opposed to him political­
ly, congratulated him on his having 
the courage of hie convictions.

Mr. Archibald thanked the electors 
in a very feeling manner for their 
confidence, as expressed in their un­
animous vote. He indeed felt it a great 
privilege to represent such a staunch 
and independent District as Harbor 
Grace. The meeting was brought to a 
close at 10.46 p.m. by singing the Na­
tional Anthem.

Outside the Hall the large audience 
waited and gave Mr. Archibald an­
other ovation, whilst the Band of the 
British Society played a number of 
excellent selections. The oldest resid­
ents of Harbor Grace are unanimous 

was the most en­
thusiastic, and most united ever held 
in the history of that city. Yesterday 
afternoon Mr. Archibald addressed the 
electors of Island Cove, and last night 
another large meeting was held in 
Spaniard’s Bay, when hie action will 
in all probability meet with strong 
and unqualified approval.
