War Against the French
This Is a time of the year when we 

expect unemployment to decline, and 
though there is some Improvement 
the figures are higher than they were 
In the corresponding period of last 
year. Political partisans asserted that 
one of the reasons why the unemploy­
ment figures were high last year was 
because a labour Government was in 
power, and we were assured that 
when a Conservative Government took 
over the reins there would soon be a 
considerable improvement. The fact is 
the political complexion of the Gov­
ernment has practically no effect on 
trade or employment. No Government 
can eliminate foreign competition, and 
we are faced with foreign competition 
of a very intensive nature, added to 
which the purchasing power of foreign 
countries is greatly restricted. More­
over, we are loaded with debts which 
we are endeavouring to pay by sub­
mitting to heavy taxes. Hence our in­
dustries are handicapped at every 
turn, and it will need all our ability 
and energy to pull through. This is 
recognized by ail sections of the com­
munity, and instead of futile squab- 
biings conferences are being held be­
tween employers and employees to 
devise methods whereby the foreigner 
can be defeated in the industrial field. 
The country is not going to the dogs 
as some pessimists would have us be­
lieve, but is facing a bad period with 
courage and resolution, and we have 
every reason to hope that before long 
we will recover our old prosperity.

Though unemployment figures have 
not fallen as we should like there has 
been a slight decrease in the cost of 
living. This fall is chiefly due to the 
seasonal reductions in the price of 
milk and eggs, bu^ke are hoping that 
the report of the Commission on Food 
Prices will indicate how profiteering 
in essential foodstuffs can be check­
ed. This question of the cost of living 
is of the greatest importance, not only 
tc employees, but also to employers. 
If the cost of living is forced up by the 
operations of trusts and combines, 
then wages have to be increased. The 
result is an increase in the cost of 
production, which may absolutely 
cripple industries that are dependent 
on foreign tradè. It is essential that 
we should all pull together, and that 
no section should seek to otbain' an 
unfair profit at the expense of the rest 
of the community.—Liverpool Post.

A Timely Warning
We must be altogether heed­

less of our own interests and ut­
terly indifferent to the conse­
quences of our folly, if we fail to 
appreciate the meaning of the 
following warning, and take 
steps accordingly to rectify the 
evil. The extracts quoted are 
contained in a communication to 
Ihe Nfld. Board of Trade from 
the Valencia Overseas Trade 
Association, and read as fol­
lows :—

MARKET SITUATION.
Undoubtedly yon will have become 

aware, that daring the past 3 years, 
tbe sale of Labrador Uod In this coun­
try has dwindled to only a fraction of 
it hat It used to be in former years. 
1 he reason for this Is the defective 
care and the very poor appearance of 
the genuine Labrador Cod compared 
with the Ireland Labrador style cured 
Cod, (6!8 dried) which Is rapidly push- 
Ing the Labrador Cod out of this mar­
ket. Valencia used to receive in for- 
mer years well over 100,000 quintals 
of genuine Labrador codfish during 
the season. Only a few years ago Ice- 
land Lab. style cared cod used to sell 
below the prices asked for the gen­
uine Labrador, but as the Labrador 
continued to be received in a bad con­
dition, the Iceland Cod rapidly gained 
the field, and to-day, although every­
body wffl admit, that the Labrador 
codfish Is a much better fish than the 
Ireland Codfish, nevertheless, because 
tbe Iceland Lab. style cured Cod, be. 
ing received here Is In excellent condi­
tion, scrupulously dean and in clean 
packing, retaining the best qualities 
for conservation, whereas the CON­
TRARY Is unfortunately the raie 
with the genuine Labrador, the sales 
of the latter have dreppel down to­
day to about 10 per cent, of what they 
used to be In former years.

A few years ago Valencia was the 
only port where Iceland Lab. style 
cured Cod was received. (Rafael 
Rldaurai was the first to introduce 
lb» ggh. To-day. Le. this season, be 
(Ve** receive anything else, with the 
exception of a few hundred casks of 
Labrador Cod not worth mentioning.) 
This season the prlncipnl Imports at 
Yalenda are Iceland Lab. style cured 
Cod, and AMcante also receive^ two 
cargoes. Besides even Barcelona has 
taken a cargo of this fish, and dur- 
lug the coming season.

Giving New Car
Along With House

Speculative Builder Has Good Scheme 
to Boost Sales.

While the giving of spoons with 
pounds of tea, and exchanging house­
hold requisites for soap wrappers or 
charcoal coupons are well-known 
schemes for the advancement of sales 
in certain retail lines of business, it 
may come as a surprise to old-fash­
ioned real estate dealers to learn that 
the system is finding its way into the 
selling of housed-and property.

The nearest approach to this that 
has been extensively practised in Mon­
treal in recent years, was the raffling 
of tickets which were handed out free 
to all who attended a certain series of 
real estate auctions a few years ago. 
The scheme did not meet the whole­
hearted approval of the local real 
estate community, and has never been 
repeated.

A visitor from a city in the United 
States, who arrived in Montreal last 
week, and who bought a house in her 
home town not long ago, brings news 
of a real up-to-date bonus scheme, 
which put the auctioneer’s little raf­
fle and the spoon in the tea-packet 
into the shade.

She received a brand-new, fully 
equipped automobile with her little 
self-contained bungalow. According 
to her own statements, the bungalow 
contained three bedrooms, an alcove 
kitchenette and a sun porch. It in­
cluded a garage at the rear, and cost 
*6,600, payable in instalments, with 
no interest chargeable on outstanding 
payments, and with the light car 
thrown in as makeweight.

The argument of the speculative 
builder who Is erecting -and selling 
these houses is, that as they are a tew 
miles from the centre of the cltykand 
involve either the maintenance of a 
car, or the frequent use of street care, 
the purchaser is justified in expecting 
the builder to furnish the means of 
overcoming this difficulty. This he 
does, by giving a car away along with 
the house.

Britain's Egg Supply

In 1923, the latest year for which 
statistics have been published, there 
were imported into Great Britain 
20,046,943 great hundreds (a great 
hundred—120 eggs—of eggs in shell 
valued at £13,816,896. This was in 
addition to eggs not in shell valued 
at £3,098,909. According to advices 
received by the Bankers Trust Com­
pany of New York through Us British 
Information Service, these importa­
tions of eggs came chiefly from Den­
mark from which the imports were 
6,767,300 great hundreds valued at 
£6,486,300. The next largest source 
of supply was the Netherlands from 
which were imported 1,435,392 great 
hundreds valued at £1,075,400, and 
then followed Poland, including Dan- 
sig, from which the imports were 
1,284,900 great hundreds, valued at 
£ 710£00. 1,209,332 great hundreds
valued at £688,600 came from Egypt 
and 1,118,000 great hundreds valued 
at £*48,986 came from China. The 
United States shipped only 240,000 
great hundreds valued at £198,000. 
3,980,700 great hundreds came from 
the British possessions, chiefly from 
tbe Irish Free State from which in 
nine months only, 8,845,000 great hun­
dreds valued at £1,963,000 were re­

Travelling Without
Knowling It

At school we learned an arithmetic­
al table called Long Measure, which 
went on through inches, feet, and 
yards to miles and leagues. There 
It stopped. But there are many dif­
ferent long measures, and a mile in 
one country is not necessarily a mile 
in another. Yet every country has 
its standard, from which all Its meas­
urements are reckoned.

In Britain we say that the diameter 
ot the earth measures 8,000 milee, and 
that the distance round the earth at 
the Equator is 24,000 miles. That 
would seem to be the miximum meas­
urement attainable by man, the long­
est distance measurable on earth.

Yet there is an actual straight line 
which, Instead of being only 24,000 
miles long, is 186,000,000 miles long! 
That, in fact, Is man’s longest measur­
ing rod—and he can use It, He usee 
it to measure our distance from the 
stars.

Te takes a geometrical observation 
of a certain star, say, at tbe vernal 
equinox, March 21st, and another at 
the autumnal equinox; or he may 
choose, instead, the summer and win­
ter solstices. In either case, in the in­
tervening months, the earth has 
done "halt a lap" round the sun. In 
other words, it has travelled, at an 
average speed of eighteen miles a sec­
ond, 291,600,000 miles, and the distance 
between the points where the observer 
finds himself at any portion of the 
year is, in round numbers, one hun­
dred and eighty-six millions of miles 
distant from the place he was in, in 
space, six months before.

London's Roman Relics

The Bank ot England is to be closed 
shortly for extensive repairs and ad­
ditions, and as a good deal ot excava­
tion will be involved the Society of 
Antiquaries has appointed a commit­
tee to examine any Roman relics that 
may be unearthed.

It is almost Impossible to dig to 
any depth In the City area without 
finding some trace ot the Roman city. 
One ot the surprises awaiting vis­
itors to thb London Museum, as well 
aa to the Guildhall Museum, is the 
enormous amount ot articles and 
relics ot all descriptions which have 
been found in the river and during 
excavation work for the foundations 
ot City offices. A recent site excavated, 
close by the Sate Deposit building, 
proved one ot the richest mined ot 
Roman relics ever discovered, and the 
Bank site ovght to yield much ot in­
terest.

That London In Roman times was 
no mean city is" shown in a remark­
able way. Not only have many articles 
been found, but upon them no fewer 
than three hundred names ot makers 
have been deciphered. Qnly the other 
day, in <Tokenhouse Yard, a plate ot 
Samian ware was dug up with the 
maker’s name upon it

VANCOUVER, B.C.. April 30.-^Com- 
mander Eustace B. Maude, 77 years 
old, and long retired from the Royal 
Navy, is going to eea again—this 
time in a'25-foot dory-type sloop In 
which he plane td sail from Van­
couver of Victoria to England by way 
of the Panama Canal. He le now pre­
paring for the "cruise" at hie home 
on Meyne island and expects to get 
under way within a month.

"I expect to enjoy myself very 
much," said the veteran mariner. "It 
will be a long voyage, but It should 
be pleasant. I will head far out to 
sea after passing Cape Flattery, pick 
up the trade winds and boom down 
'the coast with the wheel lashed and 
canvas taught. I have provisions tof 
one hundred days and a complete edi­
tion of Shakespeare’s works, so I will 
get along very well.”

Despite his age and the disaster 
that has overcome many of those who 
in the past have undertaken similar 
feats, Commander Maude regards his 
plans in a matter-of-fact way and 
seems to think thep not at an extra­
ordinary. He will land only once dur­
ing the long voyage—at Panama—and 
during practically the rest of the 
journey he will be out of eight of 
land. He Intends to make his course 
with the use of hie old nautical In­
struments. He has dug them out of 
his sea chest and burnished z, them 
anew. He has a good sea anchor and 
will use it when he wants a spell be­
low in bad weather. His vessel Is a 
proven sea boat, staunch, well-found 
and equipped with a five horse-power 
gas engine, although the commander 
hopes to cover the entire journey by 
sail Besides provisions, he Is taking 
fifty gallons of fresh water and fifty 
gallons of gasoline.

One oI the greatest treasures foi 
the finding of whl6fc we are indebted 
to a rabbit is undoubtedly that known 
as the Stoke Prior Treasure, now in 
the Victoria and Albert Museum at 
Kensington. This Hid was made near 
Leominster; and was due to a rabbit 
unearthing a magnificent silver cup. 
Further investigation revealed a. 
small, circular salt-cellar, and two 
bell salts afid covers, all of silver, be­
longing to the sixteenth and seven­
teenth centuries. 1

A silver Roman coin, the only one 
of its kind known, was picked up by 
a farmer on a mound of excavated 
earth at the mouth of a rabbit hole in 
the West of fin gland. Passing into the 
hands of a dealer, it eventually found 
its way to the Br*h Museum.

In 1894, some-French boys playing 
in the forest of Fontainebleau discov­
ered a great quantity of gold coins 
scattered over the earth which had 
been thrown out by a rabbit in dig­
ging its burrow. Scraping through the 
loose mould, tho^Bound, in addition 
to a further quantity of coins, several 
gold brooches, three gold and Jewelled 
bangles, a necklace ot filigree gold 
and enamel, and two jewelled hair 
ornaments.

REVOLUTION RELICS.
The discovery Mps reported to the 

police, but all inquiries failed to re­
veal the rightful wwner. Nor was it 
ever discovered how the valuable ob­
jects came to be found in such a pos­
ition. They may have been stolen and 
hidden—though a theory at the time 
was that they were probably buried 
during the Frenfl|j| Revolution, as the 
date of the coingjHfc the design of the 
jewels were of that period.

Two rollars of gold were found, to­
gether with a broken bracelet of the 
same metal, lying loose in a rabbit’s 
hole in CornwaeThe farm worker 
who found them also picked up a 
quantity of burnt bones, from which 
it was surmise^^pat the rabbit had 
penetrated an aijwnt grave, probably 
one belonging to the Bronze age.

Quite a romance is attached to the 
digging activities of rabbits in one of 
the great warrens in Somerset. The 
locality has long been famous for its 
Roman rcmalns/Dbr here, until the 
mines were exhipstcd. the ancient 
Romans did a great deal of lead min­
ing. The lead 4P smelted on the 
spot, as the great heaps of slag which 
they left attest.

But it was not until a rabbit, in dig­
ging its burrow, turned out a frag­
ment of unsmelted ore that any par­
ticular significance was attached to the 
slag-heaps. The piece of ore in ques­
tion came into,-tH’handS of a metal­
lurgist, who noticed that, in addition 
to the lead, it contained about^twenty 
per cent, of silver, When the slag was 
examined it was fbund to contain the 
same high percentage of silver, al­
though the lead had been extracted. A 
small company was formed and the 
great slag-heaps were ^exploited for 
the silver they contained.

The parishioners of St. Mary’s turn­
ed out en masse last night to discuss 
plans In connection with the erection 
of a new building to house schoo’.u 
and parish hall. P.ev. A. B. S. Stirling, 

'the Rector, was in the chair and. was 
supported cn the platform by Rev. J. 
Goodland, assistant priest and Mr. O. 
F. Pike, people’s warden end Hr. 
Whitten, rector's wardèn.

The proceedings centred round the 
report presented by Hon. Dr. Mosdcil 
on behalf of a special committee which 
has spent several weeks investigating 
the project and devising plans for its 
consummation. Questions of location, 
materials and method of construction 
and plans for financing the undertak­
ing were all dealt with and practical 
recommendations were in each case 
made to the parishioners. The discus­
sion that followed was long, but in­
teresting and to the point. It bespoke 
the careful attention, keen interest and 
practical knowledge of the big and en­
thusiastic gathering, in which the la­
dies, as well a_s the men of the parish 
Were well represent^. The report was 
received and adopted by the meeting.

The plans approved by St. Mary’s 
parishioners provide for the immediate 
construction of a three-storey build­
ing of concrete, to be located on the 
site of the present hall, which will be 
removed as soon as the school year is 
ended. Provision is to be made for 
modern and well-equipped schools in 
the building and for facilities for the 
work of the various organizations that 
are doing so much valuable work for 
the Church of St. Mary the Virgin. 
One of the storey’s, which will have 
greater floor space than the British 
Hall, is to be designed and equipped 
as a public hall and will have an es­
timated seating capacity of one thous­
and people. It will supply a great 
and long-felt need in the West End of 
the city.

After discussing building plans in 
detail and approving of ways and 

vmeans of financing the project, the 
meeting of parishioners resolved it­
self into a Building Committee of the 
Whole for the realization of the 
scheme. An executive wras formed, 
consisting of Hon. Dr. Mosdell, chair­
man; Mr. L. G. Chafe, deputy-chair- 
han; Mr. Max Colton, recording sec­
retary; Mr. Bert Colton, corrrspond- 
ing Secretary; Mr. D. R. Thistle, 
Treasurer; Mr. Harley Skirving, as­
sistant secretary. The Rector, Rev. 
A. B. S. Stirling, and the two wardens 
Messrs. G. F. Pike and A. Whitten ,arc 
also members, ex officio, of the ex­
ecutive.

The building plans disposed of, the 
meeting took up garden party mat­
ters. This event is staged for June 
17th, and the parishioners plan to 
make it the best and most successful 
on record. All proceeds are to go to 
the Parish Hall fund and St. Mary’s 
people are confident that their friends 
throughout the city will, in view of 
this special need, assist with their 
patronage even more generally and 
liberally than of former years.

The unannounced appearance of 
Rev. Henry Uphill on the platform last 
night shortly after proceedings began, 
thrilled and delighted St. Mary’s folk, 
who gave him a regular ovation on 
his entry to the hall. The former rec­
tor made a brief speech in which he 
complimented the parishioners on 
their keen practical interest in church 
matters, as displayed by their pres­
ence. He congratulated them on 
their progressive ideas and ideals and 
created much enthusiasm by his ex­
hortation for hard and united work 
for very necessary undertakings they 
had decided to shoulder.

STRIBLING KATOED CHILEAN

BOSTON, May 7.—William L. (Young) 
Stribling, of Atlantic, Ga., to-night 
won his first fight in the heavyweight 
class, when he was awarded a technic­
al knockout in the fourth rounfl over 
Quintin Romero, Chilean heavyweight 
champion.
