Mr. John Harcourt seconded the nomi­
nation. Mr. Ross was a farmer like most 
of those before him. His interests and 
theirs were identical. He had represen­
ted them faithfully in the old Parliament 
and also since the Dominion was formed, 
and had given great satisfaction for his 
straightforward and consistent course. 
He could safely appeal to the Reformers 
to appear in force on Tuesday next, and 
to record such a majority for him as 
would silence all tricksters in future. 
(Cheers).

Mr. A. F. Sherratt said he had great 
pleasure in nominating the worthy Doctor 
of Fergus as the representative, and hp 
hoped the ladies would usetiieir influence 
with their husbands and brothers to get 
him votes. (Latighter and Cheers.) He 
was one of the oldest residents in the 
Riding, and would not have come forward 
to oppose his friend Mr. Ross but the 
Doctor was a younger man, and he thought 
he would be satisfactory to Ithe constitu­
ency at large. He hoped they would all 
go to the polls, and that the ladies would 
do all thèy could to get votes for Orton.

Mr. McManus seconded the nomination.

At the same time 
he intimated that the electors would ad­
journ to tiie Drill Shed, where the candi­
dates would address them. Accordingly 
an adjournment was made to this place, 
when Mr. Beattie was appointed chair­
man, and discharged his duties with great 
ability and strict impartiality. The un­
derstanding .was that Mr. Ross and Dr. 
Orton should be allowed an hour each, 
and the other candidates half an hour 
each. The chairman then introduced 

Mr. Ross, who was received with cheers. 
He said they were met for the perform ­
ance of an important duty, which would 
have an influence for weal or woe on the 
future of this great Dominion. They 
were all aware that there were two great 
parties now in the field—the Ministerial­
ist and Opposition, or, in other words, 
the Conservatives and Reformers. It 
would be his task to point out the differ­
ence between them, and to give his rea­
sons why he espoused the side of the Op­
position, and thereby they might be able 
to arrive at a just and proper estimate 
of the men now in power, and the legis­
lation for which they were responsible, 
They would remember that John A. Mac. 
donald had said in his speech at Peter- 
boro’ that he and his followers had regard 
to the interests of the country more than 
those of party. He on the other hand 
held that the Opposition were the true 
friends of the country, and put its inter­
ests before those of party. In proof of 
this he might refer to the Re distribution 
Bill, in which alterations were made in 
the then existing constituencies, not for 
the purpose of equalizing them, not on 
the representation by population basis, 
but simply in order that they might be 
cut and carved to suit the Government, 
and make more sure the return of mem­
bers who would help to keep them in 
power. Had the Government been at all 
anxious to deal even-handed justice to 
the constitueucies, why did they leave 
Niagara and Cornwall, and other coun­
ties, as they were? These were all 
much smaller in point of population 
than any of the Ridings in this County, 
nild yet they remained untouched. They 
had not far to seek for the cause, and as 
far as this County was concerned, the re­
arrangement was made solely for the 
purposes of securing as many seats as 
possible lor the Government. Do we 
find in this that the interests of country 
predominated over those of party.— 
(Cheers.) The Government had no other 
purpose than this in giving increased re­
presentation to Ottawa and Hamilton. 
His opponents had represented him. as 
lamenting the loss of Erin and Eramssa, 
and the Scotch Reformers in these town­
ships.

outrage as the Double Shuffle, the 
Tupper-McNab stiindal, the attempt to 
defraud the people of this country of their 
constitutional rights, the bribe to Nova 
Scotia, Hineke and his Grand Trunk job­
bery, ebd his Toronto debenture frauds. 
This Tory party would require a great 
deal of washing before they were pure. 
(Cheers). ! He then reviewed the legisla­
tion of the last five yearn, on which as re­
flecting men they should form their 
opinions. He explazted at length the 
outrage on the constitution by the settle­
ment of the Nova Scotia difficulty, when 
Howe and McLellan were bought up. 
This opengd^ tiie way for all abuses of a 
similar character, and the consequence 
was We had now New Brunswick asking 
for better terms, and Manitoba threaten­
ing to do the same. All these things 
threatened the safety of the- Union. He 
also instanced the case of the North-West, 
and the miserable blundering and uncon­
stitutional course of the Government in 
regard to that Province. Nor was their 
conduct any better in legislating for tho 
admission of British Columbia. In con­
nection with that he went into detail on 
the subject of the Pacific Railway, the 
high-handed course of the Government 
in assuming the entire control of the 
construction of the road and the expen­
diture of the money, in pledging the 
country to build it in ten years, in the 
opportunity given for the formation of 
Legislative rings, which being interested 
in contracts on the road, would in con­
sideration of these favours do all they 
could to keep the Government in power.
In the language of the Trade Review this 
was the one great danger ahead, and 
will have a most injurious effect on the 
future of the country. He then adverted 
to the Intercolonial Railway, and pointed 
out where the Government had done 
wrong in carrying out this enterprise. 
Dr. Oifon during the canvass had ad­
verted several times to the so-called na­
tional policy. The Government had no 
reason to be proud of thij policy, for 
they introduced it one session, changed 
it the next, gave notice of its re-imposi­
tion the next session, but on the evening 
of the same day informed the House that 
after all they thought it better for the in­
terests of the country not to do so.— 
(Laughter and cheers.) He argued that 
a duty on flour .wheat, &c., brought in from 
the States did not and could* not materially 
affect the price of grain here, and showed 
that if any party helped to carry the pre­
sent policy it was the Consevatives them­
selves. (Laughter.) The statement made 
by the Doctor that wheat fell 20 cents per 
bushel in Canada when the duty of 4 cents 
was taken off, was too ridiculous to be be­
lieved. Such complaints were never 
heard of before, and we would not have 
heard of them now but as an electioneer­
ing cry. He charged the Government 
as being inimical to reciprocity, for in 
1871, when the Americans were willing to 
take the duty off fish, salt and lumber 
going from Canada, the offer stood for 
about a month, and was not accepted. 
Their opponents attempted to charge 
them with forming coalitions, but they 
appear to forget that they make coalitions 
to suit themselves. We have for instance 
the Conservatives in Fergus forming a 
coalition with Mr. Shaw, of the Express, 
and the Herald, of Guelph, forming one 
with Mr. Fahey. (Laughter.) He de­
fended the course which the Ontario Gov­
ernment had pursued, and held that 
there was no ground for the charges 
preferred against them. In conclusion, 
he said he came before them as a con­
sistent Reformer. The future of the 
Dominion was in their hands. From bis 
past record he could safely appeal to them 
to trust tbim in the future, and he had 
full faith that they would return him as 
their representative to the second Domin­
ion Parliament. (Great Cheering.)

Dr. Orton on coming forward was 
greeted with cheers. He was glad to see 
so many present to-day,, although this 
was such a busy time of- the year. The 
interest they took in public affairs was a 
good guarantee that the country was safe. 
He would briefly review the legislation of 
the past fiVe years, and. go over a few of 
the benefits which would result from the 
course of the Government. He referred 
to the unpleasant state of affairs before 
Confederation, when Upper Canada was 
arrayed against Lower Canada, spoke of 
the way in which Confederation was ac­
complished, and then went on to defend 
the action of the Government in settling 
the Nova Scotia difficulty. He held that 
if that difficulty had not been settled at 
the time, and in the way it was done, tho- 
Union would ultimately have been 
broken up. We ought, therefore, to be 
thankful and grateful that this ques­
tion was settled,. and that that Pro­
vince was now satisfied and living in 
harmony with. us. While Mr. Ross was 
objecting to this arrangement, he forget 
to tell them that Mr. Mackenzie was will­
ing to pay Nova Scotia the pridê of its 
pttblic buildings. (Cheers.) He was 
sorry he could not give the Government 
the same credit for the way they had 
managed matters in Manitoba. They 
had committed serious errors (hear, hear) , 
but they had atoned for these in their 
subsequent legislation, and that Province 
was now in a prosperous state. With 
regard to British Columbia, it was a wise 
and proper step to bring her into the 
Union. He congratulated them on the 
present financial condition of the coun­
try. When a country had three and a 
half millions of surplus, and had paid off 
half a million of her debt she must be in 
a nretty prosperous condition, and the 
finances must have been well managed. 
He claimed great credit for the Govern­
ment in taking tho duties off tea and coffee, 
and in the fact that the banking capital 
had inoréased to twelve millions, the de­
posits to sixty four millions, and that our 
exports were thirty fourmillions. Those 
were subtantial evidences of our prospe­
rity. The postal revenue had greatly in­
creased. The civil service was reformed, 
the militia service was very effective, in 
fact there was no serious grounds for 
disatisf action. (Cheers.) When Mr Ross

He re­
garded the Washington Treaty as a 
masterpiece of statesmanship, and con­
sidered it the host for this country and 
for the empire, and for which we ought 
to be thankful. Canada had made à noble 
sacrifice in the interests of the empire.

He pictured what would have been the 
consequences if the Treaty had not been 

l, that the Americans might have 
made war on us and that Canada would 
have been gobbled up. He then refer­
red to the national policy as regarde 
duties, and charged the Opposition for 
endeavoring to injure the interests of 
the farmers by the removal of the duties 
on wheat and flour. With regard to the 
Pacific Railway, the Government had 
adopted the only course they could take. 
There were tracts of rich land along the 
route, which would yet be the homes of 
millions. During the building of the 
road the farmers of Ontario would profit 
largely by it, and there was no danger 
that commercial depression would ensue 
when it was finished. They were bound 
to build the road. (Cheers.) He charged 
the Globe and the Opposition with incon­
sistency in at one time favoring its con­
struction and now opposing it. With re­
gard to Mr. Ross’s remarks about Coali­
tions, the Conservatives never said that 
Coalitions were bad. He had been charged 
with trying to raise the national cry, but 
this wa# false. He esteemed his Scottish 
fellow subjects as highly as those of any 
other nationality, and counted many of 
them among his supporters and friends.
He charged Mr. Ross with taking the 
duty off wheat and flour (Oh, and ' 
cheers) when they ought to have had a 
higher duty imposed. At the same time 
he was an advocate of free trade between 
the United States and Canada (laughter), 
but so long as they put duties on our 
goods then we ought to do it on theirs, 
and force their Government to give us 
free trade. We had the whip hand of 
them and should force them to open their 
markets to us. He defended the Govern­
ment on the Distribution of Seats Bill, 
and said that Stirton and Parker manag­
ed things so that in the election of 1867 
they made the South Biding a pocket 
borough and framed the Centre Biffing so 
as to- secure it for Parker. The Doctor’s 
time being up he closed rather abruptly 
by asking them to elect him as their re­
presentative, and retired amid cheers.

Mr. James Young was then introduced 
and was received with cheers. He con­
gratulated them on the glorious privilege 
they enjoyed of discussing public ques­
tions, and though they disagreed in their 
views on these they could still be friends, 
and discuss them without acerbity of feel­
ing. He had came to-day at the request of 
friends to1 briefly speak to them on these 
questions, and he would do so without 
introducing anything of a personal cha­
racter. Looking at the interests of the 
country he had no hesitation in saying 
that the Dominion Government was most 
extravagant and corrupt and unworthy 
the confidence of a free people. (Hear, 
hear.) Ho would appeal to Conservatives 
as well as Reformers, if it was not their 
duty to defend and uphold the constitu­
tion, and if it was not the duty of the 
electors of this Riding to maintain this 
constitution by electing a man who would 
gite his every effort to do so. We were told 
the Government ought to be maintained, 
but on what ground ? Did they not take 
in* their arras the rebel Howe, and in 
the pacification of Nova Scotia struck at 
the constitution. The effects of this are 
already apparent in the claims of British 
Columbia and Manitoba which are even 
now looming up. Quebec too has given 
warning that she too will demand more 
money. Thus the old abuses of which 
we complained will be re-inacted in an in­
tensified form. He charged the Govern­
ment with a frightful waste of money.
Dr. Orton took good care to say nothimrv 
about that when speaking of the Inter­
colonial Railway. He took good care not 
to tell them that in the selection of the 
long route they had wasted eight mUliofis 
of money, which might as well have 
been thrown into the sea. He was glad 
to find that Dr. Orton admitted the blun­
ders of the Government about Manitoba, 
a Province which by the wire pulling of 
Cartier had been dwarfed in its dimen­
sions, where rebels had been exalted to 
places oi honor and power,and loyal men 
treated with contumely and contempt. 
(Cheers.) We had seennot long ago, that 
the three Governments concerned had 
refused to take the first steps 
to bring the murderer of a loyal 
man to justice. Were they prepared to 
support a Gov’t which insulted loyalty 
and rewarded treason. (Cries of never.)
He was proud to say that the country 
was prosperous, but it was not the Gov­
ernment’s doings. The country was ' 
prosperous in spite of the Government. 
The next thing he supposed they would 
claim credit for would be the rain and 
sunshine. (Laughter.) They had the 
fact before them that the ordinary ex­
penditure of the country had increased 
from 812,700,000 in 1867 to 619,700,000 
in 1872, or about one and a-half millions 
increase per annum. No country could 
show such an instance of reckless ex­
travagance. The Treaty, of Washing­
ton had been extolled to the skies by Dr. 
Orton, but he forgot to tell them that Sir 
John A. Macdonald, only a short time 
before it was carried, in Ms despatch to 
the Home Government, said that by its 
terms they would have to cede valuable 
territorial rights, for which they would • 
receive no adequate return. And yet he 
and Ms Government, and the Conserva­
tives and their press, turned-round in a 
day and praised it as one of the blessings 
of the 19th century. As a loyal Canadian 
he was bound to say that he believed 
that Treaty would tend to weaken the 
ties between us and Britain, and push us 
into the arms of the United States. We 
had given up our fisheries, for wMch we- 
had received no adequate consideration. 
Dr. Orton had tried to raise the bugaboo, 
about war with the United States,but such 
silly talk was beneath contempt. He 
combatted the arguments raised by Dr, 
Orton as to the effect of taking off the 
duties on wheat and flour, and made, 

reat fun of the so-called national policy.
[e reviewed the policy of the Govern­

ment on the Pacific Railway Act, and 
concluded an able speech by advising 
them to rally to the polls on the 18th. 
and return Mr. Ross at the head of the 
poll.

Mr. James Fahey was then introduced, 
and was loudly cheered by a few indi­
viduals in the Hall. He occupied his 
half hour by giving a very rambling 
speech, in which he vaunted his loyalty 
at a great rate, tried to make some jokes 
about Mr. Young, Mr. Guthrie, and Coali­
tions, demolished the Opposition, in his 
opinion, by telling them that Mr. Holton 
voted for the WasMngton Treaty, and 
after shouting himself hoarse in praise 
of Dr. Orton, John A. and the Tories re­
tired amid the renewed cheers ortho 
scattered few aforesaid.

Mr. Guthrie next came forward, and 
was received with cheers. He made an 
able and 'effective speech, which told well 
on the audience. He said they had been 
pleasantly tickled with the funny things

He had 
for yearn acted with the Opposition, and 
he'oould tell him he would remain in 
opposition for the Reformers were going 
to win. (Cheers.) He referred to the 

Morions victories the Reformers had 
achieved in North Norfolk, Brockville, 
and Grenville, and he hoped they would 
keep the ball rolling. It did not require 
a lawyer to tell them that the Govern­
ment had actpd unconstitutionally in the 
Nova Scotia case, for they all know that 
the British Parliament was the only 
power to alter an Act which had been 
passed by that body. There was great 
danger in thus tampering with our 
constitution, for if the Government 
meddled with the financial part of it, 
what was to hinder them tampering with 
the portion of it regulating our repre­
sentation. One of the strongest object­
ions Reformers had to the present Govern­
ment was the assumption of power to 
which they were not entitled, as for in­
stance in the case of the Pacific Railway, 
which was placed under the control of the 
Government, or in other words the Gover­
nor in Council. This was the true family 
compact style of governing. According 
to our constitution the Government 
can’t pay a clerk's salary without 
the sanction of the people’s repre­
representatives. Yet we find them arro­
gating to themselves the power to spend 
thirty millions of dollars, and dispose of 
fifty million acres of land. None of the 
Conservative speakers had touched on 
these points to-day, and yet they were 
matters of deep interest to us, for every 
farm in the county was mortgaged for 
this money. What the Opposition de­
mand is that if pur farms arc mortgaged 
for this money Parliament should have 
the right to say how it is to be spent, 
fCheers). In this matter the Govern, 
ment was a good deal like the patent 
right peddlers, (laughter) who made 
great promises of the fortunes their ma­
chines were to realize, ahd as soon as 
they got the votes, the poor dupes might 
look in vain for their profits or even for 
the value of their money. No one would 
presume to say that Dr. Orton was a 
better man than Mr. Ross, and they had 
experience to-day that he was not a 
better speaker nor so good, (Hear, hear) 
and he would ask them how could they 
support a man like Dr. Orton, who would 
support men who will make any sacrifice, 
and waste anyamount of money to maintain 
themselves in power. They had heard a 
good deal about the Treaty of Washing- 
lôii, but not a word was said by the 
Tories about the Fenian claims, which 
were of more importance to us than the 
Alabama claims. He did not believe in 
this mealy-mouthed policy, and he was 
astonished to find a warrior like Dr. Or­
ton trembling all over for fear that if we 
had not accepted the Treaty, the Yan­
kees would go to war with Canada. He 
was proud to say that the young men 
of Canada were not so chicken-hearted, 
and that they proved themselves better 
stuff at Ridgeway. (Cheers). He held 
that the Treaty was an eternal disgrace 
to Canada and to the man that signbd it 
for us. It was nonscnce for the Tories 
to try and defend the policy on the In­
tercolonial Railway, they might as well 
favour the building of a railway from Fer­
gus to Toronto round by Collitigwood. 
(Hoar, hear). And the corruption of the 
Government was not confined to great 
matters. They had the cases of Walsh 
and Col. Gray in point. He said the 
British Columbia Act was an outrage on 
Ontario, for it in effect told us that every 
individual there was as good as eighteen 
men in this Province. He concluded his 
speech by saying that he was glad this 
contest was being carried on without 
sectarian or national prejudices being 
mixed up with it", and that the motto of 
the Reformers was the same as he re.ad 
on the walls surrounding them “ Success 
to Agricultural Interests, All Honour to 
the Pioneers of the Forest, and Canada 
for Ever.” (Great cheering).

Mr. Chadwick followed, but as the 
hour was getting lato and the people be­
coming impatiènt he did not got a good 
hearing.
