Agriculture

- A Local Option bill for Scotland has_
passed its second reading in the Im-
perial House of Commons. The object
erof the measure, it is said, is to confer
on the electord in prescribed areas con-
trol over the granting and renewal of
license eertificates; to secure a’later
hour opening for publié houses, and to
amend the law relating to clubs. Mr.
Roberts, who -introduced the measure,
explained that/he embodied in the bill
of the measure, it-is said, is to consid-
many of the suggestions which were |
made when a similar bill went through
grand committee last year. There was
an overwhelming majority for it be-
fore the general election, and: that
majority was now increased by one.
The real reason for the stubborn hos+
tility to it was the electioneering pow-
er of the liquor trade, which conttolled
one party in the House, captured the
second chls_latlve Chamber, dictated)
to consﬁtuencles. and marked down
candidates - for Dpolitical extinction,
Against  that trade he claimed an en-
larged pi)Wer of self-protection and ah
increased ~measure - of control: Mr.
Eugene Wason, the chairman of the
Seottish party, seconded the motlf}n for
tiie ‘second reading of the bill, “as a
moderate . dfinker,” Scotland, he, said,
was more advanced than England in
this matter, and Scottish members
would not résj: until they had secured
the passage . of- this measure mto law
for the. protection of Scottish Homes. Al
The rgjectlon of the bill was moved
by Mr. Bottomley, who declared that
drunkenneqs was five times mater to-
day m»euéow, which had restrictive’
Iegisla.tlon. than in Sheffield, which was
free. ‘l‘he debate on this blll occupled
the rest of the afternoon.

“The Panama. canal, to all mtenta
and purpeses,” he says, “will not. be a
canal at all, but a lake—a broad fresh
water lake, 32 miles long, and with an
area of 164 square miles, a lake which
will' flood the country in some places
far. beyond the 10-mile limits of the
canal zone, from within seven miles
of the Atlantic to a distance of but nine
from the Pacific side of the isthmus.

“Most persons do not realize that.
They picture the waterway as a' big
dttch, which it is mot. For only nine
miles through Culebra cut will the
work be very much like what the aver-
age mind seems to have conceived. And
when it is finished, even that Culebra
section will form part of the lake it-
self. Provided you're going from New
York to San Francisco by boat five
years from now, that is what will hap-
pen when you get to Panama:

“At Colon, on the Caribbean gide,
you will run into a wroad, deep, chan-
nel, which has already beén dredged
out of the soft, sea-level swamp land
for -seven miles, in to Gatun. There
you will see ahead of you a'low, gently

WASTE OF CHILD LIFE.

Great Loss in United States by Pre-
ventable Disease

Two hundred thousand children die
annually from preventable diseases in
the United States. Such is the asser-
tion of  the United States Census
Bureau, which has just completed a
compilatjon of vital statistics for 1908.
The bureau refers to this mortality as
a waste--more serious than race sui-
cide. Present day knowledge of sani-
tary measures, it says, should step in
and stop the waste. The registration
area for which statistits are presented
includes only -about one-half of the to-
tal population of the United States.
For this reg.stration ‘area 691,574
deaths were returned for 1908. Nearly
one-fifth were infants under one year
of age and over one-fourth of children
less than five years of age. The bureau
noteg ‘in passing that the brute force
of the-figures representing theé actual
deaths  are more impressive than any

Dr. Cressy L. Wilbur, who assembled
the statistics for the government, as- |
serts .that mno children should die im|
early . infancy of childhood, except!
from the comparatively small propor-
tion of accidents that are strictly un-|
avoidable. The bureau points out that
the general death rate of the country |
is' largely dependent on its infant mor-'
tality because the death rates of in-|
fants and young chi'dren are high, and!
affect a relatively numerous element |

LADY WHO STOPPED

With Single Policeman She Has

Matadors in Ring

Arrested.
Los Angeles, May 6.——A heroic tale
attaches itself to the name .of the
Jeannette Ryder, wife of Dr. Ryder,

of No. 90, the Prado,-Havana, which
is related by Mrs. Fanny Briggs of
this city who, with her husband, has
just returnmed from a tour of Cuba.

“Mrs. Ryder is -working against
practically four-fifths of the inhabit+
ants of Havana and the island, in her
efforts to bring about better treatment
of animal life,” said Mrs, Carr yester-
day. “From the Americans she re-
ceives scarcely a thought, and desapite
this fact she is accomplishing great
reforms in humanitarianism.

“Her <creeéd is the treatment of
horses, cattle, dogs and cats <when
they need it, and the prevention of
cruelty to these and other animals.
In her efforts to accomplish these
ends she has made a name for her-
self which stands out enviably amnog
the humanitaritanms of the century.”

Mrs. Ryvder is the woman who, alone
and unaided, brought to stop a bull-
fight, succeeded in having the prin-
cipals arrestéd, and came to the real-
ization that the govermment of Cuba
is mot of the reform kind.

Bulifighting in 'Cuba has been for-
bidden by law. Despite these facts
these brutal exh’bitions are
carried on and the rnalefactors receive
little, if any punishment, for the al-
leged simple reason that many of them
are officials who are interested es=
pecially in the money which is paid
over to them by the promoters of the
fight.

Hearing of a proposed bullfight in
a little city not far from Havana, Mrs.
Ryder journeyed there on the appoint-
ed day and was in time t0 see eight
poor, broken down horses gored by
the infuriated bulls. She called upon
the police to stop the fight, but could
find only, a single one who would come
to her assistanc. With him, she
stepped out into the arena and ar-
rested the muatadors.

Stopped a Bulifight

Realizing that  the “sport” was
spoiled, the great audience instead of
applaufing the valiant action of the
American woman, hissed her and cries
of “Kill her, kill the American wo-
man,”  were heard. &he managed to
escape bodily harm and brought sév-
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eéral of the leading culprits before a
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Cuban judge. That offictal smilingly
informed Mrs. Ryder that he was for
the strict enforcement of the law, and
then proceeded to fine each of the
participants In the ftght $5.

Cobourg and Gotha. Educated by pri-
vate tutors, 6n a plan outlined by
his father, he later stuflied at Edin-
burgh, Oxford and Cambridge. A long
period of travel followed, during which
he wént over Europe and the east. In
1860 he 'made a triumphant . tour
through Canada, and the United States.
The prince married on March 10, 1863,
Princess Alexandria, oldest daughter of
the. Panish Prince, who became -some
months later King Christian IX. Six
children were born, two of whom, the
Duke of Clarence and Prince Alexan-
der, died. The surviving children are:

George Frederick, Prince sof Wales,
Duke of Cornwall and York, now king.

Princess Louise, who married the
Duke of Fife.

Princess Victoria, Alexandra, and
Princess Maud Charlotte, who was
married to Prince, Karl of Denmark,
now King Haakon VII., of ‘Norway,

The King was of the House of Han-
over, which dates from the accession
to the throne of King George L, in 1714.

Twice befqre ascending the throéne,
BEdward's lifé was despaired of. In
1871 he was so seriously ill with ty-
phoid fever that for,K weeks his death
was expected. In 1898 he fell on the
stairs during a visit to Baren FPFer-
dinand de Dothschild at Waddesdon
Manor and fractured a knée cap. Com-
plications ensued and for a time" his
condition was dangerous.

His coronation, originally set for
June 26, 1902, and 7postponed until
August 9 on account of illness, was
a pageant of almost unparalelled
splendor, and the Occasion of a cele-
bration throughout the world. His
short reign was a peaceful one, after
the conclusion of the Boer war, which
was_in progress when he became king.

Several times ‘the King's life has
been in danger from anarchists or
cranks. On April ‘4, 1900, when as a

prince he was in Brussels, Jean Sipido,

a boy 15 years old, fired at him ag he
was seated in a rallway coach. Tioe
shot did no harm. The boy was heid
not mentally responsible.

A plot to assassinate him and King
while he was in
Lisbon in 1903 was discovered and
frustrated.

The King was always a great tra-
veller and was nearly as well known
on. the boulevards of Paris and in the
casinos of Biarritz and Hamburg, as
he .was along Piccadilly. He always
exhibited a marked preference for the
society of Americans.

Bassano, May 4.—Nine months ago|
Bassano consistéd of a section house, a
boéarding house, a small store and a
livery barn amd a population of about
20 people. The place first came into
notice as a convenient place for home-
steaders and land seekers to leave the
rajlway line for the country north of
Red Deer. Today Bassano is a flour-
ishing town of about 500 population,;
and over fifty places of business. !

The place was named after Mr. Bas- |
sano an Italian engineer on the con-:
struction of the C. P. R, and for
twenty-five years it was merely a side
track used for the crossing of trains.
There were no houses in sight; nothing
but the bald, bare, barren prairie and
nobody ever dreamed that it would be
anything else than a mere siding. It
was however a good grazing ground for
stock; the brown prairie grass and. the
fine water of the Bow river, g3 few
miles south fattéened many a cholce
steer for the old country market, but
this was thought to be the only use fo
which the country .‘for a hundred
miles. north and south would ever be
utilized. i

In visiting a new town I a.lwa)s try !
to study cenditions as.to the causes
which . brought . it into - existence, its
future prospects and whether .the re-
sources of the. surrounding distriet?
guarantee the permanency’ and future
growth of the place. i

It was without doubt the settlemént
of the land thrown open for home-
steading by the Oliver Liand act that
brought Bassano into existence and it
was the passing, through of the set-
tlers to these lands that made the town
what it is-—one of the busiest Iittle
towns in Alberta.

These |
were WBrought in by people who had|
come here last fall, made their entries’
for land gnd returned either to Eastern
Canada or the United States to make
preparations for moving to their new|
homes. -In addition to this there were
hundreds of others who _purchased
their outfits here. At the present time
there are fully fifty famiilies Hving in,
tents in Bassano, preparing tb go on
homesteads as soon as the head of the
family has transported their effects
out to their new homes and provided,
some kind of accommeodation for the
family.

Fluctuation of Prices

The April number of the federal gov-
ernment Labor Gazette, plblished at
Ottawa, (outside its ownp
g0 that it may bear the typo.' union
label), contains further results of an
inquiry which is being considered by
the labor department into pricés and
cost of living. Figures given this month
deal with the wholesale prices of dairy
products and fish. Theéy show that
dairy products were at their lowest in
1906-7, and highest in 1908, when gen-

average for 1898-9. Prices.in 1909 were
slightly lower than in 1908, though
eggs were considerably higher, 71.5 per
cent. above average for the .last de-
cade since 1897. The+ price of 7 eggs
has advanced approximiately 122 ‘per
cent, In the case of dairy products
generally, - prices have advanced 44.6
per cent. since 1897.. In fish there
has been a similar:riseof price, the
-average being 34 per-cent. higher in
1909 than in the decade 1890-1899. The
lowest year shown is 1892, since when
prices have advanced 40.8 per cent.
