HEAR BOTH SISES !

“ Hear the other side,” is very good ad­
vice, and the journalist who wishes to aid 
his readers in coming to sound conclusions 
on controverted subjects will let them know 
what is said on both sides. The fashion 
which some newspapers have of giving scraps 
of information on the side they favor is 
most unfair and moat unsatisfactory to their 
intelligent and fair-minded readers. For 
instance, the Westminster Columbian, in 
dealing with the question of the cancella­
tion of Mr. J. P. McLeod’s certificate, 
although it says it is not prepared to eqter 
into the merits of the case, reproduces Mr. 
McLeod’s reply' to the findings of the 
Council of Public Instruction, and com­
mends it to the attention of those of its 
readers who are interested in educa­
tional matters. How can that neces­
sarily onesided statement, made at 
the close of the proceedings, be of usé to 
persons who are interested in the cause of 
education in this province ? Those who 
really desire information on which to form 
an opinion on the merits of the dispute be­
tween Mr-McLeod and the Department of 
Education must be in possession of the facts 
of the case fairly stated. They cannot form 
an opinion upon an ex parte statement such 
as that which the Columbian gives its read­
ers. What would be thought of the friend 
of education who, in order to get7 a knowl­
edge of the details of -a somewhat complicat­
ed, case, should study only the speeches of 
the counsel for one side, refusing to read 
what was said by the advocate of the other 
side and rejecting as “ dry ” the evidence 
taken in the case. Hp would be looked 
upon not as an honest seeker after knowl­
edge but as a purblind, bigotted partisan 
who did not want to know the truth. Yet 
this seems to be the estimate which the 
Columbian has formed of its readers. 
Neither it nor any of the other opposition 
newspapers has published the evidence 
taken in this case. The whole proceedings 
have appeared in the Colonist only. The 
other papers seem afraid to let the public 
have the whole truth. They _want their 
readers to, come to a conclusion from these 
partial and partisan representations. We 
trust that the day for that sort of journalism 
is past in this province. We know that 
there are in it—and Westminster no doubt 
has its proportion—a-large number of inde­
pendent and intelligent men and women 
who want full information on subjects of 
public interest. They do not want to be 
treated by the newspapers as children and 
fools who" cannot judge for themselves, but 
must take their opinions at second hand., 
Let our Westminster contemporary act upon 
the assumption that there are sensible peo­
ple among its readers, and treat them ac­
cordingly. Let it give them all the facts of 
the McLeod case and other cases. It will 
find that, from a purely business point of 
view, this is the best policy, and its 
standing will be considerably raised and its 
ufluence increased.

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THE FISHERY COMMISSION.

I8b
We are very much pleased to see that the 

Hon. David W. Higgins has Been placed on 
the Salmon Fishery Commission. He is 
emphatically the right man in the right 
place. He is a-man of ability, intelligence 
ahd energy, and any work that he under­
takes to do will be done thoroughly and 
well. He is intimately acquainted with the 
conditions under which the fishery is carried 
on, and although he has never been engaged 
in the packing business it will not take him 
long to master all Its details. He has, be­
sides, nothing to unlearn and no prejudices 
to overcome. We believe that it is most 
fortunate for- the interests of one of the 
most important industries of the province 
that a man of Mr. Higgins’ talent and exper­
ience is on'the Salmon Fishery Commission.

It is to be regretted that the government 
has placed on the Commission a departmental 
official so unacceptable to the cannera of 
the Fraser River as Mr. Superintendent 
W ilmot. He is certainly, with them, not a 
persona grata. The singular statements 
wnich he made in his very extraordinary 
report did not place them in a very favor­
able .light before the world, and what 
they regard as the unfair treatment 
which they then received at his tyands 
has not disposed them to receive the news 
of his appointment with rejoicing. It is 
just possible that when the cannera and Mr. 
Wilmolf know more of one another their in­
tercourse will become pleasant, and they_ 
will^have a better opinion of each other.

Of Mr. Armstrong, we know very little, 
indeed, but as be is a citizen of Westmin­
ster, and has lived long on the banks of the 
Frasef, he must know a good deal about the 
salmon fishery and be in a position to aid 
intelligently in drawing up rules and regula­
tions for its management.

All connected with the fishery will, we 
are sure, be gratified to find that everything 
pertaining to it is to be inquired into by 
intelligent and impartial men on the spot. 
The conditions under which the salmon 
fishery of the Pacific Coast is prose­
cuted are peculiar. There is no such 
fishery anywhere else in the world. To at­
tempt to regulate it from the offices of the 
Department of Marine and Fisheries in 
Ottawa, three thousand-miles distant, must 
necessarily be unsatisfactory to all 
cemed. Men who know all about a busi­
ness are not apt to submit very patiently to 
the rule of men who know little or nothing 
about it, and it is, therefore, but little won­
der that the relations between the Fishery 
Department and the fishers and packers of 
salmon were not always pleasant or agree­
able. The cannera asked for a commission 
composed of impartial and experienced men 
who would pursue their enquiries on the 
spot, and the present Commission, though 
perhaps not all that they would like, is, in 

' its composition, as good as they had 
to expect.
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It is surprising to see such intolerance in

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A RISING MAN.
¥Sir John Goret, Secretary of the Trea­

sury, is, next to Mr. Balfour, the most pro­
mising of the rising politicians of the British 
Conservative Party. Sir John belongs to 
the new school of Conservatives. He was 
the political tutor of Lord Randolph 
Churchill,, and is, with that erratic but 
brilliant nobleman, a leader of the school of 
Democratic Conservatives. It is, in fact, 
hard to distinguish between suph Conserva­
tives as Gorst, and such Radicals as Cham­
berlain. They# would both import, what 
used to be considered purely social ques­
tions into politics, and they are both the 
warm friends of the workingman.

Sir John Gorst has fought -his own way 
up to his present position; He started in 
life with but few advantages. When quite 
a young man and studying for the bar, 
against the wish of his family and to the 
great apparent injury of his prospects in 
life, he sailed for New^Zealand, to be a lay 
helper of Bishop Patteson in the South Sea 
Islands. The missionary fit, however, did 
not last long. He fell in love with a fellow- 
passenger on the voyage, having little else 
to do, and when he landed in New Zealand 
he was an nagaged man. Instead of going 
to Christianize and civilize the cannibals, 
Mr, Gorst accepted a position under Sir 
George Grey, Governor of New 
Zealand. While ip that colony he 
formed quite a romantic friendship 
with William Thompson, a Maori chief, who 
taught him to respect and sympathize with 
the dark-skinned natives of British Colon­
ies everywhere. Mr. Gorst did not remain 
long in New Zealand. After a few years 
residence there be, with Ms little family, 
returned to England. There he recom­
menced the study of law, and in time was 
admitted to the bar. In 1866 he entered 
Parliament as member for Cambridge. He 
was an aràent admirer of Mr, Disraeli, who 
recognized the ability of his young disciple. 
Mr. Gorst, it appears, distinguished himself 
as a dashing and fearless member of the 
Opposition. After the election of 1868, in 
which the Tories were completely snowed 
under by the newly enfranchised electors, 
Mr. Gorst set about reorganizing thé Con­
servative Party. He saw that the time had 
come for the inauguration of a new system, 
and, much to the disgust of the old fogies, 
he set electioneering among the Conserva­
tives on_a new basis. His methods were 
democratic. He left it to the constituent 
cies to choose their own candidates; before, 
they had been in the habit of accepting, 
without question, candidates which tHe 
party managers in London saw fit to Bend 
them. When the dissolution of 1874 came 
Mr. Gorst had his forces well organized 
and predicted that the Conservatives would 
have a majority of at least fifty. 
His prediction was received with incredulity 
by the whole Conservative party, from Mr. 
Disraeli downwards, and his forecast was 
nicknamed, “Gorat’s champagne estimate,” 
indicating that champagne had a good deal 
more, to do with it than arithmetic based on 
reliable information. However, it turned 
out that the majority exceeded the “ cham­
pagne estimate ” by fifty per cent. That 
was the day of the young politician’s 
triumph, and everyone supposed that when 
the new Government was formed, Mr. 
Gorst would come in for something good. 
But the chief bntler did not remember 
Joseph. Mr. Disraeli, flushed with the 
victory which had been in a great measure 
gained by the patient labor of his humble 
follower, and beseiged by applications from 
men of influence, wholly neglected Gorst, 
and in the division of the spoils he got

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THE POWER OF PARLIAMENT.

We see that a second commission to en­
quire into the conduct of the late Govern­
ment of Quebec is spoken of. Is this set­
ting commissions above governments either 
safe or constitutional ? The proper judge of 
the conduct of a Government is, in the first 
place, "Parliament, or the body in which 
the people are represented, whatever may 
he its name, and, in the second place, the 
people. If Parliament chooses to delegate 
itt powers in a given case to a Commission, 
well and good, but the people are behind to 
judge both the Commission and Parliament. 
When a Governor-General or a Lieut.-Gov- 
ernorjippoid^g a commission to enquire into 
the conduct of the members of a Govern­
ment he, m our opinion, takes upon himself 
an authority that belongs ot right to the re­
presentatives of the people. It is to them, 
and not to the Governor, that the ministers 
are responsible, and Parliament is the tri­
bunal which should either acquit or con­
demn them.

There are many who say hard things of 
members of the present Dominion Govern­
ment. What would the people of the Dom­
inion say if the Governor-General, giving 
ear to the counsels of enemies of the Gov­
ernment, appointed a Commission to enquire 
into, the conduct of Mr. Abbott and his col­
leagues ? If such an act on his part would 
Hot provoke a revolution, Canadians are less 
intelligent than we believe them to be, and 
value their constitutional privileges more 
lightly than we think they do. The people 
of* the Dominion would naturally say : 
“ Parliament should have the first chance 
of pronouncing upon the conduct of the 
Ministry, and, after it has given its decision, 
the Governor-General, if he believes that 
that decision is not "In accordance with the 
conclusions arrived at by us, can then ap­
peal from Parliament to the electorate. ” It 
seems to us absurd to say that it is proper 
and constitutional for a Lieut.-Governor to 
do what- the Governor-General, or the 
Queen herself, would not venture to at­
tempt.

This, or something like this, was the 
ground taken by Sir John Macdonald in 
the Letellier case. Sir John, in one of the 
ablest speèches ever delivered ' in Parlia­
ment, showed that the power of a Governor 
to dismiss his ministers was one so sur-
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ACROSS THE LINE.con-
Honest Canadians feel indignant and 

humiliated when they hear of the corrup­
tion that has been successfully carried on 
in their own country. They' blush for 
Canada when they are told that members 
of Parliament and men high in the civil 
service have conspired with contractors to 
rob the people, for the purpose both of fill­
ing their own pockets, and of debauching 
the electorate. They are astounded when 
they read that the agent ot the Premier of 
a province was allowed to draw an immense 
amount of the people’s money out of the 
public treasury, and expend it in paying 
the debts of the Premier, in aiding friends 
in the Government, and for his own pri­
vate purposes. When they know that 
men whom they believed to be honest have 
robbed the people themselves, and have 
associated with the robbers, they are in­
clined to believe the stories which they read 
and hear of corruption that is still undis­
covered. But when all that is told 
and all that is suspected of Canadian cor­
ruption, disgraceful as it is considered, it is 
not for a moment to be compared with the cor­
ruption that flourishes on the other side of 
the national boundary line. There corrup­
tionists donotgo to the trouble of hiding their 
acts. Their rascality is open and audacious. 
Offices of all kinds are bought and sold, 
and politicians have their market price ts 
certainly as horses and steers. We 'have 
net to go far to find evidenced this. , The 
Americans themselves proclaim the humi­
liating facts in the face of the whole world. 
At a meeting held in San Francisco, on 
Tuesday last, a resolution was passed stat­
ing that th^- inquiries 61 the Grand Jury 
had shown “that official venality of the most 
depraved type existed in the cilgr and state 
governments, that all positions, from United 
States Senator down, were sold, and that 
legislators brazenly bartered their votes.” 
That meeting was convened be­
cause the attempt made by . an 
upright judge and an honest grand 
jury to bring meti who were knoryn 
to be thieves, boodlers and officials unfaith­
ful to their trusts to justice, had failed 
through the intrigues of corrupt poli­
ticians, aided by judges who had been 
bought. For a few weeks the California 
bosses trembled. They feared that justice 
would overtake them at last. But they 
found means to defeat the efforts of honest 
men to purify the Government of the state 
and the city, and now the bosses are again 
holding up their heads as fearlessly and as 
shamelessly as ever they did. To this con­
summation Canada will come if the people 
do not show that they are in earnest in 
stamping out corruption wherever it shows

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- THE KOOTENAY COUNTRY. '

The accounts that are continually reach­
ing us from the Kootenay district lead to 
the conclusion that it is one of the richest 
mining regions, not of this continent only, 
but of the world. Discovery after discovery 
has been made, which proves that the 
country abounds in the most valuable metals 
and minerals, and much of its area is still 
unexplored. Enough, however, is known of 
its great resources to attract enterprising 
investors and hardy and enrageons miners. 
The prospect is that very large additions 
will be made to the population of the dis­
trict in the ensuing year. If the country 
on further examination proves as rich as it 
promises to be Vities will soon spring up in 
it, and it will become in a very short time 
the most populous as well as the richest 
part of the province.

The country is, however, still rough and 
undeveloped in every way. Before the 
miners can avail themselves of the riches 
that are to be found in almost- every part of 
it, it must be made easier of access. Roads 
and trails must be opened and improved, 
and bridges built wherever they are re­
quired. This is the legitimate work of the 
•Government. We are not among those 
who believe that men engaged in the 
.different industries of the country should be 
petted and spoon-fed by the Government. 
But the Government should give them a 
chance to help themselves. It is not to be 
expected, that the miners in a new and 
rough country, like West Kooteny, can, in 
addition to the work of prospecting and 
mining, make the roads and open the trails 
that they require. ThoSe roads and trails 
are for the use of all, and all should bear 
their share of the expense of supplying the 
district with sufficient means of intercom­
munication. Let the Government convince 
itself of the richness of the country and of 
the prospect of its being soon settled, and 
then begin energetically the work of open­
ing it up. The money invested in' aiding 
in this way the development of the Koote­
nay District, will be sure to bring in a large 
and quick return. The addition of only 
thirty thousand consumers and tax-payers 
to the population of the province will 
greatly stimulate its trade, and materially 
add to its revenue. Men who know the 
district, and have a good idea of the nature 
and the extent of the discoveries that have 
been recently made in it, believe that before 
three years have expired its population will 
have increased to a far greater extent than 
thirty thousand They have seen how less' 
promising areas in the United States have 
been settled, and they speak with a confi­
dence that shows that they have perfect 
faith in the truth of their own predictions.

above the law, or act in contravention of it, 
they come into collision with the Depart­
ment. What else could they expect ! The 
officials of the Department have been 
appointed to administer the law as they 
find it, not to alter or improve it, or 
to act independently of it, and it is 
their duty to see that all who are working 
under it must act in the same way. Even 
with those who evince a disposition to carp 
at the law and to disregard the authoritative 
rules and regulations, have been treated 
with forbearance by the Department, and 
have hot been proceeded against until they 
have openly set its-authority at defiance.

Mr. Wm. Jensen, proprietor of the Hotel 
Dallas, was, yesterday morning, fined $20 
and coats, by the city police magistrate, for 
selling liquor one week ago to-day, in viola­
tion of the provincial statute of last session.

The charge was laid by Sèrgt. Levin, who 
prepared the case, but who did not, how­
ever, go into the box himself. His first 
witness, young man named Hannan, said 
that he visited the Dallas in company with 
two friends, on Sunday, and was served 
with a glass of beer over the bar. No 
Question was asked bim. In reply to Mr. 
Wootton, who appeared for the defence, 
the witness said that he registered, by 
Mr. Jensen’s request.

T. L. Johnson corroborated Hannan’s 
testimony. He saw Mr. Jensen at the 
hotel, he said, and was asked by that 
gentleman if he was a traveller. Replied, 
1* Yes, I’m a traveller,” but did not register. 
Entered the bar-room direct from the street, 
and was not ip any other part of the house.

A Hackman named St. Pierre, sworn, de­
posed to having bad a couple of drinks at 
thé Dallas bar. There were several gentle­
men there, Sergt. Levin among them. Went 
into the bar-room from the office, where the 
clerk told him he would have to register, if 
he wanted to get a drink.

The bar tender at the 
Clifford Harrison, said that he was on duty 
on Sunday, but only served liqhor to those 
who informed him that they were travellers, 
when he asked them in obedience to his in­
structions from the proprietor. The bar­
room door, from the street, was not locked.

Assistant Collector Smith proved that the 
Dallas was a duly licensed hotel, and his 
evidence was the last link in the chain of­
fered by the prosecution.

For the defence, Mft Jensen was called, 
and stated that he had paid his license dues 
until the 30th of June, 1892, and on 
Sunday last informed his bartenders 
that the new liquor law came into effect, 
and they were not to sell drinks, except to 
travellers. The orders were for the bar­
tenders to ask each person applying for re­
freshments if he was a traveller and'regis­
tered in the house ; if not, he was not to be 
served.

Mr. Wootton called no other witnesses, 
basing his defence upon his legal argument. 
He held that the license being granted on 
the 31st of December, subject to the rules, 
regulations and by-laws of the Corporation,

In 
justice to the framers of the act, though, I 
don’t think its imperfections can pos­
sibly be stretched to 
mint- you have taken, Mr. Wootton. 

This means every Saturday pight, every 
Sunday and every Monday morning in the 
year. The operation of section 4 was sim­
ply suspended from the date of the passage 
of. the act, April, 1891, until January 1st, 
1892—that’s all If you take section 6 out 
of your argument, you haven’t a leg to 
stand on. One thing that I have noticed 
about this law, and which struck me as 
peculiar, is this—every saloon keeper in the 
city can keep his saloon open if he likes—as 
a temptation to pasaerS-by to enter and to 
himself to sell—but he mustn’t sell. The 
only clear section in the act is section 5.

“As to this case, which involves a point 
of a good deal of importance to your client 
and other hotel keepers. The act provides 
that liquors may be sold to persons in the 
capacity of travellers or to guests at meals 
if required. It would be idle for

. me-, to deny, or for anyone to ooc- 
teed, that fifty, or a hundred
or a thousand citizens going around to the,. 
Dallas hotel on a Sunday afternoon are tra­
vellers; they are not. Beyond this, a fair 
construction of the Act will not permit the 
sale of liquor over the bar to either guests 
or bona fide travellers. The liquor must be 
served with meals. Citizens sre not guests 
simply because they register. It has been 
proved that they registered just to get a 
drink. We have got to get down to the 
hard, common sense. Mr. Jenson may 
have thought he had a right to sell as he 
<$id. I don’t think he had that right. 
And 1 think all who wish to obey the law 
should close their bars. The right is 
allowed of selling liquor with meals; drinks 
should not be passed over the bar. The 
defendant in this case is find $20.”

Neither Mr. Belyea nor I ever said' any­
thing of the kind. L uring the whole time 
of the conversation with May and in all dis­
cussions on the subject he never once stated 
that he wished to proceed against or prose­
cute the Frieds. From what he told us, 
there was absolutely nothing that they 
could be charged with. It must be re­
membered that at that time I knew nothing 
whatever of the Frieds, and all that Mr.
Belyea knew, was what the Chief of Police 
told him to the effect that they were re­
spectable people. From time to time, Mr.
Belyea showed me letters from the At­
torney-General, and one (the last) demand- 
ingthat his declaration should be in his hands 
by 10 o’clock, next morning, as the Execu­
tive would sit to consider it at 12.

Mr. Taylor: I have in view, your Lord- 
ship, the main point of the Commission ; 
but in arriving at that point I was simply 
prefacing my remarks with something that 
I think is very pertinent to this case. My 
obeervatiqns are- intended to show whether 
this prosecution, or persecution, has been 
grounded and founded on the principle of 
pure administration of justice in this 
province, or whether it has been based on 
something else—something concealed be­
hind it.

W hat could be the object of these mis-state­
ments, if they were not intended to show 
that Mr. Belyea attempted to dissuade May 
from pursuing the oobrae advised by the 
Attorney-General? Mr. .Daviè drafted 
this declaration in bis own language, in a 
language that May does not eveu under­
stand, according to Mr. Davie’s own state­
ment. The whole burden of May’s tong 
was. “I want my daughter.” i Mr. Belyea 
was called before the Attorney General. 
He told him that those statements I men­
tion ware deliberate falsehoods. May, him­
self, goes into the box here, and swears that 
they were not true. Why, in the face of 
the fact of Mr. Belyea’s solemn denial was 
May called upon to swear to that docu­
ment? And when this fact is brought to 
the notice of the Attorney-General he says 
that “he didn’t make the declaration. May 
did it himself and was quite able to 
to what he pleased;” in the same breath 
telling us, under oath, that he drafted the 
document foimself, gathered the details, 
wrote them in his own language, and read 
them over to Mr. Belyea. What considera­
tion should have beèn given to May when 
be admits thatjthree of the most important 
statemebte he made in his declaration are 
lies, and when Mr. Belyea, Mr. Gregory,: 
and the Chief of Police, all witnesses pre­
sent at the times May speaks of, swore 
that they were lies. Now to conje to the 
invisible reporter. I don’t wish to say 
much about him, but your lordship has 
heard conclusive evidence on that 
point. It is a singular thing that 
Mr. Davie should have taken May’s state­
ment as gospel truth, notwithstanding the 
sworn testimony of three other men. When 
the Attorney-General tells us that he 
founded this case on that declaration, and 
when your Lordship finds that statement 
false in fact, as it has been proved here to 
be, I say that there is absolutely nothing in 
the conduct of Mr. Belyea, in this matter, 
that calls for comment of an adverse 
nature from anybody. Go the testimqny of 
tiro Attorney-General himself, we have it 
that there would have been nothing wrong 
for Mr. Belyea to have advised May to go 
to another lawyer outside bis own firm. 
Now, if Mr. Belyea thought, after delibera­
tion, that the Fried case was not one for a 
criminal prosecution, and so instructed 
May, I claim that he then had discharged 
his duty aa s magistrate faithfully and well. 
May says himself that he tqld him 
he could do nothing for him “as a magis­
trate.” As your Lordship knows, there 
is nothing in the laws of this country to 
prevent a lawyer or barrister holding a pub­
lic position, provided that he does not mix 
bis two positions up one into the othar by 
making them conflict in the same matters. 
Can it be fairly urged that the mere fact of 
Mr. Belyea’s giving advice as a magistrate, 
and the fact of May retaining him as coun­
sel afterwards to act on his behalf in 
Supreme Court proceedings, means a wrong­
ful act on Mr. Belyea’s part? It has been 
proved here conclusively that no statement 
about a fee of $20 was ever made in the 
police court. The first time the money was 
ever mentioned was in Mr. Belyea’s private 
office, after all the documents and necessary 
papers had been prepared and everything 
had been arranged. Even then the sugges­
tion came from May himself, and not from 
Mr. Belyea at alL Of course Mr. Belyea 
■told May that his usual fee was 

There is no getting round 
that statement, but, between that fact, and 
the statement as it appears in the declara­
tion of May, is a very vast and material 
difference. That act is capable of infinite 
varieties of meaning according to the man­
ner in which it ik suggested and explained. 
Mr. Davie, bva series of manipulations and 
juggling withlkcts, has turned the aspect of 
a Very simple matter into a very serious 
charge. But, your Lordship can see that 
there is a very vast difference. Now I pro­
pose to show th* the course taken by Mr. 
Belyea was the maul/, honest course, and 
was in every way justifiable. I shall pro­
ceed to show you that, in justice to the 
Police Magistrate, the efiurse taken by the 
Attorney-General in this matter, for the 
correctness of which he. has in this court 
pledged his professional reputation, was 
totally wrong, and 1 shall, furthermore, 
show you that my client’s action was 
entirely right. It must be apparent 
that if Mr. Belyea was sincere in 
his duty, as far as his magis­
terial duties went, he did nothing 
wrong, blit, it he was not sincere and hon­
est, hie course of action cannot be too 
strongly condemned. The Attorney-Gen­
eral has stated in the witness box in this 
court, that in his opinion, it was merely 
necessary to take this girl, Hattie May, 
before a judge to lose her altogether, as she 
would be told that she could go away and 
do what she pleased. I stand before him 
and challenge him to produce a single 
authority in the last two hundred years, in 
support of his statement. Now, let us 
analyze the course that Mr. Belyea took. 
What is a criminal prosecution for? I 
again challenge the Attorney-General to 
show me any suggestion, even the dicta of
any court, in the world, -----
the faintest'hint of the validity of 
inal prosecution being put into operation 
for the restoration of a private, 
right. The criminal law is de­
signed to punish offenders and act 
as a deterrent to others. Here we find the 
criminal law put into- operation, not te 
punish the offender or bring the crimininal 
to justice, but to ptocure possession of this 
girl for her father. How, under any 
criminal process in the world, could the girl 
have been legally restored to her parents? 
Had the Frieda kept this girl in their pos­
session by force, by means of threats, by 
undue influence, or some other improper 
mode made her act contrary to the 
wishes of her parents, then a criminal .case 
might have been made out. For the pro­
cedure taken by the prosecution there is no 
justification of this kind. They give no

hint in their evidence; they don’t attempt 
to show, in the slightest degree, that there 
was any justification for their proroejing at" 
all.- Mr. Davie has told ns that the girl’s 
evidence, as submitted to him on? paper, 

Id have convicted Fried. Where is that 
paper? What was that evidence? Why, 
the prosecution didn’t get the^_ girl 
back to her father. It was her own volun­
tary action. She went with her mother as 
soon as she came over to Victoria. There 
is not one tittle of evidence to show that 
the Frieds wanted to keep the girl. In fact 
May swears that he heard Fried advise her 
tg go with her parents. When the girl left 
May to go and get hqr clothes, how does the 
Attorney-General know that she was back 
at Fried’s ? They don’t bring one single fact 
to prove that she was there. The truth of 
the matter is that the girl was not back at 
Fried’s, but at another house altogether.

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reason is that he was afraid to bring the 
girl into court—that he was afraid of the 
shame, afraid of the appalling results to 
this child’s life, afraid that she might, if 
produced in court, be driven into a life of 
prostitution and disgrace. This paltry and 
meaningless excuse carries qp. the face of it 
its own refutation. I am proud to say that 
there is no court on this coutinent in which 
a witness, and, more especially, a female 
witness, would meet with more considera­
tion at 
judge than to 
province; and for the Attorney-General 
to stand up before your Lordship 
and say that this girl would leave this 
court less pure in mind than when she went 
into it is a riot-to-be-forgotten stigma on the 
halls of justice in this country. I say that 
he deliberately casts a slur, which is not a 
fact, which never has been a fact—and 
vi hich, I trust and believe, will never be a 
fact. The excuse of the Attorney-General 
is too flimsy and too clumsy to be thought 
twice about. Supposing that this case was 
one that necessitated questions touching on 
this girl’s moral character, which it was 
not, your Lordship has the power, which, I 
am sure, you would have exercised if neces­
sary, of clearing the court rdom. But, in­
dependent of all that, upon the depositions, 
and upon the evidence itself, leaving out 
the insinuation of the Attorney-General, 
which is too mean and petty to be 
sidered, I state that, if that girli had been 
produced, not one word would have been 
uttered in this court that would have 
brought a blush to the cheek of any woman, 
or assailed her purity one atom. The At­
torney-General talks about casting slurs on 
this girl. The only star, your lordship, the 
only insinuation that has been made against 
the girl in this whole case, was made, yes­
terday, by the Attorney-General himself. 
Handing the letters written by her to your 
lordship, he invited you to smell them and 
judge for yourself. They were perfumed 
with scent and the inference be intended to 
draw was plain. A very far-fetched in­
sinuation, and a miserable attempt to black­
en the girl’s character it was.

Mr. Taylor then quoted several casse in 
law showing the strength of the hold the 
father has over his child, and arguing from 
that, that the habeas corpus proceedings 
instituted by Mr. Belyea were the 
correct action to take in the matter. 
He also quoted from Ellis & Ellis in the 
case of Regina v. Howes, the gist of which 
he claimed effectually answered the conten­
tion that any judge would have allowed the 
girl to exercise her discretion if brought up 
under habeas corpus proceedings. Mr. Tay­
lor then went on :

And now, your lordship, in conclusion, I 
would like to sum up 
shortly and quickly as I 
fence alleged was no charge of abduction for 
Mr. Belyea to deal with. The second charge 
had no ioundation, for no attempt wasmade 
to prove that the girl went back to" Fried’s 
house. No demand was made for $20 until 
long after the papers had been prepared for 
the legal application for habeas corpus. 
May never for a moment intimated that the 
girl was being detained by the Frieda.

The Attorney-Genial then proceeded to 
address the Bench. He said : A most notice­
able feature of this enquiry, your Lordship, is 
that not one word has been said by Mr. Bel­
yea acknowledging even an error, a mistake, 
or an impropriety as ta anything hè has 
done; but, on the contrary, his -defence, 
throughout, has been a justification of his 
conduct, coupled with an attd^k on the 
credit of each o* thé witnesses against him; 
so that the sole question naturally resolves 
itself into one of Condemnation or approval. 
Your Lordship must uu 
I regret, in the place of realiz ng his 
position in the matter, that Mr. Belyea has 
had more concern in the acts and motives of 
others than he has had concerning bis own 
position. First of all, May was subjected 
to a fierce attack. His acts arid motives 
were assailed. My own acts were assailed 
in coarse language, not to characterize it as 
vulgarity. Then the «edibility of the type­
writer.was assailed. His evidence was not 
very material, and he could have had no ob­
ject in prevaricating. He did the work 
casually: He could have no desire but to 
tell the truth, and bis manner while in the 
witness box was that of a youth above sus­
picion. It is suggested of him that he was 
an eavesdropper behind a high desk, and 
out of sight. Yonr Lordship will soon see 
if it was possible to hide anybody behind 
that desk. Even if I bad so hidden him, 
though I have not even done such a thing) 
it would have been neither unusual nor im­
proper. I believe it is a common practice 
among professional men. Then a stupid 
attempt has been made to show , that the 
document Lee prepared was falsified.

His Lordship; Mr. Taylor, you must not 
lose sight of the objects of this Commission.

Whether a person in a judicial position is 
to keep himself free from the possibility of 
personal gain or emolument by means of 1 
position he occupies, or whether a man’s 
pecuniary interests or private practice 
should be, for a moment, allowed to conflict 
with any public position he may hold. That 
is the principle underlying this Commission. 
I think it is a very proper subject for a 
Commission. To me the matter is quite and 
totally impersonal. I have not, during this 
case, regarded persons or personalities for 
one second. I have no wish, Mr. Taylor, to 
interrupt you, and can assure you that you 
may seyr what you please, but Ï simply wish 
to remind you not to forget the real object 
of this Commission.

And.it is clearly most desirable that, at least 
up to that age, no encouragement should be 
given to gins to with raw themselves from 
the fraternal care.

With an intimate knowledge of this law 
on the subject, how could Mr. Belyea sat­
isfy hie own mind that the case was not one 
for a criminal prosecution but for habeas 
corpus ’proceedings? I say that the proper 
remedy was to invoke the criminal law. 
One has only to make himself conversant 
with the law of habeas corpus to know that 
it is simply for the release of persdns con­
fined against their will. If they are not 
detained against their will, the groundwork 
for habeas corpus proceedings falls away. 
It is perfectly true that a girl under 16 
years of age is not legally possessed of an 
opinion, but I contend th$t, for all 
practical purposes, a child can do as she 
pleases, and the strong arm of the law 
should step in and the child be brought be­
fore a judge. But assuming that I am 
wrong from beginning to end of this busi­
ness; assuming that my idea of this habeas 
corpus business is all wrong, how does that 
help Mr. Belyea? Being bound by his 
position to assist without money 
or fee, how could he answer that 
question of May’s so as to put $20 
in his own pocket as an attorney. Bui the 
wrong doing did not stop eveu here. August 
May was advised to seek other counsels. He 
does so, and lays an information against the 
Frieds for improper conduct. And then-1— 
conld you believe it—this same Belyea now 
charges his garb of lawyer and again dons 
the magisterial robes, and in those robes deals 
with this very case of the father (seeking 
his daughter in which he had been unsuc­
cessful in obtaining the fee of $20.

Egan's Escort of the Kgjtogeee.
Valparaiso, Jan 11.—There is a great 

deal of talk about the action of Minister 
Egan, yesterday, in escorting the three Bal- 
macedist refugees, Juan and W'. McKenna 
and Jose Carrera, from the American lega­
tion at Santiago to Valparaiao and placing 
them aboard the United States cruiser 
Yorktown; but the knowledge that he did 
so with the tacit approval of the new ad­
ministration has disarmed severe criticism. 
The press give considerable space''to the 
subject, but discuss it in a calm spirit. 
While in no wise condemning Mr. Egan for 
what he had done in the matter, it asserts 
thvt the United States government must as­
sume the responsibility, if its minister loses 
the respect of the public in escorting such 
characters as these refugees, for his doing 
so degrades him to the level of a policeman.

Buenos Ayres Threatened.
Buenos Ayres, Jan. 11.—Rumors are 

current here that a revolt Jjas taken place 
among the Seventh and Second regiment» 
of the line. It is commonly believed that 
the révoltera were suborned by the follow­
ers of General Reca. The Government has 
takén measures to suppress the insurrection. 
The First regiment of the line and the Third 
artillery have been ordered out to reinforce 
the Buenos Ayres garrison, and /cartridges 
have been served to all the men ;ybut it is 
feared that,"despite these preparations, the 
insurgents are so strong that they will 
march from Rosario, Mendoza and Laplata 
upon Buenos Ayres.

The Duke or Clarence* Illness.
London, Jan. 11.—To-night’s bulletin re-, 

garding the health of the Duke of Clarence 
is not reassuring. His illness is affecting 
him severely, but his constitution bears up_ 
under the strain. The doctors in attend­
ance consider the symptoms to be, on the 
whole, favorable. The illness of the Duke 
is the subject of town talk. One cause of 
anxiety is the fact that so many deaths have 
oc;urred nnder the Georges - in the royal 

‘family, a fact to which the Queen owes her 
elevation to the throne.

Cause of the Khedive's Death.
London, Jan. 11.—The~Times, referring 

to the,death of the Khedive, denies what it 
vaguely describes as “rumors only too 
usual in Oriental countries.” This is sup­
posed to mean 
effect that the Khedive had been intention­
ally poisoned. On the other hand, the 
Times gives prominence-to a despatch from 
Cairo, in which the following statement is 
made : “It is stated that the doc­
tors gave the Khedive morphine in­
jections, which, in his case, were 
calculated to produce injurious effects.” 
The Standard says : “ Dr. Salem injected 
morphine into his patient on the night of 
the sixth. Early the next morning the 
Khedive asked the native doctor left in 
charge "of him to inject more morphine, but 
the doctor was afraid to do so, and- advised 
the patient to summon European* doctors. 
When the Khedive was nearing his end, 
he said fhat he alone was to blame. ” 
The Chronicle says that the immediate 
cause of the Khedive’s death was tiraeminia, 
accelerated bv a strong dose of morphine, 
given him by his arab doctors, Salem and 
Isa, who were totally ignorant of the trest- 

nt necessary. The Daily news says: 
There is much indignation felt at Dr. Salem’s 
treatment of the Khedive, and it is believed 
that the cause of death was due to the injec­
tion of morphine.

GREAT BRITAIN IN EGYPT.
London, Jan. 9.—The death of Tewfik 

Pasha, the Khedive of Egypt, has naturally 
hxcited considerable discussion regarding 
England’s occupation of Egypt, and revived 
what is now called “ The question of 
Egypt.” An old attache of the British 
Foreign office, in speaking On the subject, 
this evening, after stating that the death of 
Tewfik would not affect England’s position 
regarding Egypt, briefly summarized the

They entered the town at various pdints, 
shouting, “Vive L’Anarchie !” Finally, 
several bands of desperadoes, led by the 
anarchists, evidently by previous agree­
ment, met in front of the theatre, where 
they <yea ted a 
shouting seditious 
tying the authorities. They knocked 
down and robbed a number of on-lookers, 
kicked, beat and otherwise maltreated 
those who refused to join in their riotous 
conduct, plundered several stores, robbed a 
number of private houses and, for a time, 
struck panic into tile heart of the town. 
An old man, who was caught by the 
anarchists as he was leaving the theatre, in 
front of which they gathered, and resisted 
the attempt made to rob him, was strangled 
to death amid hideous applause and laughter . 
from the desperadoes who had gathered 
about him. Satisfied with the deetruetion 
they had wrought in the centre of the 
town, the anarchists became bolder, and, 
with loud shouts of “free the prisoners,” 
they marched upon the prison, determined 
to release all the convicts therein confined. 
Arriving in front of the prison, the anar­
chists made an attack upon the building. 
The gates, however stubbornly held their 
own, and the rioters, finally, gave up the 
attack and retired; hooting and jeering at 
everybody and everything. Then they 
marched in bands, shouting and sing­
ing through the leading streets, with 
the purpose of looting the richest places 
as they passed. The wine shops 
it was noticed, seemed to attracts the an­
archists more than any other places, and, 
before one of these stores, they would trun­
dle one or more barrels into the street, 
knock in the heads, and hand around the 
wine, which was drunk with pvidity from 
the copper measures usually used in mea­
suring it to the public. The municipal and 
military authorities seemed to be stupefied 
with terror and too helpless to take any ac­
tion whatever. By thie time the anarch­
ists had done about as much damage as they 
wanted to do, and when, in Some 
places the gutters were running With wine, 
in which drunken men were wallowing.

He pointed 
out the fact that the sewerage system was 
still in its infancy, and it could not reason- 
aMy be expected to be perfect without ajfair 
trial. He had always advocated a low 

ade of taxation, and would, 
ayor, continue to do sa 

electors to hunt up his 1 
eillor, and to rally round him and-eupport 
him at the polls.

Aldermrn Coughlan was called upon 
next. He spoke at length on the extension 
of the city limits, and explained how the 
work had involved a great deal of addi­
tional expenditure for the year 1891. The 
waterworks also had cost the city a great 
deal of money, and all these improvements 
were very necessary. He hoped to have 
the support of a majority of the 
electors at the forthcoming contest, and 
promised, if successful, to do his duty faith­
fully by tbe public, as he had always striveh 
to do on former occasions.

Aid. Munn was the last speaker. He 
gave an able and clear account of his ac­
tions while an alderman, and explained how 
difficult it was to keep from making mis­
takes in the Council Board. He told his 
audience what his policy was in all matters 
relating to the èity’s finances, and laid be­
fore them a short resume of what had been 
done for the city during the year just con­
cluded. This brought the meeting to a 
close, and a vote of thanks to the Chairman 
broke np the meeting.

The Street committee 
had done good work; during the year. The 
laying down of sewers frequently necessita­
ted the repairing and re-repairing of the 
thoroughfares in which they were laid. 
While the sewer was being made, the traffic 
had to be carried on at the side, or unmaca­
damised portions of the roadway. Then a» 
soon as the sewer was laid it was the gen­
eral practice to Bave the surface raised, so- 
that by degrees it would settle down to th» 
level. This, no doubt, caused some incon- 

ience, as well as uneven and dirty street» 
in places. But people in a growing city, 
such as Victoria, must be prepared to pet 
up with these little annoyances. He waa 
happy to say that the sewerage works had 
made good progress, and that the main 
sewer was going to cost much less than some 
of the “wise people” had predicted. There 
was only one regret he had in connection 
with tiie Work, and that waa 
that in putting down the main, branch 
sewers or connections bad not been laid to 
to the side of the pathway. H was, evident 
that some system of paving the street» 
would have to, be adopted, so that they 
might'be kept swept and clean. Those who 
would read the report of the engineer would 
not be disposed to find fault with the 
ner in which the aewagè works were being 
carried on, nor with the contractor, who 
was always prepared to carry out any good 
suggestion willingly and effectively. The 
fire department had also been very well 
worked, and in proof of the efficiency of the 
brigade, or good luck, it need but be men­
tioned that the loss by fire for the past few 
years did not exceed $10,000 per annum— 
which was almost nothing, considering the 
extent of the city and the strength 
of the department. The police depart­
ment w$s as efficient as anywhere else. 
Speaking of the Public Market, the Mayor 
suggested that it would require a little 
nursing and careful handling before it was 
the big success that was anticipated. As an 
improvement, he advised that Broad street 
should be extended right through to the 
building. Parties should be induced to 
bring their business there, and fishmongers 
should not be permitted to ply their trade 
on the public streets. The health of the 
city was satisfactory, and would compare 
favorably with that of any other place. 
Their finances were also in a healthy con­
dition, True, the city was in debt a little 
over one million, but for that they had 
full value to show. The city of Vancouver, 
not one-sixth the age of Victoria, owed more 
money. The security of Victoria 
good that she ought to be able to 
get money as cheaply as any city. They 
were to be congratulated upon the number 
and class of buildings erected daring the 
year. So rapid was the improvement in 
this particular that strangers visiting the 
city were astonished. In conclusion, Hie 
Worship paid a high compliment to the 
civic officers, and asked the Council to meet 
at 3 o’clock on Friday to wind up the busi­
ness of the*year.

It mutt not be thought that the city can 
run itself, and that any one can do for a 
City Councillor. Any man who conducts 
even a email business well knows that it 
monopolizes the whole of his thoughts, 
and that he cannot afford to neg­
lect any part of it for even a 
short time. With all his care and all 
his vigilance and foresight, abuses will creep 
in in spite of him. The tendency is always 
towards disorganization and disorder. If a 
small business, with but few departments, 
requires all the thought andall the care of a 
man of good executive ability, it can easily be 
seen that a large business, comprising many 
departments, like the government of the 
city, will soon go to the dogs if it is not 
well looked after by capable and conscien­
tious men.

The duty, then, of the electors is plain. 
Let them throw over all personal considera­
tions and vote only for the men whom they 
believe to be fit to do their duty. To vote 
for an unfit man is not doing him a favor, 
and it is doing the city a great injustice. 
Having the city well governed is a matter 
of much importance to every man, woman 
and child within its bounds. As far as his 
comfort and convenience are concerned, it is 
of more importance that the city be care­
fully governed than that the affairs even of 
the Dominion be well administered. The 
necessity of having good men in the City 
Council, therefore, must be apparent to all.

Our advice to the electors is, vote .for the 
men who are fit, whether you like them or 
not, and reject the unfit men even if they 
are your nearest relatives and most es­
teemed-friends. If every elector does this, 
the Council of 1892 will be the best possible 
out of the material from which the selection 
is to be made.

»f the City Auditor the following para­
graph:—

“ Future Councils must thoroughly under­
stand that it is utterly impossible, out of 
the ordinary revenue, to bund new streets 
and keep in order those already made, 
especially as, during the next few years, 
large sums will be required to repair the 
streets along the line of the new sewers. 
Some measures will have to be devised for 
the opening of new streets, leaving repairs 
only as a charge on current revenue; this 
becomes all the more necessary on account 
of the large area that has been added to the 
eity during the past year."

When we advocated the principle here 
recommended so strongly by Mr. Raymur, 
very few admitted its soundness. But re­
flection and enquiry have brought many 
round to our view. The principle of a 
betterment tax is both equitable and practi­
cable. It is only fab that the owners of 
property should pay for the improvements 
which greatly enhance ijs ' value. When 
the opening of a new street, draining it, and 
providing it with sidewalks and other con­
veniences make a property desbable and 
add greatly to its value, its owner should 
not complain that he is required to pay his 
ab share of the cost of the improvements 
which benefit him so materially and which 
tend to enrich him. On the other hand, it 
is unfab that the whole body of the rate­
payers should bear the expense of improve­
ments which are a special benefit to him and 
his immediate neighbors. The fairness of 
the bettormept principle must strjke every­
one who is capable of thinking. Its intro­
duction will cause Jhe improvement of the 
city to be more rapid and more certain. 
When property owners are not compelled 
to beg the City Çouncil to make the improve­
ments they need, when all that they want 
of the Oouncil is leave to pay for the 
Improvements themselves, there will be 
little delay. The ready excuse, “ We have 
no money,” cannot be made, or the other 
equally ready one, “Other parts of the 
city need improvement more than your 
locality," will have no force. When pro­
perty owners cannot shift the burden of 
making the improvements on to the 
shoulders of theb fellow-citizens who have 
only a remote and indirect interest in theb 
being made, the City Fathers will be much 
more ready to reclaim the waste places and 
the ragged edges of the city than they have 
been hitherto. This is a matter which re­
quires immediate attention, and it would 
be well if both electors and ^candidates 
made it a subject of study.

At this season of the year this beautiful 
city, and, indeed, all the flourishing cities 
of the coast, are crowded with those who, 
in the months which the weather permits, 
are toiling amongst the rocks and crags of 
the “ mining centres.” Many of these who 
are constituents of members representing 
those portions of the province, will be 
startled to hear of the mining acts being so 
interpreted, and we anticipate that before 
parliament meets their members may be 
button-holed and questioned pretty closely 
as to their action regarding the interpreta­
tion of the mineral acts.

For should this reported decision of the 
government, through its represantatives, be 
confirmed, it' will presumably affect, not 
only this city hut all others—and miners 
and others laying out new sites for mining 

.towns will do well to take care lest they 
locate on spots rich in auriferous deposits: 
for, if so, seemingly no one can work them. 
In this particular instance the Crown has 
apparently, in the transfer deeds, reserved 
to itself the mineral rights and now arises 
the interesting question : Supposing the 
government’s decision to hold good in law, 
what is going to be done with this and 
similar other properties ! Is the prohibition 
to work these mines to be final to all! 
Is the city and province to be held np to 
the derision of all men in addition to losin 
the possibly enormous advantages whic 
could accrue from the opening up of thes 
mines !

There are, it is said, some members of 
the Government, who have worked b-rd in 
the province, not only in the tsatesman’s 
chair, where they have earned world-wide 
and just reputations for sagacity and up­
rightness, but also in the sterner, if not 
more arduous, labors of thé mining fields ! 
I fancy it may not prove pleasant reading 
to some of those who have stood shoulder to 
shoulder with these gentlemen in days of 
yore, and together have labored in the in­
terests of the province, it may not be 
pleasant news to such men to learn that 
they are seemingly to be left in the lurch 
by their more prosperous brethren.

It is also to be feared that this interpre­
tation of the Mining acts will seriously in­
terfere with the introduction of outside 
capital into the province.

Many of the rich discoveries 
Kootenay, and other districts on the main­
land, will require large capital to properly 
develop, and, from advices received from 
money centras, it is an open secret among 
monied circles of this province that capital 
is looking for reliable data aa to the rich­
ness of the ore before investing in such en. 
terprises.

But, before anything can be dpne in this 
direction, what is an essential is that capi­
talists shall be absolutely assured of the 
legal-ownership of such mining rights and 
properties. Not only is this decision of the 
Government a vital one to free miners, bnt

Considering the amount of the revenue, 

this is an immense deficit. It appears that 
ever since he had command of the Quebec 
treasury, Mr. Mercier has been going at an 
equally rapid pace. The way in which the 
provincial debt has rolled up under the 
Nationalist regime, which was to be one of 
economy, mu8t be alarming to all thought­
ful men in the province of Quebec. The 
Hon. J. S. Hall, the new Treasurer, shows 
how Mr. Mercier has added to the liabili­
ties of the province without increasing ite 
assets. This is his statement :—

“ On| the 31st January, 1887, the total, 
matured and nnmatured, liabilities of the 
province amounted to 822,143,447 ; assets, 
$10,843,280 ; net debt, $11,299,167. On the 
30th June last the picture was as follows : 
Liabilities, $34,888,207 ; assets, 11,139,553; 
net debt, $23,748,654. In plain English, 
Mercier has increased the net debt of the 
province of Quebec nearly $13,000,000 in 
less- than five years.

It is no wonder that Mr. Mercier became 
very popular with the boodling class in 
Quebec, and with that larger class which 
will condone any crime which a Government 
that spends money freely may commit. The 
Premier who spends every yekr, besides the 
revenue of the province, an average of 
$2,600,000 must have established himself 
pretty firmly in his seat. It is quite 
evident that a vfry large proportion of the 
electors of the province' do not consider 
Pacaud’sboodlinga crime, and that they think 
none the less of the Ministère who shared the 
swag with their clever agent. The electors 
in many parts of the province do not feel 
indignant at the men who have wasted and 
misappropriated the people’s money. , They 
ehrng their shoulders when the boodling 
transactions are explained to them, and say 
that De Boucherville and his followers 
would have acted in the same way if they 
had the chance. The “Government” is an 
abstraction to many French Canadians, of 
whose nature ana fonctions they have very 
vague ideas indeed. It is considered by far 
too many of all classes in that province that 
the Government is fair game, and if any 
one, no matter who he is, can get the 
better of it he does a very clever thing. 
Among such a people govermentai extrava­
gance is not regarded as a serious offence 
and boodling, providing the boodler is a 
“good fellow" and free with his money, is 
only a crime .when found out, and then 
nothing to make a fuse about.

This being the case, Mercier’s extrava­
gance and financial mismanagement and 
even Facaud’s boodling transaction, are not 
such serions obstacles in the way of the 
late Premier’s success as many might 
imagine. If the clergy of the province re­
main neutral, or do not take an active part 
against him, the chances are that Mr. 
Mercier will be returned by a fair majority. 
But there is a rumor that the clergy are 
opposed to Mercier’s return to power. It 
is said that Archbishop Fabre, at hia New 
Year’s reception, spoke to the clergy who 
attended it in strong terms as to the neces­
sity of turning ont the boodlers. If this ia 
the case, Mercjer’s doom is sealed.

Those who believed that the agitation for 

unrestricted reciprocity has produced a 
great political change in the Province of 
Ontario, mast have been surprised at the 
result of the election in North Lanark. 
The advocates of unrestricted reciprocity 
have had to help them the dissatisfac­
tion which was caused by the Ottawa 
scandals. The revelations made before the 
Parliamentary committees, no donbt, dis­
gusted many Conservative electors. Yet, 
in spite of all the circumstances that 
worked in favor of the Opposition 
the Government candidate was elected 
by a greater • majority than a 
ular member received at the general elec­
tion. This result indicates that the Lib­
eral party is not even so popular, now, 
among the Ontario electors, as M> was in 
March last, and it also shows that the Con­
servative Government has retained the con­
fidence of the Conservative electors.

Both these results might have been fore­
seen. Many electors, who were charmed by 
the glittering generalities of the Liberal 
orators and writers about unrestricted com­
mercial-intercourse with the United States, 
having had time to read and reflect, see 
how empty the talk, and bow delusive the 
promises of the advocates of reciprocity 
really were. They now see that the 
Liberals were powerless to carry into effect 
what they advocated, and to fulfil the 
promises they made. They at last know 
that unrestricted reciprocity means discrimi­
nation against England,and they now see the 
unlovely features of annexation behind the 
reciprocity mask.

Conservative electors find that the Gov­
ernment is determined to stamp ont cor­
ruption. They see that the guilty men 
have been punished, and that both poli­
ticians and civil servants hqve been taught 
a wholesome lesson. They believe that the 
Government will continue the work it has 
begun so well, and that the boodlers will, 
hereafter, find the atmosphere of Ottawa 
most unwholesome. Besides, the retords of 
the election trials have shown them that the 
Liberals who were loudest in their de­
nunciation of corruption had nq scruple, 
when they thought it could be. done with 
safety, to resort to corrupt practices on their 

account. Tb^se reoor<}a show that 
whatever Liberals may do, if they 
retained to power, they would not put 
Sown bribery and corruption.

It ie, of course, unsafe to predict, bnt we 
shall be greatly mistaken and ranch disap­
pointed if the general result of the bye elec­
tions does not bear a close resemblance to 
that of North Lanark. We do not believe 
that the Government will lose a seat, and 
we feel almost certain that they will gain 
more than one or two in Ontario. The 
Liberals are playing a losing game, and 
there are indications that they eee their po­
sition quite clearly.

It the affairs of the city are to be well ad­
ministered, and if ite credit is to be main- 

/ tained many reforms must be made. The

must be maintained in good working order. 
The floating 5 debt must be got 
rid of in some way, and the 
finances mast be put on a good footing. 
An effective and orderly system _ of admin­
istration must be devised and put in opera­
tion, and the slovenly, go-as-you-please 
ways of the past must be discontinued.

Whether or not the new provincial liquor 

law is now operative in Victoria will very 
soon be determined by the Supreme Court, the 
Intention being to appeal from the conviction 
made by Mr. A. L. Belyea, eity police magis­
trate, yesterday.

The defendant was Mr. G. C, Sauer, of the 
Bank Exchange saloon, at the comer of Yates 
and Langley streets, who was selected by the 
licensed vintners’ asssociafcion, to test the law, 
and who accordingly kept open house last Sun­
day. The facts, as stated by Sergeant Walker 
and Officer McDonald, were not disputed,
Mr. P- Æ. Irving, who appeared for defendant, 
basing his defense upon the question of law,
A very amusing incident of the police 
proceedings, was the discovery tr 
Sauer had neglected to pay his license 
the current half-year, and was, therefore, sell­
ing without a license. Prosecution under this 
heading was avoided by Mr. Sauer leaving the 
court room for the City Treasurer’s office, 
from which he returned in a few moments, 
with the necessary document, which was put 
in evidence as proof of the house being duly 
loon sod

Counsel for the defence asked for the acquit­
tal of his client on the ground that the Sunday 
on which the offence was charged was the 
second in the month—the 10th instant—while 
section 4 of the Act only covered Sunday, the 
3rd day of January, 1892. In tbe eveht of a con­
viction, Mr. Irving asked the Court to state a 
special case. He argued further, that the Acfi 
under which the charge Was laid had been 
passed and received the Royal Assent on the 
50th of April, 1891, on the same day that the 
Municipal Act was passed, dealing, as its name 
would imply, with the Municipalities of the 
province. In this Municipal Act of 1891, he * 
City Council was given power to pass by-laws 
dealing with licenses of all kinds, and to legis­
late for the guidance of public morals, includ­
ing the observance of the Lord’s Day. common­
ly known as Sunday—if it'Tfcas thought advis­
able by closing the saloons either for the entire 
d-ty or for certain hours. The pover to deal 
with the entire question having been delegated 
to the City, counsel held that the Act did not 
apply in any municipality governed by the 
Municipal Act, in which a by-law making the 
Act operative had not been passed.

His Honor thought differently. His opinion 
was that the municipalities take their power 
from the province, always subject to the gen­
eral laws enacted for the government of the 
province, uni sa specially exempt from their 
operation. The two acts being passed upon the 
same d y did not, in any way. affect the case— 
it was just as sensible to say that the liquor law 
over-rode the Municipalities Act as to say the 
Municipalities Açt over rode the Liquor Aot.

* So long as the municipalities did not pass by­
laws, correspond ng In contents with the Liquor 
Act, the act itself was operative in such muni­
cipalities. nothing being a lid in the act to infer 
that it should not apply to the municipalities.
In regard to the first point taken, he did not 
think it could be made t o stick—it 
technical objection at best, and he felt bound to 
overrule it. The decision in the case of Mr, 
Sauer was that he pay a fine of $25 and $5 costs.

iOUR COAL PROSPECTS.

An Interesting Chat With the Manager of the 
New Vancouver Co*l Company.

Mr. Samuel M. Robbins, the manager of 
the New Vancouver Coal Co., arrived in 
Victoria last night from San Francisco, in 
which city he has been for the past three 
months. While business matters were not 
the primary object of his trip, he naturally 
neglected no opportunity of enquiring into 
and discussing points connected with the 
trade, wherever possible. “I find,” he said, 
talking to a Colonist reporter, last night,
“that San Francisco is fast becoming, if I 
may use the expression, a city of Unions.
Every class of labor is banded together 
there, and all through the town the union 
element and feeling in favor of union prin­
ciples are very strong indeed.

After having made careful enquiries 
from every source possible I have 
found in each instance that all auth­
orities, not only in San Francisco, but 
everywhere down the coast, have no hesita­
tion in declaring that Vancouver Island coal 
is far better in quality than any other on. 
the Pacific. The three best mines south of 
the boundary are acknowledged to be the 
Franklin, Black Diamond, and Granville, 
and the coal tamed out even from these can 
in no respect compare with ours. From 
hundreds of mines on the other side comes 
the most rubbishy poor stuff that one can 
imagine. I have seen them continually 
washing their coal to get the dust, which 
forms the greater portion of the bulk,, out 
of it. After this operation, there is not a 
lump of any size left in it. The engineers 
of the Southern Pacific system hate the 
sight of it, but they are compelled to use it 
on account of its cheapness. Speaking with

GARZA, THE MEXICAN, INTER­
VIEWED.

Not a Border Ruffian—Discutent With Diaz 
—The Tyrant Must be Removed.

NKW A I»* ISMS. ,
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A writer in a well-known American 
magazine, himself an enthusiastic friend of 
the feathered race, has recently made a 
careful study .of that peculiar epidemic 
known to fame as the “ hen fever,” and has 
given to the world the results of his inves­
tigation. He aaya that just about the 
time that the “ forty-niners " were rushing 
West to the Promised Land, the fever, 
which spread as rapidly as the gold craze, 
broke out in Roxbury, Mass., through a 
chance visit made by a certain doctor to 
Mr. George P. Burnham. Mr. Bnrnham 
had been breeding poultry for his 
amusement for years before that, but only 
from the commop Stock of the country— 
what used to be called barn-door fowls. 
The doctor, however, by crossing with im­
ported stock, succeeded in producing many 
new breeds, among others the now cele­
brated Plymouth Rocks. To make a long 
story short, the result of this visit re­
ferred to was the “First Exhibition of 
Fancy Poultry of the United States,” which 
was held in Bostkn in November, 1849. 
Crowds from all parts of. the country visited 
the show, for the epidemic has spread- far 
and wide. Among the visitors was Daniel 
Webster, who was recognized in the crowd 
and called upon for a speech, bat who ruled 
that the cocks and hens, the geese and the 
ducks had the floor, and he could not be 
heard.

The show was a great success, financially, 
ridiculous prices being asked and paid for 
all aorta of nondescripts, and- the fever 
grew more virulent than ever. Mr, Burn­
ham next imported some Cochin-Chinas, 
direct from England, and their arrival in 
Now York created almost as great a furore 
as Jenny Lind’s. The press of the day 
went into ecstasies over the ungainly look­
ing creatures, and Mr. Burnham's house 
was daily besieged by men, Women and 
children, most of whom went away disap­
pointed, when they discovered that the 
birds were not, at least, six feet high.

By 1855, farmers bad discovered that 
there were not millions in it, and the 
chicken craze collapsed, Mr. Burnham 
being probably the only man who benefited 
by it. The results of the “hen fever,” bow- 

lingered in the system of the American 
people, and after a time worked good out of 
evil. One indirect result is now to be seen 
at the new market building on Cormorant 
street—the fourth animal exhibition of the 
B. C. Poultry, Dog and Pet Stock Associa­
tion, which opened yesterday morning and 
is, to-day, in full running order.

It seems natural to combine the show of 
poultry and the show of dogs, and the 
combination is decidedly attractive. There 
are over 400 fowls holding possession of 
three large rooms on the Cormorant street 
side of the gallery, and making the air 
musical with their ceaseless chatter 
and cackle. Besides these, pigeons, a few can­
aries, Guinea pigs and Guinea hens, rabbits, 
and marmosets come in for their share of 
attention in the department sacred to pets. 
Of dogs, there are between 160 and 200, 
both great and small, but all aristocratic, 
blue-blooded animals. The our of low 
degree is conspicuously somewhere else. 
The show, taking everything into considera­
tion, gives evidence of hard work on the 
part of the society, and well merits public 
patronage.

The poultry exhibit proves, to those who 
can remember the chicken yards of a 
quarter of a century ago, what wonders the 
fanciers have accomplished through patient' 
pjM-severanee. The fowls of the old days 
were neither beautifnl nor profitable. Those 
of to-day, if properly managed, are both 
profitable and picturesque, looking over 
the representative birds in the exhibition 
now running, it is almost impossible to 
believe that the buff Cochin-Chinas, the 
Gamès, the Hamburgs, the Wyandottes, the 
Dorkings, the Houdans, and the - hundred 
and one other varieties come from a common 
stock — although the naturalists do say 
so. At the Victoria show,, all the 
large Asiatic varieties are well represented, 
notably the English favorites, the Cochin- 
Chinas, and the American leghorns. Lang- 
shans, too, come out strorfg, and the ban­
tams and other small denizens of the yard, 
fill in the crevices and make the show com­
plete. Among the exhibitors, Mr. J. M. 
'Samson, of Oregon, and Mr. Riley, of 
North Bend, have brought Ctheir pets far­
thest, and have in return the satisfaction of 
seeing them hold their own well with the 
local beauties put in by Dr. Walkem, 
Milne, Mr. Flett and the others without 
whom a British Columbia poultry show 
would fce a fiat failure. There is nothing 
remarkable in the list of pets—it is in the 
poultry that the judge (Mr. F. W. Hitch­
cock, of Greenleaf, Kansas,) has his work 
cut out. Hie labors commence 'this morn­
ing, and under the head of poultry, more 
will very possibly be said in these columns, 
to-morrow.

The person who selected the. dogs’ 
quarters evidently had the convenience of 
the visitor, but not the health or comfort 
of the unfortunate exhibits at heart. The 
canine beauties are distributed around the 
gallery, attached to the railing 
which prevents the thoughtless pro- 
menader from tumbling down into the 
court. It is a, splendid arrangement for the 
dogs to see and be seen, but a colder, more 
draughty bench could not her imagined. 
And, as if to add to the discomfort of the 
good-natured sufferers, care has got been 
taken to provide dry saw dust, and it is no 
wonder that the delicate pets shiver and 
complain—the wohder will be if some of 
them do not fall victims to pneumonia 
before the show is over. Sporting dogs are 
in the majority, the setters making 
the strongest showing, numerically, of 
any class. Almost all of the 
Irish and English setters have pedigrees. 
stretching back to. the famous “Eleho”or his 
rivals, but the best dogs, by virtue of des­
cent, are not in all cases the best, by any 
means. Among the Irish beauties is “Ire­
land,” whose owner values him at $1,000, 
and who would excite admiration anywhere. 
“Lulu G.” seems to be queen in public 
favor among the English setters, and ' one 
has only to become acquainted with her to 
endorse the popular verdict. She is indeed 
a beauty, and her owner, Mr. Oscar Jones, 
«^Seattle, may count upon her winning high 
Honors before her career is closed. Lulu is 
number 11,416 in the A.K.C.S.B., and made 
her debut on the bench last week, at Seattle, 
where she was a first prize winner. A com­
mon fault of the setters shown appears to 
be the thickness of lips, which fanciers say 
will have much to do with Si r. Roberts’ de­
cisions, to-day.

He does not 
seem to care for the goad of the people or 
for the country so long as he may gratify his 
own interests or vanity. During the time 
he has occupied the chair of president he 
has grown immenàely wealthy. He owns 
thousands of acres of land, millions of dol­
lars laid by, not only in Mexico, but in the 
vaults of Europe, and there is hardly a big 
corporation or monopoly in Mexico that he 
does not own stock in. In fact the price of 
a monopoly in Mexico is a block of stock in 
the enterprise, made out either in Diaz’

This 
much I can say ; The Mexican Govern­
ment knows our following is strong, and 
the braggadocio utterances of the Mexican 
Henerala is only intended to keep up the 
flagging corn age of the half-starved 
diery, and when the crisis comes, as it will 
before long, Diaz Will fini alhhia forces are 
short by a few companies, while we, in 
turn, will be richer by as many men.”

“ Captain Garza, it is claimed that the 
clerical party is behind your movement, and 
that your funds come from the Church. Is 
that true?”

“For the present this is a Catarino Garza 
movement, or revolution, as you please,” 
said the pleasant looking bandit with a 
smile. “lor the present I 
but when the time does come that I can 
give you fuller details I will be glad to do 
so.

The Court room in the Supreme Court 
building was crowded yesterday with an 
audience engaged in listening to the ease 
of Nevill v. Lang, The plaintiff was sueing 
defendant, who is a ship carpenter, for 
$1,090 damages for injuries inflicted on him 
in the latter part of September last by a 
dog, which it was claimed, was owned or 
harbored by Lang. In the words of the 
brief “the defendant kept a dog of a fierce 
and malicious nature, and one accustomed 
to attack mankind.” Mr. J. P. Walls ap­
peared for the plaintiff, while Mr. Gregory, 
of the firm of Belyea & Gregory, defended.

The evidence of Nevill went to show that 
on the 21st of September last, he was walk­
ing on Erie street, James Bay, and, when 
passing the residence of defendant, he was 
set on by a vicious dog, which 
clung to his shoulder for half a 
minute, tore his coat sleeve, and 
inflicted a severe wound on his arm. He 
at once went home and then visited Dr.
Ernest Hall, who cauterized the wound and 
sent in his bill for personal services, which 
the plaintiff duly attached to the claim for 
damages. He stated in the box that his 
nervous system had received a severe shpek 
•by reason of the occurrence, and that he has 
“since gone in constant fear of dogs, much 
to his own inconvenience. ”

Dr. Hall gave medical testimony, which 
left no doubts in the minds of everybody 
present that the wound on plaintiffs arm 
had been caused by a bite of some animal.
There were two other witnesses for the 
plaintiff—Andrew Lang, his nephew, who 
deposed to the vicious character of the dog, 
and William McLaren, who stated that he 
had seen the dog. had bitten plaintiff on the 
occasion in question.

For the defence it was urged by Mr.
Lang that the dog spoken of did not belong 
to him, that, though it was often around 
his bouse, he had never harbored it or given 
it food, that it was a dog of a roving dis 
sition^extremely fond of children, and that, 
in his knowledge, it had never bitten any 
jerson before. On ’ cross-examination by 
ilr. Walls it was brought out that Lafig had 
had a dog kennel, though owning no dog, 
in his yard for four years, and that the dog 
may have sought his yard to eat the chicken 
feed scattered about. It was also ascer­
tained that, yesterday morning, the dog 
bad followed defendant and hia son into the 
city, the canine, however, being brought in 
with a rope around hia neck. The counsel 
for the plaintiff got tangled rap considerably 
with the perplexing idea that the dog had the 
rope round the boy’s neck, but the matter 
was finally straightened ont and explained.
Sergeant Walker gave evidence to the 
effect that plaintiff had made a voluntary 
statement to him that he didn’t want to be 
hard on the defendant, because before the 
dog attacked him he had accidentally trod­
den on it.

When the evidence had been completed, 
counsel for both" sides summed up, some 
rather amusing mistakes being made. For 
instance, the learned counsel tor the plain­
tiff stated ethat it bad been distinctly 
proved “that the defendant had owned and 
harbored the vicious child in dispute, that 
the same dog sprang in the face of my 
learned friend:" and later on, “However 
my learned friend got that clotted blood in 
his head, I don’t know._

His Lordship, in giving the case to the 
jury, said that there were five questions 
they had to decide. Did the dog bite the 
plaintiff? Was the said dog harboured by 
the defendant ? Was ■ the dog accustomed 
to bite people ? Did defendant know the 
nature of the dog ? If all these questions 
could be answered in the affirmative, then 
the question of damages should arise, but if 
any one of them could be answered in the 
negative then the questiqn of damages 
would not arise.
