AUSTRIA AND ITALY.
Their Interests Lie With Great Britain 

Rather Than With Other Con­
tinental -Powers.

BRITISH PACIFIC RAILWAY.

Berlin, Nov. 13.—The visit of Count 

Goluchowsky, the minister for foreign 
affairs, to King Humbert at Monza, and 
its attendent circumstances, are regarded 
in German political circles as being of 
the highest importance. *The Conserva­
tive and agrarian newspapers interpret 
the visit as meaning a closer understand­
ing between Austro-Hungary and Italy, 
and as a leaning of those two powers to­
wards Great Britain.

An old diplomat of Berlin, who be­
longs to one of the dreibnnd powers, 
said to a correspondent : “Austria dis­
approves of William’s foreign policy so 
far as England is concerned, and "the 
needless provocation of England con­
tained in that famous message to Presi­
dent Kruger hae been seriously, if 
silently, condemned by Austria’s states­
men. The same is true of Italy. Both 
Italy and Austria’s Mediterranean in­
terests are of vast and far-reaching im­
portance, and they cannot be subserved 
for long, as there is a latent antagonism 
against Italy as a feature 
of the Dreibnnd 
entente closer than has 
existed, has been established between 
Italy and Austria, so far as their Oriental 
and Mediterranean interests 
ceraed, and this means a consonance of 
their interests with England in that re­
spect. To that extent, then, the drei­
bnnd has been weakened and Germany 
has been left to follow her own Oriental 
and colonial policy at the aide of Russia 
and France.

Three More Provincial Officers Re­
turn From Their Duties at

Nanaimo, Nov. 10.—Among our citi­
zens a few years ago was a Mr. A. R. 
Exley, who failed in business here and 
left for the States. He is now “talking” 
of handling millions, in the formation of 
a Gigantic World Wide Coal Company, 
which ie intended to crush the wicked 
Protective Association of San Francisco. 
The Chronicle says : “ It is expected 
that within ten days a corporation will 
be formed with a cash capital of $100,- 
000 for immediate use; that this sum 
will be increased five or ten times with­
in a few months ; that the product of a 
British Columbia mine will be obtained 
at the start, and that soon cargoes of 
Scotch and Australian coals consigned 
to the new organization will be on tffeir 
way to this port.

“A. B. Exley, of Oakland, having re­
lations with British colliery owners and 
mine owners in British Columbia, he 
decided to put hie special advantages to 
good purpose, and went to work by in­
terviews, letters and telegrams, to or­
ganize against the combine. Exley soon 
discovered that men of 
opportunity to make a desirable invest­
ment, and, as he has pursued the work­
ing out of the plan, it has assumed a, 
future of great magnitude. The main 
feature, however, that purchasers of coal 
shall participate in the profits, has not 
been lost sight of. The Oakland men 
have assured him of $100,000 at once. 
From Professor A. P. S. Stuart, of Lin­
coln, Neb., a millionaire, with the 
mand of almost unlimited capital, he 
feels almost certain of securing $100,000 
more, as also from wealthy residents of 
St. Paul. To these he bas written or 
telegraphed, and has placed himself in 
communication with wealthy mine own­
ers in Great Britain and influential coal 
mining men in British Columbia. From 
this latter source he has obtained satis­
factory replies and is confident in a few 
weeks the coal combine will find itself in 
face of a powerful competitor.

Speaking of his plane, Exley said: 
“ I have written to English capitalists, 
to Iowa, St. Paul, and Lincoln, Neb., and 
I have received a telegram from T. D. 
Jones of Nanaimo, a capitalist, and 
owner of valuable coal beds and a thor­
oughly practical man, whom I would 
have as manager of the British Colum bia 
end of the line. Australia, Great Britain 
and the northern ports will all be laid 
under requisition to deliver coal here, 
and the Coal Consumers’ Association or 
the American Loan and Trust Company, 
whatever its name might be, will handle 
coal so economically that California will 
save millions of dollars a year.”

His wife, a slight, delicate-looking lady, 
waa with him and told quietly how she 
had made the trip over the Skagway 
trail with the pack train that took their 
supplies to Lake Bennett, where the 
goods aremow in charge of a man, ready 
to be shipped next spring. Mr. and 
Mrs. McDonald are going to make for 
Dawson just as soon as spring opens, and 
their present journey back to Seattle, is 
to get more supplies. Mrs. Bennett was 
not at all appalled by the trail and says 
that she was able to ride horseback near­
ly all the way from Bennett lake to 
Skagway three weeks ago.

The Farallon had the honor of taking 
np to Port .Tongas on her last trip and 
bringing him safely back this one of the 
pleasantest spoken Munchausens im­
aginable. Attired in a sou’-wester cap, 
a bright yellow Mackinaw and gum boots 
he looked quite the miner, and when he 
told a story about some new strike he 
had made this summer, 20 miles from 
Dawson City, it sounded quite reliable. 
He gave his name as C. T. Wilson and 
said he came from Chicago, the Windy 
City evidently being the most appropri­
ate to occur to him. He, however, comes 
from Seattle it appears, and is anxious 
to sell some of his interests in the “Rock 
Creek claims,” where he can shovel out 
gold at the rate of $250 a day.

Some things in this world, even though 
the purpose in creating or constructing 
them may have been partially or wholly 
selfish, appear to be ordained nevertheless 
to administer good in some wav to the 
people at large. Thus, St Paul’s Cathedral 
was built simply as a place of worship, yet 
it is a sort of hub to the great wheel of Lon­
don, and a monument whereby to identify 
and locate the city. For many miles on 
every side of the big metropolitan octopus 
you can see the great dome of St Paul’s 
swelling up in the air; and you have only 
to say to the inquireing stranger who is 
seeking the centre of the hugest town in 
the world, “ You notice the dome of the 
Cathedral ?

READING UNION.

Subjects in the Three Courses for the Year 
Just Beginning.

KOOTENAY’S GREAT MINES.
Output of Forty Thousand Dollars a Day— 

The Noble Five Difficulties.
The National Home Reading Union in 

its short existence in Canada has already 
found its way into all parts of the Do­
minion, and ita direction in helping to 
choose out courses of reading and books, 
has been gladly taken advantage of by a 
very large number of members. Its 
plan is to draw up a number of subjects 
for study and then to furnish lists of the 
best books available on those subjects.

There is also a monthly magazine in 
which appear articles on the different 
books, advising members as to the best 
methods of reading and so on. Those 
who wish may join as individual mem­
bers and read by themselves, or they 
may join in circles of five or more. Mem­
bers who join in this way read the books 
at home and meet weekly, fortnightly or 
monthly, as is most suitable for the dis­
cussion of the reading done in the inter­
vals.

There are three sections : Special, 
General and Young People’s. Members 
of the first may only take three of the 
ten subjects given, and are entitled only 
to the lists of books on those three ; but 
those who join either the General or 
Young People’s may, if they please, take 
all the subjects of those sections and get 
complete book lists. The fees, includ­
ing magazines for nine months, 
Special section, $1; General, 50 cents; 
and Young People’s, 40 cents, and ten 
cents less in all sections for members of 
circles. The subjects for this year, 
which is just beginning, are as follows :

Special course section—1. English his­
tory, to the death of John. 2. English 
Literature : Chaucer and Spenser. 3. 
History as taught by the English Novel­
ists (probably Scott). 4. Shakespeare. 
6. Browning. 6. The British Colonies 
and Dependencies (chiefly India and 
South Africa). 7. Egyptian Art and 
Archaeology. 8. French Classical Liter­
ature. 9. Architecture. 10. Tbe Poor 
Law: Its History and Administration. 
11. Botany, Flowerless Plants, including 
Bacteria.

General course section—1, economic 
and social science ; 2, modern history ; 
The Story of the XIXth Century Labor 
Movement ; 8, biography; 4, travel ; 6, 
natural science; 6, literature; 7, old 
Greek life. \

Young people’s section—1, history and 
biography from 1820; 2, literature (prose 
and poetry, including historical novels) ; 
3, Shakespeare; 4, romance and travel ; 
6, botany and natural history.

The business with Manitoba and Brit­
ish Columbia is increasing. Advices 
from Winnipeg are to the effect that 
new settlers from Michigan and Kansas 
are going into the country. Many of 
them with money are purchasing lands, 
while others are making arrangements 
to go into Manitoba and the Northwest 
provinces in the spring.

The land sales of the C. P. R. are 
large and the October statement of the 
Canadian N. W. Land Co. shows sales 
of 4,080 acres, as against 1,160 in October 
last year. Receipts for the month were 
$21,757 as against $8,773 in October, 
1896. For the ten months of the year 
sales were 27,771 acres, an increase of 
16,964 acres over last year. Indications 
all point to great activity the coming 
spring. The land companies will do a 
thriving business and no doubt occasion 
a good deal of speculation. Farming, 
however,has paid better in the Canadian 
Northwest than for several years.

. tion Mr. Walsh stated that the new dig­
gings in the far North were creating a 
very deal of excitement amongst the 
population of the Australian gold fields.
“As for myself,” said that gentleman, 

‘lam not a stranger to these parts hav­
ing worked for the late Hon. R. Dunsmuir 
in the Wellington mines fifteen years 
ago and for a while I was also in those 
at Carbonado, Washington. I have been 
in the Australian mines for about twelve 
years and our present experience of rainy 
weather is quite a novelty. It was a 
year ago last April since I saw a real 
good shower of rain as the part of the 
country in which the Coolgardie mines 
are situated is exceedingly dry. Oar 
party intends to go into the Klondyke 
mines first thing in the spring and have 
arrived thus early in the season in order 
to get accustomed to the climate. There 
were quite a number of intending 
Yukoners aboard the Warrimoo 
and some of the younger members of the 
argonauts, who seemed to know all about 
it, expressed their -intention of proceed­
ing North immediately and giving the 
passes a trial in spite of all warnings.

Senators and members of 
the house of representatives talked 
glibly of going to war with Great 
Britain, though they were told 
in express words by their chief 
admiral that Great Britain, without 
weakening her squadrons on any of her 
stations, could capture every city on the 
American seaboard, and by the general 
commanding the army that they had few 
guns of modern efficiency and little ma­
chinery to make them, still fewer car­
riages for the guns and still lees machin­
ery to make them, no ammunition and 
no means of making ' any large supply, 
no arms, accoutrements or uniforms for 
an army, no commissariat, no plan oi 
mobilization, nothing, in short, ' but a 
general condition of unreadiness.

of which we have all expected so 
much, will rise above the antics of jin­
goism and aid the’ English-speaking sis­
terhood in working out the great prob­
lem of democratic government.

The Stickeen-Teslin route is up the 
Stickeen river to Telegraph creek, and 
thence overland to Teslin lake. The dis­
tance up the river is about 150 miles and 
from the river to the lake by the trail 
now in use about as much more. It is 
believed that the land route will be con­
siderably shortened. The Stickeen is 
navigable by steamers to Telegraph 
Creek, and steamers ply regularly there­
on in summer. A winter road will in 
all probability be kept open up the 
Stickeen this winter and across to the 
lake.

WRAPPERThe name Yukon has been hitherto 
associated with Alaska and it applies as 
much to that territory as to Canada. So 
true is this that careful writers speak of 
the Canadian Yukon, when they wish to 
refer to that part of the great river val­
ley lying within the Dominion. If they 
do not use this expression they say 
Klondyke. Our suggestion is that the 
Dominion government shall recognize 
what is fast becoming to be the custom 
and call the Canadian Yukon 
« Klondyke.” One advantage of this 
will be that no other locality 

claim the new name. Klon­
dyke is, in point of fact, the name of no 
place in particular. As everyone now 
knows, it is the result of a futile effort 
to pronounce an Indian word. How 
tough a contract it is to pronounce the 
word accurately may be judged from 
Mr. Ogilvie’s heroic efforts to do so when 
he lectured here. He never said the 
name twice the same way. But Klon­
dyke, no matter how it is spelled, has a 
lodgment in the public mind and will 
stay there. Let the name be retained, 
and as the discoveries on the river from 
which it has been taken have made the 
Yukon territory famous the world over, 
let it be applied to the Golden North.

Specifically: Let all that territory 
lying north of the Province of British 
Columbia, south of the Arctic Ocean, 
west of the 120th meridian and east of 
the 141st meridian, be known hereafter 
as the District of Klondyke.

In the spring a good trail 

will be made, which will be im­
proved so as to make a wagon road. 
From Teslin lake, the miner will descend 
to the Lewis river by way of the Hoota- 
linqua river, a fine navigable stream. 
A steamer will be built on the lake this 
winter. Next season one or more steam­
ers will doubtless be sent up the Yukon 
to the lake. The advantage of this route 
is that it is an all-Canadian one. By 
transferring goods from the ocean going 
steamers to river steamers at Fort Simp­
son in British Columbia there will be no 
interruption from the United States cus­
toms house officers, for the reason that 
the free navigation of the Stickeen is se­
cured by treaty to British subjects.

Persons desiring to go into the Yukon 
by any of the above routes will find ample 
facilities for so doing at Victoria, where 
nearly all north bound steamers call, 
and from which city several lines of 
Canadian steamers will run. All the 
transcontinental lines make direct con­
nection with Victoria. All ocean steam­
ers entering the Straits of Juan de Fuca 
from Australia, China, Japan, the Ha­
waiian Islands, San Francisco and other 
points down the Coast call at Victoria, 
which is thus a central point for all 
travel and the most convenient point of 
departure for the Golden North.

An im­
portant matter to be mentioned in this 
connection is the fact that this great 
mining region being in Canada, goods 
purchased in Canada, and Victoria is in 
Canada, are not subject to duty, while 
all goods purchased out of Canada are 
subject to a duty averaging about 30 per 
cent., which is rigorously exacted.

It is important to bear this in mind, 
because there has been considerable mis­
apprehension on this very point. The 
claim has been persistently made by un­
scrupulous persons in the United States 
that no duties are exacted on goods 
taken into the Yukon, and therefore 
that nothing is gained by buying goods 
in Canada. Color was given to this 
claim, by the omission of the Canadian 

’ I government to exact customs duties on 
the Yukon, the truth being that so little 
stuff was taken into the country that 
there was no object in keeping officers 
on the ground to collect duties. When 
the Klondyke rush began, thousands of 
miners from the United States set out 
for the mines with goods purchased in 
the United States, and’no officers being 
despatched to intercept them the first 
lot got through without paying duty 
Officers were subsequently put on and 
the duties have been collected. Owing, 
however, to the great inconvenience 
which would be caused parties who went 
north in good faith, believing that the 
customs barrier would remain down, 
temporary exemption of one hundred 
pounds in weightof miners’ supplies was 
allowed for the year 1897. This ex­
emption has been persistently misrepre­
sented as $100 worth, 1,000 pounds, and 
in fact as anything which suited the 
convenience’ of conscienceless or ignorant 
people for the time being. This ex­
emption will not continue after the end 
of the present year, so that hereafter all 
goods not purchased in Canada and 
destined for the Canadian Yukon, will 
be subject to the same duties as goods 
imported into other parts of Canada, 
which duty averages about 30 per cent.

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A SUMMARY.

In response to numerous requests that 
the Colonist should prepare a summary 
of the principal points in regard to the 
gold fields of British Columbia and the 
Yukon, we present the following. The 
summary is not exhaustive, but it will 
doubtless serve the purpose for which it 
is intended. What our correspondents 
and callers have asked for is a general 
review of the whole situation with spe­
cial reference to Victoria. They sav 
that when they are writing to friends 
they are often at a loss to know just what 
to tell them. We hope they will find in 
this article the necessary information. 
We have endeavored to be accurate in 
every respect, and if there are any 
errors in regard to distances, etc. 
they will be found to be immaterial.

Concerning the richness and extent of 
the gold deposits of British Columbia 
and the Yukon there is no room for 
doubt. The latter are in what is usually 
referred to as the Klqndyke. But the 
Klondyke is only a very small area in 
comparison with the whole. If you take 
a map of North America and find where 
the 141st meridian forms the boundary 
between Alaska and Canada, vou will 
see that about midway between the Pa­
cific and Arctic oceans, the great river 
Yukon crosses the boundary line on its 
way to Behring sea. A little to the east 
of the boundary—that is, in Canada—a 
comparatively small river joins the main 
river. It is not likely to be shown upon 
any of the maps, but it is some twenty 
or thirty miles from the boundary. This 
is what is called the Klondyke, and 
upon the tributaries of the stream, the 
El Dorado and the Bonanza, are the 
great placer mines which have attracted 
the attention of the world.

William Ogilvie, the Dominion land 
surveyor, who is the greatest authority 
on all subjects relating to this part of 
the world, says that he is satisfied that 
in these streams alone there is sufficient

It is proposed to employ Chinese in 
the coal mines of Northern Illinois in 
order to break the strike now on there, 
and there are a good many dark threats 
as to what the result will be. In the 
present temper of the working classes in 
the United States anything may suffice 
as a pretext for riots.

AN ANTI-CLIMAX.

The report from Washington, D. C. 
that the President in his annual message 
to congress will say that there is no 
reason for interference with Spain in re­
gard to Cuba foreshadows one of the 
most remarkable anti-climaxes in diplo­
macy. That it will disappoint a very 
great many people in the United States 
goes without saÿing. Keyed up by a 
sensational press to an exalted stage of 
expectation, a very large majority of the 
people looked for some new demonstra­
tion of the alleged championship of 
liberty, which the United States is 
claimed to have assumed. There proba­
bly never was a greater mass of balder­
dash printed at any time since the Devil 
and Doctor Faustus invented the art of 
arte preservative, than has found place 
in the newspapers of the United States 
anent Cuba, and what the great republic 
was going to do for the help of its down­
trodden people. We suspect that there 
is a method in the madness, which un­
derlies these ebulitions of frenzy. In 
ancient Borne the rulers had a trick of 
amusing the people with circuses and 
pageants in order to distract their minds 
from pressing domestic problems. There 
seems reason to think that, dazed with 
the magnitude of the questions of a 
social and economic nature arising at 
home, the leaders of public opinion in the 
United States seek to divert attention 
from them by diligently cultivating an 
absurd jingoism. This is at once caught 
up by the sensational press and the 
country is kept in an uproar about the 
affairs of people with whom it has really 
nothing to do. Nothing better illus­
trates this than the fact that during the

_ ____ -______ jaatiwo years hundreds of thousands of
presumably sane United States citizens 
have been wearing “Cuba Libre” 
buttons, while minstrels and light 
comedians have never failed to 
bring down the house by a 
far-fetched joke or bumptious asser­
tion on the same fruitful topic. 
During the last session of congress under 
the Cleveland regime, warlike resolu­
tions on the subject of Spain were more 
in evidence than legislation on the man­
ifold and difficult domestic problems 
awaiting attention. When Mr. Cleve­
land contemptuously refused to pay any 
attention to the blatant demagogues 
who inspired them, there was talk of 
impeaching him. The press fairly ran 
riot with cartoons depicting him as the 
enemy of freedom, and the resources of 
the language were exhausted in edi­
torials describing his utter baseness.

It is 
not expected, however, that this stage 
will be reached before next week, and 
the first plan of concluding the meeting 
this week has been given up.

It is stated on good authority that the 
Canadians will ask a counter concession 
from the United States in the way of 
guarantee for the protection of the north­
ern fisheries in return for any alteration 
of the sealing regulations to which 
they may give their consent.
They take the position that the 
fish along the Canadian and Newfound­
land coasts are as much the property of 
Canada as are the seals on the Pribyloff 
islands the property of the United 
Slates, and contend that they have as

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TALKING BECIPBOCITY.
The President and Cabinet Informally Meet 

the Canadian Ministers.

Washington, Nov. 12.—Definite ar­
rangements have been made for taking 
op the subject of a reciprocity treaty be­
tween the United States and Canada, 
and to this end meetings have been 
fixed between Hon. John A. Kaeson, 
who is especially delegated by President 
McKinley to conduct the reciprocity ne- 
ptiatione, and Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the 
Canadian premier, and Sir Louis Davies, 
minister of marine. This is the result 
of the long and friendly conference held 
yesterday between Secretary Sherman 
and Sir Wilfrid. The meeting will be 
held during the present visit of the Can­
adian officials, bat no exact time for it 
has yet been fixed. It is not expected 
that a reciprocity treaty can be matured 
during the present treaty of the Can­
adian officials, the desire being to arrive 
at some common understanding at this 
time and then perfect details later.

The dinner at the White House last 
night assisted toward a friendly settle­
ment of pending questions. At its con­
clusion the guests accompanied the Pres­
ident and hie cabinet advisers to the 
blue room, where a wholly informal ex­
change of views occurred. The general 
sentiment prevailed that the present 
time waa opportune for more cordial in­
tercourse between the United States and 
Canada.

THE POLICY IN INDIA.
Having Checked the Russian Advance the

British Will Concentrate Their Strength 
on Essential Routes.

London, Nov. 10.—Lord George Ham­
ilton, secretary of state for India, in a 
speech-at Acton this evening defended 
“ the forward policy ” pursued in India 
during recent years, against attacks 
lately made upon it by Mr. John Morley, 
Mr. Herbert Asquith (home secretary in 
the late Liberal government) and other 
Liberal leaders. He justified this policy 
on the ground that while checking the 
Russian advance toward India, it en­
abled Russia and Great Britain to arrive 
at an amicable understanding by which, 
their respective frontiers and spheres of 
influence will be fixed, each recognizing 
that there was ample room in Asia for 
the legitimate expansion of both em­
pires. He spoke very guardedly of the 
future of the frontier policy, urging that 
” our chief object is to concentrate onr 
strength on essential routes and posi­
tions, accepting elsewhere the general 
submission of the tribes as an acknowl­
edgement of British supremacy, inter­
fering as little as possible in their local 
affairs bevond checking the traffic in 
arms and trusting for the rest to the 
civilizing influences of trade gradually to 
win the tribes from the predatory ' 
stinct.”

The Times, commenting editorially on 
Lord George Hamilton’s speech, will say 
to-morrow that it was the part of wisdom 
to “ refrain from more explicit state­
ments, which would only leave a loop­
hole for Radical attacks,” and will sug­
gest as a means of attaining the desired 
ends the extension of the railway to the 
Afghan frontier along the valley of the 
Cabal river.

Its greatest leader was 
Ohunder Sen, a man of the most enlight­
ened and elevated views. He died in 
1836, and since his death the movement 
has been checked somewhat.

i 1836, the month of the Stickeen will be 
found to be in the United States ; bnt it is 
also true that first by the treaty of 1825, 
and afterwards by the treaty of Wash­
ington, British subjects have the right of 
free navigation of the Stickeen river. A 
steamer can load at Fort Simpson, steam 
np the Coast and go np the Stickeen 
without saying by your leave to anyone.

Will our contemporary try and get this 
piece of information into its head, so 
that hereafter it will be able to tell the 
troth when dealing with the facts of 
geography and international agreement?

Here ia another little point which our 
vituperative contemporary seems to 
have wholly forgotten. The people of 
the United States claim, and we think 
with good cause, that they own very 
valuable gold mines in Alaska. Now, 
except for a short time in the summer, 
the best known route to these Alaskan 
mines is through Canadian territory. 
In the course of time a route may be 
found wholly in Alaska, which will be 
available at all seasons in the year ; but 
no such route is available now. Mean­
while it is immensely to the interest of 
United Statee citizens that no obstacles 
shall be put in the way of their freely 
carrying goods across Canadian territory 
into Alaska. The great hurrah which 
the Post-Intelligencer made the other 
day over a railway from Cbilcat, is about 
a line five-sixths or more of which will 
be over Canadian territory. Every 
pound of goods that crosses the Dyea 
trail, or the Skagway trail, or goes up 
theStickeen, en routefor points in Alaska, 
must pass over from four hundred to seven 
hundred miles of Canadian territory. 
Canadians have not the least objection to 
goods going by that route, but we can 
assure the Post-Intelligencer that if by 
any possibility it conld succeed in ob­
structing the free passage of Canadian 
goods into Canadian territory, there 
would at once be pat in force an order 
that would close the Canadian route to 
Alaska. There is no likelihood of any 
such thing occurring, for the govern­
ment of the United States has some sense 
if our contemporary has not.
