The Emperor Wiiliam has conferred upon
Prince Alexander of Hesse Cassel the com-
mand of the 30thdragoons on the completion
of his fiftieth year of military service, The
prince cordially accepted the honor, thus
testifyiog that he has abandoned all anti-
Prussian tendencies.

The Sobieski festival was continued in
Vienna on Tuesday, the principal feature
being a grand torchlight procession and fire-
works, Two hundred thousand persons at-
tended the festival- At Cracow and Lem-
berg the day was celebrated with enthusi-
asm,

The quarter centenary of Martin Luther
will be commemorated at Wittenberg,
Piussis, to-day. Over a thoussnd clergy-
men from all parts of Germany -will assist
in the ceremonies, Many descendants of
Luther have arrived at Wittenberg.

Loxpox, Sept. 11.—The Marquis Tzeng,
in an interview at Folkestone, said that
China wes determined to concede to noth-
ing concerningthe suzerainty of Annam, She
did not wish France to possess territory ad-
joining the Chinese frontier. The despatch
of French reinforcements to Tonquin would
compel China to boldly send troops to the
adjicent province, The military party
was daily gainiog ground at Pekin, The
ocourrences hitherto were attributable to
the excessive ‘zeal of the French officials.
Any ill-considered measures on the part of
the French might be attended wit fatal
results. The Marquis said nothing definite
has resulted from his journey to Paris,

A Three-Year-0ld Child in 2 Swamp
Alone all Day and Night.
From the Port Arthur Herald, Sept. 5.

A correspondent from the township of
Oliver informs us of an interesting picce of
pews which happened there on Saturday
night last. I appears that on Saturday
morning about 10 o’clock” a child three
years of age, son of Joseph C. Greer, fol
lowed bis father into the bush and strayed
away. The child was not missed until noon,
when the father returned to dinner, When
he became aware of the fact that his little
son had mot been home for two hours, he be-
came alarm-d, thinking that something had
befallen him, He weut arouud to the
neighbors, but could find no trace of him.
When his search had proved fruitless he in-
formed the neighbore, and they turnea out
to.a man and helped in the search. All Sat-
ueday afternoon they continued the search,
but it proved fruitless, Nor did lhev.dis-
continueduring the whole of Saturday night.
The father was almast frantic for fear that
a bear had killed his little son. Several
beara have been seen in the towaship this
summer, and he did not know but the
child had  become prey for one
of them. On Sunday morning, hLow-
ever, about 8 mile from home, the
little fellow was digcovered in a Lush
swamp, He appeared quite unconcerned
and was not frightened. He must have
fallen asleep in the afternoon and remained
so duriog tgo pight, He eaid he had seen
some cows, » A0g and two hears dunn‘g the
pight, and strange to say he was not Latfa
ed. Of course there was great rejoiciog in
the Louse of Greer that day over their lost
hoy.

A Texas Tragedy.

TriNity, Tex., Sept. 12—Major Hur-
lock, a large mill owner, and his son W. H,
Hurlock, aged 22, were shot yesterday by
an employe named Roseman, W. H. Hur-
lock is dead, snd the father's wounds are
mortal. Hurlock's young son annoyed Rore-
man, who, endeavoring to make him'desist,
accidently injured the child’s foot. The
major, with words and hands, abused Rose-
man, but the Jatter declined to resent, The
msjor then calied his elder son to come and
whip Roseman. - The son quickly knocked
Roseman down, when the latter shot his
adverssry in the. ‘bead and heart, The
msjor then reached for the pistol, when
Roseman shot. him.. He (Roseman) then
wen$ up staits, procured a six-shooter and
barzicaded himself. The mill men gatherad
around the premises; and the lady of the
house entreated Roseman to leave, He
complied, when the men opened fire, and
after filling Roseman with shot secured
him, After the cspture Major Hurlock,
though perforated with a bullet, beat and
cuffed Roseman until the bystanders inter-
fered.

The Duke of Ha:iltons victory in the 8t,
Leger yesterday, will beon thewhole a
popular one, No doubt more illustrious
personages have graced the pages of the
peerage than the semisroyal victim of extra-
vag and dissipation, who lately allowed
one of the finest collections of valuables in
the wide world to be dispersed at auction,
and who has parted with sll the property
he owned except that which is strictly
entailed, Weighing 250 pounds, with s
red head and a purple face, his grace of
Hamilton is searcely ssthetic. But he can
knock down anybody who insults him, and
is the best stick-thrower that ever captured
monkeys and cocoanuts from a gipsy at s
race meeting, As a gambler he has had a
long experience, and not sn unchequered
one. As a1ace horse owner he has had no
successes commensurate with his enormous
outlay, He bought the American horse
Preakness when Mr. Ssnford had won &
bloodless victory at Brighton, and out of
Ossian’s dam Preakness got Fiddler, a
winner of the Goodwood cup. Ossian is
by the French horse Salvator, out of Music,
she by Stockwell out of One Act by An-
nandale ffom a mare by Voltaire, The
horse is therefore bred like his owner—
half French., Salvator, who won the Grand
Prize of Paris for M. Lupin, is by Dollsr,
ason of the Flying Dutohman, snd him-
self the winner of tlie Goodwood cup in
1864. This is the first of the great classic
events won by the Duke of Hamilton, who
however has had many first class cross.
country horses, including Cortolvin, a
winner nearly twenty years ago of the L iv-
erpool Grand National, Ossian’s redent easy
victories over horses of the second class
must have led many to spectulste on
his chances ; but among the best judges
of racing it is evident that his
performances did pot find the favors
to which they were entitled.

Chiselhurst, the second horse, isjowned by
Mr, Perkins of brewing and banking fame at
Newcastle on the coaly Tyne.

Highland Chief, third in the '83

To compete with British manufscturers
the American workman must consent to de-
gradol hlmu{’!rt:dt:he'reondition of the labor-
ing classes abro: 'en years England
had 142,000 men in sailing m.e‘r.;'.hus ser-
vice, and 8700 in steam vessels; to-day
104,000 in sailing and 166,000 in steam.
The past year earnings of this immense
fleet was four hundred millions. ‘This enor-
mous stride of the British was accomplished
at the expense of this country, England’s
foréign trade to-day was, 700 times that of
this country.

m of the Work of Emancipation
Throughout the Empire.
From the New Fork Herald.

On July 29, the birthday of the princess
imperial, organization was given to a society
promo‘ed by the Compte d'Eu to take
charge of, instruct and make farmers of the
homeless waifs smong the ‘‘Rio Branco
Chieks,” which is the popular name for the
little niggers whom the law of 1871 frees at
birth. Hitherto the number thrown on the
government’s hands at 8 years of age has not
exceeded $wo hundred or so, but the aboli-
tionists are daily pushing matters so fast
that there is & growing tendency among the
owners of the mothers of the said black
plumaged children t)> get them off their
hands to svoid trouble and suits in which
they would always have to pay the costs and
receive none, In Rio the editor of the
(3az ‘1a da Trade, who is s negro, openly
advises the slaves to rise up and win their
fceedom by force.

Ia Ceara, asthe chief of police telegraphs,
the Emancipstion saciety at Fortaleza not
only has successfully res: tel the shipment
t Rio of slaves belonging to Senator Nunes
Gouzilves, and got s judge to take them
from the police and set them at liberty Ly
habeas corpus, but it and the pumerous
other societies are inciting the slaves of the
adjoining provinces to take re in Cears,
wherein they are promised harbor and de-
fense.  Under the pressure of these soci-
¢ties Ceara will in a year or two be a free
province, snd be s thorn in the side of the
adjoining ones. Para also is agitating in
the same course, and will soon extinguish
slavery, when Maranham, which had
74,000 slaves at the end of 1873 and has
be drained of
her slaves on all sides nntil, in self-defence,
she joins her meighbors in freedom.

Tbe government bill on slavery has been
brought im. It its no more slaves to
be transferred from ome province to an.
other, unless whea “m inheritance,
gifts from parents or with their
owners, in which last case the slaves may
not be sold before five years after register-
ing them in the new province. All transfer-
n‘g in sny, other way to another province be-
come ipsd facto free. The bill also

s the emsncipstion fund with s
tax of 25 cents on every slave, 25 cents to
$1 on horses and $1 per bond on transfers
of national atocks. With these it is esti-
ms the emancipation fand will be
ince _about 3,000,000 milreis & year,
say £1,500,000.
