Bev. Dr. Sutherland Talks About Deliglon 

and Education.
There was an evening meeting at S.o’olook, 

President Strang in the chair. The session was 
entirely devoted to the reading by Dr. Suther­
land of an able deliverance on ‘"Hie Religious 
Element In Education,”

After a few introductory words, the reverend 
gentleman began by denying that there is any 
antagonism between religion and culture. No 
subjects are so important as God, duty and 
destiny. If man were only a superior animal 
something might be said in behalf of a purely 
secular education. An education wMch ex­
cludes the religious element is untru* :lf it is 
important that men must think it is better that 
they should think correctly. Man should 
think from the Christian standpoint. A man 
who does not see God aa the regulator of the 
universe does not think truly. Such a 
not a safe teacher. An education which ex­
cludes the religious element tends tn atheism 
and infidelity. It Is of the greatest moment 
that the child should be taught correct maxims, 
as whatever bias is got in early life affects man 
throughout his days. An education which 
excludes religion is fraught with danger to the 
state. We nave only to look to such countries 
as Egypt and Greece to be impressed with the 
truth of this statement. Despotism might 
rovem without the safeguards of religion. But 
toedom never.
What is meant by the religions element in 

education? The religious education. Not 
sectarian, as some would have ns believe, 
though it would be betterfor a boy to be taught 
by a sectarian If a godly man, than *professor 
who excludes God and the Bible from his lec­
tures. It means such a recognition of God as 
will insure the opening of Softool with prayer 
and the reading of Serintnre. It also means 
the inculcation by the teacher of the funda­
mental principles of Christian morality. Noth­
ing mors, nothing less, will satiety the case.

Prof. Huxley said that there must be a moral 
substratum in the education of a child, and 
there is no book that can give this as well as 
the Bible. It makes a great difference to a child 
whether he is told In studying biology that God 
is the source of all life or that this Is caused by 
spontaneous generation from blind matter.

“The future of Canada,” continued the 
Doctor, "depends on the kind of education 
which is imparted to the present generation. 
The real question between secularist and the 
Christian of to-day is no longer the inspiration 
at the Bible, bat rather shall the secularist 
have control of our public schools. The influ­
ence of the teacher depends more upon what 
he is than what he know*”

Dr. Sutherland concluded bis paper with 
these words addressed to the teachers: “The 
Influence you exert In moulding the moral 
character of your pupils will depend upon the 
extent to which yon ere yourselves imbued 
with the principles you teaoh. If the fruit of
