The French Navy.

Paris, Oct. 30.—In the Chamber of De-
puties yesterday the debate on the naval esti-
mates was resumed. Admiral Krantz, Mini-
ster of Marine, admitted that the navy lacked
a sufficient number of torpedo boats and
cruisers, but said that he was doing the vest
possible with the resources placed at lus dis-
posal.  *‘Against equal numbers,” he said,
“we should muke a guod fight and nobody
would attack us with a hght heart. Iu the
event of war we must take vigorous and united
offensive action, avoiding all petty fighting.
Only Engiand and America conld carry on a
war of privatee's, It is essential that France
be able to_attack an enemy’s force. She must,
therefore, have some fortitied ports of call for
her vessels in case of need.”

In course of his pulpit remarks on Sunday
Rev. Mr. Bates, of College-street Baptist
church, lucidly epitomised the Baptist posi-
tion on church exemptions and the Bible in
the schools; Speaking of the latter first, the
1ev. gentléman said substantiallyz—‘‘Baptists
hold vhat Church and State are, or ought to
be, entirely independent of one ancther. The
Church can stand alons. We would force re-
ligion on no one, believing that in perfect froe-
dom of action lies one of its. ereatest attrace
tions. We hold, moreover, that this view ac-
cords with Scripture. The use ot the Bible
schools we would make purely volyptary, and,
where so voluntarily adopted, we would
urge the use of the book jtself, not a comnpen-
dium of selections oulled from it. The very
same principle underlies church exemptions,
If we deny the State’s authority over the
Church, so must we also be careful to accept
no State favor for the Church, Exemption ix
unquestionably one of these, because 1t in-
creases the secular taxes and un]unr.ly burdens
many who have or take no interest in religious
affairs, Thus it is that an increasing number,
especially of the poorer classes, huve come to
regard the churches as - their enewies-and op-
pressors,” In the evant of exemptions being
abolished, tho reverentd: speaker v ht thai
the reduction in weneral taxation which must
necessarily follow, if it did not fully meet the
necessary church expenditure, would go very
