OTTAwA, May 5.—In the Senate to-day
the report of the Committee on Vacancy
caused by Alexander’s absence for two years
was received.

As it was Dow the
Senate was virtually a jury of 72 members,
of whom one-third by reason of  their reli-
gious training were opposed to divorces slto-
gether, and others for various reasons should
not act as jurors. But this was not all, for
after the case had gone through the Senate
it bad to go to the Commons and he tried by
a jury of 215-who had not heard the
evidence. o

Senator Power mdgde an attack on the
English Divorce Coutt, which he said was a
disgrace, and said thati if the Commons had
known in 1857 what the result of their bill
would be they would never have passed it.

GRAND JURIES 10 REMAIN.

GO'I'IBNIENT DECIDES AGAINST
THEIR ABOLITION,

.

Judges and Others Favor the Retention of
the System — Parliament will Ad-
journ To-Day Until Monday—A Bill to
“Allow an Accused Person to Testify in
His Own Behalf.

OTTAWA, May 5.—The Minister of Justice
will on Monday introduce a bill to codify the
eriminal code of Canada. Contrary to ex-
pectations it will not contain a clause abol-
ishing grand juries. Circulars were sent last
winter to all judges and attorneys-general;
but of nearly a hundred replies the majorit y
favorad the retention of grand juries in view
of doubtfnl qualification of magistrates in
geveral.

M. C. Cameron (Huron) intends once more
introducing a bill in the Commous to allow
an accused person to give evidence in bis
own behalf. = The bill is almost similar to the
one he introduced in the Pariiament before
the last and which was defeated by a small
majority.

POSITIVE EVIDENCE IN THE NEW
ORLEANS AFFAILR.

O'Malley, by the Aid of His Private De-
tective Agency, Clearly Proven to Have
Tampered With the Jury Which Tried
the Mafla—Six of the Bribers Indicted
by the Grand Jury.

NEW ORLEANS, May 5.—The grand jury,
after investigating the alleged jury-fixing in
the trial of the Italians charged with mur-
dering Chief of Police Hennessey, has indict-
ed Thomas McCrystol, John Cooney and
K. C. O'Malley for attempting to bribe a
talesman and Bernard Glandi, Charles

| Granger and Ferneard Armant for attempt-

ing to bribe three different talesmen.

The report of the grand jury says it was
learned from various sources that talesmen
had been approached. As a rule the tales-
men who had been previously markel out
were seen when alone or invited over to some
secluded and unsuspected place. = Talesmep
were visited at their homes during the even-
ing’'of early morning, intercepted on their
way te the court house, stop in the corri-
dor of the court, and the work was de-
liberately carried forward in the court room
during tne trial. One favorite expression was
that big mon?iy might be made by going on
the jury and doing riﬁhﬁ. The report states
that there is no possible doubt that such at-
tempts were made by various parties in the
service of the defence entertained hy $ome of
the talesmen and scornfully rej by
others.

Out of 300 names drawn for the February
panel 32 were names supplied by O’Malley
and Adams.

The grand jury report speaks of the great
difficulty of establishing & conspiracy by
adequate proof on account of the secrecy ob-
served by the conspirators, but it says that
sufficienf evidence was offered by the
voluntary and reliable witnesses to
justity the indictment six men
as follows: Thomas McCrystol and John
Cooney with K. C. O'Malley, forattempting
to bribe a talesman, and Bernard Glaudi,
Charles Granger and Ferneard Armant for
attempt by cash to bribe three different
talesmen, These parties are shown to have
beeh closely intimate with O’Malley, often
at his office, informed of all doings and were
active workers in the jury-ixing business
generally. !

The report declares that the existence of
the secret society called the Mafia is confirm-
ed by evidence from various sources.
