The Japanese, apparently, expected to 
take the Chinese by surprise while the 
latter’s warships were away as the Chi­
nese squadron, with the exception ol 
some small gun-boats and torpedo ves­
sels, sailed the day before for another 
port.

But the gun-boats and forts kept up 
such a well-directed fire that the Jap* 
anese were unable to enter the harbor.

A Stubborn Naval Battle.

At the hour when the Central News 
correspondent sent his despatch, a stub­
born fight between Japanese warships 
and part of the Pei-Wang squadron was 
reported to be in progress. Twenty- 
one large men-of-war and many small 
craft were engaged. The Japanese are 
reported to have lost heavily, although 
it is not known that they have lost any 
of their ships. There is no news to in­
dicate which fleet has the advantage.

Great Britain has notified the combat­
ants that warfare within the limits of 
the water approaches to Shanghai was 
perclnded by Japan’s promise not to 
attack the port and China’s reciprocal 
promise no to obstruct the waterways 
leading to it. These promises, the Brit­
ish note added, would apply to the^ ap­
proaches used by all vessels coming 
either north or south.

Bcportrt of the Fighting Confirmed. 
London, Aug. 11.—The Government has 

received a despatch confirming the an­
nouncement of further fighting between 
the Chinese and Japanese. The Govern­
ment advices say that the Japanese were 
making an attack upon Qthe Imperial 
station at Wei-Ha-Wei, but no details 
were given.

The reported attack upon PoiLHam- 
iltou is regarded here* as to undomitedly 
mean Port Arthur, which is a Chinese 
naval port facing Wei-Ilai-Wei.

It is pointed out, however , that the

nave THE DROUGHT BROKEN.

First Bain fall In the West for Three 
Months.

Chicago, Aug. 12.-Rain fell yesterday 
over a great area iu the west, including 
a large part of Illinois, Iowa and Indi­
ana. Reports from some points in this 
State indicate that in consequence there 
will be an average crop of corn. In other 
localities the crops had been too much 
damaged t obe greatly benefited. In 
some* sections the rain was accompanied 
by a high wind, which blew down corn, 
and the damage to broom corn at Ar­
eola, Ills., is estimated at $6,000. Pas­
tures and potatoes were generally too far 
gone to be revived. The rain extin­
guished a number of prairie fires. The 
southern, central and northwestern por­
tion of Minnesota received a drenching 
rain Friday night and yesterday 
It was the first substantial rainfall that 
some of these sections had enjoyed for 
three months. In St. Paul the rain fell 
for £ few minutes in solid sheets. The 
rain came too late too affect wheat, 
nearly all of that cereal having been har­
vested*^ but its -importance to the 
and potato crops can hardly be over-es­
timated.

It is 
therefore natural that western nations 
should sympathize with Japan. If'her 
ultimate victory were probable or even 
within the range of practical possibili­
ties there might be plausible arguments 
against intervention* But the perma­
nent defeat of China is al­
most impossible, and the 
unless the powers interpose will probab­
ly be the extinction of Japanese aut­
onomy aud jealous exclusion of foreign 
devils from Japan as well as from China.

Significance of the Peenliar Trend of the 
Great Inland Lakes.f The close observer ol a reliable map of 

North America will notice a linè of lakes 
whose general trend or line of'*direction 
is about parallel with that of the pocky 
Mountains. These lakes begin well up on 
the Arctic frontier, with the inland body 
of water known as Great Bear "Lake, and 

down diagonally through the 
Dominion of Canada until they termin­
ate in the great, bodies of water that in 
:>art form the northeastern boundary of 
;he United States. This peculiar lake 

system—for a system it really is— 
tinues until it reaches the drainage of the 
Missippi River system and th£n is lost or 
terminates in minor lakelets that are not 
worthy of location on an outline map. 
It is worthy of note that the Hudson Bay 
water system has communication clear 
through the Arctic Ocean, and this also 
fairly parallels the lake chain under con­
sideration, lining with the Pacific Coast 
and the great mountain range. Even 
Baffin’s Bay and Davis Strait do the 
same, and in this systematic water trend­
ing there is a great physical eighifi-

Now what is the meaning, what is the 
genesis of what, ‘ accurately speaking, is 
known as a lake ? What was the agency 
that made these reservoirs, which do not 
involve the principle nor have the nature 
of oceanic depressions ? These lakes, 
large and small, even down to the lake- 
lets of New 'York, Pennsylvania and 
Ohio, have on one of their sides a more or 
less abrupt embankment and another side 
where dry land is approached by marshi­
ness. The most rational thing we; can do 
in accounting for them on the lines of 
physics, is to accept them as the impripts 
of stranded ice fields which pushed their 
way southward until resistance became 
too great, then stopped, while the shal­
lower bodies moved on. There is not [a 
physical feature in physical North Ameri­
ca that contradicts the theory of terres- 

; trial changes of centres of gravity and 
the consequently tilting oceaan, the 
“spoor” of which actioni i simply so col- 
osal that our diminutive minds, accus­
tomed to the small affair in the gossip 
of history, fail to grap the mighty sig­
nificance. . _

The great tracks that come down 
through the Canadian Dominion are as 
plain as if the path had been trodden by 
the feet of omnipotence. XVe mammalials 
that could only come when conditions 
had become quiescent, when the catacly- 
mal sweep were very wide apart, must 
not forget that eternal nature knows u 
only as a plart of a eries of minor in­
cident* in her creative procesions and 
endles repetitloms.-Pittsburgh Dispatch.
