Its 
Edens of blossoming orchards, its varied 
prospects of rural splendor, its landscape 
scenes all fair as the garden of the Lord, 
Old Ontario, alive with indescribable 
loveliness, is the choicest home on God’s 
earth.

A Chicago despatch to the Globe says: 
—Those who have been accustomed to 
paying $5 a pair for their fall footwear 
will be compelled to add another dollar 
to their shoe allowance this year or be 
content with an inferior quality of foot­
wear. Not only does the raise affect 
shoes of the $5 variety, but shoes of all 
grades and prices. “A twenty per cent, 
raise in price on all shoes on or before 
September 1st,” is the word which man­
ufacturers are sending out to wholesalers 
and retailers. “We find that since Jan.
1, 1908, the cost of leather has increased 
72 per cent.,” said one man, a manu­
facturer, to-day. The price of shoes has 
been raised from time to time to keep 
pace with this increase in the cost of 
leather, but another boost in the shoe 
price is now due.”

Thf:re are a number of people who 
think that merely affixing a five cent 
stamp to a letter registers it. Occasion­
ally letters are found in the post office box 
with stamps affixed which are evidently 
intended to be registered. People send­
ing letters through the mail in this way 
are merely throwing away their money 
and have absolutely no claim against the 
post office department is case of loss. To 
register a letter you must get the post­
master to enter it up in his records and 
give you a receipt for it. In this way 
the P. O. Department knows just what 
hands it passes through and gets a re­
ceipt for it when it is delivered at its 
destination. If it is lost anywhere it can 
be easily, traced on account of each 
official through those hands it passes 
having a record of the time lie had it and 
to what other official or station it was 
passed on to. To merely affix a five cent 
stamp to an envelope and drop it into 
the letter box is nothing but a waste as 
it is not registered any more than an 
ordinary letter. When you want a letter 
registered, give it to the post master and 
get a receipt for it.

A Word to Business Men.
What are you doing to keep Watford 

to the front and draw business ? The 
methods of ten years ago will not do it 
as they are practically obsolete now. 
It is not fair to expect that one man or 
even half a dozen of them, will carry their 
share and yours as well. An awaking all 
along the line is what’s needed and now 
is a good time to get it. A long pull, a 
strong pull and a pull together will 
accomplish what separate individuals can 
not. Don’t leave it to your neighbor but 
step into the ranks yourself and your 
activity and energy will enthuse others. 
The legitimate trade that belongs to 
Watford should not be allowed to he 
transacted in other towns just because of 
a bigger effort on the part of the people 
there, or through the negligence of the 
people of Watford in looking after that 
trade. Some of the neighboring farmers 
seem to have an idea that Watford busi­
ness men are not very anxious for busi­
ness, and complain that during the har­
vest season the places of business should 
not all close on Wednesday afternoon 
and evening ; that arrangements should 
be made that some should remain open 
each Wednesday. A person in the 
country during the rush season is liable 
to forget for the moment whether it is 
Wednesday or Thursday, and cases have 
occurred where, after driving to town 
for some much needed articles,, persons 
have found it impossible to have their 
wants supplied. Be that as it may, the 
close-up idea is being much overdone and 
is not helping the business of the town.

Ministers and Tobacco.

Discussing the motion passed by 
the London Methodist Conference 
regarding the growing of tobacco, the 
Woodstock Sentinel-Review recalls 
that tobacco was not always under 
the ban of the church of this contin­
ent, and that in the early history of 
Virginia, for instance, ministers of 
the gospel were accustomed to re­
ceive their salaries in tobacco, the 
amount being fixed by law. The law 
provided that the yearly salary of a 
minister should be 16.000 pounds of 
tobacco. For a funeral sermon the 
amount was 400 pounds, and a mar­
riage license 200 pounds. From one 
of the old books of the early days of 
Virginia we learn that the religious 
life of the country depended very 
largely on the'quality of the tobacco 
grown. In some districts where the 
quality of the tobacco was notorious­
ly poor, we are told that it was im­
possible to get orthodox ministers to 
stay.

W. E. Fitz­
gerald, of this place, took part in the 
program, and delivered two addresses, 
one on library co-operation and extension 
along county lines and the other on the 
selection and purchase of library books.

Resolutions were then passed ask­
ing the Ontario Government to enact 
legislation, carrying out the ideas of these 
addresses in establishing libraries in 
each municipality throughout the county 
so that the farming community would 
more fully be benefitted and the County 
Council help to contriibute to the support 
of each library as well as the local muni­
cipality. Several other interesting papers 
and addresses were given.

Something like half a century ago 
there was a boom in Kansas similiar to 
that which is now prevailing in the Can­
adian West. While Kansas is in a pros­
perous state today, as a result of real 
agricultural development, no less than 
2,300 Kansas towns, some of them having 
at one time a population of 5,000 or 
more, were completely wiped out of 
existence when the boom collapsed.

Spelling Simplification.

Nova Scotia has for over thirty- 
years been associated with the en­
deavor to reform the spelling of the 
English language. The first step in 
that direction was taken in 3880, 
when Dr. David Allison, ex-president 
of Mount Allison University, then 
superintendent of education for the 
province, invited the principal of the 
Pictou Academy to*mte a paper for 
the Provincial Education Associa­
tion’s meeting in Truro. Since then 
this very necessary reform has been 
kept steadily in view by the edu­
cational authorities of Nova Scotia 
and statements in its support have 
appeared in various numbers of The 
Journal of Education, which forms 
the semi-annual supplement to the 
report of the superintendent of 
education.

This is only one of many agencies 
quietly working in the direction of 
spelling reform. Yearly many edu­
cators and men of letters enlist in 
the ranks and help forward a cause 
which rests squarely on its own 
merits. All the weight of argument 
and experience is on the side of 
simplified spelling. The present 
illogical, intricate and absurd system 
wastes from one to two years of 
our school children’s time, and offers 
a serious obstruction to the acquire­
ment of a practical knowledge of the 
English language by foreigners. 
Those who regard English as the 
coming world language and oppose 
spelling reform are doing their best 
to present that expectation from 
being realized.

Germany has introduced consis­
tency into the spelling of the Ger­
man language, with the result that 
the children of the fatherland are 
age for age far in advance of the 
children in English-speaking coun­
tries. Every hour in the formative 
years that is spent needlessly forms 
a handicap during the remainder of 
life, which affects not the individual 
only but the nation. After all it is 
no revolutionary theory that is ad­
vanced by the advocates of spelling 
reform, but in many cases a rever­
sion to the spelling sanctioned by 
the greatest names in English liter­
ature.

of the adder short, wiping the odder 
and surrounding parts with a damp 
cloth Just before milking, clean, light 
stables, clean, dry bands during milk­
ing—these are some ot the matters 
that most be given attention, accord­
ing to Mr. Stockwell.

A common source of Infection is the 
dirty separator. The bowl of the sep­
arator should be taken apart after 
each use and washed thoroughly with 
warm water and washing powder and 
then sterilized with boiling water or 
steam.

After the milk has been drawn from 
the. cow, If It Is to be sold as whole 
milk It should be aereated and cooled 
to 50 degrees F. at once and kept thus 
until delivered. If It Is to be separat­
ed that should be done as soon as pos­
sible since the fat globules separate 
more easily then, and the cream should 
be cooled and kept In a cool place.

During June no less than 67 ne<v 
postoffices were opened in Canada, 
the majority being in the western 
provinces to meet the needs of the 
rapid influx of settlement.

Following the ruling of the Geo­
graphical Board of Canada the. letter 
V' in the name Temiskaming, will 

be changed to “i” and the word will 
hereafter be spelled Timiskaming. 
The same change will also apply to 
the word Temagami, which will now 
be known as Timagami.

Michigan people to the number of 
9,754 moved into Canada during the 
year 1911. The recent census in 
Canada shows that more than one 
third of the immigrants last year 
came from the United States, which 
furnished 131,114 of the 350,374 im­
migrants. Immigrants from the 
United States were 6,512 more Jn 
1911 than in 1910. Minnesota fur­
nished 17,029 of the immigrants into 
Canada, Washington 15,208, North 
Dakota 12,194, Massachusetts 12,- 
000, and New York 9,358.

Newspaper Law.
1— A postmaster is required to give 

notice by letter ( returning the paper does 
not answer the law) when a subscriber 
does not take his paper out of the office 
and state the reason for its not being 
taken. Any neglect to do so makes the 
postmaster, responsible to the publisher 
for payment.

2— If any person orders his paper dis­
continued he must pay all arrearages or 
the publisher may continue to send it 
until payment is made aud collect the 
whole amount whether the paper is taken 
from the office or not. There can be no 
discontinuance until payment is made.

3— Any person who takes a paper out 
of the post office, whether directed to his 
name or not, or whether he has subscrib­
ed or not, is responsible for the pay.

4— IB a subscriber orders his paper 
stopped and the publisher continues to 
send, the subscriber is bound to pay for 
it, if he takes it out of the post office. 
This proceeds upon the ground that a 
man must pay for what he uses.

5 —-The courts have decided that re­
fusing to take newspapers or periodicals 
from the post office or removing, or leav­
ing tfiem uncalled for, is prima facie 
evidence of intentional fraud.

Preparations for drilling a well in the 
waters of Lake Erie for oil and gas are 
now being made in the lake south of the 
Cooper farm in Tilbury East township, 
by a company in which Alex. Chaplin, of 
Chatham, and H. D. Symes, of Niagara 
Falls, Ont., are among the interested 
shareholders.

Shoÿly before George Stephenson 
won ms maid-of-all-work, John Cross- 
ley, of Halifax, had made a wife of 
Martha Turner, who ruled over a 
Yorkshire kitchen, and, thus unknow­
ingly, laid the foundation of an enor­
mous fortune. Martha’s domestic ser­
vices were assessed at $30 a year ;

In later years she confessed, ‘ I 
used to get up at four o'clock in the 
morning to stitch carpets and had 
usually earned two shillings by the 
time my neighbors were coming down­
stairs.’r These were the "days of 
small things"; but Martha, thanks to 
her clever brain and .industrious 
hands, lived to see "her John" head 
of one of the greatest carpe trweaving 
firms in the world, with more than 
$5,000,000 at his back. Her fifth son 
became a baronet, and her grandson 
is known to-day as the Right Hon:

MAKING CHARCOAL FOR HOGS.
Helps Wonderfully In Keeping the Ani­

male In Good Condition.
When hogs are being fed com they 

have Insatiable appetites for charcoal, 
and this goes to show that the char­
coal meets some requirement of the 
animal system. What Is palatable sel­
dom does the system any Injury, and 
then only when taken In excess, which 
It Is likely to be If the animals are not 
accustomed to It, especially If they are 
hungry. The fact that hogs when on 
full feed of com eat all forma of char­
coal with avidity and never get too 
much of It la sufficient grounds for 
providing It In abundance and keeping 
It within reach of the hogs at all times.

I utilize all the corncobs on my place 
for making charcoal to feed my hogs, 
sairs an Iowa Homestead correspond­
ent. I dig a pit about five feet deep, 
which is smaller at the bottom than at 
the top. In which to bum the cobs. I 
start a fire at the bottom and gradually 
fill with cobs, then cover the pit with a 
sheet Iron lid. Earth may be used In 
covering the pit If a large Ud Is not 
available. In about twelve hoars the 
combustion has produced an exceeding­
ly good grade of corncob charcoal.

In feeding the charcoal I make up the 
following mixture: Five bushels of 
corncob charcoal, one bushel of wood 
ashes, eight pounds of salt, two quarts 
of air slaked lime, two pounds of sul­
phur and a pound of copperas. 1 break 
up the charcoal, mix all thoroughly to­
gether, put the mixture In self feeding 
boxes and place where the bogs can 
have free access to it. This combina­
tion furnishes a good percentage of ash 
for bone building, destroys worms and 
helps wonderfully In keeping the hogs 
In a thrifty condition. The amount of 
charcoal that a bunch of bogs will eat 
during the winter If given free access 
to It at all times Is really very surpris­
ing. ________

CONVENIENT^DAIRY HOUSE.

Place For Handling Milk, Cream and 
Butter In a Sanitary Mannar. 

Every dairyman selling milk to a 
creamery or cheese factory or city 
trade or making dairy batter on his 
farm should have a sanitary dairy 
house. This building should be sepa­
rate from the stable and other build­
ings on the farm and should be well 
supplied with water. Milk for any 
purpose must be. kept In a clean, well 
ventilated place.

Solid concrete dairy houses, such as 
are found on the large dairy farms, 
are to be recommended. A building 
12 by 14 feet Is large enough for a 
herd of twenty to twenty-five cows.

Don't use sulphuric add for cleaning 
beeswax, because It will burn the comb 
and take the substance out of It to 
such an extent that the bees will not 
Work upon It ,

Bees won’t thrive In a cellar where 
there are mice or any disturbing in­
fluences. It Is well to partition bees 
off to themselves where It Is quiet, 
with plenty of ventilation and little 
light

During spring manipulations. In pre­
paring bees for winter and at other 
times It may be necessary to feed them 
for stimulation or to provide stores. 
Honey from an unknown source should 
never be used fer fear of Introducing 
disease.

The first thing to be looked after In 
making a bee cellar would be the loca­
tion. This should be In a side hill or 
knoll sloping to the south where the 
soil Is gravel or sandy loam. By dig­
ging Into the bank a cellar of suffl- 
dent size to bold the number of colo­
nies comfortably can be secured.

'A curious Interference on the part ot 
the honeybee In our economic ques­
tions has occurred In the tobacco rais­
ing sections of the country. They are 
gathering nectar from the tobacco blos- 
sotns, and some ot the apiarists com-, 
plain that the honey la flavored In a 
way that Is neither delightful nor 
wholesome.’ .

trates a very convenient farmers' dai­
ry house. The size of the rooms may 
be varied to salt the Individual needs.

A concrete tank near the pump 
makes cooling of the milk convenient 
The separator should be located In the 
same room. A room provided with a 
sink and rack can be located at one 
end of the building. This room should 
be used exclusively for washing and 
drying cans and bottles. A room with 
shelves suitable for storing milk 
should be partitioned off from the op­
posite end of the building.

The walls and floor of the dairy 
house should be ot solid re-enforced 
concrete. The root can be ot roofing 
paper or shingles.

The cost ot such a building need not 
exceed $185, varying according to the 
size of the herd. — Kimball’s Dairy 
Farmer.

j Care of Cream for Buttermaking.
It is a recognized fact that the price 

received for butter is very largely in­
fluenced by its quality and this is in 
great measure determined by the care
fiven the cream from which it is made.

his matter is recognized by the Depart­
ment of Agriculture at Ottawa as being of 
vital importance to the creamery patrons 
and buttermakers of Canada ; conse­
quently there has been prepared by the 
Chief of the Dairy Division under the 
direction of the Dairy. Commissioner, a 
bulletin " on “The Care of Cream for 
Buttermaking.” It commences with the 
health and feeding of the cows and 
follows the subject through the various 
stages of milking, separating, storing 
and delivering the cream, each section 
being dealt with from the standpoint of 
the man on the job rather than of the 
official in the office. The results' of ex­
periments conducted on farms and in 
creameries are given to show the ad­
vantages of separating a rich cream, 
properly cooling and storing it, as well 
as of making frequent deliveries. The 
bulletin says :—“Keeping the cream for 
longer than two days at the farms has, 
no doubt, much to do with the old 
cream flavor so common in gathered 
cream butter, and we can scarcely expect 
to have this defect remedied so long as 
cream is gathered less than three times 
each week.’*

The bulletin which is No. 32 of the 
Dairy and Cold Storage series concludes 
with a summary of important notes for 
patrons, creamery owners and butter- 
makers. Sufficient copies have been 
issued to supply each creamery with ’ a 
copy for each patron. Requests for 
supplies for this purpose should be ’ sent 
to the Dairy and Cold Storage Com-

Sheep Husbandry in Canada.
Coincident with a number of other 

active agencies designed to revive the 
sheep raising industry in Canada, there 
has been issued by the Live Stock Branch 
of the Department of Agriculture a new 
edition of that exhaustive and practical 
treaties “Sheep Husbandry in Canada” 
which received such a warm reception 
some four years ago. This work of 125 
pages, which constitutes a report as well 
as a helpful bulletin of instruction, covers 
the history and condition of the sheep 
industry in every province, pointing out 
the weak points and offering useful in­
formation for the guidance of older shep­
herds as well as those who are just be­
ginning, or desire to begin, raising mut­
ton and wool. In this work the author, 
who is a trained sheep man, brings out 
clearly the great advantages of keeping 
sheep from the dual standpoint of direct 
profit in cash returns, and the even more 
important indirect one of cleaner farms 
ana better crops. Then there is a special 
section, “From the Block to the Table” 
designed to popularize the consumption 
of mutton and lamb. Other sections deal 
with weed destruction by sheep, diseases, 
wool, housing, enemies, breeds and breed­
ing, feeds and feeding, and other im­
portant matters. Under “The Industry 
in the Different Provinces” some start­
ling new facts, concerning the profits 
made from sheep, are brought out. It is 
shown that a flock of about 150 ewes 
worth $6 each, after housing, feeding and 
care were charged against them, gave in 
1911 a profit of more than $600. This 
occurea on a Manitoba wheat farm.

A special feature of this bulletin is its 
many beautiful illustrations in sepia 
tints, many of which are worth framing. 
A large issue has been printed to be sup­
plied free to those who apply for it to the 
Publications Branch, Department of Agri­
culture, Ottawa.

Canada’s Cider Good.
Ottawa, July 22—Cider as sold through­

out the Dominion is on the whole a fairly 
genuine article. Of 33 samples of bever­
ages labelled cider, collected from various 
parts of Canada by the inland revenue 
department, 27 met the legal require­
ments of the act as containing not more 
than 7 per cent, alcohol. Six samples 
appear to appear to have water added to 
the apple juice. Out of 36 samples sold 
as sweet cider, only 8 meet the legal 
definition, but it is pointed out that the 
definition does not really apply to some 
ot the samples with modified names, such 
as “champagne cider”, “Raspberry 
cider,” etc. Chief Analyst McGill says 
that in the samples analyzed there is no 
suggestion of the addition of anything 
hurtful to health.

Selling Young Veal.
The revised Ontario Statutes for 1912 

have been sent out, and one of the new 
sections is worth noting by those who 
have been in the £ habit of selling very 
young veal. Section 102 provides that 
no meat of calves under four weeks old 
shall be sold or kept for sale, and the 
penalty for a breach of this law is a fine 
of from $10 to $50.

Moreover, in the case of such meat 
being found in anyone’s possession, the 
onus of proving that it is not fdr sale is 
to rest on the person having the meat.

It has been a matter of common know­
ledge for some years that calves of two 
days old and upwards have been sold 
each year to be used in ©ne form or an­
other for human consumption, and it is 
against this practice that the law is 
aimed.

Bold Robbery at Sombra.
Sarnia, July 22.—One of thé boldest 

robberies which has taken place in this 
vicinity for a long time occurred at Som­
bra late last night or early this morning, 
when thieves entered the store of F. G. 
Logan and carried away more than 
$1,000 worth of clothing.

Detective Acton, of the attorney-gen­
eral’s department, has been put to work 
on the case. He is of the opinion that 
the robbers crossed the river to the 
American side in a small boat, and car­
ried their booty with them.
