Little actual. business was tran-
sacted at Monday moring’s meeting
at the Sarnia Preshytery in 'St,
Andrews Presbyterian churiches, but
there was a world of action over a
motion that was put before the
gathering when the meéting was
opened and withdrawn just before
it closed.

At the December meeting of the
Preshytery a communication was
received from the Union * commit-
tee of the general assembly asking
the Sarnia Presbytery to appoint
a committee to foster the spirit of
church unfon and carry out the
principles' of church union ~within
its jurisdiction.

The December communication was
the icause of all the disturbance at
today’. s, -session,

For and Ag®inst.

Rev. A. W. Shephard, of Parkhill
opposed the idea. He put forward
a motion, which ~was seconded by
Geo. Aitken, West Williams, ‘“‘that
the communication. on church union
from the union committee of the
general assembly to appoint a. com-
mittee to foster the spirit of church
union and carry out the policy of
the church union committee, be lift-
ed from the table.” His miotion start-
ed a controversy that waged throu-
ghtout the morning. Opinion was
divided on the matter. but the oppos-
ition to his motion was keen.

Rev. J. J. Monds, of Petrolia, was
strongly opposed to the motion and
his following had some : pointed
things to say regarding the breaking
away from the edicts of the head
body. Before the discussion was
closed with the withdrawal of the
motion practically every member in
attendance had made a stand one
way or the other. '

Chasm Widens

Presbyterian ' congregations thro-
ughout the Presbytery have formed
decided opinions for and against
church  union and ~several of the
speakers hinted at a chasm within
the church if the matter was not
handled carefully. The anti-union
faction in' the churich, has already a
considerable following some speak-
ers asserted and it behooved the
champions of the church union cause
to stand together if they would be
successful. A divided force could
not be expected to cope with the
organized strength of the forces
opposed to union.

Mr. Monds expressed the opinion
that ministers of the different con-
gregations were ibest qualified to
handle the local situations. If ou!-
side committees.went over the heads
of the ministers he predicted some
exciting times in the different cen-
tres of Presbyterianism.

perusal of our own hﬂuﬁhing col-
umns and those of the weeklies upon
the exchange list of this paper. Here
and there a sale is advertised whose
E:pose is the diaposal of supplus

stock, but in'most and many. too
many instances may be found the
statement ‘“the proprietor is giving
up  farming.”

The spring of the year is an-‘un-
usal time for such advertisements—
with seeding close at hand; for the
coming summer and fall months are
the largest earning momths on the
average farm, and it is most unusual
to quit the game when its most pro-
fitable time lies straight ahead. Yet
that is what many farmers scattered
over a wide extent of territory seem

Why? Perhaps a case that comes
under persomal knowledge may be
exemplary of many of the others. It
is thiat of a good farmer, who has
been on his own farm for the twelve
years sinice his marriage, when he
left his father’s homestead. This man
is one who likes farming and believes
the farm the best place for his young
family. His is a good farm and one
he has had cause to take pride in,
vet he is through.

The why, he says, is because he is
not geting an adequate return for
his labor and that of his wife and
family and on the money he has tied
up in his place; and he thinks there
are other lines which he can tum
with promise of @ more substantial
reward and a better future.

The point that makes this wide-
spread exodus from the land of in-
terest to all is that the conditions
bringing it about affect not only the
men on the land but his brethren in
the towns and cities as well. Maybe '
the latter will say they have their
own troubles without bothering
about those of the farmer; but they
should not overlook the fact that
every man leaving a farm in the dist-
rict surrounding the town or city
takes with him a condition that
makes the city or town possible, for
the urban communities would be as
naught without the rural.

‘The farmer knows what is the
matter—his expenses have out-
stripped his receipts. He sells his
products at 1914 rates and purchases
his requirements at those of 1924.

That is the gist of it; and every
agency touching upon the farmer’s
situation might well co-operate with
him in solving his problem, for in
the solution of it lies much of the
solution of the difficulties of those
who live in numbered houses wupon
paved streets instead of on home-
steads fronting country roads.

THE GLADIOLUS

HOW TO GROW IT SUCCESS-
FULLY

(I8sued by The Ontario Horticultural
Association.)

Soil—The Gladiolus is not exact-
ing in its demand upon the soil; a
light, rich soil is usually considered
most suitable.

The best fertilizer is well decayed
stable manure, applied in the fall
and well mixed with the soil, and
supplemented with bone meal or
acid phosphate. A dressing of wood
ashes can be used to advantage.
Planting— Gladiolus corms or
bulbs should be planted about 4 in-
ches deep, depending on the soil.
Deep planting helps to support the
stem.

They .may be planted in straight
rows, and if exhibition flowers are
wanted, six or more inches apart,
but good flowers will be produced if
they are planted closer. They do not
do well if planted in shade of trees
or' buildings.

Time For Planting— Gladiolus
may be planted any time after the
ground is sufficiently warm and dry.
From May 15 to 20 is the usual time,
but planting may be continued until
the 10th or 15th of June. By plant-
ing at.intervals of aweek or more,
the flowering season will be prolong-
ed, but this is also accomplished by
planting a range of varieties of diff-
erent maturities.

Flower spikes that are produced |
last of August or first of September
are oftenr much finer than blooming |
earlier in August, when the weather
is hotter. |

Planted in May, they take zrbout}
twenty-five to ninety days to bloom, |
some varieties being much earlier !
than others.

To produce fine flowers, effort |
should be made to maintain a steady
growth, and in order to effect this,
they must not be allowed to suffer |
from lack of moisture. No matter
how good the corm is, or how fine the
variety, they will not give good re-
sulltg, if stunted by dry weather.
Some of the very finest varieties do |

Female flies lay from ome to four,
even five Jots of eggs, and about one
hundred and twenty eggs at a time.
They always lay the eggs in filth ot
some kind., About ninety-five per
cent. of all flies are bred in manure,
When manure is not readily avail-
able, the female fly lays her eggs in
garbage, huma# excrement, décaying
vegetable matter, slop, trashaubbish
or glmost any other available filth.
Iy eardy spring §rdate fall these eggs
develop into full grown flies in from
twelve to sixteen days, while in
warmer weather it takes only about
eight to ten days.

Immediately after habtching into a
full grown fly, his first impulse is to
feed. He usually gets hig initial meal
right at his birth place. He lis never
particular about the kind of food he
eats. It matters Ktile tf it is man-
ure, garbage, human excrement or
something else. He rarely establishes
permanent qaurters, however, at his
birthplace. Shortly after birth he
takes his initial flight to some near-
by kitchen or dining room. Should
screens at the windows and doors
embarrass him, he is very willing to
take a few meals at the open gar-
bage pail while waiting his chance to
get into the house,

Flies are prodigious eaters. They
have been known to deviour nearly
half their weight of food at a time.
Furthermore, they lke to eat at
very brief intervals during daylight
hours. And here follows ome of the
most - dangerous, as well as nauseat-
ing features about flies. Their diges-
tive processes are extremely simple
and the food they eat passes through
their bodies with the greatest facil-
ity. Many subgtances eaten by flies
pass through their digestive tracts
unchanged by their weak digestive
fluid. As a result, after a fly has din-
ed on tuberculosis sputum or typhoid
dejecta, analyses of the resulting fly-
specks show the presence of the live
germs of these diseases.

As might be expected, since flies
are great feeders they deposit cor-
respondingly large quantities of
excreta. A single fly confined in a
paper box has been found to produce
fifty specks in the course of twenty-
four hours. The reason even more
fly-specks are not visible is that they
are largely liquid and frequently
colorless. Many authorities now be-
lieve that there is far more danger
from disease germs that pass through
flies’ bodies than from those that are
entangled on their feet and legs.

The only objection to the fly used
to be because he was such a pest, a
torment and an enemy to the com-
fort of mankind. This feature was
particularly noticeable when one
tried to read, rest, sleep or remain
quiet in their presence. It requires
no argument to convince any one
that flies are pests.

Later we began to find out about
his breeding places, his habits of life
and the possibility of his carrying
nauseating filth on his feet and legs
from gstables, garbage cans and
privies to our houses, our persons
and our food.

Now, by far the greatest objection
to flies comes from the fact that we
known conclusively that, besides be-
ing a discomfort and carrying filth,
they spread a tremendous amount of
disease. Besides actually dropping
the germs and filth from their feet
and legs, flies may tranemit disease
as already indicated by discharging
their vile disease laden excreta
either directly or indirectly upon our
food. This is not only the most dis-
gusting but by far the most danger-
ous feature of the typhoid fly. We
might get used to their annoyances,
and some of us could probably forget
their filthy habits, but this death
dealing feature is too important to
be passed by lightly.

It used to be urged that flies per-
formed the useful office of scaveng-
ers. This argument no longer holds.
We now know that while they do
consume filth and germs, they almost
invariably return and deposit them
on our food as part of their own de-
jecta,

But, you ask, are flies utterly use-
less? No, indeed. They serve a pur-
pose. Flies can not breed without
filth, and the more filth, the more
flies. One of the purposes they serve,
therefore, is that.of an index to the
sanitary conditions of the town, of

it might be added that in cities” and

towns certainly “a man'’s flies are
they of his own neighborhood.” In
other words, where flies are found,
they are due to filth in the immedi-
abe vieinity. It may be your own filth
or it may be& your neighbor’s filth. At
any rate it is only a question of filth
and that near by. To solve the fly
problem is simply to remove, destroy
or screen all filth or possible breed-
ing places for flies. But this is not
as easy as mi appear at first
thought. If every householder kept
his premises eclean and free from
filth the problem would be solved..
But ondinarily a lange proportion of
hiouseholders fail to do this for one
Or more reasons:

First, they dont kn-aw any better; or
Second, they don’t care, or

Third, they don’t think it is worth
while unless their neighbors do the
same thing,

It is to be regretted tmhat people
belonging to the first class continue
to be present in all® communities.
They need educating, either through.
posters, leaflets, newspapers, lectures
sermone, mioving pictures, examples
or friendly talks. After that they
will either clean up or join the
second or third class.

For the second ctass it can onfly
be said that people who know that
flies ‘breed in manure, eat fecal mat-
ter, and discharge excreta reekihg
with filth and disease germs into
their food and eleswhere, and still
remain so slothful as to mneglect to
take reasonable measures to prevent
such action, are guilty of ecriminal
negligence. There are not many of
thig class,

A great many belong to the third
class. This class ‘would be willing to
abolish flies with a little encourage-
ment and with the co-operation of
their neighbors in a neighborhood or
community organization for this pur-
pose. And this is ome of the best
ways to abolish flies,

One of the secrets of any success-
ful fly fight is to begin early in the
season and keep it up all year. A
few flies killed in the winter and
early spring will prevent thousa’nds
in midsummer.

The first step to be taken in fight-
ing flies in individual homes is clean-
liness. All filth about premises, sucn
as manure, garbage, fecal matter, or
decaying or fermenting macter of
any kind, should be screeneld, re-
moved or destroyed to prevent the
breeding of flies. Eternal vigilance is
the price of cleanliness.

Plea of J. J. Ridout, 76 Re-

Final disposition of the case of
Joseph John Ridout, 76 year-old
Watfoyd man who recently pleaded
guilty to a serious offence is causing
no little worry to county magistrate
C.S. Woodrow, crown atbtorney F. W.
