The Russian Army Has Arrived at
Mukden, after Floundering in
Mauchurian Roads.

The Men Lay Down in the Mud and
Slept in the Drenching Rain With-
out Shelter—The Dead Were
Left for the Japs to Bury—
Hospitals Crowded With
Wounded.

St. Petersburg, Sept. 10—1i50 a.m.—
It seems to he definitelyy established
that FieJd Marshal Oyama’s tired
troops practically abandoned on Wed-
nesday the attempt to head off Gener-
al Kuropatkin, and the latter’s army
has arrived safely at Mukden after &
frightful experience in floundering
through mud and mire over the Man-
darian road. Some descriptions along
the line of retreat are almosti incred-
ible. They tell how the men lay down
in the mud and slept in a drenching
rain without shelter.

It is cvident that the last determin-
ed effiort of the Japanese to bring
Kuropatkin to bay was made on Tues-
day,” but the Russian commander-in-
chief faced about and two corps with
artillery beat 6ff the Japanese, while
the remainder of the troops continued
the march to Mukden. Aiter that the
Japanese could only hang on to the
flanks and try to shell the retreating
columns from the hills. The outposts
are still in contact, but They are not
even exchanging shots.

A late Associated Press despatch
sent tonight from Mukden degeribes
the horribie plight of the tentless and
ghelterless soldicrs. The detailed state-
ment of the Russian losses, which it
will be issued on Satur-
day. is awaited with intense interest.

Robinson, the Murderer Executed.

Kentville, Sept. 12.—William S. Rob-
inson, the murderer of his wife, Ther-
esa Robinson, in their home on the
North Mountain, on the night of May
24th last, was executed by Hangman
Radcliffe at Kentville, early this morn-
ing. Robinson kept his nerve to the
last.

This and the
fact that the apple growing regions
have large crops this year will, he be-
liaves, take a dollar off the price that
will be realized in  England as com-
pared with the figures of a year ago.

All over Canada from the fertile
plains of the North West even to the
centres of agriculture in the various
provinces, the dearth of good steady
and intelligent farm help is in the
marked demand, and has been for
gome time past. Particularly of late
years has this been tho case in the
Maritime provinces, and it would seem
as if the matter might be remedied in
a great degree.

The indiscriminate flocking to Can-
ada of the heterogenous mass of im-
migrants of late years, does not seem
to ocontain that percentage of farm
labor or help that is meeded and in
nine cases out of ten, it passes right
by our doors to settle in the great
northwest.

It seems to us that il our agents
general, for New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia, were to settlo upon somg more
decisive line of action than has here-
tofore been done, ways and means
might be arranged whereby this diffi-
culty could be in a very great mcas-
ure overcome, but it should be gone
at in a careful and business like way.

There aro thousands of farm labor-
ers in the British Isles, who if they
‘could ba assured of steady employ-
ment the year through, would be only
to glad to settle in Canada, men who
are in overy sense of the word good
farm hands, and why could not somo
and sensible scheme be de-
whercby these men could Le
guaranteed steady employment at a
fair rate of wages for at least a cer-
tain term of years, or until they could
see their way clear to making homes
for themselves in Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick or P. E. Island.

Then
blend the two at the same time, whip-
ping in the fincly grated rind of half o
lemon or orange and a largo table-
Orange juice may

| be used instead of water, Lut only a

little of the lemon (about two-thirds
water to of juice), ae the acid
makes the cake heavy.

The result should now be a creamy
puff ball with every grain of sugar
well blended; to beat this after adding
flour will mean toughness. Measure
two-thirds of a cup of sifted flour, sift
with a teaspoonful of baking

then fold it gradually into
the cake a third at a time. Just be-
fore putting it in the oven sprinkle
granulated sugar over the top; this
the desired ‘“crackly’” crust.
Bake fwenty minutes in a quick oven,
with the cake well protected. The
granulated sugar must be fine. Tem
minutes with & good beater is all the
time requircd to make this cake. Be
sure to turn it out of the pan to cool.
Do not think of using coarse granu-
lated sugar; it is only when the grains
are fine that proper results are sure.
