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The S. C.2R. in the High Court ot
Michigan.

HicH CHIEF RANGER AND BRETHREN,—I
have been asked by your High Chief Ranger
to say a few words about our Orderto £ill up
a little time of the High Court. In the

-~ first place permit me to say I fzel more than

gratified at the progress which the Order
has made in this jurisdiction. When I
look around me and see the character of the
men who fill this hall, I am bound to say
that your High Court has immensely im-
proved, not Saly numerically, but in its
personszei.  And 1 say this without dispar-
agement to those who were present at your
High Court meeting last year. Why, sir,
my honorable friend upon my right, your
High Secretary, looks more portly, more .
stately—in a word has improved in every
way since your last meeting (laughter and
applause), and this is but the natural result
of being a good Forester. (Renewed ap-

plause.)

We are indeed making a record in fra-
ternal society history that has 2ot been
equaled in the past; when we consider
that but eight shor years ago our Supreme
Court was consiiiated and began its career
under greater difficulties than that of any
other society with which I am acquainted
When we remember that owing to gross
mismanagement on the part of the original
American Supreme Court, we began under
a cloud, burdened with a debt of over
$4,000, yet though numbering only about
400 members all told we launched the good
old ship, and with stout hearts and an abid-
ing faith in the new order of things we set
our sails to catch the passing breezes. Soon
we began forging ahead, and it was not leng
before we began to show our heels to those
who had jeered us as we had started. (Cheers.)
Our history in the past eight years has been
a history of triumphs, overcoming every
obstacle, till to-day we stand as a Fraternal
Order without a rival as to our financial
status. (Applause.) Aye, sir! with appli-
cations coming in at the present time at the
rate of nearly 6oo per month it will not be
long before our numerical strength will place
us among the first of the great fraternal
societies of the day. (Renewed applause.)

Sir, is it not a thing to boast of that only .
exght short years ago we began with Iess
than nothing, if I may be allowed the ex-
pression, and to-day we stand with zbout
14,500 members, ana after having paid all
claims we have left i our treasury cash to
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the amount of over
applause.)

What arethe reasons for this great pros-
perity? Is it not due to the fact that our
Order has its foundations resting ¢n the
solid rock of common sense? And the more
the superstructure is examined the more
symmetrical, the more beautiful, the more
complete it will appear. (Applause) We
who are Foresters not only way that the In-
dependent Order of Foresters is better than
any of the other kindred institutions, but we
claim that we can show wherein ours is bet-
ter. And we say this not through any de-
sire to disparage the sister societies, for we
- have no hesitation in saying that the pioneer
Orders, such as the Knights of Honor, the
A. O, U. W, are grand and noble institu-
tions and are eminently worthy of support ;
but we say that howsoever excellent these are,
the I. O. F. is better. We have no hesita-
tion in saying that the Qddfellows is one of
the best institutions of the kind and worthy
of all confidence and the hearty support of
2ll who wish their fellow men well, but we
say with all its excellencies the I. Q. F. is
better. (Renewed applause.)

That our Order is better than others is no
special credit to us, for we had the advan-
tage of the experieace of these other insti-
tutions, and we had simply te keep our eyes
and ears open, and by the exercise of a little
common sense we were enabled to select all
thar was good in the various systems and in-
corporate them into the system of ihe
I. O. F. So that whatever there was of good
in the A. O U. W., whatever excellence
there was in Oddfellowship, whatever of su-
periority was to be found in the Royal Ar-
canum, were all taken and incorporated
into the I O. F. (applause), and then we
added to all these excellencies features which
were our own, features which were not
possessed by any society then in existence,
and which have made the Independent
Order of Foresters better than all the rest
put together. (Great applause).

Do you ask me in what respect the 1. O. F.
is better than the A. O. U. W.? That is
easily told. Weclamm in the first place that
as our rates of assessments are graded ac-
cording to age ours is better than the
A. 0. U. W, whose assessments are not
graded but are the same for all its members
arrespective of age. For we claim that to
make the assessments alike for the old and
the young is to discriminate against the.
~ young in favor of the old, and is not equit-
able in any sense.

$160,000.00? (Great
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The benefit in the A. 0. U. W. is an in-
surance of $2,000. Yor this benefit the
young men in the A.O.U. W. are made to
pay a much larger sum than the older mem-
bers. To illustrate this we direct your at-
tention to the fact that the expectation of
life at the age of 21 is, in round numbers,
41 years. If, therefore, 1,000 men of the
age of 21 join that Order to-day, and there
were an average of I5 assessments a year of
$1.00 each assessment, during their expecta-
tion of life, it follows that tfey would among
them pay $61 5,00c for the bénefits their heirs
would receive. ;

Now take 1,000 men at 50 years of age,
their expectation of life, in round numbers,
is only 20 years. ,They would be called
uponto pay, thereforé, for precisely the same
benefits only $300,00q. Thus the 1000
young men pay $315,000 more than their
1000 older brethren pay for precisely thé
same amount of benefits, or more than double
the price paid by their older brethren.

In the Independent QOrder of Foresters if
we have anything to sell to our members,
whether it be a sack of flour or, a benefit of
$1000, we say we see no reason why we
should charge the young man of 21 years of
age $4.00 for a sack of flour, and charge
only $2.c0 to the older brother. We say
that they should both be called on practically
to pay the same price, whatever it may be,
and that the one should not be compelled to
pay more than twice as much as the other,
simply because he happened to have been
born at a later period in this enlighten-
ed roth century. (Applause). Hence we
charge for $r1,000 at age 21 an assessment
of 63 cents per month, or $7.56 a year, or
a total payment during his expectation of
life of $309.96, while we charge the brother
of 30 years of age $2.45 a month, or $17.40
for his $1,000 benefit, or a total payment
duding his expectation of life of $318.00.
in this respect, therefore, we are better than
the A. O. U. W. and all kindred societies
which do not have a graded assessment, in
that we treat all our members alike, irrespec-
tive of age, each paying for his sack of flour
exactly the same sum. (Renewed applause).

We in the 1. O F. charge our members a
fixed rate of monthly assessments, icrespec-
tive of the number of deaths taking place in
the Order during any given month. And
this is one of the bright particular stars of
excellence possessed by the 1. O. F., and
which gives i* pre-eminence over all kindred
death assessing societies. (Applause.)

What does this system do for us? - In the
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first place it enables us to go to our fellow
citizens and tell them exactly what they
would have to pay month by month, year by
year, for the benefits of the Order; and this
is a great advantage, and to none more than
to the working man, because it enables him
to lay by just what is wanted, there being no
uncertainty, and, therefore, no anxiety as to
what may be the calls next month. (Ap-
plause). -

But the chief advantage of this system is
in the profits made on the lapsing member-
ship. You are aware thal our table of rates
are based on those actuaries’ tables of mor-
tality which are_most approved by insurance
companies.. Asy however, we do not accept
just everybody iwho applies, but make a
most careful medical selection, it will be
found that the actual rate of mortality for
some years will be much below the estimated
rate. I we take 1,800 men intothe Order
to-day, at age 33, we are told by actuaries
that under crdinary .circumstances it will
cost us $8.92 each to carry the risk of men
at that age for-one year. As a matter of
fact, we collect $g.00 a year from our mem-
bers who join us at that age. But the experi-
_ ence of the insurance companies has est
tablished this fact that instead of costing
$8.92 to carry such risks for a year, if there
has been a ®areful medical selection, it will
cost for the first five years only about one-kalf
of the actuarial rates, so that upon 1,000
men who join us, and allow their membership
to lapse within five years, we shall make a
large profit. Our own experience in this
respect accords entirely with that of the in-
surance companies. Our magnificent surplus
which had reached, at the last meeting of
the Supreme Court, to the sum of $71,334.10,
is now over $160,000.00, (great applause) and
is the accumulation of these profits on the
lapsing members for only eight short years.
{Renewed applause). Our system of monthly
payments has enabled us, therefore, to furnish
to our members insurance at the bare cost
loid down by actuaries. Indeed, as we do not
raice the rates paid by our members {rom
year 10 year as they grow older it follows that
we have given them insurance at less than
actuarial cost. (Applause). While we have
done this, furnished insurance at less thancost,
we have at the same time made large profits
which now lie to our credit, and in time, no
doubt, the interest thereof will be used in the
reduction still further of the cost to our per-
sisting members of the insurance they are
carrying. (Applause.) All this golden op-
portunity to lay by something against a rainy
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day without imposing any extra burdens up-
on the present membership is lost by the
death assessing societies, and in that respect
we are better than they. (Applause.)

You know that eviry member of the Order
is entitled to receive free medical attendance
whenever heisill. Thisis not furnished by
such societies as the Royal Arcanum, and
the A. O. U. W,, and in that respect we are
better than they. But a man needs some-
thing else besides medicines when ill, and
the I. O. F. steps in and says to the anxious
wife, “Your husband, our brother, was in the
Sick Fund of the 1. O. F, and is entitled to
$5.00 a week from our Order, and here is
the first instalment.” (Applause.) Later onin
the day two men call at the house and say to
the wife, who, perhaps by this time, is worn out
by continuous watching, ** Madam,weare mem-

hers of the same Court as your husband and .

our Chief Ranger has sent us to sit up with
our brother to-night, so that you may have a
little rest.” And they sit up with him and
watch over him with brotherly solicitude,
(great applause) and the next night two
other brothers appear and stand on guard
over their afflicted brother, and this is re-
peated till the brother gets better. None
but the physician and the over-worked and
over-anxious wife know how much this fea-
ture in the I. O. F. contributes to the speedy
recovery of the patient, and what a burdenis
lifted off the shoulders of the wife and family.
(Applause.) 1In this respect, sir, we are bet-
ter than the A. O. U. W,, as a whole, than
the Royal Arcanum, and all those other
grand sister societies who give insurance be-
nefits, but who have not developed the Sick
Benefit feature as we have done in the I. O.
F. (Applause.) If perchance our brother
in spite of the best medic.l care, in spie of
constant nursing, he is called heuce, our
Order steps in again, and in"a measure aflords
some consolation to the widow and orphans,
by the immediate payment of the Funeral
Benefit of $50, a benefit that you will not
get from the A. O. U. W. or the Royal Ar-
canum. But this is not all, within a very
few days after our brother has been laid at
rest, our officers are again called upon to visit
the house of mourning for the purpose of
giving to the widow the $1,000, or $2,000, or
$3,000 which the brother had paid for during
his life, and which isgiven to her not as achar-
ity but as her right secured for her by the
prudence of thedeceasedbrother. (Applause.)
In this respect we are better than the Odd-

fellows and other good Qrders, but who do

not give an insurance benefit.
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Let us now for 2 moment direct your at-
tention to another special feature of our
Order, not possessed as a rule by the other so-
cieties, except those who have had the good
sense to copy it from us. I refer to the Total
and Permanent Disability Benefit. In the
other Orders when a man becomes totally and
permanently disabled and is no longer able
to earn a living, he is obliged still to pay his
assessments or lose his membership. Inour
Order, as you know, as soon as a brother be-
comes totally and permanently disabled, we
say to him, *“ be of good cheer, brother, your
membership at any rate shall be perserved,”
and forthwith he is placed on the probation-
ary list, and he ceases to pay anything more
to the funds of the Order. (Applause.) But
this is not all, for at the end of the six months
we come back to the brother, and if, unfor-
tunately for him, we find him no better, we
hand over to him the one-kalf of his insur-
ance, notwithstanding he may have joined the
Order within the year, (applause) and there-
after he lives a free member, paying nothing
into our reasury, and when he dies the ba-
lance of his insurance is paid to his family.
Thisisthe Benevolence which forms oneof the
pillars of our noble Order. (Applause). In
this respect we are better than all the other
Orders, except those who have had the good
sense to copy our laws, (Laughter and ap-
plause.)

There is still another feature of the I. O.
F. which is not found in other Qrders, and
that is the Annuity Benefit for the Patriarchs
of the Order. In the A. O. U. W, Royal
Arcanum, and other Societies the members
are called to pay their assessments regularly,
month by month, year by year, even if they.
should live 100 years or more. In the I.
O. F., when a brother has lived the allotted
span of “three score years and ten,” we say
to him *‘Father, for these many years you
have wrought for the Order, and have been
its stay and support, now take a well earned
rest. Here are the $100, or $200, or $300,
as the case may be, due you from the Crder
we love so much ; take it, on thiz your 7oth
birthday, and may you enjoy many happy re-
turns thereof.” (Applause.) Henceforth he
livés in peace, honored by the Order, as one
of the Patriarchs, no more bothered with as-
sessments or dues but looking forward to
each recurring birthday to receive from the
Crder that Annuity Benefit he has so well
earned, and when he dies the insurance if
not all paid to himself, is paid over to his
family. (Applause.) But I have exhausted my
time and yet the half has not been told con-
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cerning the excellenge of our grand 1. O, F.
I will conclude by again expressing my plea-
sure in having the privilege of attending your
second annual meeting. I have never attend-
ed a meeting of this kind where there was
more harmony, and as you have chosen
grand men for your offices for the coming
year, I expect that the hopes of your High
Secretacy will be more than realized, and that
you will have not 2,500 members next year,
but 1if yo individually put youf's! sulders to
the wheess of the grand old car of the I. O.
F. you will outrun even yourselves, (laughter)
and this is only as it should be, for why
should you not outrun everything, seeing you
have an Injun (engine) at the head. (Laughter
and applause.) R

I thank you, High Chief Ranger, and you
brethren, for the many‘courtesies you have
shown to me, and believe me, I feel it a great
honor to have the coafidence,’ the esteem
and the friendship of such men as are the ow-
cers and members of the High Court of Michi-
gan. (Long continued applause.)

Since those
attacks appeared the applications for mem-
bership have continued to flow in a steady
stream, averaging nearly 6co a montb, and
ending in July w'th over 700 applications.
No one who knows anything about the prin-
ciples of insurance can possibly be affected
by these .attacks, they are 'so unfair and so
dishonest that they answer themselves, ex-
cept with the extremely ignorant.

In order to refresh your memory as to my
views of these periodic attacks 1 will quote
the following from my letter to Brother
Colin McArthur, High Counselor of Quebec,
to wit:—

‘¢ In reply to your favor of the 4th inst., I beg to
say that since the Independent Order of Foresters
became

A STRONG AND PROSPEROUS BNDY,

the Monetary Times, at the instance of insurance
companies, has from time to time attempted to divert
popular favor from the I.O. F., by just such attacks
as are contained in its issues of 23rd and 3oth Nov.
last. I have sometimes been asked why we aid not
invoke the power of the law against such unjust at-
tacks. To succeed in any action, the first thing we
would have 10 do would be to prove that these articles
have damaged the Order. If called into the witness
box, I should be obliged to testify that the articles of
the dfonelary Times have never done us an iota of
harm. Oa the contrary they have invaribly resulted
in advantage to the I. O. F. In the first place they
give us a free advertisement. In the second place
‘their attacks have always been so manifestly unfair,
and so full of fallacies and positive mis-statements,
that people who think are compelled to come to the
conclusion that the position of the 1. O. ¥. must be
unassailable by fair arguments when so ably conducted
a journal as the Afonetary Tim & is compelled to se-
sort to questionable methods in order to make a
colorable case against the Order.”

‘*THE QUESTION OF LAPSES

noticed in your letter is so important a factor in the
business of insurance, that any conclusion which may
be reached in any matter of this kind, wherein that
factor has been left out of consideration, must be
utterly fallacious. For not only do insurance com-
panies make a large profit out of lapses, but what is
cven of greater importance to them and to the I.O.F,,
is the fact that by reason of lapses and the constant
addition of new blood, by the admission of new mem-
bers, companies and socielics, practically renew their
membership every eight or ten ‘years, thus keeping
down the average age of the membership, and keep.
ing the membership always within a few years of the
medical examiner’s hand, thereby keeping the rats of

mortality way below the figures of the Afonctary
Times.”

To this the Monelary Times affected to re-
ply, but it was indeed

A LAME ATTEMPT,

< - .

Yet it was the best that could be put in forits
masters, viz., the insurance companies. On
the question of lapses and the profits there-
on, it said : .

¢ Now, if the American Experience Tahle is a
correct authority (and it ought to be, since it is the
actual experience among insured lives, and is the
legal standard in all ae principal American States),
then it is plain that the I O. F. will have a sur-

lus on & member’s payment of only a trifle at the
geginning. and in ten years from his entry will
liave n stif annual deficit to meet, growing larger
the longer the member lives. During the twenty
years $393.07 more will have been paid out; in
meeting his share of the natural death calls, than
he will have contributed. Instead, therefore of the
Doctor being a..e to count five per cent. interest
in his favor upon the §413.20, he can only count
it on the gain of the first few years, and when this
and the interest upon it is swallowed up, interest
counts against him upon the annual deficit of the
last column of the table. His rate is inadequate.
For the present it gives, or should give, a slight
gain, mot only of what is shown near the head of
the last column of above table, but also, for about
five years after the medical examination, there is a
saving arising from careful selection. No one
should die from consumption, or heart disease, or
cancer, within a year or two after entry. There-
fore the losses do not come up to the tabular
vate, usually, until the second five years is entered
upon. Then and thercafter the evil effect of lapses,
or selection against the society, commences to be
felt, and just to the extent that this goes on does the
death-1ate run higher than what the American Ex-
perience Table provides for.”

At the time I wrote the letter to Brother
Colin McArthur we had 11,104 members
and $110,700.7¢ in our surplus funds. To-
day we have nearly 15,000 members and
not far from

$170,000.00

in our surplus funds, a gain in the surplus in
the last six months of a period of y2 years
of nearly $6o,000 Notwithstanding the
ex cathedra statements of the AMonelary
Zimes that in ‘‘ten years we will have a
stiff annual deficit to meet,” during the last
eight years that the Order has been under
the present administration there never has
been a year, hardly a month, in which we
did not show a substantial gain in our sur
plus funds. In the light of our experience,
therefore, what must we conclude of the re-
‘marks of the Monetary Zimes that © the
losses do not come up to the -tabular rate,
usually (sic) until the second five years.is en-
tered upon ?” Why, either that our experience
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is wunusual, which it is not, else that the
writer of the Monetary Times is :

GROSSLY IGNQRANT

of the subject he is writing about, or he is
something worse. You know that we have
entered on the #srd period of five years,
and as it usually’ happens to every live
society or company, we ate piling up the sur-
plus faster than ever, notwithstanding the
rule laid down that when the second five
years is entered upon that ** there and there-
after the evil effects of lapses, or selection
against the society, commences to be felt,
and just to the extent that this goes on does
the death-rate run higher than what the
American Experience Table provides for.”
Our death-rate for the past seven months has
been less than four in a thousand, notwith-
standing the “evil effects of lapses.”

How does the experience of any line In-
surance Company stand with the statement
that after the second period of five years is
entered upon, the mortality must begin to
run higher than in those laid down in the
experience table,

31 have just pointed out that this is

NOT TRUE OF THE FORESTERS.

Let us inquire if it is true of any good
line Insurance Company or Society.

Take the Ontario Mutual, which began
businessin 1870. In 1888, alter it had passed
the major portion of the third period of five
years, it had 8,700 members, and 55 deaths
for the year ending 1888, thus making a rate
of mortality of only 5. mn a thousand. 1t
collected in premivms alone, $337,214, and
only paid for losses $61,700, while its ex-
penses were $71,034, that is to say, that for
every dollar paid to the widow, more than a
dollar was disbursed for expenses. The
experience of this Company, therefore, does
not, by any means, bear out the statéments
of the Monetary Times. This Company in
its 1g9th year could have paid all its losses
and.all its enormous expenses out of one-
half of its premium income alone, and still
have laid by $69,046 in its reserve fund. It
could, therefore, have paid all its losses and
its enormous management expenses out of
the rates of the Foresters, :

Let us next take the Confederation In-
surance Company. This Company began
business in 1871, and its death.rate in its
18th year was 6.9 in a thousand. Its premium
income was $510,582, and it paid in death
losses, matured endowments and annuities
$147,254. For expenses and dividends:to

.
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" stock-holders it paid $136,802, being nearly
$1.00 for management expenses and divi-
dends for every dollar of losses paid. Sup-
pose this Company had been as

ECONOMICAL IN MANAGEMENT

As the 1. O. F. and spent only $20,coo
for management expenses instead of $136,-
802, this Company could have paid all tosses
and expenses out of onc-half of its premium
income alone, and have had $182,074 left
over to add to its surplus.

Lastly, let us look at one of the older
companies and see whether 1its experience
gives any different testimony. I refer to the
Canada Life, which began business in 1847,
or 42 years ago. We find that in 1888,
when it had entered the ninth period of fize
years each, it received in premiums alone
$1,250,729. It paid for death losses, ma-
tured endowments, and annuities the sum of
$423,347, and for expenses and dividends
the sum of $62,325, so that this Company
could have paid all its losses and an im-
mense sum for mans ement expenses out of
its premium income alone, and still have had
left $576,057 tu carry to reserve. The ex-
perience of this Company also contradicts
the statements of the Monetary Times.

Suppose we apply to the Canada Life the
tests which the Monetary Times applies to
the 1. O. F. and to other Fraternal Benevol-
ent Societies, The Canada Life admits ap-
plicants up to 65 years, so that we are below
the mark, if anything, when we assume that
the average age of its original policy holders
must have been as high as 35 years. “Now
move the hand of time twice twenty years,”
and the policy holder of 35 years of age has
become 75 years old. The Amcrican Ex-
perience Table tells us that the :ate of mor-
tality at that age is 94.3 in a thousand, while
the Dominion Superintendent of Insurance
informs us that the officers of the Canada
Life report that the death rate in that Com-
pany, after 41 years, is only

8.9 IN 1000,

instead of 94.3, called for by the inexorable
hand of death. The same state of affairs is
true of the other active Qld Line Companies,
viz,, that the actual rate of mortality is away
below that called for by the Experience
Tables.

In his last report the Dominion Superin
tendent of Insurance states that “the death
rate has been entirely re-calculated for “thé
last four years,” and “it is believed that the

results arrived at represent the actual mor-
4
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tality among insured lives in Canada as ac-
curately as can be gathered from the returns
of the companies,” and are represented to

* be as follows among the active companies, te.

wit :
1885-—0.6 it 1,000.
1886—8.1 in 1,000
1887-—8.3 in 1,000.
1888-—8.6 n 1,000,

There are a number of substantial reasons-
for believing that the rate of mortality among,
the Foresters will be even lower than that.
experienced by the insurance companies.
In the first place the limit of age for ad-
mission is up to the ssth year of age in the
1. O. F,, and among the insurance companies
it is in some, at least, as high as the 65th year
of age In the second place a large propor-
tion of those whoinsure in the old line com-
panies are men over 35 years of age.
‘The age of a majority of the members of the.
1. O. T. to-day is

UNDER THIRTY YEARS.

Then our selection of lives is better than im
the old line companies ; for our members, in.
addition to having to pass the same medical.
examination as those who are insured-in ia-
surance companies have to pass, are sub-
jected to the scrutiny of the older members.
of the Order as to their moral qualifications,
and which must necessarily improve the:
character of the risk of the 1. O F.

Do you ask me if there are any known.
reasons why the rate of mortality among the
insured lives and among the raembers of the
I. 0. F. should be so much lower than that
called for by the Experience Tables? Tn.
answer, most certainly there are well-known
reasons why this should be so, and I cannot
better bring them befcre your mind than by
quoting from my lctter to Brother Colin.
McArthur, as follows:

The Afonctary Times in all its former articles.
always assumed that the question of the death of the-
1. O. F. was one only of a very few years. In the-
present answer to its imaginary correspondent, it
practically admits, doubtless inadvertently, that the-
policies of the I. O. F. will be good for their face at.
feast for 20 years to come. It is good cnough to sup,
pose that we shall then have $500,000, in the surplus
funds of the OrxJer, but that then 500 old men will
step up to the Treasurer and draw out each.of them.
a $1,700, thus wiping out entirely our surplus. This
statement, that the endowment of 500 old men would
mature at the end of 20 years, all in a bunch, is based
on the assumption that there will be no lapses of
membership 1n the Order during ali that time.

1 need not say to you'that such an assumption is-
nceessary to reach such a conclision, but that such
an assumption in connection with the I, ‘0. F. s
wholly -
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UNWARRANTED BY FACTS,

‘Tho Order was introduced into \ anada in 1876, As
12 years have already eiapsed, there ought to be at
least 500 in the Order to-day over 6o yecars of age,
and to be in the line of the Monetary V'imes we must
assume that none of these 500 will die during the
next 10 years, and what is more remarkable, none
will allow their membership to lapse.

Unfortunately for the Jfonetary Times the facts do
not at all accord with its figures.

A careful examination of the registers of our Order
discloses facts, which I doubt not, will astonish even
yourself, Although we had in three Courts alonge, in
1878, over 50 members who were between the ages
of 55 and 60, yet we now have just nine members
who are over 60 years of age, and not 500 as sup-
posed by the Monetary Times, We have 87 who
are over 55 years old, and only 612 out of the 11,105
members who are 50 yearsof age orover, 1 find a
very large proportion of our members are under 30
years of age. . .

The explanation of this very gratifiving state of the
affairs of the 1. O, F. lies in the fact that since 1878
we have

INITIATED £7,150,

of whom 171 have died, and 35,874 have lapsed,
leaving 11,105 in good standing at date. Of the
11,105 members, over 3 500 have been admitted
within the last seven months.

As a matter of fact, we now have nearly
15,000 members, and of these there were ad-
mitted during the past year

OVER 6,000 MEMBERS.

To build up an argument, therefore, as
the Afonetary Times has done on the assump-
tion that there will be no lapses, is to build
on  false foundation, which shows either
rank dishonesty or monumental ignorance of
the subject treated of.  Suppose, for argu-
ment’s sake, we admit that in the 1. O. F.
there will be no lapses of membership, but
that every one who is initiated will remain in
the Order till he dies or reaches his expect-
ancy of life, there is still another important
factor which the Monetary Times totally ig-
nores, viz: the influx of new blood. I have
already indicated that this is something phe-
nomenalin the I. O. F.; that the average
for the past 4even months has been over

500 PER MONTH,

consisting mostly of young men under 30
years of age, a rate that would send any of
our insurance ‘managers into the 17th heaven
if found in connection with his company.
This alone would very materially falsify the
figures given by the Monetary Times, even if
there were no lapses in‘the Order.

N
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As a matter of fact we have initiated dur-
ing the last three years no less than 10,178,
thus bringing the great bulk of our present
membership, comparatively speaking, fresh
from the hands of our Medical Examiners.

This brings me to the consideration of an-
other part of the subject.

During the first two or three years after
admission to our Order, it will cost us, to

‘carry the risk of a member, not what we

charge, viz.: a small per cent. above the
“cost of risk ” at the age of joining, but only
about a quarter of that figusc  Thus, it fol-
lows, if the 3,500 men who have been initi-
ated into the Order during thke last seven
months remain with us for the next two
years and then drop out, we shall have col-
lected from them about $72,000, while it will
have cost us only about $18,000 or $20,000
to carry their risks, making a profit of about
$50,000 in the transaction. If they remain
five years it will have cost us about one half
of what we have collected in that time to
carry the risks on their lives, thus making a
profit of about

$90,000.

This margin becomes less and less till about
the 1oth year, when the cost of carrying them
will be about equal to what we'collect from
them. This is the result of a proper medical
selection as it is done in the 1. O. T, and is
a well known rule in insurance circles, estab-
lished by the combined experience of insur-
ance companies for the past 1oo years.

Butbytheendof the 10 years instead of hav-
ing the 3,500 initiated 10 years ago, the bulk
of these will have allowed their membership
to lapse, and a new lot will have taken their
places, and it is this constant renewal of the
membership thbat is taking place in every
company and society, which keeps down the
rate ot mortality, way down below what is
called for in the Experience Tables.

Let me now direct your attention to an-
other subject, which will show at a glance,
that the I. O. F.is able to give insurance as
cheaply as it does because of its small man-
agement expenses, while most Insurance
Companies, for each $1.00 paid in death
claims, pay $1.00 or more for management
expenses and dividends to stockholders, as.
the following, taken from the reports of the
Superintendent of Insurance, for the five years
ending with 1887, issued by the Department
of Finance will show :

ENORMOUS COST

The above table shows that the 5 Old Line
Insurance Companies, being the 5 best
Companies in Canada, paid out of their
Premium Income alone, not only all death
and other claims against them, but that they
expended for management expenses and
dividends to stockholders the enormous sum
of $2,710,904.00, and still had a balance
left of $4,789,360.00. The I. Q. F. which
secured double the number of new insurers

OF MANAGEMENT.

expended only $29,206.00 for management
expenses during the 5 years. Every intel-
ligent man can see at a glance how it is that
the I. O. F. can charge so much less for its
iisurance than the Old Line Insurance Com-
panies.

The following record for the last year for
which we have official figures will still further
explain why the I. O. F. is so much cheaper
than the Old Line Companies :

Thus it will be secn that the average of
the man~gement expenses of the above first-
class Old Line Insurance Companies was
$132,815, or over 18 times greater than that
of the I. O. F., notwithstanding the fact that
the 1. O. F. secured nearly four times the
number of new insurers than the average of
the Companies. The only reply the Aon-
efary Times could make to these facts was
that it was not discussing the question of
expense, and that the business of the In-
surance Companies was managed by able and
experienced officers.

It must strike you, however, as it must
strike every intewigent man, that when it is
charged that our rates are inadequate, and
it is practically claimed that anythingless
than the rates of the Old Line Insurance
Companies must be inadequate, the matter
of the expenses of the I. O. F. as compared

with those of the Old Line Companies must
be very pertinent to the issue.

Take for instance the Sun Life which
comes nearest to the I O. F. in the amount
of benefits paid in one year, The Sun Life
required $221.310 to pay its management
expenses, and $97,281 of benefits, so that
each of its 6,741 policy holders had to pay
$32.83 to provide the sum required.

HAD THEY BEEN MEMBERS OF THE INDE-
PENDENT ORDER OF FORESTERS, TO ACCOM-
PLISH PRECISELY THE SAME THING, ALL THAT
WOULD HAVE BEEN REQUIRED-OF THEM, AT
THE VERY OUTSIDE, WOULD HAVE BEEN
$15.50 EACH, OR LESS THAN ONE HALF WHAT
WAS REQUIRED IN THE SUN LIFE,

Let me now for %.-_ monient direct your at-
tention to the unfair way the Monetary Times
attempts to carry on-its arguraents. You will’
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find in my letter to Brother McArthur.the
following: : .

¢ The Monetary Times, in its issue of the 23rd
November, says :
¢ For the $1,000 payable at death or expectancy.
the young men will contribute an average of $316.50
each, and the old men $390.84 each (plus two extra
monthly assessments a year, viz.: $1.20 for the
youngest and $3.70 for the oldest, as explained far-
ther on). Those members who do not die or drop
out otherwise; but remain the number of years shown
in the second column, must each then get $1,000 as
a cash endowment, if they have paid the 14 instead
of 12 rates each year,’
¢Now, move time forward 20 years, and the old
eople will each have drawn out $1,000 for about
400 paid in, plus what the $3.70 per yeas produces,
while the younger group will net have got half way
through., Let us suppose the funds on hand at the
20 years end amount to about $500,000, and that the
old people number about 500. It is easy to See that
they will carry off the whole, leaving nothing for
those who come next. But that is not so much to
the point as the fact that each will have drawn ot
nearly $6c0 more than he has Paid in, thus leavinga
deficien cy of about $309,000.”’

Before replying to the above I endeavored
to get clearly before my mind exactly what
was stated above. The expressions “plus
two extra monthly assessments,” and *‘ must
each then get $1,000 as a cash endowment,
if they have paid the ryq instead of 12 rates
each year,” gave me clearly to understand
that the writer was dealing with our “Special
Endowment Class.” Sol said in the letter:

““You are aware that those of our members who
are in the Special Endowment Class, and are 54 years
old, pay $1.85 per month, with an extra $1.85 every
six months, making a payment of $12.95 every six
months.”

Then, after showing that our funds were
invested at from four to six per cent. and
much of it compounded every six months,
and taking the average interest as at 5 per
cent. I said:

“In 19 years we receive from them (that is from
those who pay 14 assessments a year) $828.45, or
$102.18 more than €the cost of risk, according to
the Americen tables of assurance - experience,” and
not a deficit of $304, as stated by the Aonetary
Times.”

In its reply to that letter, the Monetary
Times tries to wriggle out of a corner in the
fqllowing

SHAMELESS MANNER:.

¢ We showed that 2 man aged 54 pays only $1.85
per month, or $22.20 perannum, and that if he lived
out his expectancy (19 years) his total contributions
to the Order would be about nineteen times that sum.
viz.. $421.80. In paralle]l column we gave the actual
cost of risk.for each'year on.aiman of that age living
unfil 72, -which footed up $726.27. This demon-
strated a deficiency of $304.47 in meeting the actual
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outgo for death losses year by year, And we asked,
* How is this-deficit to be made guod?

¢The Doctor’s answer to this is that in the En.
dowment Class $1.85 more is collected each sir
months, making $26.90 instead of $22.20. T ¢,
answer (gic) that we were not then alluding to the
Endowment Class, but to the Ordinary Class, in which
imlde’}.Ss per month, or $22.20 per year, is col.
ected.

When the above answer is taken into con-
sjderation, in view of the fact that, as already
pointed out, the Monelary Zimes, in its
original article, did clearly allude to the
Special Endowment Class, and in view of
the fact that my answer was not the bold
statement that “in the Endowment Class
$1.85 more is collected,” but that WHEN
THE INTEREST ON THE PAYMENTS MADE TO
US BY SUCH MEMBERS AS WERE CITED BY THE
Monelary Times WAS TAKEN INTO ACCOUNT,
IT WOULD BE FOUND THAT WE RECEIVED
FROM THEM $828 45, or $102.18 MORE THAN
WAS CALLED FOR RY THE AMERICAN EXPERI-
ENCE TaBLES OF MoORTALITY. I think we
are entitled to claim that the Monetary Times
has :entirely failed to meet the answer we
gave to its original attack.

I cannot better conclude this letter than
by taking the following from the letter ad-
dressed to Brother McArthur:

¢t In conclusion, let me recapitulate briefly

*¢(1.) The Monetary Times assumes, in ifs calcu-
lations that there will be no lapses in our Order, a
state of things that never did nor ever will exist in
any society or company.

¢ (2.1 The Monelary Times, in its calculations,
made no allowance for the infusion of new blood that
is taking 8lace ‘constantly and to so large an extent
in the 1. O, F.”

¢ No calculation in connection with the question
of insurance is honest, or of any value without due
consideration being given to the above two points,

€4 {3.) The Afonetary Times, in its calculations,
takes no account of interest. which forms so import-
ant a factor in estimating the value to a society of
periodic payments into its treasury.

¢ Why did the Monetary Times

¢‘IGNORE THESE I'OINTS,

that are so vital 10 a just and honest conclusion up-
on the questions at issue ? Simply because the moment
it made due allowance for the profits that are usually
made in consequence of a medical selection and the
lapszs, and for the effect of 2 constant influx of fresh
young blood, and gave credit for interests, it would
have had to admit that the system of the I, O. F.,
especially in view of its economical management,
rested on a perfectly sound financial basis, and would
continue to prosper so long as boys were born in the
country and grew up to manhood, and thus became
cligible for membership in the Independent Order of
Foresters.”

I'might just add that just so long as the

Old Line Companies, while expendinga dol-
lar or more in management expenses and.di-
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vidends for each.dollar paid to the widows
and orphans, areable to meet theirobligations,
just so long will the I. O. F., which expends’
less than 10 cefits in management expenses
for eachdollarpaidto the widowsand orphans,
be equelly able to meet all its obligations,
though collecting only half of therates of the
Old Line Companies.

A Profitable Session.

ANNUAL MEETING OF THE HIGH COURT OF
MICHIGAN.

{From East Saginaw Dailics.)

As stated in Zhe Courier yesterday the
High Court of Michigan, Independent Order
of Foresters, met in second annual session
in McLean’s Hall, Wednesday morning,
24th July, Gen. H. H. Aplin, HCR pre-
siding. Pending a report from the Commit-
tee on Credentials, the Court adjourned till
2 p.m. At that hour the Court again con-
vened, when about 6o representatives were
admitted and the High Court Degree con-
ferred on them by the High Chief Ranger.
The Supreme Chief Ranger, Dr. Oronhya-
tekha, of Toronto, Ont., being in waiting,
was introduced and received with supreme
honors. At the request of the H. C. R,, he
gave instructions in the unwritten work and
also delivered an interesting address on the
condition of the Foresters, stating that the
growth of the Order was very satisfactory
and encouraging, the present membership
being over 14,000 members and the cash
reserve over $160,000, an increase of over
6,000 members and $70,000 cash reserve
duting the year.

At the conclusion of the address George
H. House, H.V.C.R,, on behalf of Court
Valley, extended a welcome to the High
Court, of Michigan in a few eloquent and
well-chosen sentences, and closed by inviting
them to an excursion on the river and bay
on the steamer W. R, Burt. The invitation
was accepted and the thanks of the High
Court returned to Court Valley and Mr.
House.

The H. C. R. Gen. H. H. Aplin, then de-
livered his annual address, which was. Te-
ferred to the usual Standing Commntees

The High Secretary; Bro. Fred Dunn,
next presented his report as follows :

BroTHERS,—It is with a feeling of pleasure
and satisfaction that I am again permitted to
meet with you and present my second annual
report. Pleasure in seeing so many faces of
old friends, and making acquaintance of new
ones; and also in the fact that the ¢ Grim
Reaper” has not cut down any of the mem-
bers of this High Court, and but few in the
Craer throughout the State; and satisfaction

Of these Courts thirteen were organized by
State Deputy J. F. Downer, seven by Su-
preme Deputy Andrew Thompson and one
by Supreme Deputy A. R. Mills.

Too much praise cannot be given to State
Deputy Dowaer for the manner in which he
has performed his work, and the success he
has achieved.

The Independent Order of Foresters is but
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eight years old, and yet it numbers already
15,000, with an average application for mem-
bership of Goo per month at.the present time.
There remains in the treasuryafter all claims
havebeen paidacash balance ofover$160,000.
The benefits of the Order are $1,000 to
$3,000 on the death of a member, $5 per
week in case of'sickness and $50 for funeral
expenses. Oscoda has the banner Court of
the State, as it has 106 members, more than
any other Lodge in the State.

Court Valley has sixty-five members, an in-
crease of one-half in the past year.

The present set of officers are firmly re-
solved to break the previous record, so that
I may count on reporting prcgress next Jan-
uary ; then, at the end of Forestric year,

"another 100 per cent. advance, when we will
be able io give the High Court a great re-
ception, as they in all probability will meet
here next year.

We would be very glad to see a report
from Courts making greater progress through
the columns of THE FoRESTER and let us
have an idei. of how they manage it, as any
pointers of that descriptionare of considerable
kelp.

A Brilliancy- Prizesdsinner.

The following Ysame was awarded the
4¢ prize for the, Mmost brilliant game ” in the
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recent corrospendence tourney of the St.
John (N. B.) Globe. The referec Mr. J. W,
Shaw, of Montreal, in making his award,
takes occasion to observe: ** The quality of
¢ brilliancy ’ is hard to define in the game of
chess. What is called dash and enterprise
over the board may be designated as rash-
ness in correspondence chess. Brilliancy is
generally regarded as embodying a sacnfice
which in its very nature is unsound ; it is giv-
ing away of material without, in nine cases
out of ten, acquiring sufficient advantage to
counterbalance the loss. * * * 1In(this
game) Black’s fourtéenth move is a remark-
able one, and must have been the result of
profound study. It is one of the rare in-
stances of the soundness of a sacrifice—in
this case, that of 2 modest P. It is the fore-
runner of a march to victory, unimpeded !
The finish is played with great accuracy and
force.” Without, says Mr. Seguin, of New
Orleans, mdorsmg these views as to what is
true brilliancy—for ‘we hold that true brilli-
ancy: ever and necessarily has for its con-
comitant perfect soundness, and that such
brilliancy is entirely within reach either in
over-the board or correspondence play when
the genius is in the player—we may never-
theless concur with the opmlon expressed as
to the rarity of its appearance-in. actual play
of any sort, and as to the merits of the pre-
sent partie. It certainly is a finely achieved
victory for the second player:

AMERICIAN CHESS CONGRESS—THE TWO
CHAMPIONS.
From Boston Post.

A short account of the two players who
now share the world’s highest honors in
chess: .

Mr. Michael Tschigorin (or Tchigorin, as
it is often written) was born at St. Petersburg
on 31st Oct., 1850. Though his birthplace
is Russia his name and personal appearance
mark him as of pure Asiatic (Tartar) deseent.
He is very handsome, with a clear though
dark complexion and jet black bair. He is
of medium height and weight, graceful in
carriage and evidently a gentlemzn. In chess
he is a bold and brilliant player and his re-
cord has been a fine one. He tied with
Winawer for the third and fourth prizes at
Berlin in 1831 and played in the Vienna
tournament of 1882. He gained fourth prize

in the London international tournament of
1883. He was defeated in his recent match
with Mr. Steinitz at Havana, but his friends
offer as an excuse for this the fact of his
health having been seriously affected by the
climate, but excuses are invalid in explaining
chess defeats.

Mr. Max Weiss was born at Szered, Hun-
gary, on 21st July, 1857. He has played in
three international tournaments in Europe,
and was tied with Mr. Blackburne each time,
At Hamburg in 1885 he tied with Blackburne,
Mason, Dr. Tarrasch and Englisch for second
to sixth prizes, Isidor Gunsberg winning first
prize by half a game. At Frankfort in 1887
he tied again with Blackburne for second
prize, Captain Mackensie being first. At
Bradford in 1888 he once more shared with:
Blackburne, this time the fifth prize, Guns-
berg taking first. Mr. Weiss has the reputa-
tion of being the soundest of chess players
and one of the very hardest to win from. He
is below the average height, but is broad-
shouldered and compactly built. He is ami-
able and modest, and has a high reputation
for fair dealing in all matters pertaining to
chess.

Before closing this account we must add
one word in explanation of the apparent
timidity shown on each side in the last con-
test to decide the tie. Both masters were
worn out and exhausted by the incessant
labors of the previous eight weeks, and the
winner would have been obliged, under the
rules, to wait 30 days on this side of the water
to accept any challenge for the championship
which might be offered, and such a match
would consume probably two months more.

The Correspondence Tourney.
A LEGAL VIEW OF AN INTERESTING CGASE.

Mr. J. D. Seguin, chess editor of the New
Orleans Zimes-Democrat and alawyer of that
city thus writes:

A point of some interest relative to chess
by correspondence has recently arisen and
been decided in the current great correspond-
ence chess contest between.the United States
and Canada. The facts of the case are thus
stated by Mr. K. D. Peterson, the conductor
of the United States players, in his column
in Yenowine's News, of April 28:

In game No. 21 of the match (G. H. D.
Gossip, New York, vs. J. Henderson, Mon-
treal), Mr. Henderscn moved P to Q Kt
4, attacking his .adversary’s. Queen.  Mr.
Gossip replied Kt x P, overlooking the fact
that the Kt could take Henderson’s R P as
wellas his Kt B, which.threaténed the Queen.
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Mr. Henderson replied that he interpreted
Gossip’s move to mean Kt x R P, and re-
joined with P x Q, thereby virtually winning
the game. Mr. Gossip appealed to the con-
ductors, who agreed that while Mr. Gossip’s
obvious intention was to capture the Kt P,
yet under the best authorities attainable, his
opponent undoubtedly had the option of
claiming either interpretation. In view of
the high standing of the players, however,
Mr. J. B. Halkett, the Canadian conductor,
offered to submit the question to Mr. J. H.
Blackburne, which was done.  Mr. Black-
burne’s decision is that although he considers
Mr. Henderson’s conduct ungentlemanly in
claiming the other interpretation of Mr. Gos-
sip’s move, as it was obviously not the latter’s
intention to take the R P, still he thinks Hen-
derson can enforce his claim, and compel
Gossip to leave his Queen en prise.  * ¥
*  Under these circumstances, the only al-
ternate left to the conductors is to declare the
game forfeited to Mr. Henderson.

It may be nuted here in passing that so
far as concerns the epithet alleged to have
been applied by Mr. Blackburne to Mr. Hen-
derson’s action,—as to the fact of which epi-
thet, however, diametrically opposed declar-
ations are made by two players—we confess
that we noted the statement with no little
surprise at the time for, surely, under the
circumstances, nothing could have been more
undeserved. Playing as one of a team, Mr.
Henderson had none of that discretion as to
the infliction or waiver of a legal penalty that
can be exercised between two players engaged
in a strictly individual match, with no inter-
ests but their own involved. Not only did
he have no power to waive the exercise of
any legal right, be it ever so technical, that
might be in favor, 7. e., in favor of his team,
but, in fact, he was in duty bound to exercise
it. The application of the epithet, therefore,
is clearly as absurd as it is unjust, and con-
sidering the high character of all the parties
—players, conductors and referee-~the mat-

ter must be simply one arising from misapre-

hension of language or intent.
Thedecisionof the conductorsandultimate-
ly of Mr. Blackburne—somewhat doubtfully
presupposingthattheconductorshadanypower
to refer the matter to him—that Mr. Hender-
son had the legal right to elect which of the
.two captures with the Kt his opponent should
make, white, perhaps, technically justifiable,
seems,however, scarcely well founded, strictly
speaking, in chess law. We say *perhaps
technically justifiable  with special emphasis,
400, for; somewhat singularly, there is abso-
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lutely no provision, either in the special rules
of the United States-Canada correspondence
match, as finally published in  Yemorwings
News of Oct. 28, 1888, and in the Otawa
Citizen of Oct. 20th, 1888, or in the United
States Chess Association Code of Laws, un-
der which the match is being conducted,
that gives such a right in terms or refers ore-
cisely to -the point in dispute.  Indk 2d,
Staunton’s Chess Praxis (p. 37, Rule VIIL),
and the same author’s Laws and Practice of
Chess (p. 9o, Rule VIIIL.), are the only iwo
treatises, we believe, that attempt to prescribe
to a law intended for the exact case, and this,
in each, is as follows :

VIII. If a move bears more than one in-
terpretation the player receiving it must an-
nounce, with-his next move, which interpre-
tation he adopts, or it must be interpreted
according to the intention of the sender.

That the two alternatives here named are
wholly contradictory and self:destructive
nceds, we think, "ho elaberation, and aside
fromithe fact that the match was not.-con-
ducted under the cod¢qf either treatise fiien-
tioned, it is not a little significant in this con-
nection that while the verbiage of the section
of the American code covering correspond-
enceplayshows unmistakably that it wastaken
from the treatises named, for some reason,
this particular Rule VIII. waswholly omitted!
Coupled with the absence of any exactly ap-
plying provision elsewhere in the code, this
omission should, we think, have caused great
hesitation in the minds both of the conduc-
tors and of the referee as to applying any ex-
trinsicauthorities,evenif “thebestattainable;”
SO as to permit a construction that was tanta-
mount to the infliction of a penalty involving.
the loss of the game and yet nowherc
specially provided for in thelaw. The equity
of the case should, we conceive, have per-
mitted an explanation and a continuance of
the game, coupled, perhaps, with the an-
nouncement of a specific rule for future
cases.

It is true that 2 move in correspondence
chess, capable of more than one interpreta-
tion, bears a certain analogy to that section
of the American code providing an identical
penalty for touching more than one ofan op-
ponent’s pieces in over-the board play; and
it is true, too, that the committee andreferee,
under the same, code, are bound to determine
all questions where the laws of the' code do
not apply, simply “according to their best
judgment.” Yet the analogy mentioned is
hardly strong enough to justify what is almost
the enactment of an ex-post facto law, and
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in their best judgment, we cannot help but
thinking, the burden of proof of right should
have been held upon him claimingthe penalty,
and the ddubt thrown in favor of the ac-
cused.

Referring *0 above, Mr. Halkett observes
that from the moment he came to a decision
he has had no doubt as to its justice, but lest
his colleague differed from him he offered to
have the matter referred to Mr. Blackburne.
This was done, not, however, because Mr.
Peterson had arrived ata different conclusion,
but more to emphasize the decision. 1f, there-
fore, any fault is found with the conductors,
Mr. Peterson is entirely innocent, and the
Canadian conductor assumes the whole re-
