At the same time the general expenses are far too
large in any form of insurance which spends as much
in the conduct of the business as it pays to its proper
claimants. Thisstate offaffairs must however continue
until the people are better educated in the prinziples
of life insurance, and the companies adopt better
methods of securing and conducting the husiness. But,

lest this should be used for the preferring of fraternal

or benevolent assessment associations, we must add
that they do not compare favorably in these respects.

A CUP OF. TEA.
It seems at first somewhat of a bold assertion, but’
nevertheless it is a fact that one of the most difficult
things to obtain in this, or any other city, ontside of the
home circle,—and even there it is far from uniform— -
is a really good cup of tea. Ata hotel it is manifestly
impossible, as to make tea specially for each guest
would be out of the question. At the better class of
élubs and restaurants an effort is certainly made in
this direction ; but even in their ease the results are
disappointing. The trouble is not with the tea itself,
but in the kitchen ; and any of the larger dealers will
maintain that, no matter how even their blends may
run, the purchaser will still get a different cup every
morning of the year. .The methods, of measurement
of the amount of tea to be infused are usually of the
crudest kind. The vague standard of a “handful” is
often the one adopted, and thus a daily variation in the
strength of the liquor is inevitable. Then .again ‘the
water may either be boiling or not, the tea may have,
to stand an indefinite time, its temperature 'is not :

closely watched, even if it be not wholly disregarded,

and it may either be allowed to boil, or else to quietly
stew itself on a hot stove until all its harshest and |
most disagreeable qualities are brought to the surface.
It is only necessary to go into one of our large whole:
sale tea houses to see 1_1ow different their methods are.
There the amount of tea.for-each cup is- carefully
weighed in a pair of druggist's scales, the water is on
full-boil when it is added, and theé period of infusion is_
carefully watched. "In this w'ty all the delicacy of ifs

- although that is certainly usually the principal trans-

gressor. Sometimes the jobber or the grocer may be
to blame. Sometimes his blends vary very consider-
ably in their character.. If his supply of one of his
particular chops runs out he may- substitute .another,
and thus alter, to-a greater or-less degree, the charac-
ter of his blend. If two or three, of the-component
teas are thus changed it can easﬂy be seen that the
blend, although sent-out under the same name, is of
an entirely different character.. Some houses are
notorious offenders in this way,
from week to week, as their stock of each particular
description of tea ebbs and’ flows, and thus the custo-
mer never knows exactly the character of the tea he is
purchasing. Still worse is it in the case of those
grocers whose alleged blends consist principally of the
contents of the barrels into which every large tea-room
casts its surplus samples. In this -case the:blend is
purely a matter of conjecture. Aseach sample is tasted
the unused tea is thrown into this receptacle and the
contents are consequently;varied in the extreme. They
may be practically all the one tea, or they may present
a kaleidoscopic variety of color and flaver. The grocer
who purchases this mixture certainly has an excellent
chance of educating the tastes of his customers™in the

characteristics of ' the various teas; but anything like’
- certainty of flavor and strength are out of the question,

and the purchaser who returns after having en-
joyed one excellent drawing, under the impression that
he will get'the same tea again, has often a series of un-
pleasant surprises before him.

of Canada is, of course, a low-grade Japan, such as is
usnally purchased at about 11 to 12 cents and is re-
tailed at 25 cents. ~This is the tea the average country
general storekeeper demands: Any other is above'the
heads of his customers.

CLOTHING NOVELTIES. -

'l‘he wholesale clothing trade has shown seveml signs
of extension and expansmn during the year. . Moré es-
pecially is this the case in boy's clothing, in which-an:
innovation, so far as Canada is concerned, has bee
made by rinning the increase in sizes by years mstead :
of inches. Heretofore the rule has been to add’ one
inch to the breast measurement for each of the respec-
tive sizes. Now the sizes start from the standard ‘for'
three years old, with increases of #-inch per year in the
breast.measuremenit, § inch per yearin length of sleeve,
and # inch on length of coat and pants. 'This enables
the purchasers to fit a larger number of boys, by giving
them a much more yaried range of sizes, so that there:
are very few boys who eannot be accurately fitted- w1th
ready made clothing by any well supplied store. '

Boys clothing starts with the sizes .from three years
to nine. .These are in two pieces, and the short knick-
erbockers are usually finished with three buttons at the

knee in all lines. The coat is generally smgle-breasted
five buttoned, and closes right up to the neck, althouglh
a few double breasted lines are shown. Among the good
selling lines are jackets with five pleats finished with

finished with buttons and flapped pockets. Norfolk
jackets with a belt are”also popular, and ‘one stylish
line shows 1% inch box plaitsand two § ineh pleats.finish-
ed with a strap. In other shapes the double breasted
sailor suit has proved an excellent seller. Tor these lmes
prices run from $1.50 to $4.

For the ages from nine to fourteen years, the suit is
made in three pieces, and theé vests are single or double
breasted, and with collar  or not, according to -taste.
The short pants are finished like those of the younger
lads and the woole suit sells at from $2 to $6. Com-

receives no deposits, and its funds represent the float-
ing balances held by the Court of Chancery, or the
sums held on account of the estates of deceased persons.

To get a complete statement of the extent of mortgage .
loans of Canada would require returns from the insur-:
ance companies, and from private investors, which we’
‘should be glad to see done, as it might be if undertaken

by the Government. Another feature in these returns
needs to be understood before their precise meanmg can

be grasped which is, that some of the compadies whose S

figures are included in the Report are operating as buy-
ers and sellers of Real Estate, so that the extent of the
property held for sale by the companies mcludes a con-
siderable amount which has not come from foreclosures
of mortgages, but by direct purchase, and is being
vended just like any other merchantable property..

In meeting the House, Premler Taillon had a-sop to '

many departments we are disposed to give Mr. Taillon
ereditfor having only spent this money by necessity. The
remaining item which was increased in 189£-95 over pre-
vious years is that of *interest,” which amounted last
year to $1,486,660, which, since 1801 has gone up from
$1,271,506, an addition of $215,154. This represents
payment of the “piper” cngaged for the “dance” in
which Mr. Taillon was not a performer. The pay-
ments of railway subsidies and several others of that
clags were reduced from $1,234,895 in 1890-91 to
$1,164,024 last year, o small decrease, but in such ex-
penditures, “the smallest favors are tlmnkfully re-
ceived.”

The revenue receipts of 1890-91 were $3,750,813, in
1804-95 they were $4,221,68+.

THE SHORTIS CASE

However varied may be opinions on the questlon as to the
sanity or otherwise of young Shortis, one thing admits of no
doubt. The evidence of the Irish Commission 'very conclu-
sively proved that his habits were so erratic and so foolish as
to render a successful career in Canada’ impossible. During

“the trial his most unfortunate fether testified that the lad
. was too mentally deficient to give any promise of his con-

ducting even such abusiness as cattle-dealing. which he chose
as his ca.lhng in life, in which he would have had his father’s
experience as a guide. This trade calls for no educational
equipment beyond the bare rudiments, nor any such knowl-
edge as demands intellectual studies and application for its
acquirement.  Yet; although judged unequal to learning this
business, which we have known carried on with great sue-
cess by extremely illiterate persons, this young man was sent
out to Canada to meet the battle of life -bers all alone, where

_ his father’s help and prestige would be of no service, and

where bis alleged mental defects would be an insuperable
drawback. - The notion that Canada is a place where “the
fool of thé family” can achieve success in business is much

- too commonly held in the old land, but it is an utterly sense-

less idea, the conditions of life in Canada demanding even
higher qualifications for success -than those of the mother
country. - To send a young man of the character and habits
of Shortis to Canada was to insure his ruin. Canada breeds
too many weaklings of her own to have any mneed of or
sphexe for imported ones.

CANNED SALMON.

The packing and distribution of salmon
has almost ceased for the present year, ex-
cept for the putting up of the fall runs‘of
fish on the Coast rivers, The season hbis
been a satisfactory une as far as volume of
packing and business done is concerned,
but prices realized on the Columbia River
product have left small margin over cost
of the goods, the packers having paid very
high prices for the fish, and in their anx-
iety to control services of skilled fishermen
have subjected themselves to mauny addi-
tional expenses that did not exist under
less keen competition., The British. Col-
umbia people have made a much larger
output than was anticipated early in the
season, having had a good heavy run of
fish at the close of the packing, which
brought up the final figures to a satisfac-
tory amount. As usual, a very lmportant
factor in the season’s business has been
the product of the Alaskan waters, where
the packing has been prosecuted ' wi:h
energy and vigor, and as a whole haa
made & good showing, but with varyiny
results-at different fishing stations; somo
on account of a small supply of fish, mak-
ing.but a poorshowing, and others, from
extraordinary runs, packing beyond a-
calculations made in the early months ¢i
the year. The San Francisco market is -
pretty well cleaned up of stock, excepting
the fall packed goods above referred to,
and the distributive trade seems to be in
satisfactory shape,

—

ENGLISII TEXTILES.

Huddersfleld cloth manufacturers report
no diminution in the activity, The weather
has been more favorable than hitherto for
maklng selections of colored fabrics suit-
able for the next spring trade. Manufac-
turers have felt compelled to increase their

prices, but this has not led -to - any serlous
stoppage of repeat orders. Some further
novelties have been preduced of suitings,
and thoy are receiving a good deal of at-
tention, not only from  Continental buyers
but, also {rom South American. Numerous
repeat orders for winter goods have been
placed at fully the advanced quotations
before reported. Producers of tweeds
both high class and medium are very full
of orders, which they have taken on more
profitable terms than generally they" are
accustomed to. Business on account of
the United -States and Canada shows no
falling off. Yarn spinners are very busy,
and prices have a further upward tend-
ency, .
