tured classes wero present at the oponing
lecture, many of them men of prowinence
in the Hobrew community and the city.
This number was inereassd to eighty at
the second lecture, and the samo uuwmber
were present at the third, despite an
unusually severo storm. Severl of the
city clergy and ministers of othur raligious
bodies were also in aftendance. Crent
interest was manifested by hoth Jews and
Christians, Some good can hardly fail
to have becn dene by such a course, on
the ono hand in extending a kindlier
fooling towards, and more intelligont

exerting an influence in the right direc-
tion upun the present changing and
trausforming mevewment in Jewishthought
and on the other awakening a larger
Christian sense of responsibility tewards
this  people. Notices and somuwhat
extended reports of the lectures appoared
in the secaler and nlse in the Jowish
press.  Arrangemonts are making by the
Saciety for u similar course in St. Louis,
Mo, the opening lecture of which will
be delivered by the Bishop of that Die
cose.

Tn tho jungles of Uruveln attended by
five foithful disciples, Gautama gave
himeelf qp for six yours to the soverest
pomance, until he was wasted to n sha
dow by fasting and self-mortification.
But the. mora-,hn,t,hmuht,‘_ the more ke
eximined himself aid *denled himself ;
the miore he doubted, the more he foared
lest all his efforts should have been
wasted. At last ono day, wlhonr walking
slowly wp and down, lost in thought, he
suddenly staggerad and fall to the ground
Some of his disciples supposed that he
was dead, but he recovered, and despair-
ing of further profit from suck penanco,
hig indomitable resolution amnd {nith
completely broke down, amd ho begen
again t9 take regular food and gave up
his self-mortification. Once when he
was most in need of sympathy his die-
ciplgs left him, and wént away te Bea-
ares. In giving up peusnce, he lnd {o
give up also their asteemn. * Soor afier,
if not on tha very day when his follew-
ers had gone he wandered out {o thoe
burks ef the Nairanjara. He roceived
his morniag meal from the daughter of &
viliager aud sat dewn to eat it under the
shade of & large tree tfo ba knewn from
that time ns tha sacred Bo-tree or free of
wisdom. There he remained through
the lorg hours of that day, undargeing
the recond grent struggle of his life; The
philosephy he had trusted in soemed to
be doubtful, his penances had hrouglht
no peace, all histomptations eame back.
He ongonized in his donbt from early
morning until suncet, but as the da
ended his_religious ~mature, won' the
victory. Hia donbts” eleared away, ho
had become Buddha the Enlightencd. A
system of salvation seemad to open’ befors
him. He felt peaco and rest. (Buddhism
—By Rhys David, Ceylor.) This new
s Salvation™ so differont from Brahman-
ism, and yet originating frem its philo-
sophy, was a system of pure and high
morality.

His
former disciplos were the fivst, after much
hesitation, to bolieve n him s o now
toacher,  Sixty othem scon gathored
ound thera, when he formed thew iuto
i seciety and scut tham out fo proach.
He summed up ke means for Budidhist
salvation in the celobrated verss :—
“ Ty get virtue,
T'o venae from ain,
T'o cleanso une'’s own heart, -
This is the veligion of the Budidlins®
Whils ho held that any ene might
strivo after holiness, he tamght that vapid
progress wns made only by thoso who
ronounced the cares ard hopes of ordinary
life; and passing their timo in meditation,
livad upon the charity of their neighbours,
This ho called tho “ Middle Path” lg-
twoen self-indulgence and solf-mertifica-
tion. This was his highest ideal of lifo!
His follswars incrensed rapidly, fer
his fame spread round about, * lika the
sottil of a grant bell hung in the sanopy
of tho skios,” end his gged father naked
him fo visit his native city, that he might
seo him bofore he died. A touching
account of his meeting: with his wife is
given in the Mallalingar tnnslated by
Bigandet :—
* Ho ontered his father's heuso. The
membaors of the family and the seryanis
camo to do him honour, ‘bul Yasodhara
did not. couqp. -~ * I{-] am_ of any valuo'in
his eyea: ho W§lt birhw me.’ ~ She lad
said, ‘I can weleopo kim hetter here.’
Gautama noticel hor nbsence, and atiend-
ed by two of his disciples, wont te the
place whero she was ; first warming his
followers not to-prevent hicr should she
try to embrace him, altheugh n¢ member

She saw him enter, n resluss
in yollow robes, with shaven hsad and
faco, and though she kuow it weuld be so,
ske could noi contain hersolf, hut falling
on tho ground, she held him by the fost
and burstinto tears.

Tho recerds
add that she became an earnest hearer of
the now dactrines, and eno of the first
Buddhist nuns.
Forty-four busy years were passed by
Gautama in continual jeurneyings and
preaching: . At last sicknoss caxas upon
him,-ho folt that he was sbout te die.
The Pitakas _give us the last words.that
he speke to his weeping friend and sor-
rowing disciples : ** O Ananda, do not let
yourself bo {roubled, do not weap. Have
I'not teld you we nust part from all we
hold mest dear. . For a long time yeu
have been very near to mu by kindness
in oct and word.” You have always dono
Parsovero and you too shall be
quite frae from this thirst of life, this
chain of ignerance.” After o pause, be
said, “Mendicants ! I now impress it
upoi you ; the paris and powers ef nian
must bo diasolved. Work out your sal-
vation with ‘diligence.”  'Thess wers the
last words the teacher spoke, Shortly
after he becaine unconscious, and in that
state. Buddha, “the Enlightencd,” prssed
away.

FS FOR THE PROSECUTION
O CITY MISSIONS.

Wepointed out ina fute issuce, the ndomir-
ablo plan wdoptad in Cincinnati, where
the Bishop, nll the city Rectors, and maie
and femnalo represeniatives ure awwociated
as an Executive Committee for the prose-
cution of City Missions, This plan is a
four-fold combined eflort, te estublish
one or more prominont Missions, te plant
in new parishes, and to build charitable
inabitutions, Wo ask in all -wriousness,
und with some degruo of sadnoss, why is
not such a wise scheme adopled in every
city 1 Why do wo wuste much of our
strongth in congregntionnt efforts, nnd re-
fuso te unite to plant and foster new
Missions in such citios ng Halifax and St.
Johutl The parish and parochial life ara
imporlant.  They sheuld be built up and
strengthened, and proper means tuken to
guarantens their reasonable independonce,
But, all who know the fucts, know that
in these two citics, ns in many others,
thers aro Missiens in outlying districts
that ought to he planted and nourished
into indopendauce, therc aro free churches
that should b organized to gather in
seuls  wandoring  without «  shephend,
Thoro are hundreds lost to us, becauso
they aro not looked after. Thers aro
charitable and  ether institutions that
might bo founded and pressed inte vigor
but individnal Parjshes cannol wnaertake
theso things. They nre nel strong enengh.
Thon why not combine for general eity
work 7 I men Doliove that the Chareh
of England hax a Mission in this land to
prosent tho Gospel of Jesus Chrisi in its
purity to «dying souls, let them act on
that talief, and take mdvantage of overy
oppurtunity to plant a Mission whero
souls may ho brought to hear the good
news ol salvation aud pardon, What
signities petly dilferoneces of  opinion,
when there are such opportunities of
work for Christ ; and such a combined
eflort would re-act on the old parishes aud
infuse new life and vigour inte, them.

CRITICAL PERIOD IN THE IISTO-
RY OF THE CITURCH IN NEW
BRUNSWICK.

We havae sern a great revival in the
work of the Church in the Divcess of
Fredericton dnring the last twenty years,
Numbers of churches and rectovies have
been Dbuilt, new missions formed, large
sums of money have been raisad, the

financinl system has beon organized, the
number of clorgy nearly doublud ; above
all, there has been a rennrkable develop-
ment of spiritual life, as shown by greater
roeverence in  worship, more {requent
and hetter attended communions, moro
faithful Parish work, an ever-growing
intorest among the laity, & stronger ten-
dency to make the house of Gob every-
whoere porfectly free and open to ally a
breaking down of somo forms of social
exclusiveness which at times socomed
hard and incounsistent with the spirit of
Clristinn  brotherheod, and an almost
complgte transformation of that pride in
Churchmanship which ence undoubhtedly
rested largely on pride of casts and
oflicial positien, inte that nobler loyalty
which is founded on affection and intel-
ligent conviction, where a knowledgo of
the doetrines joins with a thousand sacved
associations of her history in making the
privilege of hielenging to the communion
of vur churel more inexpressibly dear {o
lLier members than can easily be conceived
by one whose heart and mind have not
been similarly affected.

Tu all this, and much hesides, we have
the deepest reasons for thankfulnasy, the
strongest grounds for hepe, the greatest
inspirations to ceurage. Amd yet it is
perfactly cloar, and oasily capable of
couclusivo proof, that all we have done
is but a beginning ; is little compared
with what we vught te du and are able to
do ; that it can bo called success and
progress only as compared witk the life.
lessuess of the past, not in the light of
the exigencies of the present and the
demands of the future.

We do not hesitate te say that thero
never was a more eritical period in the
history of the Church in New Bruns-
wick than the present; novar a time
when every member was more required {o
prove that his allegianco was sgmething
more than a name, and it now remaius to
be scen whether Churehmer  generally
will rise to o full consciousnoxs of their
responsibilities, and a high sense of their
duties. The spasmodic enthusiasm of
individuels here and theto will not
suftice ; theromust be a general awakon-
ing throughout the whole body of the
Church; a geuneral lifting of all the
members to a higher level of leyal and
loving solf-sacrifice for her interests.

A siugle glance at our present condi-
tiow will convince us that in what we
have said we have nsed no exaggeration,
During the last few years the sphoro of
the Chureh's work in this Province has
been enlargsd in a very remarkable way.
In many of the older parts of this Pro-
viace, hitherto left entirely under the
influence of various denominations, a
demand has arisen for the services of the
Church. Thare is scarcely any room left
to deubt that a disintegrating process is
going on among many of the bodies of
Christians hastily formed during tke
carlier history ef the country, and that

the tried doctrines and chaste worship of
the church areappealing in the strongest
way to the advamcing eculture and
sounder education of the people.

If, when the country was first settled,
the Church failed in her duty by mot
occupying this ground, shall she new be
recreant o her trusta second time, when
the opportunity of recovering her lost
place is offered to hor ?

Again, nearly all the new settlements
on the St. Johr und its branches, as wel:
as in other places, are becoming the most
intercsting centres of Church work. The
deliberate action of the whole hody of
Danish scttlers in the ecolony of New
Deumark in joining our sgmmunion is a
fact alike unique in eur Church history,
Yet the com-
parative poverty of the people as new set-
tlers, and the constant increase in their
nuwmbers by new arrivals, at present con-
siderable, and prospectively very great,
leave ng hound by every tie of honor, in
return for their loyal and hearty adoption
of onr faith, te see that their spiritual
care and instructiom are provided fer,
And it js almost impossible to over-
estimate how important it is that we
should hold firmly the smaller outposts
in remoto districts, when wo consider
that in theserapidly growing yeung sottle-
monts, by holding together in steady
allegiance to their principles the few

and pleasing to ourselves.

Church families now there, we are laying
the foundation of what may bestrong
churches in no very distant futuro.

Such, then, is our positien; an cver-
widening field for werk; a spontanecus
recognition on all sides of the value of
the Church’s teaching and services—every
thing to fire us with hope—overything to
fill us with energy.

Now, beside these pleasaut thoughta
let every man in New Brunawick place
the unpleasant fact that during tho last
few years the lack of sufficient means has
made it more and more diflicult for the
Diocesan Society te carry on the work
that Bas thus grown upon its hands.
More money, it iy true, has heen received,
but the increase has not been in propor-
tion to the increased demands en the
funds, demands caused, as we haveshown,
by circumstances which should fill the
heatt of every one of us with just pride
and happiness,

And now we wish every member of the
Church in the Province to apply te his
own conscience the queslion whether he
15 doing all that ke fairly can be expacted
to do at this critical point ir the Church’s
history. Many, we fear, cannot answer
such o quustion aflfirmatively, and in
such a case they certainly canmot hold
themselves free from respensibility if
the Church is unable to carry on all the
work "she should. We are ourselves
convinced that great bodies of Church-
men have yut to learn the habit of giving
freely for the cause of Christ. We
intend seon to return to the subject
again and state our rensons for this
opinign.  We must speak freely im the
matter, for thers are emergoncies when
the truth, howaever unwelcome, should
be frankly statad.

FREE AND UNAPPROPRIATED

CHURCHES.

Ovr correspondont “Fres and Open”
seems to think that tho free pew system
has had a fair trial in Halifax, and that
it has preved a failute. Now to hoth
-these conclusions we beg to take decided
exception.

Those churches whose pews are freo
and unappropriated in the city of Hali-
fax cannot be comsidered as having
proved the system.te have failed.

Indeed, although, as we shall presently
show, the conditiens under which it khas
been tried in Halifax have besn any-
thing but favorable to its success, still, so
far from its having been a failure, these

ehurches may justly challenge compari-

som of results with their neighbors where |

the pews are rented.

The three echurches to which our
correspondent has directed attention
where the system has been tried, are
Salem in the past, and Trinity and
the DBishop's Chapel im the present.
Te name these ehurchies will, with those
who know the facts, be in itself suf-
ficient to prove our position; but as
many of our know little or
nothing abeut the Charch in Halifax,
we must enter into particulars.

The conditiens favorable to the com-

nlele success of such a system are :

to make it a success.

Vith these conditions present, and a
¢live” man as minister in charge, e
should consider the circumstances favor-
able to success.

Now, in the cases brought forward by
our correspondent, these couditions were
for the most part wanting.

As [regards Salem, No. 1 was
certainly absent, and probably also Nos,
2 and 3. Trinity, Nos. 1 and 4 are
absent, and possibly Nos. 2 and 3.
Biskop's Chapel, Nos. 2 and 3 absent,
and in addition certain adverse circum-
stances present, to be hereafter namod.

Salem had net a single well-to-do
family who called thomselves solely
belonging to it.  If any well-off indivi-
duals attendod its services they were
persons who held a pew in a Parish
Church, and gave largely to it. And
besides this, it was unforfunately sup-
posed by many that the Bishop had some
lavge fund on which he could draw, and
that thero was #o need for the comgrega-
tion te give. Then there were cortain
other counsiderations in the minds of
many which reducsd the puliic collec-
tions still more. Dut even with all these
disadvantages and drawbacks, we venture
the assortion that, in proportien to their
means, the poor of Salem gave nuch
mero than did the wealthy people of St.
Paul's, St. Luke's, or St, Geerge's.

Now, to turn to Trinity, for having
said this much wo need say no more of
Salem, we find even with the con-
ditions which we regard as needful
for success wanting, a most satisfactory
and cheoring exhibit, and one which will
doubtless surprise many, while it places
Trinity in a proper light ULefore the|
Chureh.

With ne rick member, with not even
more than one fairly well-off parishioner
Trinity, we learn, in four years trebled
its centributions ; and only quite recont-
ly the offer was made to 8t. Paul's cor-
peration to take the church off its hands
with n sliding scale of reduction, which
in a very few years, weuld have made it
self-sustaining; and this with the entire
concurreuce of the minister in charge,
who thereby shewad whai he thought of
the fres systom by being willing in this
way to risk his support.

The Bishop's Chapel — for we
hava mno space to "enlarge wpon the
evident success of the principle at
Trinity—presents certain peculiae fea-
tures which, for some years yet, cannot
bo overcome. a. It has but a very
small seftlgd congregation.  b. Those
who can be called such are mostly far
from being wealthy. ¢. A large pro-
portion of the aftorneen congregalion are
membors and pew-kolders of parish
churches, and are giving to their support,
and s0 cannot be expacted te, and in
fact de not contribute very largely at the
affernoon services. And yot, we learn
with pleasure, notwithstarding these

that the same unfortunate misconception
prevails among certain of the congrega-
tion as existed at Salem, viz, that
the Bishop has some public fund upen
which to draw, and does not require the
support of the people, the past year
shows a decided improvement over pre-
vious years ; and we therefore consider
ourselves justified in assuming the ulti.
mate sucesss of the system there.

The Rector of Carleton has inaugurated
what must prove of the greatest advantage
to all those who, with a like unceasing
devotion, and lively zeal and love for
souls, may adopt it in their parishes.

We simply wish now to direct our
readers’ attention to this service, and we
hope at some future time to be able to
speak mere fully em its merits.

RECENT LARGIE ACCESSIOXNS.

Ix December, 1878, we published in
our monthly, Church Work, a list of the
names and addresses of seventy-two per-
sous who, within a period of two years,
or less, had come inte the Church from
the ministry of Romo and dissent. These
names had been collated by ourselves
from various reliable sources, but our
article having been copied into a Church
weekly, whick, no doubt inadvertently,
everlooked acknowledging whence it de-
rived 1% information, /f recsived the
credit that belonged of right to us as
the compilers.

To show our readers that that was ne
exceplienal list of the accessions fer two
yoars, and that we werc net taking ed-
vantage of some special “drift” in the
direction of the Clurch, we give below
the additional names of forty-mine others,

who, sinco our previous list, or withina
year, have come to us from the ministry
of these bodies.

Tt must be borpe in mind in this con-
neetion that very many accessions we
nevor hear of, and that it is enly inciden-
tally. o# in some Bishop's address, that
we leavn the {act; sothat wo cannot there-
fore get together the mames of all, or,
probably, nearly all those who are thus
yearly joining the Church and entering
her ministry.

CANNED SaLMox,.—Set the cam in a
ketile of hot water for about twenty
minutes ; while it is heating make a nice
drawing of hutter, add choppod par-
sley and kard-beiled vggs, cut small ; turn
yeur salmon into a dish; pour over the
drawing of butter; and this eaton with
mashed potatees is delicious, and like
fresh salmon. Ne. 2—Pour the oil all
off the ealmon; mix the fish with an
equal quantity of cold mashed potatoes ;
add a small onion chopped very fine;
geason with peppor and salt and a little
thyme, Make into fish balls and dip
into eggs, fry in hot butter.

Lobsters, LyNy Stvie.~Strain the
liquer from a tin of preserved lobsters,
into a basin ; mix it with two tablespoon-
fuls of fine flour and stir into it a gill of
boiling water. DTut this into a stew-pan
with an ounce of fresh butter and stir
until thick; add a teaspoonful of esscnce
of anchovy and a pinch of cayenno pep
per ; pick any bits of shell or cartilago
from the lobster and add it te the sauce.
Butter n tin dish, put in it a thick layer
of bread crumbs ; spread bits of Dutter
thickly oun top, and bake in a quick oven
for fifteen minutes. If not brown, use a
salumander, or color before the fire ina
Dutch oven,

Squasu  Pir,—Stew the squash as
usual, witk a little salt; rub it throngh a
colander, and have it perfectly smoeth ;
mix the squash with sweet milk; if you
have croam it will be all the better;
mnke it about as thick as batter, adding
the volks of two eugs; sweeten with
pulverized sugar to taste ; flavor with rose-
water or with nutieg ; line a pie dish,
fill with squash, and bake for half an
hour; if you do not want s pie, make
fritters, and fry brown with good butter ;
when about te serve, sprinkle a llttle
sugar on thom ; squash doss not requira
wuch sweetening.

Fec Sour.—Put two large tablespoon-
fuls of lard ina pot; when hot add two
of flour and two onions cut up fing; when
the flour is brown putas much beiling
water in tho pet as you desire for soup;
add salt and pepper and let it boil a
short tims; break into the soup tureen
five or six eggs; beat them up well, then
gradually pour in the soup, stirring the
cgg while doing so.  Toast two thin
slices of bread, cut them into small
squares, fry in butter, and pour into the
soup. Bofors semding te tabloe a little
vinegar may Dbe added or net, as taste
dictates.

Toxgue Sovr.—Put a small tongue
into a stewpan, with trimmings of any
bones of fowl or veal, and stew for four
hours, removing the scum; take out the
tongue, skin and clean it, and leave it te
cool; put back the trimmings and the
root, with a carrot, a turnip, a head of
celery and an oniom, half a teaspoonful
of cayenne, and stew one hour more;
than strain the soup, and when cool re-
move the fat, and set it on to heat, with a
turnip and carrot cut in squares, and two
tablespoonfuls of grated tengue; let it
simmer slowly for an heur, and serve
with boiled rice.

Preservine Eaes.—The Backer-und
Conditor-Zeitung has put to a practical
test a system of preserving egg: which
has bevn lately recommended, and tinds
it te answer exceedingly well. On March
27, of the prosent year, tho eggs were
pinced for an hour ir a selutien of 50
grammes of salicylic acid a little spirits
of wine, diluted with one litre of water,
and afterwards packed away in bran in
the cellar. At the end of June they were
found in perfect comrdition, and as well
flavored as if just fresh-laid,  Autumn-
laid egas thus treated should keep good
fer a much longer time, asthey would
have all the advantage of colder weather
intheir favor.

How T1e MaKE a Custamp PIE.—DMake
a sheoll of pastry in a pie dish, or small
tart tin, and bake. Prepare a custard
with “ Wilson's Baking Powder” accord-
ing to directionson package, which ean be
obtained at any grocer'’s for five cents,
Pour custard into pastry,and be sure net
to bake after custard has been poured iu.
