IS THE CIIURCH IN WALES AN ALIEN
BODY ?

In answer to those who talk of the Church in
Wales as un alien hody, it muy servo to reprint
tho following extract from the diary of John
Illias one of the greatest of the Calvinistic
preachers, e died Juno 8th, 1841, The
charge had been brought that the Mothodists
as o body were hostile to the Church, and this
in his reply.

“ Never was there an accusation so ground-
less, for there is no Mothodist in the country op-
posod to paying tithes or any such impost ; and
no true sincere Methodist can be opposed to
the Istablished Church, or to tribute and tithes
e support it. Its ministers were the most
«woelebrated instruments in the commencement
and advancement of Methodism in Waules, and
tivom the hands of those ministers the Methodists
moodived the ordinance of Baptism and the
(Lord’s Supper for upwards of sixty years,
When circumstances arose which lod the
Mothodists to sot apurt some of the elder
preunchers o administor the ordinances, it was
not intended to make an essentiul alteration with
rogard to the form and order of the body, It
was morely a setting apart of some to assist
ministors of the Established Church, whilst thoy
wore among us ; and overyone who wus ordain-
cd was called npon 1o confess and declare that
he most truly, trom hiy very soul, approved and
accepted the present order and constitution of
the Connexion ; . soit is evident that
no faithful, sincero Methodist cun intend the
destruction of the Church of England, nor desire
to withold tithes or contributions towards its
support.”

MUSINGS AFTER THE SYNOD.

On looking over the account of our Synod
(Nova Scotin) funds one cannot but lnment the
absence of the strong restraining hand and
financial furesight of our lute diocesan, Bishop
Binney.

The practical common sense of Rev. Dyson
Ilague’s suggestion that the Bishop give a fort-
night solely to procuring monoy for King's
College must boe plain to everybody, and, surely,
every goneration of churchmen should add its
proportion to the funds already raised for the
Church'’s benefit, and, who so able to oxtract
dollars in a personal interview as our Bishop,
with his genial manner and persuasive powers ?
A sormon may be a grand efiort to arouse men
to a senre of the duty of giving—the personal
pressing horpe of the responsibility will be most
effectual.

"We could not but admire the cool off hand
way in which the Island of Prinée Rdward was
declured part of the Diocese of Nova Scotia,
That it was not in the diocese, the Rev. J.
Simpson conclusively proved. Were further
proof necessury, it would have been furnished
by the Coloninl Bishopric I'und committee in
London, who have the I[sland of Prince Edward
upon the list of Bishoprics yet to bo founded.
Admission to the diocese means admission to
rarticipation in all its funds upon the same
tooting .. the clergy of the diocese, If P. &, I,
clergy claim admission to all funds in the dio-
cese, can they bo refused ? And yet the nucleus
of each fund, Widows' and Orphans’ fund, C. E.
F. fund and Superannuation fund was raised for
special objects in the Diocese of Nova Scotiu.
The Synod occupies the position of trustee
(therefore administrators) to the trust funds,
which the law would demand to be administored
according to the provisions of the trusts—as sot
forth in the prospectus according to which these
funds were croated. In what position will our
Synod be placed, should a Bishoprie be created
in . E. 1.7 Would not the clorgy of the new
dioceso claim a proportionate sharo of oach of
these trust funds, which were raised not for
thom but for the clergy of the diccese of Nova
Scotia ?  Would not the widows of the clorgy of
Nova Scotiz have a just cuuse of compluint
(which might be carriod toa courtof law) when
they found their small pensions rendered still
smaller by division with widows of P. . Is-
land clergy, for whom the trust fund was not
created ? It is not a matter of sentiment, but of
carrying out the provisions of a trust, created
for the Diocese of Nova Scotin—the funds of
which.wore raised in that province.

It was frankly confessed at the Synod that
the assessment for our Bishop’s stipend was not
fair, Lot me suggest a fuir way, Let every
Rector send to the commitieo who have that mat-
ter in hand a list of his parishioners’ assessmont
for town and county purposes from the annual
rate roll of his district. Then let any assess-
ment be made upon that basis—could any way
be more fair ? DELEGATE.

CHARLOTTETOWN.

The Silver Jubileo sorvices held on June 29Lh
and July 1st, at St, Petor’s Cathedral, Charlotte-
town, .K.I1,, to commomorate the 25th anni-
vorsary of tho dedication of that Cuthedral woro
a grand success, and closed with a groat victory

for true Catholicism. The services each day
congisted of two low colebrations of the Holy
Eucharist, matins, a bigh celobration with pro

cossions and festival, Jvensong with sermon
and processions. On Sunday there was a ser-
mon by the Lord Bishop at the high celobrution
of the Holy Fucharist, and after Evonsong a
solomn “Te Doum” was sung before tho altur,
At 3 p.m, the Lord Bishop of Nova Seotin wl.
ministered the Holy Sacrament of Confirmution
1o the thirty-eight candidates presented thore-
for by the priest incumbent, Rev. James Simp.
son. The music used at the above serviees wis
composed expressly for the occasion by the
organist of the Cathedral, Lawrence Watson,
Iisq., M.A., and was oxactly what Cutholic
music ought to be—nol a species of ‘wacred
music concert,” but the means of bringing out
the true forco and meaning of the sublime Lit-
urgy, and adding reverence and solomnity to
the 1mposing ccremonies,

Tho Cathedral was thronged wilh worship-
pors at each of the servizes, and even though
the dissenters procured the services ‘for one
night only ’ of the much talked of evangelist,
Mr. Ira D. Sankey, and held a mass meeling at
the bour of Evensong on Sunday, still the crowd
that attended at the Cathedral remained undi-
minishod, The Lord Bishop of Nova Scolia,
Ven. Archdeacon of Nova Scotia, Ven. Arch-
deacon of P.E.I., and rix priests took part in
the Jubiloe services.

The cause of true Catholicism 18 in an encour-
aging condition at Charlotietown.

The reports furnished by the
Tneasurer showed the finances of the Socioty to
boin & healthy state, The expenditure however,
for the yoar past, in Missionary grants, wis
$2,584 loss than the provious yoar owing lurge-
ly to vacant missions. The contributions from
solf supporting pavishes in aid of their weaker
brothren in the rural distincts, showed a falling
oft of $800.00 us compared with the provious
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year. The roports furnished by the missionaries
showed grood, fuithful, and arduous work. Some
of the Missionaries had luboured for mauy years
ju the mission Held. The report expressed u
hope that additions to their number might be
made from the young men of the province ;
notingr with regrot thal up to the present yvar
a period of five successive yours had elapsed
without a singio Now Brunswickor entering into
the ministry of the Church of England within
the bounds of his native province, Ihe report
of Mr. George K. Fair wentbor, as treusurer of
the DNiocese, submitted the nccounts, these were
elear und so drawn ag to enable the position of
the Diocese monotarily to be casily and definite-
Jy asserlained. Mr. Fairwonther was evidently a
model treasurer. Tho Secretary’s report gave
the fullowing interesting epitome of the history
of the Church Socie.y which is worth recording
in view of the movement to incorporate it into
the Synod of the Diocese.

The Church Socioty during the fifty.eight
years of its existenco has hitherto held its an.
wiversary meeling oither at St. John or Fred-
ericton,

Ior several yoars aftor its organization in 1836
the socicty—then known as ‘‘the Church
suciety of the Archdeaconry of New Bruns-
wick "—always held its anniversary meotings
in I'redericton.  This was, however, the day of
small things with the society.

"The formation of the Diocese of Fredericton
and the arrival of Bishop Medley in 1845 as its
tirst Diocesan was happily followed by & mark-
ed incrense in the support accorded the society.
The city of St. John and a number ofinfluential
parishes  that heretofore displayed but little
interest, now for the first time gave substantial
aid and as n consequence the income increased
from 81,000 to noarly $4,000 in a single year,

The socioty having secured recognition at
the hands of the diocese at lurge entered upon
a new stage of existence and a larger sphere of
usefulness ag “ the Diocesan Church Society of
New Brunswick.” Cerlain modifications were
wade in its roles, one of which provided that
the unuiversary meetings should henceforth be
lield alternately at Fredericton and St. John,

After adhering to this usage for nearly fifty
yeurs the society this your ventureson a new
departure, and is about to hold its anniversary
meeting in the town of Woodstock, This step,
though regarded by many in the light of an ex-
periment, it is hoped muy not be without ils at-
tendant advantages. The prosent session of the
general committee is of speciul interest and im-
portance in view of the anticipated decision on
the important question of the union of the
l)iucc.i;u.u Church  Society and the Diocesan
Synod,

A former secrotary of theS. I, G. has stated
“the orgnnization of the Chureh Society in
New Brunswick is memorable as the first
systematic attempt in o British colony for the
more full and efficient support of its own
Church,”

in a young country such as ours the history
of this socioty embraces a period sufficiently ex-
tendod to warrant the use of the word ** vener-
uble” in refering to it. In view of the honorable
record of the society, which all will admit has
proved a very valuable handmaiden in the ex-
tension of the work of the Church ir. this dio-
uesc, the questivn whether it shull now lose its
corporate existence and he merged in another
vorporate body, becomes a very important one,
ind one that can only be decided, after mature
deliberation, in which we dovoutly pray the
vrent Head of the Church may give tous a
“right judgment,”

According to the report, the number confirm-
ed during the year, ending 1st. January last,
showed an increase of 242 and there had also
,lvuon an increase in the number of baptisms,
I'he number of communicants had also increns-
by nearly 500.

There had also been an increase in the amount

of offertory collections, all of which facts, offur-
od ground for encouragement and thankiul-
ness,

Those who helped mo in the school
wore: Mr. I W. M. Barnes, Mr. A, Dongados,
Mr. G. W. Hollis, Mrs, Lariviere, Mizs D, Bru-
net, Miss F, Bulman and Miss Duval. | may
safely say, that a more cflicient stafl’ of Toach-
ers would bo diflicult to find  Many of them
have given their time almost gratuitously, and
the excellent results shown in the examinations
are due to their zeul, prompted rather through
the interest in the work than by pocuniary re-
maneration,  Mr. Barnes particulurly, not only
taught the number of hours he was supposed to
teach during tho day, but for the past two
months. hus given almost all his evenings to
help the more advanced pupils to propare them-
selves for their examinations, With reference
to the tinal examinations, James Boyd and Wm,
Clark were examined by Rev, Dr, Adams, Prin-
cipal of Bishop's College, Lionnoxville, for the
Mutriculation for the study of medecine, Dr,
Adams has not yet sent us the resulis, but I
think they have been successful, The other
pupils were examined here, and we have the
report at hand.

“WHAT ISTOBE DONE WITIT ALGOMA 7"

To the Editor of the Couren Guarnran:

Str,—Certain woll-know circumstances havo
recently atiracted to this unfortunate diocese
the special attention of Churcimen in the old
Eeclesinstical Provinee of Canada.  Doubts are
now frecly expressed respecting the wixdom or
justico shown in the mode of ils creation.  And
the question, long muttered, is openly uttered,
“What is to become of Algoma 7"

On behalf of my brethren I desire to address
my fellow Churchmen upon the subject. The

fuct that T am the oldest man among our clergy,
the senior in the sacred ministry, and in my
tenth yoar as a priest of the diocese, should be
sufficient to shield me from the chuvee of pre-
sumptioninsodoing. Vurious snggestions huve
been offered in answer to the question at the
head of my lettar. Others will probably appear.
But the subject will bear much discussion. Nay,
it will compel much discussion ; and, long hefore
it is nettled, will bring into thearena of di-puta-
tion combatants undreamt of by nine-tenths of
those outside the diocese who imagcine that w
solution of the difficuity can readily be found.
Dr, Mockridge has honestly and manfully offer-
ed a plan for vonsideration. Whatever the
Provincial Synod may eventually think of it,
the Bishop of Algomma has, for the present,
gently and courteonsly repudiated it.  Bat Dr.
Mockridge has, in his very carnestuess and
anxiety for the welttre of the diocese, exposel
himself to a rebuke from one of my brethren
(seo ' Cnurcn (GUARDIAN " of June 2th) on
aceount of the estimate he placed upon onr
clerical stalf, If T could for one moment think
that Dr. Mockridge intended to wound the {feel-
ings of brother priests by an expression of con-
tempt for their allesed inforiority, I helicve |
could so revresent the matter that he would not
hesitate to express regret,  But L:m perfectly
wati~fied that he nover dreamed of scorning or
hurting us,  Aud no disclaimer to that eflect is
needed from him.

"The simple fact is— Dr. Mockridge has uneon-
sciously voiced the estimate placed upon us by
the Church in the whole ceclesiastical provinee.
The proofs of this statement are too numerons
for mention. One or two will be suflicient.
Only at the last Provincial Synod was our
diocese represented in the Jower howse; and
then—what & representation was permitted us!
Almost insulting inits scantiness.  Previous to
1802 wo of the diocese of Algoma were merely
Synodical parishes ! Well do I remember, when
1'was a clergyman of the diocese of Montreal,
the Bishop of Algoma pleading with the Provin-
cial Synod of 1883, and pathetically  reminding
the delegites that his diovese was unrepresented
in their assembly, Tako wnother instunce.
When the Winnipeg Conference took place in
1890, with a view to church consolidation, the
diocoses of the North West (sume of them con-
sisting of a bishop, two archdencons, and five or
six priosts and deacons, with a ity composed
almost entirely of Indiwns and hadi-breeds) were

invited to send delegates.  But wo, paviabs of
Algoma, were not asked to sond anybody at all,
priest or luyman ; notwithstanding the fact that
questions involving tundamental and far-reach-
ing organic chunges were to be discussed, Yot
the number of our clorgy far exceeded that of
any dioeese between Lake Huron and the Paci-
fic excepting only that of Manitoba, known s
Ruperts Land,

We met together at Sault St. Marie in 1892, not
during to call ourselves o diocesan synad, and
ventured to pronvunce our opinion upon the
Winnipeg schemie ; but the oflicial report of the
Provincinl Synod gurbles our resolution, renders
it ridiculous, and being a1 permanent record,
stultities us for all time.  Verily the Church’s
[not Dr. Mockridge's] estimate of us cannot but
he vividly impressed upon our minds ; especial:
Iy it we are compelled to continuo in a stato of
ceclesinstical infancy, and, practieally, forbidden
to organize w synod for our own good.  This
brings me to my last. How it is to be account-
ed for, excepl on the yround mentioned by Dr.
Mogckridge, that, among all the suggestions oller-
ed | respecting  onr diocese, not one has heen
made proposing to give Algoma itself'a voice on
this subjoct 7 This is iy sugeestion,  And pre-
sumptuous as some may deem me, Ioventure o
assert that, as a matter of common justice and

“manly fuir play, we clergy and laity of the

dineese o Algoma are righteously entitled to be
heard by the Church of the eccclesiastical
provinee respecting our future.  Let our bishop
be authorized to eall us together at onco; amld
then, with his knowledwe ot the diocese adued 1o
our own, we shall not fail to recommend some
pricctical mensuve of relief,  But let us also be
assured thatour decisicn will receive respeot-
ful consideration.

Now, belore my fellow churchmen condeinin
my siggostion, let me ask a question or twa, s
their estimate of our clergy, innocently voiced
by Dr. Mockridge, ro true wnd just that we really
deserve to be barred from an expression of
opinion respeeting the diocese weserve? Some

SYNOD MEETING.

Tho opening service of the Synod of the dio-
cose of Rupert's Land was held in Holy Trinity
Church at 10 am.on the 27th June, in the
" prosence of o large congregation, composed of
clerical and lay delegates and many church
membery,  After the shortened Form of Prayor,

tho anthem, * How lovely are tho Mossengers,”
from Mendelsohn's St. Pavl, was given, pre-
ceded by the recitation and duol, * Now are we
Ambassador’s for Christ,” In placo of the usual
sermon His Grace the Archbishop deliverod the
following addross, reviewing the present condi-
tion of tho diocese and its work and progress
pinco the last meeting of the Synod :

TRevcrend Brethren and Brethren of the Laity:
In addressing you to duy I foel that I must first
of all congratulato you on the Consolidation of
the Church in Canada.  This is the consuma-
tion of many hopoes and effor(s, and wo all trust
that it will prove a great blessing to the Church,
Tho constitution that has been adopted should
be ominently satisfactory to our province, Wo
owe our organization as a province, und tho
formation of our dioceses to the countonance and
help ot kind friends, sepecially of the Church
Missionary Society of lngland, in the case of
tho four northern dioceses, [t would have been
very ungratetul on our part it we had accepted
what might have shaken their confidence in the
dirposition ot their funds or the liberty of their
missionaries. 1t was, therefore, neeessury that
the arrangements for the appointment of our
bishops rhould remuin with the province, and
that our provioce should be able to suspend the
application to it of measures of the General Sy-
nod of a coercive character unacceptable to our
peoplo or friends, There was  risk of opposi-
tion to such concessiong, There is an attract-
iveness in the simplicity of a singlo authority
and a natural foar of weakness in :illowing non-
concurrence in its decisions,  But better coun-
soln prevailod.  The draft of 4 conatitution that
was drawn up by a small commitieo at the Con-
ference in Winnipeg was adopted almost with-
out chango, first by the Conference in Winni-
pog and then by the General Synod in Toronto,
atter it had been vory fully discussed in the va-
rious Diocesan Synods and in the Provincial
Synod of the Provinco of Cunada. My dear
brother the Bishop of Caleconia has not yet
roen his way 1o join us. | am sure it he cuao
he would have a most hearty welcomo. Already
wo have to depiore the loss of one, who took
very aglive part in the General Synod, Tho
Bishop of New Woestminster by his Judgment
and conrideration very mutorially aidord the
wark of Consolidation and was naturally choson
as tho proachor at the great Thanksgiving ser-
vice in St Jamos' Cathedral, Toronto,  The
diveoso has fost its head at & very eritical Limo,
whon il is erippled and prostrated by those dis-

astrous floods, It should have our sympathy
and prayers. The basin of the constitution
adopted by the General Synod cannot now be
ousily changed, as the same conservative condi-
tions bave been laid down in it a8 exist in our
provincial constitution, but while we have rea-
sons to feol satisfied at securing these provin-
cial safeguards, it is not that we apprehend any
necessity for their exercise or that we do not
appreciute tho desirability of conforming, if
possible, to the decision of a majority. The
Consolidation of the Church has been heartily
welcomed throughout the Dominion and seems
to have met with the cordial approval of the
whole of the Church of England. The next
(enoral Synod meets in this city in Sept. 1896,
[ am sure our church people will give its mem-
hers a most hearty welcome and show a gener-
ous hospitality. There cannot but be many
immediate advantages in the Consolidation of
tho Church—a great increase of brotherly feol-
ing and sympathy from closer relations, an as-
surrnce of united action throughout the Domin-
ion in many ways as in tho same services for
special occasions—a fuller and more searching
discussion of all questions before u final deci-
sion—a greater securily for the maintenance of
sound doctrine and discipline, more power and
influence in dealing with the many social, edu-
cational and religious questions of the day.

Sull there are other practical benefits, which
wo should seek from Consolidation. The life
and progress of the Church must depend much
on wiso financial arrangements, When we ob-
serve the mission work of the Presbyterian and
Mothodist bodies in Canada, we cannot but be
conscious of great weakness in our divided ad-
ministration of funds. It seems to be impossi-
blo to have » proper enthusiasm in a Dominion
mission eflort whon every diocese has its own:
This limited and selfish degree of effort in crush-
ing out gencrous and broad views of duty can-
not but be hurtful to the diocesan mission effort
as it is to the Dominion. It was often said that
tho ronson the spontaneons interest and help of
our fellow churchmon in Fastern Canada in
work hore compared poorly with those of other
bodies, wus that we were not in the same Church
organization. I never rogarded thisas the vrue
renson, It would have beon strange 1f it had
beon, in view of the fact that the dioceses of
Nastern Canada had for so many years been
fostered by England though not in the same
organization. The renson was tho contracting
offect rosulting from each diocese having a sep-
arate organization for its own wants. Woe foeel
the need of a change. Our able and indefatiga-
ble secretary, who deserves our warmest thanks,
meets with ever incroasing difficultios in socur-
ing openings in the stronger parishes in the
cast for presonting our needs. It scems to be
thought by many that the home work of the
parish and diocese cannot withstand the with-
drawal of donutions to our work, and yet only
four Canadian churchmen in the east gave to
Mr, Rogers last yoar as much as $50. The other
Northwestorn dioceses need & change. They
have not the means that even we have of pulting
hefore the Church in the east their needs. Tho
Diocere of Algoma needs a change. The de-
voled Bishop, who hay for years spent himself
for tho diocese, when now in broken health in-
timating tho probability of resignation, says:
“Tho unsatisfuctory finuncial position of my
diocese and tho constant strain ot anxiety which
it imposes, have contributed largely to the deci-
sion referred to,”

But the dioceses of lastern Cunada, always
oxcepling Quebec, no less noed the change
thomselves. The deficioncy in the Mission funds
of tho Dioceses of Montresl, Torontoand Huron
excoeds $30,000, Tho remedy for this grave
position 1s not to contract the opportunity be-

“fore the public of giving, but to increase their

sonse of duly and privilogo, and arouse their.
inlorest. With a warm presentation of duty
accompanying s cloar and effective statemont

of needs, there would be a more liboral rosponsg
for home as well as for western claims, )iy
would be most effectually done by an inter.
change of well-qualified speskers. Unquestion.
ably there are great difficulties in the way of
such & common mission fand. The Union of
the Church was 80 long deforred—evon in tlig
Provinces of Canda—that independent dioceses
sprang up. All financial matters such as mis.
sion funds, clergy, widow and orphan funds
and superannuation funds belong to thediocese.
There are separate organizations in oach «ljo.
cese with varying regulations. How consoli.
dation of these can be brought about with due
regard to existing interests amid such comyli.
cations is a difficult question, probably at first
only tentatively and partially, but as things
are the Church cannot have the growth xnd
progross which we could wish and which iy
should have, and we canunot secure the full ud.
vantage of Consolidation. At the last Provin.
cial Synod the revision of onr constitution was
completed. The arrangement for the election
of the Bishop of the diocese, who should be the
Metropolitan of the provinco, which was aceopt-
ed by this Synod in Oectober, 1890, has been
finally adopted by the Provincial Synod und
now forms part of the constitution of the Prov-
ince. A canon, which has been approvel hy
the Executive committee will be submitted (o
you for carrying out the part assignod to this
diocese. And here, I may montion that the
General Synod resolved that the Metropolitaus
of the Xeclesinstical provinces in the Church of
England should receive tho usual and ancient
title of Metropolituns—namely, archbishop, |
have accordingly for convenience obtainel the
passing of a bill by the legislature ot this pros-
ince changing the title of the sole corporation
* Bishop of Ruport’s Liand.” I have toexpress
my satisfaction of the complotoness of the xtu-
tistical roturns this year,

The Execulive committeo on the resiznation
of W. Brock, who so kindly acted as honorary
treasurer, was indueed largely by his advice
and kind gift of 8100 to secure Synol rooms for
the troasurer, and to havea puid accountant
under the Daun, who kindly agreed to act us
honorary treasurer. It was also found neces-
sary to have an assistant secretary, owing to
the frequent and prolonged absences of the see-
retary, which the intorests of the diocese re-
quired, The increased expenditure, from these
arrangements, has beon abundantly justitied by
the convenieuces to the diocese and the business
shape into which overything is now brought.
Since lagt Synod we have with the vest of the
world passed through a period of deprossion,
ospecially sinco the last harvest, In many ca-cy,
the crops were seriously injurod by hot winds
just a8 they were ripening, and the whole prov-
ince suffered severely from the lownoss of prices,
The losses of the farmers are felt by all clusses.
The consequent depression has affected the
Church. Many of our clergy have not receival
the full stipend from their people, and the
grants from the Home Mission Fund have ouly
been puid by drawing on capital funds, At the
last Synod the treasurer reported that there wis
a noticeable decrease in the Home Mission 'und.
The deficiency was $3,291.64, but in spitcof the
deficiency wo resolved to supply a clorgyman
wherover the people in a new district wonld
properly meet a grant. Tho numboer of mis-
sions has been thus materially incroased—not
altogether by new missions—partly by re-cceu-
pying fields that for some cause had been fir
time without a resident clergyman. Since last
Synod, wo have had to rogrot the loss of six or
seven fnithful laborers ; but wo have anincrense
of fiftoon, while the missions of Ouk Lake ant
Souris are still vacant, and weshould bo Jooking
torward to pow missions at Ninga, Bilmeni,
Pipestone and perbaps the Brokenheud district
of Springfield. This moans a very lavgo adi-
tion to our yenrly exponditure, We thought it
well Lo act with faith, that Gad would provide
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the funds, but we recognized that we have no
right to look for God's blessing on our endeav-
ors for him, unless there is faithful co-operating
work on our part. Therefore, a very strong
effort was put forth to bring out the utmost
from ourselves, A minimum sum was assigned
to every parish which at least it was hoped that
it would work up. Some failed to do the work
assigned to them, but the great majority did all
that was asked of them, and many even more.
Then Mr. Rogers appoaled for us with much
~uceoss, in the face of great difficulty in Hastern
Canana. We feel very grateful to all who helped
him,

We have also to thank the Canadian Board of
Missions and the Woman's Auxiliary for con-
tinued assistance, also Wycliffo College, Tho
8. P. G. und the Coloniul and Coniinental
Church Society have most kindly continued
their grants, The 8. P. G. for the next three
years has voled us for new work aspocial grant
of £100 per year. The 8, P, C, K. in_ addition
to grants in various ways for studentships, pas-
sagze money and books, has again voted us a
block sum of £1,000 for church building. We
all kznow how much woe owe Lo this aid in the
past. Our very gra-oful thunks are due to these
tociotios, We had hoped with these efforts and
continued holp to have removed the defieit in
the Home Mission Ifand, but the depres-ion has
come in our way, OUn March 31st, when the
aceounts wero closed, there wits still a deficiency
of §2343.34, or more, accurately if account bo
taken of keveral advances that will be repaid,
about $1,800. Now this deficit is met from the
uninvested balance of the Clergy ludowment
Fund, This would not matter for a shart time
as, if this balance were invested tho interest
would go to the llome Mission Fund.  But the
Synod has no eecurities independent of its trust
funds, It would not be right, then for the Sy
nod, us trusteos of these lunds to carry any
further or even conlinue this use of the unin-
vested capital. 1 do not propose that action
towards this repayment be taken abruptly, but
that the Kxecusive committee at once place a
limit on this draft—say $3,000 this yeur—and
then $2,500 next year and so on, if necessury,
muking a special effort for the repayment, and
then if the Home Mission Fund is not kept up
only two courses remain—one is, that a pro
rata thal is proporiivnale payments be made
to the clergy up to the funds possessed, with a
special appeal 1o make up tho balunce, or there
must bo a reduction of the amountof the grants
or of the number of missions. ‘Tho Executive
committee has been very unxious to carry out
a gradual reduction of the grants, but it has
scidom made even a slight reduction without
remonstance, and even this it is to be feared,
has sometimes meant a corresponding reduction
in the already too small sulury of the clergy-
man, This is very fur from the inteution of
tho Executive committce. Again there has
been complaint that the raising of the amount
assigned to a parish has made the collection of
the clergyman’s salary moro difficult, and it hus
been questioned whether it woul !l not be botter
to reduce the grants by tho assigned amounts
and then throw the whole force of the secretary
of Synod and KExecutive committee inio securing
the salaries from the people. Probably it i3
better not to venture ou any change, Tho sec-
retary of Synod will not virit parishos as needed
and porhaps next year some clergyman may be
sent to Kastorn Canada to appeal in his place,
ko as Lo loave him noxt year more time for visi-
tation of the missions.

TUE VISITATION OF THE CILURCH OF THE HULY
TRINITY, PARIS
The visitations of tho ** Fureign Churches”
made by tho Bishop of Jowa, acting under the
compigsion and in behalf of the Lisho  of

Albany, found their culmination in the noble

Church of the Holy Trinity, Paris, where three
Sundays weore given—the Bishop preaching,
confirming and ordaining a Deacon to the
Priesthood, besides visiting the Mission Church
of St. Luke, and attending, as often us he was
ablo, the daily choral services of the parish
church, The labours of the 1rector. the Rev.
John B, Morgan, D.D., extending over a quar-
ter of u century, or nearly that period of time,
have been successful to a degree in which every
American Churchman may feel proud of his
Chureh, and grateful to Almighty God for the
results here attained. The church—wondrously
beautiful, built at a cost of nearly, or quite,
half a miliion of dollars, and maintaining ser-
vices that are fuultlessly dignified, beautiful
and aftractive—is crowded at every Sunday ser-
vige with a thousand or twelve hundred wor-
shippors, and at the daily prayers, which are
choral, never lscks numbers who find church
and service a delight amidst the counter attrac-
tions of the French capital. The American
Church owes & debt of despest gratitudo to the
Rov. Dr. Morgan, who has thus built up a do-
voted congregution worthy of the splendid
temple which has here beon raised with but

little nid from home for the American colony in-

Paris. Those who recull the old days in this
city, ero the Church of the Holy Trinity was
built, will deom no praise too great in recogni-
tion of the happy result hero attainod by rector,
vestry and congrogation, in the dovelopment of
our sorvices hero. It is to bo hoped that an il-
Justrated history of this church, giving its
annals from its inception to its successful eom-
pletion, may be prepared to acquaint the
Church peoplein America with thestory of 1hix
groat work, so complete and perfect in its ovory
detail, and so worthy both ot the Church and
country il reprosents,

On tho Sunday aftor Asconsion the Bishop of
Towa, who had jnst arrived from Spain, preached
at the morning service, and in the ovening at
St. Luko's chapel, the mission in the Latin
quarter. Ou the following Sunday, Whitsun-
Day, the Bishop preached in the morning, and
in the afternoon confirmed twonty-six persons,
and addressed the candidates. On Trinity
Sanday, at the request of the Bishop of New
York, the Bishop udvanced to the Priesthood
the Rov. George Granville Merrill, B.D., the
son of a formor vostryman of the Church of the
Holy Trinity, and long connocted with this
congregation.  The Bishop preached, und the
Rov, Prof, Ferguson, of the Berkeloy Divinity
School, united with the Rev. Dr. Movgan, and
tho Revs, Messrs. Masso, Kelley and Caldwell,
the clergy of the parish, in the imposition of
hands. . The church was more than filled
at oach of these services, and the ordination was
especially noticeable, as it was the Bishop's
hundredth ordination during his eighteen years’
episcopate.

Tho mission work in the Latin quarter,
which is tho outgrowth of the spiritual uctivity
of the rector and congrogation of the Church of
tho Holy Trinity, has its neat and commodious
temporary iron church, and bids fuir to develop
into & large and important prish, There is, be-
sides, n noble work of ministry to the poor,
which onlists the nctive co-operation and honrty
support of the parishioners of the Holy Trinity;
and with the proposed opening in Soptember
of a Church school for girls under the charge
of {wo daughters of the lute Rev. Dr. Ackly, of
New Milford, Conn., and under the patronago
of Dr. Morgan, the church appliances and the
work of the parish will be even moro complote
than ovor beforo. The music is a most fas.
cinating foaturo of the parish activities. Tho
vostod choir is composed of trained singors,
mon and boys, and the music rivals in its ex-
quisite bosuty that of tho cathedrals of the
mother land.” In fact, ono cannot say too much
in praiso of this noble church—the crown and
flower of our foreign work—or tos heartily

commend the untiring labours and marked sue-
cess of the roctory, vestry and peoplo, in
making notewortby and attractive tho Ameri-
can Church of the Holy Trinity, Paris, France.

THE CHURCH IN WALES.

Tho Bishop of Manchester has sent tho fol-

lowing letter to his clergy, with a copy of the
manifesto of the Bishops which appeared in our
columns last weok :

‘ My REVEREND Broruer—In commending
to you the enclosed address, I would call specinl
attention to its two last paragraphs. Theso ro-
for, as you will observo, to the practical
measures which seem to be domanded at the
present crisis.

(1) The clorgy are roquested to ‘ use every
proper opportunily to instruct their parishion-
ers. In doing so, it will be woll to concede as
much as truth requires, We should admit, L
think, that the Disestablishment and Disendow-
ment of the Church of ¥ngland would be justi-
tied if any of the following propositions could
be established :

‘(@) That tho Christian religion is false,

¢(b) That the Church of Fnuland, in her doc-
trinal and devotional formularies, gravely mis-
represonts Christian truth,

“(c) That the Church is seriously noglocling
hor work, and therefore misappropriating the
funds entrusted to her,

¢So far a8 I know, none of hor presont assail-
ants have undertaskon to prove any of thoso
propositions. The onus prabandi lies on tho as-
sailunt,  Until, then, proof hus beon givon, wo
aro entitled to assume the converse of thoso
propositions, viz., that the Christian roligion is
true, that the Church of Tngland truly repre-
sents that religionin her doctrines and sorvices,
and that she iy doing satisfctorily tho work
entrusted to her, But if this be so, on what
ground of right or reason can any ono propose
to take funds which are being devoted to the
establishment und oxtension of the Kingdom of
Gad, and divert them to less useful and noces-
sary purposes 2 Why are the poor in oursmull
villages, or in the destitute cenires of our large
towns, to bo robbed of the meuns of grace?

*The pretexts alleged in connection with tho,
Church of Wales have been dealt with in the
enclosed addross, and tho only other one which
has been advanced is, that the spoliation of tho
Church is required by the claims of roligious
equality. Can thero bo Christian men who desire
to rob the poor of the help and comfoct of re-
ligion, in order to make the Church of England
a8 needy ns those who have voluntarily lett her
communion ? If not, I am unable to conceive
what thoy mean by religious equality.

*These considerations, I think, we should
urge on all our people, whether rich or poor.

©(2) Roligious moen are recommended in tho
address to withhold their votes from any candi-
dates for seuts in Parliamont—no matter what
their political party—who are in favour of Dis-
cstablishment and Disondowment. In orderto
give cffect to this recommendation, 1 think it
will bo necessary to establish, in every parish,
If it should be
urged that, in so acting, Churchmon are making
an improper uso of their political influence, 1
answer that it is not we, but our adversaries,
who have dragged religious matters into the
political arena, and thut it is only by resisting
them in that arena that we can protect the
poor of this land from a great religious calam-
ity. Weare attacked with political weapons,
and it is only with these weapons that, at this
crisis, wo can defend oursolves. Let us, then,
throw aside all indifference and half-henrted-
ness. Lot us take into our hands the sword of
justico, and strike with all our power, and may
(+od defend tho right, 1 am, yours very fuith-

He also
refuted the pretension that more enthusiasm
was awakened in missionary work when carried
onon party lines. [ this connection he suid:

What?  sShall we then acknowledie that Chris-
tians in general are more keen and zealous and
enthusinstie tor their fitthe shibboleths than for
the great cause of [im Who died Tor them or
for the Churveh oit which 1t @5 said that ¢ Ie
Joved it and gave Himself for it We cannot
think so meanly ot our Christianity.  No! Lt
it be seen that the cause of missions is not and
onght not to be the work merely ot a few en-
thusinsts here and there, who have banded
themselves together in i Society, but an essen-
tiad part of the work of the Chureh, and there-
fore of every menmber thereof wecording to his
or her ability, and 1 believe that you would
soon see an enthusinsm in the cause evoked, ot
at least o recognition of the duty, in every
parish and in every individual, e surpassing
anything we huave seen in our Church as yet)

Preura Sunpay ArreEr TriNiTY.

The prayer of the Church in the Collect for
to-duy is for the spiritual gift of God's prevent-
ing graco that we may think, and Iis assisting
grace that we may do what is rightful, because
in accord with His Will, A rense of completo
reliance upon the help of God runs throughout
the Collect.  To think aright requires grace as
wdll as the power to do aright. But hopeful-
ness also s suggested, 1f we cannot of our-
selves help ourselves, yet by the influence of
the Divine Spirit we can © do all things.”

The Fpistle veminds us of the negloct of the
okl Isract to think and do such things as pleased
Giod.  Tievity and carclessness ever precede’
deep and terrible lapse into the wmore flugrant
vices. To think seriously at all times is u great
protection aguinst doing ill. “T'o be selt-confi-
dent—to think “he swundeth”—is to tempt
Sutan, To walk warily and heedfully is to be
safe. The Old Testament to be thoughtfully
studied as full of teaching for our own age.

The Gogpel gives us the story of the steward
who thought out his plans and prepared for the
future. IHis deeds followed his thoughts.* He
called His Lord’s servants,” ete. A bad ex-
amplo of a gond quality in man—premeditation
and preparation,  So leb us think, hut well, and
s0 let us prepure, but wisely.

The Iirst Morning Lesson, 1 Kings, x to v.
25, —The thoughts of Solomon attracted nien by
roason of their depth and vast area of runge.
His wisdom brought him honour and wealih.
“ 1lis wisdom which God had put in his heart,”
v. 21 The thoughts were of heaven. The
Spirit to think and do given to him from above,
e gloritied the House of the Diord and added
to the beauty of his own paluce as well as to his
own renown.

The Second Morning Lessm Acts xviii, v, 24
to xix, v. 2L—The right use of knowledge as
shown in tho case of Appollos, “an eloquent
man, mighty in the Scriptures.” Ile taught
with all earnestness what he knew, A right
uso of knowledge, us in his cuse, leads on to
greater light and wisdom. e thought and
then used well the results of his thinking. St.
Paul un example also of sanctitied thought put
to use for God's glory and the good of the race.

WELSH DISESTABLISHMENT BILI.,

Tho annual meeting of the Church Defene.
Institution at the Queon's al, Langhan Plac.
London, on the evening of 1.tth June, and whi |,
was an unqualified success, the Marquis of
Salisbury presided, and among those present
wero the Bishop of Chester, tho Dean of Nui-
wich, Lord Svlborne, Lord Nelson, Tiord Fyr.
ton of Tatton, Principal Owen, Sir I. 8. Powall,
M. P., Mr. E. R. Wodehouse, M. P, Mr. Peuros.
Pitzgerald, M, P, Mr. Hobhouse, Mr. ', My,
Stanley Leighton, M. P., Mr. Boscawen, M. I,
Mr. B, Francis Willinms, . C., and M. . 4.
Davies (Chairman and Ion, Secretary of the
Loundon Welsh Committee for Defence of the
Church in Wales). The hall was crowded in
every part with an enthusiastic audience, lor!
Sulisbury, who was received with deafening
cheers, suid :— ‘

¢ Ludies and Gientlemen—We are assembled
here upon a grave occusion—one of the gravest
that can occupy the attention of lnglish citizer s
or of Christian men,  We are threatened wit,
an attack upon the integrity of our Church, i
the deprivation of those means which e
Church possesses and has ever useld  to succonr
those who are intrusted to her care and
preach the Gospel among the poor. I know |
shall be told, and by no mean authority, thu
the present attack i3 not serious, and that we
are taking up our arms too soon.

an L will be the introduction, It is anattack in
itself on the Church of Iingland, for the four
dioceses of Wales are an integral part of the
Church of Kugland and you cannot cut off my
hand or my toot without attacking mo general-
ly. The caterprise is based upon the Disesta-
blishment of the Church of Ireland. I remenm-
ber we were told very confidently then that it
we would only consent to sucerifice the Chureh
of Ireland, the Church of Boglund would be all
the saler for tho process, We can now see whal
Lthe truth of such prophecies was,'

Atter remarking on the pecultarities of the
case of the Church of Ireland and referring to
causes of the shortcomiugs ol the Churehin
Wales during the last centary, the Marquis
proceeded :—

‘1 need not repoal to you—you know them
well—Lhe proofs of the advance of the Chureh
in Wales, During the last sixty yeurs her
ministering clergy have doubled.  Inormous
sums—more than two millions of money within
a prosont tile—have been spent in reviving the
machinery of the Welsh Ciurch, And in ¢very
respoct there I wsign, a clear promise, of rapul
revival; so that those who attuck her confess
that they aro obliged to do it now, lest they
should not he able 1w do itlater. Now, you may
think that you aresale in tho Chureh of -
land from having the principlos of that spoliation
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plied to you, On what do you rely? Is it
) tiie #eal of revival that you have shown? I
ive pointed out to you that that zeal has bvon
wally conspicnous in Wales, Perhaps you will
vohd that in Wales there is a majority of
jo~¢ who are anxious for the disestablishmont
‘the Chureh,and that there is no such majority
England,  How are we to know that there
a mujority of those who are in favour of dis-
ablishment in Wales?  For the last thirty
qrs | huve heard it asserted, and T have never
en a vestige of proof, They welcomed a
livious census,  They  showed  clearly—too
irly—=that the Roman Catholics and the
peshyterians were in an enormous mujority
er the Churchin Ireland. But our adversaries
Wules shrink from a religious census, They
¢ very confident in their assertion as to num-
rs, but they object to the elementary process
eting numbers, which is by counting.

You must prolect
your Church, und if you have a shred of power,
uxe it only for the protection of the Chureh and
let all other considerations go, But I shall be
told that that is not a policy of peace, that the
real policy of peaco 1 to allow the Wekh
Church to be cut off in order to satisfy our
enemy. . . .

<Just imagine, what T hope iy o wild hypo-
thesis, that this agitation could succeed, and
gonsider what would be the state of things atter
the Welsh  Church had  been  disendowed,
Would it be a question of peace on the side of
Churchmen 7 They would know that they had
been disendowed by political manwuvres and
doctored statistics, They would know that it
was merely as a matter of log rolling that the
Bill, if it did pass, bad passed through the
Ilouse of Commons—that they had been disen-
dowed to give to a Minister & mujority for a
totally ditterent object; and they would lknow
that that disendowment had puara ysed their
arm in working for the goud of their fellow-
creatures in Wales,

THE RESULT 0F DINENDUWMENT.

¢ livery charity, every educutional ecffort,
every sacrifice for the good of their fellow-men
would be paralysed and arrvested, because evory
furthing that Welsh churchmen could contrily-
ute would be needed to conduct, however im-
perfectly, the ancient «nd inherited duties of the
Church. And what would be the feelings on
the other side ?  What would be the feelings of
our adversaries? Would they be feelings of
peace, and gontieness, und non-aggression ? The
passion of jealousy, the desire that your adver-
sury should be stripped in order that you may
rejoice over his nakednoss, the desire that your
adversary’s possessions should be taken from
him even if they have to be wasted, even if they
have to be spent upon the most absurd and friv-
olous objects, even if they have to be so dealt
with that they will go back to the huted land-
lord—that passion is not cupable of casy sutia-
tion. As long as the adversary remains, the
desiro to trample on him will remain, and the
partial victory in Wales will only whot the ap-
petite for tho turther gratification of this pus-
sion ; for the further carrying out of the humil-
intion and restrviction of those whom they have
learnt to recognise as their greatest enemies,
and the most tormidable obstacle to the cause Lo
which they are attached, Dehind this enter-
prise against the Church of Wales there lies—
it it should unhappily be successful, which I
thoroughly disbelieve—a lony period of mutlual
resentment and conflict, which will be a most
fatal impediment to social progress or Christian
culture. Whon we ask you now to make an
effort—a supreme and enthusiastie, but, above
all, 4 tenacions and persevering ellort—to de-
fend the Church which you have inherited, and
in which you are burn, we ask you to sustain

the cause not only of good vrder, not only of

prosperity to thix Fmpire, huv the cause of
Christian truth, the canse of liberty, and the
cause of poace.

Over and over again the audience broke into
irropressible cheers as tho Marquis mado his
puints, His Lordship was followed by tho
Bishop of Chester, who made a splendid speech
on a motion protesting against the Bill, showing
that the practical outcome of disendowing the
Church in Wales would be the endowing of un-
denominationalism, Mr. Ilobhouse, in second-
ing tho motion, which was unanimously adopted,
spoke with much force and dircctness. A reso-
lution, moved by Mr. Alderman Phillips in a
pungent and witty speech, expressing satisfac-
tion at the increased support accorded to the
Church Defonce Institution, was supported by
tho Dean of Norwich, and adopted.

A vote of thanks to Tord Salisbury, who
briefly replied, moved and seconded by Lord
Igerton of Tatton and Sir I, S, Powell respect -
ively, closed one of the most important mootings
which has taken place in eonnection with tho
Bill for the spoliation of the Churchin Wales.

THEOLOGICAL BOOKS FOR TIHE
POORER CLERGY.

The Church of England Book Society, 11
Adam steeet, London, England, 1s engaged ina
most interesting and helpful work in granting
Theological Books to those poorer clergy at
home and in the colonies whose incomes do not
permit them to otherwise procure them, Such
are positive necessaries to them in their studioes
and vocation, and it cannot be denied that were
their needs in this respect botler suppliod they
would be more succossful in their ministry,

The clergy aro bound by their ordination
vows Lo be diligent, not only in the reading of
the Holy Seriptures, but “in such studies as
help to the knowledge of the same.”  Diligent
study being therofore necessary, it is impora-
tive that reference and research should be madeo
among such works as shall help to prove tho
truo and original sense of the inspired phra-
seology, and help to a botter underatanding of
(vod's sucred Bouk, and thus veritably cnablo
them to better conform to their owlination
VOWs,

Very many of the clergy are, however, placed
at considerable diswdvantage in the matter of
study because of their impecuniosity, To num-
bers of them does the question present itsell':
“How can | understand the Seriptures and
study them profitubly without the aid of 2 Com-
mentary 2" That a clergyman should be with-
outa Commentary may scer incrediblo to some,
but it is nevertheless a fact; and yet what an
indispensable holp to o right interpretution of
the Scriptures is such o work! It iy often
really distressing to know that many newly-
ordained men start their ministerial lifo with
practically littlo else in the way of theological
helps than their college text books, and without
homiletical or exegeticul literature of any kind.

How often are tho clergy counsolled to give
atlention to reading—not desultory and super-
ficial, but thorough, regular and systomatic ? ;
and it is not 'too much to stato that certainly
the majority of the poorer clergy, young,
middle-aged, and old, would be delighied o do
go if they had the books.  Thoeir impecuniosity
is often such that it is almost more thun they
cun do, without extrancous help, to keep,
clothe, and educate themselves and their fami-
lies. They reccive most meagroe incomes, con-
sidering the lurge sums which in most cases
have been spent upon their education, first at
the public schools, and  afterwards at the uni-
versities, Lo prepare them for their clorical life;
and it is an undisputed tack that the clergy, as
4 body, are the worst-paid prolessional men in
existenee, This Society secks Lo help only the
really needy, always declining to entertain any
applieation that favours of the applicant being
able to help himsell,

Mueh sympathy need be extendud to the
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clergy in many of the small towns, villages,
and mission stations, where, away from library
and other centres of literary life, with no books,
and no money to purchase thom, they are in a
senso quite ‘‘ buried.” The appeals from very
many are for help in the preparation of their
sormons and addresses. Thoy having to face
the samo people, in a limited population, so
often, it is a trial to them, as one has so aptly
put it, “to clothe his words in new languago
without a new thought or new book from one
year’s ond to another.” No freshness of
thought can be expected from one who is liter-
ally starved of the, o him, ncedful necessarios
of life—books, ]

of the natives ; of his giving up his
own waggon for the cump hospital,
and of hiy gomng out under fire to
bring in o wounded native. All this,
said tho Bishop of Cupetown, was
nothing surprising to those who
know Bishop Kuoight-Bruce, That
which he wished to emphasise wus
that in Mashonaland thero an
opening for the Church such s there
never was elsowhere. In Matabe-
land there had beon Romanist and
London Missionary Society Mirsions,

~but without suceess.  In Mashonu-
fund there had been no Missions at
all,

With the exception of” My, Sclous,
Bishop Knight-Bruce was the fivst
Furopean to go through the country,
Before  Foghsh enterprise was al-
tracted to the country he went to
FLwobengula, and, after waiting six
days outside his {ent, received per-
mission Lo open work in Mashona-
land, The chiefs receive him as
teacher and friend, and Mashonaland
seems, as i great Ly MU S, missionary
said ab & meoting in Capotown, to be
given by God Lo tho Church of Lng.

"The Bishop thon went on to speak
of the obligations of the Church in
South Africu to the Society, which
had stood by it in both its mission-
ary and its constitutional difliculties.

Tue Bishop of Lahore descrilyed
hin diocese as the Mahommedan dio-
ceso of Indin, Thore aro more Ma-
hommedans in Bengnl, but the pro-
portion to the popnlation is far
higher in the Punjauband tho other
parts of the divceso of Luhore.

Although the Mahommedan pro-
blem is formidable, it is far from
hopoless, a8 the Bishop showed in
soveral ways.  Of tho cighteen na-
tive clergymen in the dioveso no
fower than oight are converls from
Mahommedanism.  As  many con-
voris are gathorod from among Ma-
hommedans as from the Hindus and

Sikhs.  Dolhi, the Mahommedan
contre, with its numerous and most
splondid  mosques, is the centre of
our atlack, with varied missionary

machinery, especially the graduated
educational system, ranging from the
simplest schools to the University
classes, the itinerating work, and the
work of the ILadies’ Association,
which is growing both in efficiency
and force. The Delhi Mission, un-
dor Mr, Lefroy, approaches Mahom-
medanism on the plan of finding
‘*‘common ground,” and then, after
seizing upon what is of good, secing
how much there is of evil.
