NATURAL PROPENSITIES.
A Leectre Detivered before the Bolwaygeon Philosophi-
eal Society.

On Tuesday eveniung last, My, Swmifl, u gentle-
man connceeted with the Literary Staff of this
Journal, delivered a Lecture before the Bobeay-
geon PPhilosophical Society, which on that even-
ing held its usunl meeting at the Goulnis Lotel.

the one over-mastering propeusity to suek. [t
was entirvely instinctive, and was the distinguish-
ing propensity of all animals. ‘The desire to
suck was the great featnre of the carly existence
of mankind, and not unfrequently the evidences
of the propensity were visible even up to the
last hour of life. A baby judged of everything
Dy its utility ns n subject for sucking. A wateh,
a Dutch doll, a China tea eup, were all tested in
the same wanner, and were at ance put to the
lips to see if they conld be sucked. The pwo-
pensity was ¢o strony thatlong after the lacteal
desire had ecused the inclination to suck stil)

remained and sought gratification in the suek- |

ing of pipes and cignrs.  ‘This sucking was evi-
dently & natural propensity, and everybody
sucked-—some in onc way, some in another,
the worldly wise sucking everything to see what
they could extract, and valuing Life, Trath,
Goodness, Beanty, and everything only for
what they could suck out of each, This natural
propensity Lo suck frequently tookanother form,
-—that of ehewing, and tbe lectwrer conld im-
agine no more extraordinary or suggestive sight
than & row of young lady seholars at oncof the
schools of the country, all sitting on the same
bench, working at the same sum of vulgar
fraelions, and all chewing gomn concert. This
was a period of transition, and mankind was
gradually aud almost itnperceptibly abandoning
their individunlism and aecepting the conerete
form of government.

tem, and thus degrading not only the hodies
but the mivds of their vietims. TLattle children
were indneed by the shamel2ss sconndrels who
thus followed their natural propensities, to buy
o stick of chewing gum in the expectation of ve-
ceiving a prize in a lottery for toys. Thegambl-
ing instinets were thus developed, and the child
was fairly set on the road which lead to ruin
and misery. For such a trade as this there
ought to be Probhibiton, and stocks, and scourg-

ing, and stripes, and the Baslile, and every-
