WHAT IRELAND WANTS.

Row do we find the administration of the
Land Qommission golng on at presout ? Does
it satisfy any of you? The courts ate clogged
with work, and they cannot get out of the
difficulty. ‘L'bey ere spending thelr time in
dolng practically nothing. Tkhen the higher
courts have given equsl dissatisfaction. I
know & case fram your own county which
I brought bsfore the House of Commons
in which the rent was reduced by the sub-
commissioners on the evidence of five
or six men who knew the value of
land In this county very well—men
like my esteemed friend Mr. H. MoCann, who
were thoroughly acquainted with its quality
and producing power. Then there came an
sppeal to the Land Commigsion, and on the
simple unsworn statements of the officlal
valuator, wbo went down and looked at the
land for the first time in his life, the judg-
ment of the cub-commilasloners was reversed,
and the rent was ralssd to something like its
fortner height. I teil you, and I tell the
Government, that,they will have to slter very
materially the organization of the Ixlsh
Land Act before it gives satisfaction
to the peopla of thle country. Nor
could the Land Act at its best eive us what
we require in Ireland. We want a pessant
proprielary ; we want the men to own the
goll on which they labor and out of which
they have to llve; we want to gee the labor.
ers of this country placed in that position of
independence apd of comfort which
they have ecarned by their conatant, thelr
unswerving, and their upselfish exertions
fn every cause thaot concerns the wellare
of Ireland. I hope befora long that
wo shall be enabled to accompllsh that
task—ay, even before we get that National
Parliament which will uuderstand oar wants
and will know how to respond to our wlshes.
But you must strengthen our hands in Parlla-
ment. You must send Mr, Parnell men who
wlll stand by bim !n all his difficuities, and
who wiil not be found leaving him and gotog
ovir to the other slde under the fire of the
enemy. Let us have at the next eluction,
which may come at any momsnt, 60 or 70
men to represent Ireland in Parllament,
and we can accomplish anything for the bene-
fit of the Irish people. We shall then aay to
the E=glish Government as the nltimatam of
the Irish peopls, that, do whbat tbey will for
ue, pass what meesares they will for our
people, we still declare and we Btill insist that
Ireland  is B country capable of governing
herself, and that by herself alone she must
and -shall be governed prospercuely {n the
future.

Doey, Oct. 2.—Archbishop Oroke says
he is anthorizad to state that Dillon will not
press his resignation just now, bat continne
to represent Tipperary in Parlisment unt{l
bis conutituency has had ample time to select
a successor. In event of the continuance of
Dillon’s term, it is &tated tbat in order to
show his accord with Parnel}, Dillon wili at-
tend the conference of Parpellites on the 18tk
instant.

LoxpoN, Oct. 2.—A Galway landlord writes

DusriN, Oct. 3.—Farmer Hunt was mur-
dered last night mnear Boyle. The
crime was undoubtedly agrarisn, Several
porsons have been arrested on suspicion.

DupLiN, Oct. 3 —The Dutlin police now
believe that the murdereras of Cavendish and
Barke numbered tan and are still in Ireland,
but unless the aid of Informers can be ge-
cured the crime cannot be trought home to
the guilty persons. The weapons were found
some weeks ago.

At a meeting of the dlrectors of the Irish
exhibition, a spoclal committee advised the
holding of exhibitions in varlous places in
Evogland and the United States duilcg 1883,
with a view of popularizing 1rish manufac-
tures, algo urging the lormation of a new &s-
goclation to assist manutacturers.

Let them take the
roll of men who had been elevated by the
volce of the Irish people into positions of
confidence. With few exceplions they would
find that the trusted men had not been of the
religion of the msjorily of the people, Nor
was that all. Let them take the reprasenta-
tfon of Ireland in Parliament and what would
they fini In the places where the Catholic
vote was predominant? Why,the people se-
lected a candidate, his polltics being agree-
able, without reference to the particular form
of divine worship which recommended itself to
his consclence. That was an example wartby
of imitation. Yet, whilo this was true of
Catholic Irelasd, it was not trueof Protestant
Epgland and Scotland. Inthe whole of Eng-
land and Scotland there was only one repre-
sentative professing the religion of the ma-
jority of the Irleh people. There was every-
thing to hops for and nothing to dread from
this feeling of tolerance among the Catholic
people of Irelsnd, and if those who differed
from the Oatholic population in religlon
would meet them on the cormon ground of
the country’s Interest he would look forward
with hope and confidence to the prozperity of
Ireland (cheers).
A LANDLORD AND HIS LABORERS.

On Saturday Mr. Villiers Stuart, M P.,
took his laborera and employees, numbering
vver one hundred, in his yacht and several
boata down the Blackwater, from Dromana to
Youghal.

ed with flags and banners, and all along the
rivor for miles the tenantry assembled on the
banks, waving thelr hats, ohesring heartily,
end lighting bonfires; The party steamed
past the quays of Youghal, which were crowd-
ed with spectators, and proceeded a little way
out to sea.  On their return a picnio dinner
was spread for them on the beach, Mr. and
Mrs, Villiers Stuart and their soss presiding,
the Cappoquin band discoursing music. In
reply to the toast of his health, which was

the successful harvest and on the gallant
manner in which they had done their part in
securlng it (cheer?).

LETTER FROM THE DISTINGUISRED EDITOR REI'EL-
LING TIE CHARGES OF A NEW YORK PAPER.

RicoMoND ParoN, Dablin, Sept. 18, 1852,

To the Editor of the Republic—Bir: My atten
tion has been called to-day to the following
paragraph in the Jrisk World of the 9th in.
stant :—

arrest to the House, This I thought neces-
sary, ad one day's delay would have post-
poned all diecussion for two monmths, and

same.

Of courae I am quits willlng to attend the
nquity—wbich I presums will be public and
upon oath—Iin the custody of your jallora.

If any technical legal dificolty exists as to
my leaving the jail for the purposs, then I re-
spectinlly sabmit that justice requlres that
the inquiry shall be held within the precincts
of this prison, 8o a8 to admit of my presance
thervat. I have the honor to be your excel-
lency’s obedient servant,

An exchange givea some hints snd infor-
mation which may be usefal, as follows:

A correspondent writes to ask how it Is
an lovitation has not been extended to
A. M. Bulllvap, who iz at preseat in the
United States, to visit Montreal aud lay his
views on the Irish question before a Cana-
dian andience 7 The gquestion, which oar
correspondent puts,is one that Is asked by
Iarge numbers of our Irish and other cit!zounsg,
for all feel that he, who iz styled ¢ oune of the
ablest debatorsin the Britteh Houseof Com-
mons,” would recelve, in the metropolls of the
Dominion nglad and heartywelcome, Mr Bulli-
van belongs to that limited, but enviable clars
of public men who command the unfeigned
admiration of their frlends and the respect,
If not the esteem, of their enemles. His
patriotism is characterized by wisdom, and
rigorous moderation; his elognence is convin-
cing, polished and powerfnl ; while his writ-
ings are as practical as they are brilliant.

The canse of Ireland has never had a more
distinguished sapporter and A more disinter-
ested admirer, whether on the floor of Parlia-
ment, on the platform or in the Press,
When be asserts hia country’s rights he sel-
dom If ever fails to win the ear of the Uni-
ted Kingdom, which is generally so desf to
the popular demands of Irelsnd.

None amoang the present leaders of the
people have worked 8o untiringly and earn-
estly to foster a national splrit, as A, M.
Bullivan ; and, to.day, although not in active
work, be still remsins intimately identified
with the national movement in Ireland and
waintains h!s qualifications to place the
great lssues of the Irish sltuation before
the Intelligence of elther a home or foreign
aundlence. We, therefore, tbink that steps

THE UMARMION" SCANDAL.,

Scott’s ¢ Marmion” has proved to be a
shamefal casus belli in Ontario between Grits
and Tories. Bome of the organs of the lat-
ter have been endeéavoring to make political
capital out of sn innocent order of the
Minister of Education to discontinue the
readlng of #Marmlon” in the high
schools and colleglate institutes. Head-
od by the Mail, the Conservative press
have been making daily onslaughts on the
Minfster, Mr. Orooks, at the expense of
morality, the very objeot for whioh they were
hypocritically figbtlug. They were appa-
rently trylog to place virtue where it wagnot,
but in reality they did nothing but cram vice
in where it did not exist, and augment it
where it already was. )

The story of thls dlsgraceful and Immoral
discussion can be told in a few worde. The
Senate of Toronto Universlity adopted « Mar-
mion” some time ago as an English text
book for junlor matriculation for 1883, As
a natural result of effllation, the Depart-
ment of Education, of which Mr. Orooks
fs Minister, adopted the same work as
a text book and made it a subject of
study In the high schools and collegiate
Institates. In the course of time, and when
the schools opened on the 18t of September
last, thousands of pupils purchased the
volume, The book was in actual
use ‘but a few wWeeks when a circular
was saddressed to tae teachers requiring
them to discontinue all instruction upox it.
The changs, it will be admlitted, was vexa-
tiong, being made when the puplls had pald
for the work and when study wupon it had
already commenced. Bot waa this tempor.
ary vexation to be avoided when the virtue
of youth was aimed at by s longer study of
#Marmion.” 'I'hia book, on the whole,
is readable, and the high coloring of the
passions and the unfolding ot religlous cal-
umnfes - in certaln passages, might not pro-
duce a prejudicial impression upon persons
of a mature age, buf when youngsters are in
the question the book becomes unclean, and
expurgation 18 necessary ; for there are some
passages In Scott's poem, which ars decidedly
oftensive to Catholiclty, and otheras which
bave a tendency towards immorality.

Archbishop Lynch's opinion of the poem 1s
In tho same direction and he condemns it
not as o literary work, but as a book of study
foryouth. He says:i—

¢ The story of ¢ Marmion was founded on
Bcott's imagination, but the story was most
offensive to Catholics, 1acluding, ag it does,
the breaking of the vows of a nup, her flight
from the conveat, her becoming: in the gulse
ot a page the mistress ot Marmion, and thsn
for her crime immured alive within the walls
of the convent.

The followlng appears in to-day’s Star:

Bfr :—t One of the partles most likely to
know,” who writes you concerning the pro-
posed settlement of the McNames-Whelan
libel sult, wisely refrains from favoring
the public with his name.

That the only mention of five
hundred - dollats8 by me was In anawer to a
proposasl that the defendant should- psy
twenty-five huudred dollars, and was made
by ms at Mr. Korr's suggestion, with a view
to getting rid of the trouble of a threatened
action In damages on the clvil side,
if the prosccutor would abandon it on such a
trifling consideration, and in the bellef—
shared in apparently by the Counss! opposed
to us—that such an offer was tantamonnt to
a declaration that no pettlement could be
coms to.

And finally, That throughout all the at-
tempted negotintions Mr. Wh-lan never con-
gented to sign any apology, o1 withdraw the

With regard to the apology which you
publish, ¢ that the public may know that gen-
tleman’s (Mr. Whelan's) opinion of the evi-
dence he had brought forward in his defence—
and which you seem to forget is mul
signed,—you will permit meto add that Mr.

FATHER HAGAN AT THE CHICAGO
STOCK-YARDS.

Tragioc and golemn ag that stosy is in 1t re-
cord, there are golden pages which cheer us
with bright and graclous hopes. 1t 1s my
purpose thia evening to speak of men whose
patriotlsm and love for Ireland make their
names glorlous and immortal; and Wwho,
though not always successful, are leaders in
movements which light up the dark pages of
Irlsh history with brilliant and imperishad’e
light, ‘The history of Ireland for the last 100
yeoars 18 a history of conatant and fncreasing
agita'ion for a fres worship, for a free soil, for
a free legislation, for a free country. At
times this sgitation has been peacefnul and
gentle as the Bummer breczs, at other times
wild and violent a8 the mountain storm. Bnt
whether gentle or violent, it always assamed
that bold and passionate language in which
the wrongs and asplrations of an oppressed
natlon should ba stated. The eloguent
Meagher says:—“ For the pang with which
it writhers, for the passion with which it
heaves, for the chafed heart, the burning
brain, the quickening pulss, the soaring soul,
there I8 a labguage quite at varlance with
the grammar and the gyntax of a govern-
meat, and such, generally, is the language
of npational spltation. It often glows
with the fire of genius, 1t sometimes
thunders with ths spirit of the prophet.
It 18 talnted with no falrehood, with no
flattery. In the desert, on the mountain,
within tke clty, every where, it has been
spoken throughout all ages. It requires no
teaching, it s the inherent and Irrepressible
language of bumanity. In pools of blood
kings, soldiers, judges, hangmen, have sought
to cool and quench its flery tongue. 'The
English have bullt the prison, they have
lzunched the convict ghlp, they have planted
the gallows tree to warn it to be still. They
hated it and feared it, they labored to stamp
out its existence, they sllenced the four
winds of heaven against it, they shut up their
victim within the narrow and deep wells of
the dungeon, they surrounded it with can-
nons, muskets and all the instruments of fear,
but Irish agitation was stronger than tke
Englisk Government; It bore along even
those who held it In exscration, it constralned
them to epeak, the cannoas were silenced, the
muskets fell, and Irish agitation has moved

”

In the beginning of the present century, in

this century so celebrated for refinement, pro-

gress, liberty, genius and glory; Ireland was

governed by a code of laws which would have

been a shamo upon the relgn of Nero, a code

of laws which made the Oathollc religion a

capital offence, and which denied to Cathollcs

the means of education, the claims of property

and the righta of oitizens, The Rev, lecturer
described in eloquent terms the ho-rible pro-
visione of the penal code, showing how the
Catholics of lreland were subjected to every
indignity which serfdom could offer them, to
guch an extent, that it was presumed that
they ought to be thankful enough to lle

down; not only shorn of all power,

but even compelled to klss the
hand that allowed them to exlst. He then
went on to say that these lawa were wiped
from the bloody records of English shamse,
through the magic power and eloguence of
the great Irish Tribune, the immortal Daniel

0'Connell, whose volce, like the reverbe ratlons
of thunder, shook the British FParllameat,
and osused the false gems In the crown of
perfidious England to jingle with alarm, He
‘came after the rebellion of '98. His predoml-
nant and mighty courage awoke to a realiza-
tion ol the terrible evils which swept over
his country. He united his race, and from
the spirit of that unity he went forth to
triumphant victory, and cut the shackles of
gerfdom from the limbs of seven millions of
his people. He found the COathollc slaves,
and he ‘made them free. He seemed to
catch up the lightning of heaven and burdle
it agalngt the enemies of his country. But
when the angel of death and desolation apread
his wingsover that land ‘he bad loved 80
well, when: the - famine of 45-47 came, and
seeing ke could mot relleve the .destitution
whioh hung over the land, 1is :heart: whioh
go long had - wed' the fortunes of .his people
‘broke with- gilef, and:. bis..mighty soul

‘away to the kingdom:of his God..: . .

all necessary formaltiies of the new law. In
this the successor of the Blessed de la Salle
has shown his wisdom. It13 generally be-
lieved that if this act of rubmission had been
foreseen the law would havs been made more
stringent and harrassing ; but even after this
concession there will, it {8 to be feared, b no
truce io the warfare against the Ohurch. The
aim ot M Floguet, M Paul D:it, and M Jules
Ferry is the destruction of Christian educa-
tion, and not the amelloration of the laws af-
fecting pablic instruction, This wil! be
speedily proved. When they find that the
Revolntionary mask has besn torn from their
faccs they will advance a step further; and a
new era of persecution will begin.

Last week the annual meeting of the
Oatkolic Associations was held at Frankfort.
1t proved a very great smccesa. Under pre-
sent circumstances, Oatholicity Is a power in
Garmsny, and 1t geems natural that at timos
the leaders of the Catholic party shoald want
to review thelr {ollowers. At the Frauk-
fort meeting, all the subjects which form the
chlef toplca of interest for Catholics were
taken irto consideration. Among these the
scarcity of priests, the social question, the st-
titude of the Catholics with respect to the
May laws, the mixed marriages, and numeroas
other matters found their places and were
dealt with a /ond. Father Schmitt, of Schwar-
zonan, in Bavaria, delivered a spuvech relat-
ing to the Oatholic press. We translate the
following remarks he made:—During the
pending struggle, the Catholic press has fally
dome its duty, Al the mnre reason for
Catholic psople to support it snd enable it to
live. Every Catholic should be a contribu-.
tor to the Catholic press in eome way, either
a8 & gubscriber, a collaborator, or an adver-
tiser, Whoever wants to read a paper ought
to select a Catholic one, and patronize trades-
men who advertise in Catholic papers. In
fine, 1f all Oatholics will support their prese,
the Cathollc cause i3 sure to win in the end.
These remsarks certalnly ought to apply to
other countries ag well as to Germany, more
especially to those in which the Catholica are
in aminority,

CARDINAL CZAOKIL

s Cardinal. M. Grevy congratulated Car-
dinal Ozacki on the conciliatory spirit shown
by him in the performance of the dutles of
his office.

THE NEW NUNCIO AT PARIS.

The nominatlon of Mgr de Rende to the
the post of Nuncio in Paris was ofiiclally
confirmed on Saturday. A fewdays ago this
prelate arrived in Rome, and has had several
private conferences both by the Holy Father
aud the Cardinal Becretary of State. Mgr
Rende is one of the youngest members of the
Roman Curla, having been born in 1847, and
being, therefore, 35 yenrs of oge. HeJfza
native of Naples, but belongs to one of the
oldest families of France, and made his educa.
tional career partly as pupil of Mgr Dupan-
loup, partly at the College Capranica, Rome,
after which he spent several years in England
in.order to acquire a thorough proficlency in
the English language. There is, perhaps,
not another instance in the prelaturs of so
rapid advancement as bis in the ecclesiastical
career. In 1877 Plus IX, ralsed him to the
episcopal dignity, and two years afterwards
Leo XTIl1. named bim Archbishop ol Bene-
vent, He 1s now called to replace Mgk
Ozackl at the difficnlt post of NuncioIn Paris,
the Polish prelats belng in too dellcate and
precarious a state of health to continne at his
functions.

Intelligence has been received from Sarno
snpounoing the return to the OChurch of
Father Gluseppe da Sarno (in the world
Domenico Sodano), who, in the turbulent

He was a man of great ability,a
briliiant scholar, and had been an eloguent

THE LORETTE MYSTERY.

Quaugc, Oct. 8-—~The myst-ry surrounding
the unfortunate 1 wuog woman rocently found
dead wnear Loi .to is being gradaally uo-
ravelled. Il'azs Coroner, Dr. Bslleau, having
discovered toat Mis3 Hossington, bad, on
Sunday last, called at tbhe house of Mr. James
Perry, s gardener on the north side of the
little river, he made it his buainess to Intor-
view Mr. Perry on the Montcalm markot this
afternoon, and learned that the poor girl
called In his plsce on Buooday after-
noon, remaining thero balf an hour, ond
asking for a drink of water. Bbe drank
a tumbler and a half of water, feellng
very thirsty, and stated that she hnd
been walking a good deal. The members of
Me, Perry's family, with commendable hos-
pitality, pressed her to eat, but thls she de-
clined, stating that food wonld glve her paln.
In reply to enquiries, she stated that sho was
an English girl, and had been eight years in
Oanadn. On leaving, sbte was asked where
she was golng, as she wae making towards
Lorette at the time, and on being told that
that wag not the road to Quebec, she sald she
wanted to go north, gesticulating wildly at
the same time, and pointing to the differ-
rent polnts of the compass. Finding that
she wags evidently queer In her head, and
being unable to detaln her, Mr. Perry’s
family were nscessarily compelled to
let her go. From this nuthentlc In-
formation, which goes conclusively to estab-
ish the truth of the other facts it 18 qulte
obvious that the poor girl was out of her
mind, owiug to the physical pain of the fatal
disease of long standing under which she was
laboring, coupled with inablllty, for the same
cause, to0 keep up her strength by eating.
The Qoronor recelved this morning a letter
from Dr. R, A. Ross, whose prescription was
found on the deceased’s person. Dr. Ross
dates his leiter from Barrle, Ont., where he
{s now practising, and states therein the
followlng :—\ If that is my prescription, I
remember giving Miss Hos3ington one on the
20th Maroh, 1881,in Toronto. iIf this is the
same person, I think you could fiand more
information by applylng te the 'L'oronto
Hospital,—MIss Goudy, Matron, or Mrs. Tyne,
nurse. I have not seen or heard from her
since. Bhe was about 30, dark bairand eyes.
(Bigned,) R. A, Boss, M.D.” The Ooroner
has also received. the following letter from
Toronto :~ 76 Victorla street, Toronto, Ont.
Dear 8ir,—Having noticed with regret the
sad misfortune which befell Misa Hossington,
I encloze the address of her relatives in Eng-
land, to whom she was on her way.

maintalns that the Highlanda of Scotland are
fit for nothing but being hired as huonting
ground to the Eoglish aristocracy and plute-
cracy, let him be anathema-maranatha,”

About the beginning of the present year
Mr, Bret Harte, the United States Consul at
Glasgow, brought under the notice of his
Government the fact that thero lie buried in
consecrated ground of the ruined cathedral
on the Island of Iona nineteen American sea-
men, who perished in the wreck of the « Guy
Mannering” in December, 1865, and that
hitherto no memcrial-stone has been erected
to hand down the record of this sad tale of the
sea.

Scott & Raoe, soulptors, Bothwell streef, - Glas-
gow.The monument was immediately,on belng
landed, placed on a waggon and drawn by
horaes and men to the anclent burying-ground
in the precinets of the ‘cathedtal, where it
will be placed In position over the graves of
the unfortunate mariners, It bears the
following loscription :—“bacred to the
memory of Francis Kelly, second mate, aged
31 ; John Mitchell, aged 38 ; James Finnigan,
aged 28 ; James Kirkland, aged 28; Jamas
Noland, aged 22; James Smith, aged 28:
Goorge Rushen, aged 55 ; Black Fellice, ng
25; Edwin Haines, aged 45-—ssamen ; Jot
Bteeple, aged 26, passenger ; alx other s
men and passengers, nemed unknown, w

300TT AND BURNS.

A local link between Robert Burns and Sic

count of his interview with his telder brother
of the Muses” Writlng to Lockhart, he
says :—"As for Burns, I may truly say, 'Virgl-
lHum vidl tantam.’

Namee was not only an informer and a be-
trayer, a criwmp and bounty broker—all for
money—at well as an instigator of assassina-
tion, but that not content to evjoy his ill-
gotten galns In obscurity, he had obtruded
and forced himself forward on all public oc-
caslons &g the represeutative Irishmsn of
Montreal, and that be had posed as an abso-
lute dictator in Ixish matters till he had
nently succeeded in driviog all” respectable
Irishmen in disgust from teking any active
part or interect in such matters, ond had been,
in fact, o disgince srd incubua upon 1ihe
shoulders of the Irish people of this city,
thwarting or perverting to his own personal
aggrandisement every step that they had
taken Iin connection with national or other
affatrs.

T'hese were the charges made, and he
thought they would all admif, a8 men to whom
a good name was dear, that they should not
be made unless they were troe, and it was for
the pubifcigood they should be published to
the world.

«interest that I skould publish it As s mat-
ter of fact, Mr. Whelan did exactly plead this,
ound by . his plea waa charging Mr, McNamee
over again with every word ot the article com-
plaiced of.  Instead of being the defendant
‘be virtuelly became the prozecutor, accusing
Mr, McNamee, before them, of all thege vile
offences ; and he Mr. Whelan ssked them by
their verdict to say that Mr, McNamee was
gullty of each and every one of these crimes
with which be charged him In his paper. Unless
Mr. Whelan, therefore, could prove before
them and to thelr satisfaciion, that Mr. Mc-
Nameee was guollty of overy one oi theso things
that were charged agalnst him, Mr, McNamee
was entitled to a verdict at their hands. :The
charge was not a distribntive ome, M,
Whelan wounld not be permiited to prove &
part of the article and. leave other parts un.
proved ; but he must prove the truth of every
part, or he falled to justify, and must submit
to a verdict of guilty; and farther, the de-
fendant muet not only prove the truth of
every part of the article, but that the publica.
tion of every patt of it was In the pablic in-
terest. 'The law of the couniry said that un.
188 the defendant proved that all the charges
made were true, and it was for the puvliv
benefit that they should be published, the
Crown was entitled to a verdict. That was
the position of the cass, and he proposed to
argue before them very brlefly—not to argue,
bat to csall their attention to the essential
element that these charges agsinst Mr, Me-
Namee had nct been proved, and that Mr.
Whelan’s case fell to the ground., He would
briefly ran over the charges. The first charge
was that, beiog a Fenlan, Mr. McNamee was
amopg the first to {ntroduce Fenlanism into
Canada and was the principal, if nct the sole
instrament, in the original organization of a
branch of that body In this olty, and that he
endeavored to graft Feéclanism on the 8t
Patrick’s Society, as It then existed.

What was the basls for that charge? The
basis was that My, McNamee war 8 member
of the Hibernian Soclety, which was estab-
lished in Montreal, in the fall of 1862, ard
with which be aud a number of others were
sssoolated., He wasIn It but a short time;
and Mr. {’Meara had told them that at that
time the objects of the Soclety were to give
Ireland the same privilege of self-govern-
ment as we now enjoyed in Canada. It was
not proved that Mr, MoRamee belongéd to o
Boclety that had any other object than that;
O'Meara said that in its inceptlon it wasa
gort of benevolent Boclety. Why was not
Mr. McNamee asked point blank, if
he was a Fenlan? = According to
the ovidence of Mr. O'Mears, the objsct of
this Soclety were to glve to Ireland the eame
political privileges, the same measure of
self-government that we in Canada enjoy.
This s precisely what the combined wisdom
of the Canadlen Parliament soggested by re-
solution at 1ts last spession—a resolntlon
transmittod to the Queen. So Mr. McNa.
mee was jost twenty years before his time.
Was it an cffence in Mr. McNamee to hold
such opinion ii he was a Fenlen? Holdiog
these views was quite a different matter to
being & Fenian, Whers was the evidence of
bis having introddced Fenianism ?° Where
wasg the man that'was aworn in by him as &
Fenlan? Where.was there sny evidence of
any orgenizition other than this haimless
benevolent Hibernla ) Society.

Tk e secoud cherge was that having so In-
tredaccd Foulantem and Indueced unsudpect-
ing and misgulded persons to bocome mera.
bers of the Fenlan organization, he betrayed
his dupes to the Government of Canada, re-
vealed fo that Government all the plans snd
doings of the men whom he had mado amen-
able to tho lnw, so that be migkt be entiched
by their bitrayal.

‘Where were the pecple whom the prose-
cutor had betrayed? There was no evidence
of anything of the sort. He had bsen a mem-
ber of thie Hibernlan Soclety, and he sympa.
thised with Fenlanism in Ireland. That was
all. Sympatby js not a crime. Men sym-
patbise on a varlety of subjects, and . Mr. Mo.
. Namee committed no wrong in eympathizing
with this Fenian movement in Iroland, as he

He would ask the gentlemen of the jury
‘what evidénce had they of -that? - Had they
ary evidence whkatever of it? If they were
to take up the plea of the defendant they would
see that he put forward the namés of men
in the city of Montresl and Quebeo who were
to prove that plea. "'What man had been put
in the boxand eald; « I'was taken over into
it'the .United Btates by Mr. McNamee, sud 1
“# was inveigled inte the American army ?’
The honorable Judge had sald that this was
virtually a violatien of the Enlietment Act,
and if this accnsatlon were true let one of the
men coms forward who wes made a soldier.
What man bad come forward there to eay
that he was taken away,and that he was
quietly huried into $he American army ? Not
one, The defence had broken down upon
that charge clearly and undoubtedly. They
had -the evidence of Mackenzle that when
a losd of men were golng away from the
wharf at Quebes the prosecuter, polating
to those men had sald, # There goes a load of
men worth $100 a head to me;” and this had
been broughi forward by the defence on the
assumption that they were to infer that it
meant that MoNamee was going to sell these
men to the American Government for service
in the army. There was no proof of this;
but there was proof of a roilway going on in
Onio, wherc men wero pald higher wages
than in Oanada; and there was proof that
McNamee oonsidered that he was to partici-
pate in the contract for the construction ot
-hat railread, a contract that was to give him
large profits. There was nct the slightest
proof of the bounty broking ur crimpiag busi-
nest in any respect whathever,

The next charge was that the prosecutor
had offered a person 3500 to put daylight
through Mr. Brydges, because he ke bad bevn
injared by him.  There was a polnt of law
speclally applicable to this as to the otber
potlions of the case,as to whether even if this
chsarge were trus it was in the publio interest
tbat it should bo publlshed in the newspapers,
otherwiso 1t would not avail if thoy could
posaibly belisve it to be true. - In support of
tbis chnrge, the only evidence they hsd was
that of Michasl O'Reilly, He (Mr. Macmaster)
asked them to take that ‘evidence with
gsome misgiving and at the same time to
bear in mind tbat Mr. McNamee emphati.
cally contradicted it. O'Reilly was the de.
termined opponent of the prosecutor. He had
enmity towards him., He was, moreover, &
relative, snd the enmity between them was
thus of the bittsrest; for when relatives fell
out their emnity -was far greater than when
they were not related. 'O'Reilly came there
embittered agalast the prosscutor, and spelled
out his evidence by the lantern light of
malice, Hetold them that McNamee had
incited bim to put daylight -through Mr,

Brydges, mot on ‘sccount of injurles
suffered by McNamee, not becauss Mc-
Namee had any quarrel with "or

i11-feeling against Mr. Brydges; but because

O'Reilly supposéd that his dismizsal from the

Grand Tiunk Rallway was doe to Mr.

Brydges. Wby should Mr. McNamee boil

over with indignation against Mr. Brydges

on account of & man who -was his greatest

personsl enemy ? When they had oath

against oath, they might be permitted to take

the evidenca of this man :0'Rsilly with some

suspicion, They sho 1d loock doubtfully

upon the evidence ¢f & man, who himaelf ad-

mitted that, where there was enmity, men

would go a great deal farther than when

there was not. Men often used extreme ex-

pressions in an offband manper without the

least Jntentlon of their taklug effsct;

and In this way they were often breaking

necks and consigning thelr neighbors Lo hotter
climes than welivein ; and it might bs that if

Mr, McNamee did use this expression spoken
of by O'Bellly, it was one of those impradent
utterances which, although it shonld not have
been made use of, was never intended te be in
earnest. O'Rullly Bald it might bave-béen iq
joke or it might have been in eavnest, and he
told the defendant 8o when he gave him the
information. But bad. the deferdant put it
in tuat way In thle libellous atticle? . Did
he leave any latitude for a joke? No. He
made it a8 sericus a matter as he could, He
did not want the joking side.. He
wanted to trump up an accusation sgainst Mr
McNamee; and he took the serious aide of it.
And then he would not take O’Rellly’s mere
word of mouth, but be got it from O'Reilly
in black and white, And OReilly, who
found that at last he had obtained an oppor-
tunity of quenching the tbirst for revenge
which bad for years becn burning within him,
went to the camp of the enemy to puiin
writing what Whelan wounld not trust him to
tell on oath, This ¥ag the man that came
vp to measure his oath with that of Mo-
Nameo. The learned counsel fook it that
théy would receilve that evidence of
O'R:illy’s with a grain of ealt. He had not
been on speaking terms with his client for
seven years. He asked the gentlemen of the
jary to teke a look back through the vistas
of thelr lives and say how many there were
who could come into the witnees box, and by
putting a alight coloring on some of thelr
roost harmless expressions, make them appear
most infamous and wicked. 'As Hume says,
« the most simple act might often be made to
Jbear the countennnce of a fanlt.” And if the
teal trath of this interview between O'hwilly
and McNamee (it It ocemred st all)
werg diecovered, it would torn out
to te & joke und mnever calcnlated
to be conelrued into an offer to take the life
ot one who was praved to have always been
one of McNames’s best friends.

The last accueation in the articloisa reiter-
ation of the several flagrant charges that pre-
cede it. It says that e “started in his career as
an election bummer, having fitted himself by
a couree of crimping, bounty.brokerage and
informing, and made money at eack.” Where
is the proof that ho made a cent of
moiey ot any one of ttem? Thenit went
on to say that he had not been con-
tent to epjoy his ill.gotten  gains in
obscurity, but bad pushed himself forward on
all public occasions as the representative
Irishman of Montreal, had posed himeelf as
the absoiute dictator in maliters affecting tha
Irish community, till he hod nearly succeed-
ed In driving all rerpectable Irishmen In dis-
gust from taking any active part or Interest
in suck matters, and had been, In fact, a dls-
grace and an incnbus upon the shoulders of
the Irish people of this olty. Now, it wasa
grave charge to & man who beld his
good. name dear, to be accosed of
belog o disgrace to his race. It
hurt & man's senslbiliiies, siung hie pride
and wounded his eelf-xespect. .Buch cLarges
should. not be made npless they could be
proved. A respsotable man, Mr, Bernard

Hia learned friend, Mr. Kerr, with that great

ingenuity which was his natural character-

THE JUDGRS CHARGE,
Hon, Jastice Bassayv, in his chsarge to the
jary, said :—Et had bsen truly remark-
ed to them that thie cuse was one of congider-
able importance, and he might geperalize that
remark by adding that all cases of libel, at
the present moment, were ¢f imporiance in
themselves, Reduced to writingand putina
permanent form, slander was o0'e of the
most annoyiog of all the minor offenses ; but
libel was more perticularly important at the
presant day, becanse it was becoming a na-
tional defect. Pepole in thle couutry were
becoming addicted to it more than ever in the
world before. Therefore, it was of the nutmost
importance that the principles governlog the
Iiberty of the prues and the protection of
private individnals sbould™ be rightly
understood, g0 that men’s lives might
not be rendered micerable. The liberty
of the press had nothing to do with what was
commozly talked. Formerly governments
ostablished censora over the press: and on
the withdrawal of this censorahip it was
generally suppoeed that any msn with a pen
in his hand, an Ickstand at his elbow, and
some paper might write anytbing he pleated.
This was a mistake, and he asked them to
bring their minds btack from the wlld and
declamatory appeals so common at the
present day, ard g0 Inimical to the interests
of truth. The question they bad to decide
was whether $he defendant had published a
false and maticlous libel against Mr. Mc-
Namee. In the first place, what was a livel ?
It was any writing,—in fact, anything
more than epoken words,—for a pic-
tuto would do or any slgns that
were made permanent, — that injured
oae’s. character anpd reputation. That
was tbe fundamental idea of libel. It bad
nothing to do with the mallce of ths party, or
whether he wag doing a duty or not, It was
the publizhing by one percon of something
ipjarfous to the chsracter of another. There
could be no difficalty as to tais article being
a llbel. Theindictment had been met by the
defendant in two ways: first, by saylng he
was3 “Not guilty,"—that is, that he did not
write and publieh it, or that it was not a Iibel,
one or the other; sud then under a recent
statute,—astatute of a rather dangerous char-
acter,—he had also availed bimself of {he pri-
vilege of pleadiog justification, or saylng thab
the libel was troe and was published in the
public interost, and If the defendant had estab-
lished that, he was exntitled to a verdiof of not
gullty. The common law rale rendersd the
libetler punishable, whether the libel were
trae or false, unless It were a privileged com-
murication ; but advancing politios] freedom
had made It mecisaary to extend the rule ¢f
privileged communications to publications 1u
the prers made in good falth; and it was s
grext misfortune that the Liegislature did not
take more care to sse that in laying down
new rules, they did not change old principles.
Ttey shonld hiave elmply extended the prin-
ciple of: privileged communications to bona
fide publications mede In the press for the
public good. Bat, besides pleading justifica-
tion, the defendant had also pleaded ¢ mnot
guilty,” under which he clsimedto be ncqult-
ted, bocanse he had not bsen proved to be the
printer and publisher of Tre CosT newspaper.
‘Chis proposition was unfounded in law and
ungupported by the facts. The record of
proprietorship was signed by Mr. Whelan as
the managiog director of the company, and
ihat rendered him respounsible. But'if any.
thing furtiner were wanting to fasten his res-
ponsibility it was supplled by the evidence
of O'Nell, who had test!ied that Whelan
bad the ranning of tho whole of the busipess
ol this newspaper office. The defendant also
claimed that he should ba scquitted because
he simply complied with BMr, McNamee's
letter requestlog him to  publish the
article, IiMcNamee had handed the article
to Whelan and saild: « Be good enough to
« publish that,” the prosecution would have
been at an end ; but that was not the case,
Whelan and McNames Lad hed differences.
McNames 8ald: . # You are slandering me;
# and it j8 becoming Intolerable, unless you
# will arbitrate the matter, put your acousa-
# tions in writing."”  Spoken slander w B not
crimionl, and MoNamee said:  Instead .of
# glanderlng me in this way do it
«openly In print ,.end them I - shall
«indlet you for libel”. Mr. MoNamee
defied Mr,. Whelan, in the figurat've texms of
# the Ring,” to “come_on.” - It 'was' beyond
the learned Judge's, comprehension,: and, he
hoped, - beyond the Jury's, to concelve how
any man- of .common sense..could ;twlst thls
into an dea that the.artlole was published for
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Mr,: MoNamee's benefit, .- . .

your' case,” he said, “ What I'‘have sald of
You ig 'true; and I had a right to say it of
you.” “'Therefore the questlon’ was not
whether the defendant published the article
kuowing it to be false. *This gulity knowl-
edge could be presumed from the genem)
facts 1 the caze, What they had to decide
was whether the charges In the article had
been proved ornot. The Hon. Justice then
proceeded 1o review the ctarges and tro evi.
dence bearing on.them in detail. In regard to
the charge tbat McNamed was a Fuorisn and
had introduced: Penianism into Canads, he
said that to call a man u Fenlsn wus libellous
for it was occusing him of a crime for which, if
found guilty, he cculd be sent to gaol or prob-
ably hanged. The next acousalion was s bad
but infinitely more infamons ; it charged Mc-
Namee with inducipg men to become Fenlans
80 that he might betray them to the Govern-
ment and make money. This was accusing
o man of one of the most horrible offonces it
was poesible to concelve. Annther accusa-
tion of an.egpally heinous cbaracier was that
McNamee bad sent meun over into the United
States and sold thesm to fight 1be battles of
that country. This, really, meant that he
gold these men to commit whu'eeale murder,
or that he destined them to be put in sach a
poeition, thet, becoming destitute, they would:
be forced Into the Americon srmmy. He (the
learzed Judge) occupied a public poiion
during a poriion of the period of the Ameri-
can war, and the public horror and dirgust
with which these people were regarded, at
thattime, was unbouaded; and thero was never
sny dificalty in discovering and briaging
them to jnstice. Yet, the jary were now
asked to belisve that Mr. McNamos had sent
2,000:people to the States to bm enlicted in
the army, though nobody bad ever prosecuied
blm before the Courts for any of thess of.
fences ; and although no man bad been pro.
duced here upon whom this oftence had been
practiced. . The theory of the defence was,
that, haviog proved that men were taken out
of the country by McNamee, and that
some of them enlisted ju the Am-
etican army, it must be prisomed that
they were taken awany for that purpose,
No one could jump at such & presumption.
In regard to the accusntion of having incited
the shooting of a prominent citizen, thero was
a certaln amount of evidenss on this point,
O'Reiliy swore positively tbat MoNamue had
offered him $500 to put daylight through r,
Brydgee; but that it might bave been 1p joka.
O'Keilly, however, admitted that he was un-
iriendly towards. McNamee. Would the jary,
if they. were trylng McNamee on this charge,
believe O'Reilly’s statement?  If not, then
Whelen was pot justifed in publishing it,
The next and last charge againet McNames,
aiter repesting, vittoally, what had been eaid
in the previous part of the aiticle, went on to
8ay tbat bo bad obtruded and pushed himself
forward, and become an Incubus on the Irish
peopla.  The learned Judge did not ees the
necessity for this lsat clanas of tho article
which he characterizsd as a mere slsnderous
sweeping up of all the previous slanderg, in
order to give the srticle point. The libel law
would 1ead 1o the most mischievous resuitsif
men were to be slendered in this slip dash
way. Li such general accusations could be
published thure would te au erd of peacs;
tor men would take the law in their own
hands. They would not tolerate it. Referring
again to the charge of Fenianism the lesroed
Judge rald there was little doubt thst the
Hibernfan Boctety had worked In conmaction
with the Fenfan Brotherhoad, an illegal ua3c-
ciation. The defence bad succeeded some-
what in that, dod 1f tbat allegation had stood
alope they might have had- some claim toa
verdict. It was a very unfalr argument to
gny {bat because McNamee left the Hiberatsn
Society ho intended to betray his associates.
But théte was really no difficulty ns to the
cause of his leaving the Boolsty , he had slm-
ply 1sft 1t on sccount of pereons wha did aot
like bim a8 VPresident, and then McNamee
wont off in a hoff. The Hon. Justice in con-
clagion sald that a great deal of nonsente
waa spoken on - what was called ihe sacred
duty of a journalist. A journalist stood In
the same position as apy o her msan in tue
commusnity., Hehad no privileges or sacred
‘dutles whatsoever. All that was cant &nd
Tubbich, repeated til1 it had faleifled the pub-
lic mind, Thé journslist had no more right
thap any other man to denounce his nefghbor.
| Bo had no moro facilitles for doing harm,
and some opportunitics for dolng good. All
these wild, and deolamatory. sppeals sbou
the Itberty of the press and the gicred futles
of a journnlist mu:t ba put away from them.
They bad to declde first, whether or not this
articls was a libel. Abtoutthat there could be
no doubt , They had next to decide whather
the defendant’a sccusatigns against McNamee
haed been proved to be frus, aud whether the
publioation was In'the public interest. Every
one of the accusations must be proved to be
subsiantially trus, and every one of then
must be guch that thelr publication wus for
the public gocd: If there was any ooe of
them that was not true—although mixed U
with something that was true—the article #a
a libel, and 1t .was thelr daty to find the d&
fendaot guoilty,

Thore are four principsl coal fields in Ire-
land. The Leinster field extends over por-
clona of Kllkenny, Queen, and Carlow Coun-
ties, in Scuthern Ireland, end the coalis most.
ly onthracite, The Esst Muaster coal field
lies mostly in Tippersry County,stretchicg
from the river Nore toward Oashel, with a
length and breadth of about twenty by five
miles. The Connanght bituminous coal field
includes portions of Sligo, Roscommon, Lel-
thim, Fermanagh, and Oavan Counties. The
Tyrone coal dlstrict is but about six miles
long by one or two broad, nearly all In Tyrone
County, The coal raised amounts to from
120,000 to 159,000 tons per annum, ot which
nearly two-thirds, and tbat by fer the most
valoable part, s raised in the Lelnster coal
field. Since the total avallable coal in Ire-
land i3 estimated at 180,000,000 tons, it is
evident that this soarce of the wealth of this
grand isle Is yot to be developed. Asthe
annusl importation is over 2,000,00¢ tons of
coal, there e a large home market, which
may yet Induce capitaliste to work these
mines, although it must be confessed that
much of the coal is.of inferlor quality. There.
