But
States themeelvea and Gevernments canpot
long remain safs, bacause when Christian
fastlitotione and morala fall away the prinoi-
psl foundations of human soolety muat
nsceaearily cramble. For the preservation of
public trarquility and order thers remains
-only force ; but withoot the aid of religion
force Is very weak, and belog better fitted to
heget slavery than obedience, it bears with.
1n fteelf the seeds of great disturbances.
The present nge bas_sesn grave and memor-
able vlcissitudee, and it is nit guite manifest
whether others of a almilar kind are not to
ha apprehended.  Theretors, the time lteelt
<varna ua too look for remedles where they
are to bafound ; that s to eay, to rettire the
prinolples and practioss of Obristianity in
p.ivats life, and In ail part: of the soclal ar-
This {a the one remedy most euit
sble for banlehing the avila which press upon
us, and for prevantlog the dangera which are
impending. Venerable bretbren, there fa
nead for us to devots ourselves to this work,
and to endeavor to acoomplish it with ali
ponsible zeal and emergy.  For this reason,
although in other placey, as opportunlty oc-
qurred, we have treated of sach matters, we
deem it useful to describe more exactly in
this letter the dutles ef Oathelics—duties
whioh, if they are properly discharged, con-
tribate wonderfully to the promotion of the
public welfare, We fall iuto vehement sud
almest dally disputes with regard to the
mont important affalrs, o which it ls most
diffigult for many t1 avold haing snmatjman
degsived, falllag Into ervor, sud losing heart.
It ta our daty, venerable brethron, to admon-
fsh each one, to teach, and to exhort saltbly
to the lme, 8o that no one shvuld desert the

nor can that be called t:uly good which is ap-
posed to the anpreme and immutable good, or
whioh turoe and leads men's wills away from
tse love of God. In the eyes of Chriit'ans,
tnen, there is & macrediness in the public
power, in which they recogolza a oczitain
semtlance and image of the divine maje:ty,
even when it Is possesed by an unworthy
pereon, and shey bave a proper and dus re-
verenge for the laws, not bacaure of the force
and penalties assoclated witn them, but be-
causa of the oonszolousness of duty: * For
God heth not given us the spirit of fear.” (2.
Timcthy, L, 7). But if t1e laws of the State
are In epen contradiction with t3e Divine
law, if they command anything prejudicial t:
the Church, or are hottlle t> the duties im-
posed by religion, or violats In the perssn of
the Sopreme Port'ff the anthority of Jesus
Chrlst, thon, indeed, itls a duty t2 vesht them,
and a orime to obey them—a crime fraught
with Injury to the Stats ltself, For every
offznne offered $o religlon recoils on the St ta.
We here sse how unjurt it fa t» reproach
Ohrletlane with aotaal seditlon, for they re-
fose neither to the prince ne to legl.lators the
obedlence whioh la due t> them, er If they
refuse that obedlence it la only {n copsequencs
of cemamande dest tate of anthorlty and issu-
ed agalnet the honer of God, and conseqaent:
ly unjnet, and havliog pothlng in commen
with true lawa., You recognizs here, vener-
abls brethern, the upright Gootrine of the
apostla St. Paul, In his epitls te T'tas,
aiter having reminded Chrhtlans thet they
sust De subjece to princes and powers and ¢
obey all their commands, ha ‘mmediataly
adas, and be ready to doall kirds of good
works, (T:tos 1. 1.) He thes daclares

The Late Father O'Hagarty.
Among the many who heva been called away

was the late pastor of Sb, Mary’s Church. St.
Catherines, Ont,, Rev Chas. J, O’Hagarty, who
has psassed away after a brief illueas in the
full bioom of his mavhood and while sctively
engaged in the duviea of his sacred calling.

he lamented prieat, was we'l known in
Montresl, where he was born thirty.fiye years
ago. When a mere boy, eviucing a great
aptitude for study and & marked preference for
the soclesinstioal state, at the bidding of hia
uncle, the late Rev. Wm. O’'Hagarty, a most
worthy member of the Irish Clergy, he prooeed-
ed rlrelmd. thence to Rome, to pursue the
study of the clasaies. He finally graduated from
that noble institntion, ¢ All Hallows" Dublin,
which has furnished generous priests of the late
Father’s atamp, to the four corners of the globe,
Ordained vo the prieathood, elght yesra ago, in
she historic chapel of Lovugh-Derg. he returned to
Oanada with she late Archbishop Lynch, to
whom he acted as secrstary for the Arsb three
yeara of his miniatry and bywhom he <wvas 2 ppoing-
ed to bhe position, now left vacant by untimely
demise, That he was faithful to hin trust is
evidenced by the flourishiog condition in which
he leaves that little parish which was the field
of his ton brief yet fertile priestly career.

The spontaneous and haartfelt manifestations
of sympathy from hia bereaved parishoners,
form the most glowing tribute, the fairest crown
to ba placed upon the grave of tha departed
priest. Held in high esteem by his brother
prieste becauss of his noble qualities of hesd and
heart, they had come from all parts of the vast
arobdiocesa to render tha last ead honors to hia
earthly remains. His per ple would have desir-
ed that be might elcep benearh the altar of his
own church, in the midat of the childran of his
epirital adoption, bub, acceding to his dying
wish, that he might lie in the howe of his boy-
hood, his relativea had the body conveyed to
Maonrrenl. A eolemn Requeim Mass was offer-
ed up in St. Gabriel Church, which was densely
tilled, the parishoners viring with each other in
thetr sincere desire to hnpor the noble young
clorgyman. His Grace the Archbishop, wieh-
iag to show his esteem and genuine *ympathy
fur the late fatber, presided in pontifical robes
and pronounced vhe last abacluticn. Arourd
hm in the ssnetuary were eeated represonta
tivee of the variouz city churches. The holy
ancrifice was offered by a friend of his boyhood,
Father Donnelly, ssaisted ty Father Carriere
na dracon and Mr, Shea ss sub descon, At the
conclusion of the cersmony the funeral proces-
rion alowly wencded its way to the laab resting
place, the catbedral. There, by the gravea ofjshe
first bishops of Blontreal, will the vev father
rest neath that monument of the ecclestastical
architecture, the St Peter’s of America, A
trae priest, a loviog brother, a sincere and
faishful friead, his memory will abide, and his
epitaph is written in the Book of Wisdomiv,,
13: * Baiog made perfect in a short space he
fulfilled a lopg time.”—R. L P.

Heis a col-
leigue of Sir John  Meacdonsld's smd
ons of theleadivg members of the Govern-
meny, If any one should have abttempted
to throw oil on the troubled watersit was Sir
John or his colleague, Sir Hector, Sir John has
remained ailent throuphout the dehate, and Sir
Hector har made a spesch which, if followed up
by othera in a similar apirit, would bring the
French and Loglish of the Dominion foot tn
foot. Mr. Blake's conciliatcsy epcech, though
not sltogether approved in 1ta tulness by all
aactions of the Liberal party, nss disturbed the
Tory wire puliers, and ihe Ministerial caucua
to-morrow is to consider in what way 16 shall be
met. There ies constderable comment outside
the House on Sir Jobn's woent of courags and
statesmeunship in allowing thia question to as-
snme such a dangerous attitude, Itis held bhad
he should hava handled the matter at once in-
stead of abandoning his rule aed allowing a
colleague to throw a tarch in inflammable ma-
terial,

BRITISH MINISTER PUZZLED.

The Parnell Commission a Boomernng.

L:08DON, Feb. 15.—All of the Miniaters were
presenv ab the Oabinet meeting which was held
this afternoon, and the seasion was unususlly
jong. The chief businoas of the Council was the
consideration of the report of the Parnell
srecial commiesion and the question what, if
any, action should ba tsken in Parlisment
thereon. From all that 0in be learned of the
discuesion, it is wot thought likely thab the
Government will grant a epecial enquiry into
the methods of the Times, basing its refusal
upon she ground that that fiald bas been as
fully covered by the cominission s the mabter
deserves. The bulk of ministerial opinion ia in
favor of leaving it to tha opposition to inliimte
the debate upon the queation of fenquiring into
the Temes’ motives and methods, opposing any
turther consideration of the question in any of
its phases, Dlinisters feel that the Government
has already lost ground enough iu its proseou.
tion of the affair, and the public generally
telieve that the Times bams a heavy olub in
reserve for any Goverament movement in the
dizection of waking the paper a saccifice for any
of 1t abattors in the crusade againat Parnell,
who may be pushed to the wall. Tae Govern-
went oould gain nothing by snch enquiry, and
might lose everything if it should be pursued
bayonad control.

It was
the saintly, zoaloue, indefatigable and fearless
priest, Rev. Patrick Phelan, S.8.

_Oxn Sunday, February 33rd, 1840, he gathered
his people together and enrolled them in the
noble army of Temperance, under the banner of
the Iriab Roman Uatholic Temperance Society
of Montreal.

Tbrough the long vista of fifty yeara we seem
to behold him rising up as the deliverer of his
people. What burning words of eloquence musk
have spraog to hiy lips as he beheld the woes
and sorrows and wang of his countrymen en-
slaved and impoverished by the tyrant drink |

Do we not seem 0 besr him exclaim : * My
beloved penple, a plagus bag fallen on you worse
than any Igspiian plsgue,—the plagus of In-
temperance, which not only affecbs your bodies,
but destroyas your micds and hearts and rouls ag
well. Your enemies nurround you on sll sides.
Their cry is if not in words at least in action ;
* Ouane, let us opprees them, lest they multiply.
They have made your livea bitter, Tesring
your youth from dheir homes they bave riveted
around their young hearts the choinaof a slavery
which a passion for drink will never allow to be
broken asunder. They bave waylaid and en-
trapped your best men, standing in all the
stresgbh of their manhsod,—noble, generous,
brave, virtuova and they have dragged them
dowa from the high plane on which they moved
and l«ft them wrecks, physical, intellectual nud
moral wrecks, strewn along the pathway ot life.
Woeman, wan’s pride—mother, rister, wile,
daughrer,—nnmea 80 dear to ghe hears, they
have ruthleasly attacked, and in the very
stores from which sha was to precure fuod e
her children have offered her I'quor which
rends her to her home not an apgel of light and
iove and virtue, bub & demon of darkpyss and
hate end vice; vietim herrelf first, only to drag
her children with her to the lowest depths of sin
and misery.

The very Lord’s day has not escaped theae
enemies of your souls. Thab one day (one out
of seven) set apart for the kervice of God is so
little sacred in their eyas, that before you bend
your kuee in prayer to God they allure you to
vhe temple of drink and hold you exiles and
atrangers to your Christian bhome, still grester
atrongers to the temples of your God, %0 )ass
the day in drunken orgies and to ruip, by your
scandale, the rouls of the little anea of Christ.

The poor, alas the poor, might have excited
their pity. DBut no, they too must be drugged
snd sent to our presence with the stench of
liquar atrong on their breaths, o beg piteonnly
for food that w#as refused them by men who
bave the heart to increase, by intoxicating
drink, the eutfering and crucl sorrowa of their
sad lof, '

In such or eimilar worda must the zealoas
IFather Phelan have spoken to his people, for if
we believe the eye witnessea who carry 6o us
the Listory of those days, Montreal was indeed
a trae land of Fgypt, with itz Pharao, Intem-
perance, holdine high caroival amid the ruin
and desolation of thousands of its citizena.

And then this new Moses had his people
“mark themeelves” with the virtue of scbristy,
that when the Lord should pass by, the placua
of Intemperance should not not be upon them to
destroy them,

And putting bimself ab their head, nt the
head of an army of Christian sober men, he led
them forth from the bondage under which they
grosned towards the promiasd lsnd of Gad's
Church, flowing with the milk and honey of
prayer and of sacraments and of divine prece—
to the land of the Christisn home, rich with tha
bleasinge of sobrisby, of paace and of t-ne free.

Divine Truth has decreed no drunkard shall
ever enter,
The graud army of total abatinence men whom
Father Phelan gathered under the banper of
the *‘Irish Catholic Temparance Saciety of
Montresl” have not deserted their colors ; and
therefore are we here to-night to celebrate the
victories won by them during fifty yeara ¢ f he.ed
strogrle and combat, with guch fearful odds on
the side of the enemy. Faithful to their teach-
ings, and sucouragad by their exawple, we shall
continue the atruggle till, with God’s blesaing,
complete victory crowns our work,
The weapons which Father Phelan put into
the bands of his zoldiersa we place in yours,
They are to be found emblazonsd ou the banner
of our society, **St. Patrick’s Total Abstinence
Society,” and in the crose, with our motto : ** Tn
hoo signo vinces”—In this sign you shall con-
ner.

THE PARNELL GOMMISSION

Makes Itz Report on the Investigae
tion Ordered by the Commous,

Parnell Acquitted of the Serious
Accusations—An Inexhaustive
and Partial Document.

LoxpoN, February 13 —The report of
Judges Havnen, Day and Smith, the speclal
ocommieilon appolnted to inveetlgate the
charges made by the Times agalnat the Par-

mellite membera ot the Bouse of Lumamons,
waa lald apon the table in the Homu to-day
by Henry Mattibews, secretary for & we af-
falea, The report fa dated to-day acd ia
signed by all three judges. It extenis te
121 closcly printed peges, and gives details
of the mode of procedare adopted. The cours
recites the oharges, dividing them Iluto
uine categorles, The grestest interest cen-
tres in the final conclaelons, which are as
tollowa :

First : We find that the reapondents, mem -
bers of Parlisment, wera not members of a
conapiracy haviog for ite objeot to establish the
absolute independence of lreland, bus we fiad
that some cf them, together with Mr, Davist,
established and joimed la the Land lesgze
orgapization, with the intention by ite meage to
bring sbout the absolute incepenceice of
Ireland na o sepsrave navion. The vames of
the respondents are: Michael Daviss, M.
Hurrig, John Dillon, Willam ('Brien, W.
Redmond, Joho Q’Connor, Joseph Condon,
J. J. O'Kelly.

Secoud.—We find that the respondents did
eater intn & conapiracy by o system of coercion
and intimidstion to promgte an agrarian agita-
1ion against the payment of agricultural rents
{or the purpose of impoverishing and expelliog
from the country the Irish landlords, who were
atyled the Tlaglich garrison,

hird—We find that the charpe that when,
on certain occasions, they thought it yolitic to
deneunce and did demounce certain crimes i
public they afterward led their supporters to
believe dhat such denunciation was nos sioncere,
it not establitshed, We entirely ocquit Mr.
T'arnel! and the other re:pondeots of ths charge
of insincerity inm their denuncintion of the
Pha-aix park murders, and we find that she foe
sémile levter upoa which this charge was chiefly
barrd as against Mr, Parnell ia a forgery.

Fourth—We find that ths respond.nts did
dirgeriinate the Irish World and other newes-
pupers tendirg to incite sedition and the com-
i-rion ot other crimes,

Fifth—We find thav respondenta did nod
directly incite any person 55 the commission
of crimma other than intimidation ¢l shay the
consequence of that  excitement waa thab
crimes and outrages were comnnitted by the
pursons so incited, but we find that it has nob
been proved that the respondents made ray-
ments for the purpose of imciting persons to
commit crime

Sixth—We find, ss to the allegation thas the
rerpondente did uothing to pravent crime and
that they expressed ro tena fide disapproval of
crime, that some of the respondents, in par-
ticular Michael Davibs, did express a hona fide
disapproval of crime and outrage, but that the
rospondents did not dcnnunce the eystem ot in-
timidation which 1ad to the commiassion of crime
aund outrage, but persiated in this abatention of
denunciation with knowledgeof its effect.

8c¢venth—We find shat therespendentsdid de.
fend p:reons charged with sgrarian crimes and
supported their families, but it has not been
proved that they subecribed to testimony for,
or were intimntely associsted with notorious
criminals, or that they made payments to pro-
cure bhe esenpe of such criminala from justice,

Fighth~We find, as to the allegation that
the respondents made piyments ta compen-
sate persons who had been injured in the com-
mission of critme, that they did make such
pasymenta,

Ninth—As to the allegation that the respond-
enbs invited the aesistance and co operation of
snd accepted subacripticos of money from
kuown advocates of crime and the use of dyna-
mite, we find that the rezpondenta did 1nvite the
sesistance and co operation of and accept sub-
scriptions of money from Patrick Ford, koowa
s8 an advocate of orime and theuse of dynm-
amite, bat it has nod been proved that the re-
spondents, or any of them, knew that she Clan-
na- Gaoel coutrilled the Land Leasue or was
colleoting money for a parlinmentsry fund,
But it hus baen proved that the respondents in-
wited and obtained the assistance and co-opera-
tivn of the physical force party in Americs,
iocluding the Clan-un-Gsel, and in order to ob-
tain thao aasistanca abatained feom repudisting
or enndemning the action of that parby.

Besides these, there remain three specifia
charges agninst Mr. Parnell personally, name-

yA.—Thah at the time of the Kilmainham
negotiations Me. Poroell knew that Sheridam
and Boyton had been ocganizing outragee
and, therefore, wirhed to use them to pud
downdoutragea. We find this charge wmot
roved.

P B—Thabt Mr. Parpell was intimate with the
Jendting Xnvincibles ; thay he probably leaymed
fiom them what they were about when he was
released on parole 1u April, 1882, and shas he
zecogoized she Ihwaix park murders as bheir
handiwork. We find tha o ia no fonndation for
ohis charge, and vhut the Invincibles wers not &-
branch of the Laud lesgue.

O—That Mr. Paroell, on January 23,
1888, by an opportane remittance ensbied K.
Byrue to excape from justice to Fraosce. Wea
find that Mr, Parpsll did pot make any re-
mittanoe to enable Mr. Byrne to eesape from
jaatica, .

Regardiog the two epecinl charges agaiuat
Mr. Davitt that he was a Fenian and assisted
in the formation of the Land league with money
conbributed for the purpsee of outrage snd
orime, we find that he was in cloze and intimate
asgogiation with the party of violence in Ameri-
on aod wss mainly inatruments] in bringiog
about an alliance_between that party and the
Parnellite and Home Ruls party in America.

Mo realiza shis uuvion of mind and this uni-
formity of conduch, so juatly fesred by the ad-
voersarias of QOatholicism, the firat condition to
ba fu'flled is to profess dhe eame sentimenta.
With what ardent zeal and with what eingular
force of language St Panl, exhorting the
Corinthiags, rec mmen3s to them this cancord :
¢ Now, I beagech yuu, brethren, by the nams
of our Lord Jeaus Christ, thab you all apeak the
sama thing aud that there be no schisms amoog
you, but that you bs perfect in the same mind
and in the same judgment” (1 Cor. i. 10). The
wisdom of this precep’is immediately evident,
for thought is the principle of action, wheace it
fellows that arreemeat ¢annnt be fousd in the
wills nor harmony in achion if esch one thioks
d {i-rently from the other. Among those who
profess ko take reasnn slone for their guide we
should find with diffizulty, if we fonad at all,
vrisy of doc'rine, fnr Lhe arb of recognizing the
trath is fuil of d-flisnlties. Moareover, man's
intelligance is wesk by nature sod is drawn in
varioua direstions by the variety of opinions;

3]—she comssquencs is that we mnat receive Fa-
tirely, end with the sams assent, all things
and everythinz ascartained to have been re-
vealed by Gad. To refuse to believe a sivgle
one i8 nearly equivalent to rejecring them all
For they destroy the very foundation of faith
who rither denv that (God has spoken to mrn,
nt who doabt HisinGaite trath and wisdomn,
Bat to determins what are the doctrineas
divinely revealed ia the province of she Church
Teachiog, to which God has entrusted the
guardianshin and the interpretatinn of His ut-
terances. Now, tha Roman Pontiff ia the gu-
preme ruler of she Church, The univn of
minds then, reqmires, with perfect agreement
in the samo [aish, perfect submission and
obediernca of will to the Cnurch and the Sover-
eign Pontiff as to God Himeelf, Obedirnce
ought to be prerfect, beciuse iv is gronoded on
the [aith 19+elf, and it has this in common with
the faith, that ib cannob be divided ; nay, if it
is not absnrlute and eomplete in all respests, it
is deprived of its essence though iv may
a'ill  bear the appoarance of obedi-
Auce. To this perfection of obedienos
Christian tradition attaches such importacce
that it has always been considered snd can b3
conridered, a mark for the racognivioniof Cath-
olics  This point is admirably brought out by
St. Thomaa in the follawing worde: ** The for-
msl object of faith 1a primary truth, ss itis
manifes:ed in the Holy Scriptures nnd in the
doctrine of the Church which proceeds from
the fiest truth. Henee whoever does nob ad-
here to tha dootrine of the Chnrch as to an in-
fallibla and Divine rtile—that dootrine which
proceeds from primary truth manifested in the
Seripturea— has nov the habit of faith, but holds
those things which ars of faith in snother
mapner than by faith. * * * Bat it i» mani-
fest that he who adheres to the dosctrines of
the Church as to an infallible rule gives hia as-
sent to all that the Churoh teaches ; for if it be
ovherwise—if of those things which the Chnrch
teaches he holds what he fwishes and rejeots
whnt pleares bim, be no longer sdheres to the
doctrine of the Church as to an infsllible rule,
bus to his own will (22, Q. 5. 8. 8). The faith of
the whole Ohurch muah ba ove, according %o
the words (1 Corinth. 10), * Now I beaeech you,
bretbern, shat you all epesk the same thing
and thatthera be no schisms amoung yon’ But
this unity cenoot be pcasarved unless gaee-
tions which srige onnoeraing the faith be est.
tled by him who presides over the whole
Church, that 8o his denision may be firmly ac.
cepted by the whole Church, And thus it ba.
lungs to the aathority of the Sovereigo Pontiff
alons to proclmm an arbicle of faith, and to
perform all the ovher ae's which affect the en-
tire Church.” (lbid., Q. 1., orb 10.)

In fixing the limite of obadience, Jet no one
think that ivia due o the authority of Bishops,
and especinlly of the Roman Pontiff, merely in
matters of dogma, the obatinate rejechion of
which cannot br distingnished from the crime
of hereay, Furtharmors, it is nob sufllcient so
give a aino*rs pud firm assent to the doctrines
whigh, althouzh not deficed by a solemn jndg-
ment, are put forward for our helief by the
Churoh, in its cffice of ordinary and univeraal
taunhar ne bnme Advinale toveplad, 50 wlich,
acardieg to the Vatican Osancil, vh.n'd be be-
lieved with Catholic and Disine faith. B:sides,
it muab be oconsidered & duby of Christians to
allow tbemselves to be ruled und gnided by the
authority and leaderahip of the Bishops, and
especially of the Apostolic See. How reason.
able thin i it is eany to perceive for the things
contained in the Divine cracles have refsrence
partly to man and fo what ia necessary for his
eternel salvation, Now, a8 we have said, man’s
duties in both rerpects—that ja to ray, what he
ought to do—is by Divine right lad dowa by
the Chnroh and in the Church by ths Suprems
Pontiff. Hence it is thst the Pootiff ought to
jrdge with subhority what is contained in re-
valation, what is consovant and what disagrees
with it ; and for the same reason it is incum.
banv ou him to point ort what je moral and
what immoral ; whab 1t i8 pecestary to do and
what to avoid in o-der to attain aalvation;
ctherwise he osn neither bs sn iofallible in-
terpreter of God's zevelation nor a eate goide to
sadiall AL Liile .

Basides we mnsh comprehend more fully the

‘peoples. Bub the admimssration of shis gov-
.ernment is difficalt and gives rite to numerons
conflicts. - For ths Chureh rules. peoples sait-
seozd thocughout all paris of ihe wozld, dilfar-
‘ent in race aud mannern each on which peeples,
‘inssmugh as they are subject to their own
nationa] laws, owes phadience ad owce to the
‘a.vil and the religious power. These duties are
imposed on the same persons, but, as. we have
.already eaid, there is neither oonsradiction nor
confusion amopgst them, for one concerns the
prosperity of the State, aud the other the
general welfare of the Church, whiles both are
calonlabed to securs man’s perfection.

The delimibation of rights aud duties being
olearly laid down, it 1s clear thad the heade of
the S:ata are free in sexarcize of the power
of Governmenb, and shat nob only is the Obur:h
not hoitile to that liburty, bub that it side it
with all ite sbreneth, since it recommends the
practice of prety, which is justice towards (3od,
and thus preaches jusiice vowards the prince.
still the spiritual power has a far nobler acd,
sioce it governs men by defendiog tbe ** King-
dom of God and His juatios™ { Matt vi. 33}, and
directa to shis object all the resources of its min-
istry. The integrity of the Church would
puffer if a doubt were sntertained that the
Caurch alone has been inveated with thia power
of governing souls, to the absolute excluston of
the civil anthority ; for it was not to Coaar,
but to Peter, tshat Jesus Chrish gave
the keys of the Kwgdom of Heaven.
Freom this doctrine with regard to the rela-
tions between politics aad religion follow.im-
portanb consequenced, of which we here deaire
to £ paak, .

Between political Governments, whatevar
their form may ba and the guvernment of
Christian sociaty thera is a mnotable differencs,

to the other political societiea, it is absolutely
distinguished from them by iia origin, ita prin-
ciple, and itz essenge. Tae Church, then, bas
the right of living and pre ervicg itself by
institstions and lawa conformable to ite nature,
Bsing, bysdas, notonly a p-rfect sociely in
ivzelt, but one eupsrior to all other hum.n ro.
cities, it resolutely refuses, in accor‘mpcs with
ita right and du'y, to tuke sides with parbies,
and to bend itaself to the chaugesable exigencica
of politics, As a consequence ¢ f the Rame prin-
ple, beiog the gusrdisn of ita own rights and
full of respact for the righte of atters, it coo-
giders it » ausy to remain indifferent with
resprot to the different forms «f governmens
and the civil inati:usions of Christian States ;
acd among the diff-rent syatema of governmens
it approves of all thoe that reepect yeligion and
moral law. Such is the rule with which all
Catholica ought to render their sen'iments acd
acts conformable, There is no doubt thab o
the sphere of politics there may be matter for
legitimase diff :rences, as when the righte of
justice and truth being safeguarded, ¢fiorts
ure made to introduce tha id-as which are be-
lieved to contribute more effizaciously than
othars to the gensral welfare. But to seek o
engage the Church in thess guarrels of partiee,
and tn atbampd to make umse of its support
in order to trivmph more eadily over adver.
aatied, i3 to commit an indiscreed abuse of re-
ligion, Oa tbe cootrary, all parties ought to
ayree S0 surround religion with the same re.
spect, and $o guarantea id sgainst all attacks.
Farthsrmcre, in politics, which are insepar-
ably bound up with the laws of morality and
religious dabies, men ought always aodin the
first place take care to Berve ss far as possible
the interests of Catholicism. As soon as they
are seer to be in dapger all d fiarences should
cease between Catholics, 8o thas, united in the
same thoughts and same designe, they may
vodertake the protection and defence of re.
hgion, the common aod the grea end to which
all things ought to ba referred ; and we think
it necessary t» dwell mara fully on this poiot,

Uadoabtedly the Church and political socisty
have each its own sovereign'y ; conseguently,
in condusting its affiirs, meither is bouad to
obey the other within the limits_to which each
is confised by its constitution. It by no means
follows from this, however, that they are sep-
arate, much less honstila, for nature has nov
merely given man his physical being, it bae
made him & moral bheiog, Hence, from
the tranquality of public order, the immediate
end of civil society, man expects the rueans of
promoting his physical well beiog, and especi-
ally of laboringz for hin moral parfeciion, whieh
coneicta exo'urively in the knowledge ani
practice ot virtue, He deiires ab the same tins
—18 he nught—to find in the Church she necee-
sary aids tor the attainment of religious per”
faction, which consista in the knowledge and
practice of true religion—of that religion called
the fountain of virtues, because, receiviog
them from (Fod, she complates and poarfecta
them a'l. Therefore, in adopting institutione
and laws, man’s moral and religious nature ie
tobe coosidered and ite perfection cnltivated,
but properly and in order ; nor should anythiog
be ordered or forbidden withou regard beiog
paid to the obj2et of civil and saleo that of re
ligious socisty. ¥or this reason the Church
cannot bs indefferent to the fact:f pach and
such laws are in operation in States—not inas-
much as thege laws appertain to the State, but
beoauis sometimes, nverstepping due limits,
they viclate the rights of the Church, Nay,
more, it is & duty assiged to the Churob by God
to cfier opposition whenever the laws of the
State iojure religicn, and to endeavor earnestly
to infusn the spirit of the Gospel into the laws
and iostitutions of penples. Aud sinoe the fate
of States deper d + principally on thedispositions
of those who are at the head of the Govern-
ment, the Church cannnt grant its pavronage or
favor to men whom it knows to be hostile to it,
who openly refuse to respect ite rights, who
seek to break the alliance established by the
natore of things between religious interests and
the intereats of the civil order. Oa the con-
traty, it duty is to favor thore who, having
gound ideas as to the relations been Church aod
State, wish to make them both harmonize for
the common good, These priuciples contain
the rule agoording to which every Qatholic
ought to madel his public life. That ia 0 eay,
wherever it in lawful in the eyes of the Church
to take parh in poblic «ff iire, men cf reorgnized
probity and who promise to merib well of
Catholicism ought to be supported, and there
can be no case in which is wonld be permissible
to prefer to them men who are hostile to re-
ligion, & .

From this we gee how groat is the obligation
of maintaining accord among QCatholios, especi-
ally ab a time when Christinnity is attacked by
ibe enemies with such fierceneas. All who are
heartily desirous of beicg clusely united o the
Oburch, *“the p'llar and ground of truth”
(1 Timobthy, iii, 16), will readily beware o’ shaze
lving teschera * who promise them liberty,
wherean thay themselves are the slaves of cor-
ruption” (2, Ep., St Peter ii., 1-19}, and, fur-
thermore, bring sharers of the virtue of lhe
Chburch, they will by wisdom vriumnh over she
snaren of the adverearies, and over their violence
by courage. This i3 not the place to examine
hotkor and to whah dazras, tho {oertness and
intestine diasensions of Catholira have proved
favorabls to the new state of affairs; but, cer-
tainly, wicked men would be leas bold and
would not have brought about such ruia if tha
Faith, * which worke by charity’’ (Galat. v. 6),
bad been atropger in the souls of most persons ;
por wonld there have b2en such & universal re-
laxabion in the discipline ef Qhristian morala,
divino]y established for us. May the lessonx of
the past have the good result of inapiring wiser
oovdaet i the fatora.

Now, by those sbout to take part in publio
affairs, two evil: ave to be partionlarly avoided
—false pruadence and temerity, For some there
are who say we oughv not openly bo resist
powerful and dominanb iniquity, Jeat bhe hattle
shonld exaspr “vbe the enemy, Whatber these
men are for 6. ¥ained the Oharch is uneertsin,
for while they 1aake professinp of the Catholic
faith, they desire that the Church should allow.
with jmpnnity the propagation of ~cerssia
opinions_diffaring from 1%. They lament the
[ s0uh UL GG ieisia @G- e picvesion of MMOTALS,

bub $hey do not seek bo provide s remedy ; and
. they not unlrequently increase the intensivy of

dimsimulation, ' They - will . permié mo _oue to
"doubt ‘their devotion to she Apocatolio See, bat:
they ‘have always: some reproach. to. maks.
against the Romao. Pontiff.  The prudenos of
sosh mep is of she kind which is called by the
-Aposile Paul, ' The wisdom of the fizsh, and the
death of ths sonl, becansa it is noo, snd cennot
be aubjécy to vhe lawof God,” (Kom, viiL, 6,
7.) Nothing is less caloulsted to diminish she
evils. For the fixed obj:at of the enemies~an
object which many of them -do not fail %0 an-
nounce and giory.in—is to destroy sltogether,

“only trae religion. In the execution of tbis de-
sigo there is nothing they do not dare ; for they
‘know that the more they su in diggourag-
ing others the greater facility will shey bave1n
aocomplishing sheir wicked purposes. Clonse-
quently they who love th+ prudence of fl:ah and
who prelend not to know thav every Obristian
ought to be a goud sofdisr of Chriat—they who
wish to obtain the fiuits due to couquerors while
they live a life of luxury, without taking pard
in the contest—so far sre such peraone from
soppiog she course of tue wicked, that vhey
ratber expedite their progress.

Oun the otber hand others, aund to a rather
Iazge number, moved by falss zeal or what
would atill more r¢prebensbls, wfocting senti-
ments which their conduct falsifiss, arrogase o
themeelves an office which does not belong to
them. They pretevd to subordinate the conduct
of the Charch to their own ideas and wishes to
such aa extent that they endure with difficulty
and only accepb with repugnance all tbat
deviates feom them. They strive in vaia and
are not less reprchengible than the former. Lo
act thus is not to follow Jegitimate autbority but
to go befurs i, and by a resl usurpation to
transfer to individuals tha powera of she spititu-
al government to the gr:ab detriment of the
order whieon God Himsell has established for
ever in His Church snd which He allowa no one
to vio'ate with impunity. Honor to thoee who,
spurrcd into the conflict, descend into the
arsn v with the firm pereuasiou that the reign of
irjustice wiil have sn end aod that it will be
one day varquished by the eanctity of right
aud. of raligion. They exbibit a devobedoesa
worthy of antique viriue in struggliog to de-
fend religion, particufarly againao the faction
which with rxweme audacity continually
attacks Christiavivy and pursues with uoceas-
ing hostility the Sovereign Pontiff, fallen into
i:a prwer, But such shbould be ocareful to
observe the rnles of vbedicuecs and undestake
oothiog of their own motion. Thia docile dua-
position, uuited to constancy snd firm courage,
18 necemsary to all  Catholies in order
that whatever may be the trials to
come, thoy shall be fovnd *‘in nothing
failing” (St. James, i. ) Thus we earnestly
wish to see deeply ra.ted in tnhe souls of all the
prudenca which Ss. Puul calis *“'the wicdom of
the apirit * (Rom, vii. 6). Ia the Government
of human actions this virtus teaches us to pre-
serva an admirable temp:srament between the
cowardice which leads to fear and despair and
presumphious rashness. There is a difference
between political prudenes relative to the gene.
ral grod, and that which conc:roas the individu-
al good of each ope.® The Iatter shows iteelf in
individuals, w9o, in thei: private conduce, chey
the counsels of right reason ; the former con.
carns men entrusted with the direction of prblic
afairs, and particalatly prineee, whose mistion
is to exercise the power of command, Thus the
civil p:rudence of individusls eeems wholiy to
copmiet in faithfaily executing the precepbs of
legitimate authority. These dispositions avd
tms order ought to be fcund inthe midad of
Ohristian socieiy, and s0 much the more be-
cause the political prudence of the Suprems
Pontiff extends to a large number of subjects,
Tn effech he hes pot ooly to govern the entire
Caurch, bub also to order and regulata the
actions of Chriatian citizend in view of the
realization of their etermal salvation. Ib wiil
be thus seen how indisp-nrable it is that, be-
sides the perfect concord which ocoght to reign
in their thoughts and actions, the faithfal
should slwaye raligious'y take as the rule of
their condact the political wi:dom of the
ecclepiassical authorsy, Now. immemately
after the Roman P.ntif, and wuosdar his
direction, thesupervision f the religicua in-
tereats of Christisnity belobgs to the Bi-hops,
It they are no3 placed on the summit of Pon-
tifical pawer, they are, neverthless, truly
prioces in the ecclesiastical hierarchy ; and as
each of them 18 set over the governmenstof a
particular Caurch they, says St. Thomas, are
*! like the principy} workmen in the building of
the spiritual edifie’,” {Quoditb. i., art. 4,) and
shey have the members of the clergy toshare
their labors and exscu'e their decisinns.
Evary one ought t0 regulate his life according
to the copstitusion of the Church, which it is
not in the power of any one to change. Thus,
jush as ia the exercise of their Episcopal power
the Bishops ought tv be uaited to tha Apostolic
Hee, 80 the clergy and laity ovght to live in the
cloaeat union with their Bishcps. — Should auy
of the latter lay himeelf open to criticism either
ia his condues or in the opinions he maintains,
it does not belong to any individual to arrogate
to hims.lf in hi« own regard the offics of jndge,
coafided by Oar Lord Jesaa Obrist to the sole
Pastor whom He has tet over His lambs and!
she:p. Leb every one epgrave in his memory
the o8k wise teachirg of P.pe Si, Gregory the
Great : ** Sutj-ctaought to be warped nob to
ranhly judge the lives of their superiors, even if
vhey shonld see tlem act in a reprebensible
manner, for fear that thp perapicacity with
which they r+proved the evil should engender
in them a price that wonld causa them to fall
into deeper depthe, They ought to be admon.
ished of the danger of taking up a bold attitude
of opposition towarda =up-rinre whose faults
vhey bave discerned.  1f the lavter have really
done wrong, theit inferiors, prnetrated with the
fear of Uod, onght nod piss jadgement on them
of themselves, excepd with ths disposition of
being slways respectfully submissive ta them,
The actions of superiors ought not to be struck
ad with the sword of rpeech, sven when they
appear to merit a just cengure” ( Reg. Pastor, P.,
i, cap.1V.),

Nevertheless, theee efforts will remain ferile
if lifa ia nod regulated im conformity with the
discipline of Christion morals, Let us call to
mind what the Sacred Scriptures tell ur of the
Jewisgh nation : ** Aud aa loog as they sinned
pot in the sight of their God iv was well with
them, for their God hatsth iniquity. *
When they had ravolted fron the way whick God
hsd given them to walk therein, they wers de-
atroyed in battles by many nations.” (Judith v,
31-22) Now, the Jewish nation was wan like
an outline of the Christian people, and the
viciesitudes of their ancient history have often
been the prophetic image ¢f what was to ensue
later oo, with this diffcrence, that the Divine
goodnes: haa enriched us with greater benefits,
and the sina of Christiana are marked by a more
culpable ingratitude,

God never in any way abandona His Church.
It has, therefors, nothing %o dread from the
assanlta of mnan : but panple who have degsn-
erated from Christisn virtue cannos have the
sama guarantee, °‘8in make the nations
miserable * (Proverbs xiv., 33). If past sges
have experienced the force and truth of this,
what assurance iz there that ours shell notd
have to experienoe it ! 'We may vecognize by
msany sigus that wa are beginoing o reosive
the chastisements merited by our faults. T.eb
one exsmine tho condition of modern societies.
A domestic malady cousumes many ; wa see
none perfertly tranquil and sesnre. If wicked
fuotions should bolaly pursue the path they
ara treading, if they should incresse in infla-
eoce and powser as they progress in wickedneas
and artful machinations, we should cerbuinly
have to dread thath they would finally demolish
the very foundasions upon which nature has.
rained the whole social adifice. Human re-
gources alone would bs powerless to prevent
suoh formidable dangers, partionlarly abv the
present time whem a lirge number of men

Blinded by their passions, they vainly seek the:
truth, ewbrace etror for trath, and deem
themselves wise when they call '* evil gocd and
good evil,” when they put *' darkuers in place
of light and light in plage of darknees (is. v.
20.) Ib ja then ot the utmost necessity that
God should intervene, and that, remembering
His mercy, He should cast a compassiovate
glance at human society. Wherefore we hear
repeat the earcest exhortation we have alresdy
mude to redoubled zeal avd perseversnce,
addres:sing to the merciful Ged bumble suppli-
cabionr, anc returoing to the practice of the
virtues which conatitute Christian life ;3 above
all to + xcite and preserve charity, which is its
principal foundation, and withont which the
other virtues do notexisd, or remain sterile,
Oa that account the Apostle St. Paul, after ex-
hortivg the Colossians to fly from every vice
and acquire the merit of various virtuer, adds
“'But above all things have charity, which is
the bozd of perfection” (Uoloss , iii. 14) Yes,
indeed, charity is the bond of perfection for
those whom it holdsin it embrace : it unites
them intimately to God Himeelf ; by it their
suul receives ite lite from God, lives with God,
and for God. Bu*the love of God should not
be seperated from the love of our meighbor,
becanes men have been sherers in the infinite
bounty of God, add beur in themselves the im-
press of His conntenance and the reremblance
of His betng. *"And this commandment we
have from God, that ba who lavesh God, loves
aleo his brother” (lst Eps. of 3¢, Jobn, iv, 21.)
“If any man eay, I lova God and haterh his
brother, he is a liar” {[b. 20.) Tuoe precept of
charity " bas been quahitied as ‘“‘new” by ita
Divice Anthor pot in the senese that an
an‘ecedent 1aw of patuce it«elf had nob alrendy
cummauded men to love one another, buy ba-
cause the Christian precept «f eo loving was
really new and unexampled in the world. In
s ffeoh, the very Jove with which Jesus Chrisb is
loved by His Father, and by which He Him-
aclf loves men, He bas imposed as an obligaion
upon Hie diecivles and followers in order thas
they may be only one of heart_and one =oul,
juat ay by nature He and His Father are One.
No one is unaware of vhe force of this com-
mandwent, snd how deeply from the begin-
ping it ba3 implanted itself in the hearss of
Chriszians, and whab abundant fruibts of peace,
mutual grodwill, pirty patience and coursge
it bas produced. Why sbould we not apply
curselves to imitate theea examples of our
Father ? Ought not the very times in which
we live move usto praotice charity ? In pro-
portion as the batred of the impioua for Jesus
Chbrist becomes more embittered, let Christiavs
redouble their piety in His regard, nvd be re-
newed in charity, the froitful mother of great
deeds | If then, ady disrensions should bave
arinen among them, let them disappear, Lev
them also ceasa those contests which weaken
tho atrength of the combatants witbout any
profit to religion ; let all minde be united in
faith, and bearta iu charity, living as they
should in the love of God and humanuy.

The Coming War in Europe.

On the day that war Is deolared between
France and Garmany, what will bappen? At,
first there will be, of cocn:wae, the general
mobillxitfon accordiog to the mew method
which the German etaff han recently adepted,
Oa the German side that moblilization will be
effactad In a very short time. In less than
seven days a litsle over 1,400,000 will be
ooncentrated on the frontier at the polnts
fixed by the gensral ataff. The cars are
ready, and the coal for the railroads was laid
In Jong ago. e
Faur or five days after the first advance,
800,000 men will form the &gecond line.
Finally there will be the Jandatrom with
about 1,100,000 o the firat call. Al these
troops are shorooghly drilled and armed
with the repcating rifle, The artillery and
cavalry bave all that la mecessary for under-
tiking a campaign. Oae can Imsgine,there-
fore, what the next war witl be, It will be
felgt.t’al aud meroiless. It is quite possible
that the victors will be just as much exhautt.
ed and decimat d as the conguered. Coer-
taint tho Franco Garman war of 1870 will
look like child's play compared with the
coming struggle, which everybody is talking
sbout,but whlsh nobody but a madman would
deslre,

Wa do ntt belleve that there is a senalble
man {o all Germany who does not pray for
a loog peace, because the next war, oven if it
qhonld resu:t ina viet ry for Germany, murt
make more widows and orphsne than all
the wars of Earope during t2e last huondred
years.

Under the title of ¢ How Shall Wo Altack
In the Coming War?’ a pamphie% has recent-
ly appeared in Boarlin enppored to be the
work of a staff cflicer. It treats of the pre-
sent oocditions of attack by Infantry, in view
of ull the changes of taotica made necoseary
by the repeatiog rifls and the smokelees pow-
der. *“We oan no longor coust,” says tho
writer, ‘*‘upon our superforilty in numbers
and in armament, There it osly one snper-
fority that we must endeavor to msaure, and
that da thu superlority of tactlcs, and our
tactics must hs wdapted to the conditiona of
modern arme. Now, thage conditions have
chavged with the enemy, and we must soon
do Uke him. It is high time to atudy the
cffacts which the ncw arms must have upon
fhe tactica of battle upen the way to lead
troopa into aotlon, In future all lofantry
which s not completely hors e combnt 1s in-
voloerable in front, 'L'he eucce:s of an attack
according to the old principles of warfare
must prove sn ex:zeption and a repulse the
rale. This does not mean that & positicn
cannot In future ba carrled; every position
van be carrled, but not in frons,

““JIn the next war ¢ te0 German {nfantry oan.
nct count, as in '70.°71, upen thy support of
t1e artiliery, for t 12 encmy han made as much
progreas in artillery as Germany, if not more;
and, considering t1io range of the presen:
nf:e, the artillery must keog ltrelf at a grost-
er dirtnce than it did In years past and leave
the battle to ba declded by the infrntry. The
advantage of the eaperlority of individaal
firlng tends to decline ot loog range, and,
abeve nll, with weapons 80 easily handled as
the modern amall boree,

For this resson, in all cases when the rights
or the privileges of $he Prench Canadisn peo-
ple, by virtue ot the Aot of Cenfederation
eome to be quesiloned, we shall slwaye have
s atrong bias in thelr faver. Nothlng oan
contribute more to the preservation of the
Canadian Dominlen than by cementing the

nnlon ef hearts and affections withont which
w=len by law, 25 0n the omes of Ieulaaud and
England, Is a mockery and a sham,

While we have a msjority in bet houses of
patliament, the French Canadian people will
always find it Impossible to break threngh
or dissolve the legal union that subslsts be.

Apart from thess considerations of states-
manehlp we must refer te the attitude of
parties. It s guite plaln that nelther Con-
mervatives nor Liberals are pleased with the
movement inagurated by Mr. MoCarthy, Be-
sldes being calonlated to disturb the entente
cordial between the two races it In dlaruptive
of party ties and distructive of pelitical
friendship and association, For the reasons
that the Liberal party Is 1ad by Mr. Laurfers
# Fioiwh Canadiainy suad oleud iakes by Mr.
Biake and the fact thet the Anti-French
movement {s 12d and controlled by men whe
-declare themeelves followers of Sir John
Maocdenald nnd are also the most aotive In
leading the aseault on the Mowat Govern-
ment, on accoznt of its alleged friendehip for
the French and Oatbelics generally, this
movement Is ikelyto work more Injary to the
Oonesrvative party than to the Liberals, In-
deed !t appears that Sir John Macdenald has
net shown his usual cunning in the mavage-
ment of the discordant elements in his
party.

The reported resignation of Mr. Chapleau
and the fiery defiant speech of Sir Heotor
Langevelo are Indicatlons of troubls in the
oabinet, Bstween these twe gentlemen there
has long been a keen rlvairy for the sucos-
sfen to Sir George Oartler. Bat while they
were bickering, Mr, Maraler‘atapped In and
carried off the prize. Neither of them can
now become the leader of the Nrench-Can-
adian poopls, That positien is Mr. Mercler's.
It is open for them heowever to contend for
the leadersbip of the Blne party and with
that, whichever wins, he will have‘te be con-
fent,

From the tone ¢f the debate It is pretty
evident that the bill will be thrown
out by a lirge majority. Several amendments
have been preposed and will probably come
up ahould oppertunity ocour. These new
before the House are the amendment by Mr.
Davin and the amendment te the amend-
ment by Mr Baausele  The firsk is : —

That this bill be not reid a seccnd time, but
that ib be resolved that it is expediend that the
Legislative assembly of the Northwest be
authorized to deal with the subject of this bill,
order or enacbment after the nexvgeneral elec-
sion for the said territorries.

The second reads :—

That the official nee of the French and Eng-
Iangusges in the Legielature and before the
tribunals of the Northwest territoriea was esta-
blisked by this Parliament in the well under-
stood interests of she people of the eaid terri-
tories in order to promote the good understand-
ing and the harmony that should exist between
tbe different races, and with & view, by a liberal
policy, to promote the colonizing and settlement
of those vast domaina ; that nothing has since
boppened to excuse or jusiify the withdrawal of
the priviliges granted only a few years ago ;

That the resalt of the proposed legislation
would be {o create uneasiness and discontent
bhroughgt;b the Dominion and to pus in doubd
the stability of our institutions, and thersby to
hinder and delsy for a long time the develop-
ment of the immenss resources of the Canadian
Norbhwest.

Mr, Blalks at the conclusten of his epeech
suggestod an amendment which he tiought
wogpli bettsr meet the views thut prevall on
t1e quertion, It wae an follows :—

*Thizs House canncy, having regard to the
long continued use of she French language in
old Canads, and to the covensnd on that enh-
ject embodied in the British North America
act, agree to the declaration contained in the
sald bill as the basia thereof ; that it 19 expedi-
ent, in the inberests of the national unity of the
Pominion, that nher: ahonldl be‘a gomx;mm:{ gf
anguage amongad the plo of Canada; that,
on uh:%unhury, thia HP::ue declares its inviol-
able adherence to the covenans in respect to the
use of the French language in Quebec and
Canada, and its determination o resiet any at-
tempt to impair those covenants ; that as bo
such use of the French languagein the Northwest
territories allowed by law, ivisin the bestin-
tereats of Oanada at Iarge, and of the Territories
in particular, that Inducementa sbould be Leld
out to the emigrating inhabitants of each of the
provinces to metbie in the Territories whose
greatest wans is population ; that the expunging
of she provisions allowing the use of the French
language in the Territories ia not required o
remedy any practical grievanceiat this time and
wonld, under existing cirsumstances, lessen the
chances of & French-Canadian immigration ;
that it is expedieni bo leave those provinoes us-
disturbed and to defer any decision as to the
ultimate settlement of the guestion wunutil the
time shall bave further developed the condi-
tion of Northwest settlemens.”

Hon, Mr, Laarler resunmed the debate en
Monday in a pewerful speech, in which he
reviewed the history of the Frenoh In Canada
sinde the conquest. He oharged Mr, Mo-
Carthy of working this aglistion In the
Intereats of the Conservative party and poins
ed out thas shat party having loxs French
support In Quaebec were trylng %o make up
for the loas by increased Protesant suppors
in Oatarlo. In eloguent termahe upheld the
right of his people to the use of their mother
tongue, deprecatedfthe moevement for atirricg
up noctal discords and appealed to the justice
and good will of all classes.

With the exceptionof the palitioal allusion
of the leader of the Oppesition, Sir John
Maodenald agreed with what he had sald,
He claimed on behalf of the Conservative

party tbat It had granted the use of the|

French langnage In Parlisment and had
steadily aoted the friend of the French Onna-
dians. He argued swrengly in favor of the
adoption of Mr, Davin's amendment to leave
the mettlement of the guestion to the psople
of the North-Weat.

1n the course of the debate Mr. Blake anld
ke had serlously considered the saggeation of
the First Minister, and although his epinion
wns the same as before, yat he believed It
would be In the best interesty of Canada that
the guestion should be seitled by & harmeni.
ous compremise, and for his part he would by
willing to assent to any auch settlement
which the leading men of beth parties would
sgree upon. L ' '

Thisis
not intended to disparage Mr. Murphy or to
maks light of his services and olajms, but it
must be frankly understood that Montreal
considers Mr, MoShana'a right to a seat in the
oabinet paramount to the clalms set up in be.
half of Mr. Murphy and Qaebac.

As matters now stand Mr, MoShane’s in-
flaence Is as great as if he were an actual
cabipst minister, nnd we have his assurance
that Mr. Meroler fntenda ta zatlafy t1e olalms
of hin Irish Catholio supporters, who on thelr
part are content to bide their time. They
know and appreclate the diffianltles that have

scheols an to the serritories, the Dominion
Parliament 1sgislated for the gevernment of
the country and iun the original act, provieion
was made for t1e nae of the French langnage
in officlal proceedings, In 1877 the Honm.
Mr, Millg, then Minletsr of tie Iuterie., in-
trednced lagislition into the Houee of Oom-
mons, relating to ;the Territories and their
government, but no provielon for the use of
the French language was made., When the
Bl reaohed the Sanatve, Hon, Senator Glrard
{ntrodaced an amendment, by which it was
enasted, that French eshculd held the same
poait'on as English In the officlsl recerds and
proceodinga of the Territ risl Government.
Tie amendmert was adopted nem con and was
affirmed In the House of Commwons, thus be-
coming the Iaw of the lend. Matters
g0 remalned, no one dreaming of
any ioconvenlense narislog from  the
dusl linguage ennotment, uctl the
Equal Righters, 1»¢ by Mesara McCarthy
and Charlton onsting about for materlely t>
buill their platform, arrived at the concla-

sion, that 1no better eubjact could be
seizad npon for working up tae
fanatiolama  of  the most  Ignoramt

amonget Protestant zelote, than to make
it appear that British supremacy was menaced
by the use of the Fconch language In the
new Territorles. As we have eaid, the point
of attack was too inslgnificant, of Itsell, to
hope for any result in the shape of a wide
spread agitation, but Mr, McCarthy and his
ceadjator, in the buasiness he has on hand,
whilat seeking %o emact that the French
language shail no lenger be offislal in the N.
W., Introdunced this measure with a preamble
declaring, In effect, taat there should be but
one officlal Ianguage in the Dominion of Can-
ada and fmplying, that If we are to be &
nation, at any fature tlme, the shoriest and
best means te secure that end is to abel'sh
the French language altogether.

This bill has glven rise to the disoussion,
that has ocoupled the Parlisment of the
Dominien, for several daya_past and bids fair
to hold the floor for movde daya te come.
The little Nerthweat epeck, han assumed the
propartions of a cloud overhanging the whole
Dsminion. Ne doubt, the overwhelming
majority of the representatives, would wish

Salisbury Sleps.

The twaddle in the Queen’s spaech at the
opeaing of the Britleh Parliament about the
decrease of orime in Ireland I» an insult o
the intelligence of the public, There has
been no orime In Ireland of any acoount, and
even admitting, for sake of comparison, that
the alleged offencer nnder the Ooerolon Aot
were orimey, the Irlsh record is far clearer
thao that of England, Nothieg in Ireland,
for instance, haw even remotely approached
in fiendish horror the Whitechapel butohsries
of unfortonate women. Bat, apart from
these orimes, the normal rate of all sorts of
orime fn Eogland has been greatly in excess
of the crime in Ireland.

Perhaps the most striking evidence to this
effect i to be meen in the frequency with
whioch judges were presented with white
gloves on the opering of Aesiza courts in
Irish counties, In Eogland suoh events are
rare; in Ireland they are quite ccamon.

But Sallsbury is anxieus to take credit to
himself and his precleus nephew for sucoess
in his polioy of ceerclon, and, therefors, al-
leges a palpable falsshood about a decrease of
orime when thers was no orime, save and ex-
cept only the orime of aseertlng the right of
public meeting and free speech, of publishing
Natlonalist newspapers, of extending help
and sympathy to the suffering, refusing to
have anything to do with the miscreant tools
of oppression, and resisting wnjust and tyran-
nloal opprestlon by landlords. In faot, orime
in Irsland comists In the psople amerting
precitely the same rights that are enjoyed
everywhere else except under the tyrannioal
antoorats of Europs and Asfa,

As to the propoeed meaeures mentioned iz
the speeci for the better government of Ire-
land, they contlet evidently of schemes to
buy out the landlords at famoy prices to be
hereafter extorted from thoe peasant pur-
chasers, and establisth some migerable system
of red-tapelsm to be called local self-govern-
ment. There Ia thie satlefaction, however,
to be had from the contemplated ochange:
Nothing could be woree than the way Ire-
1and has been ard Ia now governed. There-
fore, any alteration mnst be for the better,
slnce It cannot powsibly be for the worse
witbout relnstituting the yeomanry and mar-
tial law administered by CUrangemen.

Viewed in another way, the proposal %o
extend self-gevernment to the Irish s a con-
fosaion of the fallure of coercion. Hae the
twenty years of vigorous coercion policy been
abandcned already ! It Icoks like it, and the
fact that a large number of proclaimed dis-
tricts bave had the ban removed is a proof,
not of suscess, but of abject fatlure., In ne
fustance can It be shown that the people have
receded one atep from thelr attitude of pan-
sive regiatance, One after anether they have
brongbt the landlerds to torme, and though a
ravcally magistracy hes filled the jalls of Ire-
land with men, women and little children on
the most flimay of pretexts, the people have
romalned unconquered and uncorqguerablc,
Poor Ireland has suffsred muoh from Eoglish
oppressore, but never was she called upon to
endnre anything so unspeskably mean, fonl
and exasperatiog as the rule of Balfeur,

The herolsm of Irieh endurance wenld
have developed into a herolsm of another sort
long ago weore It not that the Irish race has
socepted the polloy of recencillation and re-
dress, so eloquently advecated by Mr, Glad-
atope and endorsed by the Liberals of Kog-
land, Soetland and Wales. In the face of
‘the growing pepularity of this just and sensi-
ble pollcy, the Salishury osbinet has been
compelled to back down and adept a plack
from the Oppositien platferm.

Bat we know the ldeas and methods of
Toryilsm too well to be taken in and decelved
by its premises. The sort of looal self-
government Sallsbary is willing to allow the
Irlsk is sure to be saddled and centrolled by
Insulting reservations and vexatlons condl-
tlons, It will have the Tory trade-mark
stamped upon it, Perhsps the besat thing
that oan be said of 1t is that it Is a step in the
right direction and only in that sense accept-
wble. If libarty esn enly be won by inches,
every inch gained Is a vickory leading to
final and cemplete viotory.

PETTY PERSEOUTION IN IRELAND,

The Goverment's excuse for its aotions was
the existence in Ireland of boycotting, He
had never denied sbat there had been much nn-
just and criminal boycotting during 1830, 1831
and 1882. The history of the Irish movemet

-since the last named yearahowed that theaction

of the Nationalista had been conetantly modifi-
ed and moderate in recogaition of the effort) to
sepure the pua?: of ameliorative measures for
Ireland. The Liague of to-day, Mr. Parnell
declared, aiffered widely fzom the Land league
of 1830 and Mr. Balfour could not plesd as an
excuse for his course thet crime was being re-
vived. On the contrary, the people were
quiescent in hopes of soon obtaining ohetr righta,
Yet Mr. Bslfour’s regime had heen distingnish-
ed by petty persecuticus and frivolons charges,
often brought againat children and old women.
His campaign sgaines the press begap with the
newsboys and waa winding up up with a fuail-
ade against the editors. The action of the Gov-
ernment tended to ite own defeat,and could not
succeed in torning the tide of the aspirations of
the Irish people. Despite the petty exaspera-
tione of the Balfour policy, the Nationalists bad.
not awerved from pacific meshods byab a'n their
aime, (Oheers,)

.. FACTS AND FIGUBES ASKED FQR.

Sir Richard Webater, the stiorney-general,
charge Mr. Parnell with making grave accusa-
tions sgainst Mr. Balfour withons producing
any eviderce in support of hie allegations. He
could not adduce a single instance of unjusv
eviction, While calling the administration to
account in the future he would, at least, be
limited by eome facts.

It is an acknowledged facht tbat- most of the
intemperance of women is due to the facilitiea
they have for procuriog liquor in the groceries,
Let us protach the wives, brotlers, sisters and
daughters of this fair city by making it impos-
sible for them to procure liquor with such facili-
ty, and, therefore, 1eb uas sepsrate the grocery
fram the liguor trade. No wom.n who respeots
her womanhood will enter & pub ic saloon.

It is an acknowledged fact thit our laboring
clasg cannot reach their homea pach evening as
they quit work without meeting twenty, fifty,
oae hundred tewptations in the way, and, alas,
we know with what sad resalts, Money that
should go for rent, and food ‘and clothing, and
for the comfarts of & happy and peaceln] home,
is spent in the physical, intéllectual and moral
ruin of the drunkard, which if saloons wers
less numerous would pay the'city, and the coun-
try av large, better than any revenue they
receive from the whiskey tax: ) .

And apropos of revenue, wil not high license
have for result not only to d/minsh the number
of saloons in this city, but te¢ increase twofold
ohe revenue both for city ayd provinoce alike ?
And, what is ‘atill better, will leave & large sur-
plus with which to pay liquoor inspectors and
other officers, who will prevent adulteration of
all alecholio beverages and uphold the majsaty
of the law. ‘These reeuits have been obtained
elsewhere, I know koow no reason why they
should not be obbained in Montreal,

But we must not be unjust to those who are
engaged in the iquor traflic.1 anawer that ont of
the more than 8000 men engared in selling liquor
in Philadelphia, in 1887, not one of the 4,600
who were refused lioenses in 1883 has baun forced
to begwary or to talke up quarters in the Phila-
delphia almshonse. No, thereis wide enough
field in a city like thia to earn an honeet living
without befng forced to engage in the liquor
traffio. Thi. has been proved time snd agaiv in
all the largs cities of the United States in
which high license has heen tried. And it will
spenk badly for the industry, the snerf’y. and
buriness qualities of our citizens if it fail bers.

‘While watning patiently for cur legislators to
take action in this matter, we will atarbt out on
the second hsli of the century of our spciety
with renewed vigor and courage, etimalated to

reater zeal in the noble work. of temperance
gy the active eympathy of the numerous friends
and patrons of our ¢csuse whom we bshold as.
sembled hers bo-night, non Catholic as well as
Oatholic.

To our active work we will add prayer, that
God may hssten the day: when ot only the
Irish Catholica of Montreal, bus all she citizens
of this fair city, way see intempsrance banished
from their streets and from their homes ; and
the woes and sorrows and desolation snd vice
fo whioh their eyes have become familiar re-
placed by the innocent plensures and joys and
rich bleesings, spiritual and temwporal, which
gobriesy bestows. .

A, Martin, of
Elmwood nurseries, Shortly after 8 o’clock
the president and gueste entered and were
grasted by the melodious etrains of * St,
Patrick's Day,” played by the orchestra. The
Hon. Senator presided, and was sapported by
the Rev. J. A, McQOallen and Mr, H.J. Cloran,
preaident of St. Patrick’s society, Amongst the
invited guests preaent were —Messrs, John S,
Hall, M.P.P.,, Dr. W. H. Hiogaton, G. W.

To me has been assigned
the pleasant duty of bidding you all welcome,
and of giving you from my own personsl remin-
iscences a brief history of our mociety from ite
inception in 1840 to this mosb joyful occasion of
it golden jabilee. Of course, in the ahort space
of time aliotted to this address, I can only re-
fer to the most important events connected
with the temsperance movement amnogst the
Irish Cathalies of this city during the pasy fifvy
years. It was after vespers on Suvnday, the
23rd of February, 1840, in the old Recollet
church, that the Rev, Patrick Phelen, 8.8,
pastor of the.churel,, addressed the meribers of
the congregation in & powerful and elocquent
sermon on the evils of intemperabce, and
explained the object for which they had
been called togetber. This object wan oo form
a gagiety to combat intemparance, then,ss now,
the crying evil of the day. This sppesl was
not made in vain ; for at once a large number
of the oldest and best members of the corgrega-
tion, over three hundred, advanced to th2 alvar
railing and repeated the pledge whichwan ad-
ministered o ¥eem, after whioh théy received
thwreverend Faler ing -and had their
pawmes enrolled on the booka 6f the soviety. The
male membera then adjourned to the aacriaty,
and with the Rev, Fathar Phclan as chairman
and Mr. Thomas Hewitt as secretary of this
second meeting, adopted a couetitution and
elected officers and committees of the Irish
Roman Catholic Temperauce Association of
Montreal,—1I believe the first Casholie temper-
auce organization formed in America. We may,
therefore, justly look upon the Rev. Patrick
Phelan as the pioneer of

on thisside of the Atlantio, As Father Mathew
bad established the Qork R. C. Total Absti-
nence society (the first in Ireland)on the 10th of
April, 1888, we were, therefore, less than two
vears after him in the grand and noble work.
‘What bappy memories cluster around that dear
old Recoliet church on; Notre Dame street as 1
now picture it to my mind. How dear to the
hearts of Irish Oatholics who worshipped with-
in iz walls were the priests who,inatruoted
them on their Christisn duties, nourished and
atrengthened them with the eacraments of the
church, and attended to all their spiritual wanbe
long before St. Patrick’s was built, The
good work inaugurated on  Bunday,
February 23rd, 184). was followed up
every Sunday after Vefpers with that zeal
which was 8o ocbaracteristic of Father Phelan,
till on the the first annivereary, 1841, nearly
3,000 namnas were on the eociety’s roll of mem-
bership, 1 may add here that in Fanuary, 1841,
our French-Canadian fellow.citizens aleo organ-
ized a temperance society for themselves. Tem-
perance organization bad been established by
our Protestant friends rome years previous to
ours. Onthe 218t February, 1841, the name
was changed to the Irish Roman Catholic Tasal
Abatinence saciety, and henceforward only total
abstalners were admisted ae members, During
the previoas year a large numbar had taken the
total abstinence pledge, but no distinction had
been made between them and thouse who had
simply pledged themselves to temperance.
The society had God’s blessing wibh it, and
prospered 80 visibly that the Montreal Herald,
vercribing the procession on Sv, Patrick’s day,
1842, spoke of the 3,000 members composing it
as *‘a body of well dreesed, respectable men in
rosy health, each wearing a temperance medal
suepended from his neck by a green ribbon, and
keeping step with admirable regularity, while
20,000 of our citizens lined the strests as Inok-
ers-on.” 'The society had in the procession thay
day four beantiful bapnera emblematioc of re-
ligion and temperance, namely, the Blue
Baupner of the Orcas, with a croes emblazoned
m gold and besrrag the motto of Constan-
tine, **In.  hoe signo vincee.” This led the
procession. Second came the Green Medal
banner of rich silk beariog on it the arms of
the society and its medal. The third was
the ladies’ Orimaon banner, displayiog the tree
of temperatice bearing on its numerous branches
the rich fruits of vempsrance, namely, charity,
joy, peace, patience, stc., ste. The fourth ard
last was she Father Manthew banner. displaying
on the front a beautiful paintiog of the greaa
spostle of temperanoe, in the aov of adminietar
ing the pledze,and on the reverse sid= the harp,
round tower, wud obher nations) exmblems, Toie
banner has been the model from which all have
sings been painted.

Early in 1843 the Rev. Patrick Phelan wae
consecrated coadjusscr Bishop of Kingston, and
removed to bis diocese, after which the veners
able Father R:chards, S¢3 , was - sppointed pre-
sident ef dhe snclsty. la Sepsember, 1843, the
society assisted in & body, with banbpers and

the promotion of temperance and the
elogqueny and touching appeals he bhas

made at our monthly meetings on the
evils of intemperance and its sad effscts on the
family, the individual, and society, and his
zoalous efforts in promcting the success of the
great cause which he has 0 much at heart ; jor,
ladies and gentlemen, his hear$ is in our good
work, and with God’s blessing he will suceceed.
To increase the usefulness of the society, some
few years age n benefit branch was added, by
which the famly of & member in gocd standing
ia entitled to certain benefits ab his death. As
the Irleh Catholics of this city increased in
numbers and new parishes were formed the
good work of temperance went on and re-
ceived fresh impulse from the new and flour-
ishing societies which were organizad, In
1882 our 3ociety took an active parg in or-
ganmizing the Irish Cathelic temperance conven-
tion of Montreal, the first regular meeting of
which waa held in St. Patrick’s presbytery on
June 12th, 1884, under the presidency of our
venerable pastor, Father Dowd, with the in-
defatigable Mr. J. J, Cossigan acting as secre-
tary. The abjzct of this convenvion is the
promotion of temperance by all poesible legiti-
mate means. It acts in the mams and by the
suthority of the various societies in emorgen-
cies when prompi and upited efforts are
required to advance the cuuse of temperapce.
Hoving brought the history of the tempsrance
cause among the Irish Catholics of Montresl
down to ths fiftieth anniveraary of the found-
ation of this scciety in 1840, I shall conclude by
saying a few words on the

I csumot clwse this history of the rise and pro-
gress of semperance under Father Phelan with-
out besring tmstimony to his extraordinary zeal
and indefatigable labore, in the cause of religion
and temperante, in this city. The amount of
work he did, sreaching twice on Sundays even
when ke celebrated grand naes ; his labors in
the confession:] and in nttending sick calls, be-
sides the worz after Vespera connected with
tha temperanos society, were really pbenomenal,
He knew, and could call by name, I believe,
every member of his congregution in the old
Recollet churh, and all losked up to bim as
their *‘ SBoggath aroon,” and all, Catholic and
Proteatants, dweply and sincerely regrestad his
departurs for lis new and more extended field
of usefulnesa a: Bishop of Kingston, I may add
that nll were inpressed with the feeling that
that generatior at leagt would not see his like
again ; bub hajpily it was ordained otherwise,
for five yearz Liter God sent usin 1848 a worthy
successor in ou: now venerable and venerated
pastor, Fatber Dowd, who has 8o ably and suc-
cessfuliy guidid through difficu’t times the
Iarge congregaton of which he etill has charge,
with that prudaice and wisdom so characterizvic
of bis adminitration since he came to St.

As the train
sparted he was handed a eealed envelope which,
1t is underavood, contained orders for him to in-
terview Judge Dugas and get him to accompany
him to Hull, A nuomber of arrests are to be
made to-morrow of parsona who are known to
have parbicipated in the trouble.

ANXIRTY IN OTTAWA.

OrTAwa, February 16,—Aws the time draws
near when Miss Wright will ngain attempt to
hold services in Hull, her fricuds grow more
apxious. Next Tuesday evening she intends to
hold another service there and has written to
Premier Mercier asking for assisbance. Miss
Wright yesterday received a reply from the
Premier which acknowledged the receipt of the
letter and informed her that the Government
waa adtending to the mavter. It ia geverally
understood the Quebec Government will take
active measurea tu repreas further sraubles, and
thas the guilty parties will be punished rigor-
ously,

Rivalries of Pretenders.

DOMAIN OF SCIENCE.

Interesting Discoveries amd Experiments
in the Sciontifis World,

ELECTRICITY INSTRAD OF SAND,

A series of experiments with a new eleo-
kciosi appilsnce for increasing the traotive
power of locomotive engines has just been
succemsfally concladed by Ellas E. Ries, of
Baltimore, on the Philadslphis and Reading
Riilroad. The trials wers gnade on the
Frackvilla grade, one of the stespest on the
Reading syatem, and were pronounced emi.
nently eatisfaotory In every respect, The
apparatus consiats of a amall dyname and
engine mounted mpou the Jooomotive and far-
nlabiog an eleokrlo ourrent, whioh Is pasaed
forward to the rear diiving-wheals throngh
v0ay porticn ot the trask rails lylng between
them. The passage of the current into the
wheels and back cauvses an increased frlotion
between the wheols and the raile, whioh ia
claimed to bs far supsrior to that obtalned
by sanding the tracks, and enables the loco-
motiva to draw a much heavier train, with.
ou’ regard fo the condition of the track, than
is at present possible, The Frackville grade
averages 185 feet to the mile, and with the
dyname ranoing and a traln of forty-fize cars
attached to the locomotive, the ascent was
made In twenty-eight minates, while without
the ourrent a trip over the same ground, with
the same trale behind, required fifvy-five
minates. Tae current nsed ta what Is termed
a low-tenslon ourrent, and the Increased traa-
tion obtained Is under completo control by
the englacer.—8a/fety Valve.

NEW INVESTIGATIONS OF SLEEP,

In a paper published in a French medical
msgaz'ne, Dr. Brown Sequard ndducss some
of the reasons that have led him to thegon-
olusion that normal slesp is the effect cf an
inhibitory act, instead of dspeunding, as com-
menly asenmed, upon a vascalar contraction
taking plaos in the cerebral 1sbss, experiments
plainly ahowlog that rleep may exiat whether
thera is lltile or whether there s
much blood 1o the wveseela of the
brain, That the loes of conecloasness In slesp,
as in numerons other accidental ¢r patho-
logioal cleocumsatancer, Is the effsct of an
inhibition of the cersbral ficnlties, 13 to bo
believed, Dr, Brown-S:quard argues, becanss
of direct proofs thowing that the losa ol gon-
solonanees in the case of a punoture of the
bulb, and {n other cases alao, is, beyond all
dispate, duae to an lnhibltory act, and also be-
cause ¢f ull that ia known of the olrcum-
stances which precede or accompany sleep.
The broad statement made by the author is
that there exlst, when siesp occacs and as
long a9 1t Lists, trritatlons at a diatanoce from
the organsin which the cesantion of aotivity
takes plagce, Awong the proofs of the exist-
ence of ench Irritailons, the following are
olted : What la called the need of slesping,
whioh nonsists iz certiln sensations, and par-
ticularly a feoling of heaviness In the eye,
parsistent contraction of the pupil, sontrac-
tion of the palpeb:al orbicular muscles, con-
teaction of the lnaer and upper reotas mas-
oles, and contraction of the bilood wvemsels of
the rotians and of the cersbral lober,

The Dominion Government, sceording to the
Obtawa corre:pondent of che Afai/, hws been en-
deavoring rec:ntly to ragure pacticnl informa.-
tion on the subjach of two-rowad barlev. which
i3 now beiog discuesed by the farmsrs of Canada
It was expected that o report would bave beea
issued in time for consideration at th: meeting
of the Farmsrs’ Institu'e in Toeonve, Wedaes
day when the subj:ct received considsrasion.
The report, however, was issu-d at Ottawa on
Tuexday, and while it does not racommend a
radical change, it ahnwa by resnita of wide-
spread experimenta hera established that two-
rowed bacley can be successfully raired io Cana-
da. Theimporssuce of this manter is derived
from the facy that hitherto Qanada haz geown
almost exclusively six rowed burley for the pa:-
pose of sapplying tha ;United Svates markst,
It has been foucd thas the Amaricans are now
usiog largely their own barley and thav there is
danger of the sntire dsmand ceasing. Thin has
lad che Canadisana to lnok abroad for other mar-
kets. Tae barley we now gruw is nnfitted for
the British marlkote becausa she brewera use the
two-rowed, It iy impossible ho mix the bwo
varitien, ad in tha course of brewing the six r.w-
ed barliy germinstesn mire qnickly than the
two rowad variety. B .aidos ouia, the two-rowed
grain yielde thirteon per cend. nore extrach
than the ozhsr variety, Hence the priference
for it is weil founded.

From what has been said a3 to the sb:olute
peossity of baviog the two-rowed barley un-
mixed 1f it is to command a ready sale, good
pure sced is the firat necessity. The quantity
of purs seed now available ap the several Ex-

In this way a practical sofution of the giiliculty
of supplying Cavadian barley growers with
good eeed vt pure two-rowed bariey would be
had and from shat time ferward two-rowed
barley could be grown in larpe quantitize f.r
thy E-glish market. Whether it wight uo? be
de:irable to hasten this chaoga by the importa.
tion of a few shousand bushels of good seed fur
uple to farmers is & questicn well worthy of
coreful consideration. Tae swo-rowed would
not ba likely to eupercede the six rowed in
every Locality. A very large quanbity of barley
18 required ¢very year tor feed, and the fact
that the two rowed serts are on s avers g9 from
a week to ten days later in ripeaing tnsn the
six-rowed, might be an objection to their growth
in Rome places.

Tae importacces of this subject can only be
fairly se-n whean the mignitude of the indrests
involved ara cacaiderad. Thae toinl barler crep
of the Dominloa 18 provadly about 3 CCO 000
bushela, with an average yield of from 20:025
bashels per acre. While this is much larger
than is proluced in poms couatries, it falls be-
low the average in Great Britain. [Recent re-
turns give thw yield of barley in Enzland, Scar.
land and Whales, for the year 1889, ga 8118
bushela per acre ; in 1858 it was 33 14, rhowinyg
s falling off la:t year of 1-06 bmsheis, The re
sults of the tests given in this Balletio shows
thib there are preay ditferences in the fertility of
different varities, and 10 is well koown that
favorable coaoitions of evil are essential tos
vigorous growih. With fertile straine of vigor-
ous seed nnd tkilful snt juriicicus mansgemens
in the preparation of the soil there seema to be
no good reason why the farmera of Canada
ghould not ba able to work their crops nearly, if
nut quite, up to the Erglish atandard. Shchn
reauls is worth siriviog tor; every bachel added
to the acra would amouont to $130,600 annully
vo the prchita of the farmers, and takiog the
crap ab 30,000,000 bushels, she yield at 25 bush
els to the acre and the price 40 cents per buehel,
the incresse of one prund in weight to the
bu-hel would resulb in an annual gain of $250,-
000. With degending issues 30 greas as thiv, no
¢ ffort should bw epared 85 place within reach of
Canadian farmers the vory beed straine of weed

Here follow the signatures of the judges.
THE MODE OF FEOCEDUEE,
In the openiog of the report, vhe judges refer
to the unprecedented character of the enquiry
and asy they bad no example to follow upon the
mode of procedura, As the not empowered ail
the persons implicated to appesr by couxsel iv
was decided that the enquiry should be conduct-
ed at though the issue was adirected to detsrmins
whether the parrons charged wers guilty of the
acts alleged, Tne enquiry was,therejore, based
upon the laws of evidence and procedurs
prevailiog in ordinsry courta, The history of
the actions of the leaders of the Irish party
from 1877 is recited,and therelations are traced
that exieted bebwean the founders of the Land
league and the Fentans aad Irish Americana,
The lrnd league is describad ae i9 was originated
by Davitt aud adopted by Parnell with the
support of sthe extreme party both in Irelsnd
and Amerioa,

THE CRUEL BOYGOTT.

Referriog to boyoobting, it declares that the
‘instances addusced before the commission proved
that it constituted & most sevave, oruel system
of intimidation, ard was direated not only
againat those who ook .and whence another had
‘been evicted, bat also sgainst everyome who
directly or indirectly offered ang obsatacle to the
. aeign of the unwritten law of the League. It
was directed against thuse paying rent when
-others refused to pay, aclass whom Parnell
~designated as weak and cowardly, and against
“whom publio opinion must bs brooght to bear,
even thongh it should manifest iteelf in an un-
pleasant way. Tais boyoott combvination waa
illegal, both in its objects snd in the means
adopted to carry it out,

AN ELABOBATE TTRANNY,

It waa an elaborate, all pervading tyranny,
aiming to iojurs the landords as a olasss
and to drive them ont of the country. This
aotion of the league far exceeded the limita
of the just force of publia opinion snd created a
well grounded terror in the minds of thase
suffering under it, The commission concludea
that thia was the invention of those advising
and carryiong oat the syatem.

THE LEAGUERS CRIMINAL OONSPIRATORS.

“In our Judgment,” says the report, ‘‘the
leaders of the leagne, thus combining to carry
ont the boycolt, were wuilty of a criminal con-
Bolracy. We conmder this charge establizhed
againet Messrs. Parnell, Dillon, Biggar, Sex-
tyn, T. P. O’Connor, Matthew Harris, W.
O’'Brien, T. D. Sullivan, T. M. Healy, T. Har-
rington, E Harrington, A. O’Covnor, J. E.
Kenany, W, Redmond, J. E Redmond, Justir,
M-:Csrthy, J. O'Conunor, T. J. Condon, J.J.
O’Kelly, Comuwins, Oox, Patrick O'Shea, J. D.
Shenan, J. Laty, E Lamay, J. Barry, O. K.

‘! PHYSICAL FORCE » LITERATURE:

Under the charge c¢f disseminaticg pews-
papsra tanding to iooive ta crima. the report
lays streas upon the facy that WNr. Parnell did
noi produce the report of any epeech whersin
he denonnced the nse of dynamaite, thcugh be
called avtentiou to a apeach i the House of
Commons in which he declared that Fori's aim
and vbjucts and programme were not his ; also
that no denunciation by Mr. Parnsll of the
action of the phyaical force party in Iraland or
America hsa been given in evidence. Mr, Par-
nell admitted that he was unatle to say that ha
had by spesch or action fouand any faunlt with
the F+pian organizations, The ajatietics of crime
for 1887, 1881 and 1882 strongly corroborated
the sbatement that oavrages followed bhe estab-
lishment of the Land league.

ORIMES INCBEASED UKDRR THE LEAGUE.

Agrarisn grime raged in Ireland when this
agitation was ab it height. An instance ix
cited from Kerry, whers the lsague was orga-
nized 1m Ocsober, 1880, Orimes immedistely
increased from 13 cases 1879 to 298 in 1580, The
concident deorease of orime with tbe inamotivity
of the league was equaily conspicuous, When
the league was suppressed in 1881, crime drep-
ped from 4,439 cases in 1381 to 860 cases in 1883.
1t was ocontended before the the commission
that the oanszes of crime were not due to the
league, but to the chronic state of Treland under
the diatrans aggravated by eviction. There is no
doubt the evictions contributed to orime, bub
the compsrative atatistics showed that the
dominant canee was the league agitation.

AN INTEREBTING COMPARISON,

The firat yoar in which the stabistics of evie-
tion and orime respectively wers compiled was
1849, and a eomparieon showed that during she
dire distress of the yeara from 1849 to 1853 in-
clusive, when 58,423 families were evicted, the
total agrarian orime was 4,246, whereas, for the
four years from 15879 to 1882, with 11,964 families
evigted, the total rscord of crimes was 11,323,
The fact was that with 3,415 familtes avigted in
1881, crimes reached a total of 4,429 greater
than during all the four yeara from 1849 to 1853,
when 58,423 were evicted,

NOT CAUSED BY SEORRT BOOIETIES,

As i> the suggestion that crime waa caused
by mecret societies actiog in antagcnism to the
league, Mr. Parnell stated in the House of
Commons in January, 1881, that seoret sociaties
hnd censed to exist. In our judgment Mr.
Parnell sprke accurately when he made that
abatement. Mathew Harris also etated in his
evidence that there were mo secrat sgcieties
when the Feninne then existed. We find no
trace in the evidenos f any of the leaders of
the Jeaeue showing that crime was bhe aot of
any euch societiea. It appeara to us thab the
suggestion that the rejection of the Compensa-
tion for Disturbanos bill in August, 1880, was
the origin of au increase of crime. We are of
opinion that it was not the effective cause of
tbab increase, but that the increase arvse from
the agitation of which .the rejection of the bill
was made the ocoagion,

DUE MAINLY 70 THE LAND LEAGUE,

““It has been furtber suggested thab the de-
creasa of crime after Jaly, 1882, was dug to the
conciliatory effect of the Arrears of Rent aob.
‘We must anawer that this sch, which has besn
described by Mr. Russell as the ficat great char-
ter for Irish tenants, had no such effegt, The
-aotion of the leaders of the Lsnd league did
undo_ubbedly oontribute 60 produos an increase
-of crime from 1879 o 1882. The question is nod
whetber other causes can be suggested, the fact
being that an incresse during those years,
:hough not fxiol%aivtgy %o be aacribed to agita-

iop, was maicly due to the action of the
:and its founders and leaders.” Teaguo

INOBRASED IRSTEAD OF RLPREBSED ORIME,

Referring to the allegation of the defence of
¥he respondents that the leaders of the laague
endeavored o repress crime,/the report quotes
My, Davitt's memorandum of Dasgember, 1880,
to the officers of the league condeming outrages,
but points out that other e influences
counteragted the effect of this memorandum.
““'In the judgment of the conrt the denunciations
of crime 'quoted for the defenoce were of little

to its brancher throughont the county,
THE BENTIMENT AGAINST THE LAW,

“ The sentiment in Ireland against aiding the
polics in the discovery of crimirals was not
confined the ignorsnt, but was
shared by thcse from whose education juster
views should prevail. Thue Mr. Davlth ap-
proved of the act of the Widow Walsh in ex-
borting her sons, in prizon convicted of marder,
rather to die, though innooens. than to disclose
the name of the tiue criminal. Mr. Davitt
said this woman waa entitled to honor, and a
subscription waaraised in her favor. The ex-
preesion of such sentimente creabted a false
standard of honor and impeded the datection of
crime. Proof has beep given thab the leagne
systematically and indiscriminately defrayed
the expense of the defenoe of persons charged
with agrarian crime.

" ile aupplying meana for the defence of
prisonera is in the abstract justifiuble, we en-
tertain no doubd that a koowledge that such
sgsietance will in all cases be sfforded must have
the effect to encourage persons so dispoeed to
commit outrsges. The same obaservation
applies $0 the snpport of their families,

THE LEAGUR EXPENDITURES.

In the ahsenos of the lsague accounts the
report dealares : *‘It is impassible to arrive at
fizure with any certainty. Mr. Egan’s letter to
Mer. Parneil in 1882 conteined some items of ex-

penditare. The details were never given. The
audit held by Dillon and Matthew Harcia
added noshing to the knowledge of how money
wag expended. Mr., Parnell admitted that there
had never been any audit of the Land league
expenditure. Numerous beoks and and doca-
ments which, if produoed, might have thrown
light npon the league's proceedings, were not
preduced. The court waa unable to obtaiu these
dscuments, No valid excnse was ever given
for not producing them. Geperally we have
not received from Mr, Parnel]l and the officers
of the Liand league the assiatance we were en-

accounta.”
THE LEAGUE IN AMERCIA.

The report sracea the course of the league’s
movements in American and its conmnection
with the Clan-ua-Gael. Touching ths contra:
dictory evidencs of Ls Caron and Mr, Parnsl!
over the interview in the corridor of the Honse
of Commons in 1881, *' the balance of praba-
bilities wss in  favor of the accuracy of 2Le
Caron. It was Lighly probable that Mr. Par-
nell wonld eay to anyone whom he regarded as
a member of the phyacial force party 10 Ameri-
ca that an understandiog ought to be brought
aborit between that party and Mr. Parnall
and his supporbers in the league, It was also
probable that Mr., Parnell wonld mention
Devoy a8 the person best able to arrenge such
an undarstanding, for Devoy had been among
the principsl agents through whom the support
of the section of Feniana had been obtained.
The purpose of such an alliance way ba ques-
ticned ; but the deire of Mr, Parnell and
Davitt the parties of physical foros and of open
polltical movement should act in bharmony has
been proved by Devoy's letter, corroborated by
La Caron. It was clear that Le Oaron wrote to
him to come to Europa to see Parnell snd
Egan. Mr. Parnell denies that he ever wold
Le Caron that he had long ceased to believs
in anything but the force of arms tc redesm
Ireland. He based bis denial npon the fach bhabd
he never thonght so, Itis not impossible that,
conversing with a supposed revolutionish, Par-
nall expressed himaelf 20 as to leave the im.
pression that he agreed with those who favored
revolution,”
THE CHICAGO COONVENTION.

Touching the tenth convention of the Olon-
na-Gael, st which Saullivan presided, the pro-
ceedings proved that the dynamite policy had
been detinitely adopted by the Chicago Cou-
vention of 1881. at which T. P. 0’CUonnor was a
delegate from Parnell. The Washington con-
vention in 1862, the Astor house meeting and
the Philanelphia convention in 1883 are succes-
eively quoted as proving the identity and sym-
pathy of the sentiments of the Irish leaguera
with the American physical forcs party.
“*Thomas Q’Conror’s epeech at the Chicago
convention showed that the dangercus rgsults
of the league were known to him, seeing that
he admitted that shooting the land grabhera
wa3 among the incideuts of civil war. The
Olan-na-Gael circular of October, 1882, clearly
pointed to the use of dynamite. It contained
the passnge :—‘There are those of us who carry
their lives in their hands whose labora if at any
moment discoverad would lead to their de-
truoction,

DIRECTED BY THE CLAN-NA-GAEL,

“It was this Clan-na.Gael, whose leaders
oloarly associated with the Irish Jeaders which
finally obtained, in April, 1888, control of the
oantire movement in Amerion, henceforward re-
taioing it. The mases of evidence proved that
the Irish league in America has been singe
directed by the Clan-na Gael anc has been ag-
tively engaged in promoting dhe Gee of dyna-
mite for the destruction of life and property in
Eogland. It is further proved that while the
Clan-na-Gael controlled the league in America,
these organizations concurrently collected sums
amounting o over $300,000 for » fund. Iy has
not, however, been proved that Mr. Parnsil
knew the position of the Olan-na Gael, the ciz-
culars of that body, besides the evidence of
LeOa:on. showing thab its operations were kepb
wecret,

THE LONDON PRESS ON THE REPORT,

LoxpoN, February 14.—The Morning Posf,
commenting upon the Parnell commission,
aayH s —

e sincerely congratulate Mr, Parnell, who
has unmistakably, 8o tar as hia personal charac-
ter is concerned, been the victim of groas injas-
tice, and whdee separation from these odious
imputations will do much to neuntraliza the
abock givem to public confidence. But apart
from the charges againet the leaders there still
remaine -a residuum of charges ton serious to
leave any dispassionate mind onaffected. I
romains for the . British electorate to estimate
alike the acquittal of Parnell and the condem-
nation of Davitt, though tha honor is dus to
Davitt that he was the chief denunciator of
crimes and outragea. '

The Necws says :—

The repors amounts to a practioal acquitbal,
The commissionern have vindicated at once the
charaster of the Irish leadera aund the integrity
of the Euglish bench. Thus raiced, the basis
of ' Parnellism and Crime,” with the hideous
superatrocture raised upon i¢, disappears from
view, Nobody will thiok the worse of Davity,
Dillon or O'Brien for having taken parb in it.
