The subject of Ireland's commercial ‘regeneration
doas not cease to occupy both the philan:hropic and
practical mind and we all look forward with no
small amount of hope to a ticme when the many thou-
sands of acres of uncaltivated eoil will be made to
yield wealth in ptoportion to the great natucal =d-
vantages they possess.

Laxpsp Proper?Y IN IaELaND.—He who desires
80 to understand the condition of Ireiand, wmust rea-
lize.to himself the fall import of the historical fact
that all.the rights of landed property reat on the con-
fiscations not, be-it remembered, upon coofizcations
of remote antiguity, like those which followed the
Normans into England ~bat upon confiscations fol-
lowing a conquest which hes beer never wiolly
fought out—a strife which is s%ill continued in many
a varying form. Of the ancient Irish families that
existed before the landing of Stropgbow, but two or
three retain theic estates, Bat even of the Aaglo
Norman knights who landed with Stronghow, the
representatives who atill hold their properties are
very few. Almose the entire property of the island
is derived either from the gettloment of Ulster by
Jumes the First, or Cromwellian settlement of the
regt of the country. The latter i ths title of by far
the greater portion, Probebly no man at the Irigh
bar bas ever seen a devolution of title that did oot
commence with s patent granting and forfeited es-
tate. Lord Clare estimated in the Irish House of
Lords, that in the coarse of the sevenieenth century
the whole soil of Ireland had been cocfiscated asl
least once, considerahle of iy three times ~(Butt on
Land Tenure.)

Frax GROWING AND SPININNG LAROR FOR THE PEO-
PLE.—It wa3 21 unwize course {or ths farmers of this
and other counties in Leinster to give up, macy
years ego, the culiivation of flax. It wsa3, we may
say, an imitation of the act which deprived of lite
the bird that layed the golden eggs* I[:cutceff a
source of certain profit, and extinguished a brazch of
agriculture whick gave a great dest of labour to the
working classes, But the inccease of coiton spin-
eing in Ecpgland alarmed the licen mapufacturers in
Ireland, end most of them gave up the business, and
conssquently the price of flax was reduced, and its
cultivation abandooed.

Ulster, mole resolute, persevered in growicg flax,
and in the worst of times, determided 1o :ustain the
linen manufacture. The resuit kas besn thas the
trade increased, that the towns flourisued, snd the
people can now show more prosparity than i3 1o he
geen in many parts of Iretand, No doubt Ulster pos-
gessed advantages which wers not to be met in any
of the other provinces. She had the castom
of tenant right, resident landlords who eympathised
with the population, and & liberal bsnking sy3tem,
which gave aid to every every enterprising merchant
and manunfacturer.—~Dundalk Democrut.

Rerort o¥ TEE Fuax Cror.—Mr. Dongelly Baz
isaued his annusl report on the flax crop, and the
valuabie statistics which he fornishes enables ua to
ascertsin the extent to which this important crop
bas been Bown in the different proviaces and coua-
ties of Ireland. It is gratifying to find that there ia
on the whols an increase of 11,986 acres over laat
yeas, Infact the quantity of flax sown this year is
greater than there has been sown in aazy year since
1851, with the exception of 1864, when the area
uunder the crop resched the unusual extent of 301 -
693 acres. The increase in thia yesr's crop is wholly
confired to Ulster, Lsinster skows a shight improve.
-ment ; but Muaster and Conpaught have fallea con-
giderably short of 13t year's returns. This ig chiefly
attributable to the difficulty which the people iu
thege districts experisnce in finding & market for the
flax. They are also more or less in the position of
experimentalista with the crop, and they are as yet
unable to grow or prepare an article that will bring
the high prices obtained in the Northern markets. A
little perseverance and industry will, bowever,
enable them to overcome these obstacles

The potato blight bas appeared in the neighbor-
hood of Enniskillen ; bat, as yet, has done little harm
beyoud a softening of the tubers which deteriorates
their nutritive quality.

It i3 stated that a beet orop in Iteland would yield
on the average nearly half as much more per aore
than in France, the goil and climate being more
favorablo for the growth of beet, while improvemen:s
in agriculture, united to British capital, would in-
crease the production still more.

A good many years ago, Ms. C. Hemans, son
to the gifted poetess, made abjuration of Protest-
antism, and was received into the Catholie
Church on making profession of the Catholic
Faith. He has lately, <o we learn from the Pro-
testant press, renounced the latzer, and returned
to Protestantism, coppecting himself with the
Aunglican sect ; and for this change he gives his
reasons, in & letter publsbed io the London
Guardian, and thence traosferred to their own
columns by many of our Protestant contempora-
ries. These reasons our Catholic readers will
of course be aoxious to see, and we give them

This, we say, seems to us a
happy tostance of the mon sozuitur 5 for 1t by
no means follows that because a genllernan ceases
to be a Cathelie, and thereby tecoimes a Protest
nnt,ithat be becomes a Protestant of the Anglican
pattern mn particular.

ingenious eradition, nor argumentation or sophistzy,
can cither explain away or harmonize. Without en-
toring inio comtroversy, for which I have neither
tuste nor vocarion, I may indicate two points espe-
cially which I balieve to be condemned, io their Ro-
man Catbolic accepsance, by the testimony of those
ancient monuments—the idea of an absolate eartbly
headship to which ali rights snd prerogative, con-
verge in the successor of St. Peter; and the worship,
noder whatever modificatior, of creatures, implying,
of course, that 8o prominent in the Roman systém, of
which the Blessed Virgin is the objeci—totally wunt

ing the support, and repugnant to the sense, of the
evidences deducible from the range of catacomb art
and epigraphy.

] must ewn that other considerations, for in-
stance, in regard to the Papacy as an institotion of
government, spiritual and temporal, and the princi-
ples lately avowed by it, in & manner so cmphatic,
have had their weight with them in leading to a de-
cision so important ; bat it is above all, that body of
monumental proofs so strikingly illustrative of the
past, aud which Rome herself is 80 wisely careful to
preserve, and studious to jnvesigate, tkat hasz go in-
fluenced me as to cause my sbandonment of a reli-
gious profession in which ! no longer tound peace of
mind or intellectaal satisfaction, Not toe leszdo I
atill appreciate aod value much that i3 beautiful,
holy, and ugeful in the system, I have thus declared
myseif against, and [ muat contizne to believe that
Rome Lias a great task assigoed to her for the fartier
ance of Christian civilization. Much, however, that
preseats itself Lo the atteation, in the comrse of a
long residence at that centre, leads—~—at lenst tas led
me—:0 the painfu! conviction that it is ratker the
zesl for the interesis of s potent system thaa a pure
uncompromisiag love of truth, by which her ecele-
siastical policy 18 animated, though sssuredly mauy
pure and truth loving minds are perbnp3, eves will
be, found amorg her adoerents.

The logic of the above is as that of the Dublio
thief who objected to the verdict given against
inm on the strepgth of two witnesses, who swore
t0 baviog seen luma steal the arficie with whese
theft be was taxed ; ihe prisoner objected on the
groucds ihat he could bring a dozen 'witnesses
who would swear that they bad not seea bim
steal the article in queston. So with Mr.
Hemans’s objections to the evidence of the cata-
combs, All that he can says is, that hie bas po!
found therein that historical evidence of the
Supremacy of the Roman Pontiff, and of the an-
tiquty of the culius with which the Catlbolic
Church to-day bonors her who played so import-
ant a part i the Iocacnation of the Second Der-
son of the Frinity and therefore in the Redemp-
tion ol the human race, as did the Blessed Virgin
Mother of God——whick others, equally compe-
tent, and equally clear-sighted with bunself, base
not failed to discover, We willeay more. The
reasons assigned by Mr. Hemans for his rejection
of the Catholic Church, and his putting on of
Protestantism, are nat only illogical but false,
though no doubt unconsciously false, By his
own showing Mr. Hemans never was in principle,
or formally, a Catholic at 2ll, even when he ad-
mitted and believed matenally all Catholic doc~
rine ; since hie always acted upon the principle
that the truth of the claims of the Chureh must
be judged from the truth of her doctrines;
whereas one who is really or formally a Catholic
must assert the direct contradictory of this: to
wit—that the truth of any particular doctrine must
be judged of from the Church propounding. ls
a word ; the formal difference betwixt a Catbolie
and a Protestant belonging to any particulas
denomination 1s tms:—That the former deter-
mines or concludes to luis religion and his doc-
trine by, or from the Church ; that the other de-
termines or coscludes to his Church from its
doctrines. The one argues: Tmis must be true,
because the Church so teaches ; the Protestant
—and to this category Mr. Hemans belongs, and
must always have belonged—argues- o this wise :
Tns body is not the true Church, because the
doctrine she teaches 1s talse. The moment that
a man, consciously or uncoasciously, adopts this
latrer mode of argument, he baplicitly denies the
wfallibility of the Church as the sole divinely ap-
pointed teacher of all trurh, 2nd becomss to all

intents and purposes a Protestant.

And this leads us to the coasideration of ao
ercor, Yery common even amoogst the more edu-
cated and more 1atelligest class of Protestants,
as to the precess of cooversion. They seem to
think that that process, intellectually considered,
consists 19 a conviction on the part of the con
ve.t, or pervert to Romamsm, of the truth of
the several doctrines which the Roman Catholic
Churcb teaches; that he, for instance, first con-
viaces himself of the troth of the doctrine of the
Trinity, say, or of the Real Presence, of the ex-
istence of a Purgatory,of the high offize and
privileges of Our Blessed Lady, and all other so-
called Romuh doctrines; and that he, having
first learned to belheve 1ihe truth of these doc-
trines, becomes subsequently, and consequently, a
Catholic or Romagist.

Now this hypothetical or imaginary precess is
not oaly incorrect, but is the direct contradictory
of that which actually takes place, and must take
place, in every case of real conversion from Pro-
testantism to Catholicity.

From these two propositions — the truth of
which can be tested by natural reason, since tRey
lie in the patural or historical order——the con.
vert concludes to the truth of all those superna-
tural propositions or dogmas which the Roman
Catholic Church propounds ; but as to the truth of
whick, as lying 1 the supernatural order, patural
reason 1s as impotent to form a judgment, as is a
blind cian to judge of color, or one deaf to judge
of sounds.

Qur readers will pow understand in what
sense we mean to assert the fasity of the reasons
by Mr. Hemaos assigned for bis repunciation of
Catholicity, or relapse into Protestantism, Just
as he who takes the Bible mnto his hands with the
1ntest of thereby testiog the truth of the doe-
trines of the Catnolic Chureb, is formally, though

against her infallibility, that is to say 2gainst her
sole grounds for challengig acquiescence in her
teachings—as-it would be to assert her fallibihity
inesse. He who in either macoer asserts the
fallibility of the Church, i.e. destes ber infalli-
bility, is te all ntents azd purposes’a thorcugh
Protestant.

MiomaEL's CaTERDRAL, ToRONTO.~~At I85t, the
great cross bas been safely lodged on the wop of the
spire of St. Micheel’s Cathedral, The work wss
campleted about 11 o'clock yesterday—~the day which,
1n the Qatholic church, ia known ag the * Festival of
the Ezaltation of the Houly Orose.’ The covering
which was put on to protect the croas from injury in
the hoigting has noyet been stripped from it; eo that
it dces pot appear to advantage yet. The croez is
15 feet high—cross-besm 7 feet. It iz of msasive
oak, covered with capper and mlded, and woighs
about },500 lbs. The top of itl3 276 feet from the
grourd The ceremony of unveiling the cross will
take place after the celebration of & pontifical high
mass in the Oathedral to-morrow forsnoon.
