To the dining-room, back to 
the sink, over to the refrigerator, across to the stove, down into the base­
ment, and up again we go, getting a dinner or doing up the afternoon work.

“Our comparison of the arrangement of the various kitchens under 
discussion showed that many waste steps could be eliminated and ideas of 
ideal kitchens were drawn up.

"We Just pretended we were multi-millionaires, and still domestic, and 
unchecked our fancy, let go our imagination and built kitchens in the air 
for an hour.

"One of our members declared no kitchen perfect without a rocking 
chair and a sweet singing canary. Another’s ideal kitchen was finished in 
weathered oak with plumbing, door hinges and knobs of nickel to give a 
bright contrast. We all agreed that small kitchens were easiest to work 
in, and finally decided that when our ship comes in. we will have a kitchen 
floor of concrete, so that it can be flushed and the water ryn down a drain 
in the centre. This shall be covered with cork mats. Our walls will be of 
figured blue and white tiles, washable, you see. The refrigerator we will 
put on the back porch, but have a slide opening into the kitchen. One pro­
gressive member installed an elevator to connect with the laundry in the 
basement and the servant's room on the second floor. Besides.a six-hole 
gas range, elèctrical cooker and flreless box, we built a huge fireplace at 
one end of the room for turkey roasting and baking beans and all those 
good old things that do not taste the same from gas cookery.

“Our castle-building afternoon showed, as all agreed that the refrig­
erator should be at the left of the kitchen cabinet, the sink, then the stove, 
and then a kitchen work table at its right. In this way, we found much 
zig-zagging back and forth can be prevented.

Be this as it may, the head is the dome of thought 
and, as the poet spake, “the palace of the soul,” DB- L- K- hirsbu 
and whether this cock-loft is full of 
fodder or empty, it is an absolute 
necessity as far as health, wealth 
and happiness are concerned. No 
head that intrudes Itself upon you, 
even though it be on your own neck, 
overflowing with wisdom or only full 
of homely experience, is a pleasant 
companion.

To have a "katzeûjammer,” a

Of Sir Wilfrid Laurier as a public 
speaker It may be said without flat­
tery that he seldom touches any sub­
ject which he does not adorn. A 
close student of British, French, Am­
erican and Canadian history, he deals 
with the great world movements of the 
past with a philosophic Insight which 
his fondness for the striking and 
picturesque by no means obscures. 
His address to the university stu­
dents on Tuesday night was thought­
ful and earnest, presenting as a gregt 
pageant the history of the past and 
glimpsing, tho not so clearly, the situ­
ation of the world today.

Aristocracy, by which we mean the 
rule of the few, has by no means de­
parted. The rule of barons and 
bishops, of soldiers and landowners 
has given place to the supremacy of 
certain men who permit the people to 
own land and elect officials, but re­
tain in their own hands a power more 
supreme, as it is more dangerous 
than the power once lodged In an 
aristocracy of birth or achievement.

We have no hereditary legislators 
or vast landed estates in Canada, but 
we have a plutocracy which exercises 
a power nearly as despotic as the 
power which has been exercised by.

No matter what form of government 
may be devised, certain men will 
always endeavor to exploit the masses 
of the people for their personal 
aggrandizement and, to this end 
bring under their control the press, 
the public men and the institutions 
of the country.

We have long since learned that 
liberty In the broadest and best sense 
ot: the word may be practically un­
known in a country with, free institu­
tions, and that the most zealous pro­
moters of democratic 
popular progress have been 
among those who were by birth 
aristocrats. *

SPostmaster-General Samuel Pleas­
ed With Results in Three 

Years.
LONDON. Dec. 17.—(C. A, P.H 

Speaking at a British Empire League 
meeting today Postmaster-General 
Samuel said that long consultations 
on the subject of uniform naturalisa- , 
tlon for all British subjects had pro­
ceeded between the home and domin­
ion governments, and a bill embodying 
the principles arrived at would came 
before parliament at Its next session.

Mr. Samuel went on to refer to a 
reduction in the cable rates Which had 
■resulted within the short period of 
three years in almost doubling matter 
carried ' by the Pacific Cable Board, 
This meant, above all things, an in­
crease In the dissemination of news 
which must be of permanent value to 
the whole empire. He had been able, 
with the colonial secretary’s cordial 
co-operation, to reduce the cable ratpg 
to the West Indies. The rate from the 
West Indies to the mother country 
would be two shillings and sixpence, 
while from the West Indies to Canada 
the rate would be one shilling and six­
pence. .

J. C. Dlxdn supported Mr. McEwing. 

He did not like the actions of some of 
the Inspectors, who refuse to have an 
unqualified teacher In one school, but 
will allow one ln a school perhaps only 
five miles away.

T. Hyatt, Westlake, stated 
that the successful rural school 
teacher did not require two 
or three languages, but that 
it was absolutely necessary that he 
should be thoroly qualified to handle 
and understand children, so that they 
may be taught to become good citi­
zens.

Further details of the bill to amend 
the liquor license law Indicate that the 
government will go to greater lengths 
than at first stated. The proposals in­
clude:

The bare shall not open until 7.30 
in the morning; shall remain closed on 
Dominion and Labor Days, and there 
shall be no delivery of liquor after 
closing hours, that is, stores after 11 
p.m- ween days and 7 o’clok Satur­
days, will be prohibited from deliver­
ing orders even if they were placed 
before closing hours.

Another clause provides that liquors 
shall not be sold c.o.d. This will, to 
some extent, eliminate telephone 
tiers.

PARIS. Dec. 17.—(Can. Press)—The 
configuration of the coast of the Island 
of Ambriro, in the New Hebrides group, 
was changed on the Dip Point, or west­
ern side, by the voldanlc upheavals on 
Dee. C, according to cablegrams re­
ceived by the French colonial office 
from the Governor of New Caledonia.

Previous reports are confirmed rela­
tive to the formation of new craters in 
the island, which is volcanic hi origin. 
Vast streams of lava overwhelmed the 
Presbyterian Hospital, which is con­
trolled by the Presbyterian churches 
of Canada and Australasia, while 
French and English business houses 
and native cocoa plantations were de­
stroyed.

A heavy rain of cinders and scoria 
fell continuously for five days.

Taken to Missions.
The fleeing natives were transported 

on the steamer France to mission sta­
tions on the Island of Malekula, 6BO of 
them being sheltered at the French 
Catholic Mission at Port Sandwich, and 
2.">0 at the Presbyterian Mission at 
Gunga. The government authorities of 
the Island of Malekula are supplying 
food and clothing.

Colonel Cariou and two other French­
men organized the work of rescue and 
transportation of the natives.

Jacques Louis Mtramende, French 
colonial administrator and resident 
commissioner, and M. King, British 
resident commissioner of the New 
Hebrides went to the scene on board the 
French cruiser KersalnL

Little is known as to the Interior of 
Ambrlm. The New Hebrides have been 
controlled since 1906 by a Joint com­
mission of British and French officials 
under the supervision of the resident 
commissioners of both nations.

She remembered 
seeing a wooden box in Perugia’s 
room, but declared that she never saw 
or heard of the “Mona Lisa."

LIMIT LocalNew York Physician Held in 
Heavy Bail—Son of For­
mer Canadian Statesman.

ROME. Dec. 17.—(Can. Press.)—The 
death of Cardinal Rampolla, former 
papal secretary of state, was not made 
known to Pope Plus X. until this 
morning. Cardinal Del Val and Jdons. 
Giovanni Bressan, the Pope’s private 
secretary, went to see his holiness at 
an early hour, Intending to break the 
sad news as gently as possible. How­
ever. when the Pope heard the name 
of Cardinal Rampolla coupled with the 
Word “Indisposition" he grew pale and 
begged them to tell him the truth 
without hesitation, as anxiety and un­
certainty affected him more than 
anything else. The two prelates then 
told him that Cardinal Rampolla was 
dead.

The Pope was ' overwhelmed with 
grief and when he had somewhat re­
covered his composure said:

“Cardinal Rampolla was one of the 
greatest men in the church: He had 
become even greater since he retired 
from state affairs.”

The Pope ordered that the greatest 
honors should be paid to the deceased 
cardinal, on whom he bestowed the 
highest tributes.

Huge Mass of Revolver Cartridges

NEW YORK, Dec. 17—(Can. Press.)— 
Ten thousand pounds or revolver cart­
ridge*, hidden under an anchor chain of 
the steamer Allemande, were seized by 
customs Inspectors here this afternoon. 
The Allemania reached New York Mon­
day from Haytien and Colombian ports 
and the ammunition was found then, but 
not until the vessel was placed in dry- 
dock could the ten-ton chain be remov­
ed.

The inspectons believe that the 
cartridges were taken on here, intended 
for use in Hayti, but that the persons 
who surreptitiously placed them on the 
ship were unable to get at them when 
Hayti wae reached.
