CA1NADIAN COMMERCE.

Under the title of " Canadian Trotec
tion Vindicated," Mr. D. McCulloch has
contributed an article ta the Iondon
For'tnightly Revkw which bas attracted
same attention, and bas been highly coin-
mended by several of our coitemporaries.
The professed object of the article is ta
enlighten English readers on the subject
of the commercial policy of Canada, and
to convince them that the existing de-
pression has bee mainly caused by the
change in the trade of Canada vith the
United States. It bas bee often alleged
'that figiues can be manipulated ta prove
anything, and %'e must confess that Mr.
McCulilch lias adopted a mode of
stating his case, that is by no means cal-
cnlaied to convey a correct idea o? the
course of aur trade to persons wholly un-

ecuaiited with flacts We fid a state-
ment of the Canadian exporta and iiports
during six consecutiveyears classed under
ile'respective heads of exports to Great
Biitain and ta the United States, and lin-

ports fror Greit Britain and the United
aes. Ili. there eis an assertion' that
c4 fprei i e i andort pd o

fel from $217,304,516 in 1873 to $170,-
523,244 in 1878, but there is not the
sligitest reference ta detail, and vithout
a careful examination of the causes of the
falling off' it is impossible to arrive at
anything like a correct conclusion.

In comiienting on Lhe figures wvhich lie
has laid before his readers, Mr. McCul-
loch informs us that e the depression i
"Canada followed the inroad of the Am-
" erican manufactures, workmen were
udismissed, production was curtailed and
"stagnation of trade ensued." Non', we
should have been glad if Mri. McCulloch
bad explained how a mere tansference
of the trade in certain articles from Eng-
land ta the United States, which is the
point vhich lie aims at establishing, could
cause depression in Canada, or lead ta the
dismissal of Canadian operatives or the
curtailment of Canaclian production. The
allegation is that the United States lias
been able ta supply Canada with certain
classes of goods formerly imported frot
the United Kingdon- on more advantage-
ous terms, indeed Mr. McCulloci is a be-
liever in the "sacrifice market l theory.
He affirms that" lthe manufactu'ers of the
" United States struggled ta keep up
" paying prices in their ow'n market, and
"made onliy such sacrifices there as wvere
' absolutely fOrced on them," and adds
tliat " all that n'as sold in Canada, eitier
"at lie actual cost of production or ëven
"at a small loss, was an assistance from.
Swithoute towards keeping îtheir factories
" open and their macliery at wîork, and

vas a positive gain so long as they could
make a small profit on tLieir hane sales
wnhich were the bulk of their business.

" For several yea's past the Anericans
"bave bad two price lists, one for Canada
"and another for the United States."

IL is far from our present intention ta
discuss the "sacrifice market' theory in
whici,judging fron the foregoing extracts,
Mr. McCulloch is ain innplicit believer. It
is based on the assuniption that the An-
erican manufacturers have entered into a
combination ta sell their manufactures
in Canada at less Ithai first cost, so as ta
avoid the natural result of over product-
iveness in thii' oivn market. On the
assumption, vhich n'e are willing for the
sake of argument ta admit, that this state-'
ment is corect, w'e should be glad ta
leari wat bearing it lias n4the figures
prduced by Mr. McCulloci. 'The de-
pression is, lie alleges, owing ta the inter-
ference of the Americans with Canadian
manufacturers, and he aims at proving.
tiat there bas been not an increase of im-
poi'ts, but avery serious curtaiminent

Let tis take the article of ! ottonsI in
ich Qn d comipetes both lith Eng-

land and the United States. The aggre-
gate imports of cottons in 1873 var $10,-
076,214 and in 1878 $7,104,517. Why, we
would ask, slould this falliig offil inm-
ports cause depression in. Canada? Of
course, ane cause of the decrease is the
reduction iii the value of goods, but the
main point is that Mr. McCulloch's
figures, intsLead of supporting his.case,
may fairly be adduced ta destroy it. IL is
our' present intention ta subject Mr. Mc-
culloch's figures La an exainiîation that
will, unless n'e are greatly imistaken, prove
that tley utterly fail ta establish his point,
which 'is thtat Lte depression in Canada
bas been caused by the inroad of Amer-
ican manufactures. We shall in tie first
place call attention ta the export trade,
and w'e shall accept the years selected by
Mr. McCulloch as a fair illustration of the
course of trade. The aggregate exports
in 1873 were $S9,789,922, and in 1878
$79,323,667.

IL is desirable foi' our preseit purpose
La instittute a comparison betw'een the
goods exported which were the produce
of Canada, and which are so distin.
guished in the trade returns. This would
give $73,245,606 in 1873, and $65,740,-
134 in 187S, or a falliig off of $7,-
485,472. In 1873, the exports to the
United States in round figures were $33,-
500,000, to Great Britain $3 ,500,000, and
ta otier counîtries $8,000,000, while in
1878 the exportsto the United States
were $22,000,000, ta Great Britain $36,-
000,000, and ta other countries $8,000,000.
We shall proceed ta enter more into
detail. In 1873, the exports ta the United
States of " products of the foreet" w'ere
$2,49,472, and in 1878 $4,481,053. Pro-
ducts of the inite in 1873 were $5,139,897,
and in 1878 $2,472,979. .Animals and
thieir produce in 1873, $6,540,437,i in 1878,
$4,483,106. Agrieultural products w'ere
much about the sane. The returns shov
that the exports ta Great Britain of " pro-
ducts of the for'est l' were much the sane
in .1878 as in 1873; but, as prices were
lower, the quantities must have been
mucît greater. There nas an increase in
" animals and their produce Il ta Great
Britain of abou t $2,000,000, ald of agricul-
tural products of about $2,500,000. These
are the three important branihes a our
exports.

The failing off in the exports o produce
of the forest betveen 1873 and 1878 was
$9,000,000, or about $1.,500,000 more thian
the aggregate falling off. Thore was alia
a falling off in products of the mine, of
about $3,500,000. There vas an increase
in the produce of tLie flsheri'es of about
$2,000,000; in agricultural products of
$O 000,000 a inanufactures of S I 000Q00,
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IL is tolerably wnell Inown that tlie
immense falling off in the exports of
lumnber ta the United States has been
ene of the principal causes of the severe,
depression which bas prevailed during the
last fiew years, and the figures that we
hiave quoted show how serioué that falling
off lias been. With reference ta the pro-
ducts of the mine we may notice tiat
thera was little difference in tlie export of
gold. Silver fell frem $1,379,000 to $103,-
681. Earth ails fell fiam $l,819,183 ta
$14,454. There was a slight increase in
coal, but the other products are unim-
partant.

WVe shall proceed ta glance at the in-
port trade of 1873 and 17S,, but w'e own
at once that it is mare dificult ta arrive
at satisfactory results, oving partly ta
the different mode of classification and ta
the changes in duties. One thing, how-
ever, is clear, that nothing can be more
misleading ta Englislh readers thai to
cite, as Mr. MeCullocl has done, the
aggregate imports fron Great Britain and
the United States in 1873 and 1878, with-
out giving consideration ta details. It
appears frons the ret-urns quoted, that
the imports frosi tis United States in
1878 do net materially differ in anouit
froni. those l1 1873, ivhereas there is an
immense falling off in those frion Great
Britain. Now it is wholly impossible ta
fon anytling like a correct idea of the
increase in the imports fromss tihe United
States ins maniufactured goods, ivlicîh is
really the only question of interest, froms
Mr. McCulloclh's figures. h'lie ismports
frorn the United States in 1873 into Onîta-
rio and Quebec were in round figures
$13,000,000 of (lutiable goods, and $27,-
000,000 o free goods, the bullk of the
latter being such articles as whieat, Infdian
corn, &c. In 1878 the dutiable goods
fron the United States had increased ta
$16,500,000, and there was aconsiderable
falling off in Enîglishs goods. There is no
doubt as to the fact of the diversion of
trade in certain articles, notably cottons,
iron and hardware, glassware, hats and
soie othser articles. There lias been a
great increase in the imports of sugar
fron tie United States. The point that
w'e desire ta establishs is that there lias
been a very considerable decrease in the
aggregate of iiports fron 1873, partly
owing ta the reduction in values, and that
there lias been great exaggeration as te
the increase of the imports of nianufac-
turcs from the United States. It may be
wvell ta compare the imports of a few
leading articles in 1873 and 1878, .ivithout
reference ta the counstries ivhence im.
ported.

4n 1$73 woollens were 11,000,000, in

1878 $8,500,000; cottons, $10,000,000 in
1873; $7,000,000 in 1878; iron mânnufac-
timres, $4,500,000 iu 1873i $3,000,000, in
1878; fr-ee goods, $53,096,000 and in 1878
*30,000,000. Iere is a decrease ofr 30,
000,000 under a fcv heads. IL nay be
ivorth noticing that among the free goods
in 1873, ivhich swelled the irnports, vere
$7,000,000f of railrad and $3,000,000 or
other iron; $13,000,000 in agricultural
products ; and $7,000,000 in ten, then o
the free list, in aIl, $I30,000,000. We have
probably completely exhaus ted the pa-
tience of our readers, but ive shall have
accomplished our abject if we succeed
in inducing those who are interested to
study our statisties, which are easily
obtained, for theniselves, and not to rely on
such figures as those presented by Mr.
McCulloch, which are onily calculated ta
mislead.

It would be unfair ta Mr. McCullocli
were we ta bring these remarks ta a close
without acknoiiedging that thore is a
good deal of valuable information in the
paper which lie has contributed to the
Fortnightly. W (d not believe that it
will be foundi t.hat the new tarifF ivill
materially aflect Our coimerce w'itih
Great Britain. It may, andi rliobably vill,
cause a decrease in Our importations ai'

i'oolleu goods a certain descriptions, bu1t
there cau be little doubt that, in se far as
it tends ta encourage the haine, at the
expense of the foreign trade, the United
States manufacturers iill bo the princi-
pal sufferers. It is, livever, worse than
idle ta attribute our commercial depres-
sion ta the infiux of American goods, and
noa y that the national policy lias been
carried into effect, there is io longer any
oli'ect ta be gaiued by asserting that the
depression can be removed by legislation.

BANK MEETINGS.

We have ta notice tio more banik meet-
ingsbotli of them i important institutions
and bath compelled ta acknovledge the
depressed state of Canadian trade. The
Bank of British North Ainerica inforns
us that trade lad gone fron bad to waorse
in the last five years, and the lumber
trade had suflred more ýthan any other.

The Merchants Bank finds that tie de-
pression in business lias caused diminished
profits ineg.csy branch of trade and failures
in number and amount beyond what could
have been anticipated. The partial re-
covery in the United States lias not yet
produced any effect on the Dominion, and
the state of things has unf'avoiably aflected
not only the current profits aif'banking
but the value of ail properties and invest-
ment$ connected iviti trnde, Thie Mer-

chants Bank have had ta deploré the pre-
valence of practices of fraud and foargry
ta a painfuil degrea. It is very distressing
ta find tliat such piactices have been re-
sorted ta, and ta such an extent as to
render such a reference ta them neces-
sary.

We are glad to notice that the Mer-
chants have been able ta make a satisfac-
tory arrangement with reference ta the
Detroit and Milwaukee bonds wyhich were
%vritten off as bad some years Ugo. Con-
sidering the state of business generally,
it is not surprising that the reports of the
various banks should be soe discouraging
te the shareholders. Wre must only con-
tinue to hope that the time cannot ha
distant Nvhen there ivill be some revival
in business. Ilfieanvhile, prudence, aud
economy nust be.practised everywhere.

The meetings of the Jacques Cartier
Bank in Montreal, and of the Ontario in
Toronto have likewise taken place, but
ive are unable ta do more than reifer to
themii ai presenît.

OUR PUBLIC SERVANTS.
Of ail the persans who batten at the

public expense froi year to yaar there is
none wha are more ready to assert them-
selves and thleir importance than thia
part of the civil service that surrounds
the levying and receinvig of the taxes.
In ancient times the I publicati " was
placed only second ta the I heathen ' in
aIl that was odiaus, sa much sa that the
Divine Founder of Christianity Himnself
used it as au illustration. In modern
days, even in oir oivni beautiful city of
Montreal vlere long sufl'ering liath
chastened the tax payer, the evil is no
loss apparent. The lordly assessor calls
for fiacts and figures to-day ivith afi air
that must have descended ta him froin
the time of the Crusars, and unless lie ba
treated viths more than ordirary consi.-
deration, accompanied ivith a knowiing
ivinl, ie'il be very likely ta msake the
poor business man, whose profits these
times go levîhere tie voodbine twinetli,
repent his want of due consideration.

A friend of ours, one of those svha
always look after their discouits, has
been sa obtuse during the Iast four years,
siice lie begati business in the city, as ta
have ignored the personal clains of the
lordly assessors. ,But h lias been obliged
to repent ai it sackclothasl ashes.
Every season, fron June ta December,
bas lie been compelled, ta iake îepeated
calls attthe City Hall offices in order ta
get matters ustraigit,î 'but the straigliten.
ing process Nas pastponed fron day to
day, until the usual tine. for obtaining
the discount had elaviped, alse then
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cane up the discussion as to the latter
concession. The circumstances Of the case
are these uthe lanidlord leats the pre-
mises and Oivns a large safie, w'hicli items
are both included in the rental; but not-
vithstanding that this circuinstance lias
been' rpeatedly explained to the said
lordly assessors, they ivill insist ipoi
iniposing the usual tax percentage upon
the heating and the safe as well as upon
the premises proper.

Last sumniner tule tenant called at the
City Hall repeatedly and asked for the
assessors, who unfortunately alhvays hap-
pened to be inaccessible. On one occa-
sinoi lie w'as answered by the uan behind
fhe coùnter, *' Yes, sir, Mir. Dillon is in;
but he is taking a nap and is not to be dis.
turbed. Can t you call again ?" This was
in tie middle of the afternoon. The
matter was finally settled when the year
hlad fallen into the sere and yellow leaf,
but not until the tax-payer was made to
feel his insignificance as coipared with
those wheose salaries and possible per-
quisites vere being wrung in a lordly way
from the public vhose servants are ap-
painted to thus rule o1e them. And yet
the mischief is again on foot the present
season. The sane blunders are being
Ierpetrated, and the uan with the several
initiis, lie 'ho lolds the key', is not an
over civil servant when called upon fer a
w'ord of explanation. There are plenty of
good men to be had fer the money these
times v'ho will be glad toe earn their
sala'ies civilly and efBciently. There
suiely is some remedy for such a stite of
things, and it is our intention to peint out
some more striking and genei'al incon-
sistencieswith aview 'thereto. Perhaps
short leavé of absence nay have a salutar
effect. The collective " civil" service of

hue public must not be alloed to de-
generate altogether into an u ncivil ser-
Vice1 or twenty thousand bmiSuieSS-enCi shall
know the reason why.

OVER-CONSUMPTION.

Prof. BoexAu nIoE contributes to the
last North American Review an article on
"The Stagnation of Trade and its Cause,"
in the course of which he reaches the con-
clusion that over consumption is that
cause, and asks " what is to be done to end
the conmercial depression?" To which
lie st'aight%'ay nakes answer : 'Inustead
of over-consuning, nuake more ýealtLh.
Produce much, with earnestness and con-
tinuance cf avcrk, resti'ing tie cc1suînp
tion that does and must go on with new
wealth, making an addition to it by sav-
ing."

The Chicage Tribl>ne in reviewing the

article spelaks of it in teriis of str'ong
conmînendation, but suggests that " TheP
Professo lias probably ml iderestimated,
since he las Iîiled to notice at all, the
influence of a depreciîated cmrency in
piducing and prolonging the panlic in the
United States iid Audstia." This is noit
cnly the assigiinent of a true cause but a
far more important one, as it appears to
us, than the 'vriter hhluself recognized.
It goes to the root of the natter, and tha t
is more i han Professor. Bon,îamuuy Pr1'ice's
cause does. Over-consuInption is not only
a cause, it is also an effect. If it be truc
that' over consunption is the evil it is
proclaiied, cf 'lat practical u tility is it to
state the fact ? Do people cease to coi -
suine because it lias been sliown to be det-
rinental to trade at large, or opposed to
discovered laws of political economy ?
Hardly. They cease to consume wiiven
they find it impossible or uînprofitable to
continue. Professoi P'rice and his reviewer'
seeni to have found raih'ond building the
happiest illustration of tiril idea of over-
consuiption. Well, let it be so. Yet
railroads vill be built wlen capitalists eau
be induced to put their money in then
and experience proves this can be done
w'henever there are large apparent profits.
The capitalists wlio have been putting
their money into nev railroad enterprises
during the past decade are not the ones
likely to be influenced by treatises on
political economy. They are men .w'ho,
having made monley quickly,wneue ever
ready to make more by staking wliat they
lad on any venture tlat prîomised well.
Granted that over'-coiisiimptioni is the cvil,
and that excessive railr'ond building is its
lit illustration, a pertinent enquiry is,
whence comes the tendency to over-con-
sumption and its power of self-indulgencec?
We lind the answer to this question partly
in our citation froin the Chicago Triune,
and more largely in the hidden bearings
of the clause cited.

A Idepreciated currency "l imay well be
regarced as a true cause of the late con-
mercial depression ii the United States,
but clearly soine other mîust be found to
account for the same phenoienalîere in
Canada wliere no depreciated currency
lias been tolerated. For such an investi-
gation the detective's nethod isnot a bad
cne. Let is follow, undeviatingly thougli
with great strides, the chie we have
a depreciated currency inflates prices,
inflated prices make fictitious profits,
fictitious profits give false notions of pros-
perity and engend'er wild speculation, and
the fruit of such speculation is the over-
consumption w'hich lias been naned as
the cause of prevailing depression..

It will be seen that wve do not differ

fromt the distinguished writer on political
eaonomy whon wve have quoted, nor
fronu his reviewer, but desire to extend
thle inquiry set on foot and find for, it a
more permanent lodgeient froni whicli
practical applications may be drawn.

We have adopted the Chicago Tr,ibue's
teriI "depreciated curriiency," but we
mllich prefeir tue more exact lesignation
of " ir'lemable currency. 'Tlie evil is
tlat. ihe currency is iriedemable-theiice
fleouo's its depreciation. 'The currency of
the United States is to-day the saine as
wlien all these evils referred to giew' ont
of its ise, but no sucli evils nowv
arise or are tiIoglut',to bat liand : the
curreacy was irredeemuable ; it is redeei-
able.

An irredeeinable currency ve vould
here define as one that vill not be paid,
iwiei, according to its face, it is due. I t
is thîis circuistance that it will not be
paid wlenu due that causes all the troul
ble. laving now struck at the root'of
the mîatter it is easy to see hoi the cause
we have founid lias uîniversal application,
althougI depreciated c lirency has been
in use only aineiîgst certaini peoples.
Irredeeiable paper, il w'e may use the
expression, l:is all the uiwholesoena pro-
perties of irredeinable currency, and
irredeeiable paper, like irredeemllable
cui'e'ency, js not tiat for vhicli no date of

paynent is fixed but that ihicli will not
be paid at iaturity.

I'redeemuable currency we have said
gives rise to fictitious pr'ofits, and these to
over consumuption. So with a note of hand
that will not be paid. ''he consuimer
buys of the retail storekeeper, and lias
the amount charged o account; the store

keeper buys of the w'holesale merchant
and gives a note; the merchant endorses
and gets the note discounted at Bank y
the Bank,satisfied the note is good, caunts
its profits and declares dividends ; these
dividends percolate througi and are ex-
pended, let us say, at the sanie retail store,
this tiie in cash. Now the first purchaser
was buying without resources, and largely,
because he could get credit. The book
account is never paid. Wlat is the re-
sult? Wliy the w'hole tr-ansaction, except
the giving of the goods, becomes a fiction.
Yet on that fiction the storekeeper bouglit
more stock, and not inîerely proportion-
ately, but still more la'gely, inasmuch as
his sales Nere steadily increasing; the
wholesale ierchant followed in the sanie
grove, buying freely on book profits, and
so eihanucing prices, anid coimunicating
the illusive prosperity to the whole trade
and th Bank capped the climax and cony
pleted the circle by exchianging cash for
this fiction, or in other vords, by ex

I
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changing redeemable for irredeenablle
currency, and so giving every interestd
party tangible evidence that the t'ansac-
tion ivas sound and business-likce. Yet in
very truth, the retail storkeeper, in the
instance n'e have traced, sold two lots o
goods for the price of aie, and vas more-
over led ta spread bis sails in a way
scarcely justifiable liad both sales beenu
genuine.

Over.consumption, then, muay be ad-
mitted ta be the g-reat evil tLhat Professai'
Price >finds it, but the root of that evil
is in Canada, . irredeemable papler, i. e.,
paper that nvill not be redeemed, just as
in the United States, it n'as irredeeftile
currency.

Offering the foregoing renarks as hin ts
tovards the rightftui sequel ta Prof. Prices
conclusions, and as requisite if the study
of the subject is ta have any utility foi
Canadians, iwe commend ta. our readers
attention the entire article from Nhich ve
have quoted, satisfied that one who
teaches " that ta make inuch ail round is
the root of.all prosperity," though lhe stop
short of a practical lesson, will ot be
found in antagonisim with soid politico-
economical doctrine.

'[lE GENUS "DEAD BEAT."

It is said that oneahalf the voi-Id knows
not hon' the othaie lialf lives, but tiis 'e
regard as a partial assertion of the truth,
for wve have in mind just now a very large
class the manner of whose living ve veri.
tably believe is known ta noue, not even
themselves. We refer ta the class often
symbolized by the teri "sponge," and a
curions species of the genus homo Lt is.
Like a weed, the human sponge spings
up perennial il ail soils and aIl climates.
Wherever there is good ground and a fine
business harvest there is the sponge tri
umpliant. le is ever prosperous nith
the prosperous, albeit ahl his prospeiuty
is at the expense Of his successful friends.
And whberever ground is poor and thea
business haîvest discouraging there also
is the sponge, complaining of the times
with the loudest, yet finding in thei his
own justification, and using thei ta
extend his dominion. As a weed saps the
nourislment froin surrouinding good vge-
tation sa the sponge absoaibs the profits of
every legitimate business within tie ci-c-e
of bis acquaintanceship. AIl trades, ail

professions, kinow n'el the chiaracter in
itsautwardmanifestations,yet ail are alike
in duîkness as ta ho lie lives. "Do you
know So anid-s?" asis Mr. A of Mr. B.
SYes îyhy? "lîi'îVeIl, ha oaes me a little
bill, and I thouglht 1'd just ask" n Oh,
tha'nosnthiing . he bas ow'ed nie by no
means a little bill for two ears and more."

'Indeed I I ivonder how h' gets along?
iiDon't know, Pin sure itsvery culious,"
and liere the subject is dropped.

The sponge bas many varieties: bine
blood often courses through his veins, and
not seldom is hetitled. This class is com-
monly supposed to-flourislh best across the
Atlantic, notwithstanding that our demo'
cratie neighbors have, time-and-againlver-
come their prejudices in order ta do honor
to and lose money by saine real or sup-
posed lord or lordling. However this
may be, it is a variety in which wve Cana-
dians are happily but little interested.

Then there is the merchant sponge.
He is a fine specimen. He pays small
bills and siall obligations promptly, and,
with this circunistance as a sort of pile
whIich sinks in thie mud of bis intentions
and makes a salid foundation, lie proceeds
ta build upon it a fine reputation and a
large business credit. Poverty of capital
is offset by wealtlî of pretensions, and,
thougli insolvent after the first year or tw'o
in business, by keeping up appearances
he manages ta float along" for years, and
it may be forever "-that is, until the
final taking ofl' when his creditors and his
family learn ta their cost w'hat they never
kney before, bohow he managed ta get'
along."

But ther e is a third variety of the sponge,
which is by far the most nunerous and
the best known. In the slang of the day
lie is called the " dead beat," and we
accept this appellative as baving sufli-
cient force ta make amends for its euphe-
mistic shortcomings. The dead beat is
toalerably well drèssed, tolerably well-
spoken tolerably good-looking, tolerably
intelligent. His manner is off-lhand, and
he bas a sort of no-iousanse-about-me-
you-know style that ivins favor. le is
I hail fellow nell met'' " wtl ail the world
and runs up a bill or borrows from five ta
lifty dollars with an air of nonchalance
that in the very young and innocent oft.en
begets a willingness ta lend him more
tlian lie asks for. Ail retail storekeepers
know this variety Weil. le is largely
represented on the books of the country
merchant especially,-and, though asset
is always given reluctantly, somehow
or other wlienever the "dead beat" so -
wills it the account is increased. .Ilotel'
keepers know him, toa i indeed, lia is usu-
ally quite an important prsonage about
their premises. The billiard.room, the
bar-roon, the main. hall and. tiie piazza
constitteta, as it w'are, his office. Usually
lie has lad money ün times gone by, anti
very cleverlyle forces reminiscences of
suci times into heroie service as present
cash But ve;imust not attempt ta enu-
merate those ta whom the "ldead beait " is

known, any list that failed ta cover every
trade, profession or line of business ivould
necessarily be incomplete. It follows,
therefore, that le is known ta editors.
Alas, it is but too true. In the green and
salad days of saine new jounalistic enter-
prise ha fastens his naine upon the sub
scription list by the cleap device of pay-
ing for a short tarm, knowing Nell the
paper ivill he continued until otherwise
ordered. The teri expires, but the paper
abides, is clu].r received and, n ane case
of wlvich ne hope w'e i-y be permitted ta
speak ius vaguely without laying our-
selves open ta a charge ai imnodestyy
greatly enjoyed. In tîme a peremptory
demand foi payment is made. Thereupon
the paper is indignantly stopped, and oft-
entiies a very distinct intimation given
that the proprietors may whistle for their
Money.

Is there no remedy? We think of but
orie and it is ta carry ont the suiggested
progranne of whistling foi' our money.
The class w'e bave outiiied live largely
upon their own self-assurance, soinetimes
called Il cheek,' and largely upon their
supposed knoiledge of humain nature-
They lave an idea that thjeir methods are
a Secret ta every one who individually
May iknow of thein. The reputation ihey
mlace. for themselves is flot directly
brought ta thîeir heairig, and they lay the
flattering unctioi ta i-heir souls that ut is
not knovn'. They have a wholesome diand
of public opinion, but canot realize that
public opinion exists uidless they heur of
it by word of mouth or see the expression
of it in print. We propose, tlien, ta wihstle
from tine ta tine througli the colu ns
of our I genéral summary," in case other
methois Of s4eezing the spange which
lias been fattening on oui' product'pfrve
ineffec taal, and wve shall taka good care ta
pitch our tune in suchi a key tliat it shall
he nvidely heard, if ideed iva mayenot
hope occasionally to' strike a catching air.
Our mercantile friends ivili, doutiess, re-
cognize some individuals of te ye u s des-
cribed as among those w'ho.have alsa con-
tribu'ted ta their stock of experienie.

'Ti MEcHANcs bNK.-A special meet-
iug of the shareholders of this institution
Nas held last Monday, for the pur'pose of
ascertainng saome - paîiicultîrs as to the
state of afflairs prelimnary ta the annual
meeting of the 7th prox. Tla president
La his usual lucid and -able manner, re-
vieved the ca-eer of the baik since1874,
and attributed the recent troubles to the
l'act- thft the pieferential stock hîad fot
bee taken up ta any appreciable extent.
Apart fromi the directors and their friends
only $S00U had been subýcribed. À series
Of questions uin vriting prepaed ai-t
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previous private meeting, were subinitted
to. the president, who replied to them all
iii that cool, masterly manner for whicli
lie is so distinguisied. With regard to
the circulation machinery he left il to be
inferred that the bank had not paid any
agents for the purpose, that it was a cus-
ton with smaller banks, one which lie did
not approve, and thought that the govern*
ient alone should issue notes. He pro.

bably was not aware, or doubtless had
forgotten it for the tire being, that a cer-
tain debtor of the bankl had, to say the
least of it, been dealt with very leniently
on condition that he wias to assist in
promoting the circulation. le stated,
that the liabilities of the blank were about
$500,000 and the assets about $700,000,
but could not give absolute details until
the statement noiv in course of prepara-
tion was finished, which would be ready
within a few days of the annual meeting
What ias owing by the cashier to the
bank was amply secured. Twvo further
questions having reference to this last
were withheld, but they will probably
be brouglit out at the annual meeting, till
whiclh tiine we must forbear further coin-
Ment.

CONDITION OF BÙSINESS.

Under the heading that we have pre-
fixed to this a 41cle the New York Daily
BlJ3letin lias discussed at some length the
resulte of the business operations during
the first half of the current year, and it

ls mii some degree satisfactory to find that,
on the whole, it considers tiat there lias
been a marked and decided improvement
in trade. One evidence of this is a de-
mand on the part of operatives for iigler
wages, which,in the opinion of the Builleti,
is inadmissible under existing circum-
stances. There lias been a serious de-
struction of capital, and it seems to be
feared that a large amounts of new capital
1s actively requi-ed to restore plant anc
implements o trade. We sincerely vish
that it were possible to write about Cana-

dian industries in the encouragin tone
of our New York contemporary.

JACQUES CAerîEn Bixiz.-TThe regulir annual
meeting of the sliarcholders in is bankl was
held on Wednesday, tte 10th inst., and, though
attended with some sharp discussion of the
matter of leasing the Nova Scotia. cal mine
owned by the bank; the proceedings ended in
complete barmony. By 1he arrangement Ihat
lias been entered upon the bank converts an
uniremunerative asset into an income bearing
one and virtually, se it is believed, concludes
the salc two years hence, at a fair -advance
an ccst, of a property that has been a dead
weigtit te tlie institution for a long time pat .
Apart froni lis transaction whiich, ivlien futlly

explained, seemed to give genîeral satisfaction,
the showing made by the management vas a
gratifying one. The present valtution of assets
is $30,672 greater tin tiit of six monthis ago,
and the surplus of assets over all liabilities,
accordilig to figures sulbuittedi, is $8G773.90.
The earning capacity of the battkt is thouglît to
be imnproved, and confidence in a better future
for its'affairs w-as comncly expressed. The
complement of the Board of Directors was
reduced by vote of the shareholders froni ninîe
ta seven, and the old Board was re-elected with
the exception of Messrs. Jackson and Archiam-
balt.

The whole is tien passed tlrougli a succession
of rollers, driei and iardened durinîg the pas-
sage, as well as polishied, and comes out of lie
other end of the machine liard, dry lumber ready
for use. The inventer claims that the chemi-
cal. properties iardening in the fibre entirely
prevent water soaking, and render the lumber
combustible only in a very hot ire. The
hardened finish also makes it impervious te
vater. The samples cn exhibitiion couldi ardly

te told from iardwood lumber, and in sawitg
it lie difference could net be detected.

-An Australian paper devotes Some atten-
tian to the elatboration of a new discovery
whereby suspended animation is produced, and
which Ipromises ere long to revolutionize the
entire live stock trade."' By administering a
certain South American drug or poison any liv-
ing animali, il is clainted, can te put in e coma-
tase, orapparently dead condition, so ta remain
indefinitely at will, and thaIt wile in this state
lie animal is as fre from lie attacks of disease
or any fleshly ailments as if it ivere in reality
inert matter. Ai antidote restons the animal
to ils normal condition withoutany evil conse-
quences.

Before the final balancine of lthe books, a
careful re-valutition of the ol assots of lthe banlk
vas made and everything tht iad becone an
actual and ascertained loss was ivrittei off.
These lusses iere clarged ta fite old contingent
fund, which, after receivinîg credit for certain
over-appropriations and otler payments appli-
cable ilereto, now. stands at $207,553.52.

During the year ai arrangement lias been
made by wici: the Detroit and Milwautkee
bonds that had yiolded no revenue for iliany
years lave beu exchaiged, in a lroportion
agreed on by all similar bondliolders, for nie
bonds, bearing interest, and guaranteed by the
Great Western Railway Company. lTe first
half year's interest lias been already pitd, and
il is a satiseflction to the Board thtat this asset
has now becomte ane of the iiterest-bearing
securilies of the baik.

lie deposits, circulation and general coinec-
tions o? the bantlc have been satisfactorily main-
tained, notwithstaiinding lthe adverse circuma-
staices referred to. The board, lowever, a)pre-
cicte the necessity of great and continued
caution in dispensing credit in tiimes likte the
present, for, witliout indulging in iinwise des-
pondency, they for somne tinte must elalpse
before the abuses ihieh boame so general in
Canada durieg years of intiation are entirely
corrected.

Duriîig tilcpast year lie branch ait Beaihar-
nois has been closed. The accounts of the
Levis office have bien transferred ta Quebec,
and the bank, titider niev management flere,
lias good prospects of successful business.

The board, in conclusion, call attention ta
.hie ccomi)panying statement of the. assets and
liabilities of the bank, wlhich lias been prepared
in such detail as ta show its position with great
clearness. They especially direct attention ta
itatportionoaftiestateimîent which relates to real
estate, nortgages cnd invresticits), other than
discounts and loans,) showing that the larger
part of these tire now productive of revenue.
This resuit has not be: ttainedl witlhout muticli
labor ai the part of: tte general imnager and
otier oflicers of the Bank.

GEmNTmEîIW,-The report which lias been
for soe days in yiour:hands is sufliciently in
detail to speak fr -itself. I need not tel] you
vlat sort of a year iwe have passed through.

ThLre is, periais, not one of you but has liai
sone pretty cevere experiencn of its character.
As for ourselve , up to December, we appeared
to le doing well. Only one ortvo losses were
in vietv, not iaounting to mure than $10,000 in,
aîll, and profits hadtîl becn very good, botter thtnit
we expected. But hlie winter, as it passed on,
brouglt nunerous failures, and , continued
depîressión in sorne leading lines o? produce ledt
te ieavy lusses an cite part of cusiomerA. A
fraid a a serious character was peipetrated by
one,of lie mnagers of the Bank wlo lilO been in
ils employ f-m a yoüth. Furtunately, by most
enîergetic exertions on the iart of the Generat

_.m
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Manager and the .Assistant Ge neral Manager,
the greater part of the noney was recovered.

hlie expeises, lowever, weere vdry hcavy. lie
Batik lias also been lte victim, along wv'ill other
imstitutions, of a flagrant case of forgety int
Quebec. Is this case, more than ten distinct
acts of forgery were committed agîinst this
Bantk alone, and as many imsore ngalst others.
The business of lie Batik is moade tipi fo' the
most part, of nuinerous simali t coutis. Very
lew exceed a100,000 nti le is > ais mtch as
S400,000'; by far the barger iuiibert are bIelow
310,000. The numiibiier of person s obtainig
loants and discounts lverages b,800. The aver-
age uisoînt ta each is niearly $3,000. l'ie
isuiber of depositors is 12,500, ail the aeerage
about $450 each. he Board and ExecuiLVe have
ta devote iiiicl tiie ta the realization of old
assets, properties, itisolvent estaltes. e. l'it
uties. are not favorable to lite sale of reiti
estate, and they tloughit it prudent not Ia wMes
muchî ta sale, especially :s the greater part o
t produces revenue. No reasonable elier, Iov-

ever, has beeu refused. The moritgages lieli for
property sold are aimong the best assets of the
Batik. 'hey do not yield. aîs a rule, mare thain
six or seven per cent, but they are safe-an ail-

mpuortat mstier m these lines. h'lie expîenses
of lte Banik have beens lsrgely decreased dur-
iîg the last Ivayears. yhey are iow S81,000
less than they were it 1877. Should busiess
improve, these expenses could probably: be re-
duîced still further by ils greater concentration,
and lesser cost o supervision. ýVe are, ithere-
t'sre, in good position to lake advantage of atsy
change for the better tbat iay transpire. W e
have lately batd reports of lte rops in te
West, and they are îîearly ail favourable. TItis
is encouraginîg. W'e art holpeful, too, of th e
busless in Manitoba. Our Branch in Wiiiuîeg
15 lu gond hbands, and if the danger is avoidet
of overdoiig bussines and bauking, we mny
Lave good results there in the futuire.

Mr. lealy.-I would like ta punt the follow-
âg quiiestions to the President ain points iiere
lthe report-is obscure. lst. In the general state-

ment ts mentiotned the prevalence of frauds and
perjuries to a painful degree. Fron eiat
source did these spring, atnd how is it this bank
ias suffered mure froms liei than otier batiks?

2nd. Are the overdue debts secuîred ? They
bave increased' in the past two years very tma-
terially, ind I should like ta know if lthe secuîrity
ts ample fur thlie ainotnt nanied, especially that
part wlicl.is represented by nproductive real
estate, 10o,000? 3rd. What is meant by that
sset in the statement called productive or tut-

productive real estate, and aîîsmuning ta S314,-
203? 4th. f the itei eclilei otier assets not
included uender foregoing hseads," anouîntinîg ta
S323,010.31, what amîotunlt is in Mlilhvettkee rail-
waty bonds, and what is the aniont of iîterest
derived fron these bonds ? 5th. low mutch of
what is called subscribed capital added ta the
Bank has been subscribed and how much paid
ip? Gtl. Whlatiasbeii the extent of Claxtoi &
O.'s transactions witlh this Bank before ir.
lagte became Manager ? 7tly. Many share-
holders are uînder the impression tliat soume of
lie aid olicials who vere instrumental owing
ta incapacity ia causing the greait losse, are still
being retaimed at very large salaries, aud that,
lin fuet, sone sre penlsioners on lie earnings of
lte Bank.
. Mr. Hagne-In the first place, as ta ltat

these practices of fraud and forgery referred to
by te Board .hlave sîmrung froin I cannot say ,
except from the vickedness of the individuais
'mbo. perpetrated lît.en- So, far as details are
concerned, we have alreadysentioied ltait one
of.otur onis ntanagers sas guilty during the
last year of a fraud. Such a thing lias nten been,
absolutely tnkntcown't in other Batiks, but I ai
not aware that any manager of this Bank bîas
been guilty of anything of the kind before.
This year.it bas fallen to the lot of the B ùbk ta
sniferin ltis respect. Thtese things catnnot be
gu;ardedl gagisisî. The hîeaviest of lie losses
whicit Bank tisulfered fromt forgery -%vas i
Quebec. Tlhe firm hlad a respectable position
up to the tinoe it vas foutnd ta be gitiilty f for-
gery ta a very rem'aiabe extent Ot.ier banks

in Quebec as wvell as our own suliered, and ite,
forgeries were sa skilfully ctrried out, tIse paper
bore such evidence of genuineness, the fosrged
wareiouîse receipts were sa thorouglily busimess-
like la their caracter, that ciri Manager %vas
entirely deceived by thems. Of course. i iak-
iîg lis report to lie hîead ouee, lie stated lie
lad the namsîsses of ceraita respectable peeotile lo
fth warehtouse receipls. Those w'ere the grotnîtds
on wvhich we coutimued advaniîces, tnd hai lie
documents beemt genmtne tlie advances would
iive been covered. But unfortunately they

were fraudulenît. The party is now !in gaol,
but the puishment indlicted is s'cry inadequîate
for suchti a cotiitumed series of oetnces. Our
cases were tel in mumtier, and there w'ere twventy
oher cases gaiutst hit. Of other cases youi
have read in the iews paoqers. The losses
w'ere not large. li one or twso cases, frauduilent
representations werelmiatde tousas to tie stand-
img of parties tao whom advances Nere mae.
We took prompt niesures against_ the partia,
and recovered a consideratb ble portion o f wlat
iad been itîkein front us imiroperiy.

Wilth regard ta overdue deits, it is asked
whether te ecurity l a nde. unwhat portiion
of il is reirlesented by he ite'_m of unproductive
real estate. The security ls, mu the juudgment of
lie Board, ample to cover the imdebtedness.

You must be aware thait lthe value of propier-
ties, of enîdorsemensS, asd of ev'ery kid of
security fiuctuates lunch, nd aill that at Board
ort general ssnager un do is ta exercise their
best jiudeient. T1his productive reaîl estate is
no Iart of lie security for li overdue debts ait
ali. Sone of it Was insli the ands of' te Batk
uts long as eight ir ten years ago, and possibly
muigit have been realized on thei. But app'ar-
ently 110 very enurgetic steis were taken nt the
timce, and during the list year, althiugh v na
imave disposed of sotise reai estate, lie tites
have beenu very uipropitiots, as you ali kion-,
for disposing of property, and lie Board have
concludlied on tue wiole thit youir interests wvil[
b beest served by waiting awhile. The gentle-
Mai w-ho put these queticolis huas asked a samie-
what singuilar are. le sniml lue did inot under-
stand wvhat productive and uproductive real
estate was. Those who own reatl estate inow
the dif'erence between lie two.. If a property
brings in rental, it is productive ; if not, it is
iuproductive, though it msay e saorthi a gooi
deal of monîey. It does not necessarily followt
ihuat it muslti be valteless iecause it is tinpro-
ductive; but -we tliought it desirable ta show
the shareiolders what ' portion produced re-
venue, becatuse ltere lias been .ain impression
litat the Bank was overburdened with unpro-
ductive assets, wicare very uidesirable, no0
ma tIer how «valuatble they msay be.

'iith regard ta mortîgages we have gone over
them al, tnd they are all on properties that aise
been sold. lin a good niansy instances instal-
ments have been pai1 on themstnd, ai atlthougl
bearing only six or sevetn per cent., they are
safe.

Of the ohier assets not included unilder fore-
going ieitds, 323,010; the Milwautskee bonds
amnount tol.a250000 in round ligures. Those
bonds nov bear mnterest at the rate of live per
cent ais their par value. The par atmount is
about $305,000, aend the Board hns vaiued ltient
on a six per cent. basis, that is, at the price mut
wihich they stand oi the books of lthe bank,
they bear six per cent. I five years they willi
bear six per. cent. on t par 'ahte Wih. re.
gard ta lte new, subscribed capital, thie stock-
holders have heard for severtal years back thiat
a portion of it utas not been paid up.

The Directors have paid up everyting long
ago ; but thereisa portion, amotnuing to about
$400,000, tliat has not beetn paid tmp. lu same
instances, one call liis'ben paid; and in some,
froie two callsup a seven or cigit. Ve have
lot thoughut it prudent ta press very shrongly
for ite myent cf tis portioî cf the capital of
tli Bink, except ta that eieutent ivhich would
equalize the loss of ie stockholders. Parlia.
usent, n omnipotent pIbower here, as elsew-htere,
reduced tise capital by 331.3 lier cent, and up
to tait amsoulnt wve have lo' press 1cr lth pay-
tment of stock on hich only oue-or two calis

have been paid. Beyond tiat lie Board liive
not thougit it prudent ta press at present. 

Wili regard to Claxton & Co., there seem
ta be an impressioni that this account was
taken by the Bank since I assmiiiied charge.
This is not correct. I had occasion soute tilmie
before their failure, t look back ai the work.
ing of lie account, and found tat il 1874
their liabilities were about the saute as they
are now. Their liabilities thon were $111-
000. fl 187. Ethiey iere S1OS,0u0. Vie
accolttis tiiateil a god deal, sonetinses
:a ounting to iore and soietimtes less. Abont;
a year ago it was 511G,000. At lie time of the
failuîre it was ait s a high noint as it has ever
been, bit with this great Iiffereice that for
same timie biack we have beein payi, greai
attention to the qutality of customer¯ notess
that wre diseoinited for tlie firi. Tliey were
well aware tha tie Boari were iiot satisiel
ivith the accouent, and vere notilied in soute
câses tat we would take nc more iotes %with
certain nanles, in athler cases tiat the icniaiunt
of sucli a naine was to bu ruilicel, while tlie
paper of parties wlio becautu insulveints imust bu
completely retired. I amnt glati to say, having
haIl a gool mîanly yeairs' exlperience in sucl
ma1%tters, I have selduin sece iii cases where the
discouitiig house las failed as good t list of
palier as this Bank has got at present. The
amounlt w e have on any onie ne iin no case
niuch over 33,000. By far the larger number
of notes are below $1,000 nil signedi by people
perfectly able ta pay and whio are paying iow
(applaise). UI ta the 14th of June, of S1,
No of paper mîatured, $9,100 %vas paid in cash,
and the ultimate loss by Claxton & Co., yoaî
miay depend uîpon it, will not be sticli as ta
give you sericus concern.

\Vitih regard to former ollicials of the baik
I lty say', li genleral terns, there are no peu-
sianers. Every mianl hio lhas been retamled
lais beei retaiîîed becatuse of his usefulness, and
to-.ay every one le doing bis proper share of
the work of the institutio:. No member of the
board or nyself would tolerate for a moment
tie presence of any one in the battk, in any
capacity, wlio was not t gaod aud useful ser-
vant,

-Alr. John )IcDoniald-I have listencl witht
satisfaction:ta the exîilanaltioni of the geieral
manager, bluit tlere aie two oi tires questions
I vish to put in the in terest of t.e sharehlders
Ist, why are the details of the revenue and
expenditire not given under their respective
leadings, wvitli the suine elearness as the details
of lthe assets nind libilities'? A clearer state-
ment of the assets and liabilities has never beea
Sreselted ta my knowledge tlauitis oie, nad
the revenue and expeniture statemnt is oe.
that should be submitted ta the shareliolders in
an eqiall clear manner. 2itd, low have the
losses and! apprelhended losses tein aîscertained
and written ol'? According ta iisstatement
there are loans and discounted bills amtoajmting
ta S11,000,000 illico whticl the onîly apprelhend-
ed loss is $64 200. I an glid ta lietr that the
business of tlie bank is sa good thut tait is ail
the loss appreiended. It is oly a little over -

per cent.: on the whole. I woulid like ta knowr
if these apprclhended losses were calculated
before the declaration of te laîst dividend, and
by actual valitation of the present assets or
merely struck after lie declaration of the divi-
dend?

Mr. Hague-The Bank lias followed thle gene-
rai ecstoim in preparing its profit and loss
stateinnti. For mnuoy yetus tiat Las been lie
forn in wlici ail the banks have made the
staternents of profit and loss ta the stockliolder,.
tuat is showing the net profit realized after
paying interest aend expenses. I iave seet the
statetents of banks in England for many years
back. In sane cases, ithe forn of the retutrn is
exactly similar ta our own. In other cases this
uch more detail is given-he gross profits

are entred on ane side, ond tlie amaunt of
expenseL and interest paid an tlie otlier We,
il? coinoiinv 'ith tie Bankcs of Oanadagive the
net result, flie amssoent of net profits, alter de-
ducting charges and inieirest There is ane
point of svliich I must reminîd tlie stockitolders,
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that the statenents wliiclh are publislied are
sent forth to tle world. There are soime things
on which if any stockholder desires further
information it mght be very easily commun-
caîted to hîim in ny owni room i but there are

t

somne details whicli it is not necessary to pub-
lish. The 1564,000 is for the losses on the
accounts of parties who have failed durimg the
year, whose assets have îot been wound up, and
wlere ie could not exactly arrive at what the
loss vould bc. You can easily pnderstand
ilat soie losses only become hixed wlîein a cer-
itiii timte tias elapsed. Ai, estate is roiiîd up ,

the last dividend is paid, yoî kiow what you
have got and that you will get noe Ilore. In
otlier cases we cai only estimîîate wlat tie
result will be. Belore the declaration of the
dividend ail iliese matters icre thorouglily
exanined by myself and the Board. The ap-
propriation lias not been a mre haphazard
guîess, but a resul t arriveid at aller carefil cal-
cilation, and going slowly ai lberiously over
ie returis of tlirty-two branches.

Mr. Morrison said with reference to cul-
ployees lie did noit thinIk any sensible nan
would wisli to see any old eniployee tiuriied
adrift after years of service without a pension.

Mr. lngue said lie liad forgot to nientioit
thlit there ias onie pensioner whio had been hii
hie service of the bank for over tveity years,
wras about seventy years of age, and who liad
asked to be reliered froml further duty on a
smîall retiring allowance, to which the ßloard
consiited.
