H Victoria, B.C., May 26.—The most 

terrible accident that ever took place In 
this vicinity occurred about 
oclock this afternoon, when an elec­
tric car fell through the Point Ellice 
Bridge into an arm of James Bay.

A sham battle at Macauley Point 
was on the program to-day as part of 
the celebration of the Queen’s Birth­
day, and nearly the whole population 
of the city had gone out to witness It.

The electric cars running out to the 
scene of the battle bad been overcrowd­

ed all the forenoon. Every car was 
full, not only Inside, hut as many as 
could bo so clinging on the outside as 
well.

The car to which the accident hap­
pened contained about 80 pe 

Even the roof was occupied.
In crossing the Point Ellice Bridge 

It left the track, crashed through the 
railings and fell Into the water 75 feet 
below. The fall was so sudden and 
unexpected that all the passengers 
were carried with It.

The car floated for a moment and 
then was carried down by the weight 
of the metal work attached to it. Those 
Inside were unable to escapdland were 
drowned like rats In a trap. Some of 
those on the outside escaped by swim­
ming, but many, stunned by the fall 
and unable to swim, were drowned.

It Is believed that 60 or CO persons 
were drowned, but It Is as yet Impos­
sible to ascertain the exact number.

It will probably be several days be­
fore the real extent of the disaster can 
be learned.

As soon ’Sa- possible the work of re- 
coverihg the bodies was' began, and Is 
now being pushed .vigorously forward.

Resuming their places upon the dais, 
mass was now begun, and after the 
consecration of the elements, the Em­
peror. the train of his coronation robe, 
being .borne by the clergy, entered the 
sapetuary behind the lkonostas, and 
received the communion. The Em­
press likewise received , commun­
ion, but kneeling at the 
steps, as women are not allowed wltn- 
ln the lkonostas. Alter the com­
munion. the Emperor and Btopre»» re- 
ascended their thrones, their insignia 
being borne before them and all of the 
court dignitaries grouped around 
them. The Czar’s chief almoner then 
recited the prayers, Which follow the 
communion,. concluding With the In­
tonation of the “Domine Salvum Fac 
Imperatorem” and "Domine Salvant 
Fao-Imperatricem.”

The cerenaeny’Cemeladea
The chàir then sang the “Ad Multos 

Annos” three times. The 
mony was now concluded by each of 
the annointed kissing a golden cntclto. 
containing a sacred relic, which was 
held up by the Metropolitan of Kieft 
amid a salvo of cannon and the clang­
ing of bells, to which were Joined the 
mighty acclamations ftf the people. The 
Imperial couple, arrayed in their cor­
onation splendor, emgrgtd -from tne 
northern door of the cathedral under 
a gorgeous canopy, borne aloft by four

walked around outside the Ivan Vel­
iki, which was surrounded by tribunes 
filled with guests, and rerentered the 
cathedral square between the Ivan 
Tower and the Cathedral of the Arch­
angel Michael, which they entered, and 
thence walked to the Cathedral of the 
Annunciation, several high dignitaries 
carrying the trains of their mantles.

The strains of the National Anthem, 
the joyful pealing of the bells, the 
thunder of the cannon and the loud, 
prolonged roar of the people who strug­
gled with each other to see their 
crowned Emperor and his consort, con­
tributed to make an unforgetable scene 
to those who witnessed lt.

Dined la State
After paying their devotions In the 

Cathedral of the Annunciation, their 
Majesties placed themselves again un­
der the Baldeachln, and were escorted 
to the foot of the Red Staircase, which 
they ascended amid the shouts of the 
troops and the people. At the top their 
Majesties stopped, and, turning to­
wards their subject* bowed, then they 
entered the palace. The Emperor and 
Empress subsequently dined In state 
In the banqueting hall of the Grancr 
vltaya Palace, wearing their Imperial 
crowns and mantles. The members of 
the Imperial family and • the chief 
clergy and hlgE dignitaries of the Em­
pire were their guests, and they were 
served by ofilcers In- gala uniform, ten 

being present. Every dish of 
the Imperial couple was brought in 
with especial ceremony by a general, 
followed by the master of ceremonies, 
attended by pages. A court chamber­
lain poured out the wine* For this 
banquet the court chef had under his 
direction 200 cooks and 1600 assistant*

The Czar's Many Tl|les.
In proclaiming the Emperor crowned 

after the donning of the mantle, the 
Metropolitan of St. Petersburg used all 
of the Czar’s titles, which are : Nicho­
las II. Alexandrovich, Emperor and 
Autocrat of All the Russlas, Czar of 
Moscow, Kieft, Vladimir, Novgorod,
Astrakhan, of Poland, of Siberia, of 
the Cheroonnese, Taurlc, Seignior of 
Pskow, Grand Duke of Smolensk, of 
Lithuania, Volhynia, Podolia and Fin­
land, Prince of Esthonla, Livonia and 
Courland.

Hems the Imperial Ha*tie.
The Metropolitans of Kieft and St. 

Petersburg then assisted thé Czar to 
don the Imperial mantle, made of cloth 
of gold, lined with ermine, which was 
presented on two golden cushions toy 
court chamberlains. After donning the 
mantle the Emperor assumed the dia­
mond collar of St. Andrew, the Metro­
politan of SL Petersburg, saying: In 
nomine Patris et FUR et Splrltus Baoo- 
tl, amen."

Then turning to the altar, the Czar 
bowed his head to the prelate of St. 
Petersburg, who crossed his hands up­
on his Majesty’s forehead and said: 
“May the Lord anoint him with the oil 
of Joy, may he clothe him with power 
and place upon his head a crown of 
precious slopes of long, life! may he 
give into his right hand the sceptre 
of salvation, set him upon the throne 
of righteousness and preserve with his 
protection the established rule.”

Nicholas Ascend» the Throne.
Immediately after this the Czar re­

ceived the crown from the Metropolitan 
of St. Petersburg and, standing In full 
sight of all the people and still before 
the altar, with both hands placed the 
crown upon bis head, then, .taking his 
sceptre, In which blazed the famous 
Orloff diamond, In his right hand, and 
the globe of the Empire In his left, he 
ascended the dais, apd took bis seat 
upon the throne, the Empress still 
standing in her former place. This 
was the supreme moment of al|, and 
when gazing round the church and see­
ing representatives from nearly every 
district of this mighty Empire, and 
beholding the Czar sitting on his throne 
Of state, with the symbols of power 
given to him by the highest authority 
In the land, one had a realizing sense 
of the greet power wielded by the 
man In whose honor this great function 
was held.

The proclamation issued by the Czar 
on the occasion of his coronation pre­
scribes various remissions, of which the 
following are the principal: All ar­
rears of taxes In European Russia and 
Poland are remitted and the land tax 
Is reduced by half for ten years. The 
sentences of exiles In Siberia are ma­
terially reduced, political offenders re­
ceiving further remissions with the 
restoration of their civil rights In cer­
tain cases. The Ministers of the In­
terior and Justices are empowered to 
submit to the Czar deserving cases of 
those punished after a regular trial. 
Those persons who shared in the Pol­
ish rebellion who are not guilty of 
murder, cruelty, arson or robbery are 
exempted from the police supervision 
decreed In 1883 and are granted full 
freedom of residence If they return to 
their own country and take the oath of 
allegiance.

Children's AM Seetety.
The first Item of $3500 tor the Child­

ren's Aid Society provoked some dis­
cussion. in which the question as to Its 
overlapping the work of the Mlmloo 
Industrial School was threshed out 
Aid. JolUffe, chairman of the Special 
Committee, argued that the Children's 
Aid Society Is relieving the city by 
placing children in foster homes, In­
stead of allowing them to go to the 
Industrial School, land, becoming e, 
public charge. Aid. J. J. Graham also 
addressed the board in support of the 
claims of the society. He stated that 
In April last no less than 33 cases of 
truancy were handed over to them by 
the magistrate.

The Mayor, while admitting the 
good work done by the society, claim­
ed that the work should be supported 
largely by private subscription. “They 
have no right $o cotne here expecting 
us to bear the whole cost," said the 
Mayor, “the public should support It."

Aid. Lamb's motion to reduce the 
grant by $1006 aroused Alt Jolliffe’B 
anger and he emphatically asserted 
that the Children's Aid Society reliev­
ed the Mlmlco Home, and In reply to 
an enquiry by Aid. R. U. Graham, he 
asserted that the children would never 
be transplanted to foster homes by 
the Board of the Industrial Home, be­
cause they were anxious to retain the 
boys there as long as possible, In order 
to secure the weekly payment of $2 
from the city for board.

The board redticed the grant by $600, 
and Instructed the secretary to ask the 
Industrial School Board for an explana 
tlon of Aid. Jolliffe’s statement. 
Better Supervision ef Free JMspensarles.

During the discussion on the Item 
for free dispensaries. It was stated by 
the City Relief Officer that many. If 
not all, of these are under the manage­
ment of small boards of physicians, 
who have apparently full control.

The Mayor strongly urged that all 
these free dispensaries should be lo­
cated at and placed under the control 
of Some recognized hospital or home. 
He thought that without, some sUch ov­
ersight there was a possibility of these 
institutions, as at present constituted, 
falling into the hands of a few medi­
cal men, who might manipulate them 
to their own advantage.

Consideration of these items was do1 
ferred in order to give the members a 
chance to evolve some scheme of bet­
ter supervision.
