Detroit, Mich.,, May 26.—The cyclore
which devastated the northern por-
tion of Oakland County last eveniny,
swept & path half a mile wide and 16
miles-long from west to east, clearing
the earth of nearly everything mov-
able. About 40 persons were kilted
outright, and fully that number were
injured, some of whomr will die, The
cyclone first struck the earth six m'les
west of Ortonville and passed half a
mile north of that village: In these

Victoria, B.C., May 26—Th2 mozt
terrible accident that ever took place in
this vicinity = occurred = akbout 2
oclock this afternoon, when an elec-
tric car fell through the Point Ellice
Bridge into an arm of James Bay.

A sham battle at Macauley Point
was on the program to-day as part of
the celebration of the Queen’s Birth-
day, and nearly the whole population
of the city had gone out to witness it.
1 The electric cars rﬁnn!ng out tq the
scene of the battle had been overcrowd-
ed all the forenoon. Every car was
full, not omrly inside, but as many as
could Yo so clinging on the outside as
well.

The car to which the accident hap-
pened contained . about 80. persons.
Even the roof was occupled.

In crossing the Point Ellice -Bridge
it left the traek, crashed through the
railings and fell Into the water 75 feet
below. The.fall was so sudden and
unexpected that all the passengers
were carrjed with it. .

The car floated for a moment and
then was carried down by the weight
of the metal work attached to it. Those
inside were unable to escape’and were

those on the outside escaped by swim-
ming, but many, stunned by the fall

It is belleved that 650 or €0 persons
were drowned, but it is as yet impos-
sible to ascertain the é¢xact number.

TIE ASCENDANCY OF ENGLISH.

In the current* number of The Con-
temporary’ Review, Father Chiniquy of
Montreal is quoted as supporting.” the
theory that English is rapidly becom-
ing the language of' the world. It is
already the most widely spoken of all
languages, being the ‘common speech
of about 120,000,000 human beings. True
it is that China has a population of
nearly 400,000,000 people, but the ver-
naculars of the various Chinese pro-
vinces differ almost as widely as If
they were separate languages. TLe
Russian tongue is spoken by 75,000,000
of the Czar’s subjects. This language,
however, is confined to one country,
and is not to be compared with
English in its general distribution
turoughout the world. Father Chini-
quy predicts the ultimate decline of
French on this continent. * Every-
where in the United States;” says he,
“ the children of Frgncn—Cama.dians as
soon as they acquire the English lan-
guage at school give up the use of
i¥rench, except to speak to their moth-
erss By this process the French must
rapidly disappear. It is the same here
in Montkeal.” 5

clusively to the power and propriety
of Federal Interference by means of
Parliamentary action. I admit that ths
right to hear the appeal of the Ro-
man Catholic minority was declared io
bz vested in the Governor-General-in-
Council, in other words, in the Domin-
ion Ministry, but I deny that there
was compulsion under the constitution
to grant the redress asked, as stouuy
as I dissent from the propriety of sucn
a course, The Federal Order-in-Coun-
cil of March, 1895, commanding the
Goyernment of Manitoba to destroy
the Public school system of the Pro-
vince, was a political aect, pure and
simple.
