A Large Order.

Mr. T. W. Horn, president and manager
of the Prismatic Glass Company (limited),
arrived from the glass sections of Indiana
yesterday,where he placed an order for over
one million pleces of prismatic window
glass and two hundred thousand pieces of |
double prism sidewalk glass. Mr. Horn
says that this quantity is necessary to fill
orders in Chicago.

It is probably interesting to know that
the inventor of prismatie glass, Mr. James
G. Pennyculck, is a citizen of Toronto. Mr.
Pennycuick says he does not invent any-
thing—he simply makes use of natural laws.
In prismatic window glass the law of re-
fraction is used, and in tne double prism
sidewalk glass the much-abused law of
reflection is utilized with eareful attention
to the sclentific principles regarding same.

Tnlike most inventors, Mr. Pennycuick
appreciates the commercial value of his
inventions, and lxe holds a very large in-
terest in the Canadian compnnf, as well as
the American companies, which have re-
cently purchased state interests under the
Pennycuick patents.

Prismatic glass ‘'was unknown in Chicago
three months ago, when Mr, Pennycuick
openced his exhibit at 170 Lake-street. The
exhibit consisted of a small sash glazed
with prismatic glass, hung on hinges, so
that by pulling a cord the store would be
lighted by ordinary plate glass, and by
pulting another cord the window would be
glazed with prismatic glass. The result
did not require explanation. The change
from a dark room to a light one only left
it a question of “How much?”’

Washington, Dec. 14.—The reported
assassination of the Cuban General,
Antonio Maceo, while under the flag
of truce, was the text of a resolution
to-day offered in the Senate by MecCall
(Dem., Fla.), and referred to the Coms=
mittee on Foréign Relations. The re=
solution characterized the affair as a
violation of the rules of civilized war-
fare and as a cowardly act of treach~

ery. It declared the Government which
authorized or permitted it or failed to
punish the assassins “An outcast from
the family of nations and the pale of
civi tion and public law.” The Com=~
mitt n Foreign Relations is instruct-
ed to enquire into the facts and to
report to the Senate at an early date.
Another resolution of Mr. Call’s, which
was similar to the one referred to, re-
quests the President of the United
States to demand the release of all
United States citizens held by the

A TWO CENT RATE WOULD PAY.
The deficlency in the United States
Postal Department last year was $8,-
197,088, and this was nearly two mil-
lion dollars less than tne defic’s for the
previous year. It is urged by the Gov-
ernment at Ottawa that it would be
inadvisable to introduce a two-cent
letter rate within the Dominion in the
face of this continuous deficit in the
Postoffice Department of tha United
States, where the two-cent rate pre-
vails. An investigation of the r2-
ceipts of the U. S. Postal Department,
as given in detail, reveals the fact that
the two-cent rate pays handsomely.
The deficiency must not be attributed
to the reduction in letter wrateés from
three to two cents, but to the great in-
! orease in the quantity of second-class
matter bandled at ruinous rates by
| the United States postoffices. There
were carried last year 349,000,000
pounds of second-class matter, being
{ an increase of 37,000,000 over the pre-
ceding year. It costs the Government
eight cents per pound to deliver this
| matter, while it receives only eight
; and one-half mills per pound. On the
carriage of second-class matter for
the last year the Government lost
$25,000,000. The deficit of eight mil-
lions is clearly not chargeable o the
transportation of letters at two cents

The second-class matter composed
more than two-thirds of all the nom-
Governmental matter—512,997,323 1bs,.—
handled during the fiscal year, yet it
yielded less than one-thirtieth of the
cost of the mail service. The recom-
mendation of the Postmaster-General
for a reform of this abuse is strongly
indorsed in his message by the Presi-
dent., Returns of the avérage revenue
from the different classes of mail mat-
ter put the matter in a striking light,
for they show that, while the average
‘revenue from each pound of first-class
matter was ninety-three cents, that
from each pound of third-class matter
13.1 cents, and that from each pound
of fourth-class matter 15.6 cents, the
revenue from each pound of second-
class matter was only eight and one-
half mills.

It will be seen from the above sta-
tistics that the two-cent rate in the
United States pays handsomely. Not
only does the two cents afford a big
profit to the Government, but the
Postmaster-General, in discussing the
proposed one-cent letter rate, says it
would yield a great profit, but he
states it would be idle to talk of such

THE VEVEZUELA N CC ME2DY. i

The Venezuelan difficulty is ending,
up as ,a comedy after all. We
all thought the drama 'was to
have a serious and tragic end-
ing. But everyone has been
mistaken. The last act discloses one
of the best comedies of the day. The
United States has been dealing with
property to which it has mno title. The
Venezuelans now repudiate the right
of the Unmited States to conclude any
arrangement with Great Britain asto
the territory in dispute between the
two countnies. It seems very péculiar
that the negotiations between Great
Britain and the United States regard-
ing Venezuela should have been car-
ried on and concluded without any re-
ference to the wishes of the Venezue-
lans themselves. ' According to the
despatches, Venezuela would sooner
go to war with Great Britain than
accept what is merely “an English
trick.”

The United States threatened to
move heaven and earth if Great Bri-
tain did not deal justly with Vene-
zuela. Will she be equally concerned
to see that Venezuela deals fairly with
England? Apparently mot. The Uni-
ted States press repudiate -the idea
that their Government has assumed a
protectorate over the American repub-
lics. Great Britain must not look to
the United States for satisfaction in
this or any other difficulty that may
arise between it and the South Ame-
rican republics.

A nation that demands justice cught
to act justly étself. The argument
which prompted the United States to
make Great Britain refer the dispute
to arbitration ought to influence the
same country to compel the Venezue-
lans to accept arbitratiom However,
the United States does not see the
matter in this light, The only thing that
the United States undertakes to do is
to see that Great Britain shall mnot
enlarge her territory in America. Ac-
cording to The Chicago Record, Eng-
lend will now be at liberty to bring
Venezuela to terms as best she may,
provided she does not interfere with
the Monroe doctrine. “If England,”
says our contemporary, ‘‘chooses in
that evént, to overrun Venezuela and
force the latter to pay her an indem-
nity the latter country can have only
herself to blame. That is the case in
a nutshell, and the sooner Vengzuela
understands its significance the hgtter
for all concerned.”

A PROMISING INDUSTRY.

The motor car is coming along Wwith
a rush, somewhat after the manner of
the invasion of the bicycle. Within &
short fime more capital and labor will
be employed in the manufacture of
motor vehicles than is now employed
in the production of bicycles. - That
the motor car has come to stay is in-
dubitable, Notwithstanding the bad
showing of several of the horseless ve-
hicles at the recent contest in England
no one appears to doubt there is a fu-
ture for the motor car. Its manifest
destiny is to supersede the delivery
van, the omnibus, the carriage, the
farm wagon. The motor campis mot
perfect yet, but it creates a much more
favorable impression om the occasion
of its introduction to the public than
did the bicycle when it made its debut.
The motor car will reach perfection
within a shorter period than it has
taken to put the bicycle where it is
to-day. A London paper, Tae Iron
and Coal Trades Review, thunks the
motor car movement is sure to provide
a great deal of business for the iron,
steel and general manufacturing in-
dustries. Our contemporary points
out, first, that the new system is want-
ed, and secondly, that it is practicable.
Both of these conditions having been
met in the case of thé motor car, the
details of its improvement gnay be re-
garded as settled. In answer to the
question, What the new motor car in-
dustry is likely to do for the iron and
engineering trades, The Iron and Coal
Trades Review says:

“We believe that it is likely to. do a
great deal. The time is likely to coms,
and that, too, before long, when the
highways of the country will be large~
ly laid with rails to facilitate motos car
traffic, and we may witness quit: as
large a demand for rails for tuut pur-
pose as we did in the building up of
our railway system. As for the value
of the motor car industry itself, it is
at present in the acorn stage, but, un-
less we greatly err, it will assuine the
proportions of a stalwart oak sooner
than most acorns have succeed.d in
doing in the past. We tnerefore re-
commend our friends in the iron, steel
and engineering industries tu prepare
for the new era, and prepare quuckly,
otherwise they may find that the Ger-
mans, the French or the Americans
are already the ‘men in possesso .
British engineers are even now g ving
a full share of attention to the des.gn
and manufacture of the most suitab.e
and economical types, and it is well
that they ‘should be aided in this en-
deavor as far as possible.”

The advice here given to the English
jron manufacturers is applicable to the
same class of business men in this
country. .The motor car industry in
Canada will shortly reach the propor-
tions that the bicycle trade has as-
sumed. There is no reason why we
should not begin immedidtely to manu-
facture these vehicles in Canada, now
that so many thousands of men are
employed in the same Hne in Germany,
France, Great Britain and the United

States.

MONEY IN NEW YORK.

What The New York Eveming Post’s Fin-
ancial Editor Says About the
Sttnation Yesterday.

New York. Dec. 14.—The Evening Post's
financial editor says: To-day's decline In
prices had a basis obvious to everybody.
The curfous story of murder on the Cuban
Trocha was noi, to be sure, -accepted off-
hand on the stock exchange as authorita-
tive. But inasmuch as nobody could pre-
dict how it would be received in jingo cir-
cles, precautionary selling of stocks began
with the opening. During the first hour
of business active stocks declined on the
average a point aplece, This early “‘dis-
counting’’ process having been completed,
the market halted—partly to walt uutli
congressmnen were actually heard from and
partly because of growing scepticism .over
the story of the Cuban leader’s assassina-
tion. Very little of anything like a canard
appeared to trouble the mind of congress-
men, however, and when, in the afternoon,
the jingo resolutions began to be touched
off on the floor of the Senate, tlie market
for securities yielded again and closed nov
far from the lowest of the day. It was
worth noticing, however, that there was at
no tifne in the day any active liquidation.
The day’s advance of another cent  per
bushel in the price of wheat passed un-
noticed. The situation in foreign exchange
becomes more interesting as the mouth
draws to a close and the usual demand for
coupon remittances develops. The three
noteworthy facts that actual sterling
rates advanced again to-day, that ¢he Lon-
don discount market rose a fraction over
last week, while our own went lower, and
that loans in Saturday’s bank statement,
largely by reason of the borrowing on ex-
change, increased $11,000,000, suggest the
character of the situation. There has
arisen some dispute over the actual rela-
tions of these movements. One of the best
authorities rejects the prevailing idea that
money I8 being simply borrowed here to
loan in London. He points out, as the
principal current factor In exchange, the
operation of buying sixty day sterling with
the proceeds of a New York loan and sell-
ing sightebills as an offset, the margin of
profit coming from the high price demand-
ed, fixed by the relatively higher discount
rate in London. This, it is true, describes
quite accurately one operation which has
been going on of late pretty continuously.
But it does not explain the rise in demand
exchange. The very operation thus re-
scribed, all other things remaining equal,
would increase the sup{')ly of sight bills and
thus not favor but obstruct their present
upward tendency. Moreover, the notion that
money is being borrowed in New York to
lend in London is entirely correct; very
considerable sums have thus been raised on
two months’ paper by the Rothschild
House and others. These transfers are of
course negotiated through the purchase of
demand bills and they explain the present
movement of the market, as the specula-
tive “hedge” on long sterling certainly does
not. There is one very interesting possi-
bility involved if such transactions would
be promptly covered; the necessary result
of which would be a full supply of ex-
change and a fall in sterling. But this
will hardly happen with the foreign dis-
i:ounlt rates maintained at their present
leve.

The Furmness Line Steamer Halifax City

WHO DOES IT BELONG T0 ?

Ephraim Parsons Koden Has a Deed for
Half an Acre of Land on Broad-
view-Avenue, But——

The Board of Control has been summon-
ed for 11 o’clock to-day to consider a very
peculiar state of affairs in relation to a
claim against the city, now under arbi
tration. The case in question is that of
Mr. E. P. Roden, secretary of the Works
Department, who has made a claim for
$8000 damages to certain land alleged to be
owned by him on Broadview-avenue, by
reason of being deprived of a frontage on
the Don River by the straightening of the
river. Mr. Roden has posts set around a
plece of land havlnﬁ an area of 26 acres,
which he claims as his property. Corpora-
tion Counsel Fullerton has been - looking
into the matter; and has advised the City
Solicitor to lay before the Board of Con-
trol the following facts, which he has
learned from searching the title deeds !

In 1833 a plece of land, one-half acre,
more or less, was conveyed by the then
owner of what is now known as the Jail
Farm to Francis Collins. The description
of the property shows that it extendied
from the centre of the bed of a creek on

Two things are clear to my mind : First,
that the conveyance to Collins, and the
subsequent conveyance to Roden, do not
convey land to the Don River, and if Mr.
den became the owner of land to the
Don River, he has done so0 by reason of
trespass and occupation of city land for a
period of upwards of 10 years. Upon the
evidence taken in the above arbitration, I
have come to the conclusion that Mr. Ro-
den has not obtained possession of any
land that was the city’s land as yet by
reason of length of occupation, nn({I am
of opinion that he Is at present, by his
fence posts, which are not closed with
boards, in occupation of land belonging to
the City of Toronto. If this be so, and it
to occupy its
own land as against Mr. Roden, I am of
opiniog that the eity ought to mark the
boundaries of its own land now by a fence
put upon the proper boundary .line.

I do not recommend that the present
posts be disturbed until it becomes appar-
ent whether Mr. Roden will contest the
boundary line to be made according to the
g]nnn submitted by the City Surveyor.

CHICAGO’S CRIME RECORD.

Half a Dozen Cases of Murder or Murder-
ous Assault in a Single Twenty-
Four Hours.

There is no
unfon between the church and state in.On-
tario, nor is there justification for de b-
ing the Church of England or the Pregby-

terian Church in Canada as state churches.
All religious bodies in Ontario stand on-an
equal footing, so far as state recognition
is concerned,
tion, as framed in 1867,
are entitled to maintain Separate Schools
and to have the taxes of Roman Catholics
anlled to the maintenance of the Separate
Schools. The matter of éndowment stands
thus: In 1791 an act of the Imperial Par-
liament divided the country into Upper and
Lower Canada and authority was given to
reserve one-seventh of the public lands for
the support of the Protestant clergy, the
apparent intemtion being to constitue en-
dowments of Church of England rectories.
Some 8,400,000 acres, known as clergy re-
serves, were set apart for this purpose, but
very few of them were ever actoally ap-
plied to the endowment of rectories, the in-
structions to this effect of the Imperial
Government having been disobeyed, and in
1854 the idea of establishing a state church
in Canada was relinquished. Before this
date the Church of Scotland had claimed a
share, as being an established church, and,
after some dispute, its claim was recog-
nized. In 1836 the Governor, 8ir John Col-
borne, and the Kxeeuntive Council endowed
b7 rectories of the Church of England with
a part of the church lands. The Methodists,
Baptists and other denominations protested
against the discrimination against them-
selves, and In 1840 a partial settlement was
made by giving one-half of the proceeds
of the reserves to the Churches of Eng-
land and Scotland, and the remaining half
to the other religious bodies. In 1854 a
bill was passed to divide the clergy re-
serves among the different munieipalities,
the proceeds to be applied for local or educa-
tional purposes and compensation was made
for the losses the clergy suffered by- the
change.

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Protect the Boulevards.

Editor World : Some years ago Toronto
was beautified by dividing off certain strips
of ground between the roadway and foot

pavement in’ most of the leading private
streets. Such strips were to be called
“boulevards,” and were to be sodded and
cared for by the residents, each householder
to cut, trim and water the portion before
his own residence. When these ‘“‘boule-
vards’’ are kept in proper order, they are
very beautiful and a great improvement to
our city.  When neglected and allowed to

til all the sod is worn off, they become an
eyesore, and a street would look better if
these strips were permitted to become part
of the roadway.

What is to be said in a case where a
resident, at great expense, has his boule-
vard sodded, wheh he waters it, cuts the
grass, trims and, In proper seasons, top-
dresses ‘it, if, after all his care, pedestrians
persist ‘in walking over it to enjoy the
shade of the trees? and, worse again, the
ever-passing cyclist I8 cutting a path, sharp
and sure, as only a bicycle can cut a path,
the entire length of it? What is to be done
when gentlemen who are asked politely not
to ride on the grass pass on with a sneer,
and the next time they pass that way ride
over it again? What is to be done when
we are told the boulevard is public property
and ‘we have no rights over it? Why, then,
was it laid out,.and why are we asked each
to keep his own in order? Surely, courtesy
should keep a cyclist from riding over sod
which he knows someone is trying to keep
green, and a feeling of pride In the beauty
of our city should prevent citizens from
deliberately spoiling one of its beauties.
Better a* hundred times would it be to
have the boulevard altogether done away
with than to see so many of them cut up
by bicycles. In the present soft weather,
it simply ruins sod to ride over it.

ARRESTED FOR SMUGGLING.

Father and Sofh Charged With Bringing
Ligquor Inte Canada.

Detroit, Mich.,Dec. 14.—Robert Anderson,
aged 69, and his son Albert, aged 18, were
arrested by lice at 1.30 this morn-
ing, foot of Swaline-ayenue. Five barrels
of Burgundy, lion, claret and port
wine were found on the dock near the
old lh‘lrp.ynrd. covered with rubbish, marked
“A, V.’ Detroit. Owing to the reticence
of the.father and son they were held for
investigation. This morning they were
turned over to the Government officials and
a charge of smuggling entered against
them. Young Anderson’s story was that he
was hifed by a wine merchant across the
river to take the barrels, which he knew
to contain wine, across to Sandwich, for
which he was pald 50 cents a barrel. He
was provided with a flat boat, which would
carry two barrels at a time, and he towed
this across with a clinker boat, in which
he carried one barrel. He was met at
the Canadian side by the man who loaded
the barrels into o wagon and drove off. I
knew I was smuggling wine to Canada, but
1 didn’t sugpose it was against the law on
this side. know the man in guestion had
been taking wine and oll across to Canada
for some time from our dock, and have
helped him do it. The men_ will be ex-
amined Monday, and Officer Kennary has
been detailed to collect further evidence.
A reporter went across the river and saw
the man whose name was given by young
Anderson, but he denied all knowledge of
the Andersons, and sald he never even
heard of them before.

Pen Plcture of Sir Julian

Buffalo, Dec. 14.—A special from Wash-
ington to The Commercial says: A fine
type of an English gentleman. six feet or
more in height, straight as a Norway pine,
his face framed in closely-cropped grey
whiskers, is the British Ambassador at
Washington, Sir Julian Pauncefote. The
United States has no greater admirer and
no more sincere friend than Her Majesty’s
diplomatic representative. His popularity
with prominent Americans, among whom
Le has a wide acquaintance, is quite in
keeping with that of Mr. Bayard at Lon-
don. Unlike Mr. Bayard, Sir Julian is not
given to after-dinner 8 eaking, preferring,
rather, to keep out of the publie prints
and avoid the notoriety which public-speak-
ing necessarily entails. He has had a
long and honorable eareer in the British
foreign. service and he was sent here by
Lord Salisbury seven years ago because
he possessed the personal q‘;mlltles and the
intimate acquaintance with matrers then
imdispute between the two countries which
his\ Government demanded.

A Cave 1000 Feet Long,

Winona, Minn., Dec, 14.—Jonathan Cary-
er, one of the first explorers of the North-
west, makes mention in one of his books
of a large cave with walls covered with
Indian picture-writing near the southern
boundary of Minnesota.

A Winona scientist has just located this
cave, and it has been thoroughly explored.
It is at Lamollle, 16 miles south of here.
The entrance to the cavern is semi-circular,
50 feet wide and 20 feet high. The cave
is a large room, oblong in shape. This
chamber is 100 feet long and about 70 feet in
width. The roof arehes to a height of
nearly 25 feet.| The walls are covered with
Indian  wrirings. Among the figures 1Is
that of a man nearly six feet in height and
well proportioned. = The pictures are bey-
ond doubt the work of Indian tribes, most-
Iy the Sioux, who lived in the region for
centuries.

PDied for Love.

Toledo, O.. Dee, 14.—Over the grave of his
late fiance in Calvary Cemetery, this morn-
ing, Edmund Wright, aged 20, a member
of a prominent Toledo family, committed
suicide. After placing a bunch of flowers
on the tomb, Wright sent a bhullet into his
heart, dying almost Instantly. The d~ed
was witnessed by a former female com-
panion of the dead girl, who had accorn-
panied Wright to the cemetery. The de-
ceased girl was Miss Claudie Osborne, well
known- in local society.

The Sultan’s Throne Room

The gilding in the throneroom of the Bul-
tan at Constantinople is unequalled by any
other building in Europe, and from the ceil-
ing hangs a superb Venetian chandelier,
the 200 lights of which make a gleam like
that of a veritable sun. At each of the
four corners of the room fall candelabra in
baccarat glass are placed, and the throne
is a huge seat covered with red velvet and
having arms and back of pure gold.

The selling pressure lightened at once and
as outside markets began to show an ad-
vaneing tendency, It inspired the bulls
with remewed courage and they bonght
very liberally. The strength was also ma-
terially aided by the decrease of 2,028,
bushels in visible supply, which was away
above expectations. Argentine news Wwas
present as usual, direct advices thence say-
ing weather continues unfavorable and es-
timate crop at less than last year, Wheat
on passage increa 3 ‘bushels, and
the BEnglish visible Increased 1,100,000 bush-
els. Cash demand was fair, ‘about 75,000
bushels tnken by Interior millers, and it is
sald that the enguiry is more general. Voi-
ume ‘of trading was quite large, and shorts
covered freely. St. Louis contributed a
fair share of the buying orders. The situa-!
tion is healthy, with stocks decreasing so
raptdly we cannot help feeling that wheat
should be bought on all soft s%otl.

Provisions opened shade higher on 6000
hogs less than expected, and ruled firm
throughout.
