loss of $2.58 in 1907, whereas the per capita
loss in Burope for the same year was only

by Wm. H. Tolmas, director of the New
York Museum of Safety & Sanitary ap-
pliances at a banquet of the directors and
their guests last night. ;

The total fire loss in the United States
in 1907, said Mr. Tolman, was $215,000,000
and, including the cost of up-keep of fire
departments, the loss might be estimated
at $500,000,000. -

The lens is of extraordinarily fine work-
manship, and cost $12,500. It was cast in
Jena by Professor Abbe and: Dr. Schott.
Dr. Steinheil, of Munich, was responsible
for the delicate work of cutting: it. The
metal tube of the telescope proper is en-
closed in an outer metal covering so that
the temperature may be more uniform and
the instrument protected from vibrations
cansed. by the movements of the atmos
phere.. The apparatus weighs 5,560 pounds
and is operated, by electricity.

The - distinguishing feature of the Tre-
ptow Observatory is that it has no revolv:
ing cupola, The advantages of the cupola,
are obtained through fhe outer metal en-
closure- of the telesgope, and the cost of
the observatory is greatly’ reduced by not
haying the great revolving ‘chamber usual
in_observatories. . . "7 s

Dr. Archenbold . &iipates;, that with
such a:cupola. the. present equipment’ of
the Treptow Observatory would have cost
21,000,000 while .without  the cupola  the
cost -has only been about: $75,000.

The observatory has many -original fea-
tures, none of ‘which have been  patented,
so that astronomers are free:to use them
without-the payment of royalties. Andrew
Carnegie is one of the wealthy men who

The openings were large
and‘the missile, be it single round lead
bullet or a couection of little ones, went
out of the same barrel in any case.

“Then the perfection of the gun in-
creased, and smaller pieces of lead from
smaller openings began to be fired. A
spiral core was cut in the barrel to give
the ball a twist as it went out, and then
we began to have the forerunner of the
modern rifle. The rifled barrels were so
small that they made the earliest cart-
tidge accordmg to ' calibre,
gauge.’ ;
