Hughes, which occurred very 
ly this morning at his residence, Cunard 
street, north end, the Baptist denomina­
tion in New Brunswick loses its second 
oldest minister and one who occupied a

Although not actively engaged in toe 

ministry of late years he had been sup­
plying at several pulpits in the absence of 
regular pastors. He had arranged to sup­
ply at the Baptist church in Hampstead 
tomorrow and announcement had been 
made to that effect.

The reverend gentleman had not been 
very well of late but nothing serious was 
expected to develop and when he passed 
away this morning it came as a great 
shock to his wife and friends.

At the time death claimed him he was 
in the bath room and it was there that 
Mrs. Hughes, who was the only other in­
mate of the house found him about 9.15 
o’clock. It is thought that heart failure 
was the cause of hie sudden taking off.

Word was immediately sent to Dr. Mc­
Intyre and he arrived a few minutes later 
bat nothing could be done.

Rev. David Hutchinson, pastor of Mam 
street Baptist church and Rev. Gideon 
Swim, both of whom lived near, arrived 
shortly afterwards, and comforted the 
bereaved wife.

Rev. Mr. Hughes was 81 years of age, 
having been bom in Ht. John in 1826. 
He was ordained a minister of the Bap­
tist denomination in Hillsboro, Albert Co. 
in 1854 and had thus beeit 53 years in the 
ministry. Next to the Rev. Joseph No­
bles, he was the oldest Baptist minister 
in New Brunswick and probably in east­
ern Canada. He had several pastorates 
in various parts of the lower provinces 
until late years when he retired from 
active work.

He was well veiled in all matters ot 
Baptist doctrine and was a very able and 
forceful speaker.

Mr. MacKay inaugurated hie 
work at Dundas last evening, where he 
took the provincial appointment arranged 
by Mr. Graham, and spoke with Hon. Mr.

He was first elected to 
the Ontario legislature in 1902. That 
election was protested and declared void, 
but he was re-elected at the by.-election 
in 1903, This election also was protested, 
but before the trial was concluded the leg­
islature was dissolved. In the meantime, 
in November, 1904, he was made a mem­
ber of the Ross government, holding the 
office of commissioner of crown lands. 
Holding this office he was re-elected at 
the general elections in January, 1905, but 
resigned office with the government on 
Feb. 7th.

As Mr. Borden's tour proceeds it be­

comes clearer from day to day that he 
is making a profound impression upon the 
country. There is nothing in his epeeohee 
ad captandum vulgus. He appeals to 
the patriotism and the moral sense of 
the electorate. Canada is exceedingly for­
tunate in having at the head of the two 
great parties men like Sir Wilfrid Laur­
ier and Mr. Borden. Both have honorable 
instinct ; both in private life and in their 
public careers have established a reputa­
tion for cleanness and courage. Mr. Bor­
den shows these characteristics in a mark­
ed degree, and we do not wish to be un­
derstood that in saying this we are mak­
ing any comparison with the leader of 

j the government; we are simply speaking 
j of Mr. Borden. His opponents have 
! charged him with weakness; some of his 
• friends have said that he lacked aggres­
siveness; but no one has ever suggested 

j that he has not all the characteristics of 
a high-minded gentleman. His opponents 
arc beginning to recast their views as to 
his supposed weakness, for they are learn­
ing that he possesses a moral strength, 
which appeals in* the strongest possible 
way to the best sentiments of the Cana­
dian people. Those who complained of 
lack of aggressiveness are beginning to see 
that there may be a kind of political ac­
tivity which is more valuable than the 
variety that is usually expected from poli- j 
tical leaders. It is beginning to be under­
stood that a party leader has other duties 
than simply to get his opponents out and 
his friends in. It is beginning to be felt 
that the first obligation of the leader of 
the opposition is to his country, and that 
hie responsibility in this respect is scarce­
ly second to that of the premier. There­
fore Mr. Borden’s appeal to the calm 
judgment, the Canadianism and as we have 
said, the moral sense of the electorate is 
daily being more and more highly appreci­
ated. Already he has put politics on a 
higher plane. If he had started out on 
a tour of Canada to deal in abuse, in­
nuendoes and campaign exaggerations, it 
is quite certain that at each stage of his 
journey he would have lost friends, and 
he would have left a trail of bitterness 
and disappointment from ocean to ocean. 
As it is he is making an admirable im- 

; pression upon the country; he is show- 
j ing the people that there are things in ; 
1 politics, and they are really the most im- 1 
portant things, which can be discussed j 

j without malice and debated without acri- 
! mony.

“Mr. Borden will get a hearty support 
in the West,” he added, “if he continues 
to emphasize the need of senate reform, 
rural mail delivery, public ownership of 
telephones and telegraphs, the extension 
of the Intercolonial as its finances permit, 
and closer Imperial relations.

“Western people have been better pleas­
ed with Mr. Borden’s campaign in his 
later speeches. That Halifax speech was 
not read with very much enthusiasm be­
cause there seemed to be too many condi­
tions attached to his planks.

“A Toronto bond market house esti­
mates that the amount of outstanding 
debentures in the Dominion at the pres­
ent time is about $20,000,000. The rates 
of interest on these various securities run 
from 4 to 6 per cent. The New York 
bonds carry an interest of 4 1-2 per cent, 
and the question among financiers in Tor­
onto is if New York 4 1-2 per cents, to 
the extent of forty millions could be sold 
at a premium, why the Canadian municip­
al issues of half this amount would not 
find a ready market at rates considerably 
higher than the New York securities. C.
E. A. Goldman of the Aemilius Jarvis 
Company, who are large dealers in Can­
adian bonds, said that there was an im­
proving demand for good municipal se­
curities in the British markets, but that 
the interest in these issues had yet to be 
aroused. At the meeting of the associa­
tion of Canadian municipalities it was 
suggested that a bureau should be estab­
lished for the disposition of the bonds of purposes.

TORONTO, Sept. 12—One of thé argu­
ments advanced for the increase of prices 
by the members of the Milk Producers’ 
Association, from whom the Toronto milk 
dealers purchase their supply of milk, is 
the marked advance in the cost of hay, 
bran and other dairy foods. One dairy­
man interviewed last night by the Mont­
real Star correspondent, said that the in­
crease in cost in the past three years 
had been 10 to 20 per cent. The manager 
of a large model farm near Toronto which 
supplies a selected list of customers with 
milk, for which they have willingly paid 
higher than the ruling prices for years, 
quotes figures to show that the increase 
has been even greater. 'Three years ago,” 
he said last night, “bran could be bought 
for $12 a ton. Today you must pay $25, 
more than double the former price. The 
best of hay then could be purchased for 
$6, 7 or $8 a ton, but now good clover 
brings $14 to $15 a ton, while timothy is 
worth $20

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The Uncompahgre Valley contains land 
which, when a sufficiency of water is ap­
plied to it, proves to be as fertile as any 
in the world. At present the Gunnison 
river is flowing in futile amplitude past 
the valley at the bottom of a rocky can­
yon, three thousand feet below the sur­
face of the mesa. The Reclamation Serv­
ice is boring a tunnel through the moun­
tain to carry the waters out upon the ad­
jacent plain. It will be six miles in 
length, and will effect the irrigation of 
130,000 acres. The greater proportion of 
this work is accomplished and its com­
pletion is looked for about a year hence.

The Shoshone dam is going up in north­
ern Wyoming. It will lock a narrow 
granite canyon and will rise to a greater 
height—310 feet—than any other in the 
world. The site of the dam is in a spot 
formerly almost inaccessible but the Serv­
ice lias constructed a road several miles 
in length through the canyon. It passes 
through 'scenery indescribably beautiful 
and affords a new route to Yellowstone 
Park.

At the foot of the Black Hills, in South 
Dakota, an enormus earthen embankment 
is in course of construction.
115 feet in height and more than a mile 
in length and will act as a retaing wall 
to a lake twenty miles long by five wide 
and in many places over one hundred feet 
deep. This project—the Belle Fourche— - 
is to be opened in the present year.

A remarkable piece of engineering ia 
connected with the Yuma project on the 
Colorado River. Across that eccentric 
stream is being thrown a huge dam of 
the East India weir type, 
rock foundation the enormous maso 
construction will rest upon the sand. It 
is to be nearly a mile in length and to 
stretch about 400 feet up and down 
stream.

tof the Government at the pres­
ent day? Nine people out of ten will an­
swer at once: “The Panama Canal.” But 
We have within our own country a nation- 
mi work in progress which is incomparably 
Greater and of more importance than the 
Isthmian operation. We do not hear much 
<of the Reclamation Service—the miracle- 
working bureau of the Government. It was 
only organized five years ago, and its pro­
jects are located in out-of-the-way places. 
its engineers are a matter-of-fact type of 
anen', intense and close-mouthed. It is dif­
ficult to get a story from them and if you 
succeed, it is apt to be delivered in the 
practical terms of the craft. For weeks 
the present scribe pestered “Gunnison” 
McConnell for an account of the famdus 
.tunnel. Now the exploration of the can­
yon and the constructive work on the six- 
mile shaft to pierce a mountain 3,000 feet 
in height have been accomplished by blood 
«-stirring deeds of heroism, adventure, and 
(difficulty, but the engineer’s narrative ne­
glected all there as non-essentials. It was a 
plain picture in half-tone of a project and 
{he mechanical features involved in its 
execution.

The Reclamation Sendee has set its 
hand to the splendid task of converting 
50,000,000 acres of barren waste into rich­
ly productive land, much of it the most 
fecund on the face of the globe. The scene 
of the contemplated transformation—which 
is proceeding with wonderful rapidity—is 
the Great American Desert, embracing 
our sixteen more or less arid states and 
territories and occupying two-fifths of the

area
that we ■ shall need ere long for the oô- 
commodation of our expanding population, 
and it is destined to provide homes for 
millions of prosperous people. It will cost 
on an average about $30 psr acre to reclaim 
this strip of country and the total outlay 
on this splendid work t of redemption will 
be $1,500,000,000, or seven times the cost 
of the Panama Canal.

Some of the land already reclaimed has a 
value of $1,000 per acre, and a large pro­
portion of it is worth $200 and more. The 
average value of irrigated land in the 
United States is $47 per acre, so that we 
may without taking account of the prob­
able future decrease in operation and in­
crease in real estate values calculate that 
the ultimate result of the enterprise will 
be to add at least $2,350,000,009 worth of 
taxable property to the west.

They thought that 
they could beat the world and so they 
think now and will continue to do so un­
til the inevitable war with a great power 
that shall teach them wisdom and a due 
sense of proportion.

“The Pacific coast has already become a 
ferocious lion and the whole land is fast 
being brutalized.

The maintenance 
of her government, and her military es­
tablishment is very heavy, and projected 
public improvements will make large 
drains upon her exchequer. For example, 
the national acquisition of the railroads 
calls for $250,000,000. In order to meet 
its obligations at home and abroad the 
Japanese government must tax the people 
to the utmost and in order to meet the 
demand the people must have new ave­
nues for making money. Such is the situ­
ation and it is almost critically acute.

To our inflated notion of Japanese abil­
ity is due the prevalent idea that these 
versatile people will set to and in a few 
years establish a vast industrial system. 
The chief factors in such an accomplish­
ment are labor and capital. It is gener­
ally believed that Japan has a great ad­
vantage in “cheap labor.” A& a matter 
of fact, labor is no yonger cheap in Nippon.
