FREDERICTON. April 22.—"You may embark upon this project

with the assurance that the desired end will be attained at a
total cost which will be within the limits originally ‘estimated by
your engineers. This statement also carries with it the assurance
based on data obtained and studied during the year, that the
necessary effective head and regulated flow is available for the
production of the respective quantities of power upon which the

estirates are based.”

Thus does H. G. Acres, of Niagara
Falls, consulting engineer of the N, B.
Power Commission, conclude his ex-
haustive report on the proposed Grand
Falls hydro electric development, a
report which was submitted to the
members of the N, B. Legislature at
an informal session this morning.

COST ESTIMATES,

The Acres report points out. that
the original estimate of the commis-
sion engineers on the total cost of a
60,000 horsepower plant at Grand Falls
was $6,758,060, and estimate of Mr.
Acres for a 75,000 horsepower plant
with 50,000 horsgpower- jnstalled, totals

Discussing the type of development
Mr. Acres says it i§ proposed to in-
clude in the initial stage of the de-
‘velopment a pressure tunhel iof suf-
ficient capacity to accommodate, under
an average annual load factor of 65 to
70 per cent. of all dependable regulat-
ed flow derived from the development
of domestic and international storage
to this tunnel, will be ultimately con-
nected three hydro electric units of
25,000 electrical horsepower capacity
each, or an aggregate of 75,000 elec-
trical horsepower. {

The merit of this layout, the report
goes on to say, lies primarily in the
fact that while the installation is
sufficient only to absorb the com-
mercial capacity of the initial stage

of Quebec, who gave figures just be-
fore he sailed on the French liner
France for Havre. Commissioner Cor-
deau, accompanied by members of his
family, is going abroad for a brief
vacation. Commenting on the liquo:
situation in Canada, he said:

“The Quebec Liquor Law, which is
now in its fourth year of operation,
has been an unqualified success, both
from the moral or social and financial
viewpoint. Official statistics show that
convictions for indictable offenses in
the Province of Quebec during 1918-
19-20, the three years preceding the
Quebec Liquor Law, averaged 120 per
100,000 of population; while for the
three years 1921-22-23, on the same
basis, ‘convictions have been only 114.

Fewer Convictions.

“Figures as regards convictions for
drunkenness are even more striking.
In 1920, convictions were 525 per
100,000. They were 425 in 1921, 800
#h 1922 and 267 in 1928. 1 believe
these few figures are.convincing proof
of the moral success of the Quebec
Liquor Law.

“As to the financial aspect, sales for
the first three years have totaled $54,-
724,855, out of which the sum of $19,-

.| 144,848 was paid to the federal gov-

ernment on account of customs and
excise duties, while at the sgme time,
we turned over to the Quebec govern-
ment the sum of $12,462,869 in profits,
besides accumulating out of our earn-
ings a working capital and reserve of
$1,900,000 in round figures. I do nol
believe many government-owned com-
mercial ventures are in a position to
show such favorable results.

Popular Law,

“Except for the criticism of the ex-
treme prohibitionist element, and a
small group of politicians, I can say
that the Quebec Liquor Law is at the
present time endorsed or at least sym-
pathetically looked on by the popula-
tion of the whole province; this single
fact naturally accounts largely for the
great measure of success it has attain-
ed. No law can work well against
the will of the majority or an im-
portant minority of the population to
which it applies.”

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PORT FACILITIES.

The end of the winter port season
is a reminder that Saint John not
long ago, through the Common Council
and the Port Committee, presented at
Ottawa a strong cdse for additional
facilities here, including piers in
‘Courtenay Bay and other improvements
necessary to the successful handling of
the traffic that should flow through
this harbor. The session at Ottawa is
passing, and it is of the highest im-
portance that it should not be con-
cluded before " provision for these
harbo# works has been made,

As neothing has been heard of the
matter lately friends of the port feel
that unless the requisite appropriation

_ is to be regarded as certain, additional
representations should be made and
every possible influence brought’ to
Jbear in order that the too long de-
layed requirements of the traffic
may be met.

The - facilities, the construction of
which was asked for by the port dele-
‘gation which went to Montreal and to
Ottawa in connection with the matter,
are vitally necessary. They constitute
an essential link between the railways
and the ships. They should be re-
garded as a national rather than as a
local expenditure, urgently requisite
in order that the Government and the

 C. N. R. may carry into effect the

- policy of giving Canadian ports the
trafic which is rightly and naturally
theirs. =

Enterprises of this sort are not com-
pleted in a day. Construction would
" mecessarily occupy a considerable
period, althdugh the plams for the first

. unit of the piers and for other im-
provements both in Courtenay Bay and
in the main harbor are in readiness.

The Mayor and Commissioners and
the Port Committee, should they. feel
that any additional effort is necessary
in order to make sure of favorable
action at Ottawa, will have the most
hearty support of all the citizens, to
whom this forward step in the equip-

% ment of the port is of the utmost

importance.

¢

A GOQD DECISION.

Thanks to yesterday’s decision by
the Common Council the way is now
clear for the construction of a
pavilion on :the Rockwood play-
ground. . 'Fhe Rotary Club, which has
skown a keen and commendable public
spirit in tHis matter, hds raised $2,000

* and has been ready for some time to
Ixaild this pavilion, which is abso-
Jutely necessary in order that the fine
playground may be properly utilized,
and the doubtful element was the lack
of any guarantee of proper super-
" wision. The Common Council yester-
day, upon hearing the matter presented
by a delegation, agreed to provide
money sufficient to enable the Play-
grounds Association to arrange for
supervision of play and the necessary
care of the pavilion.

This evidently will mean construc-
tion without delay. The pavilion will
be so built.that any requisite addi-

_tions can be made from time to time

~—= as they may be required. This pfay-

ground, as Commissioner Frink said
yesterday, is one of immense possi-
bilities and its complete development
will be of great and lasting value to
the city.

AWKWARD EITHER WAY.

The peace treaties that Germany
signed expressly forbid any union with
'Austria or any annexation of Austrian
ferritory by Germany. There was no
intention on the part of the victors of
permitting Germany to = strengthen
herself in the matter of territory and
population by acquiring, peacefully or
otherwise, any part of the broken up
Austrian empire. Notwithstanding the
treaty provisions, Chancellor Marx,
Hindenburg’s chief opponent for the
presidency, has made union with Aus-
- tria a leading plank in his election plat-
form. This is regarded as an appeal
to pan-German sentiment and is pre-
“sumably intended to capture some sup-
port which might o.therwise go to
Hindenburg. Feeling in North Ger-
many is known to be against any
such Austrian adventure, and in Aus-
tria itself sentiment \js anything' but
unanimous on the question of being
merged with Germany, |

For the present at least any such
union is out of the question, but the
conduct of Marx in openly proposing
such a policy indicates how ready he
is to cater to the German spirit of
resistance by giving defiance ta
Allied opinion in advocating a breach
of the treaty. Victory for Marx in
the election is generally expected.
Bhould he *become President and at-
tempt to carry out his ceampaign
proposal with respect to Austria, the
Allies would have to forbid it, but
the result would be to create further
trouble and ill-will.

On the othér hand, victory for Hin-
denburg, were that possible, would
give new life to the Monarchist anid
wilitarist element. and would revive

the hopes of all those who are con-
stantly seeking some denue of escape
from the payment of indemnities and

military power agaiu. :

\_These German election manifesta-
tions, thoug.h they may be largely
campaign gestures, all tend to increase
suspicion on the part of France and
to strengthen France’s determination
to secure gyarantees of security from
‘her former Allies, failing which she
will insist upon holding Germany
indefinitely undsr the menace of
French bayonets, convinced that no
other course will serve. France in the
‘matter of ‘its finances has gr_a‘ve
domestlc troubles on its hands, and
for some time at least uncertainty is
bound to reign. Whether or not the
new French r can long survive
is a matter of Uy Any fresh folly
er any showing: of reactionary
strength in' Germany " at. this time
could complicatg t}“ European situa-
tion very greatly, .

NO LIMIT YET.

When the United States had only a
million ymotor cars in operation, which
was not so many years ago, people
began to talk as though the market
would soon be exhausted. To-day
there are about 20,000,000 automobiles
in thes world, of which an immense
proportion, about 18,500,000, are in the
United States, Canada and the British
Isles, yet there is excellent ground for
the belief of the manufacturers that
the market still warrants - continued
high speed’production.

They are going right ahead in that
belief, and this season’s sales will un-
doubtedly indicate that they are right.
Both the domestic and the foreign
markets for Canadian and American
cars are still capable of absorbing an
immense number of vehicles both for
pleasure and commercial purposes.
Indeed, what is called the point of
saturation is nowhere in sight. The
foreign market alone offers striking
possibilities, as is evident from the
very fact that Great Britain and con-
tinental countries, in the number of
-motor cars operated, are so far behind
the United States average. United
States manufacturers polnt out that
while in most foreign "countries the
purchasing power is much lower than
it s among Americans, a greatly in-
creased sale in the forelgn market is
inevitable, for "which one person In
every seven in the United States pos-
sesses some sort of motor car, the aver-
age for the rest of the world, not in-
cluding Great Britain and Canada, Is
less than one car for each thousand
people.

Whatever the limit is, it is not yet
in sight.

Jar steamboat service is to be main-
tained ' between the island and Val-
paraiso to attract visitors from all
parts of the world.

Juan Fernandez, which is about
twelve miles in length and five miles
across at its widest part, lies some
450 miles from the coast of Chili, to
which it belongs. It was the stirring
narrative which Alexander Selkirk, the
Scottish sallor, had to tell of his lonely
life on the dgland that led Defoe to
write “Robinson Crusoe.”

There i§ a cave, or grotto, which he
used as his house. Around the walls
are still a number of rusty nalls and
rude shelves-and cupboards. Then
there is Lookout Points, a lofty pin-
nacle over 2,000 feet sbove the level
of the sea. Selkirk ¥ said to have
climbed this peak every day during
tl{e first eight months’ gtay on the
island in the hope of attracting the at-
tention of some passing ship. Al-
though it looks barren from the sea, the
Island is well wooded and has many
springs. Wild goats are still there, as
well as a few wild horses, and there
are many birds of beautiful plumage
in the woods.

As It Is Todsy.

About 250 persons live on the island
today. The men are principally en-
gaged in fishing and there are a few
whalers, They live in log bungalows
around Cumberland Bay, and many
have beautiful . gardens with charry
trees. Two schools, a small church,
a post office, and the new wireless
station are the only public buildings.

Selkirk was by not means the first
sailor, or even the last, to live a lonely
life on the island. Although the true
story of Juan Fernandez is not at all
well known, it has had an interesting
history. It was discovered by a Span-
Ish saflor, Juan Fernandes, after whom
it was named, as far back as 1568.
After he reported his find to his gov-
ernment, he decided to settle down on
the island, telling his captain he would
end his days there. He must have
lived there for a long time, according
to Spanish accounts, and left behind
him as a gift to posterity a herd of
pigs and goats. :

The real ‘hero of the island, of
course, is Alexander Selkirk, who was
put ashore on the island in 1704, some
14 years after the Spanish had landed
there. It was at his own request that
he landed, after he had a falling out
with his captain, His heart failed him
none the less when he saw the ship
about to leave the bay. He fell on
his knees and begged the captain to
take him on board again., But his en-
treatiest had no effect, and the vessel
salled away without him. It was
lucky for him, too, that he was left
behind, for a short time after the ship
was captured by.the Spaniards.

When Selkitk Was There.

Selkirk was by no means ill-pro-
vided, for he had a fair stock of boots,
clothes, a Bible and several other
books, a few cooking utensils, and a
few mathematical instruments. He had
vegetable seeds also, from which he
raised a fine garden the next year.
He kept his larder supplied with goats’
flesh, and the plmento tree, which
flourishes on the island, supplied him
with pepper and candles and sweet-
smelling firewood as well. He made
clothes out of goatskins,

During his long stay on the {sland
he saw many ships, but of these only
two put in to shore. Some Spaniards
landed, saw Selkirk, and gave chase.
This was. the only occasion on which
the outer world invaded his solitude
until the arrival of the ship In which
he finally left Juan Fernandez forever.

Selkirk was rescued from his lonely
kingdom, after a stay of four years
and four months, by Captain Roger,
who described him as “a man dressed
in goats’ skins and wilder in appear-
ance than the goats themselves.”
With him the glory of Juan Fernan-
dez passed into fiction and lives for-
ever in Defoe’s pages. On his return
to England, Selkirk met Defoe an
told him of his adventures. i

The Chilean government has leased
the island severa]l tlmes to private
speculators. In 1868 it was taken over
by a German engineer, who established
a thriving colony there. and ' who
erected a tablet to the memory of
Alexander Selkirk. In 1877 the island
was again let, this time to an eccentric
Swiss, who wished the delights of
seclusion. He took with him a small
band of colonists, who, from their
manner of life, might have been the
Swiss Family Robinson. ut they soon
tired of the experience and came away.

were cleared out of London last sum-
mer by Scotland Yard detectives, at
the time of the Wembley Exhibition,
have been reaping a rich harvest on the
continent lately.

They have had their headquarters at
Rome, Nice, Monte Carlo, and else-
where, and have succeeded in fleecing
a number of wealthy British and
American people of large sums of
money.

In many cases they have posed as
titled peoples—in every case as well-
to-do men of fashion. Their method is,
as soon as they huve gained the confi-
dence of their victims, to impart the
information that they are making large
sums by investing English gold in
French francs at a favorable rate of
exchange.

Victims Aflured,

Their victims, allured by the pros-
pect of quick and large profits, have—
as they were intended to—begged to
be allowed to share in the scheme,

left lamenting.

Half a  dozen prominent English
people have been victimized this season
in this way, and in a number of cases
the tricksters’ booty has amounted to

4 more than $5,000.

Needless to say, the gang has now
disappeared from its usual haunts,
but so efficient is its system that the
members will know exactly when all
their victims have departed. On the
day the last victim leaves for home
the gang will start operations again.

AMERICAN FARMERS
BUY CANADIAN LAND

Movement Over United States
Boundary Into The West is
Anticipated.

OTTAWA, April 22—Immigration
so far has not given indications that
it will be heavy this year, the arrivals
during January and February having
been the lowest for these two months
combined for many years. At the same
time, reports from the west, especially
from officiais of the land settlement
branch of the Department of Immigra-
tion and Colonization, indicate that a
number of Americans are buying land,
which probably is the forerunner of an-
other movement of settlers from across
the line.

Men stuch as Hon, T. A. Crerar and
Robert Forke, who are as well ac-
quainted with farming conditions in
the West as any that couid be cited,
agree that the morale of the western
farmers is much better than it was a
year or two years ago. The very fact
that settlers came through so well un-
der the very trying years of the defla-
tion period has imparted a spirit of
confidence that augurs well for the
future.

ANTI-CANADA DRIVE
T0 CURB MIGRATION

Called Vindictive, Malicious,
Organized in Britain and
Contment

LONDON, April 22—Referring to
the misleading and vindictive efforts
to discourage British emigration to
Canada, the ‘Official Monthly Bulletin
of the Caandian Chamber of Com-
merce in London says in part:

FOUR RIFLEMEN

300 Cattle Raiders Are Made to
Give Up Loot in
Africa.

NAIROBI, Africa, April 22.—Three
hundred Somali tribesmen who have
been continually raiding British terri-
tory across the Kenya border have
been defeated and put to flight by only
four of the King’s African Rifles—
one officer and three men.

Learning that 300 raiders had looted:
3,000 cattle, Lieutenant Chester, with|
10 riflemen, set out on mules, but
seven of the men were compelled to
halt, and the lieutenant and three men
went forward.

After many days of searching, they
overtook the raiders at night, and;
immediately opened fire, in spite of
the tremendous odds against them.

The Somalis returned the fire, but
so fierce was the fusilade from the one
officer and three men that they evi-
dently thought a considerable force

ally fled, leaving’nine dead and 10
wounded, and their entire loot.

In their flight the raiders encoun-
tered the other seven riflemen, and
there was a running fight, in which
they. lost three killed.

There were no British casualties.

session he had his doubts, but wl;fll 4
he heard the attacks directed at Call-
laux, these doubts were removed.
“We congratulate M. Painleve for
having summoned Caillaux,” M. Blum
continued, “and since he is attacked for
having done so, we give him our votes.”

Criminals of Worst Class Driven
From United States, Find
Way to London.

ILONDON, England, April 22—
Criminals of the worst class, thrown
out of the United States, have entered
England in large .numbers and are a
troublesome complication to the crime
question in Brita'n.

Hunted out of America, crooks of the
most dangerous character, according to
Scotland yard, now infest London.

They are believed to be responsible
for almost the whole of certain classes
of crime that have been increasing
lately—especially pickpocketing, operas
tion of con games, and hoid-ups by
motor-bandits—and English detectives
find it difficult to capture or baffle them.

When they are caught, they are de-
ported if American citizenship is
proved; otherwise tried and sentenced
to British jails.

The inroads of these Americans have
added vastly to the difficulties of the
London police. Until an American
crook performed a ‘“safe-blowing job,”
the metropolitan authorities had never
had a case of precisely similar nature
to encounter. :

The same is also true of raids by
motor bandits, which is considered here
a peculiarly American form of crime.

TONNAGE OF SHIPS
IN PORT LARGER

Detailed Report on Ocean
and Coastwise Business
' Is Given.

The number of ships from foreign
countries to enter the Port of Saint

John during the fiscal year ended
March 81, 1925 was 804, with a regis-
tered tonnage of 1,192,042 and carry-
‘ng 880,119 tons of weighted freight
and 75,514 tons of measured freight.
The outward. ships numbered 707,
with ,a registered tonnage of 1,028,860
and carrying 663,616 weighted tons of
freight and 158,946 measured tons.
Official returns announced from the
Custome House showed that the total
arrivals and departures of coastwise
ships gvas 8,755 and the total registered
tonnage of these was 1,028,965. That
‘was 46 sailings more than for the pre-

wious year and 44,048 increase in regis- -

tered tonnage. .
BETTER SHIPS.

The tooks of the Customs Iiouse

show that for the last year there was
a fulling off in the number of ships
entering and leaving the harbor from
and.tp foreign ports, but the tonaage
of the ships was lavger, indicating a
becter class of ships coming to this
port.
The total carga for the year showed
slight decrease outwarq,z:d an in-
crease inward, but the total net loss
from the freights of the previous year
was but 1,364 tons.

FEWER SARDINE BOATS.

The reduction in the number of
ships inward and outward was due in
a large measure, officials said, to the
falling off in the number of sardine
boats to Eastport and Lubec, Maine.

In the returns as given a large por-
tion of the sea-going trade does not
appear us foreign because many °ships
«aii trom| here to foreign ports via
Halifax. These appear in the coast-
wise trade. There are three regular
lines out of Sain John which send
their vessels via Halifax, as well as
other vessels of various lines. In all
it is said that at least 60 ships, aggre-
gating 160,000 to 170,000 tons registe?
and much more in cargo, appear in the
books at the Customs House here as
coastwise trade when they really
should be shown as foreign.

Many of the passenger boats, too,
clearing for London, France or Bel-
gium may only call at the port named
to land passengers, but take cargoes
to one cr more other countries. Freight
steamers often have cargoes for two
different countries. .

Simfilar conditions applyt to ships
coming in to the Port of Saint John,

From foreign ports there were 125
fewer thips than for the previous year,
and there were 152 fewer ships going
to foreign ports. This loss in num-
bers was offset by an increase in regis-
tered tonnage, which was 98,742 inward
and 16,120 cuiward.

HOARDED FOREIGN

MONEY IN GERMANY

How That Country Pays For
Her Excess of Imports is
Explained.

Authorities on German finance writ-
ing in the "European finhncial press
have lately been 'indu]ging in much
gpeculation as to how last year’s
2,700,000,000 marks excess of imports
has been paid for. It is pointed out|
that the report of the Reichsbank for:

1924 refers to the siccess of its credit
restriction policy, which compelled per-
sons who needed cash to realize on their
commodities and their hoards of ex-
change. It has been semi-officially
stated that at least 700 million marks’
worth of foreign banknotes went
abroad last year as a result of the
Reichsbank policy, and that 1,800 mil-
Hon marks in ioreign bills had also to
be mglted. These, together with the

It is true
that the conversion, in connection with
the stabilization of our rrency, of
sums held abroad or at home in foreign
currency has helped us to counteract
the effect of this deficit, and we have
even been able by the help of the cred-
its granted from abroad, after the issue
of the Dawes loan, greatly to increase
our holdings of foreign exc . But
this cannot deceive s with regard to
the serlousness of the situation created
by our taking up some 2,000,000,000

FORTUNES ON THE BEACH

Walkers on the world’s sea beaches,
white men, black men, yelhow men,
must often have unwittingly passed by
lumps of solid, waxy substapce some-
what of the appearance of marble, says
a London correspondent.

They overlooked—and you who read
this may be one of them—a fortune.
For this is ambergris, of which whale
men dream in their ambitious wander-
ings abodt the seven seas. It comes
from the alimentary canal of the sperm
whale or cachalot. It is believed to have
assoclations- with diseased conditions,
for when found in a whale the speci-
men is usually feebie or unhealthy.

Cuttle bone for canaries is familiar
to most. This “bone” constitutes the
internal shell of a cuttlefish; but some
species have long shells which are chi-
tinous or horny, and when these cuttles
are eaten by the whales, who love them,
the “sea pens” prove too much for their
digestion. Examined under a micro-
scope, ambergris is found to contain
portions of these “sea pens.”

A few years ago Norwegians fishing
in Australian waters found in one
whale ambergris weighing approximate-
ly nine hundred poinds. It was worth
$1385,000. By contrast, the whole pro-
duction of the United States in 1822
only amounted to 44 pounds, worth
about $11,500. And now the latest luck
has fallen to a Spanish ship, the crew
of which found 248 pounds in an At-
lantic whale.

In centuries forgotten, when sperm
whales were more abundant, ambergris
did service in sacramental rites. ‘The
Chinese administer it medicinally. But
most that is found today finds its way
to perfumers, who use it as a fixative
for delicate scents.

When next you tramp the margin of
the sea, along the line where the waves
leave seaweeds, bottle corks, and the
unconsidered flotsam which none sees
fit to take away, make sire that the
piece of stuff you took to be mottled
goap is not precious ambergris.

If it came from the intestines of the
whale and not from the steward’s pail
of some ocean liner you will hold in
the hollow of one hand the wherewithal
of a handsome holiday.

Matters of Bond Sales En-
gage Attention at Morn-
ing Session

The lack of a qualified court sten-
ographer caused a postponement of one’

matter at a meeting of the Public
Utilities Board this morning and the
suggestion was made that the services
of Miss Blanche Whitehead be retained
in future,

The application of the Parsons
Ocean Power Company for permission
to sell stock in New Brunswick was
withdrawn after it had been pointed
out by the chairman of the board that
in his opinion the financing was not
such as to commend itself to him.

STREET RAILWAY CASE.

‘The application for extension of the
street Tailway tracks and service to
Lee’s brickyard was laid over until
2.30, at which time the Board was to
fix a time for a hearing. W. A. Ross
for the applicants amended his appli-
cation to make it read from property
owners instead of residents. Dr. F. R.
Taylor asked for a postponment until
he could consult his principals.

At this stage the discussion in regard
to a stenographer arose. E. S, Carter,
secretary of the Commission, said he
had tried to get a stenographer, but
none was available for the morning
and he thought it would be wise to
have the services of Miss Whitehe: |
retained. This would add to the cost
of carrying on which the utility com-
panies would have to pay.

Mr. Taylor said he hoped that soon
the City of Saint John would be in-
cluded. He contended that the Supreme
Court of Canada had by its decision
in the case of Lewis vs. the Andover
and Perth light district placed the city
under the control of the Board, insofar
as the Saint John water service was
concerned at least, as the city sold in
Simonds and Lancaster.

M. L. Hayward, representing Charles
W. Lewis, .who is applying to the
Board for an order to compel the elec-
tric district of Perth and Andover to
supply him with, electric current, said
his case was an important one and he
would like to have a stenographer take
the evidence. The hearing was set for
2.30 p.m.

Mr, Carter remarked that there had
not been an examination for court
stenographer in New Brunswick for
some years now and it was hard to get
one when the courts were sitting,

Parsons Matter

The Parsons Ocean Power Company
reqiest for authority to sell securities
in New Brunswick was then taken up.

CHURCH OF ENGLAND
DELEGATION  HERE

Prominent Men Leave on Mont-
royal on Social Service
Council Mission.

The official delegation of the Church
of England in Canada appointed by
the Council for Social Service under
instructions given ' by the General
Synod at its last session, to confer with
the recently established Council for
Overseas Settlement of the Church of
England, of which the Bishop of Lone
don is chairman and Sir Wyndham
Deedes secretary, sails for England on
the Montroyal. The delegation con-
sists of the Bishop of Ontario, Canon
Vernon, W. G. Styles and G. B.
Woods. It is interesting to note that
all the members of the delegation were
born in England and have made a suc-
cess in Canada. The Bishop of On-
tario has been working in Canada for

22 years and the other three all from
early manhood.

Carries Commcndatioqs.

The delegation carries commenda-
tions to leaders of both church and
state in the Mother Country; from
His Excelency the Governor General
to the Secretary of State for the Colo-
njes; from the Prime Minister of Can-
ada to the High Commissioner for
Canada; from the Department of Im-
migration and Colonization and the
Land Settlement Branch to tleir Lon-
don representatives; from the Arch-
bishop of Rupert’s Land, as Primate
of the Church-of England in Canada,
and president of the General Synéd, to
the Archbishop of Cantérbury, and
from the Bishop of Toronto, as:chair-
man of the executjve committee of
the Council for Social Service of the
Church of England to the Bishop of
London, chairman of the Council for
Overseas Settlement, and to the vari-
ous organizations of the Church of
England which have been interested
in emigration to Canada.

Canon Vernon was formerly of the
Diocese of Nova Scotia, successively as
classical master at King’s College
School, rector of St. John’s church,
North Sydney, and simultaneously
editor of Church Work, the organ of
the Anglican Church in the Maritime
Provinces, and secretary of the Church
of England Institute, Halifax.
