That the Nortern Baptist Education Society in Massa-
chus=tts had offered to support fiv> young men at the Seminary to
be Educated for the Ministry, which had baen thankfully accepted,
and four of the Scholarships filled up. That the Rev. Richard
McLearn the Agent of the Society and other zeaious friends had
nearly succeeded in raising 70 amount sufficier! to discharge the
debts. "That the Rev. John Pryor, the Principal, with Mr. Cherles
Randal: his Assistaut, continued to devote themselves with unabated
zeal to the interests of the Institution. The report contained much
other interesting matter, and suggested the necessity of placing the
Academy upon a more effective and respectable footing as a Colle-
giate Instiiution,

tzined about £1,400 towards defraying the debis of the Society, and
that £200 more were required. The sum ot £50 wasthen subscrib-
ed among several individuals in aid of the object.

tianity, might, by the sustaining power of divine grace, extend the
blessing ot ““pure and undefiled Religion,” farther than did the Dis.
ciples, in the first age of the Christian Church, during the same
space ol time. A thousand facilities are now enjoyed in the seryjce
of the Redecmer, that were not enjoyed then. How necessary is jf
that our hearts be right ! for then all our movements in life would be
vightly divected. Qur affections must become ardently, habitually
unalterably bound to the Cross of Christ, before we shall feel oy
responsibility to Jehovah, and like the Primitive Saints, aim at (he
evangelization of the whole world. We can only arrive at such a;
elevated standard of christian love by constant prayer, and by com-
munion with the word of God, and with Gud himself,

That, dear Brethren, there may be an approximation in the
spiritual character of our piety, to that of those who were converted
by the preaching of the Apostles, let us eschew worldly conformity,

Inthe social circle, we should make redeeming love the principal

topic of conversation. Inthe manner of our dress we should not be
swayed by the vauity, ang capricious taste of the infidels of Paris
We should remember that we are not of this world ; and that it is
therefore our duty to be plain in our apparel. What sums that be-
long to the treasury ofthe Lord, do professing christians annually
squander away to gratify their vanity ?  Costly furniture, splendid
equipages, and extravagant dress are not characteristic of christian
sincerity. In our pecuniary transactions with our fellow men, let
us be honest and punctual ; and let not a spirit of covetousness be-
tray us into extortion, or any other unjustifiable mode of acquiring
the perishable riches of this world. In short, let us endeavour ha
bitually to live in obedience to the commands of God ; and then
even the enemies of the Cross will acknowledge you to be *‘a cho-
sen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar peo-
ple,” that ¢“ shew forth the praises of Him who hath called us out
of darkness into his marvellous light.”
