The
nature and extent of the work accom Jlished by these Clergymen may best

be shewn by abstracts of the detailed reports which they presegted to the

Committee.

The Rev. Mr. Cameron 'ret:orta as follows : — @

“ By the appointment of the Rev. H. J. Borthwick, A.M., to the Mission
field of Litchfield and Colonge, I felt happ'}Rl relieved from visiting the
shanties on the Colonge & Black River. ere were, however, & few
shanties on McGillivray Lake and some other nelihbouring lakes,which could
not be conveniently reached by Mr. Borthwick, and which I visited and
supplied with litérature, staying one night in each shanty and conducting
Divine Service. The remainder of the literature I sent to shanties on the

Madawaska and Ottawa, that could not be visited by any of our Mission-
aries. After my return home, lists were sent to me, containing subscriptions
in aid of the Mission to the Lumbermen f $58.00, This
money was wholly unsolicited by me and was contributed by men of all de-
pominations. It is, in the opinion of your Missionary, of the greatest im-
Fortance that this Mission be not only prosecuted with still greater energy,
Jut extended. Shantymen are becoming interested in the ission, and ex-
pect the annual visit of the Missionary as much as the family expects the

pastor, and feel & oorrespondin§ regret when they are disappointed.”
The following is & summary o the detailed and interesting report present-

by the Rev. H.J. Borthwick : —
« [ left Ottawa on the 20th January last for Fort Colonge, in the Town-
ship of Mansfield, at the mouth of the Colonge River, and arrived there on
the 23rd, Having consulted with the Hon. George Bryson, who is much’
interested in the continuance and success of your Mission, I proceeded to
visit the shanties accessible from his neighbourhood.

“ Having visi the lower Colonge shanties, I then struck in through
the Townshipg of Leslie and Thorne to the shanties of Messrs. Gilmour &
Co. on‘the Kagabazua and Pickannock, feeders of the Gatineau, Ameng _
the French B, C. settlers in the neighbourhood of Otter Lake in this dis-
trict an in resting movement has for some time been in progress towards
a purer form of faith. Several conversions, and I believe genuine ones, are
reported, and many are wavering. 1 had every facility afforded me and en-
couragement shewn in reference to m work by Mr. Lunam, the agent of

, Messrs Gilmour & Co, at Otter Lake Depot.

« Having spent about ten days in this neighbourhood, visiting also and
holding family worship in all Protestant privatechouses, I retraced my steps
to the Colonge to prepare for an extended tour up the Black River. I
spent over three weeks in this tour, but was unfortunately overtaken by a
heavy storm, whieh prevented travelling by conveyance on the side roads
leading to the shanties. I tried to visit these on foot, starting from the
depots as central points, but this I found too fatiguing in the soft snow.
On one occasion I walked over 15 miles with my pack on my back, on an-
other 10, but I fonnd this was to be no profit either in time or labour. As
there seemed to be no prospect of the storm abating, I concluded it was bet-
ter to head down stream again, with the consolation, however, of having
reached the highest shanty on the river. This Black River trip involved a
journey of upwards of 300 miles, a large part of it through very hard roads
and during very unfavourable weather. I was everywhere received with
the greatest kindness, and all attention was shewn me by+all parties.

«"Ag an unfavourable idea as td"the usefulness of your Mission has been
abroad among some persons, I made it a point to enquire on this head of all
who, I thought, might be able, from their position, influence, or edueation, to
fofm an opinion on the subject. I conversed on the topie with proprietors,
foremen and workmen, and the universal result was gratification at its initi-
ation, and regret at its not being more extensively carried out.”

“'ﬁ may mention that, besides my own labours, I heard also of the Rev.
W.“McEwen, of Pembroke, having this winter devoted a considerable por-
tion of time to this work; also of several Wesleyan Methodist Ministers
having done the same. These separate individual efforts, were they all

emanating from one Central Cemmittee of the different Churches, would
have & better effect and be productive of more influence in behalf of the
cause.
“spent, in all, two months inthe work of the Mission, visited 51 ghanties,
addressed about 1600 g, one third of whom were Pretestants, and
travelled about 1000 miles. * 1 received from shantymen and others the sum
of $47.00 as free contributions to the fands of your Mission. 1 have t6 re-

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In addition to the work accomplished by the Rev. Mossrs, Cameron and ™ :
Borthwick conducting service and distributing religious Jiterature among )
the shantymen, your Oewmittee were enabled duﬁni:he past winter greatly
to extend the direulation of sditable literature. ¢ supplies were re-
ceived by them from various sources. The Religious ract Society, of Lon-
don, sent through the. Clerk of Synod two valuable cases of their publi-
cations for fret?gistﬂbntion. The Prench Canadian Mis#ionary Society for--
warded, through Col. Haultaine, 10,000 pages of French tracts. Donations
of suitable magazines and pagers were received from R.'A. Ramsay, Esq., A
of Montreal, and from Mrs. Johnson of Ottawa. The Colonial Committee of \
the Church of Seetland sent one case of mixed religious literature, which \
was not, however, received in time for distribution ; and your Committee
purchased 2000 numbers of the * British Workman,” 8 periodical peculiarly
suitable for workingmen. To the Societies and privaté individuals who
have thus rendered them very material assistance your Committee tender
their grateful acknowledgments.

From these supplies your Committee were enabled to preﬁare large parcels
of mixed appropriate literature, which were readily distributed among the
shantymen, not only by the Clergymen engaged in the work ofthe Mission, *
but also by severaiyof the employers, and by some of the young téamsters
who were willing to circulate them among their fellow-workmen. In this
way many of the shanties which could not be visited by the Clergymen
were yet furnished with excellent and attractive religious literature, both
in English and French. In the selection of tracts particalar care was taken
that none of a controversial nature should be distributed, for, while in all
their work your Committee desire to act in a purely non-denominational
Protestant spirit, they at the same time endeavour to avoid all possible
cause of strife between the Roman Catholic and Protestant lumbermen.

Yonr Committee have been much gratified and encouraged by the in- ’
creasing testimony which they receive from different quarters regarding
the value of this Mission. They are well aware that the agency at their
command is very small when compared with the vast extent of the field
which they attemapt to cultivate. They still cherish the hope that eventu-
ally they may be able to secure the services of Missionaries, whose special
work shall be to carry the Goa})el to the shantymen, and they would hail
with delight the co-operation o other branches of the Protestant Church in
this most important field of home-mission work. At the same time, they
think that the method which they have hitherto pursued is, under existing
circumstances, the best possible one, and, they have reason to believe that
their labours duripg the past winter have Keen more extensively useful
than during any previous season, 02 account of the great increase in the
amount of religious literature which, from different sources, has been sup-
plied to them, and which, by various means, they have been enabled to
circulate.

Your Committee would very gratefully acknowledge the pecuniary
assistance rendered to them by several of the leading lumberers, especially
in the city of Ottawa, and also the unsolicited support rendered to the
Mission by the shantymen and others, who more immediately experience
the benefits bestowed by it. 4

In' conelusion, your Committee would express the hoie that He who
« bestoweth liberally and upbraideth not,” who “ despiséth nct the day of
small things,” would bless their feeble efforts, and would enable them so
to extend their laboties as to embrace the whole section of country included
in the operations 6f the lumber trade. Deeply impressed b&: sense of the
paramount im: of the work, and en by measure of |
success  they have already exj enced, they desire to. continue and
