Gas and water had accumulated 
in it. A few minâtes before the explo­
sion occurred, Patrick Kerwin penetrat­
ed the air-hole with his pick. A 
strong stream of water gushed ont. 
Kerwin was terrified. He sounded 
the alarm of danger. His assistant, 
Patrick Hayes, started hurriedly for the 
main entrance. He had scarcely started 
when the foul gas was ignited from his 
lamp. The explosion which followed 
was teriffic. What little air there was in 
the place drifted to the heading to the 
right of the main entrance. The fire 
followed swiftly, and before the 31 men 
could be alarmed all hope of escape was 
shut off by the flames. The 26 men em­
ployed in the left heading were notified 
of their danger in time to save their 
lives, although their escape was thrill­
ing, and was accompanied by the wild­
est confusion. At a point near where 
the explosion occurred the bodies of Dan­
iel Sheiran, fire boss, and David Hayes 
were found. They had evidently attempt­
ed to escape through the flames.

The explosion was one of the most 
disastrous and deadly in the history of 
the coke region. This latest calamity 
has unnerved the community, and the

The death 
of an unfortunate man yesterday at the 
Portland street crossing emphasizes the 
necessity of what we then urged upon 
the railway authorities, and proves con­
clusively that the present state of 
affairs is dangerous to the lives of our 
citizens. It does not appear at the time 
of writing who was to blame for this un­
toward accident which has destroyed the 
life of a useful fellow citizen. There are 
conflicting statements as to whether the 
bell of the locomotive which caused his 
death was ringing or not, but there is no 
question as to the dangerous character 
of the crossing at that point on Portland 
street, where there is a very considerable 
amount of traffic.

PAMS CHILD SLAVES.

The Juvenile Be*g*r Bureaus Likely to 
Be Abolished.

Last year a society was organized in 
Paris to prevent the trade in children a- 
mong professional beggars. In the first 
report, just published, the secretary of 
the society has catalogued a varied lot 
of Parisian institutions which are occu­
pied exclusively with the employment 
of little boys and girls in street beggary. 
Several saloon-keepers and proprietors of 
small cafes, the report says, have long 
had a bureau in the Rue Marcadet for 
the employment of young girls as flower 
pedlers.

The ages of the girls range between 
eight and eleven years. They are let to 
the bureau for the day by their parents. 
They are sent out on the boulevards in 
small squads, and are expected to return 
at night with at least three francs each 
clear profit on their sales, 
whose receipts fall below the average are 
sent back to their parents without wages 
for their day’s work. The bureau em­
ploys now about 120 girls.

Another bureau, situated near the Pan­
theon, hires girls between ten and four­
teen years to play musical instruments 
in the low resorts of the city. The girls 
are usually taught to strum on a violin 
or harp in the bureau's quarters during 
the afternoon, and from 9 to 2 o’clock at 
night are kept on the run from dive to 
dive.

At 2 o’clock the children return to the 
bureau and are taken home by their 
guardians or parents. Each child earns 
about seven francs in an evening, and re­
ceives three francs wages. This musical 
bureau has sixty children at its disposal 
most of the time.

A third bureau deals in boys between 
eight and twelve years, 
lows do ordinary begging and collect ci­
gar butts. At dark the boys hand in the 
money and the refuse tobacco they have 
got together during the day.

Four hours every evening the young 
vagrants are kept busy cutting, tearing, 
and sorting cigar ends. They earn about 
one franc each daily, and are expected to 
net their employers about twice that a- 
mount At present 150 boys work for 
the bureau.

The most reprehensible bureau of 
which the society received information 

. makes a business of hiring babies in 
arms and sending them out into the 
streets with women beggars. Whatever 
the weather or temperature, the little 
c eatures are exposed by the women in 
charge of them on the street corners, 
doorsteps, and bridges.

The bureau pays each woman with her 
baby two francs a day. Each pair brings 
in six or seven francs every evening. A 
child usually endures nine or ten weeks 
of this outdoor service and then dies of 
exposure.

The society has attached the names of 
each bureau proprietor-to the account of 
his establishment, and has called on the 
French Government to take measures at 
once to break up all the Parisian institu­
tions which buy, sell, and hire children 
for debilitating and demoralizing em­
ployments.

Trimmed and UntrimmedA Toronto despatch states that on 
Monday an extraordinary discussion 
took place in the Methodist conference 
sitting there. The previous Saturday Mr. 
Joseph Tait, the newly elected reform 
member for Toronto city, who is one of 
the lay delegates to the conference,speak­
ing of the powrer given to the clergy in the 
matter of nominating Sunday school 
superintendents and stewards, and also 
as to ministers presiding at district meet­
ings, said there was more priestcraft to 
the square foot in Methodism than any 
other denomination. The remark, which 
was published on Monday,created a sen­
sation, and a lay delegate brought it be­
fore the conference. It was agreed to 
refer it to a meeting of the laymen, who 
had Mr. Tait before them. He said 
that he did not use the word in an of­
fensive sense, merely meaning minis­
terial power. After much discussion a 
resolution was adopted setting forth that 
the ministers had too much power, but 
that the system was being remedied by 
the united action of the conference. The 
resolution was sent before the ministers, 
who received it with great indignation, 
saying that it was not based on facts and 
should not be entered on the minutes. 
Rev. Dr. Sutherland said it roust result 
in much mischief in the near future 
Mr. Tait was again asked to explain and 
he repeated what he said to the laymen. 
It was sent back again to the lay dele­
gates, who were asked to consider a reso­
lution to the effect that Mr. Tait did not 
mean what he said and expressing un­
qualified faith in the ministers. Several 
laymen declare that the meeti .g was il­
legal and that no one but Mr. Tait was 
responsible. An amendment to ibis ef­
fect prevailed, accepting Mr. Tait’s ex 
planation that he wished to cast no re­
flection on the ministers. A decidedly 
sore feeling, it is said, exists over the 
matter. The ministers, by their action, 
seem to have done their best to show 
that Mr. Tait’s attack upon them was 
founded on just grounds.

KNOCKED OUT IN SIX ROUNDS.

Buffalo, N. Y., June 7.—One of tbe 
quickest knockout fights ever seen in 
this region, brought together last night 
such a galaxy of sports from Philadel­
phia, New York and other places as has 
never attended a prize fight here before. 
James Daléy, the Philadelphia heavy­
weight, and Ed. Smith of Denver were 
matched for a finish fight of 24 rounds for 
a parse of $1500. The Arlington rooms 
were thronged with a thousand sports, 
and Jake Kilrain was a conspicuous one 
among them.

At 11 o'clock, time was called^and both 
men, wearing confident smiles, pranced 
into the centre of the ring. Smith made 
a cautions dive at Daly’s face, and re­
ceived a neat conn ter which made him 
weary. There was > short passage at 
arms and the round closed,

In the next onslaught Daly fought for 
all he was worth, his antagonist acting 
purely on the defensive. After some 
warm fighting Daly drew first blood on 
his opponent’s face witn a smashing left­
hander.

The third round brought Smith up a 
trifle uneasy, and Daly confident Smith 
began to quietly hammer back counters, 
using less force but producing more 
result than Daly’s blows. Smith nursed 
his strength carefully and was hit hardly 
a blow, iHe was clearly the more clever 
fighter and Daly began to weaken.

In the fifth round the Philadelphia 
man made a rush,and was met so strong­
ly that he quailed for a moment and 
then assumed the defensive.

The sixth round proved to be a settler. 
Smith went in to finish up his opponent, 
and swung some reckless blows which 
fell a trifle short, but one finally caught 
Daly and landed him in a heap on the 
floor. He failed to come up and Smith 
was declared the winner.

In P. E. Island.
(Charlottetown Examiner.)

At Canovay Island, in Savage Harbor 
Bay, Mr. Co Afin, lately deceased, was one 
of the several who many years ago ^col­
lected a cartload of human skulls, shin- 
bones, etc, that had fallen out of the 
bank,which they reinterred in the Island. 
Near the same place can yet be seen 
traces of a house of red sandstone, and 
covered with oyster shells, supoosed to 
be the eating house of the savages. At 
West St. Peters, a flint tomahawk was 
recently found.

Mr. John Kenny, of Baldwin’s Station, 
while in thé act of digging a well, a few 
weeks ago, and when fifty-five feet from 
the surface,and twenty-three feet through 
the rock, struck his pick through a layer 
of rock, which proved to be an aperture 
six inches deep, and eighteen inches 
wide, through which came a gust of wind 
sufficiently strong to carry a hat np the 
well some distance. So loud did the 
gust of wind whistle when the workman 
withdrew the pick, that it could be dis­
tinctly heard in the dwellings near by, 
and so cold that with difficulty could 
they work. At that stage water had not 
been struck, but the workmen could 
hear a sound as of running water below 
them.

At St Peters harbor, where the French 
had quite a village, the remains of a 
church, a battery, the well from which 
they drew their water, etc., can yet be 
seen. A few years ago their old church 
bell was ploughed up, which after being 
recast now does duty in the Catholic 
Church at Rollo Bay.
