Mont-
real Herald says:

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ANDREE'S  VOYAGE.

The Famous Aeronaut Has Started on
His Attempt to Reach
the Pole.

Circular Sent By the Russian Govern-
ment to the . Peasants
of Siberia.

—

S. A. Andree, the daring Swedish bal-,
loonist, who started May 19 on his trip
of exploration to the north pole, wrote
a letter to the Chicago Times-Herald
before his journey was commenced, de-
scribing the balloon and the good he
expected to accomplish for science by
making the trip through the aereal re-
gions to the frozen fields of thg Arctic
circle. His ideas seem like a fairy tale,
bue scientists believe that he will &
complish all that he has started out to
learn.

The expedition embarked at Gothen-
burg in the steamer Svenskund, belong- |
ing to the Swedish government, under
the command - of Count Ishremsvaerd.,
This steamer, which is in reguldr service
every winter in the Cattegat and Skag--
erak assisting the herring fishermen in |
their perilous occupation,” is built espe-,
cially for Yravel through ice, and will,,
no -doubt, .be well -able-to force its way
through the ice bands which may be en-
countered in the northern -waters and
carry the expedition safely and in due
season to its destinaticn.

As the space available for cargo, how- !
ever, in this steamer is too small, the"
steamer Virgo, which carried the expe-
dition to Spitzberzen last year, has been
chartered to accompany the Svenskund
with the greater portion of the cargo.
The Virgo will return immediately ‘on
discharging its cargo. !

The members of the expedition will be |
partly the same ones as last year and
partly new .incoming omes. Dr. Ekholm,
who took part last year, has retired, not
being satisfied with the performance of
the balloon last summer, when tested
in the balloon shed at Damskoen, so-thst
of the old prespective participators. in
the balloon journey only Mr. Andree and
Nils strindberg remain.  In plaee of Dr.
Ekholp Knut Frasnkel has beén accept-
ed as. third active mémber of ‘the €xplor- '
ing pacty.’ ‘Besides, ©. 'W. B. Sveden-
borg has been appointeda substituté to
take part in the aerial journey should
any of the other members, by accident
or otherwise, be prevented from making
the ascent. :

Mr. Fraenkel is a civil ‘enginesr,” 27
vears old, and a bachelor. He''has 4
robust constitation, and, beéing ~brought
up and for years engaged®in'professioral
work in the frostly climaté  and’ forest
country of Norrland is -acensStomed to
hardships, and bhas acquired: great pro-
ficiency as a marksman, pedestriain and. .
runner on “snowshoes, or “skis.)': His
knowledge of topographical work will be
of service in the ekpforation of the un-
known arctic teferitory.

Mr. Sredenborg, ‘who is alsp a young
man, about 28 years of age; belongs
the military “profession, being a lieuten-
gnt in an artillery regiment stationed in
the north of Sweden, and i like Mr.
Traenkel, an ardent sportsman of
Hhealthy constitution. He is a son-in-law
of the celebrated arctic traveler and dis-
coverer of the ncrtheast passage, Pro-
fessor Nordenskiold, 'whose interest 1n
the expedition is great, and who has fa-
vored it in every was by his valuable
advice.-

Like Mr. Strindberg last year, Messrs.
Fraenkel and Svedentorg have recently
undertaken a series of successful balloon
Journeys in France under the guidance
of experienced aeronauts, so as to fit
themselves for the work in store. They
have ascended seven times so far, the
last trip alone, and appear to be well
pleased with their experiences.

The engineering force of the expedi-
tion also includes Mr. Stake, a chemical
engineer, who will be in charge of the
manufacture of hydrogen gas, as last
yvear, and M. Machuron, who will go
along as representative of the well-known
maker of the balloon, M. Lachambre, of
Paris, and as dn expert in care of the
balloon to attend to the haundling and
any needed repairs of the latter. It may
be mentioned that M. Machuron is the
nephew of M. Lachambre and his as-
sistant for many. years.

The expedition will be carried out on
essentially the same plan as last year.
The changes decided on ‘apply princi-
pally to the equipment, being due par'ly
to the delayed journey and partly to the
experiences of the journey to Spitzber-
gen last summer.

The balloon was taken to Paris and
its volume increased to 10,600 cubic feet,
so that its present capacity is 170,000
cubic feet. This increase has been
brought about by cutting the balloon in
twain across the middle and inserting
between the two halves thus formed a
cylindrical portion about three and one-
quarter feet high. The shape of the bal-
loon, accordingly, is no longer spherical,
but oblong, the original diameter of six-
ey-seven and one-quarter feet being re-
tained.

The reason for giving this increased
volume to the balloon is that the silk
(three thicknesses of which are used)
has proved to be heavier than the origi-
nal estimate. Instead of Wweighing 2,310
pounds, -as estimated, its actual weight |
was 2.904 pounds, ‘an excess of more
than 25 per cent.

On recent examination the balloon was'
found to be in excellent condition. The |
strength and impermeability of the silk |
have been thorotghly tested, and the|
former found to be unaltered, while the|
silk was almost absolutely impervious, !
the loss of gas, in fact, being so utterly
insignificant that it could hardly be,
measured. Previously the loss through |
all of the silk proper emtering into the |
balloon amounted to from thirty-five to |
seventy cubic feet in twenty-four hours,.

‘defendﬂm‘.s were the ratepayers of Vie-

toria.

The corporation made wno inquiry
whether the bridge was safe of not be-
fore permitting tramcars to use it. Such
koowledge could easily have been ac-
quired.

The corporation suffered the bridge to
fall into disrepair.

The -changes made by the corporation,
under the arrangement with it by the
company, to the bridge did reduce the
strength of the bridge to support trams
passing over .it.

The bole bored by Cox in beam No. 3,
was described by him.

The matter of the motion for mon-suit
was left in abeyance.
