FREDERICTON.

Death of D. F. George, the Wall
Known Lumberman.

Back from British Columbia With Good Ad-
vice—Prof, Kierstead's Lecture on
Higher Life of the People.

FREDERIIG’DON. April 22.—Daniel
F. George died at 1 g’clook today of
internal cancer. His somewhat sud-
den death caused a shock to the com-
munity. He came here in 1870 from
Mansfield, Mass., and has been active-
ly engaged in the lumber, hemlock
bark and starch industries. A few
years ago by heavy failures of his
consignezes in Massachusetts he lost a
large amount of money, which con-
siderably crippled his operations. The
deceased was well known in this city
and county, and leaves an honorable
and upright business record. In pri-
vate and social life he was highly
esteemed by all, and his memory will
long be cherished for his generous
acts and kindly deeds. His wife, .one

TROYON AT THE ART LOAN.

Constant Troyon died in Paris in
1865 at the age of 55. He attained his
peculiar excellence and wonderful
power after a sojourn with the mas-
ters of Barbizon in the Forest of
Fontainebleau, where he absorbed the
spirit of that great school and ap-
plied it to his particular field of a.rt,
the painting of animals, cattle chiefly,
in the deep verdure of the landscape.

The famous group of painters whé
form what is krown as the Barbizon
school consisted of Corot, that most
exquisite poet painter, that sweet
sirger of the landscape, Millet, who,
a peasant himself and in the fullest
sympathy with the humble life of
thuse who eacn their bread by con-
tinued and diligent toil, painted that
life with a conviction and power that
has made his name immortal in art.
Rousseau, who painted the very an-
atomy of the landscape, looking deep-
ly into the very heart of nature. Du-
pee, Diaz and Daubigne, also depart-
ing from all tradition, looked out on
nature with fresh eyes and painted
her as she appealed to them individu-
ally. And Troyon applied the same
principle to his paintings of landscape
and cattle.

The Golden Troyon, which it is our
high privilege to have with us at this
time, is so called because of the. gol<
den tone that pervades it. It is an exi
quisite landscape; the cattle are sub-
servient in this case to the rest of the
picture, a lovely sky grey with clouds
and with one luminous light over all

The work of any man who is recog-
nized by the art world as a master
must be" well worthy our closest at-
tention. 'We must look and listen for
the song he sihngs or the story he
tells.

The illustration accompanying this
article gives some idea of the general
snbject treated in the Golden Troyon.

The Herald says: Fredericton has
lost one of its most highly esteemed
citizens in the death of D, F. George.
He came here a stranger nearly ‘three
decades ago, but speedily identified
himself with the city’s interests, and
by his walk ang conversation, his
geniality and his bersonal character
endeared himseif to citizens of all
classes.

The currents of national
thcught "affect all the people, The
people too must have the best ideals
to flourish in the truest sense, These
points were developed at length.
‘The lecturer fthen considered how
far the university develops these ele-
merts. He did not claim that the
university has all these elements of
life in its keeping. The people at
large have books and other sources of
life in abundance. But he held that
the citizen has an immense advantage
in tkLe organization of study, in the
quiet secar>d for thought, in the
pewer of associated work, and in the
enthusiasm for thinking it develops.
The unlversity promotes intelligence
by preserving the best of the past as
far as that life is treasured in lan-
guage and literature. He held that
the “heart of a nation is its mother
tongue,” and by its language and
literature, even of an age long past,
it presérves the vital element it once
pessessed. T e i
Further,'" he held that university.
work s essential to general aducation.
H-re he quited Professor Seeley, who
says: “Education in England is what
Oxferd and Cambridge choose to make
it.” He held also that the general in-
telligence of a people adds to its pow-
er to get wealth. There are three
conditions of production of ‘wealth,
viz., “land, labor and capital.” By
land is - meant natural resources in
general. Political economists tsach
that the immaterial sources of wealth
are quite as necessary as the other
elements. Especially in Canada,’
where our resources = are abundant,
and where we can obtain capital at a
cheap rate, is it essenimal to develop
the intelligence of our people.  The
i niversity, even the most superior, is
the best investment a people can make
=public school, our Normal schools,
cur professions, our journalism, our
85~al and religious life, must be in-

fluenced directly by the work of the |

higher institution.

He held that the college promoted
ricrality and religion; that ethical and
intellectual life are clearly connected;
that education is a kind of religion and
gives strength to genuine religious
conviction. 4

The colleges furnish also high ideals
end promote public spirit and nat-
icnal aims and purposes. He thus re-
gardedl the university as a necessity
in #ny country; in the words of Hux-
ley, it is “the fortress of the higher
life ¢f the nation.”

In concluding he pointed out the
reasonableness of spending money on
cur colleges. For a nation to econo-
mize in regard to its higher education
is the same kind of folly that it would
be to use poor though cheap grain or
seed for the harvest we expect from
cur richest prairies.

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A Few Days in the Land of the
Pyramids,

Modern Alexandria—By Train to Cairo. The
Fertile Regions of the Delta—Ar Intense-
ly Mahommedan City—The British Red
Coat—A Good Word for the Donkey.

(Special Correspondence of the Sun.)
CONTINENTAL HOTHL, CAIRO,

Egypt, March 28.—Some one has said
“there is a fascination to lands that
have made or witnessed history.” How
fascinating then must Egypt ever be
to the students of history. If it has
not made it has at least witnessed the
making of history for long, long cen-
turies. “It is the longest lived among
tbe nations of earth.” Here were art
and philosophy taught—a high degree
of olvilization attained—centuries be-
fore Greece or Rdme began to make
a stir in the world. When the inhabi-
tants of.the now most highly clvilized
nations: of ‘the east were content to
live in the rudest kind of way, Egypt
was a powerful nation, under wide-
awake rulers, ambitious, and immor-
talizing their names and nature in the
building of pyramids, that in these far
distant ages we study with feelings of
great veneration for those who con-
ceived their design and executed the
same.

What associations, too, are connect-
ed with this land. Thither came Ab-
raham, the father of the faithful, soon
after his arrival in Canaan; then fol-
lows in succession the hisfory of
Joseph—the oppression of the Israel-
ites—Moses—the Exodus. In hours of
reed, when Eastern armies threat-
ened God’s ancient people in the land
of promise, they turned to Egypt for
help. To this land was Joseph direct-

ed to take “the young child and his *

mother” for safety from a wicked
Herod. Early in the Gospel era her-
alds of the cross came to Bgypt. Tra-
dition has it that Mark, the writer of
the Second Gospel, brought the glad
tidings to the Egyptians. Here Chris-
tianity flourished, despite Roman per-
secutions. Here “the seventy’” made
the Septuagint translation. Yes, this
i3 a remarkable land—the land of
Rameses—Joseph—Moses; where Alex-
ander .the Great, Caesar, ‘Antony, the
bewitching Cleopatra and the world-
renowned Mehemit Ali, each and all
played conspicuous ' parts. ' Thig the
land of all, “in which the dead alone
are great.”
ALEXANDRIA.

We landed in Alexandria, the “front '
door of Egypt,” on March 22, and soon
were being driven through the city.
As your readers will at once see, thig |
city does not belong  to antiquity. It
was founded by the Grecian Conqueror
in 332 B. C., and in a memorial of his

Egyptian campaign his object it was |

evidently to more closely connect the
old Pharach kingdom with his then

young émpire, and through Alexandria i

turn the channels of trade to Greece.
This" was his favorite city.
after his death, under the wise rule of
the Ptolemies, Alexandria became
tke home of artists and scholars. But
in the early centuries of the Christian
€ra, Alexandria suffered from war and
plunder. Many of the grand works of
ren- were destroyed, such as the
“white marble lighthouse,” “the pure
gold sarcophagus” in which had been
laid Alexander’s body, and as well the
famous Alexandrian library and the
Museum of Ptolemy. So great have
been the losses of the city that it has
Leen compared to an orphan “who has
inhkerited from his father nothing but
bis name.” The despoiling of Alexan-
dria has in some instances been the
enriching of other “laces.

In our drive we visit “Pompey’s Pil-
lar,” wunfortunately misnamed; the
museum ,and gardens, where we roam

{ amid trees from the tropics, enjoying

the swest perfume of real orange
blossoms; through the prinéipal streets
and squares, and then lunch and say
a hasty good-bye to a city which in
a few hours has made us believe we
are now in the East rather than the
West.
TRAIN. TO CAIRO.

For the first time we are locked ‘in

a car with compartments, thankful in-

deed that our immediate comnanions
for the next 130 miles belong to *‘our
party.” The railway ride to Cairo is
one of ever varying and increasing in-
terest. We pass Lake Mareotis soon
after starting. Where these wajers
now lie was once a beautiful basin of
rich land, filled with vineyards,but was
opened to the sea in the siege of Alex-
andria, 1801, and one hundred and fifty
villages were destroyed. And now we
pass along the fertile régions of the

lan farms. Curious‘indeed to western
eyes are all the things seen. - The
camel ftrains, the little donkeys, the
one-handled plough, the dirty  looking
mud hut villages, the making of fire-
wood out of dung and straw, the rude
and primitive way of irrigating the
Soil, the peculiar dress—all so full of
interest we forget the passage of time.
‘We note the great possibilities for

_this” portion of Egypt. Here can two

crops be taken per year from the soil
made rich by the Nile. What is to
Linder, with improved N
Egypt being again the granary of
the world; and along this line of rail
way to stand elevators to receive the
great quantities of corn, and store
houses for the immense bales of cot-
ton? While all this i possible, it will
be years yet ere these fullaheen will
desert the old forms for the new; long
too, it seems to me as I study them
more closely, ere the sullen look that

Cairo is a beautiful city in many of.
ifs parts. The Delta has been com.-
pared to a beautiful green faro, with
Cairo glittering like a diamond in
the handle. 'The drives around the
city are very pleasing, and while it
becomes necessary to pass through
some of the narrow quarters, amid
smells by no means pleasing, still
there is interest, for we see life from
coi stantly new standpoints. We mor-
alize a little once in a while, ang say
to a companion, and what does life
mean here?

This is an intensely Mahommedan
city. The minarets from hundreds
and hundreds of mosques resound
with crys, “Come to prayers.” The
sight is constantly repeated of the
fa.ithtpl falling down to say his pray-
ers, his face even tourned toward
Mecca. But European influence is
strongly felt here. You see every-
where you go the British red coat and
you note the Egyptian soldier dressed
in European style. This influence has
been for good—is destined for yet
greater good in“days to come. I should
be glad for' Egypt's sake if Great
Britain’s flag was the only flag for
this land. >

I had hoped in this article to have
said 'all I wanted to in regard to
Egypt and then leave it, but I shall
i ask you to give me a little more space
i when I can find time to say some-

thing of the .mosques, pyramids and

tombs, all of which ought to be care-

Patriek’s church, Halifax, N. S., which
is {to be constructed.on the pneumatic
rrinciple and to have a pallet for
every pipe. It will cost $6,000, and be
the largest and finest in the lower
provinces.. The Ven. Archdeacon re-
ferred to the good work of the pur-
chasing commuttee, Messrs. Allan Dib-
Llee, M. P., Harris Smith, H. Bourne
Arnold B and /Mr. Raymond,
in procuring so satisfactory an organ,
and expressed his confidence in the
builders that the instrument was one
that would give lasting pleasure ' to
all.

The body was embalmed, and
was buried on reaching England.
