Beaumying Gitizens' Last Rest-

ing Place

New Mumm Lately Erecied One of the
Finest on the Gontinent—Designed

by Local Man.

With the coming of the warm weath-
er Fernhill cemetery has commenced
to take on a most beautiful appear-
ance. The, last resting place of our
citizens has never been in such excel-
lent conditions.

The many family lote ha.ve been giv-
en special-attention and the work of
beautifying the spots has been carried
on vigorously during the past few
weeks,

Superintendent Clayton was working
busily at the cemetery yesterday af-
ternoon, The flowers have all been
planted and about the middle of July
it is expected that everything will be
in full bloom.

It may not be realized, but Fernhill
has over fifty-two miles of beautiful
walks. A number of these are shaded
by trees.

‘Among the many most beautiful
monuiments, the one erected by ¥F. W.
McKelvey deserves more than passing
notice. The piece of statuary is with-
out doubt the finest ever placed in
position in Fernhill cemetery. Many
visitors to the cemetery declare the
monument is one of the finest in the
eontinent of America. The figure re-
presents an angel standing poised
with outspread wings.

The statue was secured from the firm
of J. W. Dods and Sons, a wel known
‘concern in Dauphries, Scotland. It has
been pronounced by leading sculptors
as a master piece of art. The statue
was conveyed to this country on & Don-
aldson liner last winter. The pedestal
was built by Emery and McLaughlin,
of this city, and their splendid work
reflects great credit. Too much can-
not be said of the artistic and beauti-
| ful work of John Rogerson, the de-
signer of the statue. Mr. Rogerson is
one of the finest qgrvers in the coun-
try. He has other well known designs.
Particular mention could here be made
of the success of Mr. Rogerson in
designing the handsome Young monu-
ment which now adores King Square.
The city offered a prize for the best
design. Mr. Rogerson’s design for the
entire monument was accepted and the
statue was erected under his superin-
tendency.

The Fernhill monument was erected
by Mr. McKelvey over the grave of
his daughter, Miss Jennie McKelvey.

The statue is about eleven feet and
four inches in height, while the figure

Commission which is engaged in the
unthankful task of cleansing the Aug-
ean stables of the French Admiralty
has unearthed a fresh scandal, which
promises to lead to Iinteresting dis<
closures.

remuneration for extra work. -

The inspector, who looked upon thm
proffered gift-as a bribe, refused to ac<
cept it. He reported the incident to his
chief, General Gosset, director of the!
naval artillery at the ministry of mar«
ine. The general in his turn appears ta
have brought the affair under the no-,
tice of M. Thomson, then minister of
marine, with a recommendation thati
the firm should be prosecuted for ate:
tempting to corrupt state employess
The minister sent for the head of the
firm, and reproved him, but after thig
no action was taken. - -

A few days ago the incident came to
the ears of the members of the Parlia<
mentafy Commission, and they thought
they would like to inspect the doessien
for themselves. It was found, howevery
that the whole of the documents bear+
ing on the case had disappeared. Yes=,
terday the commission &xamined + Mg
Dupont, director of the Sghool of Mar=:
ine Engineering, -who was formerly}
chief of M. Thomson’s technical staff
at the Ministry of Marine. Asked if
fhe could account for the disappearance
of the dossier, M./ Dupont admitted
the possibility of its having become’
mixed up with private papers, whieh:
he had taken away from the Ministry
of Marine on the downfall of hﬁs ‘min-
isterial chief.

M. Deleasse, ' chairman of the com-
mission, in company with several col-
leagues, interviewed the minister of
justice, and demanded that M. Duponk
should be “prosecuted for tampering
with state documents.

Perhaps the noblest death of all was
that of Captain Craven of the monitor
Tecumseh at the attack in Ausgust,
1864, on Mobile. The ship was fast
sinking. 'There was not a mioment to
be lost. At the foot of the ladder lead-
ing to the manhold above, the turret
of safety, two men met, Captain Cra-
ven and his pilot. There would be
time for but one to mount. The cap-
tain knew it; the pilot knéw it.

THE WIRELESS

European Medical Journal Claim That
Herizian Waves are Harmful.

The statements made in European
medical jourhals to the effect that

rators and have been the cause of
many disasters is strongly refuted by
E. J. Haughton, superintendent of the
Dominion Government stations in Bri-
tish Columbia. Mr. Haughton states
that far from being harmful, they have
a beneficial effect, by purifying the

ing much more easy.

Mr, Haughton says that these state-
ments must be false, as the operator
does not come in contact with the
waves which are trgnsmitted from the
top of the wireless mast. The flash
from the transmitter, he says, is at
times painful to the eyes, just as any
other bright, uncovered flash of elec=
tricity would be.

The passage of the Hertzlan waves
through the air works on the same
principle as a summer thunder storm,
which is generally regarded as bene-
ficial to mankind.

Mr. Haughton points out an inter-
esting feature which is apparently du®
to the atmoscphere of the wireless sta-
tions at Gonzales Hill. A deaf man
who is an occasional visitor there finds
his malady considerably lessened after
sitting in the operator’s room for some
minutes. He is able to hear an ordin-
ary conversation, where on other oc-
casions he has to be shouted to before
he will respond.

According to M. P. Bellile, a French
naval surgeon on board the Descartes,
which has been engaged in the cam-
paign in Morocco, the members of the
ship’s company who were employed
in wireless telegraphy duty, developed
various affections in consequence of
the action of the Herzian waves.
Most commonly the telegraphists com-
plained of their eyes and cases of
slight conjunctivitis, keratitis ‘and
leukoma occurred.

In order to protect the eyes from
damage by the ultra-violet rays of
the electric emanation, which bhave a
very powerful action, it was recom-
mended that yellow or orange glasses
should be worn.. Not only were the
eyes of the operators affected, but
two cases of eczema—one of the wrist

Lastly, one of the officlals who had
been employed for several years in
wireless telegraphy suffered painful
| palpitation of the heart, which came on
after working for any length of time at
the instruments for sending messages.
This man was quite free from any or-

THE FASCINATING HUNT -
FOR RARE OLD BOOKS

: ’ I
Lucky Finds Have Sometimes Yielded Thousands
of Dolars.

0O1d books! “What a wealth of inter-
est they possess. “Yes, wealth of dol-
lars, some one may say, and it will not
be denied. When one can pick up a
1727 edition of a little New England
Primer for 18 cents and sell it for $2,500;
when a first edition of Poe's “Tamer-
lane” is unearthed for 50 cents in a
Boston book shop, and a few years
later brings $2,050 in the auctlon room,
and when, hidden away in a parcel of
Black Letter Psalms, there reposes a
copy of the Bay Psalm Book, and the
entire lot is knocked down at public
sale for 19s, it is little wonder that
many persons regard old books as
miniature nuggets of gold to be pros-
pected for sedulously.

But these are events of a lfetime.
They have become historic in Diblio-
graphical annals.

“I,0o0k for books in the most unprorn-
ising places,”’ some book collecior has
said, and the observance of this rule
will be found at the bottom of neariy
all the famous bibliographizal ' finds.”

The late Henry Steveas, one of Am"
erica’s pioneers in the book-hunting
world of Europe, says in describing
his experiences before * geeking the
broader hunting grounds " across the
ocean: “From Maine to Virginia many
a cisused churn, old cradle, dilapidat-
ed hen coop and empty fiour barrel had
yielded rich harvests of old papers,
musty books and -sallow pamphlets.”

During those years that Mr. Stevens
was bringing into his net coveted
treasures for James Lenox,John Carter
Brown, John 'Brialey and other great
American collectors, Dr. Joseph Green
Cogswell made his foreign exploration
tour to enrich the Astor Library, of
which he was the first librarian, and
his success caused him to be aptly re-
ferred to as “a judicious, active and
formidable sportsman in the book-
hunting world.” X

It was Dr. Cogswell who brought to
this country the first copy of Shake-
speare’s first folio, purchasing it in
1849 for £76, a splendid investment in
itself, in view of the fact that in re-
cent years first Shakespearean folios
have sold from $8,000 to $10,000. Ste-
vens really made the book-loving
world acquainted with the value, and
excessive rarity of the Bay Psalm
Book, the first English book published
in America, bearing the imprint of
Stephen Daye, Cambridge, 1640. While
lpoking over a bundle of old books in
a London auction room in 1865 he dis-
covered the quaint little book marked
with the dealer’s cost price of 3s, and
secured the lot for-19s. The Bodleian
Library of Oxford had a perfect copy,
but did not know what it was. When
Stevens announced what he had
bought right undeq the noses of the
smartest book se\rs in London, it
created genuige c3nsternation. But
the book was found to be lacking four
leaves, due to an error in binding.
Finding an imperfect copy, Mr, Ste-
vens supplied the deficlency and sold
the perfected copy to Mr. Leénox for
$400, and it is now one of the choicest
treasures in the Lenox Library, The
British Museum does not own a copy-.
In 1860 the Museum refused to pay
Mr. Stevens $750 for a perfect copwm

These, of course, are exceptional
cases, but even with the fiercest ccm-
petition. in the book-collecting worid
today similar surprises occasionally cc-
cur. Frank Maler of this city, who has
one of the best collections of Poe first
editions, owns an original copy of the
prose romance, containing the “Mur-
ders in the Rue Morgue,” which was
found in an old farmhouse in Dutchess
County. Its value now is consider-
ably over $1,000. The Harvard Univer-
sity Library secured from a Jealer in
Philadelphia two years agdo a com-
plete set of the second series of The
Spectator. The British Museum the
Bodleian, and the Harvard Libraries,
have sets of the first series, but it was
thought no perfectd set of the second
series’ existed. It was catalogued for
$500, among some of ‘the books irom
Clarence S. Bement’s library that had
been turned to a dealer jn prints and
pictures. Not realizing its full vaiue,
he put upon it what he regardzd as a
fair price, and careful catalogue read-
ing by some Of the Harvard ' faculty
gave the library what it had long been
seeking. The long-lost volume of the
Massachusetts Laws of 1648, was dis-
covered recently in England and sold
to the late BE. D, Church of Brooklyn
for g price said to be not less than
$5,000.

The history of the important library
sales of the past decade has demon-
strated that the rarest work of popu-
lar authofs are advancing rapidly in
price and thelr purchase i3 really a
safe investment. Who would have im-
agined, for instance, that a first edi-
tion as late as 1860 of an American aus
thor ‘would bring, in the auction rcom,
the phenomenal price of §2,2007 et
this was what a prose copy of Longfel-
low's “New England Tragedy” sold for
at the Chamberlain Library sale less
than two months ago. It was the more
wremarkable in the absence of A leiter
or any association interest that an au-
tographis presentation invests the vol-
ume of a well-known author. The
works of the so-called modern authers
that have brought at public sale a wrice
anywhere near “nhig could he named,
almost, on the fingers of one’s hand.

The.auction rooms, which every year
witness the scattering to the ends of
thé earth of libraries ,large and small,
have become serious rivals to the se-
cond-hand trade in our old books. Com—
petition being keener, it is -natural
that prices for the best things are con-
stantly on the jump. Better prices,
therefore may legitimateély be expected
in the dispersal of a well-selected lib-
rary by public sale than by sacrl-
ficing it in bulk.

*Lincolniana, the Civil War, Franklin
imprints, or early almanacs. Similar-
ly, in the domaing of higher literature,
one collector prefers American au-
thors, another rare editions of Eng-
lish classics, while even association
books, those of limitéd editions or pri-
vately printed works, have attained
the dignity of a niche of their own.

. Commandant d'Ollone has returned
ta France, -after twowgears-spent in
Western China and Northeastern
Tibet, at the head of a mission of ex-
ploration.” The mission léft Hamoi to
g0 up country at the end of 1906, and
réached Pekin, the end of its travels,
last October. Commandant d'Ollone
was seconded by Captain Le Page and
Lieutenant de Fieurelle.

The commandant, in speaking of his
experience, said: ‘“The country which
1 explored 'in ¢ ‘Ngrthwestern Tibet
watered- by the upper reaches of the
Hoang Ho, is thickly populated by 2a
warlike nomadic race, the Hsifani,
who; though nominallly under the
suzerainty of the Chinese Emperor
have never been subjugated. The
country, therefore, forms a practically
neutral® state between the dominions
of the Emperor of China and those of
his lieutenant, the Dalat-Lama. In
contrast with the rest of Tibet, the
land is generally fertile. Grass grows
almoét everywhere, and even among
the highest mountaiirs (some 19,000
feet) the slopes are so gentle and re-
gular that there are very few places
where a man may not ride on horse-
pback. It is for this reason that the
Chinese have meveér ‘been able to sub-
due the Hsifani. hE >

“Having ? soeial organization jlike
the ¢lans of Scotland, and being well

Their ¢hief deity i the Anie-Metche,
spirit of the highest mountain of their
country, and they pray to him, curi-
ously enough, both for good and for
evil actions.

So far from
being decadent,the race is increasing
in numiber.; Given a common chief-
tain and better arms, they would be
formidable, and one may foresee the

They havé thade a ‘salad’ of several
theorié&, They practice simultdne-
ously Buddhism, Brahmaism, and a
primitive religion not unliké ' that of
the ancient Greeks, and early Sedn-
dinavians, worshipping --thé spirits of
the rivers, plains and mountains. So
pious are they that they never drink
before invoking the spirits of the four
points of the compass or of the moun-
tains which Me in such directions.

Three Years After the Pioneers Settied Down in Upper Canada
' There Was a Lean Year.

And yet our history tells of a “hun-
gry year” in Canada, especially in
that part which now forms the gar-
den of the Dominion — the: Great
Lakes region of Ontario.

In the following autumn plenty was
again showered upon the land, and
from that time onward the settlers
made steady progress. Of .course, for
years their lives were those of a fron-
tier people in a wilderness, Their homes
were log cabins, their farms patches
from which the trees hall beeén re-
moved, but still bristling with stumps;
their food was simple and Ymited in
variety, and their clothing coarse and |
often scanty. Pork, beef and mutton
were soarce because the supply of live
stock was small, and increase in
numbers was checked by the depreda-
tion of the wolves. A staple article
of diet was Indian cornmeal, from
which was made “Johnnie cake,” the
bread of the frontier. One of the deli-
cacies of the cabin household was a
pudding, made by beiling together
pumpkin and cornmeal sweetened with
maple syrup. Venison and wild turkey
were plentiful, and so it was that to
the musket and the shotgun; and not
to the butcher, that each family look-
ed for its supply of fresh meat.

The clothing brought by the Loyal-
ists from the ‘‘States” was made to
last as long as possible by means of
working-clothes being- made of deer-
skin. Nearly every woman wore &
leather dress. It was very durable, but
with constant use became glazed with
gregse. It was the practice to use
strong lye in washing clothes, and it
is told that a girl attempted to clean |
her. deerskin dress by washing it
such a liquld, when, to her amazement
and great distress, it shrivelled up to
a bit of crisp leather, In her predica-
ment she had to take refuge in the po-
tatoe cellar until her - mother could
fetch a blanket, with which the girl
could cover herself.. Most of the house-
hold utensils were of wood, the white,
fine-grained wood of the popular being
preferred. From this were made the
forks, spoons, plates and trays in use
in every frontier farmhouse. Gradually
