The cigar makers’
union paid In strike funds over half
‘a, million dollars during the Canadian
cigar makers’ strike of four years ago.
This is more than would be paid out
An a quarter of a century by the clga.r
makers of Canada.

The moulders’ international union has
received ‘over twenty-five dollars from
the United States for every dollar they
have paid in, and the machinists as
well,.and so it goes all along the line
of international labor unions,

Now a8 fo Canadians managing their
own unions and the great respect that
would be. shown them by Canadian

anufacturers, etc. Employers of
labor give only when they canmot help
themselves. ‘What did the Allans care
about our local union of longshoremen?
American dollars would have done the
longshoremen mere good than all the
Canadian’ sympathy ‘you could shower
upon them. ‘I would suggest that you
send a copy of your editorial to the
management of the great corporations
such as the C. P. R, 'Grand Trunk
and I. C.'R., and a8k them which of
the unions the&y hold in greatest re-
spect, the great American unions with
three and four milllon dollars of a
strike fund at their back or the unions
affillated with the Trades and Labor
Congress of Canada without a strike
fund. and who place their trust in
Canadian public opinion? Ask them
what has been the average increase of
wages for twenty‘five ‘years back of
the members of Caradian and Ameri-
can aunions, . Why, Mr, Editor, there
has never yet been a Canadian labor
union succeessful in obtaining a work-
ing agreement with a Canadian rail-

FOUGHT WITH KNIVES FOR LIFE

LONDON, Aug. 6.—The Madrid cor-
respondent of the Daily Telegraph de-
scribes the Sirio disaster as one of the
worst on record. The Italian immi-
grants with knives in théir hands and
‘without regard for the women or child-
ren, fought with the greatest brutality
for the possession of life buoys and
boats. Many were killed or wounded,
including several members of the crew
who were attacked by emigrants.

‘When the captain saw the vessel was
lost and that the emigrants had cap-
tured the boats, he committed suicide

. The other officers taen lost their héads
and there was. nobody to direct the
work of rescue.

Eye witnesses give awful pictures of
the brutal panic on board. For haif
an hour the emigrants were masters
of the  situation. They _completely”
overcame the crew by sheer force of
numbers, and this in spite of the ef-
forts of the officers, who tiled to save
‘the women and children first.

One report even states, the corres-

HARVEST EXCURSIONS

(From- Monday's Daily Sun.)
Tomoérrow five special trains will
leave St. JohAn ecarrying farm la-
borers from all points in the Maritime
Provinces to supply the ever-increasing
demands in the west. This will be the

first of a number of excursions which
will go from Eastern Canada 'during
the month -of August. The western
farmers are asking for 25,000 men this
year. The largely increased. acreage
under cultivation and the phenomenal
crops this year makes the demand for
harvesters greater than ever before.
Last year Manitoba alone employed
12,000 eastern men, and Assiniboia
3,000. This year Manitoba asks . for
20,000 and Assiniboia 5,000.

Whether thi& number can be sup-
plied or not is the guestion which the
C.-P. R. authorities are considering at
the present time, The west is figuring
on getting 4,000 men from the Mari-
time Provinces, but from present in-
dications it looks as though the num-
ber going from these provinces would
not exceed that of last year, which
was §,200. Should the numbers from
the other eastern sections taking ad-
vantage of these excursions show no
inerease over last year, the western
farmers will doubtless have to do some
hustling to get their wheat converted
into money this fall. There is; however,
& prospect for better wages in the
harvest fields this year thah for some
yeans back. The farmers are naturally

willing to pay remunerative wages to
their: help.

The present system of distribution of
the men has been found to work much
better than the old way. In former
excursions it nearly always happened
that there was a congestion of labor
at some points and a secarcity  at
others, A hundred men would be land-
ed at a place where there was only
work for fifty, and naturally many
of those who coiild not find work at
first would become discouraged and
return home, By the new system
Winnipeg is made the distributing
point . where all- the farmers engage
their help, -

The. Maritime Province excursion
will be run first this year since these
are the farthest from the scene of la-
bor. Formerly this
last on the list. Two years ago the
maritime men were landed in .the west
too late in the harvesting season ‘to
allow them to strike immediate em-
ployment, and this caused no end of
trouble, Following the Maritime Proy-
ince excursion four excursions will go
from Ontério and one from - Quebec,

About 60 cars will ‘'be required to
carry the Maritime Provinee people.
Special trains will be run from points
on the I, C. R. east of St. John to this
city. The trains for Winnipeg will be
made up here, with one exception, The
laborers from the Island will cross
over to the mainland by a special trip
of the steamer Empress. From Point
Lachine they will be taken straight
through to Winpipeg by a special 1.

Jisce Sodgewick Pased
“way Saturday Morning

HALIFAX, Aug. 4—Mr, Justice
Sedgewick of the supreme court of
Canada died at a quarter to five this
morning at the summer residence of J
J. Stewart, Chester. S o

Judge Bedgewick was a -son of the
late Rev. ‘Dr., Sedgewick of Musquodo-
boit.' He was born in Aberdeen on
May 10th, 1848, and was but a year
old at the time of his father’s removal
from the Musquodoboit valley. He
graduated from Dalhousie in 1867,

He was for several years president of
the Alumni Assotiation and a gover-
nor of the- college. He was also for
many years ‘the . Jecturer on  equity
Jurisprudence in the law school of ths
university. : ;

His legal education was obtained in

the office of John Sandfield MacDon-:

ald, Cornwall, Ont, premier of On-
tario. He came to Halifax in 1873, was
admitted to 'the Nova Secotia bar. by
special act and at once began prac-
tice. Howard MacLean had just died

leaving a considerabile practice, and |

this was taken up by M=r Sedgewick
in .conjunction with J. J. Stewart,
under the name of Sedgewick and
Stewart. :

Mr.. Sedgewick had been a profound
student of law in all its branches, but
particularly in the 'doctrines peculiar

to the court of chancery. He liked the |

law for its own sake and for years it
was” his favorite reading. He was an
excellent draftsman—exact, easy and
rapid, He was careful in the prepara-
tion of his cases, a shrewd examiner
both in chief and in eross-examination
of great shrewdness and fertility in
argument and-a fluent and foreible
though by no means eloquent speaker.

In 1880 he was made a Q. €., and
subsequently vice-president of the Bar
Society, and an active member of the
council. He was for four years -an
aldermen of the city and in 1835, on
the appointment of the late 3o NG
Ritchie to the bench, became recorder
of the city, which office he held until
his appointment ag deputy minister of
Justice in 1888.  Ag deputy minister he
was assoclated with Sir John Thomp+*
son in drafting the eriminal code, In
1893 he was appointed to a seat on the
bench of the supreme court of Canada,
which he held until his death As a
Judge he was invariably patient and
courteous, and many of his Judgments
displayed great learning- and ability.

In polities Mr. Sedgewick was an ac-
tive supporter of the conservative
party. In 1874 he unsuccessfully con-
;«;sted Halifax for the house of assem-

y.

He was one of the founders of  the
Halifax Herald and for many years as-
sisted in and contributed to its editori-
al columns, An active member of the
North British soclety, for'some years
its: secretary, and eventually its presi-
dent. In religion he was & Presbyteri-
an. Personally, both in professional
and private life, the late judge was
most ‘- popular, In private life the
Jjudge was a charming companion, a
bright and most interesting talker and
keenly interested  in the doings “and
welfare of his many firends. He was
married in 1873 to Mary, daughter of
William McKay, merchant, of this
city, His widow survives him,
