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MESSAGE OF THE PRESIDENT OF THE |
UNITED STATES.
T the people of the United States.

Fettow Crrizeys .—Before my arrival at the
Seat of Government the painful communication
was made to you by the officers presiding over the
several Depurtments, of the deeply regretted death
of Wrieran Hesny Hagnwson, late President of
the United States. Upon bim you had conferred
your suffrages for the first office in your gift, and
had selected him as your chosen instrament to cor
reet and reform all such errors and abuses as had
manifested themselves from fime fo time in the
praciical operation of the Government. While
standing at the threshold of tins great work, he hus
by the dispensation of an all-wise Providence, been
reoved from amongst us, and by the provisions of
the Constitation the efforts to be directed to the ac-
camplishing of this vitally important task have de-
volved npon myself. T'his same ocenrrence has
subjected the wisdom and sufficiency of our insti-
fations lo a new test. For the first tme in oar his-
tory the person elected (o the Vice Presidency of
the United States, by the happening of a contingen-
ey provided for in the Constitation, has had devoly-
ed apon him the Presidential office. The spirit of
faction, which is direcily opposed to the spirit of a
lofty patriotism, may find in this occasion for as-
saults upon my administration. And in succeeding
under circumstances so sudden and unexpected,
and to responsibilities so greatly angmented, to the
administration of public affairs, I shall place in the
intelligence and patriotisin of the People my only
sure reliance. My earnest prayer shall be constant-
Iy addressed to the all-wise and all-powerful Being
who made me, and by whose dispensation I am
valled to the high office of President of this Confe-
deracy; understandingly to carry out the. principles |
of that Constitation which [ have sworn ““ to pro-
tect, preserve, and defend.” :
The asual opportunity which is afforded toa Chiof |
Magistrate upon his induetion to office_of present- |
ing to his countrymen an exposition of the policy
which would gaide his administration, in the form
of an inaugural address, not having, under the pe-
calinr circumstances which have brought me to the
discharge of the high daties of President of the Uni-
ted States, been afforded to me, a brief exposition
of ihe principles which will govern me in the gene-
ral course of my adminisration of pablic affairs
wonld seem to be due as well tg myself as to you.

In regard to foreign nations, the groundwork of
my policy will be jnstice on our part to all, submit-
ting to injnstice from none. While I shall seda-
lously cultivate the relations of peace and amity
with one and all, it will be my most imperative du-
ty to see that the honour of the country shall sus-
tain no blemish. With a view to this, the condition
of our wilitary defences will become a matter of
anxious solicitude.  The Army; which has-in other
days covered itself with renown, and the Navy, not
inappropriately termed the right arm of the public
defence, which has spread a light of glory over the
American standard in all the waters of the earth
should be rendered replete with efliciency.

In view of the fact, well avouched by history, that
the tendency of all human institutious is to concen-
trate power in the hands of a single man, and that
their ultimate downfall has procéeded from this
canse, 1 deem it of the most essential importance
thata complete separation should take place between
the sword and the pnrse. No matter where or how
tha publio monies shall be deposited; so long as the
President can exert the power of appointing and
removing, at his pleasure, the agents selected for
their oustody, the Commanderin-chief of the Army
and Nuvy is in fact the Treasurer. A permanent
and radieal change should therefore be decreed.
The patronage incident to the Presidential office,
alroady great, is constantly increasing. Such in-
crease is destined to keep pnce with the growth of
our population, until without a figure of speech, an
army of office-holders may be spread over the land.
The unrestrained power exerted by a selfish ambi.
tions man, in order either to perpetuate his authority
or to hand it over to sotne favorite s his successor,
may lead to the employment of all the means within
his control to accomplish his object. T'he right to
remove frot office, while subjected to no just re-
straint, is inevitably destined to produce a spirit of
crouching servility with the official corps, which,
in order to uphold the hand which feeds them,
would lead to direct an active interference in the
eections, both State and Federal, thereby subjecting
the course of State legislation to the dictation of the
Chiel’ Executive Officer, and making the will of that
officer absolute and supreme. I will, at a proper
time, invoke the action of Congress upon this sub-
jeet, and shall readily aequiesce in the adoption of all
proper s which are calculated to arrest
these evils, so full of danger in their tendency.

1 will remove no incumbent from office who has
faithfully and honestly acquitted himself of the du-
ties of his office, except in such cases where such
officer has been guilty of an active partizanship, or
by secret means—the less manly, and therefore the
niore objectionable—has given his official influence
1o the purposes of party, thereby bringing the pa-
tronage of the Government in conflict with the free.
dom of elections. Numerons removals may be-
come necessary under this rale. These will be
made by me throngh no acerbity of feeling. 1 have
had no cause to cherish or indnlge unkind feclings
towards any, but my conduct will be regulated by a
profound sense of what is due to the conntry and its
institntions ; nor shall T neglect to apply the same
nnbending rule to those of my own appointmeunt
Freedom of opinion will be tolerated, the full enjay-
ment of the right of suffrage will be maintained as
the birthrighy of every American citizen, but [ say
emphatically to the official corps, ** thus far and no
further.” 1 have dwelt longer upon this subject,
because removals from office are likely oftento a.
rise, and [ wonld have my countrymen to under-
stand the principle of the Exeeutive action.

In all public expenditures the most rigid econo-
my should be resorted to, and, as one of its results,
a public debt in time of peace be sedulously avoid-
Nl. A wise and patriotic constituency will never
object to the imy of y burdens for
weeful ends; and true wisdom dictates the resort to
siuch meave, in order to supply deficiencies in the

city yesterday morning at 5 o'clock and took lodg- |
ings at Brown's Hotel,

At 12 o'clock, #Ml the heads of Departments, ex-
cept the Secretary of the Navy, (who has not yet
returned to the city from his visit to his family.)
waited upon him to pay him their official and per-
sonal respects.  They were received with all the po-
Jiteness and kindness which characterize the new
President. He signified his deep feeling of the pub-
lic calafity snstained by the death of President Har-
rison, und expressed his profound sensibility to the
heavy responsibilities so- suddenly devolved npon
himself. He spoks of the present state of things
with great concern and seriousness, and made
known his wishes that the several heads of Depart-
ments would continue to fill the places which they
now respectively ocecapy, and his confidence that
they wonld afford all the aid in their power to ena
ble him to carry on the administration of the Go-
vernment suceessfully.

The President then took and subscribed the fol- |
lowing oath of office :—

1 do solemnly swear that I will faithfully execate |
the office of President of the United Sfutes, and |
will, to the best of my ability, preservo, proteet, and
defend the Constitation of the United States,

Mg. Eptror,—I should not have taken my pen,
ata time when such universal digsatisfaction pre-
vails thronghout the Province . at the late proceed-
ings of the House of Assembly, were it not that it
seams most unfair to heap npon Sir John Harvey
the manifold sins and iniquities of the Legislature,
Althoagh 1 feel myself bound to dissent from many
of his Excellency's acts since he came to this Colo-
ny. still it is with regret that 1 have observed so ma-
ny articles in the newspapers bearing the impress
of personal abuse and invective ; for however we
may hae justified in canvassing the actions of public
men, | for one never did nor ever ecan approve of
offensive personalities or disrespectful language to
the Representative of our Royal Mistress ; it savours
too much of that ribald abuse which our neighbours
the Yarkees. feel it their boasted privilege to deal
out upon their rulers and Chief Mugistrates and
which so heartily disgusts every British subject who
may travel through their country. That Bir John
Harvey’s administration has been a most ruinous
one to the Province [ must fully concur with very
many in thinking ; but that the whole odium of it
should now. upon the eve of his recall be shoulder-
ed off on him, I with equal sincerity wonld deny.
His great crime (anl certainly it is nota trifling
one) has been in havibg, for the sake of Legislative
harmony, yielded too inconsiderately and too freely
the prerogatives of his Gracious Mistress to the con-
troul of the Assembly. [ am not an advoeate for a
harsh and uncompromising exercise of the preroga-
tives of the Crown, but as n true admirer of our
happy Constitution 1 cannot but wish ever to see it
in the hands of the Queen’s Representative, open
to the reasonable wishes and interests of her subjects,
bt not subjected to the whims and eaprice of a
corrupt branch of the Legislature. To this sacri-
fice of Crown patronage and prerogntive is clearly
traceable that Legislative harmony which has drain-
ed the eoffers of New Brunswick, and in the short
space of three years reduced the Province to a state
of bankrupicy from amost flourishing and proud
position amongst her sister colonies. Let not the
electors of the Provinee forget, however, that it is not
Sir John Harvey who deserves their most severe
censure, butthat it is their own Representatives; that |
it is they, who, under the gnidance and leading
strings of some one or two profuse and prodigal
hamy . have ] this general ruin, to
gratify and accomplish their own ambitious views.
—He can be but little acquainted with the state of
things in this Province when Sir John assumed its
government, wheo does not know that from the mo-
